New Navy Plane
Does Work of Tbree

A sea and land plane combining |
the functions of three planes of the,
usual types has been developed by,
the Bureau of Aeronautics of the |
Navy Department in collaboration
with the American aircraft industry.
The plane, known as the “CS8,” is

It is
said to be the lightest plane for its
horse-power ever built.

Another important feature is that
it is able to fly with more than its
own weight as a load. In fact, tests
have shown that with its single en-
gine it is able to carry a greater load
than the twin-engined bombers that
have been in use for the past few
years.

The CS plane is powered with a
Wright T-2 engine of 650 horse-
power, It is quickly convertible from
a seaplane into a landplane, or. vice
versa. The “weight of the machine
is about 4000 pounds.  Its wing‘s
spread is 56 feet, its height 11 feet, |
and its length 34 feet. i

Fully loaded for a long flight, the
CS carries 15 barrels of gasoline and
one barrel of lubricating ofl. It has
a range of about 2200 miles, with-
out landing and without refueling.
Its landing speed is 55 miles an hour
and as a landplane fits maximum
speed is 105 miles an hour.

The construction is of steel and
duralumin except for the wings,
which are made of wood and fabric,
and are so designed that they can
fold back, thus effecting a marked
saving in space. This plane is also
designed so that it can be launched
from a catapult on the deck of a bat-
tleship. .

Included in the equipment is a ra-
dio set for both sending and receiv-
ing, two machine. guns, and lights
for night flying.

The government of Great Britain;
at the instance of the Secretary for
Mines and the Department of Scienti-
fic and Industrial Research, accord-
ing to adviceg received by the Bank-
ers Trust Company of New York from
its English Information Service, has
decided to provide at once for the
rapid development of a chemical and
physical survey of the coal seams of
Great Britain, to determine the pos-
sibility of replacing some 140 mil-
lion tons of raw coal at present burn-
ed_every year in its natural state by
other and smokeless fuels obtainable
from coal by carbonisation and gasi-
fication. It ig pointed out in this con-
nection that( if coal can be car-
bonised on a large scale in such a
way as to yield a supply of fuel oil
for the navy and mercantile marine,
and an important share of motor
spirit for use in motor cars and air
craft, the balance of foreign trade
would be altered in favor of Great
Britain, while the abatement of the
smoke nuisance in towns and manu-
facturing districts owing to the
abandonment of raw coal as a fuel
would have immediate and far-reach-
ing effects upon the health and hous-

ing of the people.

Following the reading of* Minutes,
a deputation from the Child Welfare
Assoclation, consisting of“Miss” South-
cott, President of the Association;
l.ady Crosbhie, Vice-President, and
Miss Anderson, head of the Commun-
ity Nursing Service in St. John's,
were admitted to the meceting.

Miss Southcott, on behalf of the de-
Jutation, informed the Mayor and
Bouncillors of the object of their visit
?/hich was to discuss and if possible,
find some means of improving the
health of the city. She introduced
Miss Anderson, who, she stated, was
a member of the Examining Board of
Sanitary Inspectors of Great Britain,
her certificate allowing her to prac-
tice as a Sanitary Inspector in Lon-
don.

Miss Anderson then very ably out-
lined some of the aims of the Child
Welfare Association,
ticularly to the rate of Infant Mor-
tality in St. John’s during the past|
few months, and stating that the|
main object of the Association was

the reduction of this alarmingly high<

rate. The sanitation of the city was
one of the most important factors in
their work, and while the deputation
did not wish to be unreasonable,
realizing the many -difficulties - with
which the Coupcil has to contend,

&till they submitted a few suggestions 4

which they felt sure the Council would
be only too willing to adopt, and
which they thought would greatly
improve conditions,

(1) That the hoppers in the various
city streets be given proper attention

as regards cleaning and that they be |

ZuBhed at least twice a week.

(2) That covers be placed on the
hoppers and also the garbaga carts.

Dear Sir,—Following up my letter
to the press of August 22nd last on
the propaganda now being used by
the enemies of the coal mining indus-
try of Newfoundland, I find in a pam-
phlet, issued from the Wembley BEx-
hibition, London, on the mineral re-
sources of Newfoundland, the follow-
ing reference, which can only apply to
“The St. George’s Coal Fields, Ltd.”

| ~“Only one coalfield of possibly
economic importance is present in
| Newfoundland, This area, known as
the St, George’s Coalfields, is located
eight miles east of Robinson’s Station,
and between the Barachois and Rob:
inson’s Rivers, The coal measures
occur here in a basin at the foot of
the Long Range Mountains, by which
mountains they were protected from
glacial erosion. A total development
of 2,500 feet of coal measure is pres-
ent in the upper 1,000 feet of which
two minable seams of good quality
occur. The seams known as the Jukes
and the Cleary are fifty inches and
twenty-six inches in thickness. re-
spectively. It has been determined
that they underlie approximately one-
half square mile and would produce
| approximately 2,000,000 tons of coal.
| One other seam, called the Murray,
occurs in the lower 1,000 feet of the
| measures, This seam is thick but is
| intercalated -with shale seams; where
exposed, it is not commercial. It is
possible however, that certain parts
of it might furnish minable coal. If
the Murray seam could be proved
commercial, it would furnish a large
tonnage as it underlies the whole coal
measure basin, or nine square miles.”

The pamphlet also says:—

“Other supposed coal areas are at
Grand Lake and South Branch. These
| areas have been thoroughly explored
by boreholes. and no commercial coal
occurs.”

The( responsibility for these unwar-
ranted mis-statements regarding “The
St. George’s Coal Fields” must rest
on the shouldergs of Mr. D., James
Davies, B.Sc., E.G.S., etc, Govern-
ment Analysist for Newfoundland, as
he is the man in charge and should
have known that his statements are
contrary to fact From what source
he received his information or by
what motives he was actuated to mis-
represent our coal areas, I do mnot
know, as he never saw the property,
and I doubt if he has ever travelled
a mile from the beaten track.

The Juke’s Seam, which is the best
in the section, averages, as above, 4
feet 6 inches of good, bright, clean
coal;; but at one point it was found
to_swell out to 14 feet, containing 8
feet of coal. It was traced for a
quarter of a mile along the strike.

The Howley Seam comes next and
contains 4 feet 2 inches of excellent
coal,. The Cleary Seam, 2 feet 2 inch~
es, is also a good quality of coal,
while the Shears’ Seam, though only
1 foot 2 inches at its outcrop, is of a
superior character, being almost a
semi-anthracite. The Murray Seam,
though the largest in the section, is
not as good as the others. All the
known seams in this trough aggregate
a total thickness of 27 feet. This
should give for every square mile they
may be found to occupy 25,920,000
tons.”

Since the above report was written
by Mr. Howley, which applies ex-
clusively to these areas, considerable
development, with excellent resultg,
has been done. The Murray Seam, No.
2, which was first opened by the late
Alexander Murray in 1878, was lost
sight of, owing to a landslide, for a
number of years. This seam has been
re-opened by this Company and a
tunnel driven for 25 feet, and now
shows 3 feet 3 iches of clean coal.

The 18 inch seam referred to by
Mr. Howley is now called the Fur-
long seam and shows 4 feet of solid
coal.

Other areas recently opened, no-
tably the Jukes shows 5 feet to 8 feet
of coal and the Howley on Robinson’s
River shows from 4 feet to 11 feet of
coal.

If Mr. Davies believes the 'reports

of the late J. B. Jukes, Murray and
Howley to be authentic and in the
main eorreet; may I ask the question
why he fails to quote from some of
their reports, or by what change of
heart, on whose advice, or.on whose
authorfty he issues to the’ world &
gstatement which is false, misleading,
and libellous (not alone to this Com-
pany and the twenty-seven hundred
Newfoundlanders who trusted the
writer with their money), but to the
country and Nation in general, as no
country can ever hope to become in-
dustrially great without coal.
Admiral Sir Frederick Field in re-
sponse to a toast from the Prime Min-
ister Hon. W. S. Monroe, at a dinner
tendered him at Bally Haly, a few
evenings ago said:—
“We live in an Empire, which, if we
like to read history, we can easily see,
was built up by sea power; and, on
many occasions, it has owed its ex-
istence to adequate sea power.”

Everyone will agree that the words

of the gallant Admiral are correct,
but behind this power stood men of
vision who foresaw in the coal and
iron fields of Great Britain the suc-
cess or failure of the Nation. Was it
not for coal and iron, the great cities
of Manchester, Shefield, Newcastle
and at one time the uninhabitable
morasses of Lancashire, would be as
peaceful to-day as they were a thou-
sand years ago.
I would now invite the attention of
the Government to the statements
made by Mr. Davies and ask that a
correction be made, and the actual
facts laid before the public of Great
Britain and the millions who may have
read the pamphlet prepared by Mr.
Davies. It is a mere matter of justice
to the investors in “The St. George’s
Coal Fields, Ltd.,” that these mislead-
ing statements be corrected.

As it stands to-day Newfoundland’s
representative at the "greatest in-
dustrial exhibition of modern time,
held in the heart of the Empire, is the
only one who has misrepresented and
under-valued one of the greatest na-
tural resources of this country. The
Government is responsible in some
measure for this, and amends should
be made through the official channels
through which the misstatements were
circulated.

It is reported that at Dakar, in Low-
er Senegel, i8 an enormous baobab
tree, whose trunk measures fully
seventy-five feet in circumference at
the base.

The fruit of thne baobab, which |
grows abundantly in Senegal, is call- |
ed “monkey bread.” It is used by the
natives for curdling mik and as a
specific for certain diseases Decoc-
tions of the dried leaves are also used
as medicine.

From the bark strong cords are
made, and the gum that exudes trom
it i8 employed as a salve.

The root of the young baobab is
sometimes eaten by the natives.

The Opening
OF THE NOTRE DAMYk BAY
MEMORIAL HOSPITAL.
To-day is a red letter day in
Twillingate and marks the suc-
cessful accomplishment of a
great work which the people of
the northern district set them-
selves some years ago. This |
morning ‘at eleven o’clock His
Excellency the Governor formal-
ly opened The Notre Dame Bay
Memorial Hospital in the town
of Twillingate, which has been

erected to commemorate the
men of Notre Dame Bay whg |
gave their lives to their country |
in the Great War. ‘

For years a hospital in thlsl
part of the Island was felt to he
a pressing need, and eventually
a2 committee of citizens headed
by the late Magistrate Gearge !
Roberts approached Dr. Grenfell
with the suggestion of erecting |
an institution in Twillingate. |
Circumstances, however, made it |
impossible for him to undertake
the we#k, but he encouraged the
people to begin raising funds for
the purpose, and by 1919 a sum
of $15,000 was in hand. ,

At that time Dr. Charles Par- |
sons, M.D. of John Hopkins
Medical School, who had put in
censiderable  work in several‘
hospitals in the United States |
and had a high reputation as a |
surgeon, was working with the
Grenfell Mission. His interest in
the undertaking was secured, |
and he entered enthusiasticallv‘
into the work. Gradually the |
local contributions to the fund |
increased until about $2z,000‘
had been raised. A subscription |
of $5.000 was received from the |
British Red Cross through the |
influence of Sir Charles Harris,
the former Governor, and the |
Government granted $10,000 for
construetion work. Dr. Grenfell |
intercsted the Commonwealth
Fund in New York and obtained |
from them a grant of $25,000,!
and with $60,000 in hand the
site of the hospital was selected
in the summer of 1921 and pur-
chased.

Difficulties of every kind faced
the promoters, but one by one
they were overcome by the
whole-hearted labours of the
people themselves and by the
valuntary assistanece of experts
when their services were re-
quired. In this connection the
work of Mr. Ronald Philip, the
consulting éngineer of the AN.
D. Co., is deserving of spetial
mention. He gratuitously sur-
veyed the site, and arranged the
plans for a water supply and a
reservoir. Fishermen, with that
adaptibility for” which they are
noted, turned masons or engi-
neers as the need arose, and
suecessfully carried out the op-
erations under the able duper-
vigion of Mr. Benjamin Roberts,
and men and women g'energl]y

" i you Learn the Right Way to Woe

' Deep #nd Restful Skumber—Practieal
Hints by a Distinguished Authority
on How to Increase Your Waking
Hours and so Improve Your Heo.lth,
Happiness and Efficiency.

- (By DONALD'A. LAIRD, Ph.D.)

" The one plece of advice that you
‘probably ' have :heard most often is—
L“Get plenty of sleep!” g

Your parents undoubtedly began
telling you that—and enforcing their
wishes—when you were a child. Later
you heard;it from your family doctor,
from your teachers, from your employ-
ers, your friends—in fact, from almost
‘everybody who claimed to have your
interests  at heart. Eminent men when
interviewed are fomd of including
some variation of the ‘“early to bed,
early to rise” adage as part of the re-
cipe for success.

The implication in this familiar ad-
monition, and the impression of the
sleep question that you probably have
retained from childhood, is that to try
to get along with less than eight or
nine hours’ sleep a day is only a little
less harmful from a hygienic course
of poisoning would be; that to sleep
the clock around every night is abeut
the surest ‘way there is of becoming
“healthy, wealthy and wise,” and, I
suppose, happy.

Of course, there are the Edisons, the
Napoleons, the Humboldts, and the
other great men, past and  present,
who accomplished most extraordinary
things on only three or four hours’
sleep a night. Probably you® assumed
that, being exceptional in so many
other particulars, these men probably
were exceptional in' their sleep re-
quirements as well.

At it happens, however, recent scien-
tific investigation shows quite definate-
ly that the time-honored idea that it
is wise to. get a great deal of sleep has
scant basis in fact; that, as a matter
of fact, many people probably get too
much sleep and that too much sleep
may be harmful, just as too much food
is. It shows, too, that, like food, the
value of sleep to the body depends not
on quantity but quality; that, though
sleep may seem to be the most natur-
al thing you do, there is an art of
sleeping you can learn.

+ The famous men who slept little
undoubtedly had mastered this art and
had learned how to extract from a few
hours of good, sound sleep more phy-
sical benefit than many people obtain-
| ed from a full night of fitful, wakeful,
| light slumber.

|  Science~ shows, too, that there are
Igood and bad tlmes for sleeping, that
the way you 1ie in“bed has great

Ting on the quality of ‘sleep you enjoy;

that by cultivating proper habits of
sleep and surrounding yourself with
{ conditions conducive to good sleep,
{ you probably can reduce your sleeping
time to six hours and yet awake re-
feshed, invigorated, and with no trace
of the tired feeling that now may make
rising in the morning so much of a
| task.

Undoubtedly you understand the
purpose and general nature of sleep.
Every living thing seems to sleep.
Plants ~grow by - rhythms—alternate
periods, of rest and activity—so do
even the lowest forms of animal life.
The single-cell amoeba pauses to rest.
Mollusks have periods of inactivity
during which they sink deeper into the
" mud.

Your 'sleep, though, is highly com-
plicated. During sleep your pulse beats
more slowly and more, feebly than
when you are awake. In fact, after you

{'are asleep a few hours, it is virtually

impossible for any one to detect your
pulse with the fingers. Special appar-
atus must be used by scientists to take
pulse records of persons who are serv-
ing as subjects in sleep investigations.

Also, when you sleep, the flow of

blood to your brain decreases marked-
ly. Science can thank a Parisian beg-
gar for its first knowledge of this fact.
This man was injured in a street ac-
cident, and portions of his skull were
broken away, leaving the brain ex-
posed. Through this “window” scien-
tists in the hospital were able to watch
the blood stream ebb and flow as he
slept and awoke.
. Upon the decrease of the blood flow
to the brain during sleep depend such
familiar methods of wooing reluctant
glgep-.as-eating a little, or placing a
hot water bag on the feet. In either
lcdse the stimulation of the blood flow
‘elsewhere in the.body tends to.draw
the blood away from )he brain; hence,
tends to produce sleep.

If you find it hard to get out of bed
ifi-the morning, it is because you have
not learned how to sleep. The “tired
feeling” that makes arising at the call
of the alarm clock so difficult would
not disappear, as you imagine, were

Now, to continue thls light-sleep. h
the morning is not restful. The extra
hour’s sleep usually is made up of
short naps—broken sleep. It is bene-
ficial neither to your body nor your
mind. On the contrary, it is likely to
do you grave harm by helping build
up a habit of laziness.

Why not, then, do away with thls
light, fitful slumber that does you mno
good, and substitute deeper sleep of
shorter duration? Cut two or three
hours from your night’s sleep and still
obtain more rest than you do now?

You can do it very easily if you can
manage to take a noonday nap of less
than an hour every day. You uss
ually drowsy at this time, and.appar-
ently nature intended you to sleep
then. Forty-five minutes of deep, rest-
ful sleep at midday is equal to' three
or four hours of the light sleep you
get from three to seven in the morn-
ing.

If you can take this noonday nap,
follow it with a short period of light
exercise, such as rapid walking, to aid
digestion. It may take you a few days
to accustom yourself to sleeping dur-
ing the day, but within a week you
should be able to do it easily, and you
will*find yourself able to cut three or
four hours at least from your night's
sleep and still be stronger and more
efficient both mentally and physically.

Of course, I realize that it is diffi-
cult, if not impossible, for some peo-
ple to take a nap at noon. Those who
can’t, will find themselves improving
the quality of their night’s sleep if
they will follow a few simple rules
for sleeping. 2

To begin with, restful sleep depends
on entire relaxation of the body. The
only way you can relax .entirely is to
lie at full length. Some animals can
sleep standing up, but human beings
seldom attempt anything like that.
Still, I knew a man, several year ago,
who would sleep while standing by his
bed. There must be something wrong
with a man like that, you are thinking.
Very likely. When I knew him he was
a patient in a hospital for the insane,
which is about where all of us would
end if we tried sleeping the way he
did.

Probably you would find it impos-
sible to.do ag he did. Muscular relax-
ation is¢so essential to the sleep of
human beings that you can prevent
yourself from sleeping by clenching
your fist or bunching the muscles' of
your legs or arms. Conversely, you can
coax sleep by relaxing every muscle
of your body—your arms, legs, trunk,
neck—even your ear muscles.

The best way to do this is to sleep
partly on your side—either® side—and
partly-on your stomach. To sleef on
your side will not permit entire re-
laxation, for some of your muscles
must be kept tense to prevent you
from rolling out of bed. Neither can
such complete relaxation be obtained
by sleeping on your_back. In this pos-
ture, gravity will éhuse your lower
jaw to drop and your mouth to open
when your jaw muscles relax. This
will cause you to snore—loudly enough
possibly to awaken yourself or others.

Not that snoring is an evil accom-
paniment of slumber. On the contrary,
it is a sure sign of deep, restful sleep.
You can avoid snoring, however, and
still get quite as much musclar relax-
ation and quite as much rest if you
will sleep in‘the position T have men-
tioned. This is one of the very likely
ways of causing the morning “tired
feeling” to disappear.

Besides muscular relaxation, the
other prime requisite for sleep is mon-
otony. Exc¢itement prevents slumber
and causes bad dreams. Indeed, the éx-
citement that usually accompanies
evening gatherings prebably
cause of the nightmares that most peo-
ple attribute to something they have
eaten before going to bed. The deep
sleep of old people and people who live
in. the country c¢an be attributed to
their monotonous existenge.

The best way to obtain monotony is
to sleep in a quiet room. Yet quiet is
not absolutely essential to monotony.
Regularly  repeated sounds, such as
the incessant ticking of & -clock, are
monotonous. They are good instigators
of sleep—after you become accustomed
to them. The muffled-ticking of a watch
undg¢rneath your pillow Wwill help you
to sleep.

Extraordinary sounds, though, tend
to,awaken you. You can learn to sieep
in.a boiler factory and find the con-
stant uproar conducive to sleep. But
a comparatively slight noise—the pass-
ing of a trolley car or an automobile,
or the foot-step of some one near your
bedside—raises your blood pressure

During my recent investiga-
tion of sleep I taught many persons
how to sleep properly and how to cut
down their hours of sleeping.

You cdnnot, however, make up your
mind to-day that hereafter you are go-
ing to get along with six hours’ sleep,
and put that schedule into effect to-
night. Yo.u would find that harmful,
especially with regard to your ability
to do mental work.

In one of my expériments I found
that persons who have lost two hours’
sleep are unakle to work as well on
the following day. The reason for this
is that they are forced to use more
than their accustomed amount of en-
argy in accomplishing any of thpoir us-
ual tasks. With the loss of a whole
night’s sleep mental efficiency is low-
ered by as much as 25 per cent.

In fact,”doing without sleep is more
dangerous than doing without food. A

New Wonders in
Giant Twin Star
STRANGE FLAMING BALLS OF GAS

TWELVE TIMES HOTTER THAN
MOLTEN IRON.

(Discovered by DR. J. S. PLASKETT).

Two vast flaming balls of incandes-
cent gas 12 times hotter than.molten
iron—the smaller ball 12,500 t'mes as
bright as the sun and 2,000 times the
diameter and 8,000,000,000 times the
volume of our earth—hurtling -about
each other in a colossal eclipse of
173,000,000 miles every two weeks at
the amazing speed of 128 and 153
miles a minute respectively!

To such a tremerdous conception
were the imagination of astronomers
summoned recently when the Domin-
jon Ascrophysical Observatory, Vic-
toria, B.C., analyzed the light. from
B. D. 6° 1309, a star catalogued more
than 60 years ago and visible to the
keen, unaided eye.

For the spectroscope—an instru-
ment that breaks up starlight into the
various colored lights that compose
it—and mathematical analysis reveal-
ed that this barely perceptible gleam
came from two stars, by long odds the
brightest and most massive ever dis-
covered.

By means of the great 72-inch re-
flector of the Dominion Observatory,
the diameters of these great twin stars
as well as their distance apart, have
been measured. Each has been weigh-
ed. Their physiecal properties, tem-
perature, and brightness have been
determined. It .has been found that
they are three times as hot as our
sun, and that their distance from our
earth is at least 52 million billion
miles!

Ten thousand years ago, centuries
before primitive man found his way
upor. the stage of history, the light
that only yesterday was analyzed star-
ted racing to the earth at the terrific
speed of 186,000 miles a second.
While history dawned and while em-
pires and civilizations waxed and wan-
ed, that light sireaked tirelessly ac-
ross the inconceivable immensity of
interstellar space.

If th’s giant twin star were inhab-
ited and possessed astronomers, to-
day they would be studying light from
our earth which started on its comic

journey ages hefore the stones of
Nineveh were laid.
Stupendous are the figures that

have been citsd to describe these twin
giants, probably they far understate
the facts. For they are calculated,
with scientific caution, on the theory
that the orbit of the twin stars’ vast
swing is in the line of our sight. If
such 18 not the case, the figures would
be much larger. As the bodies have
not been observed to eclipse each
other, probably their respective
welghts are at least 14 per cent. more
greater than the figures mentioned,
and their velocities at least five per
cent. greater.

The next largest twin star known
is V. Puppis, determined at Harvard
University, with a combined mass 33
times that of the sun. The combined
masses of the monster pair determined
at the Victoria Observatory are 139
times that of the sun, at the lowest es-
timate. 2

It #s not Impossible that these stel-
lar Titans no longer exist, except as
a diffuse nebula, a great fire mist
streaming across incredible millions
of miles, For in bodies with such en-
ormous masses the radiation of 1fght
nearly
equal to the prodigious gravitational
force that tends to contract them. So
delicate is this balance that even a
slight disturbance of it might release
the prisoned energies within them in
a mighty cataclysm, exploding them
across the black vastness of cosmic
space.

More Uses for Radium

The healing properties and usés of
radium are rapidly increasing as the
days go by. Thousands of scientists
are experimenting with it, and daily
its sphere’of -usefulness is widening.
The famous Beth Israel Hospital of
New York, has made unusual pro-
gress in the treatment with radium
of ailments such as diseased tonsils,
cancer of the tongue, and goitre, is
announced in the report of the
otolaryngological clinics.

The physicians in charge of the
radium treatment have become con-
vinced that malignant disorders of
the mouth and throat hitherto con-

sidered hopeless and beyond the
help of operations may be eradi-
cated by radium and surgery.

The report is made by the phy-

sician in charge of this branch of the |
work at Beth Israel Hospital. = His

experiments have been confined
largely to cases sent by other insti-
tutions and considered incurabie. The
report states that in the treatmént
of twenty patients for inoperable
tonsil diseases, good results were |
obtained in all. & |

“By the results obtained we can‘
now say that we have a method of‘r
eradicating diseased tonsils without |
the risk of fatalities in inoperable
cases,” the report says.

The action of the radium was con-
tinued in all cases until the tonsils
were completely atrophied. The
neighboring structures around the |
tonsils were not affected in any way,
the radium evidently having a selec-
tive action on the lymphoid tissue of
the tomsils. In several cases in-
volving cancer of the tongue the le- |
sions reacted quickly to radium.

“Operations for cancer of the
tongue and mouth have always had
a depressive effect-because they were
considered permanent mutiliation as
wcell as uncertain of cure,” says the
report. “By means of radium alone,
or combined with surgery, these af-
fections can now be eradftated. In
fact, we can now say that radium
takes first place in the treatment of
cancer of the nose, mouth and lar-
ynx.”—EX.

The Chinese Civil War

It is greatly to be hoped that there
is nothing more serious in the highly |
sensational news sent out from
China than a factional fight. True,
the Chinese Generals who are strug-
gling for victory claim that they are
leading movements for the unification
of China, but that has been a slogan
of every war lord who has led a
body of troops into a miniature bat-
tle ever.since the Emperor of China
was deposed. What has brought
British and United States warships
on the scene, and what is likely to
give the British authorities at Shang-
hai cause for apprehension, is that
the rival factions are fighting for
the control of the all important
Yangtse waterway, and that one of
the Generals had declared the Chin-
esa control of the Shanghai district
is essential to the successful pursuit
of his unification plans.

Shanghai is under international
control, with British influence over-
whelmingly predominant. It com-
mands the Yangtse delta, and thus
holds the key to that great inland
waterway which leads into the dis-
tricts where the greatest British
vested interests in China lie. . Order
must be maintained, - and there " is
every reason to feel confident that
the British forces on the spot, with
whom the U. S. troops will of course
act in common accord, will be fully
equal to the task of keeping either
General, or both if need be, from
making any trouble" for missionaries
and other ‘white people in Shanghal.

The speaker showed
the obligations laid down by law, for
parents to their children, showing
that the law states a child must not
be abandoned, but is entitled to re-
ceive parental care up to a certain
age. A child is entitled to medical
aid, in cases of illness and the parents
who refuse this are guilty of an of-
fence punishable by law, Contagious
diseases, must be reported to the pro-
per authorities and at times when
there is danger of an epidemic and
a proclamation is issued for the vac-
cination of all those under the ages
of 18 years, it is the duty of the par-
ents to see that the children get it.
Food must be protected, and it is not
lawful fer anyone to bring food
through the streets not properly cov-
ered. As the child grows older, it
is still entitled to protection, and the
speaker showed the manner in which
children are vieweéd by the law, at
different ages. No law has yet been
introduced dealing with child ‘labour
or compulsory education and owing
to the conditions prevailing in the
country, he thought it very -difficult
to introduce such a law, just at pres-
ent. However he had no doubt that
with the advancing years, such would
evenfually come into force, Dealing
with the reformatory, he, said much
had been said for and against it and
there was much reason in all of it,
but the speaker was of the opinion
that a reformatory is a much better
place to come from than the Peniten-
tiary, With many other phases Mr.
Hunt dealt briefly and much valu-
able advice was received by those
who were present,

At the close of Mr. Hunt’s address
Miss Southcott, President of the
Child Welfare Association expressed
her thanks and asked those present
to show . their appreciation, which
was done in a very hearty manner.

Ships of less than 2,000 toms can
usually be raised bodily by means of
pontoons; ships above such a mark
require often more ingenious hand-
ling. Pontooning is employed when-
ever . possible for salving sunken
ships; the second method is for ships
to be pumped and floated, which
means that divers must go down, lo-
cate holes, and mend them with
plates, before the ship is pumped free
from water and raised again . In a
third method compressed air is used
to force the water out of the ship at
the bottom of the ocean.
