A Visit to Nebraska.

A gentlemen from this county has been 
on a visit to Nebraska, and he gives us 
his experience as follows :

Starling from Guelph he made Banda,
proceeding thence to Chicago, and then 
to Omaha. The route between the two 
latter places lies through a populous 
country, in which numerous towns and 
villages are interspersed. These contain 
populations of from two to four thousand. 
Several places along the line are well 
timbered, but in other parts woods are 
completely wanting. After leaving Chi­
cago the track lies through a long, level 
plain, with here and there a little timber ; 
but after passing through Nevada and 
Boone City, and having arrived between 
Ogden aim Jefferson the land is rolling 
and~the woods abundant. Down near the 
west are undulating prairies, and at 
Woodbine the country is hilly and well 
supplied with timber, and thickly peo­
pled. Between Honey Creek and Heston 
the jfopulatipn is sparse, a house appear­
ing only Hère and thete. On one side the 
line are hills and rocks, on the other a 
level plain. Omaha City is as thriving 
a place as a person could wish to see, and 
apparently every one of its inhabitants is 
endeavoring to make the most he can out 
of his calling. There is one building, all 
of brick, which was erected last summer,
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thoroughness in their training, and bore 
testimony that both the pupils and teach­
er have been diligent and attentive. The

wheat being sown. The yield of this 
grain is from 20 to 40 bushels per acre, 
and the selling price is about $1.50 per 
bushel. Again in spring the land is 
ploughed to the depth of two or three 
inches and it is ready for another crop. 
From forty to eighty bushels of oats to 
the acre can be raised. Last year the 
potato crop was a failure in a great many 
places in consequence of the depredations 
of a kind of bug.

They thrash out all their grain in the 
fall, and are not so particular as the peo­
ple of Canada in the building of their 
straw stacks, as they can have as much 
hay as they want if they will only take 
the trouble to cut and haul it. It is built 
in stacks and some never fence them, but 
allow the cattle free access to them all 
winter. What straw is not used is gener­
ally burnt,as the soil, which is a fine black 
loam, has no need of manure. For fences 
they have oak posts to which cotton wood 
rails are nailed. The fences are only two 
rails high, this being all that is necessary, 
as pigs are not allowed to run at large, 
and every person who owns cattle has to 
keep them in at night. Most of the tim 
ber they have for use lies along the Platt 
river, and almost every farmer owns a 
little. Near Fair View City there are 
some splendid rocks from which the very 
finest of building stone may be obtained 
in blocks from four to eighteen inches in 
thickness, and from two to ten feet long. 
Many of the houses are of stone, some are 
frame, others are built of logs, and a few 
of gopher.

Shooting is done in this manner. The 
party get in a waggon and drive to the 
prairie, where there Is always abundance 
of chickens, quails and rabbits. The 
horses will stand fire, and the sportsmen 
are thus enabled to retain their seat, and 
kill the game. Their wells are of differ­
ent depths from five to sixty feet. In 
country places they have no pumps, a 
pulley on the top of the well, with a long 
rope, and a bucket attached to each end 
being made to supply their place. Their 
horses are mostly small, although they 
have some fine ones which they took the 
pains to bring all the way from Canada. 
Mules are extensively used. The cattle 
are of the commonest kind, and show but 
little breeding, if any. The sheep are all 
merinoes, and poor at that, as the owners 
take no care of them. Having seen

Vor some time peat there have been 
ugly remora In drealstion respecting the 
Empire Mine, but as the eerioualy affected 
the standing oT||togi who have hitherto 
home an unblemished reputation, and as 
we were not in poeseeeion of all the facte, 
we have refrained from giving curreny to 
them.

The “ cat hae been let out of the bag,” 
however, disclosing a species of fraud and 
swindling which showed that while adepts 
at the badness had the management of 
the affair green hands wereallowd to mix 
themselves up in the transaction. The 
facts so far as they have been made pub­
lic are as follows. We copy from the 
Madoc Mercury :— ,

“ In the absence of any other stirring 
news, gossips and scandal-mongers have 
had a fine time of it for the last few days, 
in re the “ Empire Mine.” For some 
weeks past, in fact immediately after the 
sale of the property, sinister rumors were 
set afloat, to the effect that the rock sent 
through the crushing mill had been 
heavily “ salted” with gold purchased at 
a distance. In common with some of the v
older inhabitants of the village who asked j Brick"Com nanv* 
our opinion, we were very slow to attach • ' • 1*--
any credence to these reports, on account 
of the standing and characters of the 
vendors. However although the parties 
interested have done their utmost to keep 
the affair quiet, it is now publicly known, 
and talked about, that the trickery prac­
tised has been discovered, and, in fact, 
acknowledged. As our previous remarks 
concerning the Empire Mine had convey­
ed to others our own impression that these 
rumors were utterly without foundation, 
an explanation of the circumstances under 
which this piece of deceit—for we can call 
it by no milder term—was consented to, 
was voluntarily made to us early this 
week, to prevent our being placed, unwit­
tingly, in a false position any longer.
That statement, as it implicates others 
than the Messrs. Jones, we do not deem 
it right to publish at present—especially 
as various other versions are afloat. This 
much, however, may be said, that Messrs 
Jones have offered to forfeit either the 
balance due to them of the purchase 
money, if the purchasers, after doing 
something more than merely scratching 
the surface of the mine, are then dissatis­
fied with their bargain ; or, if they will 
not consent to that arrangament, the ven­
dors are willing to take the property back 
for the sum they have received for it, 
leaving the purchasers to recover the 
balance from the other parties to whom it 
was paid.’

In the interest of public morals, and for 
the sake of those who have invested their 
capital in the gold region, it is to be re­
gretted that the purchasers of the mine 
did not bring the principal culprits to 
justice instead of compromising such a 
bare faced swindle. It will be remember­
ed that the proprietors of the Empire 
Mine represented that they had had 
crushed by the mill of Daniels, Scott &
Taylor, fourteen tons of ore, which yield­
ed $21.40 per ton. Indeed, if we mistake 
not the certificate of the firm of Daniels,
Scott & Taylor was produced as evidence, 
and if additional evidence was wanted, 
the nugget of gold obtained from the rock 
was on exhibition. Every one congratu­
lated the enterprising owners of the mine 
upon their good luck, and the chief man­
ipulator was sent to Belleville to negoti­
ate for a sale of a portion of the mine, the 
original owners retaining the largest pro­
prietary interest, The manipulator, the 
same gentlemen who went to Montreal 
and got the gold wherewith to “ salt” 
the fourteen tons, succeeded in disposing

Melancholy Death.—Mr. Joel Car­
penter, a few years since a prominent 
merchant of Hamilton, was found dead 
on Sunday morning, lying beside a fence 
on the highway a short distance from 
Ingersoll.

The keepers of the house were Joseph 
Alexander and his wife Maria, and they 
were put upon trial, not for any hand 
they had in the murder, but for not gov­
erning their house in accordance with 
the statutes of the land.

The resolution 
was carried, and the committee rose. The 
report was ordered to be received on Fri­
day next.

On motion of Hon Mr Rose, the House 
went into committee of the whole on cer­
tain resolutions on the subject of the cur­
rency.

The delay was of course grant­
ed by Mr. Cartier. In the new bill 
the Queen’s name is substituted in the 
plaoe of the Governor General’s, and 
while the bill of 1862 allowed the 
Governor-General four Aides-deCamp 
the present bill gives him none at all. 
Sir John A-’s bill gave the Governor- 
General, as commander-in chief, the 
power to frame regulations, but Mr. 
Cartier’s bill places that power in the 
hands of the Govemor-in-Council, 
which is of course, much the same as 
giving it to the Minister of Militia. 
The whole affair is of a most spicy 
eharaoter. Sir John and Mr. Rose 
are expected to eat their leek in sil­
ence when Mr. Cartier’s Bill is again 
brought up in Council. The great 
works in front of Montreal are to cost 
five millions, and entrenched camps 
•t London, Toronto and Kingston are 
spoken of.

Then Macdougall is very much out 
of temper just now. He has lately 
been showing a disposition to make up 
with his old friends the Reformers, 
but they arc very shy of him. The 
latest on dit about this “ practical 
politician,” is that he will be shelved 
by being appointed to the Collector- 
ship of Toronto, vacant by the death 
of Robert Spence.

As will 
be seen by reference to the figures 
there is only a difference in each ease 
of $1.10. The Returning Officers in 
the Town of Guelph were allowed their 
full claim ; in the Township of Guelph 
a reduction of $2.40 was made; in East 
Puslinoh a similar reduction was made 
of $1.20, and in West Puslinch a re­
duction of $2.15.

The whole returns are to be printed 
by order of the House, giving items 
charged and amounts paid.

Safety of Dr. Livingstone.
The United States Consul at Zanzi­

bar, under date of Nov. 10, 1867, 
writing to Secretary Seward, says: 
About a month ago, a caravan arrived 
at the port of Bngamoya, on the coast 
of Africa, opposite this place, and one 
of the leaders thereof reported that 
while on their way they met a Euro 
pean traveller who was accompanied 
by twelve native attendants, and who 
wrote letters to Her British Majesty’s 
Consul here and delivered them to 
one of the members of the caravan, 
who from some cause remained be­
hind, keeping the letters with him 
After a thorough investigation and 
comparison of the reports of the dif­
ferent members of the caravan, Her 
Majesty’s Consul, felt perfectly satis 
fied that the traveller in question 
could be none other than the great 
explorer, Dr. Livingstone, the report 
of whose death was communicated to 
the Department under date of Dec­
ember 9, 1866. from this consulate- 
An influential Arab, who arrived 
from Quiloa yesterday, informed me 
that while theie he, conversed with 
the chief of one of the tribes of the in­
terior, who informed him that he had 
met Dr. Livingstone, whom he knew, 
•bout eight months before- There 
seems, therefore, to be room for hope 
that the report of his death, brought 
by the probable deserters from his 

L party, is false ; and it is the opinion 
t of all Europeans here that the Doctor

“didn’t the docter say you’re dead ?’ 
and thinking for a minute, said :
“ Well, be----- , I believe I’ll wait.”
In a few minutes the order came, “re­
ceive boarders.” and poor Pat tell 
mortally wounded, and dragging him­
self up to his dying messmate, put. 
his arm round his neck and said : 
“ Well, Jack, my lad, we will go over 
the side together now,” and shortly 
expired.

Settling Tenant Right.—A few 
Iri««h have taken a most effectual means of 
settling the questions of tenant right and 
tithes as far as they are concerned, ainl 
we may expect to hear of next St. Pat­
rick's day being celebrated with all hon­
ours in the empire of Brazil. De Wolf 
& Co., of Liverpool, have just given free 
passage to about 350 Irish persons, of both 
sexes, for Rio Janeiro, where they will 
get land at a shilling per acre and have 
five years to pay for it. The rulers of 
that, enormous Empire constantly invite 
emigrants of all countries. Brazil has 
over fifty foreign colonies, with about 
70,000 colonists, chiefly Germans. These 
foreigners cultivate a variety of tropical 
products, and have a rude plenty of every 
thing to live on, which, as the world goes 
is a comfortable consideration. A Catho­
lic priest has sailed with the Irish emi­
grants.

It is said that the English Eleven will 
visit New York daring the next cricket- 
eting season.

oretic notions of loyalty caused him to dis­
approve of conduct which savoured so much 
of rebellion. But, on the other hand, he was 
not a persecutor, and would take no part in 
the severities practised against those who 
would not confirm to the religion imposed 
by the Government.
