The Sangster Case Again,

A short time ago we referred tothe
case ot Dr. Sangster, i connection
with his candidature as representa-
tive of the Teachers at the Council vt
Public Institution. We referred to
the unhappy relations which existed
between him and his first wife, to the
scandal which his intercourse with a
young lady in Toronto—who subse-
quently tecame his second wife—oc-
casioned, to the !painful history con.
nected with his divorce, and to other
matters no less seriously aftecting his
moral character ; all of which in our
opinion were-valid—reasons—why-the
teachers should oppose his election
to ther¢spoasible ‘position he seeks
toobtain. Since then Dr. Sangster
has published a pamphlet, in which
he pretends to'given full and true
history of all his family troubles, and
seeks to secure the sympathy of the
teachers and the public by a recital
of his sorrows, and representations
which would lead the casual reader
to the conclusion that he wasa much
injured man.

Among other documents which he
gives in this pamphlet in lus own de-

fence, and in vindication of his con. |

duct, is an opinion winch he alleges
he obtained from Mr. John H. Cam.
eron,to the eftect that the divorce he
obtained in the States agamnst his
wife was valid, and also that his
second marriage was valid in the
States and in Canada. Mr. Cameron,
however, in a letter published in
the Toronto papers on Saturday, dis.
tinctly denies the truth of the allega-
tion.. He says :—*‘ My opi* 'n was
never either asked or giv ) such
a case,but it was asked fo. given
onadecree of divorce, ol ed on
the petition of his first w \gainst
Dr, Sangster, on a stateme.. ot facts
submitted therewith ; and as only
part of it is set’ out in the Globe
article it does nol show my view on
the case really sent to me, and has
no application whatever, as stated,
to a divorce obtained by Dr. Sangs.
ter.”

From the above it will beseen that

Mrs, Sangster obtained a divorce as
well as Dr. Sangster ; that the opinion
as to the validity of the divorce ob-
tained by her was given by Mr. Cam-
eron, and not as to the one obtained
by Dr. Sangster, although in his pam.
phlet he makes it so appear, and in
domng so commits a {raud on the
public, and seeks on fialse pretences
to secure popular favour and sym-
pathy. The fact that such a divorce
was obtained by Mrs. Sangster 1s
studiously kept out of Dr. Sangster's
pamphlet,and we are therefore left in
the dark as to the grounds on which
she obtained it. 1t opens up a new
,phase of this wretched history which
we fear—if all was known—would be
as little creditable to Dr. Sangster as
that which we already know about
his family troubles,

In bringing his case ' before the
public Dr, Sangster thought to jus-
tify s conduct by parading Mr.
Cameron’s opinion, which that gentle-
man now disowns. His case was bad
belore, bu' ngw he is utterly left
without nce, and moreover
stands « tefore the world of
haviug «ly and studiously
sought b public confidence by
fraud and talsehood. What will his
defenders and apologists now say ?
What will the teachers who have
been fooled and hoodwinked by him
now say in his faveur? If any of
them aie yet foolish enough and im.
prudent. encugh to support him,
they will assuredly lose the respect
of thewr constituents, and al
who value truth, honor and morality.
