The adjudication of a great many de­
serving pension claims is delayed and of­
ten rendered impossible by the fact that 
the legal requirements in the way of evi­
dent are at present unnecessarily j^rict.

tween the death and the disability in or­
der that a widow or dependent relative 
may receive a pension.

It would be curious to ascertain the 
yield oPdlnmonds in the east from those 
mines in the last 850 years, and of Brazil 
in the last 150 years since the discovery 
there; but no such data are obtainable, 
nor indeed can any sellable estimate be 
formed o* the Valu# of the dihmonds 
owned in different countries.

From the four principal mines in Gri- 
qnaland (which all lie within a circle with 
a diameter of three miles), calculating the 
amount of diamondiferous ground re­
moved and the known average yield per . 
load in each, it is fourni that not less than 
33,000,000 carats of diamonds (or more 
than 6 1-2 tons weight) must have been 
extracted since the first discovery, realiz­
ing in round numbers £40,000,000.

THE FAMOUS KIMBERLEY.
The yield of diamonds from the Kimber­

ley mine alone, from the opening in 1871 
to the end of 1885. is stated to have ex­
ceeded 1^500,000 carats, equal to three 
and ove-half tons weight of precious 
stones, in value about £20,000,000. To 
obtain this, ns many thousand tons of reef 
and ground have had to be excavated. 
The mine is 450 feet deep, and the cubical 
contents of this huge cavity measures 
about 9,000,000 cubic Yards. Four thous­
and Kaflirs are employed at this mine, 
and more 4tlmn 20,000 natives of Afriqp 
arrive jfcnrly at the mines in search of ^ 
work; so that the employment of native 
4nbor and the development of native trade 
are incidental benefits conferred on South 
Africa by the discovery of the diamond 
fields.

The Dutch government are the owners 
of the diamond mines m Borneo, which 
are situat ed in the (lisrrietmf Lamtak, in 
the territory of Ponleynnuk; they are 
worked by Dyaks hnd Malays, but with 
far superior .'kill by the Chinese. The 
gems rr6 found in r yellow colored gravel, 
at depths ran -rng to sixty feet. Ad­
vances my v.mde to ti.c miners, who are 
bound to deliver all stones at 20 per cent, 
below their market value.

Diamond mining in New South Wales 
is likely to hecAno of ranch importance, 
and the cbloni -ts are sanguine of being 
able to compete with South Africain this 
trade.

The action 
was for $5,000 damages and was settled by $40.000.

The project for purchasing the Intercol 
onial is abandoned, but they will estab­
lish extensive smelting works in Nova 
Scotia, the Government guaranteeing 18,- 
000 tons per year, with a duty of $17 per 
ton on imported rail.

The only object he could see in this was 
to knock the pins from under the main 
scheme. Coun. Pearse then asked him

with many others. Then he (Coun.
Pearse) said that that might be obviated 
by running a new main to the reservoir 
and carrying out the old system, leaving

have all the head that was due to Elk 
Lake. He then asked Coun. Pearse what 
he intended to do with the waste water.
He said he would run that water into 
the main; then asked him how he 
would do it. He said by a check valve.
He (Coun. Coughlan) said that he (Coun.
Pearse) would have to check the other 
way as it required no check waive to keep 
a head of 125 feet water from running in­
to a pipe already supplied with a head of 
190 feet. It is sometimes hard for a man 
to be placed in the position the com­
missioner is to keep his tem­
per, especially when asked silly questions.

Mr. William Mbore, a native of the 

north of Ireland, and an old resident of 
this place, died yesterday evening. The 
cause is believed to be the bursting of a 
blood vessel during a violent fit of cough­
ing, to which he has been subject for 
same time past.

Whether he 
was dead or not before he began to freeze 
can only be conjectured as no one was 
with him to witness the poor, lonely old 
man’s death. It is evident that he must 
have died on the evening of the 20th, or 
yesterday evening, for the 
kéttle on the stove was frozen to bnrsting 
and the bed had no appearance of having 
been slept in.

-JSwept Away by the Ice.
Officers of the Yosemite report that the 

buoys off the Fraser river sandheads have 
been carried out of their position by the 
running ice. No. 3 red buoy has dis­
appeared altogether. No. 2 black buoy 
is almost submerged, while No, 7, 8, 9 
and 10 are fully half a mile out of posi­
tion. The piles driven off the mouth of 
the river to keep the channel in place 
have also been swept away by the ice, as 
also were the cluster of piles at th 
Wellington cannery, placed there for the 
purpose of keeping the steamer off the 
bank. It is suggested that the snag boat 
might be cut out of where she is anchored 
in the ice at the Royal City Planing 
Mills, and utilized for the purpose of 
rescuing the buoys, which are. floating 
away on their own account.
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IThe Wellington Hotel.
A handsome three-story hotel has just

{Tribune. To the Editor:—This repetition of 

the delay in the transmission of the mails 
over the C. P. R. is surely sufficient to 
convince the postal authorities of the im­
perative necessity of providing against the 
delays incidental to the blocks so fre­
quently occurring on this line. For five 
months out ef the year you cannot take 
up the morning paper without seeing a re­
ference to “delayed mails.” There is no

aAlter Thirteen Years.
In the Territorial Council of Washing­

ton Territory on Saturday the ways and 
means committee recommended the pas­
sage of C.B. No. 138, an act to reimburse 
British Columbia in the sum of $2,700 for 
the arrest and detention of one Thomas 
Pierre, an escaped murderer. It appears 
that in the year 1874 Pierre assassinated 
one Alex. Borland on the 19th day of 
April, 1874, at Colville, Stevens County,
Washington Territory. He was arrested 
at Kootenay, and held for extradition by 
the British Columbia authorities. Appli­
cation was made to Her Majesty’s govern­
ment for extradition and allowed. Thus 
matters continued fer almost a year, 
awaiting the arrival of some officer of this 
territory. On May 11th, 1876, the gov­
ernment of Washington Territory notified 
the government of this province that no 
further action would be taken in the 
matter and at the same time asked the 
jail authorities to forward their bill and it 
would be promptly audited and paid.

practical instincts of the great body of the 
people of the United Kingdom, without 
distinction of class. The Times-has never 
been ând never will be the organ of a 
party, however triumphant, or the mouth­
piece of a political leader, however auto­
cratic. We are entitled to affirm that this 
attitude of unfettered criticism has left 
its mark for good on the amazing develop­
ment ot the British nation during the past 
hundred years. The position of primacy 
in the journalism of the world long 
since established by the Times is ac­
knowledged, not throughout the United 
Kmgdom only, but in foreign countries. 
In Europe, in America, in India, and the 
Colonies, the Times is universally recog­
nized as having a right to speak in the 
name of England. That high privilege, 
involving duties even higher, we may con­
fidently assert will never be abused; but 
will be maintained, in accordance with 
the traditions of the paper, lay the enter­
prise, the independence, and the resolu­
tion that' have been croyrned hitherto 
with success.

The other side is thus tersely told by 
the Pall Mall Gazette : We are all proud 
of the Times, and often not a little 
ashamed of it, and both feelings combine 
to excite interest in the centenary which 
is celebrated to-day at Printing House 
Square. The Times is, as the editor of a 
Vienna journal telegraphs, the most cele­
brated newspaper in the world, and the 
centenary of its first publication is an 
anniversary of which journalists of all 
others should be prompt to recognize. Of 
course no one takes seriously the some­
what magniloquent vaunting which ap­
pears in that journal’s leading column 
to-day—for the stablest of newspapers 
may be pardoned for exaggerating a little 
on its hundredth birthday—but we gladly 
unite in congratulating our contemporary 
upon the position which it has attained, a 
position quite without precedent or paral­
lel in the history of the world. Mr. 
Lowell condensed into one stanza the ex­
pression of a faith which is in all respects 
so exactly the antithesis of the working 
creed of the Times that is worth quoting:

All that to Mr. Lowell seemed most 
cowardly, despicable and vile is to the 
Times the very essence of the duty of a 
journalist who essays to express the opin­
ions of the best part of the British peo­
ple.

If it had been published at Jerus­
alem in those days it would have hounded 
on the chief priests, and have been severe­
ly sarcastic upon the dubitations of thàt 
weak creature Pontius Pilate who hestitated 
to deal out exemplary justice to so pestilent 
and seditiousanagitator. A combination of 
the qualities of the Vicar of Bray with 
the post of Devil’s Advocate against all 
good causes when in their earlier stages 
is not the most attractive ideal of journal­
ism, and that the Times has survived its 
disreputable politics is due to its parlia­
mentary reports, its correspondence, its 
foreign intelligence, and the general re­
spectability of its news, which combine to 
make it, despite its moral defects, the 
greatest newspaper in the world.

Er THE MINING EXPLOSION.

Telegram from the Manager—Mr. E. G. Trior's
Opinion as to the Cause of the Explosion.

The following telegram was received by 
Hon. Mr. Dunamuir on Wednesday:

Wellington, 1st Feb. —Examined mine 
again; found no gas; found onp exploded 
powder tin in Lance Robertson’s place; also 
one in R. Robertson’s place; the bottom 
of shaft dear of water; working on the 
pumps. Miners committee meeting fchis 
morning; general meeting this evening.

Mr. E. G. Prier, M. P., who on hear­

ing the news of the explosion,telegraphed 
that he was prepared to render any as­
sistance in his power, if needed, on Tues­
day proceeded to Wellington for the pur­
pose of making a personal examination of 
the east level, where the*explosion oc­
curred. To a representative of The Col­
onist Mr. Prior, who arrived from Wel­
lington by the afternoon train yesterday, 
stated that he had made a thorough in­
spection of the whole of the east level. 
There were evidences of a very heavy ex­
plosion, and there was no difficulty in 
tracing the course the latter had’ taken. 
Mr. Prior examined the faces of all the 
levels and stalls, and did not discover a 
vestige of gas anywhere. If the mine 
was in the habit of giving off gas, 
it would be bound to show now,because all 
bratticing is blown down, all stoppings 
blown out, and big caves have occurred. 
No air is passing into the mine, and it 
has been standing in this condition for a 
week, yet there is not a bit of gas to be 
found in the whole place. Mr. Prior’s 
firm opinion is that the primary cause of 
the explosion was a blown-out shot in 
Lance Robinson’s place—the 
main east level, 
prove that the 
there. All the timbers are blown from 
that point, and there is a thick coating of 
soot on that side of all the rocks and tim­
bers. Lance Robinson’s powder canis­
ter, which was one capable of holding 
about four pounds, was found within 
twenty-one feet of the blown-out shot, 
and the shot itself points in a direct line 
for the can. The contents of this can had 
evidently exploded. Some dozen other 
cans were found in different parts of the 
levels, headings, etc., where the explo­
sion had passed through, the contents of 
which had not exploded. These were all 
more or less full of powder. The heat of 
the explosion must have been very in­
tense, as the solid coal on the ribs is 
burned quite into cinder.

Mr. Pnor is quite confident that gas 
played no part in the explosion, but that 
the latter was started by a blown-out shot, 
which discharged the powder can and ig­
nited the coal dust. The mine is a dry 
mine, but by no means a dusty one, and 
is one which, under ordinary circumstan­
ces, he would consider perfectly safe from 
explosion by coal dust.

THE LIBERAL LEADER.

That brilliant Frenchman, the Hon. 
Wilfrid Laurier, is, it seems, to be de­
posed from the leadership of the Liberal 
party. He has not been a success, we 
are told, and lacks those qualities which 
would some time in the dim aud dusky 
future ensure the Grit party reaching 
power at Ottawa. His usefulness is gone, 
he lacks “aggressiveness,” as a writer in 
the Toronto Mail very aptly says, “so 
essential in a leader to su^h a party as, the 
Liberals of Canada are.” The same writer 
suggests three names:

-f-'HMSSttSSSt.: "sgiesiBUrAUS
ing a Chinese woman named Chuey « 
Whey, suffered the extreme penalty of 
the law Monday morning at eight o’clock m 
in the yard of the Provincial gaol. The 
doomed man retired early to sleep on 
Sunday night and slept soundly until 
midnight when he arose and read in a 
Chinese verbion of the New Testament 
until two o’clock, from which time until 
daylight he wrote letters to relatives and 
friends. Shortly after seven o’clock the 
Rev. J. E. Starr and Mr. Gardner visit­
ed the condemned man and remained 
with him until the last moment. Wong 
Fat declared to his spiritual advisers that 
he was innocent and that he was 
quite prepared to meet death. He 
preferred to retain his own religion but 
asked that a Christian burial be given his 
body. Shortly before eight o’clock the 
man was pinioned .and led out on to the 
scaffold accompanied by the executioner, 
who was masked. With a firm step the 
Chinaman mounted the scaffold and kneel­
ing towards the cardinal points ho prayed. 
His prayer, briefly interpreted, was that 
God knew that he was innocent of the 
crime for which he was to suffer, 
knew the real murderer, and .Would bring 
him and the men who had falsely accused 
him to justice. After he had finished lie 
was placed on the drop and his legs were 
pinioned. The noose was then adjusted, 
and the hangman grasped the bolt and 
when the Rev. Mr: Starr, whilst saying 
the Lord’s Prayer, came to “and forgive 
us our trespasses,” he drew it, and Wong 
Fat was launched into eternity. A 
slight treriior was visible for a minute and 
life had passed away. The drop was six 
feet. Dr. J. D. Helmcken pronounced 
life extinct, after which the yard was 
cleared.

A number of Chinese gathered at the 
gaol and desired admittance, but this was 
refused to all but the husband of the mur­
dered woman. When he saw the con­

What is urgent­
ly required is a road connecting with the 
head of Okanagon lake, or ^.connecting 
with the road to Kamloops. This would 

heap supplies being brought in 
from British Columbia pqÿits. A road to 
Okanagon lake would connect with 
steamers running to that point, which 
again would connect with the present 
wagon road and the coming railroad to 
Sicamous on the C.P.R. This would per­
mit of the forwardinsripf ore and supplies 
to and from the miies, and provide good 
mail facilities. The camp receives a mail 
once a month from J. Kruger’s, Osoyoos,
and by subidizing a carrier the mi ____
enabled to receive letters weekly from 
Marcus, W. T., where there is an Ameri­
can post office.

A Little Story About a Well-Known Railroad 
Contractor.%

St. Paul Pioneer Press: Occasionally a 

little story crops to the surface concern­
ing R. B. Langdon’s odd ways. The 
latest, which is told by a Well-known rail­
road official, has reference to the time 
when Mr. Langdon was at work on his 
Canadian Pacific railroad contract. That 
was in 1883. The gentleman was away up 
in the Northwestern Territory, 
wherein the vicinity of Medicine Hat, 
and was feeling quite lonesome, so far 
away from home and civilization. One day 
the monotony of his sojourn was broken 
by the arrival of a party consisting of 
General Manager Van Horne, Land Com­
missioner McTavish, a Mr. Keith, of Chi­
cago, Lord Dunsmore and Capt. Talbot, 
of the Queen’s army. The gentlemen, 
after enjoying the hospitality of the 
wealthy contractor, insisted on his accom­
panying them as far as Winnipeg. On the 
trip to the Manitoba capital the subject 
of cards was mentioned. Neither his lord- 
ship nor the British captain, strange to 
relate, had up to this time been initiated 
into the mysteries of gentleman Lang­
don’s favorite game, but they expressed a 
desire to learn, and were given sundry 
lessons in blinds, straddles, bobtail flush­
es and jack pots by the accommodating 
contractor and the railroad men in the 
party. By the time the train had arrived 
at Winnipeg the scion of aristocracy and 
the captain in her majesty’s service had 
become so enamored of the game that 
they insisted on Mr. Langdon’s coming to 
St. Paul with them and giving them a few 
more lessons in the mysteries of the cards.

THE SUBMERGING WAR MACHINE.

A series of interesting experiments 
made recently in the Southampton waters 
with the submerging war machine, the 
Nordenfeldt, which excited so much 
curiosity at the Jubilee Naval Review. 
The vessel was accompanied by a tug, on 
board of which were the representatives 
of the leading naval powers, and steamed 
down the Solent with her superstructure 
just above water at about eleven knots 
showing herself under easy control. About 
2,700 yards from Calshot Castle the tug 
anchored, the boat running on to the 
lightship with the intention of returning 
at full speed to make an imaginary attack 
as a surface boat, that being the mode 
which the inventor considers the best for 
daylight purposes. Coming back at 
seventeen knots, the wave thrown up by 
her bow so completely covered all the 
boat, except the conning towers,that 
up to 300 yards’ distance, where* her 
torpedoes would have been used, she 
presented hardly any mark for machine-

The Western Hemlock or Hemlock 
Spruce (Abies Canadensis) occurs on the 
coast, also on Fraser ri\er and the Sel­
kirk and Gold ranges. On Queen Char­
lotte Islands it reached the height of 2C0 
feet. Its timber splits obliquely and de­
cays in the atmosphere, but the bark is 
very valuable for tanning.

Énglemann’s Spruce (Abies Jjjglemannii) 
occurs in the eastern and interior parts of 
the province and forms dense forests in 
the mountains, to the level of nearly 
4,000 feet in elevation. The tree is very 
tall and straight and the wood durable.

The Great Silver Fir (Picea grandis) 
clings to the coast, but reappears also in 
the southeast of the province. It is a large 
tree, but the wood is soft. Picea amabilis, 
a species most resembling it, grows in the 
mountains. Picea nobüis, a majestic tree, 
and Picea bracteata, a species remarkable 
for its tall and slender stem, are also to be 
found.

Balsam Spruce (Abies balsamea) yield­
ing so-called Canadian Balsam, - grows on 
Gold and Selkirk ranges and also in east­
ern and northern portions of the interior 
plateau. The balsam exists in incisions be­
tween the bark and the wood. The in­
cisions are made and the bottles attached 
into which the balsam flows. It is a color­
less liquid, but becomes solid with age.

our earlier laying before our readers the 
facts concerning the Glengarry election. 
As instancing the hypocritical vauntings 
of the “pairty of purity” that "their 
hands are clean it may be interesting to 
adduce some of the evidence taken at the 
trial to show what whited sepulchres 
these Grits really are. The developments 
in this election case are certainly to 
be classed among the most startling efforts 
to “put down bribery and corruption with 
lots of money. ” In this constituency the 
Grits selected Patrick Purcell as the 
standard bearer of the 
from the fact that he had been successful 
in several heavy canal and railway con­
tracts and was reputed to be possessed of 
large wealth. The sequel will show that 
in all probability Mr. Purcell is not as 
wealthy at the present time as he was 
when he entered the Glengarry contest 
as the candidate of the Grit party on 
October 23rd, 1886. It would appear 
that having determined to carry Ihe elec­
tion at all hazards, Mr. Purcell decided 
to cloak his corruption by ostensibly mak­
ing loans to his most trusted supporters 
of funds which were never repaid and 
which were never intended to be repaid. 
The first witness called was Murdock 
Munroe, the candidate’s financial agent 
during the contest and the secretary of 
the Grit “reform association” of Glen­
garry. After sgveral questions had been 
asked it was ascertained that Mr. Munroe 
had “loaned” certain sums to electors 
during the contest. The examination 
proceeded thus:—

Q.—How much did you lend in the country 
for Mr. Purcell between 23rd October. 1886. the 
day of his nomination, and the 22nd February, 
t he day of his election ? A—Between $25,000 
and $30,000.

Q.—Was that on notes? A.—No, the greater 
portion was on mortgage.

Q.—Was your office visited by a great many 
people after the election looking for money ? 
A Not more than usual. I know a great many 
parties were disappointed that they did not re- 

ve the loans they asked, 
n cross-examination witness said that Mr.

I urcell was a wealthy man and lent mone 
tensively at 6 per cent. Witness comm 
loaning for him in November, 1886.

On October 23rd Mr. Purcell accepted 
the nomination tendered him by the grit 
party, selected the secretary of the grit 
association as his financial agent, and gave 
him power of attorney to make loans on 
his (Mr. Purcell’s) behalf. From that 
date till the election was held from $25,- 
000 to $30,000 was thus distributed by 
Mr. Purcell’s election agent; nor was it 
shown that any of these sums, which 
were loaned on three and six months’ 
notes, were ever repaid.

The candidate’s brother was a member 
of the fire of Purcell & Mackenzie, which 
received $17,000 from the candidate dur­
ing the campaign. It also appears from 
the evidence of several witnesses that Mr. 
Mackenzie paid Frank Sauciel $100; John 
Tye, $200, and Alex. Varnier, $100, and 
took notes for one and two years. Such 
was the nature of the evidence elicited by 
the petitioner’s counsel. The candidate’s 
election agent having power of attorney to 
sign the bank cheques had paid out from 
$25,000 to $30,000 between the date that 
the candidate accepted the nomination 
and election day. Rousseau, who had 
been instructed to “pay out money and 
take notes,” received $5,000 more from 
the candidate himself. The firm of Pur­
cell & Mackenzie received $17,000 addi­
tional, from which fund Mackenzie had 
been instructed to “pay out money and 
take notes;” and it was from that in sev­
eral instances he had followed out his in­
structions by paying as .high as $200 fora 
vote. In his own examination, Macken­
zie was forced to admit that these funds 
came from the respondent Purcell. He

I received the money I loaned on notes to 
Varnier, Saucier and Tye’from the Ontario 
bank, Montreal, on account of the firm of 
Mackensie & Purcell, which amounts were re­
ceived on the strength of the guarantee re­
ceived from respondent.

Another interesting item of informa- 
tion- was given by a witness Thomas Fee 
of Quebec who testified as follows :—

5A GOOD BOY RUNS AWAY. 4.0“ pairty ” 14 004.0 mA Youth Who Knows How to Make His Way in 
the World.

Frank E. Spitzer, aged 19 years, eldest 
son or County Assessor Spitzer, left San 
Jose on the 18th of last August without 
seeing his parents or giving them any no­
tice of his intentions, and no word was 
received from him, and his whereabouts 
remained a mystery until a few weeks ago, 
when his father took from the Postoffice 
a letter of explanation dated Hongkong, 
China, November, the 26th.

Frank had always been a good boy. He 
had no bad habits. He. neither drank, 
used tobacco, stayed out late of nights 
nor associated with dissolute characters. 
He was emphatically a home boy, and his 
parents were surprised beyond measure 
when he disappeared.

But Frank had & will of his own. He 
often importuned his mother to take him 
out of school, as he had an idea that he 
could make his way in the world without 
the aid of a higji-school training. During 
the summer vacation he visited his grand­
father in the country, but when the high 
school opened he was not on hand.

Although he had never been away from 
home in his life, he had determined to 
strike out for himself and put his theories 
regarding success sans higher education to 
a practical test.

In his letter he states that he went to 
San Francisco on the 18th of August and 
the next day took the steamer for Vic­
toria, B. C. He arrived at his destination 
with $4 in his pocket. He must find work, 
and he at once proceeded tô look about 
him with the praiseworthy intention of 
taking any job that offered itself. He 
found a place at the water-works and for 
a week worked hard at $2 a day. Then he 
was offered an easier billet at the Govern­
ment dock, where he worked until he 
shipped on board the Penehaw, a lumber 
vessel bound for China. He got $46 a 
mouth cooking for the crew, the cook 
having jumped overboard and drowned 
himself or been murdered by the captain. 
Frank thinks the latter supposition proba­
ble, sa on the arrival of the vessel atShang- 
haithe captain was arrested for the crime.

When the first Chinese port was reach­
ed Frank found himself in possession of 
$116.80. He waited over in China a spell 
to see the sights, and when he wrote to 
his father he was about to sail for New 
York. After his arrival in the land of the 
free he will visit relatives in Virginia and 
then take the overland train for home.

His experience indicates that he is a 
boy who can take care of himself any­
where, and if he does not succeed in life 
then his many friends will come to believe 
that there is no virtue in grit and appli­
cation.

The Yellow Pine, sometimes called 

“red” and pitch pine,” considered as a 
variety olPinus pondersa of Douglas and 
California, grows in the valleys and on 
the slopes up to 3,000 feet. It is a magni­
ficent tree, remarkable f8t the heaviness 
of its timber. Its bark is reddish-brown 
and half the shaft branchless. It is found 
in the dry regions of the mainland.

The Black Pine, also called “Western 
Scrub” or Bull Pine (“Pinus Banksiana) 
extends further north than any other 
pine. There are two varieties of this pine; 
a “coast” and an “interior” variety. The 
second, more valuable than the first reach­
es from76 to 100 feet in height but its diam­
eter is only about two feet.

The so-called White Barked Pine is 
very small and grows in very great eleva­
tion.

50The Mountain Weymouth or White 
Pine (Pinus Strobus) is found in Colum­
bia river region, and also in the interior 
of Vancouver Island. It makes 
masts and its wood resembles that of the 
eastern white pine.

The Western Cedar, also called “Red” 
or Giant Cedar” (Abies religiosa) abounds 
on the Columbia rWer, on the Gold and Sel­
kirk ranges, along the coast and also inthe 
northern interior. It is a stupendous tree, 
sometimes 160 feet high and 15 feet thick, 
but generally hollow. The wood is red­
dish-yellow and splits easily into plank, 
and is used for shingles.

The Yellow Cypress, commonly called 
yellow cedar (cypress thyoides) grows 
principally on the coast, also in the in­
terior of Vancouver island and on the 
west coast of Queen Charlotte Islands. It 
has a resinous smell and Jis of a pale- 
yellow tint. It is used for ornamental 
purposes and also for boats.

The Red American Larch, called Tam 
arac in the States and Hackmatack in 
Canada (Larix Tenqifolia) is a noble tree 
and its timber is highly valued. It occurs 
in the interior, and the Gold and Selkirk 
ranges and on the Rocky Moimtains. In 
the southeast of British Columbia here is 
also another species of larch, of which 
little is known. It is probably Larix pm- 
dida or Black American Larch. There are 
also we must remember the useful so-call­
ed Oregon Cedar (Thuix gigantea) in the 
southern extremity of the province and 
Thujix Plicata—the common Arbor Vitœ 
as far as Nootka Sound. The Juniper or 
“Red Cedar,” known as Pencil Cedar 
(Juniperus Virginians) abounds on the 
east coast of Vancouver island, and also 
along the shores of the lakes in the in­
terior.

From other trees, valuable as hardwood 
the most important is probably the Maple 
(Acer macrophyllum), found on Vancou­
ver and Queen Charlotte Islands, and also 
on the mainland coast up to 66°. The 
Vine Maple (Acer circinàtum) yields 
strong, white wood, suitable for helves, 
and is confined to the coast. The Yew 

brevifolia) grows on Vancouver 
and in the vicinity of Fraser river 

above Yale. The wood is tough and of a 
beautiful rose color. The Alder, (Ainua 
Oregon a), and crab or Wild Apple occurs 
on the coast. Their wood takes a good 
polish. There are two kinds of birches in

Roper or Cause Birch (Betula papyra- 
cea). which grows on Vancouver Island 
and in the region of the Fraser and Peace 
rivers.

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Canada to trade with one country and in­
crease the tariff restrictions on trade with 
all the other countries of the world with 
which two-thirds of our foreign trade is at 
present conducted. The name given to 
the scheme is an absurd mis­
nomer. It furthermore 
complete innovation in 
politics. The reciprocity treaty of 1854 
admitted certain natural products of the 
republic to this country free of duty, but, 
at the same time these articles were 
.placed on therfree list and could enter free 
from all the countries of the world. The 
draft treaty of 1874, negotiated by the 
grit leader Hon. George Brown, proposed 
to admit certain natural and certain 
manufactured products of the United 
States free of duty, but the same provis­
ion was made as in 1854 that all these ar­
ticles should also enter free from Great 
Britain. For the first time in the history 
of the Dominion it is proposed by the so- 
called “unrestricted trade” advocates that 
the benefits of this reciprocal exchange 
shall be restricted to the United States 
alone; and for the first time-in the history 
of any Dominion of the British Empire it 
is proposed that the tariff against the 
other portions of the empire shall be rais­
ed, so that all the products of an alien coun­
try may enter the Dominion free of duty. 
Even if such a policy did not necessitate 
the severance of our imperial connection, 
Canadians would thereby adopt the abject 
and contemptible policy of enacting tariff 
legislation solely in the interests of the 
manufacturers of a foreign country, while 
craving the protection accorded to Brit­
ish citizens throughout the world. But it 
is well-known thatauch tactics would ne­
cessitate the severance of our connection 
with the British empire, a step which 
Canada is not prepared to take in the in­
terests of Yankee manufacturers. “Un­
restricted reciprocity,” such as that pro­
posed, is therefore quite as obnoxious to 
the Canadian people as was the defunct 
scheme of commercial union. What 
then has been the outcome of the agita­
tion upon which these grit malcontents 
entered in the hope of advancing their 
party interests ? They found that a com­
mission had ~been appointed for the set­
tlement of existing difficulties. They 
knew that the object of the Canadian 
government would be to obtain, if pos­
sible, a settlement on the basis of reci­
procity in natural products. They 
foresaw that such a settlement was 
not only likely to be consummated, but 
that it would prove highly satisfactory to 
the Canadian people. The political trade 
of the grit Demetrius and his fellow-crafts­
men was endangered; and they deter­
mined to employ every available means, 
no matter how unscrupulous, to weaken 
the hands of the British and Canadian 
commissioners and to prevent the success­
ful completion of their negotiations. The 
plans which these grit intriguers formed 
have been completely frustrated in so far 
as they had hoped to devise any alter­
native scheme that would secure the sup­
port of the Canadian people. The event 
will show whether they have been so 
successful in their efforts to weaken the 
hands of the commissioners as to prevent 
them from securing a reciprocity treaty in 
natural products. The Canadian people 
have been patient and long suffering in 
this matter; but if their prospects for 
obtaining reciprocity in natural products 
have been destroyed by these grit mach­
inations, woe betide the unlucky grit 
politician whom the election courts or 
other untoward circumstances place in the 
hands of the. electors.

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

Mr: Speaker and Gentlemen of the Leg-ida- 
■- tive Assembly:

It affords me very great pleasure in 
meeting you at this the opening of the 
second session of the fifth term of our 
Provincial Legislature, to be able to con­
gratulate you upon another year of peace 
and prosperity.

The public revenue continues to show 
gratifying increase. Population is flow­
ing in and finding remunerative employ­
ment and creating happy homes in our 
towns and rural districts.

The patient and industrious agricultur­
ist has reaped a bountiful harvest, for 
which he has found a satisfactory market.

The auriferous grounds have yielded up 
their precious treasures liberally to the 
persevering miner; and if our quartz ledg­
es have disappointed expectations formed 
at the beginning of the year, it cannot be 
denied that they give increasing promise 
of future wealth.

The yield of our coal mines consider­
ably exceeds that of any previous year, 
while the fishing and lumber industries 
continue to flourish and expand!

Our seal fishing industry received a 
rude check by the high-handed acts com­
mitted under another flag in Behring Sea, 
inflicting serious loss upon enterprising 
citizens.

I have caused representations to be 
made upon the subject, and there is every 
reason to believe that the action taken by 
the Imperial Government will result in 
securing indemnity for the past and the 
peaceable enjoyment of our rights in the 
future.

The loan authorized by you has been 
negotiated on satisfactory terms, and it is 
highly gratifying to find our bonds bear­
ing four and a half per cent, interest quoted 
in the English market at a considerable 
premium.

The establishment of a Battery of Do­
minion Artillery, after long delay, is 
matter for satisfaction ; but much remains 
to be done in order to place the Province 
in a proper stat^of defence, and I have 
no doubt representations made at Ottawa 
will secure the early attainment of that 
important object.

In consequence of serious discontent 
amongst certain Indian tribes in Kootenay 
and on the North-West Coast, acting in 
conjunction with the Dominion Govern­
ment, I sent Commissioners to confer and 
treat with the disaffected bands.
