Boise, ‘June 12.—With the resump-
tion of the Haywood trial at 9:30
o'clock this morning, the cross-exam-
ination of Harry Orchard by Attorney
Richardson for the deféense was cons
trnued. ;

Attorney Richardson began at once
to question Orchard regarding his con-
ference with Charles H. Moyer at the
latter's home in Denver about April,
1905. Orchard testified yesterday that
Moyer, Pettibone and Haywood told
him at this time to go to Canyon City,
Colo., to “get” Peabody. Moyer's home
was in the Aberdeen flats. Orchard
said he went there at his own wolition.
He had not seen Moyer for a year or
more before. The witness was not
sure how the Peabody matter came up
or who spoke of it first.

Moyer said he wanted to get rid of
Peabody, so no one else would follow
in his footsteps. Peabody had gone
out of office at this time, . They gave
good reasons for wanting to get rid
of Peabody. Moyer also had a feeling
of personal enmity toward Peabody,
Orchard said, blaming him fer being
the cause of his arrest. Orchard said
Pettibone asked him to get a position
as life insurance solicitor before going
to Canyon City. He got letters of rec-
ommendation from several persons,
among them Mr, Hawkins, a law jart-
ner of Mr. Richardson.

Haywood later told ©Orchard he had
made a mistake in getting a letter
from Hawkins, for he might involve
the attorney, who had been represent-
ing the Federation. The casing.of the
Peabody bomb . :prepared  at Canyon
city has been ‘placed in evidénce.

Orchard said he had/planmed to plare
the -bomb: o  the ',:anap be-
neath the window, where Peabody of-
ten sat in the. evening. The fact that
the bomb might aiso kill Mrs. Pea-
body and the children, made no im-
pgess!on upon him, Orchard declar-
ed.
The .witness said he made a pre-
tense of insurance soliciting, but did

he went into the Hail insdrance busi-
ness with a man named Vaughn.

“This insurance of farmers against
haﬂystorms was a fake, wasn’t it?”

“You just gave the farmers a piece
of :vorthless paper and took their mon-
ey?” ;

“Yes.” ;

Orchard said he had plenty of money
out of the scheme. The plan to blow
up Peabody meanwhile had been aban-
doned because Peabody had stopped
sitting by the window. Richardson
tried to get the exact dates of Or-
chard’s travels while in the hail insur-
ance busness, and being unsuccessful,
he attempted to secure from the wit-
ness an admission that he had been
coached mot to permit the inquisitor
to pin himd down to any place ' or
date. In this he aiso failed. Orchard
merely insisting that he had been ad-
monished to “tell the truth.”

When the hail insurance business
gave out, Orchard returned to Denver
and “wenf to work on Judges Gab-
bert and Goddard.’” Orchard said that
Pettibone ‘'had agents out in the coun-
try soliciting orders for his house
specialties, Buch ‘as carpet sweepers,
clothes wringers, etc. These men somé~
times solicited 'life insurance. Or-
chard told of talking with Pettibone
about the Goddard and Gabbert affairs
in the basement of the Pettibone store.
He said there was a tin box in the
place, “which did not look good té me,”

He made the Goddard and Gabbert
bombs in the basement, he said, Petti-
bone having the powder for them bur-
ied in his yard. The Gabbert bomb
eventually killed a man named Waliy;
the Goddard bomb never exploded.
Orchard then told of attempts to “get”
Sherman ‘Bell, in which he said Petti-
hone participated. The plot miscarried,
Orchard said, for lack of opportunity.
Several times when he approached his
house he was given away by the bark-
ing of dogs.

On this occasion he said Pettibone
was waiting for him down the street
in a buggy.- Moyer ordered him to “let
up” on Bell as he (Moyer) said he was
ill and did not want to risk being
jaiied -again. Moyer sald it would be
a good thing to do some “outside
work.”

“He told me to get Johnny Neville,”
said Orchard. Neville had told him
he knew about the Independence depot
explosion and had demanded $1,200.
Orchard intended to kill Neville, but
the latter died a natural death. Moyer
had nothing to do with the planning
the Independence station affair, Or-
chard said. 3

Edmonton, June ‘12~—A riot which
‘had serious and nearly fatal results
took place at Lougheed, on the Wetas-
kiwin branch, early Monday morning.
About three miles from the village two
parties of Itallans and Galicians were
engaged. in grading work en the C.
P. R. In the former party there were
about two dozen men and in the latter
one dozen. Trouble arose between
them, the Galicians refusing to board
with the natives of Sunny Italy, and
as a result had to tramp four miles
to Lougheed for lodging. The ill feel-
ing continued to grow and finally led
to an open fight, in whigh an Italian
attacked a Galician with a razor in
an attempt to slash him across the

means offered in Ireland, and Great
Britain to force upon the public the
grievances Ireland ' has suffered and
the ruinous effects of British rule in
that country.

TFOUR OF CREW DROWN

IN GAPE NOME
WATERS

Disaster Overtakes White Star
Steamer Ohio at End
of Voyage

R and

jFour Men Lost in Effort to Lower
Boat—Steamer in Perilous
Position

The steamer Ohilo, of the White Staw
line, ran ashore Wednesday at Cape
Nome, and four persons were drowned.

News of the disaster reached . Vie~
toria yesterday in a private dispatch
received from the Arctic mining camp
via Valdez and the Alaskan eable. The
Ohio, which is managed by Alfred
Waterhouse & Co., of Seattle, reached
Cape Nome on Monday with the
steamer Victoria, both vessels. making
a fast run from Seattle. The Ohio met
with ebstruction by ice and was dam-
aged severely by thé drift ice en-
countered in Bering sea. From re-
ports to hand she started to fill in
consequence of her injuries and was
run aground to save-her from founder-
ing in the open roadstead.

‘The loss of four lives,.it is stated,
was due to an accident to one of the
falls when the boats were being low-
ered, a boat's crew being spilled into
the chilly northern sea and four of
the occupants were drowned.

The roadstead, for there is no har-
bor at Cape Nome, is an exposed one,
and steamers are obliged.to lie several
miles off shore owing to the shallow-
ness of the water for two miles or more
opposite the city. At low water the
beach dries: for a considerable dis=
tance. Freight
lighters and passengers are taken
ashore .in boats and small scows, from
which in some instances, they ure
landed by’ cradles swung from der-
ricks.

‘Where the Ohio is aground she will
be in danger im the ‘event of heavy
weather as .the place is exposed to the
full sweep of the sea.

“The Ohio:is an iron .screw’ fours|

deck, ‘and is 343 feet loug, has 43 feet
beam and 249 feet depth. Her en-
gines were built by J. Howden & Co.,
of Glasgow. For the gregter part of
the 34 years she has been in commis-
sion the Ohio was used on ths Atlantic
and was brought.te the Pacific coast

SAFETY IN COAL MINES

Alberta Inspector Examined by the
Coal Commissién

Coleman, Alta, June 11.—Elijah
Heathcote, mine inspector for the dis-
triet running from Medicine Hat to
the 'British Columbia boundary, and
from High River @outh to the United
States -boundary, appeared before the
coal commission today and discussed
some of the criticisms of his inspec-
tion of the mines.

He denied that he notified operators
when he purposed inspecting a mine,
He says they never kfiew anything.
about his visit until he was right on
the spot. In case anything happens
in a mine to prove that it is danger-
ous, there is a pit committee appoint-
ed by the men to inspect, and?they
can report to the inspector when they
finish. Mr. Heathcote inspects every
mine in his district once every two
months, and he takes from two fto
four and five days inspecting each
mine. He also investigated ail air
vents and other conditions and said
|there was enough work in his district
|for two men. ' He did not think any
;benerit would ' arise from posting a
copy of a report on a mine, which
often ran as high as eight pages. He
would be willing to fill in a printed
form, as in British Columbia, and
have it posted at the mine, His ex-
perience in British Columbia proved
that even a condensed report was sel-
dom read, but Commissioner Hayson,
who had worked at Fernie, took a dif-
ferent view and said a report was al-
ways read by a majority of the men.

The inspector thought it was more
important that a working plan of a
mmine should be posted, so that the
men would become acquainted with
the exits, ete., In case of accident.

A discussion took place on the sys-
tem of conducting prosecutions for in-
fraction of the mining regulations, and
it was felt that some more expedi-
tious method should be’ adopted. A&
present the inspector practically has
to report to the public works depart-
ment and they decide whether action
should be taken, This is considered
a roundabout way.

Saskatchewan Government Prepares
Against Scarcity

Regina, June 11.—A press represen-
tative -had an interview today with
Hon. W. R. Motherwell, commissioner
of Agriculture, with regard to the
coal =storage scheme. Mr. Motherwell
said that whilst the negotiations were
still pending he was unable to go
into details. He felt at liberty to say,
however, that the main feature of the
scheme was an arrangement whereby
the wholesalers and retailers wouid
he enabled to lay in stocks of coal
against the winter without an imme-
diate outlay of capital.

SHYS MR, FLUMERFELT

Work of Development On The
International Coal and Alber-
ta Properties

A. C. Flumerfelt, president of the
International Coal & Coke company,
and .western director. of the Eastern
Townships bank at Sherbrooke, visited
Montreal the other day, and as he had
taken @ leading part in settling the
recent labor troubles in the Crow’s
Nest coal regions his opinion was
eagerly sought after by the business
men of the’ city, says the Gazette,

“We have now from three to four
hundred men to work,” he said yes-
terday, “and as a matter of fact all
our men are practically at work again
and all appear to be'well satisfied,

“Will they . live up to' their con-
tract?” oy

“I fully believe they will. As far
as we are concerned we find that once
these men sign a contract or agree-
ment there will be no backing out,
consequently I'look for no difficulty
during the two years this last agree-
ment has. to run. Of course you will
understang that I can enly speak for
our own men. We are now getting out
about fifteen hundred tons a day and
it is quite likely that we will put on
two shifts within a short time, which
will mean the employment.of about
seven hundred men and the turning
out of a daily quantity of 2,500 toms.
We will have .ne difficeulty “of finding
a miarket for that guantity, and so far
the. cars: placed at our disposal by the
railway companies: are quite adequate.
Although:  they h just; started omr
cokg ;'ovens. the outp@t is mow son%-
thing about 230 tons.daily.: Except the
British Columbia Copper: company, the
smelters and mefal mines had scarce-
ly got to work when “Mr. Flumerfelt
left Coleman, which is the seat of the
international operations. 'He explain-
ed that the delay had been caused by
the protracted negotiations that had
been going on over the changed scale
of prices, but he believed that these
details. would be settled shortly. # Mr.
Flumerfelt said that on_the first of
January the development at the In-
ternational was ahead of their mining
operationg to the extent of about
1,600,000 tons, which would be at the
rate of 2,600 tons a day, no less than
two years steady operations.

Capt. Troup visited the head office
of the C. P. R. at Montreal during
his eastern trip, but had little to re-
port with regard to changes intended
for the local fleet. He would not con-
firm the report that the contract for
the new Princess steamer had been
let, Stating that the plans had just
reached England. He had no an-
nouncement to make regarding the

cal fleet.

Discussing lighthouse improvements
he said: i :

“A feature of the fog alarm at the
new light stations authorized for Helen
Point, Active Pass, and Chatham
Point, Johnston Straits will be & new
bell invented by ‘the firm which is
supplying: the acetylene beacons which
haye given such success in these
waters. The bell is to ring continuous-
ly. The difficulty heretofore has been
to arrange a bell where there is no
motion of the sea to’ operate it. This
difficulty the inventors have overcome.
The bell which is to be placed at Helen
Point and Chatham Point, which has
Just been patented is rung or sounded
by the force of  explosions of
gas generated in the same tank as that
which supplies the beacon. Set up-
right in the bell is a small cylinder,
practically a small : cannon,  inside
which is placed a small steel cannon
ball, about 4 or § inches in diameter.
The gas from the generator is forced
into the cannon -and accumulates un-
til it reaches a small hole, like a vent
of small cannons, with a small flame
is constantly burning. This flame ig-
nites the accumulated gas which ex-
plodes firing the steel ball from the
cannon. against the bell with : consid~
erable. force: thus. sounding ‘the bell
The ball then falls back‘@utomadtically

NEW JAPANESE STEAMERS.

One of New 8,000-Ton Vessels Will Re-

are progressing satisfactorily, and it
is hoped some will be ready for ser-
vice during the autumn. The new
vessels are of similar model to the
Tango Maru, now running to.

benefit of  his - daughter Flora, and
the eother two-thirds to .be divided
The
amount was duly recovered from Sper-
ling & Co., and the division was made

agreement referred to, and it was the
trustees to pay the
one-third to the daughter,” when
plaintiff commenced her action, basing
her claim - on,6 an agreement between
the partners of Oppenheimer Brothers
(of which firm: the husband of the
plaintiff was a member) in which it
'was agreed that the parties thereto
should be equal partners in all pro-
perty standing in their names either
jointly or. severally. She therefore

valid.

The learned trial judge came to the
sonclusion that in the Sperling trans-
action David Oppenheimer had acted
5n behalf of the partnership, and al-

various stages qof the dealings, yet
the two co-partners were equally in-
terested. That although David's ex-
scutors properly received = his  one-
third share of the money recovered
from Sperling & Co. under the agree-
nent of September 7, 1901, yet the
provisions that they should pay it
o the daughter is one they could not
-ely upgon in answer to the plaintiff’s
:laim, and. the money so received as
his' share should be administered as
part of his estate. It was ordered that

the plaintiff be paid one-third of the
moneys recovered.

Defendants Sweeny and Isaac Op-
penheimeér appeal on the grounds inter
alia, that a fixed sum should not have
béen ‘directed’ to- be paid to .plaintiff
without“taking into’ consideration oth~
er obligations; that there should have
beent am accounting -directed to .be
taken” as betweén David, Isaac & Lena
Oppenheimer as partners; that the ex-
ecutors could Tely in the agreement
between the two banks and themselves
with respect to the disposal of ‘the
money received from Sperling & Co.;
that tHe executors received the money,
not as the executors of the will of
David, but as trustees for his daugh~
ter.

JArgument 'was coneluded and:judg-
ment reserved.

Lett v. Lye (Before Irving, Martin &
Clement, JJ.)—This was an appeal
from the decision of Morrison, J., in
an action tried before him at Van-
couver on the 7th of March, 1907. One,
@Grose, a timber cruiser, came to Vane~
couver with information as to where
a body of timber lay, which he gave
to Ross & Shaw, real estate agents.
They re-listed it with one Lett, who
found a purchaser in Lyeé, and the lat-
ter entered into an agreement with
Grose, which agreement, after in-
vestigation, he was not willing to
carry out. Lett then represented that
he had full control of the information
supplied by Grose and offered to sell
to Lye for about half the price which
had been agreed upon between him
and Grose. Ope of the conditions of
the second agreement was that the
first should be delivered up cancelled.
Both agreements stipulated for timber
lands amounting to between 7,000 and
9,000 acres. Lye obtained only eight
licenses, or some 5,000 acres, and Lett
never produced the agreement with
Grose cancelled. Lye therefor rsistd
payment on ‘these two grounds, viz.:
lack of area and failure to deliver up
the agreement. The court below gave
judgment for plaintiff for the full
amount and defendant appeals. Argu-
ment was concluded on the appeal,
and judgment reserved.

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IMPERIAL TRANSPORTATION

Testimony of the most; valuabie and
important charactersupporting the pos=
ition of those, who. urge persistent
agitation on the part of the people of
Vancouver island for the bridging: of
Seymour Narrows, is to hand in an
article in the London Times dealing
with the proposed Newfoundland
route to Canada. It seems a most ex-
traordinary circuumstance that such
apathy should prewail here in regard
to this matter at & time when experts
in transportation axe pointing out con-
stantly that the great systems of  the
future will cértainly* be compelled to
utilize those portions of the continent
projecting farthest Into the Atlantic
and Pacific oceans. Vancouver island
is the one point on the Pacific  sea-
board which "is necessariiy involved in
the plans forimproving the great Im-
perial highway of the Xmpire: This is
Jdemonstrated by the ‘arguments con-
stantly presented by the greatest au-
thorities' in the world on the subject
of transportation. For instance, the
article before us frem the London
Times, says, referring’to the proposed
Newfoundland route to Canada: “The
proposal involves in the first place the
establishment of a line of fast steam-
ers running between a British port on
the eastern shore of Newfoundland,
the construction of a broad gauge line
of railway across the colony, gnd a
steamer service between a port on
the west and a Canadian port.

Elaborate calculations have” been
made showing that a very appreciable
saving of time wouid be effected be-
tween this country and all the great
centres in Canada and the United
States, and beyond to the Pacific coast,
Australia, New Zealand: and Japan.”
Now, if in the foregoing excerpt Van-

sented in ‘respect ‘to - the - ‘strategic
importance of. the two places. In view
of this, will we be gehargéd with
dreaming dreams in saying that it is
not in any sense inopportune to ask
that the -bridging: of - Seymour Nar-
rows may . be .considered within the
realm of practical things? ' 'We append
a portion of the London Times’ article:

“There is a gratifying consensus of
opinion that it is in the interest of the
Empire that its different . portions
should, in the language of the resolu-
tion unanimously adopted by the Im-
perial Conference at its fina: sitting,
“pe connected by the best possible
means of mail communication, travel,
and transportation.” It is, too, com-
mon ground that the first and most im-
portant link of this Imperial chain of
communication connect Great Britain
with the Dominion of Canada. At first
sight the most direct and the most ob-
vious means of forging this link ap-
pears to be by the establishment of a
fast service of steamers between a
British and a Canadian port; but there
is an alternative scheme, which, while
Jeaving Great Britain ‘and Canada - af

the terminals of the .chain, would, as|

“its supporters, claim, not pnly without
injury to either 'British or Canadian
interests, but with positive advantages
to both, include Newfoundland, out
oidest colony, as an ‘integral part of
the plan. There is reason to believe
that this scheme was formally brought
to the notice of the Home Government
and of the Colonial Premiers by Sir
Robert Bond, and its. claims will, no
doubt, meet with the fullest considera-
tion at the hands of the comittee of
experts to whom Mr. Lioyd-George
suggested that all the  proposals put
forward should be referred. In New-
foundland the scheme has been fully
and exhaustiveiy discussed in both
Houses of the Legislature, and has met
with the unanimous and. enthusiastic
# support of the entire population, from
the Governor downwards. The propos-
al has a twofold aspect. It involves,
in the first place, the establishment
of a line of fast steamers running be-
tween a British port and a port.on
the eastern shore of Newfoundland,
the construction of a broad-gauge line
of railway across the colony, and a
steamer service betweea a port on the
west coast and a Canadian port.
The terminal ports in Newfoundland
have been selected at Green Bay on
the east coast and at Bay of Islands
on the west coast, and the length of
the connecting railway is 85 miles.
The contractors have two years. 1In
which to begin the work, and that
must be compieted within five years
from the confirmation of the agree-
ment by the Legislature. The service
iz to be weekly, and on the Atlantic
section boats of not less than 17 knots
must be employed, though it is con-
templated that steamers -of much
higher speed will be used. The con-
tractors are also given the right,
within certain specified dates, of con-
tinuihg the line through the Northern
Peninsula, tunnelling under the Straits
of Belle Isle, and building a railway
in that portion of Labrador which is
under the jurisdiction of the New-
foundland government, to the frontier
of the Dominion of Canada. No con-
gp is imposed as to the choice of
termina: ports in Great Britain or
Canada, and the contractors are free
to select such ports on either side of
the Atlantic as may offer the greatest
facilities for the service. It is under-
stood that on the Canadian side a
port in theé province of Gaspe may be
selected, but other ports are under
consideration. On this side several
ports, both in Ireland and in England
are receiving attention, but it is not
without significance that during the
recent visit of the Colonial Premiers to
“Bristol both Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
Sir Robert Bond made pointed refer-
ence to the ancient .conmection be-
tween the western port and the col-
onies they represented. The most ob-
wvious criticism of the proposals ad-
vocated by Sir Robert Bond is . that
the Newfoundland scheme involves a
break in the journey across the Atlan-
tic. It is recognized that until the
Belie Isle Strait and Labrador route
is ‘established the Newfoundland route
cannot offer the same facilities for
transportation as would a direct
dteamship route between a British and
a Canadian port, and for that reason,
Sir Robert Bond and his supporters
at present confine their claim to pro-
viding the best route for the convey-
ance of mails and passengers. Elabor-
ate calculations have been made,
" showing that a very appreciable saving
of time would be effected between this
country ang all the great centres in
Canada and the United - States, and
beyond to the Pacific coast, Australia,
New Zealand, and Japan. These cal-
culations wiil, no doubt, in due course
be subjected to critical examination
at the hands of the expert commis-

Until we know what disposition has
been made of Mr. McBride’s applica-
tion we *will be unable to say; just.in
what ;. direction the influence !'of. the
Federa] Premier has been exerted; but
if the Times is correct in’saying that
he. simply laid the résolution ' of the
Canadian Parliament before that min-
ister and exvoressed a hope that effect
would be given to-it, he has assamed
an attitude 'of hostjlity to British: Co-
lumbia. The Associated Press ‘tele-
grams from London do not bear out
the statement of the Times. They
said that Mr. McBride had presented
the case of the province to the Calon-
jal Secretary and that Sir Wilfrid had
replied on behalf of the Dominion. We
assume that the Times has no ofher
information than this. If it has it has
carefully excluded it ‘from its./ col-
umns. -The Colonist is only able: to
take the view of the ‘proceed&x;gs
which is warranted by telegrams m
disinterested press correspondemce,
and these convey the impression that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has ‘distinctly and
specifically opposed -Mr. McBride in
seeking to secure something like a fair
measure- of justice for’this  province,
and if this is the case, and the Colon-
jal Office refuses to investigate the
merits of ‘the question, the only con-
ceivable reason will be that Sir Wil-
frid Laurier has ' personally opposed
Mr. McBride's ‘application. We! shall
not be surprised if this proves . to be
the case. Sir.Wilfrid Laurier's polit-
ical future is in the hands of'Quebec,
and he ‘dare not accord justice to
British Columbia for fear that Quebec
would demand an equivalent, and to
comply with such'a demand from the
latter would be to invite the hostility
of every one of the eastern provinces.
This is the explanatton of the words
“final and unalterable” in the resolu-
which he 1aid before the Canadian; and
now submits for -the. consideration of
the British Parliament. British' Co-
lumbia is being sacrificed in order that
Quebec may be kept in line. :

Sir Wilfrid - Laurier can offer one
excuse for any unfairness which he
may display towards this province.
We are represented at Ottawa by
seven - Liberals in the House of Com-
mons and two Liberals in the Senate.
If either of these gentlemen has at any
time extended his hand in an effort to
forward the interests 'of the province
in this behalf there is no evidence of
the fact before the public. Whefn the
Inter-provincial =Conference was in
session, and when Mr. McBride was
endeavoring to -secure some measure
of justice for the province, Mr. Tem-
pleman was in Ottawa logking after
the' affairs of his department. So far
as the published reports show, he taok
no part whatever in the affairs of the
conferénce. Other cabinet ministers
were present, but the representative
in the cabinet of the only province
which had a special claim to present
for comsideration was conspicuous by
his absence. In view of his inaction’
and that of his colleagues from ‘this

‘province in the House of Commons

and the two Liberal senators, it can at
least be claimed on behalf of Sir Wil-
frid Laurier that in his unwillingness
to ‘see that justice is donme to British
Columbia he has the tacit support of
Mr. Templeman, the “solid seven” amd
Senators Riley and Bostock.

The Times tells us that it is “pal-
pably false and dishonest” to say that
it is proposed to alter the terms of
union in a manner prejudicial to the
interests of this provimce. - The Colo-
nist said this, and it repeats the state-
ment. So far as the changes relating
to all the provinces go, British Colum-
bia is mot unjustly treated, but when
it is proposed to amend the British
North America Act by inserting a pro-
vision forever barring this province
from making a demand ih keeping
with its exceptional claims, we say
that the change Wwill be vastly to its
prejudice. We are, of course, not in a
position to say how the Colonial Sec-
retary will regard this matter. If Sir
Wilfrid Laurier tells him that, not-
withstanding the unanswerable case
that has been made out for-the prova
ince, substantial Justicé has been done
by increasing the annual allowance
from Ottawa by $100,000 a year for
ten yvears, he may allow himself to be
influsnced by the. Canadian Premier's
opinion; and that is exactly how the
case stands. Our claim is before the
Colonial Office, or, as the phrase f{s,
“at the foot of the throne” and it
will be heard.upon its merits, unless
Sir Wilfrid Laurier interposes his in-
fluences to prévent its beéing so-heard.
If it is not prejudicial to this province
to have an imperial act passed declar-
ing that the comparative pittance tem-
porarily offered by the majority of the
provincial premiers shall be a final
and unalterable settlement of the
claims of this province for exceptional
treatment because of conditions of ‘a
permanent character, then the Colo-
nist is wrong and the Times is right.
The Colonist has on its side of the
case the whole people of British Co-
lumbia.. We. will permit the Times to
say who, besides itself, hold that such
a change in the terms of union will
not be prejudicial to the province.

CHEAP INSULTS

The Montreal Herald thinks it has
done a very clever thing in comparing
Mr, McBride's visit to London in the
interests of this province with that of
the Indian chiefs, who went last sum-
mer to see the King, and of course
the Victoria Times is so charmed
with the insulting inference that it
must needs reproduce it with com-
ments of its own. Nothing so delights
the heart of the Liberal organ in this
city as cheap sarcasm, but we confess
to surprise that a newspaper of re-
spectability, like the Montreal Herald,
should feel itself warranted in making
such observations. If the union of the
Canadian provinces is ever to be one
of hearts and sentiment there must be
an end of.-the miserable spirit animat-
ing such references as that of the
Herald. ~Mr. McBride has gone to the
legislature on a mission sanctioned
by the great majority of the people of
British Columbia. He has gone to
promote a claim upon which there is
no  difference of’ opinion among the
people of British Columbia. He is in
London seeking for justice, which was
denied the province at Ottawa. He
may fail. We have no means of as-
certaining whether or not he is likely
to succeed; but we know that if he
does fail, if by reason  of the unwil-
lingness of Sir Wilfrid Laurier to con-
sent to the question being reopened
before the Colonial Office, Mr. Mec-

The Herald states that Mr. McBride
said he was going to the foot of ‘the
throne but has got no further than
the -office of the Colonial Secretary.
We ask the Herald in all seriousness
if it thinks this a remark that ought
to be made in its columns about:the
premier of another province. .. Does
the Herald believe that Mr. McBride
expected to present a petition toithe
King in person? ' If it does not, and
it is hardly supposable ,that it is so
ignorant as to hold any such opinion,
for even the Times felt obliged to ad-
mit that it did not think so, .al-
(though it had said so over and over
again; but if the Herald does not
think so, what does it mean by seek-
ing to create the impression among its
readers that the Premier of British
Columbia is in London seeking & per-
Sonal audience with His Majesty upon
the question. of better terms? The
Herald ;should be ashamed of itself. It
should be above the petty nastiness
of endeavoring to place a provinecial
premier in a false light. There:are
thousands of readers of the Herald,
who will - believe that Mr. McBride
went to London to lay his case before
the King, but was unable to get any
further than the office of the Colonial

or at least ought to know, that no col-
onial premier would for one moment
expect to.approach His Majesty per-
sonally on any such subject, but would
simply present his case to His Maj-
esty’s Ministers through the proper
channel, which is the Colonial Office.
If the Herald was familiar with the
history of Canada it would know that
on a previous occasion a claim from
British Columbia was placed “before
the foot of the throne” precisely as
Mr, McBride /has placed the case,
which is in his charge. Justice was
done the province then, at least to
some extent, and if justice is not done
now, "it will solely be because Sir Wil-
frid Laurier has inteérposéd his great
influéence with the ‘Imperial govern-
ment to defeat our claim.

ISLAND MINERAL DEPOSITS

On - Sunday the Colonist made the
announcement that  at a meeting: of
the Richard III' mine shareholders a
dividend of 2°1-2 per cent was declar-
ed. The other day news wa$ received
of the discovery of a valuable lead of
gold-copper: ore in the vicinity of
Quatsino Sound. These - two facts
will awaken  renewed interest in the
mineral deposits of Vancouver Island,
about which there .is probably less
known- than of any other similar ac-
cessible ‘area in the province or Brit-
spects, a  most extraordinary thing
when one comes to think about it. For
many years- Victoria -was the chief
settlement in the province. It was
peopled by a mining community to a
large extent, that is to say, the major-
ity of the men residing here, at one
period in the ecity’s history, had in one
way or another, followed mining for
a.livelihood. But their fields of labor
were on the Mainland—notably the
Cassiar/ and Cariboo :districts. Save!
for the “rush” to the¥placers of Leech
jriver in 1862, ' no discoveries were
made on the ISland which attracted
Breat attention.” In the early days
placer mining was the only branch
of the industry considered warthy of
being exploited, lode mining not being
sériously engaged in ~until,  compara-
tively speaking, a few years ago. As
Vancouver Island was not believed to
possess rich placer  “diggings,”  the
miners’ attention was naturally drawn
to the Mainland. = But with the ad-
vent of capital to engage in lode min-
ing in this province on a comprehen-
sive scale, ome would have thought
that more . attention would have been
paid to Vancouver Island -that proved
the case. We are putting the case ac-
curately in saying that less is actually
known of the'mineral resources of this
Island than any other district in the
province, save, of course, the remote
northern interior. It may prove prof-
itable and interesting to speculate in
lode mining, and in the progress thus
far made in the industry in this prov-
ince, capital has trod in the footsteps
of the prospector,.wherever the latter
may have- wandered; and to a very
marked extent ‘the trails have led to
districts on the ' Mainland 4dnd not
Vancouver Island. - This is probably
due to the fact that it.is very diffi-
cult for a prospector to make his way
about on this 1Island, 'which has so
often been described. by those who
speak with knowledge as the roughest
area in the province—in its' topogra-
phical features. - Precipitous moun-
tains, deep ravines d tremendously
thick underbrush are Ubstacles in the
path of the prospector, which have
thus far deterred him from examining
as he would wish a district which is
believed to be as rich in mineral re-
sources of the first order as any other
in the province. . All.expert examin-
ation which- has thus far been made
supports  this belief. But it is little
short of astounding to learn how little
is known of the country in respect to
bisectIng the Island, from Nanaimo on
the east coast to Alberni on the west

Secretary; ‘whereas the Herdld knows,

coast, and all that portion north of
the line 'is practically a°terra incog-
nita to the prospector and the miner.
Of course in’ the immediate vicinity
of the small settlements which fringe
the east and west coasts in the north-
ern portion of the Island, some. pros-
pecting has been .done, but’ only .in-a
most desultory fashion. Notwithstand-
ing the fact that Vancouver Island
has bLeen but cursorily examined by
the prospector, some very valuable
properties have been discovered, with
the result that the industry is already
fairly established here. The plans of
the Canadian Pacific Railway for the
development of- the -Island, which are
to be pushed vigorously to consumma-
tion, imply that it will be thrown open
to the prospectors in a manner which
ought to result in very important ‘dis-
coveries, Within a very brief 'period
districts now- absolutely inaceessible
‘will -have been pierced by survey par-
ties, trails and roads will have been
constructed, and a way will be thus
opened for the man with the pick ana
the magnifying glass. We will await
the result of his’ examination with the
keenest interest and with full confi-
‘dence that he will reveal to the capi-
talist rich' fields for profitable atten-
ition “which havs ‘been - hitherto ' quite
‘out of reach.. ~With water transpor-
tation facilities on either ‘gide of the
Island, - it requires no “stretch of the
imagination - to believe that, assuming
that its mineral resources are as rich
as they are popularly supposed to be,
there will be built up flourishing min-
ing camps with associated industries
not surpassed in point of importance
in any district in British Columbia.

APPEALING TO THE THRONE

The Times excuses. its repetition of
the Montreal. Herald’s insuit to Brit-
ish Columbia through its premier by
saying tpat Mr. Mcpride used the ex-
bression *to the fvot of the throne’:
pbecause it had a lofty sound and
would appeal to the people in a dra-
matic way. Our contemporary is sadly
f]acl;Ing in its knowledge -of Canadian
1political history and Canadian -politi-
!cal speeches, or it would not make
such a fuss over a form of words.
Every Canadian ought te know that
the expression to which the  Times
objects has  been almost / invariably
employed. in connection -with applica-
tions to the  lmperial government.
Ever_y one, who has come 10 the years
of discretion, ought to know . that
appeals to the . lmperial government
must be iade through the Depart-
ment specially charged with -matters
of the class to which such appeals be-
long. Matters relating to thé amend-
ment of the British North America
Act properly come under the jurisdic-
tion of the Colonial Office:

But we “are told, that the province
has no right to appeal tG the Colonial
Office ' because ..it: ‘¢cannot be .claimed
that the terms of upion’ Have not been
kept.. ' But the fact of the case is that
it is proposed. to change: the terms of
union. This can onlyf e done by an
Act of the. Britigh Parliament, . and
that being the case, it is proper for
British Columbia to appeal to the Im-
perial governipent .against a 'decision
on the part of the,Canadian govern-
ment- to alter that-act in a manner
prejudicial to - the interests of the
province. ~If the’ Dominion. govern-
ment ‘had segen  fit to treat the new
terms as a matter of domestic con-
cern, -it is not "easy to see how.the
province could have had any status in
London. But Sir Wilfrid Laurier has
set the example of going “to the foot
of the rone,” and the right of Brit-
ish. Columbia to follow him there can-
not be successfully denied. It does
not appear to have been denied. The
necessary credentials were issued. by
the' Governor-General, not by Sir Wil-
frid Laurler as the Times alleges, and
these credentials _ were . issued as a
matter of right not as a favor. The
Colonial 'Office recognized Mr. Mc-
Bride’s status. . Sir Wilfrid Laurier
recognized it; by replying to .the case
presented by the British Columbia
premier. THe matter is “at the foot
of the throne,” and if the decision is
adverse to British' Columbia, it will
not be because “the province had no
status to make the appeal, but because
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has been suffici-
ently influential to prevent 'the' appeal
being granted, <

~ AN IMPORTANT SUGGESTION:
s R

The suggestion is made that a tract
of land adjacent to the exhibition
grounds at Oak Bay is eminently suit-
able as a site for the experimental
farm which is 40 be established on
Vancouver Island by the federal gov-
ernment, and that an effort should be
made .to secure the loecation of it at
that point. This .is very ‘interesting
and the proposal should not be dis~
missed without fullest consideration.
A very strong case could undoubtedly
be made out in favor of the govern-.
ment adopting the recommendation.
Victoria is exceptionally well situnated
in respect to aecessibility, alike to the
farming communities "of lower Van-
couver Island and those along the
Eraser delta; and as no doubt ac-
cessibility would be a point of much
consideration in determining the loca-
tion, we need fear. nothing from the
most critical examination of that as-
pect of the case. Then, again, climat-
ic conditions ought:t6 be a factor of
much weight in choosing a site. Here,
again, we occupy an unchallenged po-
sition. A . very interesting question,
indeed, has been .opened up fér de-
bate; and while no doubt some plaus-
ible objections will '‘be raised against
the suggestion, the matter is so im-
portant that we trust no hasty decis-
ion will be reached by the government,
but that full consideration will be
given our claimsg. We. shall await
with very great interest further dis-
cussion on the point raised. - The. ex-
perimental farm at Ottawa is one of
the great sights of the city, and a
similar, though smaller, farm here
would be a great attraction.

HEAD TAX WILL BE. DOUBLED

It Will - Not, However, Affect Those
Who Have Lived Year in
Canada

John H..Clark, commissioner of im-
migration for the Unitéd States in
Canada, with headquarters at Mon-
treal, is visiting Victoria in connection
with the'new immigration regulations
which are to be entorced by the Uni-
ted States government ccmmencing at
‘the beginning of next month. From
July the tax demanded from other
than .Canadiaps or Mexicans entering
| the United States will be four dollars,
{instead of two, as at present, and
some, changes are to be made in the
manifests demanded from  shipping
carrying. immigrants to..the TUnited
States, or in transit ‘thereto. £

Mr. Clark discussing the changes
to a reporter for. the Colonist, said
that under the new regulations, & resi-
dence of one year in Canada would
constitute Canadian . citizenship, no
matter what nationality, other than
Orientals, of course. - The intending
visitar to the United States will be
asked : “Have you lived in Canada
for one year?”, instead of “Are you a
Canadian citizen?”.

Other changes would be that it
would have hereafter to be shown on
the manifests from what place the
immigrants came, and the name of the
nearest relative. Additional informa-
tion would also be sought from arri-
vals as to their intentions with regard
to naturalization.

Mr. Clark said that although Jlarge
numbers of Japanese were landed here
from Oriental steamers he found that
in the majority of cases the most of
them eventually found their way to
the United States. He thought some
arrangement should be made whereby
these should be made to Dproceed to
Seattle by the inward steamers and be
examined there, instead of being land-
ed in Victoria 'and continuing their
trip.

The editog of the Winnipeg Tele-
gram has asked me to give the story
of the Alpine Club of Canada. Its
genesis was in this wise: In the
autumn of 1905, it fell to my lot to
review A. O, Wheeler's valuable book,
“The Selkirk Range,” and, if I re-
member, I inserted an appeal for or-
ganized mountaineering in Canada.
At all events, Mr. Wheeler wrote me
saying that he had such a movement
in his mind, if not already -on foot.
He was outlining arrangements, soon
to materialize, by which a Canadian
branch of the American Alpine club
would be organized before another
year. Would I lend a hand? I replied
at once, saying how %lad I should be
to help, but only on an independent
Canadian basis. Mr. Wheeler, who had
for years been trying to inter_est Can~-
adians in their own mountains, just
as his fellow townsman and moun-
taineer, Rev. Dr. Herdman, had been
trying to do, replied that he was
weary of preaching Canadian moun-
taineering to Camnadians. A sufficient
mumber would not respond to make an
independent Alpine club go.

"I then went to the editor of the
Free Press and asked for help in
what was a matter of Canadian self-
respect. Mr. Dafoe was very _phleg-
matic regarding the strenuous Joys>o£
actual mountain climbing. ~Mountain-
eering for the fun of, it or the ethics
of it touched no responsive chord in
his heart at that moment. The na-
tional aspect it was that touched
home. If organized mountaineering
was bound to go sometime, as go it
would, no doubt, he stood for an or-
ganization on a purely Canadian basis.
Would. he open his editorial columns
to the movement? Certainly. Would
the Dominion government give any
help. He did not think so. Would he
ask them? No. Would he give me
introductions as ai responsible person,
if 1 did the asking myself?” Very
gladly, but he did not think it would
be any use. Thus armed,.I wrote to
the Premier, to the Minister 'of the
Interior. ' Sir Wilfrid . Laurier wrote,
giving the movement his benediction
if nothing more. The Hon. Mr. Oliver
replied with .a  brevity that was:. the
soul “of discouragement; that he had
no time to think of it.

‘And so, with the moral support of
the.Free Press in Winnipeg, and the
persistent privately -organized efforts
of “Mr. Wheeler in Calgary, the move-
ment’ went forward on Canadian lines.
From the very- first :Mr. Wheeler. was
the backbone of the “propaganda.
When he found that the Canadian
jdea would appeal, he declared for a
national club. Prof. Fay, president of
the American club, regretted-the op-
position te Canadian affiliation with
his club, and wrote offering to change
‘its name from the American Alpine
club to the Alpine Club of North Am-

cerica. And this was a very generous

.concession, meeting an objection to
ithe term “American,” long since lost
‘to its original geographical. 'signifi-
‘cance. I then wrote Mr. Wheeler say-
ing that if the American club “would
“also abolish the outspreafl eagle®hov-
‘ering above the glaciéf mountai on
‘its coat-of-arms, I'shotild work for a
‘Canadian branch..’ But by this -time
“Mr, Wheeler had redeived unexpected
‘encouragement  from every quarter to
‘push the mountaineering movement
lon Canadian lines.’® Since the Strath-
.cona Horse, nothing had so appealed
to the feeling of empire, warm in the
‘blood. In  his :circular addressed to

/persons proper to’ the scheme every-

where, the« question was put: *“Are
‘wou in favor of forming a Canadian
“section of the' American Alpine club?
‘If so, will: you-become a member with
that object in view? If not,~will you
“take an active part in a purely Can-
‘adian organization?’ To a man the
answer was. for a national club. Prof.
Fay, who :rwas made an ‘honorary
member of ‘the Canadian’club, after-
-wards acknowledged; . in 'a rousing
speech before fully a hundred’. mem-
‘bers of the club, that he had' been
mistaken. We were right in our ad-
herence to a Capadian basis. “Ever
_may you live and flourish, a Canadian_
Alpine club,” he exclaimed to ‘the
eager - mountaineers around the huge
camp fire up on the Yoho pass.
Canadian Rockies

Prof. Fay and his compatriots have
rendered splendid service to the Can-
adian’ Rockies, in climbing virgin
peaks and exploring glaciers and val+
leys; and one of them has built them
a memorial in a charming volume,
sumptuously illustrated. These Am-
erican climbers belong, almost ex-
clusively, to cultured educational cir-
cles; and no Canadian of us all loveth
the regions of the Rockies :_rnd Sel-
kirks with profounder affection, and
the passion for the heights is a sub-
fle bond; a mountaineer is blood-
brother to every mountaineer. We
count_our dozen or SO American mem-
bers among our best. :

Once the movement began moving,
Mr. Wheeler pushed it to a tangible
jssue, and by the end of March, 1906,
the “Alpine Club of Canada” was or-
ganized in Winnipeg, for active, ag-
gressive, scientific and popular moun-
taineering. - By courtesy of the Can-
adian Pacific Railway company, that
great corporation without which  the
present West had not been, delegates
were present from the most distant
points in Canada and the .charter
members numbered seventy-nine. .

As a matter of fact, Canadians have
always been strikingly indifferent. to
In 1883, Major
Rogers,. of engineering fame, known
affectionately to early C. P. R. build-
ers as “the swearing major,” had de-
clared it his highest ambition to plant
the Union Jack upon the topmost peak
of Sir Donald. Yet that mountain
stood unvanquished, even uninvaded,
until 1890, and then the three con-
querors were two Swiss gentlemen,
who mnaturally and pardonably cried
upon its summit: *“Three cheers for
Switzerland!” and “Hurrah for ‘the
Swiss Alpine Club!” And there they
were on Canadian territory with fully
sixty Switzerlands lying all about
them.

For years following the Canadian
‘Alps were the playgrounds of Aipin-
§sts from the old lands and the land
to the south of the 49th parallel, to
the exclusion of Canadians, save a few
choice spirits who climbed and climb-
ed again, telling and retelling to apa-
thetic ears the tale of wonder. I have
always regretted that the late Sir
Yeslie Stephen, known as the most
charming of mountaineers and au-
thor of that delightful book, “The
Playground. of Hurope,” mnever knew
at first hand the vast playground
awaiting British climbers on British
soil,

All Professions Represented

Since the advent of the Alpine Club

of Canada, the reproach of apathy and

ignorance is already fast disappearing.
We have now 184 members, drawn
from many walks in life, and by the
end of the second fiscal year, the
membership will be beyond 200. Al
professions are represented: Clergy-
men, physicians, lawyers, university
professors, teachers, writers, and men
of commerce, mostly constitute 'the
personnel of the club. There are five
grades of membership. Honorary
members. are-those whom. the club
wishes to honor as pre-eminent 'in
mountaineering, exploration, - or-..re-
search. Active members are: (a)
Those who' have made an ascent not
less than .10,000 feet above sea, in a
recognized Alpine region; (b) those
who for eight years prior:to the date
of organization, have annually visited
the Rocky mountains of Canada and
have contributed to Canadian Alpine
literature by means of scientific or
artistic publications. The annual fee
is $5, and a life membership is $50.
Graduating’ members -are those mot
yet . qualified . for active. membership.
They are given two years to do so,
but this probation is not renewable
under the club’s auspices. The fee is
$2.50. ‘Subscribing members are those
who, -by -paying -$2 a -year, may:re-
ceive publications, and ‘thus keep in
touch with the club.
vote,

Associate members are those unable
to qualify, yet who generously con-
tribute $25 annually; and although we
are but a year old, there are ten mem-
bers of this grade. They are. benefi-
cent and public-spirited persons who
believe the club has' patriotic reasons
for its existence, reasons which are
enumerated as follows: (1) The pro-
motion of scientific study and the ex-
ploration of Canadian Alpine and gla-
cial regions; (2) the cultivation of art
in relation to mountain scenery; (3)
the ‘education of Canadians to an ap-
preciation of their mountain heritage;
(4) ‘the encouragement of mountain-
craft and the opening up of new re-
gions as a national playground; (5)
the.preservation of the natural beau-
‘ties of the mountain-places.and. ofitlie
fauna and. flora -in- thejr. habitat;:.(6),
and the. interchange “of ideas~. with
other Alpine~organizations. *From’ the
very inception of the movement, Sir
Sandford Fletrrxl"lng, K.C.M.G., and Wil-
liam Whyte, second vice-president of
the  C. P. R.,, have been our warm
friends. Indeed, every man and cor-
poration appealed to, have helped .the
cause, and ‘that far beyond -our, expec-
tations. - They are wisé to’ comprehend
the educational-and ethical, and ‘there-
fore national aspects of mountaineer-
ing in a land whose Alpine Tregions
extend 600 -by.1,000 miles. I wonder
how many dwellers in cities &nd coun-
try places throughout Canad® know
that the Columbia ice-field covers 200
square miles at a mean elevation .0
10,000 feet above sea. level?

To Meet in Paradise Valley
A word about the Yoho camp, and,
another about the meet in July in’
Paradise Valley. To encourage the
mountain craft among young Can-
adians, tle constitution provides for
‘2’ summeR'sehool of mountainTering In
some stMdtegic position, where grady-
mting members may) qualify for active
membership, and active members may
foregather for climbing and mountain
study. The. initial summer sessiop
wastheld in July last on the summit
.of i the ‘Yoho pass, ‘seventeen miles in
the,-wilderness, ‘with - an. attendance
during the week of 100 members, be-
lsides a corps  of mountain outfitters,
two Swiss guides and a “dozen expex_@-
enced climbers. Seven - lofty moun-
 tains, one a virgin peak, were climbed
by successive parties during the week
the- session 'lasted; and every day a
party left ‘camp for“the two days’ ex-
cursion to Wapta glacier:at the head
of ‘the Yoho valley, Some ' scientific
work “was done on thts wonderful
glacier,. which is 250 feet thick at its
snout, 'is five miles long, and is fed
by a snowfield' thirty miles long. Some
botanical ‘work was done and a goqd
deal of photographing. Forty-four

whom fifteen were ladies. In climbing,
very heavy work was achieved hy
these neophytes of the plains, not
éven a. .delicate slip of a girl failing
of the difficult summit over 10,000 feet
above the sea. The oldest climbers,
weather-beaten veterans of the upper
glaciers, were overjoyed at the re-
sults, Miss Canada had the stuff in
her. The Swiss guides too, those
stoical creatures, unhappy below the
snow._ line, were especially. demonstra-
tive (that is, for a guide) over the
agility, sure-footedness and courage
of some of. the ladies in rock climbing.

Every morning, ‘ere the dawn was
rosy, they filed away, in full climb-
ing canonicals on the forest trail, each
climber with his alpenstock or ice-
axe, and two mountaineers with ropes.
Every afternoon by 5 o’clock they ré-
appeared - through ' the:- trees, weary,
very weary, but triumphant.. Then for
five minutes every tree of the forest
joined in the exulting cheer, and the
nearer mountains echoed answer, “Yo-
ho! Yoho!!" Yoho!!!” which is the
club’s welkin ring.

Every evening after dinner—and if
you think we did not dine a la mode
on that mountain pass, you are very
much mistaken—there were song and
story and speech around the camp
fire, The associate members from
South Africa told about the Boers and
the war; Frank Leigh gave a humor-
ous lecture; Dr. A. M. Campbell, most
diffident of good singers, sang because
he could not help it; Dr. Herdman
and J. D. Patterson, the active-associ-
ate members from Woodstock, were
everywhere doing things, and Mr.
Wheeler, under whose generalship
each day’s work progressed with mil-
itary precision, saw that everybody
was happy. One evening there was
the unique experience and_fun of an
auction sale up there, 6,000 feet above
the sea, when Mr, Soloman of Cape-
town wielded the hammer, and -some
sixty dollars were added to the funds
from the sale of ice-axes. Every night
“God Save the King” rang out to the
sky. - And if you think the national
anthem on the level prairie can thrill
to its depths your patriotic soul, then
in the deeps there is lower deep.

The very memory - of the night
scene thrills me as I write; the full-
throated strains from the company
standing around the blazing; camp
fire; the tall, silént, herded pines, the

For Vagabonds Born

Yoho pass is a lodging place for
such as are vagabonds born, those
‘who love the trail and the saddle and
sweet-scented night and a strip of
‘starry ‘sky above the black fringe of
pines, and chatter of small game. It
is a bivouac to remember. The close
woods of aromatic pines and fir and
balsam open on a flovely alpine
meadow carpeted with white and pur-
ple heath; and manifold varieties of
gafly-colored and rare’ exotic flowers
abound. Here and there on the mead-
OW trees are grouped in park-like ef-
fect. Under the shadow ' of Mount
Wapta, which stands guard over the
bass to the east, its summit grey
against the bluest of skies and in the
very heart of this balmy forest, lies a
.tarn of ‘purest emerald green, fed: by
a myriad of tiny  crystal.springs be-
neath its ‘shallow bed. No - glacial
stream sullies its limpid waters. It
ought to be called Emerald lake, rath-
er than'the somewhat turbid glacial
lake of that name lying two thousand
eet” below, whose color is nearer tur-
quoise. ‘When “Summit Lake,” (as it
is calleﬁ) is calm in early morning, it
is .a sight to see these fine bubbles
welling to the surface, as if nature
had -inverted her law and dew drops
were rising instead of falling. But
when once the sun is over the heights
and the daily breeze ruffles its surface,
the little lake flashes like an emerald
of purest water. Near its margin the
Alpine club dwelt in tents for a week,
and some 'lingered longer ere they
mounted the philosophic bronco and
took trail for the lower altitude. There
were: adventures” of flood and fell
worth recording, going and coming—
but my space is nearly up.

The next camp will be held early
in July ‘at the upper end of Paradise
valley right under the shadow. of some
splendid . glacier * mountains, ¢ such as
Mounts . Temple; ‘- TLefroy;’ Victoria,
Aberdeen  and . Hungabee. The flag
staff, “from which the' Union ‘Jdek  will
float every day,-and around which’® the
Wwhite village of a week will cluster,
will be erected at the foot of Hunga-
bee, whose 'immense glacier ‘comes
down “to the edge of the -“meadow.
‘There are :genuine Alpine: éXcursions
.to * bei made / from* this *réndezvous—
notably “one over the snow.pass; 9,000
feet above the sea to Lake O'Hara, on
the -south - side -of - Mount =~ Victoria.
There will he excursions by pass also
to Wenchemna valley and Consolation
valley. .Paradise valley is nine miles
by trail from Lake Louise. By reason
of magnificent . contributions towards
ithe upkeep of the camp, expenses dur-
ing the week ‘Wwill scarcely:exceed one
dollar per day. Transportation of all
personal impedimenta, which includes
bedding, will be extra. No nonsense
will be .tolerated,. It .is a ;sehool ;of
mountaineering. As time goes on, the
standard of ‘merfibership- il be raised
and hot-lowered. The' ciuv}whas work to
do. Apart from making. this noblest of
all sports a popular and—perhaps na-
tional sport—there is very much to be
done in its scientific section. Then it
Sets its face like a flint against van-
dalism and commercialism, like the
enorniigy to be perpetrated on the
Matterhorn. Never shall a cog railway
deface a Canadian mountain if the
Alpine club can prevent it. Huts are
to be bumilt in remote places and per-
sons put in charge for the .mountain-
eering season. When possible, trails
will be blazed and watchful eye kept
over flora and fauna.. We ought to be
grateful that the Canadian Pacific
authorities have been mindful. of the
natural beauty of that vast wilderness,
and we trust they will resisf any pres-
sure to ruin the wild beauty of the
magnificent region of lakes and catar-
:{:ts land, forgsts, of mountain and

ernal snow, first discover
their enterprise. okt
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Ian McLaren’s Work

“Ian Maclaren’s” death will bring re-
gret to milllons who would héar un-
moved of the demise of crowned heads
and statesmen. A loss toliterature is
a loss to life, but in this case the reflec-
tion is inevitable that all that was
best of John Watson remains with us
in “Beside the Bonnie Briar Bush”
and “The Days of ‘Auld‘ Lang Syne.”

“Discovering” a Genius.
.-To Dr. Robertson Nicoll, editor of the
‘British ‘Weekly and the Bookman, be-
longs the everlasting honor of forcing
his first reluctantly written story out
of Dr. Watson. Without Nicoll the
chance is we would never have heard
of “Ian Maclaren” In-1893 Rev. John
Watson was a successful clergyman,
oc¢cupying the Sefton  Park Presby-
terian ‘Chufch, in Liverpool. He was a
popular preacher, famed for his de-
lightful humor and his fund of Scotch
stories. Still, he had never written
anything in his life but sermons, not
even a theological treatise. Dr, Nicoll
knew him as an amateur story teller,
and tried to get him to write something
for the British Weekly, but without
success. At the time Dr. Watson was
engaged on an analysis of the char-
acter of the Jebusites, and paid no at-
tention to Nicoll’'s requests. The edi-
tor persevred, and finaly wrota a letter
or sent a telegram every day.
The First Story.

FinaHy, the pestered clergyman laid
aside his Jebusite Tresearches long
enough to dash off a sketch. To his
dismay, it same premptly back, with a
leiter of criticism and @ instructions.

ing and crying remains, so long will his

Such a child miist be treated with
great kindness ahd tact,’ and her
moods and pranks’ tolerated with pa-
tience. She must not be irritated nor
teased, nor nagged by preaching.

She ought to be petted even at the
risk of spoiling her a little.

.She should be fed well and abund-
antly, and needs a tonic.

Her school work is to be looked into,
and if found too hard. she should be
taken away from  school for a time.

All excitement must be avoided. She
must not go to the theatre or parties
where she is, apt to stay late. She
must be in bed by 9 p.m. and sleep at
least nine hours. She must have all
the fresh air and outdoor.life possible.

Along the Paeific coast of America
and across the water from Saigon to
Hakodate tHtere has sprung up a cycle
of legend and of fact about the doings
of this skipper, whose invention is be-
yond belief and whose courage is above
the normal. The late Frank Norris
knew him and in his stories of the
Three Black Crows the ‘chronicles of
Sandy McLean are made more than
once 'to ‘serve the end of fiction. Jack
London has publicly announced that
MeLean is the prototype for his savage
Wolf Larson of the Sea Wolf and Lon-
don says that he once sailed under.Mc-
Lean’s mongrel Central American flag
as a seal poacher.

SanFrancisco - knows Sandy . better
than does New York, and  Yokohama
has more than once been his refuge.
In his temporary retirement on Van-
couver Sound he cannot  take offense
if the record of some of his achieve-
ments, real and apocryphal, .is set forth
with a wholesome partiality for truth.
He has suffered much at the hands of
Mr. London and some of the San Fran-
cisco papers.

Copra and Opium

Sandy McLean says he was born in
Nova Scotia and that he is of Scotch
parentage. He was brought up on the
deck of a fishing smack and the salt_of
the sea was the savor of his youth.

‘When he left the North Atlantic and
began to make the Pacific his familiar
working ground is not known. Sandy
himself does not say, but it is a’ matter
of record that about fifteen years ago
this big man with - the tremendous
moustache and the muscles of a Scoich
heaver of the stane began to rish in and
out of San Francisco in what scemed
to be legitimiate business.

consignment of copra.

Gold Brick for McLean.

This treasure hunt was unique for
the big Scotch captain, because it was
the first and only time in his life that
he was ever caught with a gold brick.
There are men who still marvel at the
fact that anybody eould ever *“hand
Sandy McLean anything,” but on this
occasion he certainly was deceived.

McLean had built for himself. a
beautiful .schooner. It was three-
masted, low in .the freeboard, and it
possessed a finer run of line than any
other schooner on the -Pacific. .. Speed
was  spelled in its every curve, and
speed was the requisite that. McLean
demanded in his business.

Shortly after MecLean had built the
boat' Customs Inspector Foster of San
Francisco sent a letter to the Ameri-
can consul-general at Apia, Samers,
warning ‘him that a notorious skipper
by the name of McLean was about to
leave San Francisco for the south seas
together with a’ party of sixteen lands-
men, and that waterfront rumor had
it that his schooner, the Sophia Suth-
erland, had arms -eoncealed aboard her.
The expedition was ostensibly bound ofr
an island in the western Pacific to hunt
for gold, wrote the customs agent.

This was in the spring of 1898. When
the customs agent's letter reached Apia
the American consul-general went to see
the English and German consuls. He
found that the German consul had re-
ceived the same Wwarning as he from the
German consul in San Franciseo. It
was decided by the three agents that
the American consul-general should be
left to handle- the shady affairs of his
nationals. ¥ >
The Treasure Hunt.

In due time the Sophia Sutherland
appeared at ‘Apia and the American
representative got out his boat and
went out to the schooner’s side. Mc-
Lean met him; McLean, the big, bluff,
good natured fellow, who could be a
gentleman when he put-on his high hat
to go ashore.

Besides McLean there were sixteen
healthy mechanics and small traders on
board. They all impressed = the con-
sul’ as respectable citizens - who had
embarked innocently on a treasure hunt
for the pure love of adventure.’ In
short, Sandy McLean’s boat could have
flown. the crossed palm flag of _the
London Missionary society’s schooner;
and not be out of character.

The consul blandly told McLean that
he must look below for arms. The
bluff captain” heartily assented to the
search. The skin of the Sophia Suth-
erland’s hold was taken up in several
places ‘and not a rifle nor a round of
ammunition was found.

McLean said that there were three
revolvers on the boat, and that was
all they had in the matter of weapons
of defense.

Reilly had the misfortune to be cap-
tured by a Japanese cruiser while try-
ing to run a cargo of goods into Petro-
paulovsky on the Kamchatka coast in
the summer. of 1905. While he was
awaiting the action of the Japanese
prize court in Yokohama he told the
writer of how he had twice struck close
to the trail of Sandy McLean on the
blockade running trip to the Okhotsk.

Reilly said that in avoiding the Jap-
anese fleet that was cruising about the
Kurile islands in search of men like
himself he put into the one little in-
habited settlement on Copper island, a
Russian possession off the southeast
coast of Kamschatka. Here the Rus-
sian government has a fur station and
there is wusudlly . about half a com-
pany of sotulers to guard it.

Reilly said that when he arrived he
found only ten soldiers under the com-
mand of a sergeant, the rest having
been removed in the general panic that
seized the Russians when the island of
Saghalien was threatened with - inva-
sion. These mournful ten, marooned
there on the bleak island, had a strange
tale to tell.

In the month of. April, so they told
Reilly, just after half of the garrison
had. left for Saghelien ,a schooner fly-
ing a strange flag such as they had
never séen before put-into the bay. The
captain of the schooner, a big American
with @ tremendnous moustache, came
ashore to get water.

Russians Wined and Tricked.

The captain was an affable man. He
was jolly. They had not seen any
stranger many months and they were
glad to meet this big captain and his
crew and to have a jolly 'time with
them.

The American captain brought two
cases of champagne ashore and that
night they had a big drinking bout.

Foiled Uucle Sam.

Early in 1904 McLean took out ths
schooner Carmencita from San Fran-
cisco and started north.

The case was submitted to the dee
partment of justice, and on evidenca
submitted by the secret service McLean
was indicted in San Francisco. Then
began a merry chase all over the Behr-
ing Sea and north Pacific. Two reve
enue cutters were instructed to bring
McLean back to San Francisco dead or
alive.

McLean had evidently got wind of the
search that was being made for hin,
for following his old tactics, he had
put into the Mexican port of Mazatlan
after leaving San Francisco, and had
again registered :his boat under Mexi-
can laws, changed her name back ‘to
the Acapulco and hoisted the Mexican
flag. So, when after a year's dodging
and doubling in the .northern seas Mc-
Lean put into Victoria with 250 skins
aboard, in September, 1905, the appeal
Lthat had been sent to the British Co-
lumbia authorities to arrest him ocould
not avail.

His registry and flag were Mexis
can; the American government could
not arrest a man under the Mexican
flag for pelagic sealing, without
cial arrangements with Mexico. Strong
effort was made by the agents of the
state department ~ to get rid of the
stumbling block the crafty Sandy had
thrown in the path of American jus-
tice ,but the diplomatic snarl could not
be unravelled and the captain of ths
Acapulco went free.

Official Tribute to Virtue.

The last chapter in the romance of
Sandy McLean does not lack the spico
of irony. He was lauded as a patri-
otic American by counsel for the
United States in the joint commission
of this country and Canada, called to
settle claims made against the United
States through the enforcement of the
pelagic sealing regulations.

This encomium, passed upon him by
Dom M. Dickihson, the counsel, did not
appear until the judiciary committee of
the house, in March, 1906, passed favor-
ably upon a bill providing for an ex-
amination by the ninth circuit court
into the rights of American sealers un-
der the Paris arbitration. The judici-
ary committee reported that at tho
time of the dispute between this gov-
ernment and the government of Can-
ada over the rights of Canadian and
American sealers the American sealcrs
organized themselves into a committes
of investigation, with a view to redu
ing the claims of the Canadians beforo
the commission.

Ividence offered by them carriec
weight, and the Canadian claims we
cut from 1,289,008 to $463,454. In com-
menting upon this act, Counsel Dickin-
son said:

“Conspicuous among the Americans
was Alexander McLean. He owned a
half interest in two ships seizdd by the
United .States, for which Great Britain
demanded indemnity.

“Under the circumstances, this braic
and honest man made oath before th
part ownership
when by silent assent to the perfidy o
his partner he would have benefited
himself.

“Not only did Capt. McLean lose by
his truthfulness, but by his activity or
behalf of the United States subjected
him to many wunpleasant experiences
and personal risk at the hands of tho
British claimants and their friends ir
Victoria. = Surely such a man—and his
countrymen, the American sealers who
Joined, defended and sustained him—
not only deserves the consideration or
his government, but has earned the
praise of the Psalmist given to ‘him
who sweareth to his own hurt, and
changeth not’ "

Thus in the records of congress re-
mains this tribute to the virtues of
Sandy MecLean, treasure hunter and
gentleman adventurer of the westera
seas.

For the last week
men have been coming in steadily and
the mines and smelters are fast get-
ting back to their normal capacx_ty,
but, as well known, it is the intention
(o increase the output of copper even
veyond that of the season before the
ast labor trouble in the coal fields;
that tied up two or three local smelt-
ing plants.

At that time there were about 2,000
men employed in the mines and smelt-
crs of the Boundary, and as each of
the three smelters is now prepared to
handle more ore than ever before in
their history, more men than ever will
be required to get out the ore and to
put it through the smelters.

The deal is said to
have been brought about by several
parties, but Mr. Gordon, an English-
man and a part owner of the ranch,
is said to ‘have played an important
part, The purchasers #: the’ property,
are understood to be Arthur B. Fran-
cis and R. Saville Francis, two Eng-
lishmen, who reached Nelson some lit-
tle time ago by way of Edmonton,
where they had stopped off to look
over the country. Mr. Gordon is said
to have a third interest with the Frarm-
cis brothers. The consideration paid
for the property, and indeed most of
the facts connected with the deed, are
withheld for the present, but it is
clear that from $70,000 to $80,000 was
the amount obtained. The documents
were signed and the money paid over
last evening and the new purchasers
will take possession at once.

The Cold Springs ranch is the larg-
est on the south side of the Arm, cov-
ering 600 acres and is one of the best
improved of any in the vicinity of
Nelson. It is understood that the pur-
chasers will cultivate this land them-
selves and will grow fruit for the Eng-
lish market, which is today asking
for more than this district can at pre-
sent supply.

GIGANTIC POWER SCHEME.

Proposed to Distribute Electricity
From Vancouver to Seattle.

Ruskin, B. C.- June . 10.—Through
‘radical changes of plans in connection
with the development and distribution
of hydro-electric power from the Stave
river, the scope of the undertaking has
.been so.extensively increased: that .t
has become one of the most important
of the many great.works of the kind
for which the Pacifi¢ coast is noted
the continent over.

The promoters of the Stave Lake
Power company originally planned to
harness the power of the Stave river
in order to supply electrical energy
to the. city of Vancouver and sur-
rounding country; now ambition and
opportunity dictate that the mystical
force of the Staye shall whirl Great
Northern railway trains between®Van-
couver and Seattle in 1909. Besides
electrifying the Great Northern, the
current is to furnish power for V., V.
& E. train between Vancouver . and
Sumas, and it will also drive the
wheels of factories and mills in Wash-
ington and even in the city of Seattle
itsell,

The brain of Mr. John Hendry, who
has been directing the destinies of the
Stave Lake Power company since .it
was organized, has been. for months
quietly working out the problem of
making the Stave river deliver more
horse power than any other water-
course on the- Pacific coast. In his
efforts he has employed the technical
skill of some of the best electrical and
hydraulic engineers in the country,
Today his plans are perfected and the
market essential to the success of the
broadened project has keen secured in
the Great Northern, the V., V. & E,
and the power consuming field be-
tween Vancouver and Seattle.

It is estimated that when the Stave
river has been dammed, boxed up and
thoroughly harnessed in accordance
with the new scheme of development,
not less than three hundred thousand
horse power will be on tap. At the
turn of a wheel that tremendous
amount of pent up energy will be
turned loose to its work.

GET TECHNICAL ADVICE.

Water Problem Before. Burnaby, South
Vancouver and Richmond.

New Westminster, June 10.—At the
meeting of representatives of the mun-
icipalities of Burnaby, South Vancou-
ver and Richmond, held at Burnaby
Town Hall on Saturday, a committee
composed of Reeve Hart, Reeve Byrne
and Reeve Rae, 'was formed to discuss
the advisability of putting in a joint
water supply for the three districts,
with an expert. The approximate cost
of the installation has been placed at
$160,000 by Col. Tracy.

Another resolution was passed that
each Council would put a by-law be-
fore its ratepayers to enable each
municipality . to borrow $100,000. It
was pointed out that there was great
necessity for a municipal water supply
in all . three districts, and the outlay
would greatly improve 1’ ‘ate in
the neighborhood.

‘The matter will be finally decided
at a meeting to be held on June 29.

WAR EAGLE EQUIPMENT

Compressor Plant Is Remodelled and
' Placed In Operation Again.

The compressor plant of the War
Eagle, which furnished. the air for -the
drills for the War Eagle mine for sev-
eral years, was recently dismantled
and re-erected .at. the Centre Star,
says the -Rossland. Miner. It was
found that new cylinders, shaft and
pistons w needed as_the old ones
had been worn out during. the several
Years of service that the. compressor
has been subjected to. The wornout
parts were replaced with new ones,
and yesterday the plant was put in
operation again. It is driven by the
450 horse power motor that formerly
furnished it with power at the War
Eagle. The motor and the compressor
worked in splendid style. The founda-
tion on Which the plant stands is solid
and substantial, and there is an ab-
sence of vibration which shows that
both the motor and the compressor
have been properly put in position.
The compressor will not assist in fur-
nishing compressed air for the power
drills for the Centre Star and its allied
mines,

WHITE HORSE IS BOOMING.

Never in Its History Have Conditions
Been So Satisfactory.
‘Whitehorse is .undergoing a period
of prosperity that bids fair to rival the
old days when the Yukon was the cen-
ter of attraction for the world and
thousands rushed in to make - their
fortunes or lose all. Never since those
memorable days has the country en-
joyed such prosperous times as at pre-
sent. Mr. Cannon, a prominent citizen
of Whitehorse, who returned from the
north this morning, made some inter-
esting statements in_ regard to the
flourishing conditions in Whitehorse
and the surrounding country, says the
Vancouver' World. “The whole country
is- booming,” said Mr. Cannon. “And
op_era.tions are being carried out in
mining that will exceed any hitherto
attempted. Nearly all'the mining pro-
perty is new under the control of Col-
onel Thomas, a Philadelphia capitalist,
who has purchased everything in sight.
The big Grafter mine, owned by R.
Lowe & Co., is shipping large quanti-
ties of ore on -every steamer, and the
Pueblo mine,: owned by Byron White,
of Spokane is also making heavy ship-
ments. The Copper King Mining Co;
have.just made a-very rich-strike of
the finest bornite: ‘copper, ‘'which is
running $250 to the ton. This property
was bonded to Colonel Thomas for

$125,000.

“On the 9th of May last, 'Mr. W. - P.
Granger, an. old timer of Whitehorse,
and one of the principal owners of the
Copper King, was suffocated by escap-
ing gases in No. 1 shaft of the mine.
There is no question but that the big
smelter will be erected immediately as
the coke and coal have been assured
and the company has decided to erect
their plant at once. It will greatly
facilitate’ mining operations in ‘the
north. ' An erroneous report seems to
have been spread 'abroad about the
burning of the Chieftan, the tug own-
ed by Cunningham & Sons, of Port
Essington. ' The tug was burned, but
did not sink, and although great dam-
age was done, is not by any means a
total loss. :Her engines and boiler may
even be saved, and her hull is not past
repair. That more damage was not
done is entirely due to the efforts of
the steamer North West, which came
to the rescue and succeeded in putting
out the flames before the tug was to-
tally destroyed.”

ADVICE TO HORTICULTUF

Martin Burrel Gives Description of
Plant-Lice Affecting Trees.

Martin' Burrell, editor of the Grand
Forks Gazette, in a signed article ‘in
his paper, says:

I have heard so many enquiries re-
garding the different forms of plant
lice affecting fruit trees during the
past week that it may be well to refer
to the matter now, as the sooner these
pests are fought the better. Though
not ranking as a first class pest in the
sense that various armored scales are,
yet plant lice do much injury, and,
‘if allowed to go too long unchecked,
will seriously affect the health of the
tree. The life history of most of these
lice is ‘very similar. They pass the
winter in the egg form, from which in
early spring the female louse is hatch-
ed. This prolific parent of evil brings
forth her young alive and in an in-
credibly short time her progeny begins
to reproduce so that. before a few
months are past the family numbers
millions. In the fall winged forms of
the insect are produced and these, as
cold weather approaches, lay their eggs
on the limbs, usually close to the dor-
mant bud, so that when the bud
bursts in the following spring a sup-
ply of food is within easy reach.

It is obvious that the sooner the-in-
sect is destroyed the less work in this
way the owner of the trees will have
later on. The twe forms most trouble-
some in British Colmubia are the ap-
ple louse (aphis mali), and the black
louse of the cherry (myzus serasi.) As
these insects belong to the great class
whose mouth formation prevents them
from biting the foliage, and .who, in-
stead, simply pierce the leaf and suck
up the juice it is clear that a stomach
poison like Paris green would be use-
less. The way to fight them is to ap-
ply some sort of soapy. or oily wash
which will clog the spiracles along the
side of the body through which the
insect breathes, Formerly coal-oil
emulsions were the favorite remedy
but throughout this province the ma-
terial used is generally a mixture of
whale oil soap and guassia chips. The
proportion used is 8 pounds quassia
chips and 7 pounds of whale soap to
100 gallons of water. Dissolve the soap
in boiling water, boil the chips for
half an hour, strain, and add the re-
quired amount of water. It should be
added that as the black aphis attack-
ing- the cherry is more resisting than
the apple aphis, T would advise mak-
ing the mixture - stronger, even one
pound each of chips and soap, to six
gallons of water will not hurt the fol-

DOUBLE LAST YEAR

U;IOI’ Four Thousand Men Are At
Work in the
Camps

In_the logging camps on the main-
land . coast and on the -east. cast of
Vancouver Island there are at pres-
ent over four thousand loggers at
work, which is double the number of
this time last year. This is the esti-
mate of Rev. John Antle, commander
of the hospital ship Columbia, which
visits all these camps that can . be
reached by steamer.

The Columbia arrived in port Satur-
day night from Van Anda via Van-
couver and leaves again this morning
for the north. Rev. Mr. Antle says
the ship has become too small for its
work, and that if the mission of re-
lieving the sick and injured in the
various camps is to be satisfactorily
fulfilled a much larger vessel will have
to be secured. The Columbia, though
small, is a splendidly equipped steamer
with = convenient arrangements for
hospital, church or library purposes.
On it many surgical operations have
been performed, lovers have been
united in matrimony and hundreds. of
people have enjoyed themselves read-

ing the various.books,” magazines_ and.

newspapers provided. £

A hospital to which the ship carries
patients has been mantained for some
time past at Rock Bay, another was
opened at Van Anda last week, and a
third is in contemplation at Campbell
river, At the latter place a Seattle

Five milk testing associations have
been formed - in. British. Columbia
through - the agency of F. M. Logan,
comr'nissioner,ot dairying and ‘ive
stock, located ‘as follows: *Chillfwack,
Sardis, La@ner, Lulu Island and Cow-
ichan.

Mr. Logan says that it would be
feasible to establish such  organiza-
tions in other sections but that it
would be- impossible for the  official
who.has been appointed, A.'S. Rankin,
formerly manager of the - Chilliwack
creamery, to cover the ground. He.
hopes, however, that the advantage of
the project to the dairymen will have
been .so convincingly demonstrated  in
tweive months-time that both - the
federal and provincial authorities will
recognize its value and agree to the
appointment- of. another official, thus.
permitting all the districts to be in-
cluded.

The object of the milk testing is
to improve the herds of the province.
The .system was originally introduced
in Denmark, where there .are . now
some two- thousand -dssociations. The
objéct of 'the associations, is to  give
the ‘members -an opportunity to have
samples of milk taken from.the differ-
ent cows of tHeir respective herds, and
siipected to.a monthly test. Inspe€tor
Rankin, will make regular’ trips to
each centre, testing the milk ‘thus ob-
tained, and- keeping- the’ -records for
reference. .

Montreal, June 10.—Mount Royal

dinner on Saturday night. Sir William
and Lady Van Horne entertained him
to lunch on Sunday and Sir Montague
Allan, whose guest he was at dinner
tonight.

The prince and his party left at
ten o’clock this morning for Ottawa.
A guard of honor' was furnished by
the “Victoria Rifles at the station,
which was inspected by his Imperial
Highness on arrival thee. Sir Mon-
tague Allan was his Montreal host,
the mayor and aldermen and several
others said farewell at the station.

Prince Fushimi ought to be
satisfied with the reception by
the citizens of the capital. There
were great crowds at the station, and
still greater crowds in the city hall
square. The city was in gala attire,
which combined with the ideal weather
conditions must have left a good im-~
pression on the visitor.

Earl Grey was at the station to greet
his Imperial Highness and conduct
him to the government house.

The . address of welcome which the
¢ity council presented to his Imperial
Highness at the city hall referred, to
the- warm friendship which ' existed

“You will note” says the address,
“that on the' thousand miles of lakes

neither fortifications nor evidence of
defense. In u few years we shall be
elebrating ihe centenary of contin-
rous peatce beétween our neighbors and
oviselves,” .

3 city hall Sir Richard Cartwright
representing the government.

Replying to the civic address, the
prince alluded to the interesting fact
that his first visit to Ottawa was co-
incident with the celebratién of the
fiftieth anniversary of the selection of
Ottawa as the seat of government for
Canada. After alluding to trade mat-
ters he expressed his gratitude to King
Bdward for placing a warship at his
disposal, thus enabling him to girdle
the earth under the British flag.

TO BREAK RECORD
German Liner Kronprinzessin Gecilie
Being Planned to Win Ribbon

New York, June 10.—The - North
German Lloyd expresses faith in the
ability of its finest and swiftest twin
screw, the new Kronprinzessin Celilie,
to break the record betweeén Sandy
Hook and Plymouth. Much attention
has been devoted by the company to
developing models of the least resist-
ance. No British challenging yacht
has been constructed with more care-
ful consideration of her lines than the
Kronprinzessin. 4

The company has an experimental
station '‘at Bremerhaven and all future
express steamships will be fashioned
there in miniature first. The com- -
pany’s chief engineer has decided
against the turbine, and so, with re-
ciprocating engines, helped by fine
models, the line hopes to keep its
speed prestige.

Gustavy H. Schwab, the New York
representative of the line, who re-
cently visited the experimental sta-
tion, had this to say about it.

“The little steamship models are
carefully made of paraffin wax or
wood and are driven through the wa-
ter of the experimental basin.’ The
requisite power for the driving of the
model at a speed corresponding with
the actual rate of the finished ship
is measured by means of a dynamo-
meter, and then calculated for the ves-
sel itself by means of a method for-
mulated by the eminest English en-
gineer, W. Froude. Every  steamer
has to fulfill certain conditions as to
speed, cargo capacity, etc., and the
displacement of the vessel is deter-
mined in accordance with these condi-
tions. Once the displacement is set-
tled upon it must be regarded as a
constant factor, a circumstance, how-
ever, which does not preclude the pos-
sibility of endless forms of ship con-
struction by varying the length, the
breadth, the draught and the vessel’s
curves and water line.

“In order further to ascertain what
form is really the best, several plans
similar to the first, but differing from
it somewhat in detail, are made. Mod-
els made of paraffin wax are cast of
the various forms designed, and by
means of an ingeniously constructed
machine are cut in exact accordance
with: the ship’s design on the construc-
tional drawing. The models being
now ready, are lowered into the wa-
ters of the basin and brought to a cor-
rect draught line by means of wooden
weights. They are then towed suc-
cessively, with increasing ' speed,
through the water, and for this pur-
pose a carriage is necessary, which,
driven by a rope or an electric motor,
rolls over the basin on rails erected on
each side of the tank. Under this the
model hangs and on the carriage is
placed all the necessary apparatys for
the measurement of the resistancé and
speed.

“A great number of such towing ex-
periments are made, the number de-
pending upon the total sum of the re-
sisting curves of the models. The
model is now chosen which offers the
smallest resistance at the speed re-
quired, and from this the working
drawings of the vessel itself are de~
signed. .From the total resistance
of the model that of the ship itself is
calculated by application at a formula
for the frictional resistance of the
skin of the vessel, discovered after
exhaustive experiments and by calcu-
lation of the wave and eddy resist-
ance. The form of the ship having
been determined, the screws best ad-
apted to its propulsion are designed by
a further series of calculations and

Columbia River Canners Advance
Quotations and Canadians
Will Follow -

COST OF LABOR, ETC,, HASINCREASED

That is Reason Givén by Packers for
the Raisé—London Market
Uncertain

The price of British Columbia sal-
mon wiil .undoubtedly advance dur-
ing the present Season. Already the
price of the Columbia river pack has
advanced. A  circular. . has just been
issued announeing that one pound
tails will sell at the opening at the
rate of $6.60 per case, an advance

case, an advance of 60 cents and half
pound flats are quoted at $8.40 Dper

case, or 40 cenis advance.

Salmon is about the only staple
food on which priees were not advan-
ced last year, and the action of the
American canners in putting up prices
this year will undoubtedly be followed
by the British Columbia packers.

Discussing the matter a local pack-
er remarked: A

“The increase is a legitimate . one
owing to the increased cost of pro-
duction. Labor of all kinds, white,
Japanese, Chinese and Indian has
advanced while every class of materi-
al used, tin, even to the labels.
has increased in cost. To my firm
alone, the increased cost of produc-
ing the 40,000 cases which we will
probably market, will be anything
from $15,000 .to.$20,000.” . L g

The local packers are somewhat
surprised at the English market not
at once responding to these conditions.

The London deaiers have been
holding off somewhat and recently
an attempt was made to appeal to
the retail trade by the London agents
of two British Columbia companies.
They offered a large ~number “of
cases in fifty case lots but the prices
bid were from three to four shillings
less than the 'market price of the
product.

The vagaries of the London market
are, however, nothing new to ‘the
trade here. In 1905 when the salmon
run was heavy and the output of the
local canneries exceedingly large, the
prices on the London market remain-
ed high. Hence last year when the
run was very much smaller and the
output could not be compared to that
of the year before the demand was
very iight and poor prices were reali-
zed. The c¢onditions here this year
are, however, bound to disappoint the
English dealers: who are looking for

provoked’ the recent @uctions;

The weather for the past few days
has been unfavorable for trap fish-
ing, having been stormy and unset~
tled. It is expected, however, that
if conditions improve the packs at
the local traps will be lifted in the
next day or so. The catches are
mostly of spring salmen. It is not
expected that the sockeyes will run
until the beginning of July. :

The announcement last week of the
provinciai government’s . intention to
take advantage of the decision by the
privy counci. that the provinces may
regulate their own fisheries has not
as yet been followed by an utterance
from the government as to the regu-
lations to. be enforced. There will,
however, be no attempt to collect li-
cense fees from fishermen.

The province .already ' collects two
cents per case on the salmon output
and for - the -present it .will probabiy
content itself with its declaration of

control.

Japanese Completing Station to Con-
nect with Ocean Liners

The Japanese government has es-
tablished a wireless telegraph station
at Choshi, a height near Inuboye light
which is the first land sighted by
steamers arriving from' this -side - of
the Paecific, and ‘late mail advices
bring news ‘of a number of successful
experiments following the establish-
ment of that station. Arrangements

ment of wireless telegraph stations on
this coast, one ‘at Bamfield creek and
the other on Triangle island, which
stands off into the ocean at the north-
west of Vancouver island. Capt. Yard-
ley, who was sent west in this con-
nection, is expected to select the sites.
‘When these stations are ready the- Em-
press liners will be equipped with wire-
less telegraph apparatus by the C. P.
R. Company, and it will be possible
for passengers on the liners to send
messages at least twenty hours before
the arrival of the vessels. .

The experiments.off the wireless: sta-
tions at Choshi and ‘also off the Lo-
choo island stations were ¢tonducted
from the Japanese cable-laying steam-
er Okinawa Maru, belonging to the
communication department. The trial
communications - with  both ' stations
were very successful. The station at
Chossi is situated on an eminence fifty
feet above sea level at the mouth of
the river Tone, and the mast used
is 230 feet high. The officials an-
nounced that the steamers with an av-
erage speed of fifteen knots can com-
municate twenty hours before arrival.

The Japan Gazette says in this re-
gard: The communications department
will order -American liners to instal
wireless telegraphy to open communi-
cation between sea and land in ac-
cordance with the international Wire-
less convention. The rate and regul-
ation will be published upon the rati-
fication of the.convention by the em-
peror.

BULLENS GET A BIG CONTRAGT

Will Repair the Steamer Northwestern
—Wireless Stations for Trans-
Pacific Steamship Service

Two liners sailed for the Orlent
Tuesday, and one is-due inbound to-
day. R. M. S.:Empress of India left
port at 10 a. m. carrying a large num-
ber of passengers, including the Chi-
nese military party sént to represent
China at Jamestown, and the Japanese
liner Kaga Maru sailed about 1 p. m.,
carrying the Japanese military party,
headed by General ' Baron Kuroki,
which represented: Japan. Mr. Hat-
tori, a Seattle Japanese, who is on:a
special mission to Tokio in connec-
tion with the situation that has de-
veloped .with .regard to the treatment
of Japanese on the Pacific coast of
the Unijted States, was also a passen-
ger of the Kaga. Maru. Three wealthy
raw silk merchants of southern Japan,
who have been looking over the mar-
ket in the eastern States, were also
passengers. ‘Both the white liner and
the Japanese steamer had all.the
freight they could carry, mostly flour.

Mr, Hattori, who is on his way to
Tokio, is one of the leaders of the
progressive Japanése of the United
States, who are allied with the Pro-
gressive party in the old country, and
he goes to bring the matter of the
anti-Japanese happenings on the Pa-
cific coast before . the government,
‘which; -it is stated,- the Progressives
hope to overthrow. Mr. Hattori is
the second delegate of the Pacific
coast Japanese sent to Tokio. By the
last qutward bound lner O. Yamaoka,
who served a ten year exile in Yezo,
Japan, was the bearer of a protest to
the Japanese government against the
new treaty regarding Japanese immi-
gration to the United States, and Hat-
tori is said to bear another.

The Kaga Maru is due to reach
Yokohama on Jun® 27. The Tosa
Maru, which is ngw due, left Yoko-
hama May 29. She made calls at
Keelung and Shimizu to load tea. It
is reported that theg Japanese govern-
ment has permitted calls to be made
by C. P. R, steams#rs at the tea port
of South Japan and that the C. P. R.
Steamer Monteagle arrived at Shimizu
on May 30 to load téa for Victoria and
Vancouver, The Monteagle left
‘Yokohama on June 3 and is due here
next Sunday. :

The Empress of India. sailed
earlier than usualyhaving arrived from
Vancouver in the ‘éarly morning.

Frozen Fish Will Be Sent From
Siberian Waters To
London

SAME MAY ALSO BE TRIED HERE

Local Salmon Companies Likely to
Adopt Similar Measures to
Hold Trade

A fishing project for the purpose of
competition with the British Columbia
salmon in the British and European
salmon market has been launched by a
British and Japanese company, accord=-
ing to advices received here yesterday
morning by the steamer Tosa Maru
of the Nippon Yusen Kaisha line. The

‘ steamers Zenobia and = Zephyrus of
Messrs, Turner, Brightman & @ Co.,
have beéen secured and fitted through-
out with refrigerating apparatus and
¢old storage chambers, and will be
despatched to the Okhotsch sea to
carry fresh salmon - from Siberian
waters  to London. An’ experimental
cargo has been carried from the Amur
river to Riga and Hamburg, where
the fish had a ready sale. Investi-
gation has shown that the salmon
taken in Kamchatkan waters is su-
perior to that of the Amur and the new
arrangement proposes to import regular
cargoes from these waters. The sal-
mon will be frozen and kept in cold
storage chambers until placed on the
market,

It is understood that a project is
being considered for the shipment of
British Columbia salmon to Xurope
under similar conditions. At present
Linderberger & Co. and Weiss & Co,,
operating mild-curing establishments
on the wharves of the inner harbor
in connection with a chain, of similar
establishments, ship cured salmon to
Germany. On being landed at the in-
ner wharf from the local traps the sal-
mon is cut, the inside being removed
and the sides washed, cleaned and
salted. It is then placed in cold stor-
age here in barrels and late is re-
salted and repacked being sent across
the continent in refrigerated cars for
shipment from New York to Germany
in cold storage, being smoked on ar-
rival before being placed. on the mars
ket. The project now being mooted
has 'in view the shipment of whole
salmon which are frozen after being
landed from the traps and kept in cold
storage until marketed as are the fish
from across the Pacific.

It was considered that it would be a
mistake to place any but the best fish
on the London market in competition
with the Canadian and Alaskan sal-
mon to which Londoners are accus-
tomed, says the Kobe Chron-
icle. Negotiations were then entered
between the Salmon Steam Fishing
Company, under whose ' control the
Zenobia is sailing, and the Russian
government, and permission was at
last obtained to bring a cargo of the
‘best fish to London this year. The
Zenobia consequently left the Tyne
last month for the fisheries in the Ok-
hotsk sea. :

Until now these waters have been
visited only occasionally by Russian
gunboats. Commander Bondy of the
Russian navy, will join. the Zenobia
on arrival in Japan, and will cenduct
her to the fisheries. Without his help
the ship would never suceeed in-navi-'
gating the dangerous ' shoals' which
have acted in the past as a barrier
between the Sea of Okhotsk and civi-
lization.

The underwriters at - Lloyd’s have
declined Ao insure the risks on any
ship, the Zenobia, which owing to
the sailing with the approval of the
Russian goverament, will be navigated
according to the only complete charts
of the fishery.

Heretofore the salmon fisheries of
Kamchatha, Saghallien and the Siber-
+4an litterol have been exploited by both
Russians and Japanese with sailing
wessels, the = Japanese using mostly
pmall schooners: similar in size to the

sealers of this. port. The Russians
have established land ' depots from
which shipments of fish have been
made to Vladivostok and these dis-
tributed by the Siberian railway or the
steamers running to Odessa.

It was said, however, that the tug
stopped in the Roads immediately fol-
lowing the accident, but fining; no
trace of the object which had been
struck, or any sign of life or any-
thing in the water, resumed its course
with a coal barge in tow.

CHINAMAN ARRESTED

ON CHARGE OF THEFT|

Former Employee of Montana
Restaurant AccuSed of
“\Robbing Till

A Chinaman was arrested yesterday

‘{afternoon on suspicion of being the

person who entered the Montana res-
taurant, in the vicinity of the Outer
wharf, on .Monday night and stole the
contents of the cash drawer, amount-
ing to about $90. The prisoner 'is
known by the name of Hop.

Hop was a dishwasher in the res-
taurant and on Tuesday when an in-
vestigation of the robbery was going
on he suddenly disappeared from the
premises, leaving some of his clothes
behind him. Yesterday afternoon,
while Tom Goldsmith, proprietor of
the "restaurant, was touring China-
town, in company ‘' with Detectives
Palmer and Perdue, Hop was observed
coming out of a store As the officers
approached him Hop drew & sack
from under his coat and attempted to
pass it to another Chinaman who was
with ‘him. The transfer was inter-
rupted and the detectives took charge
of the sack, which was found to con-
tain about $70 in silver, corresponding
with the money that had been stolen.
