Farthquake Shocks More Se-
vere Than Those at Time of
Recent Calamity Cause Ter-
ror and Loss in ltalian City

TEN SHOCKS IN ALL
HAVE BEEN FELT

Population Flee in Panic Re-
membering the Catastrophe
—Women - Are Killed in
Ruins of Houses

Messina, Italy, July 1,—zarth shocks
here and at Reggio at 7.20 o’clock this
morning created a panic among the peo-
ple of these two cities. Walls of houses
that were not completely destroyed in
the visitation of last December were
shaken down, and the inhabitants rushed
to the streets towards the open air.

Women and chiidren were caught un-
der wreckage and sustained serious ‘m-
juries and the women subsequently died.
The earth shocks have been becoming |
more intense rcently, and last night |
they were sufficiently severe to cause}
alarm.

Shock Felt at Reggio.

Reggio, Italy, 'July 1.—A strong earth
shock was experienced here at 7.20
o'clock this morning. Many walls
were thrown down, but up to the pre-
sent time no' casualties have been re-
ported. The people have been in a
cohdition of tgel.mc which has ‘been
added to by the contradictory reports
of the severity of the earthquake at
Messina. ¢

It is said that this quake was of
greater severity than the fatal one of
the night  of December 28th. The
wooden houses and huts erected for
the accommodation of the people seemed
to be thrown from ome side to another.
Cries filled the air as the people fled in-
terror. As on the night of December
28th, the first shock was followed by
a circular movement of the ground.

Five minutes later there came an-
other quake  accompanied by further
roaring sounds. 'This completed the
destruction. The remains of the de-
vastated houses collapsed and the en-
tire district was covered by a dense
clond of dust.

- Detachments of troops and carbin-
iers we despatched for the protec-
tion of the wooden huts built with
American money that thad not yet been
distributed. population, fleeing
from the districts where the houses
threatened to fall upen them, rushed
towards the American huts, with the
intention of taking possession of them.

The child was taken out alive
but up to the present time the woman
has not been found. She was heard
ten minutes after the first shock cry-
ing for assistance.

‘In French,’
was the reply, ‘for the time is coming
when the New World will be inhabited
by an immense number 0f English-
speaking people.’ Hume, and Hume
alone of his time foresaw the great fu-
ture of this continent.,
more, he  realised the extraordinary
value of Gibbons’ work.

The grount Danger.

“Speaking as a canon of Westminster
Abbey, and rector of St. Margaret’s—
and as the latter is the House of Com-
mons church, I feel prouder ¢f that
position than of the former—I want
you to know that at home I.am known
as a cross bench man. That is, that
I belong to neither political party. In
this country I believe I should be
be known as a ‘mugwump.’ J am ex-
jlaining this to you because I want to
speak of a great anxiety whieh is now
clouding the minds of our people at
home. We have arrived at a phase in
our history where our domestic, our
notional, onr-imperial stability are at
stake. I have the honor of knowing
the great men of both parties at home.

England is now
practically unarmed dndundefended.
Why should we alone among nations
believe, with the immense .privileges
which are ours, that we can go on for
ever enjoying the heritage which our
fathers won for ‘us, The Empire must
be sustained by.a new patrigtism—by a
patriotism emanating from the nations
coterminous Wwith England. -Imperial
sentiment is cheap-and. tawdry unless
it develops into patriotism. Imperial-
ism may become 'an intemperateand
non-moral sentiment. Patriotism  will
always command respect. Patriotism
will make a man uynderstand the pat-
riotism of other countries.

Not Nerves.

“Don’t suppose for a moment -that
John Bull is in a state of nerves, for
he is not. This agitation for imperial
defence has been ascribed to the in-
fluence of the newspapers. In my
opinion newspapers are more the reflex
of people’s minds thap the creators of
‘peqple’s opinions, Great Britain has’
nof been hustled into.a nervous con-
dition by thé newspapers. There are
two things which have led to the pre-
sent situation at home. You yemember
the grave warnings by responsible men.

London, June' 30.—A’ scheme for the
interchange. of students between the
United States, Canada and the United
Kingdom rivalling in importance that
established under the will.of the late
Cecil- Rhodes, is in process of forma-
tion with every prospect of success.

the Rt. Hon. H. H. Asquith, Prime
Minister of Great Britain, and Lord
Strathcona, High Commissioner of
Canada, and several of the heads of the
chief universities of the United iKng-
dom with the endorsement of the
presidents of the Canadian and Ameri-
can universities, aims at providing op-
portunities’ to-students of three coun-
tries to obtain some real insight into
the life, progress and customs of other
nations;, with a minimum of incon-
venience to their academic work and
the least possible expense.

The promoters suggest the provision
of certain travelling scholarships, the
selection for which should be along
the lines of the Rhodes scholarships.
The selected candidate in addition to
his .academic qualifications must be
what is popularly known as “an all-
around man.” . Twenty-eight of thege
scholarships are proposed, fourteen to
be available for universities in the

United Kingtdom, ten for American:
and four to.Canadian.. *The. total cost-

is estimated at $85,000 for each period
of three ~yeéars, "for which it 1is
proposed the United Kingdom shall
contribute $36,000, the United States
$22,600 and Canada $9,000. The com-
mittee announged that they have been
given to understand that the United
States purposes to provide her share
as soon as the amount required for the
TUnited Kingdom s guaranteed.

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SUFFRAGETTES IN
COLLISION WITH
POLICE

the Men in Blue Won Out in
the Fight

London, June 30.—The thirteenth
vain attempt of the militant suffrag-
ettes to obtain access to Premier As-
quith by deputation resulted in excit-
ing scenes in Parliament Square and
the arrests of more than 100 women.

The plan -of . campaign followed the
lines previously employed by the suf-
fragettes. The women’s parliament
assembled in Caxton hall at 8 o’clock
in'the evening, and sent a deputation,
headed by Mrs. Pankhurst, to endeavor
to see the prime minister, who had
previously decided not to receive the
deputation. Enormous crowds of on-
lookers assembled in the vicinity of
parliament before the time for the raid
upon the house, around which large
bodies of police, numbering several
thousands, had taken up strategic po-
sitions. The first noteworthy incident
was the arrest, after a great deal of
trouble, of a buxom equestrian suf-
fragette, who tfried to penetrate the
police\cordon to take a message to the
premidr. Next appeared the deputation
under and of Mrs. Pankhurst,
and it was received by the crowd with
wild cheers. Escorted by the police,
the deputation arrived at the St.
Stephen’s  entrance to - parliament,
where it was. met by Chief Inspector
Scanlebury, who handed Mrs.  Pank-
hurst a letter from the premier regret-
ting his inability to receive the depu-
tation. Angrily throwing the letter on
the ground, Mrs. Pankhurst exclaim-
ed: “I stand on my rights as the
King’s subject to enter the house,” and
she endeavored to force an entrance.
The police tried to induce the women
to disperse quietly and then began to
take the members of the deputation by
the arm and lead them away. To the
surprise of the spectators who were
massed around the entrance, Mrs.
Pankhurst slapped Inspector Jarvis,
knooking his cap in the mud. There
were cries of “shame,” apd several of
the spectators told the suffragettes’
ljeader that she had no provocation to
do such a thing.
Great Crowd Present

London is becoming accustomed to
suffragette raids on parliament, but the
idea that a more determined attempt
than ever was to be made last night on
Premier Asquith’'s forces attracted an
enormous crowd to ‘the parliament
buildings. ~ Probably 50,000 gathered at
the scene, but the authorities = Had
made ample preparations to deal with
the situation. All avenues of approach
were guarded by police, and ambul-
ances were provided to deal with cases
of accidents. Within the cordon were
a very large number of members of

‘When the
lafter resolutely declined to ‘budge
from the entrance of the house of
commons, the inspector pressed for-
ward his arms and pushed the woman
away. Mrs. Pankhurst struck him in
the face, according to some witnesses,
more than once. The inspector quick-
ly picked up his helmet and continued
pressing the deputation back.

Mrs. Solomon then struck him. Dr.

Clifford, one of the supporters of the |

suffragette movement, and several
members of the house, who witnessed
the scené, cried “Shame.” Dr. Clifford,
in an interview afterwards said that
he greatly regretted Mrs. Pankhurst’s
action. Such things, he said, helped
to lock the lips of the advocates of
women’s rights. “I have supported
women’s suffrage for many years,” he
added, “but when I see such scenes as
this, how can I say anything?” .

A photographer wet to photograph s royal
party-leaving a big public builidng. He got a
number of other views and kept his final plate
for the party. At the last moment their plans
were altered, they. left by another door; and
his ‘wait of half an hour or so was wasted.
However, he put all his plates, including the un-
exp@sed one, into. a dish and developed them,
andon the unexposed plate he got a good nega-
tive of the door by which they should have left.
He was certain he had made no exposurs, yet
there was the picture. The solution of this was
found to be that his shatter had not quite closed'
and all the time he was waiting with his slide
drawn he was, unknown to himself, exposing
with what amounted to a small stop on the
building.

The most prolific. -source of mysterious
images is to be found in pinholes in the camera
or bellows. A pinhole“acts as a lens. It re-
quires a long exposure, it is true; but it gives
a fairly sharp image at any camera extension,
and it is a well-defined image that attracts the
photographer’s attention. The vast majority of
the results of these subtle agencies go unnotic=
ed becaiise’ they take the form of more or less
genéral fog; but when he gets on his plate not
only the thing he was photographing but an
unmistakable picture of something else which
he has not knowingly photographed, he realizes
that there is something geing on beyond his
control. Some of the images due to pinholes in
the camera have been very remarkable in their
clearness and definition, although they are the
simplest of photographic mysteries. For ex-
ample, a number of otherwise successful photo-
graphs taken during an exploration in Central
Asia were marked by the constant presence of
figures which were not before the' camera at
the time ; and some of these figtires were recog-
nized as those of members of the party. They
were traced to a hale in the camera front which
had been made by the extreme point of a screw.

Moreover, none of the
other districts' named would attempt to com-
pete with us in the production of strawberries
and other small fruits.

what the Germans call Amerikanismo (the
desire to get gold as the one object in life)i
Saanich was infinitely preferable to any point
on the mainland, whilst.in - addition -to . this,

irrigation  was unfnecessary, labor for
picking more easily obtained, and the fire
blight - amongst " pear trees absolutely un-
known. But I do not propose in this sketch
to depend upon. the evidlence of man. Rather,
I will try to produce witnesses from the vege-
table kingdom in proof of the climati¢c condi-
tions which.I allege.

I said that cherries did well in this district.
There is a photograph of a single cherry. tree
amongst the illustrations for this article. = At
the old mill, North Saanich, there is another.
The height of it is 24 feet, the girth 3 feet 4
inches and the spread of its boughs 31 feet.
In 1907, (the only year of which I have any
record) this tree supplied its owners and
their friends with all the fruit they needed:

Alongside it is a plum. tree, whose plums
go ffom 4 to 5 to the potind. The tree stands
over 20 feef; girths 4 feet and spreads over
27 feet 6 inches. In another district closesto
Rock Side; I saw a young cherry orchard. The
trees were vulgarly, obtrusively -healthy and

-clean, the .dark greenery of them being very'

striking. They are three years‘old and they
were bearing more than 10 pounds ‘of fruit to
the tree. With 75 trees to the acre and cher-
ries at 10 tents per pound, this is not a bad

“showing for three-year olds.

In the same district 1 was-shown a plum®

< e

tree 16 years old, which had borne in one sea-
son 400 pounds and another tree which bad
borne 500 pounds in one season and in a
neighboring orchard a six-year-old cherry,
which had netted $10 in one season. i

In May from Victoria to Sidney you drive
through a-district where a foam of white blos-

som breaks on.either side of the road; one
in which you cannot help noticing that even
the pockets of soil between the rocks have
been set with fruit-bearing trees and every
favorable slope ruled with lines of strawberry
‘plants, but in addition to this there is rich and
abundant pasture from which two creameries
draw their wealth of golden butter, and here
andk there, patches of rich land upon which
squat little blue figures, the busy market gar-
dening' Chinese.

The land is too rich for mixed farming or
rather it is too good to be used for such hum-
drum purposes.

ITts future seems to the writer inevitable
and very near at hand. It cannot long be held
in large blocks: A friend who owns a splen-
did farm, hit the nail on the head, as he gen-
erally does: “It is a confounded nuisance,”
he said, “but I shan’t be justified in holding
on to my place much longer. It is too valua-
ble for any one but a millionaire to retain as
a plaything. I shall have to sell.”

And that is true. Very few men can be
, justified in holding on to three hundred acres
of land which, if cut up into small holdings,
would. afford a comfortable living to thirty
thrifty families farming not by the acre, but
by the foot.

Intensive farming will be the system of the
future in this peninsula of rich land and sun-
shine, of small pleasure farms and exquisite
homes for the well-to-do and of cottage homes
and comfort for their ‘working neighbors and
this means happiness and well being for the
many and for Victoria more real prosperity
than either mines or manufactures could
bring.

Even now, when we are only in an inter-
mediate stage of development there are some
instances of what a man may do with a small
piece of land My friend Jimmy, for instance,
a muscular Christian, who works off the su-
perfluous flesh with axe and spade which, in
old days on the Thames he kept down with
an oar, has a pretty place of twelve acres upon
the sea front, which he keeps as smart and
trim as a racing stable and from which he as-
sures me that he and his boy make enough to
keep him and his family (eight all'told) inall
that a moderate man should need. 1 know
that this includes a launch, boats, a good hack
and a glass of good beer whemnever a friend
feels thirsty, and yet he says “We really only
work for three or four months in the year.
(Then they work hard.) And the rest of the
year we fish, shoot and play.” Of course, Jim-
my is neither a fool nor a loafer and his boy
is of the kind of which every good settler
ought to have twelve.

Some years ago hops seemed likely to be-
come the favorite crop of the district, and
may yet make men’s fortunes here, but for the

time this industry has received a'set-back, and

several of the old hopyards have been
ploughed up, not because hops' would not do
well but because the growers were not able to
make a market. One or two only of the hop
men, I think, still flourish, of whom the prin-
cipal is Mr. Downey, and he probably owei
his success to the fact that he found a specia
customer for his hops, and the quality of th
hops retained that customer.

And now, singe I am asked to set out fairly
the disadvantages as well as the advantages of
‘Saagich, ;I must put my finger upon some of
its weak spots, and I do so the more readily,
because they are all remediable, and in some
cases are like weeds—only flowers out of
place.

First, then, until only lately, the district
has never been much advertized. This may
mean, perhaps, that the people are too well off
t6 care to sell. The best district is not that
in which every farm is for sale. Then, again,
the farms which everyone sees are pot the

most attractive. In one case the people have- i+

cut away all the timber along the coast line,

so that their orchards suffer from the sea winds .

and in another the owners are men who, hav-
ing cut farms and a competence out of the
brush, have used up most of their strength
and energy and think probably rightly that
they may as well farm in the earliest fashion
instead of converting a competence into
wealth, by turning farms which they made,
into gardens by intensive farming. One man
ought not to be asked to play the whole game.
The pioneers carved-out the farms and-made
them fit for farming. Surely that is one man’s
job and the next generation may reasonably:
be expected to turn thesé¢ farms into gardens
after paying the makers for their labor.
Again, for intensive farming, there is not
enough labor or cheap enough labor in the

country, since rightly or wrongly, British Co-

lumbia has decreed that she will not have
Chinese cheap labor.

So long as British Columbia is prepared to
accept the alternative and cut up her holdings
into small allotments, small enough for a man
and his boys to handie to advantage, British
Columbia has done well and a great popula-
tion of prosperous small holders should- be
the result, but big farms, if you are to do jus-
tice to such land as ours, want big gangs of
cheaper labor than any we have in the coun-
