Wabhinoton, Sept 18.—The Conteront* 
Committee on the tariff has under consider­
ation a very important measure relating to 
Canada. It is a combination of propositions 
which at different times have been submitted 
to the two Houses of Congress with some im­
portant new features. Those who have the 
matter in charge are of opinion that so many 
of the members of the conference are com­
mitted to it that it remains with McKinley, 
the chairmain of the House conference, 
alone to determine whether it shall 
be Incorporated in the ■ bill or not 
It is stated also that Secretary 
Blaine, while he has hitherto avoided mak­
ing any reference to Canada in his suggestions 
as to reciprocity, is prepared to endorse this 
proposition and that he has caused it to Ds 
known to bis immediate followers that he 
approves of It If the committee should not 
adopt it, it is intimated that Mr. Blaine may 
later announce his own approval of It It Is 
also said that Mr. Aldrich, the author of the 
amendment as to reciprocity with the South 
American States, which is incorporated in 
the bill, approves of this plan as to Canada.

BUNT’S BAD BREAK.
NO WOBK NOR TBE MIRIKEEt.

The New York Central Will Not Reinstate 
Their Old Employes.

Albany, Sept 19.—H. Welter Webb, third 
vioe-preeident of the New York Central Rail­
road, who has been west as far as Buffalo 
inspecting the workings of the rood, arrived 
here this evening. A reporter asked Mr. 
Webb bow soon tbe strikers would be rein­
stated. In answer to this and several other 
questions Mr. Webb said;

"It may as well be understood right here 
that from now on none of the strikers on the 
Central road between New York and 
Buffalo inclusive will be reinstated. It is 
better for the men, for their families and 
all concerned to know now that none of the 
men who are out will be taken back. Tbe men 
left tbe employ of the company six 
weeks ago to-night and they have 
had ample opportunity to apply for work be­
fore this week They well understood the 
policy of the road from tbe beginning end 
they have seen it successfully established. 
They did not seek re-employment until the 
strike had been declared off, and since then 
they have nearly all asked to be put to work. 
This would be impossible as we nave enough 
men now in our employ to operate the road 
in all the departments.

GURD’S LIST; Bow toe Humane Society Manages the
2o King-street eastBusiness.

In 1888 th» number of dogs end vagrant 
curs destroyed at the instance of the City 
Commissioner was 070 and in 1889 the same 
official caused 700 to be sen t to the other world. 
In the spring of 1890 the Humane Society 
threw sufficient dust in the eyes of tbe council 
to secure from that body permission to have 
the killing of the curs under its control. What 
has been the result? Not a single animal1 has 
been killed, exceot perhaps through private 
enterprise, and the city is richer by over 
1000 unlicensed and dangerous canines than 
it w as in lbtiB.

The Humane Society got the city to g ve 
them a site in the West End, and now the 
residents in the vicinity are fighting its 
establishment bitterly. The whole thing has 
been badly mismanaged, the citizens are 
made the nightly prey of curs which long 
since, had tbe City Commissioner had his way, 
would have been sleeping in the great beyond,

‘"I live in a place of some thousands of 
population, and every morning Walk a mile 
to my school and back again in the evening. 
I know every step of the way and have my 
landmarks, which, to me, indicate the stages 
of my journey. It is thirty step* from my 
gate to the nearest crossing and gutter. I 
step over this, then fifteen stepping stones 
take nie to the next gutter on the other side 
of the street. Then there is a plank walk, 
three planlta wide, for 811 steps. The walk 
is about two feet higher than the street, and 
people often wonder at eeeing me step along 
it eo briskly; but, bless you I I am in no 
danger. I keep on the middle plank, and 
can tell by the sound about where I am. I 
know when I pass a large house which stands 
some feet back from the walk, and when 
I get to a tree which s 
I know I am half way. 
take me down from the walk to 
street level, and ten 
keep my feet out of the mud. 
a brick wall for 37 steps, and three steps 
from the end there Is a place where the 
bricks have sunk. Then comes a pavement 
of flat stones, and seven steps from its be­
ginning one flag has shitted its place and 
stands with one end two or three inches 
out of the ground. I found this out by 
stumbling over it. Now I know when 1 
come to K and always raise my foot and step 
over it. A little further on there Is another 
plank walk, also three boards wide, and 
when I set my foot on a springy board I 
know I am half way over this part of the

c Degrees from Inferior Universities Not to

Bo Beeognised.
Montreal, Sept 19,—The committees of 

the Methodist General Conference met this 
morning. In the Educational Committee 
aongidprsble discussion took place on a pro­
posal from the management of Alma Col­
lege, St. Thomas, Ont, asking permission to 
provide a scheme for the raising of 940,000 to 
clear off a pressing debt. The committee 
came to the conclusion that the time was not 
opportune for such a scheme, and refused 
permission mainly on the ground that Alma 
ought to attend to her debt as the Hamilton 
Ladies’ College and Whitby College had 
done. It waa also resolved by this commit­
tee to report to conference the urgent ne ea­
sily of not recognising degrees obtained at 
inferior universities. Rev. Dr. Shaw, second­
ed by Rev, Dr, W iUUune,»ol ved the problem by 
moving that ministers obtaining degrees 
from foreign institutions should submit the 
same to the examining boards of their an­
nual «inferences.

The Discipline Committee intend to re­
commend that for the future counsel should 
be excluded from all trials in church Courts.

The Committee on Temperance decided 
that the delegation to Ottawa on prohibi­
tion legislation should protest against the 
system of permits in the Northwest Terri­
tories They also recommend the die- 
tribution of circulars or tracts setting forth 
the necessity for total abstinence.
