Controlling 9300 DMiiles of Koad, With
Earnings Nearly $50,000,000 a Year—
The Fallure Brings the Raklroad Bank-
rupteies of the Year up to a Total -of
81,800 Miles and $1,600,000,000,

Nzw Yop’i, Dec. 25.—The Atchison,

Topeka and Santa Fe Railway, controlling

the largost single railroad system in the

. worid, went into the hands of the receivers

at 5 o’clock yesterday afternoon. Judge
Henry C. Caldwell of the United States
District Court appointed President John W.
Reinhardt, John J. McCook of New York
and Joseph C. Wilson of Kansas receivers
for the entire property. The application
was made to Judge Caldwell, sittingat
Little Rock, Ark., by and in bebalf of the
Union Trust{ Company of New York and
the Mercantile Trust Company of New
York, trustees of the various mortgagees of
the Atchison company. It is reported that
an additlonal bill will be filed on January
5, asking for the sale of the entire property
under foreclosure. - The stock and bonds

amount to $325,000,000, and are held large- H

ly in Europe, aluhough the headquarters-of
the company arein Boston and many mil-
lions of the stock and bonds are owned
there and in this city,

The Atchison system comprised 9300
miles. Its bankruptey brings the total of
railroad recciverships this year to the
appalling total of 31,800 miles, or nearly
one-sixth of all the railroad mileage in the
country. . In the two years past more than
30 per cent. of the whole American railroad
mileage has gone into bankruptey. Bat
the year 1893 will be forever memorable as
 year unprocedented in the number and
magnitude of these fuilures. The amount
of railrond stocks and bonds of companies
which have been put. in receivers’ charge
gince 1ast Christmas is more than $1,600,-
000,000. Seventy-one differcut companies
have gone to the wall this year, bat the
Atchison is-the greatest of them afl

Stock and Bonds.

The Atchison, Topcka and Santa Fe has
outstanding  $102,000,000 in stock. The
closing price last night before the receiver-
ship was anoounced as 14 5-8, the par value
being $100. It has sold -this year as high
as 36 1-2 and in the July panie fell to812 18
per share. One week ago it sold for $20.
Ot the immenss amount of bonds outstand-
ing, the most important issué is the general
mortgage 4 per cents, of which $129,735,--
DOO are issued. More than half of these'are
held in England, having beea placed chiefly
through aring, Magoun & Compauy,
bankers.

$221,000,000 in Bonda,

The total amount of Atchison bonds out-

standing is $221,332,000, which, added to .

the stock, makes an aggregate of about
325,000,000 securities now in bankruptey,
almost enough to pay the entirc expenses of
the government., including pensions, for a
year. i

Hostou Will Be Hurd Hir,

The Atchison general mortgage 4 per
cent. bondy are selling at about 67, hav-
Ing declined from 74 within a week,
and from 83 since the panic. They are an
sbsolute firat mortgage| on 6634 miles of
road. The seecond mortgage ,bonds, of
which there are $83,000,000 - outstanding,
will probably become an income bond with
a doubtful future if the road is now sold
in foreclosure. ‘A very large amount of
these are owned in Boston, and many mil-
lions more in Eogland, Germany and Hol-
land. g
s Interest Charges, 5

The fixed interest charges of the Atchison
system are $10,200,000. About $5,000,000
interest is due Jan. 1, including interest on
the general mortgage, and it is inability to
obtain vhis money that has precipitated the
receivershi The company has probably
earned its Exed charges, but has failed to
collect the money due it, and bas carried
millions of bonds in its treasury which the
panic bas ‘made impossible ,to sell. Its
statements of earnings seem to show a
surplus - above " all interest charges. Its
fiscal year ends June 30 and this was the
summary of results reported:

Directors’ Stutoment, .

Bostox, Dec. 25.—The following circalar
was issued to-might: To the Bond and
Stockholders and Creditors—The directors
of the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe Rail-
road and the St. Louis and San Francisco
Railway Companies are compelled to an-
nounce that the sudden termimation during
the current week of pendiug negotiations
for financial relief has caused temporary
embarrassment to the company and will
prevent further paymeuts of borrowed
money now due, and interest coupons of the
several companies maturing January 1,
1894, proximo, of all bonds or funded direct
and guuanmed obligations, including the
conpons of the general mortgage bouds of
the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe Railroad
Compuny and of the St. Louis aud San
Francisco Railway Company.

The continuing finauncial depression in
America and Hwope, with coincident
shrinkage in market prices of-securities
owsed by the companies and used as col-
lateral, has’brought about an enforced re-
duction ot the floating: debi, causing ex-
cessive demands upon the cash available
from net earnings for interest ~réquire-
ments.

Under these circumstances it becomes
the duty of the directors to take euch
steps as may conserve and protect the in-
terests of the company, their bond and
stock holders and creditors, and prevent
the disintegration of the railroad system.

The Atchison system as a whole, includ-
ing the St. Louis and San Francisco Rail-
way and other auxiliary lines, comprising
9345 miles of railroad, 18 amply able, even
under the vpresent adverse conditions, to
earn a safe balance over its fixed charges if
relieved from floating debt, which is not
greater at this time than 18 months ago.
"'he changed financial conditions and low
prices of securities owned bythe companies
ani used as collateral have brought about
the situation now recorded. !

The amount due Jan. 1 is as follows:
Time notes and loans on collateral due De-
cember, 1893, to June, 1894, $4,100,000;
notes aund loans on collateral off call,
$2,200,000; tota! notes and loans, $6,300,000;
coupon interest and other fixed obligations

With ordinary financial conditions in
Americas and Europe the market vulue of
the securitios owned by the companies and
weed as collateral is about equal to the en-
tire amount of the above obligations.

AN ANARCHIST TURNS INFORMER,

With the Result That Many of His Con-
frores Now Lie 1n Jail,

Barosrona, Dec. 25.—~There have been
numerous arrests of Anarchists here in the
last few days. The information that led to
them was given by Mariano Ceruelo, the
Anarchist soapmaker who was arrested in
Huesos, Aragon, and brought here. Im-
mediately after his incarceration in the city
he turned informer, as he believed that the
other Anarchists under arrest were doing
the same and he hoped thus to help his
own case. The whole story of the Lyceum
outrage was traced with his and Jose
Codina’s aid.

Vaillant Recovaring From His Wounds,

Paris, Dec. 25.—The phvsician attend-
ing August Vaillant, who tarew. the bomb
in the Chamber of Deputies, reported to-
day thay the wound in his thigh had
cicatrised. Vaillant will be transferred
from the infirmary to the Prison de la
Sante, probably on Thursday. His re-
ticence has increased daily, until he now
refuses to talk ot his crime, although he
reads all the newspapers print concerning
him and his former associstes.

Everard, the suspect arrested this morn-
ing, was taken before Police Commissary
Ciement shis atternoon. - He admitted that
he was a theoretical Anarchist, but denied
that he had ever conspired to harm any-
body. He had never concealed his Anar-
chistic opinions. He had worked steadily
12 hours a day to support his old mother
and had been a perfectly orderly citizen.
His fellow-workmen agreed in giving him
an excellent character. His frankness may
lead to his liberation.

Oune of the main
objects of the meeting at the National Lib-
eral Club, in fasy, isjunderstood to be the
announcement of the demand that the Gov-
ernment carry out, before the dissolution,
the , principal measures promised in the
Newcastle program.

No Christmas I’ardons for Ivishmen,

The Irish leaders are privately urging the
Chiet Secretary for lrelund to follow  the
Brecedent set last Christmas, when the

onegal prisoners were released, and to re-
mit the sentences of the Irishmen now im-
prisoned for treason-felony.

The Chief Secretary appealed to his col-
leagues for their assent to this pro osal as
far as it concerned” several cases, but Mr.
Asquith, the Home Secretary, refused, on
the ground that the recent activity of dyna-
mitards in Dablin was proof of the failure
of the pardoning policy. The relations be-
tween the Chief Secretary for Ireland and
the Home Secretary haye been strained
almost tothe breaking point.

Expect a Duty on Silver,

Anglo-Indian houses confidently expect
that a duty on silver imported into India
will be introduced at the begioning of the
next financial year. The continuance of
large silver shipments to India 'is attribut-
ed partly to the demand for hoarding,
pnrtry to the requirements of the
natives for ornaments, but principally to
speculation. 7The natives in India expect
that a heavy duty will be fixed, causing
the value to rise, and, therefore; are pur-
chasing their supplies in advance.

A Church Pariy Formed in Parliament,

In view of the agitation in. Great Britain
for church disestablishment, a Parliameni-
ary church party has been formed. The
object is to organize in a coalition all mem-
bers of the House of Commons who oppose
disestablishment.

Sir F. 8. Powell, who is most conspicuous
in the undertaking, said yesterday that the
Executive Committee will contaii two
Liberals, although the majority of the mem-
| bers will be Conservative. The party were
receiving already ample funds, he said, and
meant to scatter their propaganda in con-
junetion with the Church Defence Insti-
tute. He declined to give the party’s
numerical strength, although dgclaring thas
they were receiving recruits daily. -

New Polivical Coalition.

The men of the independent labor party
have become affiliated with the Social
Democratic Federation and the new coali-
tion will put up thirty candidates at the
next general election, Shaw Maxwell,
secretary for the independents, and at the
same time an official of the federation, went
to Accrington this week to work against
the election of Mr. Leese, the Gladstonian
candidate.

It was reported that-Tory gold had been
paid to him or his party for his service.
He admitted in an interview that offers of
a congiderable sum had been made from
Conservative quarters, but denied that he
or his colleagues had touched a penny of it.
“We did not take a shilliug from the Con-
servatives,” were his words. ‘‘The work-
ingmen alone subscribed to the fund.”
Maxwell denounced John Burns as being no
longer a Socialist, but a ‘‘mere political
poodle.” The Socialists, he added, meant
to oust Burns at the next election from his
Battersea constituency. S

Negotiutions between the Russian Gov-
ernment and the Nihilist baron are now
pending for the acquisition of this island. .

The curious fact may appear that the
Russian Government will be providing
funds wherewith to assist the Nihilists, be-
cause Baron Stackelberg certainly employs
all of his income in the interest of the Nihi-
list or Anarchist cause.

AN OLD-TIME GLOBE COMPOSITOR
FINDS HIS FAMILY.,

-

A Helpless, Inourable Pauper Cripple in
New, York Henry W, WilliamsjiThrough
a Woman Who Defriended Him is IXe-
stored to His Wife and Daughter—A
Sad History.

New Yorxk, Dec. 25.—They are not tears
of pain which now well from the almost
sightless eyes and mingle with the snow
white beard of a helpless eripple who lies
on a cot in‘the Hospital for Pauper Incur-
ables on Blackwell’s Island. The diseased
limb under the coarse gray blanket is as re-
lentless as it has been for many years, but
greater than the agony it has power to in-
flict is the joy which has come to the aged
man who long felt its torgure.

The pauper cot is soon to be exchanged
for'a comfortable home, and kind hands
will lighten the sufferings of the invalid,
for he is to be re-united to the wife and
daughter he has not seen for 32 years and
who, until & few weeks ago, had believed
him dead.

Misfortune fell thick and fast upoun the
man in this long time and at length brought
him to the Incurable Hospital, where his
fine intelligens fuce attracted the attention
of many visitors to the institution as it
hiad won him valued friends before, and it
i to one of these—a. woman— that he is
indebted for his present happiness. She
had long befriended him, and when only
recently he confided to her the full story of
his life she started inquiries which led to
the discovery that his wife and child were
living. Then came prompt arrangements
for his restoration to these relatives,

It was a sad history which this bopeless
invalid told to me from- his cot yesterday.
Pains in the crippled limb made the body
writheé, ‘but could not drive the smile from
the man’s face.

.Worked With Frank Leslie,

A gard at the head of the®ot bears the
name Charles Leslie. The man’s right
name is Henry W. Williams, but when ad-
versity made him a public charge he chose
to ' e known as Leslie, which was his moth-
er's name, ~He was born in Rector-street,
this city, sixty years ago, and when a boy
learned the printer’s trade.  He was the
ficst to leave home, his brother James and
his sister Mary remaining with her parents,
when early in life he went to Boston, Mass.
There he worked at his trade on various
publications, and was employed on. Glea-
gon’s Pictorial when Frank Leslis was an
artist on the paper, and the two mém be-
came close friende. g %

From Boston he went to Canada and
was employed as compositor in Montreal
snd for several months worked on The
Globe, Toronto, Ont. He returned to
Petin Yan. Here he met Elizabeth Tay-
lor, the danghter of a shoemaker, and in
1857 they were married. Anna  Villis,
their only child, was 2 years old when the
civil war broke out. The younsg husband
and father became imbued with the mili-
tary ardor of the time and was eager to
‘go to the front asa’soldier. Williams
enlisted in the Seventh New York cav-
alry and marched away to the war. He
wrote sevéral letters to his wife, he de-
clares, but no answer came,

Did Not Return ome,

It was the belief that she would not
welcome him that led him at the end of the
war to go to Boston instead of returning
home to Penn Yan. He found work at his
old trade and prospered for a time, but
soon began to suffer from the effects of
hardships of army life. : Ho had escaped
bullets, but met harm from another source,
suffered from locomotor ataxia. Much of
the time he could not work and most of the
x;muey he earned went to pay doctors’

ills.
ijHe came back to New York in 1882,
hoping to better his ¢ondition, but the
friends of his boyhood were scattered or
dead, his parents were ndt liviog and his
sister had died while he was in the army.
His brother, who had gone to California in
1857, and then to Australia, where he had
made money, had not Written to him for

many years.
0ld army friends helped the man for
awhile and he followed his trade when he
could, but seven years ago he became blind.

Then he sold pencils in the street. While
he was trying to earn money this way Mrs.
E.B. Van de Water of No. 364 West
Twenty-third-street was attracted by his
respactable appearance, She learned that
he had been arrested several times as &
vagrant and sent to the Island merely be-
cause he was trying to support himself in
the only manner that seemed possible to
him, Mrs. Van de Water got hima license,
fitted him out with a baglul of small
articles and hasaided him from thas day to
this,

Another Misfortane,

The man fell on the Brooklyn Bridge
three years ago and fradtured the already
diseased limb,  He was sent to the Island
as incurable, and has been thore ever since.
He has regained the sight of one eye, but
is unable to move from his cot.

Mrs. Van de Water has often visited
him and sent him many delicacies, and
while she was with him last October he
told her of his wife and child.

Sho at once wrote to Postmaster John

Andrews of Penn Yan, who re-
plied that Wiiliame’ wife and daughter
were still there, Then the man wrote
a letter from his hospital bed, and
the ' affectionate reply told him that his
daughter was the wile of John A. Har-
ford, an undertaker’s assistant of No. 12
Johnson-avenue, that village, and that she
had a son, Charles, 12 years old. A letter
from the grandson said:

“Come home, grandpaps, and I will be
eyés and a cratch for you.” :

Letters have come to the aged cripple
every week since then, and Mrs, Van de
Water has completed the formalities wivh
the authocities here necessary for the old
man to be restored to his relatives.

A Poiuter for the Strees Rallway Co,

We. bave already pointed out that the
Street Railway Co. fs subjecting the public
toabig risk on account of the way the
motormen are allowel to cross rallway
fracks. The company’s rule obliging the
conductor t0 run ahead and look -up and
down the track before the car crosses is a
good one,bus it is almost superfluous in cases
where pgatemen are employed day
avd  night for  this very  pur-
pose. An . accident resulting from
a car colliding with a train whose presence
in the vicinity is not known is & very remote
ons, 80 remote in fact that it need not be
considered serious! It is when the gates are
dowa and when a train is actualiy in view
that danger is most immivent. In Queen-
Street east many trains cross the street dur-
ing the day. It isuotan infrequent occur
rence for a trolley car to come to a stand-
#till while the train is passing. The rce
of danger we refer to lies ' in th&acb
that the motorman very often Lkeeps
his car running at a rapid gait while he is
approachiug the passing train. He gener-
ally comes to a stop about 10 or 2) feet off
the train. Now, if anything should bappen
the brake gear at this particular time a car
load of people would be run straight into the
side of a rapidly mgving train,and the results
would ve terrible to contemplate, Or if
anything should bappen to the motorman
himselr the same result would likely follow.
The situation is one of danger aud a new
rule should Dbe issued to govern the case,
The best proot of the danger is the fact that
it bas already, occurred. The very contin-
gency that we have pointed out as possible
arose in Toledo last week. A car on the Eri¢
street line ran into a moving train on the
Wheeling & Lake Erie Road. The sonduc~
tor and motorman saved themselves by
jumpiog. Fortunately no passengers were
on the car, Had there been, serious injury
and loss of life must have resulted, as the car
wag crushed to atoms by the heavy railway
tﬂ. The motorman says the brakes re-
f tostop tuecar in time to avoid the
accident,

The negligence in this case was that the
motorman didn’t begin to apply his brakes
soon emough.: As soon as he saw the
car, even if he was two or three bundred
feet away, be should have begun to stop it.
Instead of this he didn’s try to stop the
trolley till near the train, and then he found
the brakes wouldn't work. = The mctormen
in Toronto are guilty of the same careless-
ness, Up to the present their brakes have
worked all right, but some day there may be
a hitch—and then a big loss of life will
result., Assoon’as a train is seen the motor-
man should get his car under full control.

Slim Prospects for the Wilson Bill,
The prospects of the Wilson Bill becoming
law in anything like its present shape are
more and more remote every day.
Unugd States to-day is in no condition to
withstand the effects of the proposed violent
wrench which everyone confesses will for a
time at least operate adversely on nearly all
the industries of the country. The revenue
for the past six mouths shows a large and
unexpected deficit, and the deflcit is getting
largef\month}y instead of smaller. Over one
million workmen ate out of employment in
the United States and nearly every town and
city has found it nicessary to use their muni-
cipal machinery for providing ways and
means for relieving the all-prevailing dis-
tress. The object of the Wilson billis to
encourage imports, which means that goods
now made by American workmen in the
United States will be made by foreigners in
other countries. That i8 “to say, tbe
tendency of the bill, for a; time at
least, is to restrict the amount of
work mnow ° available for workingmen.
Under these copditions it is mot surprising
to learn that the bill is destined to meet an
opposition little dreamed of when it was
first published. A 7Toledo exchange says
that a careful canvass has been niade of a
portion of the members of the Hous&, aud
thus far one bundred Democrats have been
found who will vigorously oppose certain
features of the bill. There are more than
sizty who are assured in the most convinc-
ing matter that they will be crushingly
defeated next fall if they do not oppose the
bill. The congressmen from /most of the
northern districts are overwhelmed with
protests against the passage of the bill from
bundreds and thousands of their Democratic
constituents. And then it is less than a year
until the congressional elections next fall,
Few Democratic members from the north
care to go before their ruined and starving
constituents to defend this measure,

Our Hope Is in Our Mines,

The one industry that is as yet undevelop-
ed in Canada to any extent is mining. And
it is from ber mines that the Domiuion will
probably profit more largely in the future
than from any other industry., In Ontario
we have worked our agricultural resources
pretty thoroughly, although the Northwest
bas made but a beginning in that line. We
know what our lumbgring and fisheries
amount to and what may be -expected of
them in the future. 3

But in our mines we bave an industry the
value of which we m%ve as yet no real con-
ception. We know' that immenss wealth
will be taken from the metal-bearing rocks
that are to be found all over Canada,but just
when the work will begin in earnest or how
rapidly it will develop when once started no
onecan tell us with certaincy. Canada’s
mines is the one big asset that we have not
yet realized on, and as" to its value we are
still in the dark, although we know tuis
much, that its value is great. Both the Pro-
vincial-and Dominion Governments ought to
take up this industry and galvanize it into
life as soon as possible. - It wiil not only pro-
duce a lot of wealth in itself and afford em-
ployment for many men, but it will materi-
ally benefit " all our other industries. The
farmer, the manufacturer and the lumber-
mgan will all profit by the development of our
mines.

More Canal schemos,

The canal idea is spreadiug, Ottawa has
a scheme ofits own and so has Hamil-
ton. Mr. McLeod Stewart proposes the
construction of a ship canal from the St.
Lawrence to Ottawa in order to make the
Capital the western terminus of ocean
navigation. The, scheme is a beauti-
ful one—on paper, Ocean vessels at
anchor under the shadow of the Parlia-
ment buildings would make an ele-
gant subject for the painter. But are not
some of our Canadian artists possessed of
imagination enough to figure out the de-
tails without huilding this canal and bring-
ing up the yessele? The Hamiiton scheme,
which is outlined in the current nomber of
The Canadian Engiveer, is tae building of
a canal and “tunnel from Lake Erie to the
Ambitious City. Two or three engineers
have gone into the subject recently and they
are fully satisfied with the feasibility of
furnishing Hamilton with electric power
and a water supply from this sonrce, They

L3
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are now figuring on the cost, which, of
course, is the most important feature in the
case, The expediency of getting electric
power by a tunnel from Lake Erie will pro-
bably assume a new phase as soon as the
current from the Niagara. Falls Power Com-
pany’s turned on, as it will be in a very
short time. .

FINANCR AND TRAD L,

That was a verysatistactory statement
published in The World on Baturday
relative to the export trade of Canada.
The exports for the month are valued at
nearly $15,000,000, or $3,134,000 1n excess
of the corresponding month of last year,
The total for the five months of the fiscal
year is $67,706,000, as againet $63,090,000
the correspouding month of last year,

When the comparatively low prices of
produce this year are considered the state-
ment is even more favorable than it appears.
Gn the othier hand, our imports huve not
increased,and the inference is thut Cunsdg is
paying off her debts, which reflects consid-
erable credit on the country.

While business in the cities of Toronto
and Montreal is not all that we could wish
for, the country at large is in a fairly pros-
perous condition. The industries and pro-
duction are steadily growing, und,while,this
lusts the finances must improve,

The statement is made that renewals of
loan compapy debentures are not as large
a8 usual, arfl that instead of an increase in
the imports of British capital, we are ex-
porting capital to a limited extent in pay-
ing off maturing debentures. This practic-
ally means that we are reducing our in-
debtedness, and if this is being done with-
out injuring business interests the country
must ultimately be a gainer.

The Canadian bank statemens reflects o
quiet condition.of trade during November.
Lhe cireulation of bank notes on the 30th
ult. was much smaller than usual, which is
due partly to wactivity and low prices of

rain. ‘L'he notes in circulation were only

5,120,661 as compared with $36,906,941
on Oct. 31, $37,124,505 on Nov. 30, 1892,
and $37,430,690 on Nov, 30, 1891.

There is an increase of $1,259,400 in
Kubllc deposits, those payab'e after mnotice

aving increased $857,200. The latter now
aggregate $104,414,055, u greater amount
than on any previous November. A year
ago time deposits were $101,240,061, and
two years ago $80,294,205, Demand .de-
posits, on the other hand, are §$62,926,785,
which is $5,374,271 less than a year ago.

Specie increased $310,126 during Novem-
ber and aggregate $7,589,418, as against
$6,257,955 & year ago and $5,783,640 two
years ago. Dominion notes decreased
$268,127 and the total amount to $13,041,-
516, as compared with $11,493,958 a year
ago and $10,104,057 two yearsago. |

The balacce in Canadian bankslin the
Unived States shows dn increase of $§,403,-
201 during November, aggregating| $16,-
242,571, but this is $7,030,075 less than &
year ago and $4,121,971 leas than two- years
ago. Call loans decreased $216,500 and are
$5,550,000 less than a year ago. Public
discounts decreased $2,858,600 during
November, the aggregate being $201,996,- ¢
246. A year ago they amounted to $197,-
105,799 and two years ago to $187,847,645.

The Mayoralty Campaign aud she Dis
missal of Dr, Allen,

Editor World: Much sllowance should
doubtless be made for heated utterances at
election times, but to condone wilful mis-
representation and flagrant injustice = is
quite another matter. As my opponents
will tell you and my friends will concede,
the writer knows little or nothing of policy.
I only know it seems to me to be the truest
policy to be honest and to act rightesusly
and let the consequences take care of them-
selves. In this connection it is & matter of
painful surprise that men who a year ago
denounced Mayor Fleming for his conduct
towards Dr. Allen should be ready now to
come forward and condone the same for
politic reasons of their own. Worse than
that is it to hear his worship publicly add
insult to injury as he did a¢ vhe Auditorium
meeting last week, and claim that he dis-

hmissed Dr. Allen for incompetency as a

/medical health-officer, though when pressed
to definitely state the charges he took
refuge behind vague verbiage and said he
did not reflect on him as a doctor, or
words to that effect. Then one of his chief
supporters in the press, The Star, in Sat-
urday’s issue caps the climax of injustice in
half a column editorial, attributing all the
previous contagiogs diseases to the Health
department being “‘powerless, in a nebulous
condition and without a competent head,”
and adding that ‘‘our present healthy con-
dition is largely due to the Mayor for secur-
ing so efficient a head as Dr. Sheard.”
But what are the facts of the case ? The
supporters of Mayor Fleming's third term
must have conveniently short memories
or vhey would remember that the epidemic
was raging when Dr. Allen took offfce
or soon after, and from causes anterior
to his installation, causes that the
Mayor and Council were partially re-
sponsible for, that when an isolation hos¢
pital was forced on the attention of Toronto
as an imperative and immediase necessity
the humane mayor kept the patients wait-
ing for weeks betore he would affix his sig-
nature to a permission to erect such an
hospital. A site was chosen that was
healthy and cheap to build on,but it was too
near some of his Worship’s real estate, and
after patients were dying for the want of it
and the disease was spreading among the
citizens, another hospital was tardily erect-
ed in thie most unsalubrious vicinity of the
Don, and at eight times the original cost.
Then Dr. Allen had to force our humane
and conscientious mayor o stop the cutting
of bay ice, the cause of all previous typh-
oid.

Editor World: Your editorial in to-day%
World points out the transparent faes that
the taxation in this city is extortionate, and
tuat the people canpot stand it much longer.
That the landlords arsythe greatest sufforers
there can be no qudstion. Then propercy is
assessed at about dpubla its real value when
we consider the low rents prevailing at the
pregent time. The fact is that real estate is
now a liability of an asset, and
likely to remain 8o until sweepiog reforms
are inaugurated. trenchiment is absolute-
ly necessary in voré department, and
salaries of over-paid officials should be cut
down 20 per cent., and all should be made to
contribute to the general depression now ex-
isting. But the mast gigantic evil of the pre-
sent day is tax exemption. When we consider

‘bestants who started in the 6-days’ bicycle
race in Madison-square Garden at mid-
night, four have alrendy left the. track for
go‘- They are: Bartholomew, Greer,

rlo and Fornwalt, The first two
left. because they were physically  dis=
abled, while Berlo after covering 30 miles
claimed he had bsen defrauded by the
scorers and quit the field in high dudgeon.
The 100 mile record, which was 6 hours aud
20 minutes, held by Arthur Robb of Eog-
lind, was smushed this mornjng by Van
Emburgh. He made the distance in 5
hours and 30 minutes. Hosmer has broken
the 12-hour record, which was 176 miles
and 7 laps, made by Prince in 1891. Hos-
mer made 206 miles and 4 la;

At 8.30 o’clock a 5-mile scratch race took
place between R. Howell, ex-champion of
America, and J. 8. Prigce, champion of
England, for $250 a side. = Prince won by a
lengsth in 14.41, knocking six séconds off
the record.

A 2-mile sprint race then took place for
850, first to receive $30, second $15, third
$5. The starters were P. J. rlo,
P. F. Bittner, C. W. Price and Carl
Hess. Price fell at the last turn
on the first lap, and, without being injared,
retired. Berlo, Bittner and Hess finished
im the order named, time 5.37 4-5. It was
announced at 9 o'clock that Waller had
beaten the former 21-hour record of
Ashinger by 50 miles 1 lap. At-that hour
Waller had made 343 miles 5 laps,
‘and at 9.37 oclock he was 2
hours and 20 minutes shead of the
record. - At 9 o’clock the score was: Waller
353—5, Martin 344—1, Hosmer 387, Star-
buck 328—9, Albert 322—6,Golden 279—3,
Meixwell 278—4, Van Emburg 274—3,
Ashmger 264—6, Barton 237—7, Fuller

Strong, who occupies the chair of pro-
fessor of psychology in the new Chicago

University, to which John D. Rocke-
feller has given $2.600,000 in cash. She
is 27 years old. The youngest of the
four is John D,, Jr.,, who bas just
reached his 21st year and who is being

repared to take ih father’'s place and
ook after the vast interests of the Rocke-
feller millions. ]

The wealthy Rockefeller girls have
lived the quietest of lives. They do not
belong to the 400, perhaps for the reason
that none of the family has ever cared
to attempt an entrance within the circle
of New York’s fashionables. They are
nct recognized ih.the daily throng of
notable ple on Fifth avenue. The
swell milliners and juodistes do not
know them, because they wear only the,
plainest gowns. The Rockefeller sisters
bave not even a box at the opera, al-
though they are proficient musicians
and thoroughly devoted to music:
‘When they attend the opera it is in the
quiet corner of some friend’s box or in
modest orchestra chairs. They are
never seen at the theatre, but they. miss
no concerts of merit.

A FAMILY OF FINE MUSICIANS.

The whole life of these two heiresses
has been devoted to self-culture and
their home. Their education has been
and is still closely supervised by their
mother, who was a '‘school teacher in
Cleveland, Ohio, when John D, Rocke-
feller, then a bookkeeper on a small
salary, married her. Alta and Edith
are accomplished musicians and lin-
guists, Edith is an omnivorous reader,
and both are well acquainted with mod-
ern literature and the standard English
authors. -Alta has paid special atten-
tion to her French studies and Edith
The younger sister

The most distin-
guished musicians who have ever visit-
ed this country bave been entertained by
the Rockefellers, and their comments on
this unique orchestra. have been most
flattering.

8 inchies tall, with a plump figure, hands
and feet that are too small, and pleas-
