The Bominion Mas No Jurisdiction Yet
Attorney-General Sifton was asked:

Order was made it would probably be
such as to direct the restoration of those
privileges that were taken away from
the Catholics by the legislation of the
Local Government in 1890. The faect
that the order has been made makes it
s straight issué now betwesn the ‘old
and the new school systems.”

The Remedial Order Is Right

Mr. R, P. Robli®. ex-leader of the Op-
position in the Manitoba Legislature,
gave this statement: “I believe the Re-
medial Order is right and just, irrespec-
tive of its effect on political parties. T
had to do with many- matters and
things connected with the Greenway
Government in their early history. I
accompanied Mr. Joseph Martin and J.
W. Dafce, néw editor of The Montreal
Herald, to a meeting at 8t. Francois
Xavier, where Mr. Burke was appealing
to the electorate for his return. We were
authorized by Greenway and the leaders
ot the Liberal party to say to the
French and Roman Catholic people of
that divisics- if they would vote for our
candidate, Mr. Francis, who was an
Englishman aprd a Protestant, and
against Me, Burke, who was a Frenchman
and a Rowan Catholic, that their schools
and language would not be interfered
with. Mr. Martin made this pledge, the
people took his word, elected the English-
man and Protestant and defeated the
Frenchman and Catholic. The Harrison
Government was thereby defeated, Mr.
Ux-gequy being called upon to take
officc.

Maud Lillian Perry, aged 11, daughter
of A. W. Perry, 280 Broadview-ave.
disappeared under strange circumstances
on Wednesday evening last.

Shortly before 10 o'clock Mrs. Perry
gent her stepdaughter to. the woodshed,in
rear of the house, to get some kiundling
wood. Five minutes having elapsed with-
out the return of the child, the mother
went to the door and called her. She
received no.answer and started . out
with) a lamp’ to investigate. She was de-
layed a short time owing to the light
becoming extinguished. When she ar-
rived in the woodshed, no trace of the
girl could be found. The door leading
from the woodshed to a lane, which was
always kept fastened, was open, while
Iving beside it were a number of small
pieces of kindiing, which had evidently
been picked from the pile by the child.

Mrs.Perry thought perhaps the little
girl had gone to the residence of Mr.John
Hastings, at 207 Hamilton-street, to
meet her lather. When the doctor re-
turned home, however, it was ascertained
that she had not been there, and a
thorough search of the East End failed
to locate her.

Mrs. Perry said last night that she
thought that Maud had been kidnapped.
The World learned later, however, that
she had beeu taken to the Children’s Shel-
ter at 1856 Adelaide-street. It appears
that on Wednesday night she went to the
house of som2 friends in Hamilton-street,
and after wandering about all day
Thursday was taken in and sheltered for
the night by a man named Foster, liv-
ing in Yonge-street. Foster yesterday
communicated with the authorities, to
whom the girl said that she had run
ill-used her for small offences. Her arm
ill-used for small offences. Her arm
had a bad bruisg, which she said-was
inflicted by a blow from the tea-kettle.
The ehild was. taken to the Children’s
Shelter pending enquiries and has de-
clared that she prefers staying there to
going home. The case will be heard
in the Children’s Court to-day.

Formal Notice Calling the Members To-
gether—Fishery Cruilsers to Go Into
Commission—Duty on Codfish in Cuba
‘lld Porto Rico—Notes of Applications
to be Made to Parliament.

Ottawa, Ont., March 22,—His Excél-
leney to-day signed the proclamation
addressed to our beloved and faithful
the senators of the Dominion and the
members elected to serve in the House
of Commons of our said Dominion, and
to each and every one of you command-
ing, and by temor of these presents en-
joining you, and each of you, and all
others in this behalf interested, that on
Thursday, April 18 next, at our city of
Ottawa, aforesaid, personally youn be
and appear for the despatch of Lusiness,
to treat, do, act and conclude upon those
thinge which in our sﬁd Parliament of
: Canada, by common council of our said

Dominion, may by favor of God be or-
dained.

The Loan Asked By the Sealers.

An answer is expected in a- few days
to the petitioms forwarded recently to
the Imperial Government on behalf of
the :Canadian sealers, requesting a loan
to cover the mmount of the damages by
illegal svizuz{\n Behring Sea, which the
United Statés Congress has refused to
settle by the payment of $425,000.

“It is interesting,” said a' fisheries
official to-day; *“in comnection with the
refusgl of Congress to acqniesee in the
United States Government’s proposal to
settle our claim, to note how the grounds
upon -which Congress based its action
square with the principle maintained by
the United States itself in making sim-
ilar claims against Great Britain. Sen-
ator Morgan opposed payment on the
ground that the damages were purely
prospective. In 1878 some Americans
attempted to catch fish in Fortune Bay,
Newioundland, on Sunday. They were
prevented by the mnatives . and entered
claims against Great Britain for this in-
terference, although Sunday fishing was
against the local law. The claims were
based wholly on prospective profits, but
Great Britain settled them off-hand by
the payment of $75,000. The American
Government made a similar claim last
year becauce a sturgeon line, alleged
to have been set in American waters,
Lake Erie, was destroyed by a Cana-
dian fishery officer. Tke claim was

based on the prospective catch for the
i whole season. It: turned out, however,
| that the line was set in Canadian waters
{ and mothing was allowed. Otherwise
the United §tates would have insisted
on our paying the piper.”

Ogilvie's Arducus Trip in Alaékn.

It appears that the recent‘trip of Sur-
veyor Ogilvie and his party to Alaska
was far more arduous than newspaper
reports have mentioned. Nearly all the
members of the party were reduced to
skeletons. From what your correspond-
ent learns, the Taku route to Yukom,
which Mr. Ogilvie went to survey, does
not appear to be a very suitable ome
for the purpose of getting men and sup-
plies into Alaska country.

Ottawa Board of Works has decided
to call for new tenders for asphalt pav-
ing of Sparks and B‘ank-streets, Messrs,
Heney & Smith having decided not to
accept the contract awarded them. Evi-
dently they realized that their prices
were far too low.

Duty on Codfish in Cuba.

Advices have ‘been received from the
High Commissioner that dried codfish
from Canada, heretofore admitted into
Cuba and Porto Rico free of customs
duty, has been placed on the tariff of
those islands at a minimum rate, that
is, $1.80 in Cuba and'90e in Porto Rico
per 100 killograms, gross, and that these
rates apply to all fish entering those
ports after the 1st inst.

Two Suits Over Drains.

In the case of Gibson v. North = East
Hope, before the Supreme Court, Wil-
son, Q.C., had concluded his argument
for appellant when the court
took recess, and when Their Lordships
returned they gave judgment dismissing
the appeal with costs. The judgment
held that prior to the act of 1890, when
a petition for a drain was presented
to a Municipal Council, a petitioner
could not afterwards withdraw, that in
this case if the party could have with-
drawn he was stopped from alleging
withdrawal by his acquiescence in the
coustruction and use of the drain, and
the trial judge having found that the
drain was practically completed, and his
decision having been affirmed on appeal,
the court would not interfere with the
finding and order the drain to be com-
pleted as appellant asked.

The next @ase taken up was Township
of Colchested South v. Valad, in which
the appellant corporation seek to have
set aside the report of a referee in an
action for injury to respondent’s laud by
a drain. The corporation claim that
the report shows an its face that re-
spondent had no remedy by action, but
ghould have had an arbitration under
the Municipal Act. Argument was.pro-
ceeding when the court adjourned.

BRITISH DEFE A1 IN INDIA.
The Kban of Jandol Attacks 'a Detach
ment and Is Victorious.

Calcutta, Mareh 22.—The trouble in
Chitral, or Little Cashgar, on the south
slope of the Hindoo Kois, is on the eve of
renewal. Umra, the Khan of Jandol,
learning _that a British expedition was
coming to expel him from the territory
which he invaded a few months ago,
when he defeated the forces of the Meh-
tar of Chitral, recently collected 2000
mules to convey provisions to a stroug
fort where he intended to fortify himself
against the Dritish.

In the meantime Sher Afzul, uncle of
the Rajah of Chitral, who was murder-
ed last winter by his brother; Ameer
Ulmulk, captured the town Chitral
and immediately sent a propitiatory of-
fering in the shape of treasure to Umra,
hoping by this token of Jfriendship to
avert farther attacks from that chief.
The Chitral troops recognize Sher Afzul
as their roler in prefercnce to Ameer
Ulmulk, who proclaimed himself Rajah.

1000 Against 60

‘News was received here to-day of the
defeat of a Sikh companyy under Lieut.
Ross by Chitralis. Lieut, Ross and 60
Sikhs were marching to reinforce the
troops at Reshun. ;The natives who
were behind breastworks near Karagh
fusilladed them and forcéd them to re-
treat. They followed the campany close-
ly and eventually hemmed them in on
all sides. There were about 1000 na-
tives all firing steadily upon the Sikhbs.
Ross, 46 Sikh soldiers and eitht eamp
followers were left dead on the field.
The rest escaped.

Another relief force will be started for
Reshun with all haste.

A UNIQUR FATALITY.

Pleco of a Broken Necdle.Embedded fw' a
Child’s Brain.

Vinita, IT., March 22.—Mrs: James
Vaughan was sewing on her machine this
afternoon, when a needle spapped and
a. part of it stuck in the table. She
put in a new needle and continuned her
work.  About 10 minutes later she
noticed that her 2-year-old daughter sat
rather quiet on the floor and calied to
her, but received no answer. She picked
the child up and found that she was dead.
A physician found that the eause of death
was a small part of the needle, which
had struck the eye and penetrated the
brain.

Sugar and Arsenic at Aumction.

Philadelphia, March 22,—Nearly a
million pounds of beet root sugar mingl-
ed with which there is a quantity of
arsenic, said to be sufficient to poison
the entiréd population of Philadelphia,
are to Be¢ sold to satisfy the Government.
The esale is to take place on Friday
morning at a bonded warehouse, where
the sugar part of the cargo of the Ger-
man steamer Remus is stored. No men-
tion is made of the fact that the sugar
to be eold is mixed with arseric, but
an analysis shows the presence of a
large quantity of the drug.

The cargo, which has been abandoned
to the Government, was damaged in
transit across the Atlantic, and was
mixed with a quantity of arsenic that
was also in the ship's hold.

Sir Willlam Harcourt Approved of the
Proposal as to the Logical Outcome of
Extending the Sufifrage—-Mr. Goschen
Alleged That Payment Would Taint
the Purity of Public Life. _

London, March 22,—Mr. Alfred Webb,
member for West Waterford, asked if it
were true that all holders of United
States securities must send to the United
States authorities returns of their total
income before Aps] 156, under a penalty
of 50 per cent. additional income tax.

Sir Edward Grey said that the an-
nouncement which the Foreign Office had
caused to be published in The Gazette
of March 19 gave the law as it was. As
to details, enquirers should communicate
with Her Majesty’s consul in New York.

Reparation froin Nicaragua.

Mr. C. E. H. Vincent asked if Great

Britain has asked any reparation from .

Nicaragua for ber infraction of British
territorial rights in the Mosquito reserve
and ‘her arbitrary action in regard to
the British vice-consul.

Sir Edward Grey said that communica-
tion had been had with Nicaragua
through the representative accredited
by that country to the United Kingdom
regarding the arrest of the vice-consul
at Bluefields and the imprisonment and
expulsion from Nicaragua of certain Brit-
ieh subjects last _August.

Until Nicaragud's reply was received
he thought it would be undesirable to
make any public statement of the terms
of Great Britain’s communication.

Sir Edward. Grey, Under Foreign Secre-
tary, announced that the Government
had learned officially that all of the
4rmenian ecclesiastics now in prison
would be brought to Constantinople and
released upon taking an oath guaran-
teeing their future good behavior.

Payment of Members.

William Allan (Radical) moved that the
members receive payment for their ser-
vice. He reminded the House that a
gimilar resolution was passed in the
session of 1893, with the Government’s
approval, although no subsequent action
had been taken.

Sir H. Stafford Northcote, Conserva-
tive for Exeter, offered an amendment to
the effect that no further burdens should
be imposed on the nation.

Sir William Harcourt, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, said the payment of mem-
bers was the logical outcome of the ex-
tension of the sufirage. The House was
now too much of one class. He repudi-
ated the suggestion that the payment
of members would Jead tq corruption and
election of unfit men. Democracy might
be trusted, he eaid, to prevent such
evils, The proposal was wise and expe-
dient, and its execution would conduce
toi the honor of the House., He promised
to advance it in every possible way.

y Mr. Goschen opposed the motion. He
as proud to be acquainted with the
enuine labor members now in the House,

he said, and he -would welcome more, but

the payment of members would lower the
status of Parliament and taint the
purity of publje life, without inereasing
the number of iworkingmen in the Com-

maons. :

Sir H. Stafiord Northcote’s amendment
was lost' and Mr, ‘Allan’s motion was
passed by a vote of 176 to 158.

Mr. Stratton Will Introduce a Bill Em-
powering Municipalities to License All'
Cycles and Compel Wheelmen to Carry
Gongs and Lamps -Conservatives Favor

Passes Granted by Rallroads.

2 i
Cyclists all over the province will be

deeply interested in a bill which Mr. |
Stratton of West™Peterboro yesterday

| placed on the notice paper of the Local

Legislature. The most important clause
in the bill is one which declares all
cycles to be carriages, under the re-
gulation of municipal councils, and per-
mitting municipalities to license all such
machines provided that the moneys ob-
tained from the taxation are applied to
improving roads and making pathways
for persons wusing wheels. The bill also
compels cyclists to carry lamps ‘‘during
the period between one hour after sun-
set and one hour after sunrise.” In ad-
dition it contains these clauses:

“Upon overtaking ' or meeting any
street car, cart or carriage, or any
horse, mule or other beast of burden,
or any foot passenger, being on or pro-
ceeding along the carriageway or on
any crossing, every such person shall
within & reasonable distance from and
before passing such street car, etc., by
sounding a bell, gong or other alarm,
give audible and suificient warning of
the approach of the carriage, such alarm!
to be runz not less than five seconds
from any street or crossing, or before
passing any street car or other vehicle.

“Any person summarily convicted of
offending against the regulations made
by this section shall, for each and every
such offense, forfeit and pay any sum not
exceeding ten dollars.

“The council of any city or town may,
with  the cousent any . municipality
within ten miles thereof, spend money
in making paths or roads in or through
such munieipality especially adapted for
the use of such machines.”

Conservatives and Rallroad Passes.

The Conservatives are opposed to the
pass legislation which the Patrons will
ask for and there is every probability
that the bill will be fought on the Gov-
ernment side as well. Mr. Marter’s fol-
lowers argue that if such a bill wera
gg.ssed it would cast a reflection on

th the transportation companies and
the members who have held railroad
passes in the past, They repudiate the
idea that the granting of free transpor-
tation in any way prejudices the atti-
tude of members of the Legislature and
contend that any man who could be af-
fected by the paltry comsideration of a
few rides gratis has no right to act as
a representative of the people. They
say that legislators have never been ap-
proached by railroad corporations in the
past and they scout the idea that they
will be in the future.

The House only sat for an hour yes-
terday and the business was purely of
a routine character.

Humane Soeclety BilL

A bill to prévent the docking of horses
introduced by Mr. Howland, was read
a first time. The bi.l provides that any
person convicted of cutting the bone of
the tail of any horse; or of causing or
knowingly permitting such cutting, shall
be subject to a penalty of not less than
$100 or more than $300, or to imprison-
ment not exceeding one year.

Mr. Meacham brought in a bill to
amend the Registry Act to compel regis-
trars to apply stamps to all instruments
registered at their office, showing the
amount received for such registration,
the stamps to be supplied by the Pro-
vincial Secretary.

Mr. Awrey. introduced a bill to apply
the provisions of the Assessment Act re-
specting farm lands in towns and vil-
lages to cities as well, and also to make
clear what is intended by certain’ ex-
pressions in the act.

County Councils Must Pay.

These bills passed the second reading:
To amend the Ditches and Watercourses
Act—Mr. Gibson, Hurou; to amend the
Assessment Act—Mr. Reid; to amend the
Municipal Act—Mr. Reid; to amend the
Act respecting Fees of Counsel and other
officers in the Administration of Jus-
~tice—Mr. Davis.

The House went into committee on
and reported four private bills.

Mr. Richardson’s bill to amend the
High School Act relieving County Coun-
cils from paying the shares now requir-
ed of them for the maintenance of high
schools in towns separated from  the
county was lost on a division, the bill
receiving no support outside the mover.

Replying to Dr. Ryerson, the Minister
of Education said that the cost of the
departmental examinations in 1894 was
30,846, made up as foliows: Examin-
ers, $18,748; printing, etc., $4822; cleri-
cal service, $72756. The amount re-
ceived in fees from candidates was $29,-
489, leaving a deficit of $856. +

The bill to authorize the corporation
of Hamilton to construct a road upon
their waterworks lands, in the town-
ships ¢ Barton and Saltfleet, which was
opposed by toll-road interests, was
thrown out by the Private Bills Com-
mittee.

YRRSITY STUDENTS MEET:

Their Efforts to Secure
Restoration Unsuccessful—A Lawyer
To Be Engaged by Them.

Yesterday’s meeting of students in
Wardell’s' Hall revealed Mr. James A.
Tucker, the ungraduates’ tribune, in the
light of a hostage, held by the council
to answer for the actions of his fellows.
If the students do not come to time Mr.
Tucker is to be slain—so far as his de-
gree is concerned.

The meeting was called to receive the
report of the students’ committee of 14
men, appointed on Feb. 22, to secure
the restoration of Mr. Tucker. Mr.
N. J. McArthur was elected to the chair
and Mr. J. G. Stanbury acted as secre-
tary. Mr. Greenwood, chairman of the
Students’' Committee, then read his re-
port, which showed the failure of their
efforts. i

The 14 gentlemen met the entire
council on March 9, and then presented
reasons why Mr, Tucker should he re-
mmstated., 1t was pointed out that Mr.
Tucker was not suspended, for any speci-
fic action on his own part. The council
had itsell looked at the matter in this

light, it was urged, in accepting Mr, |

Mgutgomery'a Jersonal apology. Mr,
Tucker's refusal to publish. this apology,
had been dictated to him by the stu-
dents, their action being due to the
tact that the council had never defined
its attitude towards Varsity, and that
threats of suppression had been made;

The council Jistened to these argu-
ments, but on March 15 motified the
committee that Mr. Tucker could not be
reinstated.

The course now remaining open to the
students, | if Mr., Tucker is to graduate
from Toronto, is to secure a dispensation
from the Senate allowing him to write
on the coming exams.

It was decided to circulate a petition
memorializing the Senate on this mat-
ter. .

Mr. Greenwood and other speakers urg-
ed on the students the fact that they
had placed ‘Mr. Tucker in his present un-
comfortable position, and they must get
him out either by a unanimous apology,
or better still by subscribing and send-
ing him to Oxford, Cambridge or some
great American university. The latter
suggestion was greeted with cheers,

With reférence to the approaching in-
vestigation it was decided to appoint a
secret committee, made up. of nine men
and three ladies, to secure testimony as
to the students’ case.

The Literary Society was requested to
subscribe $250 from its funds to Eecure
a lawyer to place the case of the stud-
ents before the commission, when it
meets on April 8. The Women’s Liter-
ary Society will also subscribe.

GRO, ORTON ON ATHLRTICS.

The Ex-Torontonian Gives Reasons
Tigers Will Not Meet Pennsy.

A Phiadelphia despatch says: George
W. Orton has this 'to say concerning
Princeton’s action in refusing to meet
the Univemity&ff Peunsylvania in +ath-
‘letics : / :

“ The action ¢f the Princeton club in
semi-officially statiug that all contests
with  the University of Pennsylvania
should be @discontinued is. regarded at
Pennsylvania as merely the natural se-
quence in their policy. Ten days ago
Princeton refused to play baseball with
¢ Pennsy,’ alleging that owing to the
pitter feelings engcndered by such con-
tests it would be better to discontinue
them. The public and press generally
denounced her cxcuse as merely the evi-
dence”of the fact that Princeton cannot
take defeat as lLecomes true sportsmen,
and that it was a flimsy expedient to
avoid games with a esuperior college.
Considering these facts, the action of the
Princeton club dia not excite as much
comment as migit have béen expected.

“ The ,general feeling at Pennsylvania
is one rather ol iruifference than any
stronger passion.” The ‘bitter’ feelings
which are so deplozed at Princeton are
considered here \in quite a different
light. It has helped Pennsylvania im-
mensely, for the strong desire in every
true wearer of the red and blue to de-
feat Princeton fairly and squarely has
been Penunsylvania’s inspiration for years.
Now, however, that Princeton has been
so decisively defeated in every branch of
sport Pennsylvania is compelled to
seek for higher game, and can get along
without Princeton being their main at-
traction. This is thc cause of the gen-
eral indifference with which Princeton’s
action is viewed.

“ The reasons given for Princeton’s de-
termination to terminate all contests
with Penusylvania are just as absurd and
preposterous as was her reason for dis-
continuing baseball. She desires to wait
until nearly all the members of the pre-
sent Pennsylvania teams have left col-
lege. This wiil make no diiference, as
there will be just as good men on
‘ Pennsy’s 7 future teams as there are at
the present time. The wealth of ma-
terial in the present Ireshman classes
assures her of this; Prinpceton thinks
that ‘Pennsy’ should develop her-ath-
letes from the ireshinan class up. Does
she 8o so herself ? Decidedly no. The
great majority of her athletes have been
partially devclored in the preparatory
schools; Pennsylvania certainly has the
advantage o! Princeton on that score
through her projessional sc¢hools. into
which even Princetonians enter.

“ Princeton’s objection to the age of
Pennsylvania’s men is not only untrue,
but unworthy of her. Statistics show
that the average aze of fhe college men
at Yale, Harvard, Pennsylvania and Cor-
nell is substantially the same, and that
Princeton’s average is‘only a fraction
of a year lower than Pennsylvania’s.
Concerniug the undergraduate rule, it ill
becomes Princetou to bring up a rule
which Harvard does mnot recognige.
Princeton is anxious and eager for ath-
letic communications and contests with
Harvard, wnose undergraduate rule is ex-
actly the same as that in force at Penn-
gylvania. It can be seen, therefore, that
this is only an excuse;. not a reason,
otherwise it would apply to Harvard
with the same effcct.

“ Thus ‘there is 1o valid reason for
Princeton’s attitude. Pennsylvania has
throughout- acted in.'a manner truly
sportsmanlike, and the general public
and press will recognize sooner or later
that her students have the right motto
before them, ‘Fight hard and strong,
but fairly and without deceit.””

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THE REMEDIAL ORDER.

What the outcome of the Remedial Or-
der 'may be no one at present kunows.
Any humber of opinions have been ex-
pressed, but they are guesses at best.
There is so much involved in the ques-
tion; such a departure from anything
hitherto known in the country; so much
of the unexpected that may happen be-
tween now and the final disposal of the
question that prediction is more’ than
risky.

What is clear, however, is that the
Remedial Order cités certain facts and
then declares that “it seems requisite”
that the Legislature of Manitoba cnact
2 law restoring certain privileges to
the Catholic minority of that provinece.
It goes no farther.

There is no express provision or pro-
nise that in default of such remedial leg-
slation from Manitoba the Dominion
Parliament will itself grant it. No one
*an speak for the Dominion Parliament
In this matter. Who knows but that
the Senate may decide to reject any
remedial legislation sent up to it from
the Commons ? It is just for such work
that the Senate. was created.

MUNICIPAL AUDITORS,

According to the law as it at present
»xists each municipality is empowered to
wppoint an auditor -yearly to revise the
linances of the municipality. No special
gualification on the part of the auditor
Js neecessary. It rests entirely with the
municipal council to appoint whatever
kind of an auditor it may choose. The
result is that the municipal accounts
throughout fthe province are being au-
fited by men who know very little of
the duties pertaining to such work. The
municipal’ officers are not advised by
yuch auditors as to the irregular me-
thods of doing business, add in spite of
the so-called audit the accounts of the
municipality are bungled . year after
year, It seems to us a better plan
would be to appoint provincial audi-
tors, each one to audit the accounts of
& group of municipalities large enough
to keep him busy during the year. In
this way every municipality would get
the benefit of a specially skilled accounte
ant, who would not only correct mis-
takes that have been made, but would
advise the officials as to the proper sys-
tem for preventing errors arising in the
[uture. The system would be no more
expensive than the present omne—proba-
bly not as expensive—while the results
accomplished would be much more satis-
factory. The mneed of such officials is
apparent from facts which have hap-
pened at our own doors. The Township
of York, which on account of its wealth
ought to be better managed than any

ble entity the current itself. ‘It appears
that electrioity generated on the United
States side of Niagara is conducted
across to the Canadian side by ' wires,
and the Ottawa officials bave determined
that the current so furnished shall pay
a duty of 20 per cent.

LEGISLATION RUN WILD.

A Tax on Bachelors to Maintain An Old
i Maid's Home.

{Springfield, Ill, March 22.—A bill to
tax bachelors and establish an “Old
Maids’ Home ” when the tax fund shall
have reached $50,000 ‘was introduced in
the House to-day by Representative
Walleck, The bill defines bachelors as
single men of 82 years or over who have
never been married, and exempts men
who have ‘reached 65 who are physically
unfit, or who can prove to a board of
nnmarried women over 60 years that
they have proposed marriage at least
three times to marriageable females and
been refused each time,

THE WORLD'S PROGRESS.

Brief Paragraphs en Subjects of Scienti-
fic Interest.

Herr F. Aschner, of Berlin, kas; de-
vised a new eleétricity meter, the im-
provement consisting in graduat-
ing the dial of an ammeter, so that the
pasition of the index indicates the cost
per hour of the current being used on a
constant estimated motive force system.
If the consumption is uniform the read-
ing is multiplied by the number of hours
to obtain the total cost, readings being
taken at intervals when the strength of
the current is variable.

Widest Canal in the World.

The Chenab Irirgation Canal in the
Northwest Provinces, India, is said to
be the widest canal in the world. It is
10 feet broad, and will be increased to
200 feet broad when finished. The head
works are at Kanki, where a shutter
dam about 114 miles long extends across
the river. When finished the main
channel of the canal will be 450 miles
long, while the brincipal branch chan-
nels will have an aggregate length of
2,000 miles, and 'the vilage branches will
be about 4,300 mjles long. Already some
250,000 acres are suplied with irrigat-
ing water, and the completed work _is
expected to bring in a revenue of about
65 lakhs of rupees per annum.

How to Dress Fresh Wounds.

Recent wounds should be dressed,
says Dr. Pashkoff, with a thin layer of
ashes prepared extempore by incinerat-
ing some cotton stuff or linen. The
ashes mingling with the blood fornt a
protectng scurf under which the lesion
heals very rapidly.

The Government Not Committed.

The End Neot Yet.

Hamilton Herald: This recommenda-
tion will be promptly thrown out by the
Greenway Government and the Federal
authorities will be called upon to give
effect to their own recommendations
themselves, in what fashion has yet to
be made plain. This is a phase of the
matter that it is not pleasant to dwell
upon. It will lay the foundation for
long-continued bitterne s and unpleasant-
ness at least.

It would have been better had the
Government decided to take no action,
leaving the people of Manitoba to work
out their own problems, educational and
otherwise, in their own way. This is
certainly the sentiment of Protestant
Ontario. “ No interference” was the
cry that went up far and wide. The
Government would have been well with-
in its rights in declaring its beliel that
the question was one that did not call
for its interference, although it might
have expressed the hope that Manitoba
would see its way clear to remedy the
grievance. . The end of the matter is
not yet. .

Thinks It Goes Too Far.

Ottawa Journal, Ind.: Reasonable men
must ask, if they question themselves
without bias, is this interference a
course proper within the constitution of
Confederation? The Manitoba School Act
was constitutional. The province had a
full legal right under the Confederation
to pass it. Yet the Dominion orders the
province to abolish the act. , Granting
that the Catholic minority in Manitoba
entered Canada under certain pledges,
did not the/Protestant majority in Mani-
toba also enter Confederation under strict
pledges from Canada ? And was not the
vital pledge this, that Manitoba should,
under the constitution of Confederation,
have the full right of independent local
government ? Well, Manitoba has not
infringed the constitution, yet the Gov-
ernment of Confederation offers to de-
prive her of -her independent right® of
local government. We fear it will not
do. That the Catholic minority in Mani-
toba deserved help most moderate men
were beginning to concede, and we feel
sure, justly so, in any way that would
leave the constitutional legislation of
the province untouched, and the rights
of the Manitoba majority vindicated.
The present order by the Dominion Gov-
ernment seems to go so much f[arther
that we will be surprised if it meets gen-
eral favor. N

DICKS SET THE HOUSE ON FIRE

——

VERDIOT IN THR JNQQEUT RE MRS
DICKS" DEATH,

The Jury Out Two Hours—They Find That
Mrs. Dicks Met Her Death in the
House in St Helens’s-Avenue, and
That the Place Was Fired By Dicks.

That Mary ‘picka‘bame to her death
by Durning in'.the house, at 226  St.
Helen's-avenue: on March 2, was agreed
upon unanimously by the jury at  the
Dicks iaquest last night. :

Eight of the” 14 jurymen were of the
opinion that the house was fired by
design by Arthur A. Dicks, and the ver-
dict was reached after two hours con-
sideration, The verdict was reached at

2.80 a.m. :
The evidence dealt altogether with
Dicks’ former experience with fires,and
his treatment of his wife. According to
the depositions, he has had four fires
prior to the one of March 2, in which
Mrs. Dicks lpst her life. The first was
in Bathurst-street in 1889—a stable.
Insuranece $200. The second occurred in
Little York in 1891. Insurance $660.
His furniture here was éntirely consumed.
Up to August, 1898, he then had no
home. In that month he bought a
quantity. of furniture from his mother-
indlaw, paying less. than $100 for it.
He obtained $1000 insurance on it in
the Rog'al Insurance Company. It was de-
stroyed by fire' three months after his
removal to Mimico. He was paid $900
by the insurance company. His next
experience was at Balmy*Beach in April,
1894, full particulars of which have
already been given in' the eolumns of The
World. In this deal he received $917.
A number of the relatives of Mrs.
Dicks “testified that the treatment she
receilved at the hands of Dicks was moust
eruel,
Dr. Dickson told of the removal of the
goitre from #the meck of the deceased.
In defence Mr. Cassels called witnesses
to show that the furnace was a dan-
gerous .one, and that Dicks and his wife
had been living on most amicable terms
for two years or more.

She must
have breathed flame, therefore jt is dif-
ficult to know why in the face of the
flames she should go into the store.

Turning our attention for a moment
to the oil can.! The evidence of its find-
ing ig unanimous that it wasithere be-
fore the fire started, and that it had
little oil in it when it was placed there.
Was it put thére before or after the
fire ? ?

If it was put ‘there before the fire, it
was for an incepdiary purpose. If it
was placed there after the fire, the only
object in view fvould be to create sus-
picion. It will 'be for you to decide on
this point. The evidence all points to its
having been placed there before the fire
started.

Was there any object gained by any-
body in burning this house ? You have
heard of the ifsurance; you have heard
of the other fires, all apparently cases
of over-insurance. All this leaves a very
great doubt in my mind in this case.

The death of the deceased is attribut-
able, if this be'® case of incendiary, to
the person who set the houso on fire.
If the house was set on fire by any-
body, and Mary Dicks came to her death
in the fire, that person is responsible for
her death.

Early History of Irom Casiing.

The early history of iron casting was
carefully discussed by Dr. L. Beck,. of
Biebrich, in a paper read by him at a
recent meeting of the German Iron-
founders’ Association, held in Weisbad-
an. In 1685, says Dr. Beck, the first
cast iron pipes were used for the water
service of Versailles, folowed by screw-
ed and flanged pipes. In 1708 the
Quaker Darby patented the system of
box-casting, and in the following year
started the famous Coalbrookdale foun-
dry, which in 1780 turned out the first
cast iron bridge. About the same.time
malleable cast iron was invented in
France, and was much advanced by
Reaumur, who also perfected the porta-
ble shatt' furnaces (Schachtofen), which
must be regarded as the forerunners of
the Bessemer converter, and by means
of which the casting of iron was emanci-
pated from the blast furnace process.
The English cupolas, first mentioned in
1764, were of German origin ; and fresh
impetus was given to iron-casting for
the production of dense cast iron cylin-
ders, by the invention of the steam en-
gine.

G.T.R. RECONSTRUCTION.

Dissatisfied Shareholders Determined to
¢ Reorganize the Board.

Momtreal, Que., March 22.—The Star
special cable from London says: * Mr.
Barker’s report on the Grand Trunk has
given rise to what impartial eritics in
the eity say is the first really serious
movement agwpinst the present Grand
Trunk Board.

“ A committee has been formed, repre-
senting half \a million sterling bonds of
the stock, appealing to the other hold-
ers to withhold their proxies from the
board at th: next meeting. At this
meéting a motion will be made, ‘That
the proprietors no longer place their
confidence -in Sir Henry Tyler, the presi-
dent, after having read Mr. Barker's dis-
closures of the disastrous results of the
past policy.’

“ The committee of dissatisfied share-
holders refuse to disclose their case,

The Government Forces Defeated After
: Three Days’ llard Fighting.

Barranco, Peru, March 22.—The rebels
and Government forces have been engag-
ed in battle in Lima for three days. The
mttack by the rebels began early Sunday
morning. The rebels were commanded
by their chief, Pierola, assisted by Dur-
and, Ore and others. Communication
with Lima has been cut off, and it is
Empossible to learn the strength of either
forcé, It is known that there was a
heavy cannon and musketry fire on Sun-
day and Monday. Two distinct explosions
wvere heard Monday, but the ‘place where
they occurred is not known. There was
a remewal of the firing at 5 o'clock
Tuesday morning, and it continued for
six hours. The fighting then ceased.

An armistice was arranged for 24
hours to give an opportunity to bury
the dead and remove the dead horses
from the streets. There was danger of
pestilence from the dead bodies in the
streets. They were collected in a pile
and buried yesterday morning. As a re-
sult of three days’ fighting more than
1500 combatants were killed and wound-
ed on both sides.

Under the terms of the agreement by
which hostilities ceased, President
Caceres surrended the reins of gZovern-
ment and will retire to Ancon. Nicolas
Pierola, the leader of the revolutionists
and formerly president, will go to
Chorillos. There was also an immediate
re-organization of the Department of
Lima. y i

The new Government has issued an
order, releasing all political prisoners.,
Banks have loaned money and the troops
have been paid and the forces disbanded.

Col. Pauli, chief of the revolutionists,
directed the operations around Lima.
He entered the city with Pierola, lsaias
and other chiefs. Pauli was ‘slightly
wounded, But few of the revolutionary
chiefs were hurt in the battle, but more
than 100 of the Cacerist leaders were
wounded. !

G IT.KE DISCRIMANATION,

Pivision Court Suit in Hamilton of Inter-
est to All Shippers.

Hamilton, March 22.—Great interest
was taken in the Division Court case of
Mijes v. Grand Trunk 'Railway Com-
pany, tried before Judge Muir to-day.
Miles & Co., coal dealers, brought action
against the railway company for the re-
fund of $15.63 alleged to have been over-
charged on a consignment of coal. Plain-
tiffs claim to have been unjustly dis-
criminated against, in order to coerce
them into bringing all their coal in by
rail instead of partly by water. Mr.
Myles testified that his firm brought in
12,000 toms of coal annually by rail and
16,000 tors by water. They had al-
ways enjoyed the privilege of 10 cents
per ton repate which is paid to large
shippers who have their own terminal
facilities, but recently this advantage
had been withdrawn from them. Several
coal dealers testified that they were
still allowed the usual repate. Judge
Muir gave judgment for plaintiff for the
amount and costs. He said the com -
pany could not discriminate against a
firm in this way. The case will be ap-
pealed. .

PUT GASOLINE IN THE KETTLE.

The Kettle Exploded, Burning a Child to
Death,

Detroit,,  March 22.—A fatal gasoline
explosion occurred this morning at No.
2656 Third-street, ‘where Mrs. Edwards
and her son Robert, aged 2 years, lived
with the former’s mother, Mrs. Reading.
Mrs. Reading left a two-quart pail fill-
ed with gasoline on the kitchen table.
While her back was tirned Mrs.Edwards
came into the room. Supposing that the
pail contained water, she carried it to
the stove, raised the lid of the tea ket-
tle and poured the gasoline into the
kettle, An instant later it exploded,
rending the kettle and throwing the
blazing liquid all over the room. Little
Robert was standing close to the stove,
and was drenched from head to foot.
Although he was blaging from head to
foot, hip mother succeeded in tearing off
his clothes and smothered the flames,
but not until the child was fatally burn-
ed, Mrs. Edwards was terribly burned
about the arms, hands and face.
