WONDERS OF THE ATMOSPHERE.

The atmosphere rises above us with
its cathedral dome arching towards
heaven, of which it is the most perfect
synonym and symbol.

So mas-
sive is it that when it begins to stir it
tosses about great ships like playthings,
and sweeps city and forest like snow-
flakes to destruction before it. And
yet it is so mobile that we have lived
for years in it before we can be per-
suaded that it exists at all, and
the great bulk of mankind never
realize the truth that they are bathed
in an ocean of air.

Its weight is so enormous that - iron
shivers before it like glass, yet a soap
ball sails through it with impunity,and
the tiniest insect waves it aside with
its wings. It ministers lavishly to our
senses. We touch it not, but it touches
us. Its warm south wind brings back
color to the pale face of the invalid;
its cool west winds refresh the fevered
brow and make the blood mantle our
cheeks ; even its north blasts brace into
new vigor the hardened children of our
rugged climate.

‘he eye is indebted to it for all the
magnificence of sunrise, the brightness
of mid-day, the chastened radiance of
the morning, and the clouds that cra-
dle near the setting sun. But for it
the rainbow would want its “trium-
phant arch,”” and the winds would not
send the fleecy messengers on errands
round the heavens; the cold ether
would not shed snow feathers on the
earth, nor would drops of dew gather
on the flowers. The kindly rains would
never fall, nor hail, storm, nor fog di-
versify the face of the sky. Our naked
globe would turn its tanned-and un-
shadowed forehead to the sun, and one
dreary, monotonous blaze of light and
heat dazzle and burn up all things.

Were there no atmosphere, the even-

ing sun would in a moment set, and,
without warning, plunge the earth into
darkness. But the air keeps in her
hand a sheaf of his rays, and lets them
slip but slowly through her fingers, so
that the shadows of evening are gather-
ed by degrees, and the flowers have
time to bow their heads, and each crea-
{ ture space to find a place of rest and to

A NEW APPLICATION OF PHOTO-
GRAPHY.

A discovery (reports the ¢ Observer’’)
is alleged to have been made by Mr.
Gresham, a practical mechanician, of
New York, of a method by which a ship
may be photographed on the high seas,
distant from 100 to 5,000 miles—the
photograph giving the name, the lati.
tude and longitude, and the destina-
tion, taken from chalk marks on her
deck. Mr. Gresham, after a long series
of experiments, has found that he can
produce an artilicial mirags, the prin-
ciple of which, he says, is the same as
that which reflects in the middle of the
desert of Sahara the images of lakes
and waters 1,000 miles distant. This
artificial mirage can, so far as has yet
been ascertained, be only produced by
petrolenm and asphaltum. All that 1s
necessary is the poasession on board a
vessel of a few poands of asphaltum
with a censor to burn it in, and a smal{
battery to heat the wires by which it
should be surrounded. By a machine
invented by Mr. Gresham, the artificial
mirage is reproduced on tin. The in-
strument used for photographing the
objects seen in the mirage is called by
the inventor the ‘phantasmograph,”
and is at present in'a very crude form.
He anticipates, however, that it will be-
fore long be brought to perfection, and
that the marine insurance companies,
when they realize its value, will “only
be too glad to insist that all vessels
shall carry the necessary apparatus.’’
They will thus be cognizant of the
whereabouts of the vessels upon which
they have sold risks. At four o'cluck
precisely, on a olear afternoon, clouds
of carboniferous smoke shall, Mr. Gre
sham p , be sent up from ships
at sea, the required information as to
names, and so forth, being previously
marked in chalk in large letters on
their respective decks, Then the pho-
torruph instruments are set. One ves-
sel photographs the artificial mirage of
another at a distance of perhaps more

The last wire of the last eable of the
East River Bridge was run over Satur-
day afternoon, and the completion of
this part of the work was greeted with
the flinging out of flags and loud cheers
by the workmen on the anchorages.
Six millions eight hundred thousand
pounds of wire now now hang between
the towers and the anchorages, and
about twenty-four ihousand wires are
bound up in the seventy-six strands
that form the four great cables. The
estimate of Engineer Roebling was that
it would take no less than two and a
half or three years to make the main
cables, but the workmen have been so
expert that the whole process of cable
making has not lasted two years. The
cables are made about five or six feet
above the position they will occupy
after all the settling has taken place.

To protect the cables they must be
continuously wrapped with charcoal
iron wire, bound about them with the
precision of thread about a spool, and
then this exterior must be saturated
with oil, thick enough to produce, on
drying, & viscid gum, and then painted
with a thick coat of white lead. This
preparation will be moisture-proof.
This week the last two strands will be
be lowered ihto position, and then the
twelve strands of each cable, now
swinging loose, will be brought about
the seven cables, already bound toge-
ther as a core, and put into wooden
squeezers to be held for wrapping.

The interesting work of wrapping
the cables has been begun. The cables
are held in position by wooden tlamps,
and wrapped from the towers toward
the centre of the river and towards the
anchorages. Sixteen wrapping ma-
chines are to be employed. The wrap-

ing machine is a reel arranged to car-
ry a coil of wire, and ic has handles
like a pilot’s wheel. An iron eylinder,
made in halves so as to fit close about
the cable, is worked around by a han-
dle. The wire is first fastened to the
cable, and this machine is moved along,
slowly winding the wire about the cable
as light and precise as though it were a
spool of cotton thread. The wrapping
will take three months.
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CLIMBING 222 FEET THROUGH
BURNING BRANDS.

The Virginia City (Nev.)“ Enter-

rise,”’ in a recent issue, says: About
tive o'clock last Sunday morning the
fine hoisting works of the Lady Bryan
Mining Company took fire and burned
down in an incredibly short space of
time. At the moment that the fire was
discovered the engineer received a sig-
nal from the bottom of the shaft to
hoist to the second section, 380 feet be-
low the surface. He hoisted the cage
to the surface at once. The station.
tender proved to be on board. He was
asked to descend to the bottom of the
shaft, which is 600 feet deep, and tell
the men working in the drift from the
600 level of their danger, but refused
to take the chances, being safe on the
surface and the building being wrap-
ped in flames. The men below were
thus left to their fate, and it was felt
that there was little hope of those who
were working in the dirt at the bottom
of the shaft ever reaching the surface
alive. There were six men in this drift,
and their pasition was one of great
peril. The first notice they had of the
tire was when the cage, almost red hot,
came thundering down to the bottom,
followed by faliing coals and burning
brands, All then knew that they must
climb for their lives to the 380 teet
level—220 feet above. They instantly
took to the ladderway and made their
way up through a shower of falling
brands and burning coals. A man who
was at the head of the line of climbers
was struck by the bell-rope, which, in
falling, wound about his neck and
threatened to pull him down. He call-
ed to the men below, telling them that
the rope was about his neck and might
pull him down ; therefore, all would do
well to hold on as firmly as possible, as
in falling he might knock them from
their places. They moved up to where
he was and soon succeeded in disen-
tangling him from the rope. All event-
ually reached the 380 level in safety,
and on landing there they were all
right, as all that remained for them to
do was to pass through a drift to the.
shaft at the old works, when they
could easily ascend to the surface.
Seven men who were at work on the
380 level also passed out through the
old works.

Mr. Dennis hastened to
the house, and, finding this to be the case,
made an examination of the premises, dis—
covering in the kitchen, on the floor, Wil-
liam Perry’s coat, which he had worn at
the Rink, and Lis torn collar and neck-tie.
On the hearth of the stove lay his spec-
tacles, one of the lenses cracked ; the table,
a heavy one, was upset, the chairs thrown
about, drawcrs opened and their contents
disturbed, and on the hard, oiled pitchpine
floor were marks that seemed to indicate
that a severe struggle had taken place. On
the steps of the rear entrance lay the old
Newfoundland house dog, moaning plaint-
ively. From one of his eyes depended a
ghastly clot of congealed blood as large as
a man’s hand. He had been stabbed in
the eye and presented a ghastly appear-
ance. A search revealed that nothing of
importance was missing. Some bread was
gone, and a rcefer and an old ~overcoat of
William’s which hung in the carpenter's
shop was missing. The neighbors were
informed ot the occurence, and the night
was spent in an unsuccessful search for the
lad. The Herald of Thursday recounts the
boy’s return, in company with a resident
of Brooklyn. The boy states that he was
kidnapped on Sunday evening by two men
who took him into the woods, where they
detained him in their company nntil Tnes-
day eveming, when they ® fastened him
with a chain to a tree, and then departed
northward. Yesterday he succeeded in
disconnecting the chain, when he set out
for home as best he could, and soon after-
wards fell in with the Brooklyn man, who
released his leg from a piece of the ‘chain
by which he had been secured to the tree,
and accompanied him home, as already
mentioned. Further developments in this
strange affair will be looked for with in-
terest.

A BuncLar Caprtursp.—The Liverpool
Times has the following Mill Village report :
« A burglar was cleverly captured on Sa-
turday morning while attempting to rob
the store of Mr. I. N. Mack. Mr. James
Hendry having occasion to lcave home
1 very early in the morning, was surprised
(to see a light in the store, and upon inves-
tigation, discovered a maun busy piling up
the goods. He immediately aroused Mr.
Mack and a few others, who surrounded
the building and called on the fellow to
know what he was doing. He at once
blew the light out and remained quiet for
some time, but upon hearing such express-
ions as ¢ Go for more help,” ¢ Shoot him
if he attempts to escape,’’ &c., he wisely
concluded to give himself up. ¢I have no
fire arms,” said he, ¢ open the door and I
wiil surrender.” The door was opened
and there stood the villian in the midst of
the goods which he had piled promiscuous-
ly on the floor, to the value of about a hun-
dred dollars. He had also succeeded in
opening the safe, the drawers of which
were considerably damaged by his attempts
to get at their contents. Never wasa man
more completely trapped. He was care-
fully guarded till daylight, when the Depu-
ty Sheriff took charge of him. He was
subsequently-examined before a magis-
trate and gave his name as Bernard Mckay,
no doubt an assumed one. The jailer at
Liverpool now has charge of "him, under
whose vigilant care he no doubt will be se-
curely kept till his trial comes off.”

WaoLesALs DestrucTION.—The Charlotte-
town P, E, I, Argus statcs that within the
past few weeks scventeen barns bave been
burned, principally in the section of
country lying between Charlottetown and
Summerside. In most cases these barns
contained all, or nearly all, of the season’s
crop of hay and grain as well as farming
implements, which renders the loss to the
unfortunate owners doubly distressing in
view of the early setting in of winter.
While many of these fires were doubtless
accidental, or, strictly speaking, due to the
absurd practicc many farmers indulge in of
storing hot ashes in wooden receptacles
in outhouses or corners of their barns, it is
well known that some were the work of in-
cendiaries, . This imparts a very serious
aspect to the situation, The frequent
recurrence of such fires clearly imposes on
farmers the duty of iusuring their property.

FAILURE.
Telegrams from the parent country, as

our readers have already seen, have con-
veyed to us the startling fact that the|
Glasgow Bank has collapsed, and that its
liabilities to the amount of millions of dol-
lars, transcend its available assets. By
this failure thousands have been injurious-
ly affected, and a large circle of financial
and mercantile interests are thereby seri-
ously sufféring. Hundreds have lost their
all. A considerable amount of the losses
fall upon the middling classes that had for
safe keeping deposited th ir hardly-c¢arned
savings— (the fruits of industry and econo-
my—) in the wrecked monied institution
referred to. It is a bad affair—a distress-
event, that bas caused wide--spread con-
sternation and dismay.

An investigation into the condition of
the collapsed Bank has disclosed the ap-
palling fact that its business for a consid-
erable time, has been conducted with
criminal  irregularity. Magnitudinous
frauds have been perpetrated by the di-
rectors. Their periodical statements of
the Bank's asscts and liabilities have
been wickedly cooked to deceive the con-
fiding shareholders and the unsuspecting
public. The institution was a “ whited
sepulchre”— fair without, but corruption
and rottenness were within, It is unac-
countable that such-a system of indirect
robbery should be continued year after
year in a great commercial city like Glas-
gow. Although the fraudelent directors
of the Bank have been scattered likea dis-
comfited company of bandits, some of
them are unarrested fugitives from justice,
and others are in prison to be dealt with
as criminals by the retributions of the law;
yet the wrongs of the suffercrs by their
heinous deeds will remain forever unre-
dressed. The hundreds cf well-deserving
families that have been driven into pau-
perism by these rascally directors, must
bear their suffering as best they may.

It is undeniable that -the Governments
of all civilized countries should excrcise a
regular system of surveillance over all
banking institutions. That the business
public should be kept oficiully informed of
the soundness and stability of ) monied in-
stitutions which claim the¢—patronage and
confidence of the public is certain. They
should be as vigilantly watched as pawn-
brokers' shops, or the condition of the
meat that is offered for Sale at butchers’
stalls. Pcople, doing basiness with bank-
ers, should be shielded Ly law from im-
potition and fraud ; and this can best be

ecured by adequate inquiry and inspect-
ion on the part of legally authorized officials.

The announcements of dividends are some-

times dishonest, and intended to deceive

and they should be thuri\ughl_y investigat-
ed by official authorities.

We need not tell our intelligent readers
that there have been, from time to time,
banking frauds and failures in these North
American Provinces ; and that sharchold-
ers and depositors have thereby suffered
severely. When a banking company is
chartered by a legislature, it should be
surrounded by sufficient checks and guards
to secure the public from imposition. It
is well-known thst a Bank has somectimes
gone into business with an avowed large
capital, when its boasted amount of stock
was a mere sham and that it has had hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars afloat in pa-
per, while the gold in its vault has becn
inadequatcly meagro: /) In such a case
shadow is substituted for'substance—coun-
terfeit for the genuine. Bankers, doing
business thus are sharpers, if not actual
swindlers, and are drawing a real interest
on'an artificial capital,

So far as we know, all the Banks in our
own Province are financially stable, and
are doing business on a safe and honorable
basis. We believe none of them could be
fairly charged with fraudulent tendencies
or designs ; or that they are recklessly
floating an undue amount of paper in pro-
portion to their absolute capital ; but their
operations and stability should be never-
theless under the inspection of Govern-
ment.

These
days of mildness are of course at-
tributable to the warming influence of
the Gulf Stream which runs not very
far from our coast—an influence which
is not felt beyond the western lakes.
1n winter, Nova Scotia is a sort of at-
mospheric battle-ground. The waves
of cold that come rushing from the hy-
perborean regions, are here checked
and softened by the conflicting warmth,
which is imparted to our Province by
the semi-terid waters of the Gulf
Stream. To these battling forces are
we indebted for the sudden and fre-
quent changes of weather that diver-
sify the aspects of our Winter.

Save Tuis.—To mend rubber shoes, get
a picce of pure rubber—an old shoe—vuk
canized rubber will not do; cut it into
small bits ; put it into a bottle, and cover
to twice its depth with spirits of turpentine
or refined coal tar naphtha—not petroleum
naphtha. Stop the bottle and set to one
side, shaking it frequently. The rubber
will soon dissolve—then take the shoeand
press the rip or cut close together, and put
on the solutiop with a camel’s hair bLrush
Continue to apply as fast as it dries, until a
thorough coating is formed.

Keeeine Tix Ware Briaur.—Itis a very
gond plau every washing day, before the
bot suds are thrown out, to gather up
the tin ware that is in daily use and wash
it well with.a woollen cloth in the tub or
boiler. The brightness thus given to it
is nicer than from scouring ; besides, the
waye is not worn ouf, and the seams, about
the handles and spouts, can be made very
clean. ‘With:careful usage, tin and brit-
tannia ware need not wear out or fall into
disuse, hardly in one’s life time.  All such
ware should be made dry about the kitchen
stove before it is put away. Jron, or sheet
iron ware, should be kept in good, prese¢nt-
able condition by stove blacking. There
is no need of gray or dingy pots and tea
kettles when they are so easily kept neat
and in good order. ‘The tin wash boiler
ghould always be washed and wiped and
and dried before puttfng away .— Itural New
Yprker. : ’

The ascent of Mount Vesuvius and
the descent into the crater were made
by a party of four, an Englishman and
his daughter and two Aimericans, late
in September.
fumes were iasuing from the summit of
the cone—now densely dark, as if a
fresh supply of coal had been heaped
on the fire, then intensely light, as if
the engine were blowing off its steam ;

000 torpedoes were simultaneously ex.
ploded. The huge mountain seemed
to heave, and forth from its mouth is-
sued immense quantities of molten
lava, shot scores of feet high up into the
air—apparently at the mouth of all in
one body,but there separating into mil-
lions of pieces, great and small, all
glowing with the most intense red heat
that can possibly be seen. With a

| to the air was separate; no piece was
| partly red and partly black, but was on
| tire and at red-heat throughout ; mostly
| the lava emitted fell back again into
the bosom of the heaving mass,but with
levery emission quantities, large or
small, fell on the outside of the mouth.
As they descended to the crater the
rain had ceased ; whilst there for atime
it again fell heavily; then the whole
surface seemed ¢ frizzling and hissing,
laml steaming,” as the two bodies came
‘[in contact ; the thunder overhead was
pealing like the roar of fifty parks of
| artillery in concert, and the lightning
| flashing with intense vividness; then
| the rain and thunder and lightning
lceased, and there was a perfect calm,
