County conventions took up the remainder
of this sitting, and convention: ddjourned
to meet in the same house in the evening,
The Bret half hour of each eittiug was
spent in devotional exercises, On Friday
evening an address ot welcome was deliver-
ed by Rev, J. M. Fisher, on bebalf of the
people of Granville Ferry, who would
doubtless recdive an intellectual . and
spiritual feast in return for the hospitality
they would give, The speaker considers

ed the Sunday echool and missionary enter-
prises the two great agents in the salvation
of theworld, B8, 8. teachers werea great
power for good and he hoped that the folw
lowing topic would be touched upon durs
ing the convention. *¢T'he Relation of the
Home to the School ;' ** The Relation of
the Bible to the School ;' * The Relatior of
the Church to the School ;'’ also Temper-
ance, The presidest responded in a brief
reply, thanking the people of Granville
Ferry for their bearty welcome. Rey, = =—
Rogers, of Yarmouth, them read a paper,
his topic being * Bunday School Work—
Its Defects and Remedies.’” He stated that
the great work of SBunday school was win-
ning souls to Jesus and developing tbem
s0 a8 to fit them for beaven. Dcfects were
divided into those of organization and
teachinz. Throngh want of organisation,
vhe school failed to reach the ehurch, the
parents and the older scholare, and schools
were closed in winter. Remedies suggested,
thorough organization including teachers’
meetings, good planning and unity of
effort, Defects in teaching were divided
into those of preparation, class work and
cunltivation Remedies, study the class
as well as the lesson. Insist on the
use of the Bible in the school. Don't use
words the scholars cannot understand.
‘Take & central thought and drive it home,
Follow your scholars to their homes and
sympathize with them, ‘The greatest
defects was the unrenewed heart. Svek to
realize the awfulness of sin and its dread-
ful conrequences ; this will fire our zeal
and enthusiasm. Don’t give up on account
of defects, but scek power from above and
go on in the good work. This paper was
followed by an interesting discourse, taken
part in by brethern John Grierson, Rev,
W. H. Heariz, E, D. King, T. W Cues-
ley, Rev. 8. B. Dunn, Rev. J. Brown and
others, interspersed by appropriate music.

CAN TRADE WITH BPANISH COLONIES

Orrawa, Ont, Oct. 17.— The Domicion
Government regard the abrogation of the
Flag Treaty hetween Spain und the United
States by President Cleveland as likely te
prove of benefit to Canada, and are prepar-
ing to take advantage of it. Tbe treaty
which was signed between Great Britain
and Spain on the 26th of April last, did
not go into effect in the- United Kingdom
and Spain until the 15th of August, and in
the British and Spanish colonies not until
the 15th of October. Arrangements are
now being made for the shipment of large
quantities of fish, lumber, cotton and wool-
len goods from Cauvada to Cuba, and Porto
Rico during the coming winter, under the
conventional tarift, which in these items is
far below the ordiuary Spanish tariff.
The treaty arranged between these two
power grants to either nation and their
colonies or possessions the most favored
nation treatment in all that concerns com-
merce or navigation, Consular rights and
privileges co-extensive with that accorded
to France and Germany by Spain, and vice
versa, under the treaties of 1882 and 1883,
respectively. The treaty between Spain
and Great Britain remains in force until
the 3rd of June, 1892, unless either con-
tracting power desires to terminate, which
can be accomplished after one year’s
notice has been giyen by the power de-
manding it. Promingst members of the
Dominion Cabinet state that by the ratifi-
cation of this treaty Canada has now open
to her a valuable market in the Spanish
West Indies for bher fishery productions,
which have been practically sbut out, of
the United States.
Under the non-conventional tariff, duty
on salted, smoked or pickled fish was 48

‘The general public
have the shaping ot the country's policies,
if they will but rise superior to the help-
less and despairing coudition, to which
they have for the {ast score of ycars been
slowly, but surely drifting through the de-
pressing effects of tbeir experience with
faithless politicians and the growth of
systems which destroy individuality. No
party seems to represent in vigorous spirit,
the principles which are likely to go to the
root of the great economic question that
we are especially considering, and consge~
queuntly, not likely to find a solution of
our difficolty. The party now in power
will probably soon fall, in a large measure
tbrough the failure of their fiscal policy ;
a policy which has set class on class,
industry on industry into aggres-
sive warfare. Let us not be deceived,
for though that party falls, protection wil!
still live and be a constant menace to our
best interests. To retorn to the policy of
the lafe government would be but & miser-
able attempt to continue an evil system
under the guise of administering & remedy.
Portions of the governmental press,
voicing the interests of the Upper Provin-
ces, are outspoken in their hostility to any
policy that would remove from our com.
merce the fetters which prevent the $Pros~
perity, of # our fishermen, our farmers and
our lumbermen, etc.” When the Morrison
bill which proposed to put  on the United
States customs free lists, among other
articles, undressed wool,lumber, coal, oats,
hay,potatoes,&c., products such as we raise
from our great primary industries” the
Halifax Herald said: ‘‘The Americans
would buy almost entirely from us and
sell us comparatively little of these articles
even supposing Canada gauqved the duties
upon them also, as if a virtual reciprocity
existed.” Had that. bill passed — and
it would have passed, but for the
brotherhood of protectionists—it would
have been a vast benefit to us,as well as to
themselves, but, in reference to obtaining
such freedom the Herald at that time said :
«They dare pot expose the Canadian
Manufacturing interests to the free com~
petition of the Americans.” At a subse-
quent period that same paper said : * There
can be no doubt that reciprocal trade with
the Unitcd States would prove advantage-
ous to the farmer, the fishermen and the
Jumbermen ” and that ‘‘ both political
parties are fully alive to this fact.,” Yes!
both parties know this full well, but, the
manufacturing ivterests stand in the way,
and will stand in the way of our interests,
whichever party is in power, until our
farmers, fishermen and our lumbermen,
wake up to the fact that all this talk about
reciprocity treaties is a delusion, and that
free trade, pure and simple, is what is re-
vired, It bas been estimated that the
capital of the Dominion devoted to agri.
culture at present, amounts to over $1,200,-
000,000, and to manufacturiog $70,000,000.
The farmers of the maritime provinces,
compose over 40 per cent, of the industri-
al population, and those in manufacturing
4 per cent Farmers bhave to consider if
they are willing, or if is necessary to be
sacrifice for the benefit of this 4 per cent.
