ABOUT THE GREAT LIQUOR
CONFLICT.

‘The number of licenses issucd in the
Province of Ontario for the year ending
May Ist, 1899 was eighty less than the
number issued during the preceding
license year.

The License Inspector for East Simcoe,
Ont,, is pushing enforeement work with
much vigor, On February 16th, ho suc-
ceeded in securing convictions in Orillia
against M. J. Daly and 1, H, Doncaster
for having gambling machines on their
licensed premises, and against James
Haw and R. R..Cunningham for selling
liquor during prohibited hours.

The Religious Inlelligencer, of
Fredericton, N.B,, recently stated that
Mr, ¥. J. Summerhayes of Toronto han
been engaﬁed by the organized liquor
party of the Province of Ountario, to
trave) through the Province endeavoring
to unite the friends of the traflic in a
campaign to secure the election of men
known to be opposed to prohibition.

A hfreat; bunq};xez was recently tendered
to Mr, W, J. Bryan, the famous Demo
cratic leader, in the city of Dallas, Texas.
‘There were present 1200 guests and no
intoxicating liquor was furnished. The
Alliance News, of Great Britain, reports
forty-one mayors of English towns and
cities who are known to be total ab-
stainers.

The Westminister Gazetle states that
5,000 of the. English soldiers now serving
in South Africa, are members of the
Army ‘Temperance Association. Lord
Methuen is 8 member of the Council of
this body, and Lord Roberts and Lord
Kitchener are enthusiastic advocates of
temperance among the rank and file of
the army.

An incident of the South African war
was tha wrecking by the British soldiers
of one of their own trains which was in
danger of falling into the hands of the
enemy. Twenty-two thousand rations of
rum were destroyed by the British guns.

All the Australasian colonies have had
Sunday closing of licensed places for
some time with the exception of South
Australia where Sunday closing was only
upon a local vote. This last colony has
however, now passed an Act providing
for entire Sunday closing.

Some temperance papers have been
stating that there are five friends of
prohibition in the Toronto City Council.
There are really more than double that
number who could be relied upon to
vote for the total suppression of the
liquor traffic.

A sad accident was reported in the
oity of Toronto last month. On Friday,
23rd, & man who had been drinking
heavily for about a week, took an over-
dose of laudanum at his boarding house,
and notwithstanding heroio efforte to
resuscitate him, died a short time after-

wards, He was thirty-five years of age ¥

The same paper reporting the above
catastrophe contained also an account of
an awful crime committed in the city of
Quebec on February 24th. A policeman
named Cases who had been off duty for
some days, and drinking bheavily, got
into a quarrel with his wife.

‘The most important Canad:an Pro-,
hibition event in the month of February l
was the promisingof the new Premier of
Manitoba that a prohibitory law woula !
speedily be introduced into his Pro-
vincial Legislature,

This was the result directly of the
success of the Conservative Party in the
last provincial election, [t will be re.
membered that at a general Provincial
Convention previously held, the party
had adopted the following resolution us
a part of the party platform :—* That a
measure bo ndopted to give eflect to the
will of the people regarding the prohibi.
tion of the liquor traffic which measure
ghall go as far in the dwection of pro-
hibition as the powers of the Province
will allow,”

‘The Manitoba Branch of the Dominion
Alliance and the Grand Council of the
Royal Templars sent a joint deputation
to wait upon the new Premier and ask
the fuifilnent of the promise quoted.
In reply the Hon. H. J. McDonald gave a
definite promise that at the approaching
session of the Legislature a prohibitory
law would be introduced by his Govern.
ment. The statement was received by
the delegation with the utmost en.
thusiasm,

The action of Manitoba will be watched
with intense interest. Whatever Mani-
toba can do the other Provinces that
have voted for prohibition cun do as
well, and it is not likely that the (3overn.

. llouse of Commons that he would intro-

+as meeting the immediate necessities of {duce the foliowing resolution :

. “That this House has affirnned the
. principle that the prohibition of the
jliquor traftic is the right and most
1eftectual legislative remedy for the evils
of intemperance, and has also declared
ithut as soon as public opinion would
sufliciontly sustain stringent measures it
was prepared to sustain such legislation;
' “That the plebiscite of 1898, wherein
la majority of votes polled throughout
|the Dominion, including substantisl
;majorities in all the provinces but one,
i was ascertained to be in favor of such legis-
lation, as well as satisfactory evidence
|from other sources, shows that such
measures will be thoroughly supported
i by the people of Canada;

“That this House is now of the opin-
ion, in view of the foregoing facts, that it
iis desirable and expedient that parlia.
ment should, without delay, enact such
mesasures as will secure the prohibition
of the liquor traffic for beverage purposes
in at least those provinces and territories
which have voted in favor of such pro-
hibition.”

It will be noticed that the wording of
these resolutions is somewhat differant
from that approved by the Dominion
Alliance and published in the Caur Fire
last month. The legislation aimed at by
Mr. Flint is however, the same as that
aimed at by the Dominion Alliance. 1t
is to be hoped that he will vigorously
push this resolution so as to secure a
vote upon it at the earliest possible date.

Theproposed legislation is so eminently
reagonable that it is hard to see how
Members of Parliament can vote against
it. Parliament after full disoussion,
asked the electors to express their
opinion upon the question of total pro-
hibition. A good majority of all voting
throughout the Dominion declared them-
selves in favor of a change. Legislation
abolishing the liquor traffic in those

Provinces having majorities in favor of
such legislation is the very least that
Parliament could be asked to enact.

Friends of prohibition, church con-
gregations, and temperance bodies will
act wisely in letting their representa.
tives in Parliament know that Mr. Flint's
proposal has the cordial support of a
large and influential section of the
electorato.

LIQUOR WASTE.

The liquor manufacture is unprofitable
to the working vlasses. It is a notorious
fact that no industry in the country
employs asmaller number of work people
in comparison with the amount paid by
the consumers tor the manufactured
article, Were the earnings of the
industrial classes diverted from the till
of the publican to that of the grocer, or
tailor, or furnisher, employment would
be given to at least four times the num-
ber of individuals that are at present
engaged in connection with the liquor
traflic. The reason is not far to seek.
It is easy to destroy anything, but it takes
brains and muscle to develop or to pro-
duce. I'wo or three men in a distillery
can destroy the produce of as many
score of fartn workers, just as two or
three men can pull down a house which
required scores of men to build. Some
fow years ago the amount of spirits pro.
duced at the Caladonian Distillery,
Edinburgh, was 40,000 gallons weekly, or
about 2,000,000 gallons per annum, which
should have hrought a cash turnover, at
the wholesale rate of 158 per gallon, of
£1,500,000, The total number of work-
men, however, was oniy 150. Contrast
that with the Atlas [ron and Steel Works
in Sheflield. 'The revenue of that great
company was just about half that of the
Caledonian Distillery, and it employed
4000 hands.—League Jowrnal.

ALCOHOLIC STIMULANTS
DISEASE.

IN

Aside from the scientific reasons which
cause institutions to discontinuy the ex-
tensive use of alecohol as n medicine,
there are many incidents connected with
its use which should tesch us that
wherever possible it should be avoided
in the sick room. That it is not a bene-
ficial medicine, { am convinced from my
personal observations of the treatment
of disease in the Red Cross Hospital as
well as froin reading the reports of other
institutions, in which alcohol is not given
as a medicine or food,

While the scientitic proofs of the ill
effects of whisky, brandy, wine, etc., are
convineing, there was a timo when [ had
enough confidence in the efficuey of
these stimulants to urge the patient to
tuke it; and had it not been for my
experience in this regard, | might never
have urged the investigation which led
to the abolishing of alcohnl from the list
of medicines used in the Red Cross
Hospital.

‘I'he following story, distressing as it is,
deserves that it should be made known
as it ocourred :

With the desire of establishing a
hospital and training achool for Red
Cross sisters, [ entered one of New York’s
foremost hospitals and training schools
for nurses. In the last six months of
my studies, while having charge of the
children’s ward, one of my patients, a
boy of twelve years, had pneumonia.
Among the medicines he received, was
also an order for onehalf ounce of
whisky three times a day. Whisky or
brandy, in larger or smalier doses, were
the principal stimulants used then. It

was not usual for a patient to refuse, but
this boy decidedly objected to taking

alcoholic drinks, He did not like the
odar, nor did he like the taste, anl 1t
was quito avident that ha had nover
tasted whisky or brandy before, How-
aver, ufter some urging ho was persuadod
to tuke it.

For sovernl days in succession [ hd
the samo diffieulty whenover the dose
war due, until ho finally bocameo, ng {
then thought, n very good boy, and took
the brandv as readily as ho ded the
other madicines. Ilis illness was of
rather long duration and the medicine
was given lor about three or four weeks.
About the middle of the second waeek,
the order was changed trom whisky
throe times n day to twice a dav, which
was to be given mornings aud evenings.
When noon came and ho did not get his
doxe a< usual, he remnded me that !
hiad forgotten his medhcine.  When told
he was to lave it only twice a «day, )
could see that ho was disappointed.

Next day at noon he pretended to be
very weak, with the expectation of
getting the third dose, but it had not
been ordered anl of course he did not
got it. It was cvident the little man
had learned to like hiv bad wedicine
very much. ‘This countinued for four
weeks, during which time the dose of
whisky was gradually decreased, s he
waa discharged as cured,

A few months after he had left the
hospital, T met his mother,and naturally
maquired about her boy,  With tears in
her ayes she told me how he made her
buy brandy and whisky on the plea that
he necded it to rvegain his strength.
After o while he drapped the excuse of
ill-health and simply  demanded the
money for drink.

If ouly all phiysiciang could have seen
that poor mother's careworn and tear.
stained face! The memory of it was
with me for days und weeks until finally
the strong desire took possession of me
to do away with aleohol in sickness if
possible. I did not know whether it
could be done, but | was determined to
find oat. 1 talked 1t over with the
physicians with whom [ was acquanted,
but found very little sympathy or en.
courngement. for my cause, The one
who was most positive that alcohol
could not be dispensed with was Dr,
Lesser.  tle hud the better of the argu-
sent, as [ was nol a physician, but |
succeeded in interesting him sufliciently
that he desired to prove to me that I
was wrong.

1 was rendy to he convinced only by a
fair test, and was willing to defray all
expenses necessary to make the experi-
ments and proper investigation, My
greatest victory was when the investi.
gators, all of whom were physicians,
including Dr. Lesser, were obliged to
acknowledge that they erred. ‘Their
energetic desire to prove to e that
alcohol was beneficial and necessary in
disease could not be veritied by honest
experiment. The deeper they went
into the investigation, the greater was
their scientific proof that alcoho! was
not auly useless, but that it was even
harmful in disease.

To descrita the experiments would
make far too lengthy an article, Sutlice
it to sny that wo then and there decided
to unite our efforts in this work, and
bring it before the nedical profession
and the public. The most effectual way
of doing this was to establish a hospital
which would be open to the meiica)
profession as well as to the public, With
our proofs we visitel a number of
phvsicians, who promised to join us, and
together with a tew triends we procured
the necessary sum of money to establish
ourselves in 1894, Mr. Wm. 'l', Wardwell
having been the strongest supporter of
the hospital,

The number of patients trested in
this hospital since it was organized, up
to last Uoctober, has been about twelve
hundred. They have been of all classes
und have suffered from all kinds of
disease. Uur mortality has never
averaged higher than one per cent., and
those were diseases for which science as
yet knows no cure.

Before and during the recent Spanish-
American war, we attended thousands of
patients in Efavana, and eight hundred
and three patients during the Santiago
campaign, Our results, even under the
most unfavorable circumstances in the
latter instance, were always the same as
those in our hospital in this city.

Does it not appeal to every person
interested in humanity that this method
and the institution advocating it should
exist *—2B.

ARE THEY IN EARNEST ?

Are the Governments of (anaca,
Dominion and Provineial, in earnest for
the promotion of temperance? ‘rhis is
a query which it is fair to propose, and
the verdict should be given on the bansis
of fair tests. There are things which it
might be unreasonable to expect of
Uovernments, because it is impossible
for them to grant and enforce what might
be asked. In answering the question
asked above, we intend to suggest no
extremo tests.

The Conservative party of the Province
of Manitoba adopted the following resolu.
tion as the basis of their recent appeal
to the electorate:

“‘'hat o measure be adopted to give
cifect to the will of the people 1egarding
the praohibition of the liquor traflic, which
measure shall go as fur in the direction
of prohibition as the powers of the
Province will allow.”

A large deputation from the Dominion
Alliance Convention, in session at Winni-
peg, and from the Royal Templars’
Convention, alsoin session there, waited
on the Hon. Hugh John Macdonald,
Premier of Manitoba, asking for the
fulfilment of the promise, as the will of
the people of Manitoba has been so
strongly expressed in the Provincial and
Dominion plebiscite votes.

We are told in the daily press that in
reply Premier Macdonald gave a distinct
gromise that u bill providing for pro-

ibition of the sale of intoxicating liquors,
8o fur as the law would allow, would be
introduced by the Government at the
first session of the Legislature, He asked
the assistance of temperance people in
carryingout the provisions of the measure,
‘The delegates expressed the greatest
satisfaction, and before leaving the
Legislative Assembly chamber sang the
doxology. ‘This gives every promise of
going at it in earnest, and no one can
doubt but that Provincial Governments
can do a great dea) beyond what they
are doing for the 'emperance cause,

If the Government of the Province of
Manitoba moves forward in dead earnest,
with the enthusiastic support of the
temperance people, results will follow
that will send gladness over the Domin.
ion, and give courage snd hope to the
sober citizens, and send saduess to the
traflic in intoxicants.

Then it will become apparent, too,
wherein other Provincial (Governments
are lagging behind. We can never
persuade ourselves that the Governient
of the Province of Outario is in dead
earnest for the promotion of temperance
ungl they are determined enough to
greatly curtail the liquor tratic by the
early closing of licensed places, or de.
termined enough to follow the lead of
the Government of Manitoba. The Pro.
vincial Governments of the Maritime
Provinces have the atrongest public
opinion on the temperance question to
rely on, and should move forward to the
full measure of their powet.

What shall we say of the Dowminion
Government? Is the Government at
Uttawa in earnest against the liquor
traffic? Here again we will not prapose
any extreme or unicasonable tests, If
the Dominion Government were in
earnest in its opposition to the liquor
traffic, that Government would allow no
liquor iuto the Klondike with its approval
or permission, would assure the country
that the law against the sale of liquorin
canteens at military camps would be
enforced, and not made a farce, and
would drive out the unlicensed sale of
liquor within the Parliament buildin?.
lfgk back over these three tests in
order,

We understand that thereis nolicense
for the sale of liquor at Parliament
buildings, and yet the Senate bar con.
tinues its unlicensed trade.

During last October and November
numerous presentations were made to
the Mimaster of Militia, notably one from
the Ottawa W.GT.U,, and from many
I'emperance orgamzations, Proviacial
and Dominion, and from responsible
journals in Kingston, London, and
‘Toronto, complainiug of the flagrant and
open violution of the law aguinst the sale
of liquor in canteens, especially citing
the London camp ot last May, and re-
spectiully aeking for investigation,

No investigation has been granted.

W.C.1.U. is his reply tdll, as far us we

know, namely, General Hutton says that
{tho law was enforced. That line of
| defence will not stand jor long.
i Now for the Klondike. The Yukon
' Distriot is absolutely and directly under
Government control, There can be no
shirking of direct power and responsi-
bility. ~ 'The death.dealing, disorder pro-
ducing, demoralizing liquor trafic in
these Canadian gold-fields lies wholly
and only on the shoulders of the Domin-
ion Joverniment. Wae feellike saying to
the Government at Ottuwa what was
said to the Government at Washington
concerning the liquor saloons being
opened in Manila while it is under mili.
tury coatrol, ** President McKinley, close
your saloons in Manila.”? ¢ Premier
Lawurier, drive out the liquor trafic from
the Yukon.” [t does seem to be hypoo-
risy for the United States to aim at
civilizing the Filipinos, and then to open
four hundred liquor saloons in Manila.
It does seem to be the weakestand most
lukewarin opposition to the liquor traflic
when it is given Government permit to
flourisk in the Klondike. Are the
Governments in earnest? If not, wili
the people be in earnest ?—Christian
Guardian,
