Tup strange and inconceivable propositi~r,

which our Saviour had just made in the synagogue,
the disputes and contradiction it had gencrally ex-

« ited among the crowd of his bearers, the_repeated
Jeclarations of Jesus, which instead of quicting

their minds and bringing them again o him, pro-
woked the murmurs even of many of his disciples :
the formal opposition of the Jatter, their defection,
their desertion, the more successful appeal made
to the twelve, theiropen and declared profession of}
taith, their persevering fidelity, all thess circum-
stances should give importance and celebrity to the
scenc at Capharnaum. Those who had peen pre-
sent atit, musthave long talked it over together,
and likenise bave related it tothose who were not
thure : the fugitive disciples particularly, to justify
their desertion and apparent ingratitude. It will
then bave made a noise in the world, as men were
often discoursing upon the extraordinary personage
who for more than {wo ycarshad been astonishing
Judea by the wisdom ofhis doctsines, by benefits
and prodigies without number. But it is above all
10 the minds of the apostles and the faithful disci-
ples that it must have Jeftthe most profourd im-
pressions.  Amongstthose who had left them, they
had to regret the 1oss of friends and companions,
with whom they had hitherto shared their assiduous
altentionto their graciousmaster.  Without doubt
3t cost them much at thattime o sec them no lon-
aer by their side - angd thisstriliing absence called
.ncessantly to their recollection the cause of their
unfortunate separation. This cause itself, so very
unexpected: so profoundly mysierious, must have
been fo theman inexhaustible source of reflection:
“f coniersation, and confidential communications
with one another. Whatthen ! we are one day
destined to receive truly and really his flesh to eat

If at this distance of]
time, and with the mere reading of it, we are still

quetly to tlis subject, and thatto the instructions
given in the synagogues,lie wonld baveadded otkers
to confirm them more and more in their faith, and
to recompense the confidence they had so  signally
displayed in his words. 1t would be unreasonable
to object to me the silence of the evangelists on this
subject ; we know very well that they have not re-
lated the thousandth partof what our Saviour Las
said. Even by St. John'saccount, if he had at-
tempted to write the whole, the world would not
have contained the books he must have compo-
sed. Atall events, itis most’ cértain that the ap-
ostles implicitly trusted to tbeir Master for the mo-
ment in which he would be pleased tofulfil his pro-
mise, and that they watitcd for the accomplishment
of it with aconfused mixture of sentiments of im-
patience, inquictude, love. and terror. A whole
year passed away inthis manner. But the time
(was nigh at hand, the ministry of Jesus Christ was
(drawing (o a contlusion ; and seon docs be an-
;nouncc to his disciples his nearapproaching death.
The shorter tme he bas to spend amongthem, the
more dees he testify to them hisaffietion : be toeats
