- use of the term “ retaliatory policy » is, in

our opinion,” very objectionable.
ed their fiseal policy without any refer-
ence to us, and we should be governed, in
determining on’ ours, on what is for our
own interest, and not for retaliation.
Mr. Mills complains, snd, we must admit,
not without. some appearance of justice,
that the opposition have no defined poli:
cy ; on the other hand, Sir John Mae-
donald expressly declared that at some
period of the sassion the policy of the op-
position would be defined. The late de-
bate has afforded but a slight clue to it,
although from the tone of the opposition
Jjournals we should infer that it is likely
to embrace duties on agricultuial pro-
duce and on coal, and probably on seve-
ral articles now in the free list. DMMr.
Mills, who was Chairman of the depres-
sion Committee, has always tlaken very
strong ground against. the sugar refiners,
maintaining that thie United States boun-
ty system affords no just ground for com-
plaint. 1t is, of course, pretended by the
United States refiners that the bounties
do not yield them more than the dutics
which they have paid,'but Mr. Mills ean
hardly be unaware that the bounty sys:
tem affords great facilities for fraud. The
imported sugars are classed for duty ac-
cording to celor, and there seems no
doubt that sugar of o very superior qual-
ity is artificially colored, and jadmitted at
duties so low that the bounty yields a
considerable profit. * Mr. Mills is so tho-
rough- a free trader. that we should not
deem it worth while to address any argu-

“ment to him that wotﬂd be at variance

with his principles. “We venture, how-
ever, to point out to him that a duty on
sugar ‘to countervail bounties given by
foreign governmeénts may be defended on

the ground that it is in defence of free:

trade and in opposxblon to a foreign policy
of‘ protection.” There was.a time, not long

They
tell me that they cannot see the justice of
taxing an article so much used in manu-
facluring and for domestic  purposes, and
they believe that such a duty would
work most injuriously, especially in the
two Provinces of Ontario and Quebec, 1
may add that I thoroughly coincide with
their views. Most of the mechanies [
have seen nre, owing to their great intelli-
gence and their influence among their fel-
low-worlomen, representative mechanies,
and, therelore, express the sentiments of
the large majority of the employees of
Montreal and its suburbs.”

“#This, letter expressed his own senti-
ments, and, also, he beliéved those of n
Inrge majority of the people of Montroal
and vieinity. He (Mr. Workman) believed
coal to be a raw material in the’ fullest
senso of the term, to almost every tradea-
man, manufacturer and householder in
the large division he represented. ~ This
wasg 1o new position for him to oceupy ;
several years apo. a similar duty was
imposed ;- he had oppased it strenuously,
and he referred to the compluints made
to him at that time by parties engaged in
the export trade. Many of these gentle-
men ‘were strong Couservatives and sup-
porters of hon. gentlemen opposite; he
wonld oppose a duty either on coal or
grain.”

We regret let Mr, \Vokafm did not
{ake this opportunity to state his views on
the tea and sugar questions, on which
there ean bo no doubt there is a strong
fecling in Montreal. On the whole, the
debate on Mr. Woods’ amendment has
been: less interesting - than might. have
been expected. - It was a sort of skifmish
preparatory to the great battle which will
assuredly follow, and which will, doubtless,
bring into gr eater prominence - the' issue

gram, will doubtless havea quicting effect
for some time to come, and hundreds of
thousands of dollaurs saved by close econ-
omy will go tofill the coffers of companies
whose ! cooked " statements show astate
of prosperity to-day.. _The Canadian peo-
ple, when once they have given their con-
fidence to an institution, are not easily
together
with the oxcellent reputation of most
American companics doing business in
Canada, accounts for the comparative se-

curity felt by policyholders in this coun-

try during the-lie insurance panic still
prevailing in D New York.

Of absolute confidence in life insurance
statements there is now very little in that
State, and the causes of the fuct are as
obvious as they are reasonable. Wreclkers,
as they are called, have doubitless contri-
buted to the spread of the mischief, as
will- be remembered by our Montreal
readers in the case of the anonymous ad-
vertisement published in our city contem-

poraries last fall respecting the position of -

the New York Life Tnsurance Company,
and which was ]u-;b]y refused insertion in
our columns at the time. But the parties
rightly responsible for the distrust that
exists are those whose clastic consciences
permitted  that tampering with sacred
trusts which a run of prosperity seemed

‘to warrant, and who felt secure, so long

as premiums came pouring in, that a day
of reckoning would scarcely arrive before

their individual ‘nests were comf‘or ably -

feathered.’

The hundreds of pollclea surrendu'ed

for their cash value or allowed to lapse
daily in New York at the present time
evidence the extent of the mistrust that
prevails ; and if poliecyliolders on the spot,
with the advantage of close and personal
knowledge of these concerns, their mana-
gers and their investmonts, declare their
want of confidence, is it surprising that
people in another country fail to diseri-
minate between companies, and conclude,
as many have done already, to sacrifice
what they have already paid rather than
run the risk of losing more? Canadians
have scen the collapse, one after another,
of companies whose statements had been
published for years in the reports of the
insurance commissioners of the difterent
States, and it is not to be wondered at
that they should come to the conclusion,
however unjust, that all is rotten at the
core. The goodly outside, so far, has con-
sisted in the aggregated statements.

Hitherto it has been generally supposed
that much benefit would result from
greater fullness of detail in annual reports;
latterly tho trouble has been that the
published statements of the companies, or
the majority of them, are so prepared by
insiders as to facilitate a concealment of
truth should the companies deem such
concealment desirable, so that at present,
and we fear for some tinie to come, it is
not: enough to say that the published
statements of this or that company are
satisfactory. T'he inquiry should reach
furtber: who guarantees that the pub-
lished figures ave  literally correct? is
there anything concealed? how far:has
the process of * cooking’’—of making
figures lie—been carried on, as in the case
of the collapsed concerns, whoalso showed
a goodly outside ?

Many of these companies, when. ques-
tioned on sore points, were wont to flaunt
their highly respectable officers and diree-
tors. - % Do you,sir, for o moment imagine
that Mr. Jefterson Brick would lend him-
self to such a transaction ?” Lack of con-
science is an old characteristic of corpor-
ate institutions. . We have seen that, as
officers and dircctors of insurance and
other corporations, highly respectable
members of society, members of religious
bodies, and ostentatious guardians of
charitable institutions, are not ashamed
of doing what in their private eapacily
would entail upon them everlasting dis- _
grace. Greater minuteness of detail in
annual -reports “would not remedy the
evil; it is undoubtedly essential, but con-
nected with it should. be the inevifable’
condition that there shall be ample gum'
antee of its accuracy.

Whore .there is smoke it is safe to con-
clude there must be fire.: We are con-
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vinced that it is Tor the interests of the

- country that an examination be made in-
to the condition of all American compan-
ies doing business in Canada, especially

. those hailing {rom New Youk, where the
greatest amount of rascality has been
carried on, That Canadians have begun
to feel security is required is evidenced
by the bill before Parlinment, by the
number of policies allowed to lapse lately,
by the figures . published in a. recent
number of this journal, giving the decrease
in the business of American companies
for 1876, and the increase in the business

. of British and Canadian companies as
compared with 1875, showing that the
latter are gaining that ground in public
confidence which the former are rapidly
losing.

We can assure the managers of any
American companies doing ‘business in
Canade. whose feelings have been lacer-
ated by our references to their late de-
parted friends the Continental, the Secu-
rity, &c., that we shall nob swerve from

. our duty to the public though they rend
- the welkin with their cry of ¥ blackmail.”
Our advertising pages show the publicity
sought therein by prominent New York
and other Insurance companics. We
liave yet to learn thatany person attached
to this journal in any capacity has visited
the office of any New York insurance
company doing business in Canada dur-
ing thelast four months—the period within
the time since the insurance panic begun
to develop itself in New York—and we
. are not likely to venture doing business
with them in the present state of affuirs.

- CUSTOMS LEGISLATION.

~Wehave received a copy of the Govern-
mant Bill to amend and consolidate the
<aels respecting the customs. We sincerely
‘hope that the new regulations will ensure
more relinble returns, particularly as to
exports; than we have hitherto had. There
can hardly be a doubt that a very con-
siderable quantity of produce is exported
from inland ports to the United States of
which - there is no return. The inland
porls are a great source of weakness in
our system, but we fear there is no remedy.

They-add materially to the percentage of
cost in collecting’ the revenue, and, of '

course, the same supervision that exists at
‘the larger ports cannot be sccured at the
“~small ‘ones. It-would be very deasirable
that there should be increased efficiency
in-the inspecting ‘branch of the service.
‘A vigilant: supervision over the entries

made at.the inland ports, would soon lead .

. ‘to the detection of. any organized system
~of fraud, such' as -has been supposed by
‘many-to hivé béen prictised.

there has been a great deal of exaggera-
tion as to the entries at the minor ports,
but regular inspection is much needed.
On the whole,the government bill contains
many improvements 'in matters of detail
and we presume that it will pass without
opposition.

THE DRY GOODS TRADE.

The dry goods trade of Montreal is o
subject on which thach could e said, and
a history of its rise and development
wounld, without doubt, prove of interest to
our readers, for it would lead us to refer
incidentally to matters affecting the rise
and progress of the whole Dominion. Mont-
real occupies the strong natural position
of the head of navigation for ocean going
vessels, and its advancement, therefore,
has kept pace” with the growth and
development of the country both east
and west of it We cammot within the
limits of a single article give anything like
a history of this important branch of our
trade, but propose merely to draw atten-
tion to its position and prospects at the
present day.

. Our statements are based on the im-
portations of last year, whicl, as we
have already shown in & f{ormer article,
fell far short ol the previous one, and
showed a still greater deerense on the
average of thelast five yenurs. It has been
a year of singular and exceptional de-
pression in all branches of trade.

Among all the jealousies of krade which;,
no doubt, so long as mankind remain
what they are, will continue to mar tha
harmony of this trade within owrselves,

Montreal has -certuinly wo  feeling of

jealousy at the sucecess or advancement

of this brancli in other cities and import-
ing centres of the Dominian.  Nuture has
made her the distributing point for the
imports and exports of the Dominion, and,
directly or indircectly, she must share in
the wealth and success of' the other
central points. So long as her merchants
continue to display, as lheretofore, their
wonted ability and enterprise, she can
have no cause to do otherwise than vejoice
at the succoss of her rivals. - 1t is there-
fore in mo. spirit of arrogance that we
desire to show the comparative volume of
the dry goods trade here as contrasted
with that of othey cities.

ation. - Now she has our markets thrown

open to her competlhon, and she is show-
ing herself both able and willing to take
advantage of it. . The over-erowding of her
markets by our importers a few years ago
was not altogether an unmixedevil. Ifour
merchants caused her bad debts, they also
saved her some losses by taking them on
themselves and allowing her to cscape.

Now thab we have become established
into one Dominion, and the cry for a # Na-
tional Policy " is re-echoed from all guar-
ters, it is of vast importance that each
branch of trade should become intimately
acquainted with the extent and nature of
the business done in each of its prinecipal
centres. - If asound‘b‘usiness beaimed at,
full information and reliable statistics of
the trade of each of the cities we have
mentioned " will become valuable to all.
With so many influential centres for trade,
the day has gone by w hen one city conld
confidently expect to be left in peacecable
possession and control of the trade of the
district immediately surrounding it, and
it is only by adaptation of our imports to
the special wants of ench section of the
country that any one can expect to con-
trol o trade and encroach upon territory
which naturally first secks its supplies
from its nearest trading sentre. Without
travel and the interchange of information
this cannot be éffected. And yet we con-
tend that such interchange of information
and mustual and extended competition is
the best for all. We see no reason why
Halifax should not, in the future, find an
outlet for her goods,whether manufactured
or imported, in' every town between there
and Sarnia; while London and ITamilton
may equally find ‘customers for their
specialties in our Province as well as in
and around St. John and Halifax. ~ This
bas, in some measure, been realized in
the ' past. through individual enterprise
nlone, and will be mdre so in the future.
Progress in this direction conld, however

we are convineed, be largely accelerated,
in the dry goods trade at least, by the
formation of a trade society whose business
it would be to collect and afford to each
of its members quarterly statcments of
the oxact quantities of each article im-
ported at these prineipal centres. This
would help prudent and careful merchants
to foresee and prevent the disastrous
effects of over importation in any onc
article and the consequent loss of profit
which is the inevitable effect. It could
also be made of use in the matter of In-
solvencies to supply the deficiencies
which must ever exist in any Insolvent
Act, however perfect, by exposing dis.
honest practices to all the trade who are
interested, and thus prevent the possibi-
lity of a dishonest insolvent obtaining
credit {rom that trade in any part of the
country. Government may do much, but
private enterprisec must do the rest.

One result of the inflation and over.
trading by which we have so rccently suf-
fered will, we think, be a further develop-
ment of the tendency of the dry goods
trade to divide itsell" into specialtics. Cet-
tain louses, for instance, will turn their
attention chiefly to the importation of
woollens and the conirolling of home
manufactures of such goods. Others will
make cotton goods their specialty. Others
will adopt other branches. IEach, aiming
for a share of the trade of the whole Domi-
nion, in its special line, will be enabled
to attain success by the large quantities
of one article it will thus be able to bid
for and control, and the consequent advan-
tages it can offer to purchasers. Our ex-
pectations in this respect are based on the
self-evident benefits such a system would
confer on both buyer and seller in lessen-
ing cost. It would also enable an import-
ing firm while still doing a large business
to ‘spread its risks more, and make it
casier for it ‘to restrain any temptation to
abuse of the supply account system;
while it would compel the retail dry goods
merchant to depend for his supplies on
no one house, but to maintain his credit
withi five or six houses, each trading in
different classes of dry goods, and make it
easicr for him to escape control and buy
his goods in the best market.

We commend those hints to the atten-
tion of the dry goods trade with some dif-
fidence, yet confident that at least some
of our readers, both among importers and
their customers, will find them worthy of
their serious consideration.

expenses, 814,017, leaving at credit of
profit and loss account a balance of $93,-
378. The position of the company’s
affairs has warranted the directors in writ
ing off in full the amount of ‘organization
expenses, $16,570, and declaring an eight
per cent. dividend, amounting to. £8,000,
leaving a balance of $68,808. Deducting
from this’ the sum of $29,776, the total
amount of all losses for. the year which
arenot yet due, not adjusted or not yet
claimed, - there still remains - $38,032, a
sum in excess of what would be required
to reinsure all the outstanding risks of
the comp:my to ‘tlie‘end of: the period
under review. A gratifying feature of the
report'is the ratio of the: entire charges
and expenses of the year to the amount
of- the gross premiums, being somewhat
less than fifteen per cent., or about seven-
. teen per cent. of the net ‘income.. The
shareholders of the company may be con-
gmtulnted on the success of theirinvest-
ments, a result due no less to. the activity
and zeal of the general management than
to'the care and vigilance of the Board of
Directors. : :

intend so doing until consistent with
safety. 'We will recur miore particularly
to the system inaugurated by this com-
pany, and in the,..m,enntime‘ 1‘ecommend
those interested to’examine the matter
for themselves, '

The worthy ‘editor of the- Insurance
Monitor, publishéd in New York, can-
not see the necessity of being indebted to
Canada for so small & matteras guarantee
company, and thinks they ought to be
able to establish one. themselves. "There
is'not a question of doubt that the re-.
mark made, that there are ¢ a great many
thousands "of 'people in this city, (New
York) alone who. gi_\ve personal bonds !’
is true i the fullest Particulars, but at the
same time it cannot be denied that many
of these thousands could. not, in’ the
face. of the recent.and frequent defalea-
tions, get a gunrantee bond from s com.
pany such as the Canada, Guarantee Com-
pany npon. any Jterms whatever. - As.n
proof of this assertion it is only necessiary

“to add, that in'every application madé in

the ' Cansda . Guarantee Company ' the

.applicant has to give minute details ns to

his present and former employers, the
causes of his leaving their employ, whether
married or single, (a very necessary ques.
tion, enabling the management of the com.

‘pany to determine whether the salary

given is adequate to remove temptation,)
and also references to three or four res-
ponsible parties, whose signatures to docy.
ments containing pertinent questions arg
deemed- almost the strongest safeguard
for the company, as they become to a cop-
tain extent pledged for the due fulfilment
of the terms of- the agreement by the
applicant, and’ consequently feel in duty
bound to exercise some surveillance over
him. - In ‘the case of personal bonds it is
too frequently the case that a quid pro
quo is given,  which necessitatos dis-
honesty to carry out effectually, and even
in cases,where they are given out of pure
friendship and a firm belief in the honesty
of the party, how many times has this con-
fidence been misplaced. As far as the
venture of the Guarantee Company itsclf
is concerned we content -ourselves ~with
saying they know their own business best,
but we feel that a timely word of caution
might not be inopportune.

Business matters ave in a very “mixed "
state in the United States Just now, ana
likely to be so for some time, and the
great question to be solved by the man.
agement is, wiil the small premium re-
ceived . counterbalance the ‘risk ? - As
Canadians we do not claim to be immacu-
late, but we do claim that there has been
much less flagrant dishonesty among the
class of people who use this means of
security in this Dominion, in proportion
to our population, than in the United
States, and would rather see the Canada
Guarantee Company still put some of the
great many - thousands under the dis.

The = “ Brotherhood of Locomotive
Engineers” have wholly failed in their
recent strike on the. Boston and’ Maine
railroad ; and, although it is not o little
mortifying to Conadians. to reflect on
their success here,- it is a subject of con-
gratulation that they have been defeated
in their own country., We are glad to
notice the complete failure of the attempt”
to.defeat Mr. Blake's bill, the chief object
of which was to provide. for the punish-
ment of ‘special - breaches - of contract,
such as those of locomotive engineers and
others. . A" fewv members of. the House,
notably Mr. Irving of Hamilton and . Mr.
quinsoh of: Toronto, avowed their. sym-
pathy w‘ibli‘ the strikers, and. the _conser-

At present
prices the holders would suffer a consider-
able loss, and we observe that the City
and Distriet Savings Bank has promptly

NEW. YORK LIFE INSURANCE CO'S.

The New York Times, in n leading article on
the subject of Life Insurauce Reform in its issue
of the 20th inst.,corroborates our reeent remnarks
as to the necessity of a stricter supervision in
the case of New York life companies. After
a few complimentary remarks ancut the bill
reported in the Albany legislature, it says:

“Perbaps the ' woist feature of the system
as it is, 18 the opportunity it affords for the
concealment of corrupt and extravagant man-
agement. The statements now furnished by the
companies, eluborate as they scem to be, after
all, conceal ‘the very facis which the public
desire 1o lenrn. “Lump sums" hide indefen-
sible expenditures, and the real cost of acquir-
ing and conducting business_only those behind
the scenes actually know. We “doubt the ex-
pediency of fixing by law the percentage which
a compnny shall allow to its agents, - But there
can be no doubt as to the propriety of -the de-
mand enjoined by the bill for a specific explana-
tion-of the commissions paid for the ncquisition’
of new business and for the collection of renewal
premiums. . At present, these distinet charges
are so mixed that the cost of carrying on old
business is unduly enhanced, while the extrava-
gant price paid for new business is artfully
concealed. The legal provision which will pre-
vent this managerial trick will be a great gain,
It is not necessary to prohibit excessive percent-
ages, Only letthe public_know, on the author-
ity of statements involving perjury if untrue,
what companies pay such percentages, and the
exposure will bring to a standstill those which
are thus compromised. = Equally salutary is'the
provision forbidding the payment of percent-
ages to the officers of companies in addition to
salaries.  Tlere is very little danger of the
snlaries falling below a remunerative ‘stand-
ard, while thereis a very serious danger in any
arrangement which makes the compensation of
officers contingent upon the gross amount of
The need of caution at every stage
is nowhere greater than in life insarance, und

the practice which intercsts officials in the

aequisition of business, without reference to its
results, should never have been tolerated. 1f
the bill before the Assembly went no further
than these points—if it simply exacted, by the
imposition of stern penalties, minute statements
of all forms of the ¢ mpanies’ expenditure, and .
forbade any paywent of -officers apart from
their salaries, whether in the shape of percent-
ages on business acquired or on disbursements
made, it'wonld be a wholesome bill; and one

The
change which it is proposed to introduce into
companijes whose direction is.in the hands: of
stoc{;holdcrs, is radical and sound. Nothing
could be more preposterous than the pretension
by which the proprictors of say n bundred thou-
sand dollars of cayital take to themselves the
sole right of administering millions belonging
to policy-holders. The eapital, in the first place
is of no value to the company. It is worthless
as a pledge of security, "Its owners reap enor-
mous_advantages. in considerntion of o risk
which is not even nominal. - Zhey choose officers,
manage investments, take the entire charge of a
very lucrative business which is carried on wilh
the policy-holders money. The policy-holders,
meanwhile, are helpless, " If they want informa-
tion they must plead humbly for it. It they think
investigation ‘desirable, they must entreat the
stock-holders to allow jt. The system is ns
absurd as it is mischievous. And the Assembly
Committee's bill provides the fouudation for
genuine reform by providing that in companijes
of this nature the policy.holders shall be here-
after entitled to equal participation in the man-
agement. No pretense of, “vested interests”
-is admissible as an argument against the change.
The true interests are those of the poliey-hald-
erg, and the Legislature owes to them a recog-
nition of their right to protect themselves, In
:the same direction is the power conceded to a
.given number of policy-holders to origiuate
investigation.. We have more faith in indepen-
.dent scrutiny than in the perfunctory labors of
the Insurance Department, and the Assembly
. Commiittee fall into a mistake, we think, when
.they leave the latter at the mercy of the Attor-
ney-General.  Late exposures have revealed the
folly of reliance upon the zeal of that function-
ary. .

The
total insurance in force dilfers but slightly
from that reported last year, viz.: 384,288,883,
about one-lalf -of which is In American com-
panies, and the other half divided between the
Biitish and Canadian companies, the latter
having $24,650,784. The income, as well as the
amount iusure(f, shows an increase in the cnse
of the local comparies, and & decrease in the
case of the British and American companies,
chicfly the lntter. This may be attributed partly
to the larger amount of death claims in the
older companies, parily to the completion of
payments on five and ten payment policies, and
1 the case of American companies to the almost
total disappearance of ‘the preminm hitherto
added to the gold income to bring it to an equal-
ity with the United States currency, in which
their statements are made. The nwmber of
Canadinn companies making returns remuins
the same as last year. The number of British
companies haz been increased by one, with two
or three changes to be noted. The new comer
is the “Briton,” an officc formed in London
about a year ago, for the purpose of collecting
the old premiums of the Briton Medical and
General, and using the valuable agency con-
nections of that Company in getting new busi-
ness for itself. The new company has deposited
350,000 at Ottaws, and commenced business in
Cuanada, appearing this year for the first time in
the returns. The Positive Government security
has ceased to transact new business in Canuda,
though it continues business in the old country.
An attempt was made,'a few months ago in
England, to throw it into chancery on account
of 11s inability to pay the five per cent, dividend
promised to its sLxu’ehoIQers, but the directors
successfully resisted the application.. In Can-
ada its- income has dwindled to a matier of
$1,974 for 187G, but not so its death claims,
‘which, instead of being about a quarter ot its
income, absorbed no less than $11,206 the past
year, I'he total amount paid for death c¢laims

MONTREAL GENERAL MARKETS.
