He received the contrant for supplying books
to the night schools last year and was believed to have made a
very good thing of it ; but he bas made the mistake of launching
out into outside ventures, and has evidently spread himself too
much. The liabilities will reach $8,000.

J. W. RIeiARDS, who occupied one of the stores under the St.
Lawrence Hall as a!haberdasher, has assigned with liabili-
ties of $4,500. He was formerly associated with bis father in
the tailoring business, but last winter bought out the insolvent
stock of Huot & Frere who.had previously occupied the same
store and found it unremunerative. He was assisted in the pur-
chase by bis suppliers, and bis capital was advanced to him by
bis father. Like bis-predecessors he found that the rent and ex-
penses swallowed up every atom of profit and therefore has wise-
ly stepped down and out. His principal liabilities are $2,740 tO
the wholesale bouse who controlled bis account and $1,000 to
his father.

Ross, FoRnRc & Co, wholesale dry goods merchantsi of this
ity, have suspended payment and are preparing a statement of
heir affaira for their creditors. This step bas already been
horoughly discounted by the trade as the bouse is known ta

have been in difliculties for some montha past, and their present
uspension has been long since Ioreshadowed in these columns.

This firm was one of the two formed at the dissolution of the fir m
of Beall Ross & Co., and consisted of Robt. Ross, one of the part-
ners in the old firm, W. E. Gillen, an employe of Beall Ross & Co.,
and W. Forster, for sixteen years a traveller for John Mac-.
donald & Co. Their principal capital is understood to have been
itoss's interest in the old firm which was represented by notes
for $13,000 from Gillespie, Roach & Co., the other new firm
formnied, whose subsequent difficulties we have already recorded.
It was also understood that Forster was to invest $10,000 in the
firm, and Gillen about $3,000; but the house was looked upon
as weak fron its start in April 1889, its capital beinginadequate
for the transaction of a wholesale business in competition with
larger and more powerful houses. Losses by the failure of R.
McNabb & Co., and Gillespie, Roach & Co., did not tend to im-
provetheir position. and for some-time past their affaire have
been the subject of comment in the trade.

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TORONTO FINANCES.
A lively discussion has been raised in Toronto over

the debt of the city and its financial affairs generally.
It is much to be regretted that so much passionate
invective has been imported- into this debate as those
who are anxious to acquire an exact knowledge of the
facts are compelled to suspect the presence of colour-
ing and unfairness in statements that are presented
along with vehement personalities. For several years
past there has been a rapid increase in the population
and area of Toronto. It has been spreading out its
tentacles like an octopus and taking into its embrace
whole municipalities that lay on its borders. These
suburban villages occupied very large acreages in pro.
portion to population, they had each been run on the
village scale of extreme economy, they were unpro-
vided with water, drainage and other city necessities.
When then these places came into the city there was
large expenditures incurred in bringing their roads,
sidewalks, fire-halls, water service, lighting, police,
etc., up to the city standard. These advantages being
conferred the natural attractiveness of suburban lots
for residences started a "boom'" in such property and
the boom was effective in developing not only the
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values of suburban lands but the civic expenditures
vhich were required to fit them for residential uses.
-lence any visitor to Toronto may notice whole dis-

tricts where population is scanty, provided with asp.
halt and block-paved roads, electrio lighting, sewers
and other costly conveniences. It is our conviction
that under proper regulations such provisions as roads,
sidewalks, drainage, water, plant for lighting ought to
precede or at least keep somewhat ahead of population.

The municipal law in many places, and usage in
others, prepares the vay for settlement and does not
permit a population to occupy lands in or contiguous
to a city without due provision being made for sani-
tary and personal protection. The discussion in To-
ronto over its debt seems to us to havèe gone on under
such very marked excitement as to have caused this
factor to be overlooked, that for some four or five
years at least the city has been going beyond the needs
of the day and providing eostly works for anticipated
enlargement of population. To condemn such a policy
on principle is to display inexperience fatal to the
judgment, for no folly can be worse than for a growing
community to adopt works that will last for a gener-
ation to meet merely the needs of to-day. An enor-
mous sum is wasted yearly in our cities and towns by
lack of foresight, in remodelling, enlarging, and re-
constructing permanent works. It is then impossible
to judge how far the future will justify the policy
adopted in Toronto, but this is certain, that the influx
of population wherever city conveniences have been
supplied, bas been remarkable. A city with a posi.
tion as the capital of a wealthy Province, a great in-
dustrial centre, a much favored residential resort,
must not expect to eat the omelette of development
without breaking some eggs in the wYay of taxation.
The increment in value of lots in Toronto in a few
years has overtopped taxation enormously. Still we
adviso caution, the process is not perpetual motion and
land values there seem to have reached a limit they
will probably retain for soine time.

A statement issued by the treasurer of Toronto and
certified by the city auditors is too full of detail for
our columne. It is fairly summarized as follows (cents
omitted):

So that the debt, as stated by the treasurer, amounts

to 9.34 per cent of the assessable value of real estate. It
is contended that the item of 8817,581 is not fairly
chargeable as a " Debt" item because the outlay made
to that extent was for works which return a revenue
equal to the interest charges thereon. If that is allow-
ed then the debt of Toronto is 8.70 per cent of its assess-
able property. . It is contended further that the city
owns property te .he extent cf 812,000,000. This gives
another complexion to the debt, for although the re-
venue from this property is sniall, owing to its having
been leased years ago when values were very lo-w, still
the asset is sound and will gradually increase not only
in value but in its yield so as to oset lrgely the charges
for debenture interest. We notice in an official statement
that the income assessed in Toronto is 65,526,7;i9 which
amounts to about $30 per head on its estimated popul-
ation. That seems a very bare living for the citizens I
But the incomes assdssabre are restricted in the main
to earned ones. Personal property taxed this year is $9,-
846,676, the total sum taxed in Toronto being 6147,-
775,848, about $8.20 per head. - It is quite likely that
the rapid growth of the city in the last few years has
led to some expenditures that are premature, and it
would be very- remarkable indeed if all its outlays
have been made with economy and wisdom. It seems
to us that the very geography of Toronto has been res-
ponsible for needless spreading out of its population
and a consequent call for civic works that are ahead
of time: But surely a city that owns real estate witbin
the very heart of its industrial and mercantile area
which at a moderate estimate is worth fully 90 per
cent of its indebtedness, is in a highly favorable and
sound financial position. At the sane time the ten-
dency to anticipate continuous development of popul-
ation and prosperity needs to be restrained by the
utmost prudence, as it is quite possible for a city to
provide for guests who do not come and so to have the
cost of the feast wasted. We trust that there is a very
remote likelihood of such a d isappointment overtaking
Toronto.

THE. RETAIL LIQUOR BUSINESS.

The retail liquor business is one in which the pro-
fits realized are so large in proportion to the apparent
outlay, and so certain in their character, that to the
ordinary merchant, accustomed to working on the
narrowest of margins, and exposed .to the fiercest- of
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competition, it looks as if those engaged in it were cer-
tain to achieve success. And yet, so far as this city is
concerned, this impression is by no means correct. In
the country, it is true, the percentage of failures among
those retailing liquorby the glass is only one per cent,
but in Montreal, owing to causes which we will endea-
vour to explain, lhe percentage of assignments among
saloon-keepers has been fully 20 per cent, in spite of
the advantages they secure in the way of profit, and
the fact that, while they receive in mõet cases prompt
cash for everything they sell, they can obtain from
four to six months credit on all the goods they need te

prosecute their business.
The average saloon-keeper (outside of those pala-

tial establishments which cater only te the highest
class of trade) pays from 30 to 44 cents per gallon for
his beer. As he nakes a gallon of beer cover about24
glasses, on the average, it will be seen that the glass of
beer ho retails for 5 cents cash costs him from 14 to a
little under 2 cents only. It is the same way with bis
liquors. Ordinary rye whiskey costs him $1.70 per
gall, n. There are about 85 glasses in the gallon and
if ho selle it for five cents per glass it nets him $4.25,
while il, as in many instances, ho is able to procure 10
cents from bis customers, each gallon will bring him
in $6.90 clear profit. In the case of the other spirits
the saloon-keeper usually buys in bulk, although the
consumer sces them only in the bottle. He does se
because ho thus saves the duty on the bottles and
cases, as weil as the diff'erence in freight due to the
cask containing greater strength of spirit in a smaller
bilk. In this case he can buy Scotch whiskey from 10
te 11 per cent over proof for $3.50 per gallon, gin for
$2.50, and brandy for $4. All these he will reduce
about 20 per cent and thus lower the price one-fifth,
and yet ho is able te sel] the product on an average for
$8.50 per gallon over the counter. An ordinary sherry
or port he can secure for about 63 per gallon, and this
also he retails at frônm $8.50 te $9. On champagne he
nets $1 per bottle, and on his cigars he usually exacts
100 per cent profit.

H1ow then is it that he does net always succeed ?
Trlhere are various answers to be given to this question
but the one that will cover most instances of faiture is
that while the young beginner in the saloon tradefully
realizes the extent of his profits lie does not always
bear in iind the extent of his expenditure, or take
cire to stop the numerous petty leaks whieh will in
time drain the resources of even the most profitable
business. As a rale he is net a, businese man. If he
were, he would not se often buy goods on credit which
he could just as easily pay cash for, and thus save dis-
coiut and interest. When he gives a note lie rarely
takes the trouble te protect it, and his account with his
supplier is usually ai runninag one in which he ellom
knows howl he stands. As a consequence ho often pur-
chases much more leavily than he needs, especially of
lines of cased goods upon which bis margin is only a
comuparatively smail one. Added to this he is corn-

pellecd to pay higher prices for ail services rendered
thau auny other muan of his class. For lawyers, doc-
tors services, etc., le always pays top figures. le is
usually a muain very good to his famuily and grudges
thei nothing that he con give them. In addition to
this his business throws him necessarily into contact
with an extravaguat class of mon, and a spirit of
emulation leads iimi into expenditures greater than
even the large profits of his business can stand. He
bears the reputation of always endeavoring te meet ail

bis engagements, but, having no means of financing,
any pressing need causes him to lose beart, and he
often succumbs to an emergency which in any other
trade could be easily tided over.

We do net bore speak of the invisible drains upon
bis exchequer; but it is an open secret that*he is com-
pelled to pay a regular black-mail to a number of
petty authorities of various kinds who possess the
power of makingthings uncomfortable for him or of
assisting him in the yearly struggle for his license. It
must be remembered that he is looked upon on all
bands as fair prey. The state deprives him of the
power of collecting from bis debtors, while it aids all
bis creditors to collect from him. If his custom ers can
get ahead of him they will do so without remorse. He
must subscribe liberally to all kinds of political and
benevolent schemes in which they are interested, under
pain of losing whatever trade they can influence. In
fact he is looked upon as a man engaged in a profitable
trade who can be freely bled upon any emergency of a
portion of his plethorie surplus, when in reality ho
may be engaged in a struggle to keep the wolf from
the door. That the saloon business is one of the most
profitable of all branches of trade must be admitted,
but we must also bear in mind that its unseen expendi-
tures are on an equally large scale, and that one-fifth
oqfthose who engage in it find it unremunerative in
this city.

PRIVATE IMPORTERS.
A correspondent whose position on a line of railway

gives him specially large opportunities of noticing the
movements of freight, informe us that there is going
on a considerable increase of private importations.
There will always bo more or less evasion of customs
duties by travellers returning from Europe. There is
a wide and generous interpretation put upon the clause
of the Customs Act under which personal effects are
admitted free.

But these importations are not what are alluded to
by our informant, but those which come into the coun-
try and pay duties. We are convinced that to what-
ever extent a private person imports into Canada
European goods purchased wholesale in a foreign mar-
ket, ho is practically evading the Customs Act, and i8
doing a wrong to the Canadian retailers. It is the
manifest intention of.the custome importe to put the
native producer in a position to compete favorably
with outsiders. The spirit of the lawr is, that those
who bear the burthen of our local governinents, who
pay all kinds of municipal taxes and contribute to all
manner of local charities, shall have an opportunity
to make a fair living in the country ivherein they re-
side. That private buyers should use their capital
when on a sum mer excursion in Europe in purchasing
a whole year's supply of domestic goods so that they
can place these in their bouses at less prices than a
wholesale merchant could afford to sel them at in
their own town or city was certainly not contemplated
by those who framed and passed the Custoins Acte.
The local wholesaler and retailer imnports in the hope
of selling to a large number of customers. He takes
risks of losses by storage, fire, long credits, bad debts,
for these risks he muet be repaid or bankruptcy n ill
ensue. Now, a private importer runs no such risks
lience he can put down in bis store-room a large sup-
ply of goods at literally less cost than a wholesale
merchant eau store such goods in is warehouse. Thus
a real discrimination is made by the Customs to the
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injury of the Canadian wholesaler and retailer when
a private person is allowed to pass a wholesale supply
of goods at the same tariff charges as those imposed
upon the merchants.

Some details given us by our correspondent would
much surprise our merchants as to the enormous ex-
tent to which this business of private importation is
being carried. Indeed we are satisfied that there is
evidence of a combination of private buyers existing,
as the freight for one private dwelling in this city, if
the contents corresponded with invoices, was far be-
yond the requirements of the'consignee. We say "if
the contents corresponded with the invoice," because
the private importer bas in this ae serious advantage
overa merchant. Wé allknow how jealously watchful
the Customs officers are over mercantile imports ; there
is or has been-incessant irritation caused by the sus-
picions and safeguards of customs officers and regula-
tions. But for private importers the passage through,
until a permit is reached and goods free from bond, is a
very easy path. If no smuggling occurs by the private
importer it is not for lack of ample opportunities, and
if no falsified invoices are used it is not because the
temptation and the chances are absent.

We admit that there would be some difficulty in
correcting this evil and protecting our wholesale and
retail merchants against a practice which.does them a
grave wrong. But it is not impracticableto place the
private importer in a class apart and to subject his im-
ports to a special tariff; and that such a discrimin;ation
would be just we affirm without hesitation. That the
supplying of the donïestie store-roomas and wardrobe
closets wholmeale by European purchases which enter
Canada free is highly objectionable and most unfair to
our tradespeople, is obvious. The principle upon
which our protective system, the N.P., as it is terEely
styled, is based, is directly antagonised and subverted
by the system of placing the English wholesäler -at a
decided advantage as a competitor with our retailers.
We submit with confidence that our merchants upon
whom fall all our local taxes and social charges ought
not to be deprived of a branch of businessa to which
they have a legitimate claim by giving any private
consumer in Canada power to import goods at
such rates as the local merchants could not stQje them
without loss. That travellers' baggage would bear
closer searching and- stricter regulations is the judg-
ment of many observers. The methods at certain
landing places before Montreal is reached are unworthy
of the men who employ them.

CANADIAN EGGS.
At this eeason of the year there is always a con-

siderable diminution in the receipts and the local
demand absorbs the bulk of the supplies at good
prices. This is the case at present, and fresh gathered
are worth 21c to 2 2c.

So far as the British markets are concerned, the
de-mand is largest fron September to March, and this
is somijewhat unfortunate, as the weather checks the
production here probably more than in any other
country at that time. Still a fair trade, taking the
year through, seems possibIe,,even if profits are not
large. The Minister of Finance has earned the thanks
of the trade by carefully following up the export ques-
tion. His enquiries have extended te the steamship
lines, prices in England and methods of packing and
shipment An expert has been sent to England to
examine into the poultry trade in all its branches.

His investigations will covei the best markets for dis-
tribution, the best seasons for shipment, the birds and
eggs best suited to the market, the condition in which
they should be placed upon the market, the modës of
packing and dressing, methods of the trade as regards
consignments, and conditions of sea carriage. This
agent will report about the first of December, and the
result will be at once published for the informationi of
shippers for the December trade.

An encouraging feature is the receipt of letters at
Ottawa from English traders asking to be placed in
communication with Cainadian exporters of poultry
and eggs. When they become known abroad Cana-
dian eggs are likely'to fully sustain the reputation of
our other exports, as all parts of the country produce
a superior article. A trader in Charlottetown, P.E.I.,
recently wrote to the Department of Agriculture stat-
ing that he had had several boxes of eggs weighed
and they averaged two and a half pounds a score, and
with little selection in packing they would weigh two
and three-quarter pounds. Eggs weighing two and a
quarter pounds rank well in the British market. Re.
cent enquiries appear to show that the English market
can take all the eggs Canada can send. The demand
there is always on the increase, and although the sup-
plies from France, ftaly and Austria have also steadily
grown of late, prices have not fallen, but, on the con-
trary, the tendency is still -upward. Sir James
Hudson, the senior partner in HudPon Bros, the
largest firm of the kind in London, recently told the
correspondent of the Globe that the average price he
bas paid for eggs of the finest quality from September
to March is 11s per 120, but during the summer months
prices decline to Ss 9d per 120. Russia is now en-
deavoring to develop ber poultry and egg trade with
Britain. Jubal Webb, a recognized expert on matters
relating to dairy produce, recently wrote: "Canada,
if she starts the business at this season of the year, and
before Russia bas got ahead of ber, will-have a level
road b9ef re her. If she delays matters till sav next
spring and summer, she will have a steep grade to
pull up." English experts urge the use of only abso-
lutely dry wheat straw for packing, and think that
with care our eggs can go into domestie consumption
instead of being put to manufacturing purposes, as
was at first anticipated.

The trial shipments of eggs to London from this
country were found to be of capital quality, admirably
packed and in as good condition as many consign-
ments of Normandy goods. The top price for the
finest eggs on offer was 11s and 1Is 8d, and no great
difficulty was experienced in placing a portion at the
very fair figure of ls per 120. The suminer trade
presents the most difficult problem. From April to
August the hot weather and the distance will be
against us, although this may be obviated to some
extent by great care as to freshness before shipment
and good arrangements as to cold storage. In
addition there is the possibility that the lower prices
then prevailing will leave but a narroiv margin- of
profit for either the producer or the shipper. The
report of the goveniment expert may allay some of
the fears expressed as to summer shipments.

THE CENSORSHI[P OF THE WIRI$S.-...
The absolute, freedom of the press has of late years

been considered one of the principal palladia of
Anglo Saxon liberty, and although in this province
its power for good has unfortunately been hampered

Ï-li
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by an unduly restrictive libel law, any interference
with freedom of speech would be so immediately re-
sented, that the spectacle of a gagged press, such as is
common in many European countries, would be out of
the question in this Dominion.

But, unfortunately, while we can thus rely thorougbly
upon the freedom of editorial utterances, it is far other-
wise with our telegraphic news. Possibly those of our
readers who look with horror on the deliberate "black-
ing out" of news displeasing to the administration by
the iussian censors, and flatter themselves that such
an example of official tyranny is impossible under the
British flag, are not aware that nearly every item of
telegraphic news printed in their'favorite paper passes
under a censorship as strict and inexorable as that en-
forced hy the officers of the Czar. All oui European
news come's to us through American sources, and con-
sists only of such as is deemed to be pleasing to the
dominant party of that great people by the official
who collects it. Such a thing as telling the absolute
truth is considered out of the question. The news is
nanipulated, suppressed, or exaggerated to suit the

views of the powers that be, and the consequence is
that our supposed European news is simply a collec-
tion of garbled and distorted facts twisted to flatter the
vanity and exaggerate the importance of the American
reader for whom in the first place it is destined.

If we talce our domestic news we find the condition
of affairs very little improved. It is an open secret
that certain railways operate and control lines of tele-
graph over which all our news from the more distant
portions of the Dominion necessarily cornes, and that
a more or less-stringent supervision is exercised over
all dispatches coning over the line. Naturally nothing
is allowed to reach the Eastern reader that vill in any
way injure or diminish the in terests of the dominant
railroad. Everything is always couleur de rose in the

compatyls territory. The farmers always have enor-
mous crops for the railroad to haul, and never for one
mnonoît object to the rates they are called upon to pay.

Everything that redounds to the credit of the railroad,
or is calculated to bolster up its stock, is flasied all

over the world ; but should an accident happen on the
line, or the farimers awake to the fact that the paternal
rule of the rond is not as advantageous to their own
interests as they have been called upon to believe, the
wires are religiously dunb, and ivhat information is
available oit the subject is solely that derived from
travellers upon the rond whose mouths the company
have found it impossible to stol).

This quiet, but none the less effective, censorship
of news is really one of the trade evils of the present

day. To those who are not in a position to derive
their knowledge of current events froin reliable sources
such as froin travellers returning from the sections in

question, or froi other independent sources of enquiry,
theso garbled telegramus are certain to form a source of

error. A ppearing as they do in our leading journals
tLhey naturally obtain a fur larger share of credence
than they really deserve. The maxii that a half-
truth is far more dangerous -than a direct lie applies
to them with unusual force; for the mere fact of their
perual nust warp the judgment of those who have
no other means of arriving at the truth than is fur-
nishod theni froi this source. This is one of the prin-

cipal reasons why the horizon of the average reader is
not a wider one. His vieiv of the general situation is
naturally narrowed by the constant absorption of in-
formation bearing only one complexion, until at last

ie insensibly drifts into the same way of thinking with
hose who thus quietly would bis opinion. As a con.
equence this censorship of the wires is a direct evil
o the country, for it acts in so insidious a forai as to

deceive the natural common-sense of the public while
at the sane time it warps tbeir judgment until it co-
ncides with the views of those whose interests the

censors are instructed to uphold.

BAXTER AND THE CENTRAL BANK
LIQUIDATORS.

In our issue of the 31st ult., we felt called upon in
the public interest to make certain ,comments on the
above celebrated case. A few days after we received
the following letter:-

When matters are in
litigation it is not expedient for us to furnish the press with the
particulars of our cases, besides we are officers of the court and
not our own masters and have no right to make public disclo.
sures. The article in question is so libellous and so calculated
to impede us in our official duties and to injure us personally
that I must repeat my former letter on the subject.

Before commenting on this correspondence or the
facts to which it relates, it would be well to observe that
no charge, libellous or otherwise, was made against
the Liquidators of the Central Bank in the article
which appeared on the 31st October. That article was
simply a statement of facts, supported by quotations
from the correspondence that had passed between the
solicitors of the Liquidators and Mr. Baxter. The
principal fact stated in the article was, " that the liqui-
"dators have never made the first move towards filing
"vouchersor proving!their claim. Mr. Baxter natur,,
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" ally holds that it is unfair that he should be prevented
" from suing them in their own courts. If they have
" any real claim, he argues, why do they not present it
"and sue for it in this Province? The law is quite
"clear on this point. Why do they decline to sue any-
"where but in Ontario? The only inference that can
" be drawn is that the claim is an untenable one, and
" that the liquidators are simply wasting the bank's,
"and the shareholders' money in prosecuting it fur-
"ther.".

We submit, with all due deference to the liquida-
tors, that there is in this nothing "libellous," nothing
C calculated to impede " them in their " official duties,"
or " injure " them " personally." . Such an idea never
entered into our consideration when we undertook to
discharge a duty to the public, in the interest of the
public, a duty, moreover, precisely of that sort which,
however disagreeable, cannot be neglected by a journal
like this without forfeiting the confidence of the pub-
lic who confide in its honesty and candour.

Taking this, as we believe, the correct view of our
position, we may witbout casting reflections on any
of the parties concerned, observe that Mr. Lye's quali-
fied allegation-" A s very nearly the whole of the state-
monts in that article are absolutely untrue,"-we are
only too anxious to withdraw those which he can show
to be false. It is obviously impossible for us to com.
ply with his demand for a withdrawal and an apology
so long as his indefinite 'nearly the whole " romains.
There are no " various libels," that we can discover,
in the article, nor any libel. Apology where no wrong
was done or intended, is, therefore, out of the question.
However, these columns are open to Mr. Lye to set us
right at any time wbere ho considers us wrong. This
is made quite clear in Mr. Foley's letter.

Concerning Mr. Lye's second letter, we can well
believe that " when matters are in litigation it is not
expedient for the liquidators to furnish the press with
particulars of their cases." That is a question which
they are permitted to judge for themselves, but it does
not furnish a valid excuse for their action as viewed
by others. What may ho expedient to them, may not
be expedient to those whose property is involved or to
the public interested in the wise management of an
important trust. As for the liquidators being " officers
of the court, not tbeir own masters and having no right
to make public disclosures," we can only say that thoir
position is no excuse in law or equity for secrecy nor
for the withholding of information which Mr. Baxter
and the public have a right to receive. All the pro-
ceedings of the court are public, and if there be any
facts which the liquidators feel that they should not dis-
close, thon Mr. Lye himself bas cast an aspersion on
them which would be libellous if stated by the press.
The question may, therefore, bo asked with perfect
propriety,-What are the "disclosures" which, as
oflicers of the court, the liquidators have no right to
make? * Perhaps, if we were enlightened on this point,
ail mystery as to the manner of their procedure would
vanlish. Thus it appears that Mr. Lye by his own lot-
ter croates a. suspicion which we neither enter-
tained por expressed in the article to which he
lias taken exception. Mr. Lye will therefere see that
he has not mended matters; that ho has, in fact, by
hisown words, made it impossible for us to change
Our attitude till ho has, furnished a bill of particulars
of the alleged untruthfulness of our statement of
facts.

INDUSTRY.
The weak tone which has been apparent in Can-

adian cil for some time past has given place to a
steadier feeling and the crude market has successfully
resisted ail efforts to break prices. Buyers are now
laying in their winter supplies and the demand is
consequently much larger than it has been of late.

The average price for crude in the west is $1.29 per
brl. or to le more exact, Petrolia crude is quoted at
$1.281 and Oil Springs crude at $1.30à per brl. The
refined price for large lots is 13ic in bris. and in the
Montreal market 15îc. There is no surplus of crudé
oil, stocks are decreasing rapidly, and, says the Petro-
lia Advertiser, if the drill does not do something soon,
for the benelit of ail concerned, the permanent price
of crudeis assured. Actual sales show no advance in
prices but producers are said to be closing their grip
on the market and a rise may come at any time. The
refiners are actively employed; each refinery is run-
ning to its full capacity and the best brands are find-
ing, an unprecedented demand. The new refining
works of the Premier ail company will soon ho in full
blast. Six of the eight large stills were last week pour-
ing out a beautiful water-white oil, which for both
color and odor promises to take its place as a pure,
odorless and brilliantilluminating oil. The first ship-
ment reached Montreal a few days ago and the leading
brand bears the government inspectors' stamp of 785
gravity. . The company lias had a number of fine tank
cars built and expects to compote successfully with
the American ail, still largely imported into Canada.
The capacity of this new addition to Petrolia's indus-
try is five thousand barrels of crude per week.

Although there have been discoveries of ail in other
parts, the Canadian petroleum industry is still 'chiefly
centered at Petrolia. Here within a small region are
some 3,500 wells and the production yearly must ex-
ceed 800,000 barrels. The stocks of ail are stored in
underground tanks, sunk in the clay, walled up and
tightly covered, the usual size being 60 feet deep by 40
feet wide and holding about 8,000 barrels each. They
form such safe storage that no losses, even by fire,
have occurred for many years. The capital invested
cannot be less than two and a half millions of dollars.
The wells.are all pumping wells, of an average depth
of 490 feet from the surface, the era of flowing wells
being past. Smaller wells are usually pumped in
groups, one engine pumping several wells.

Canadian ail differs somewhat in its character a'nd
composition froin the American article, as it contains
more lubricating and less burning oil than its Aneri-
can rival, and consequently, owing to the improve-
ments effected in our refineries and the natural charac-
ter of the crude petroleum, no country turne out safer
oil than this for illuminating purposes, lamp explo-
sions occurring but rarely, and being usually traced
to the use of other than Canadian cil. In addition ta
numerous kinds of illuminating oil Canada produces
compound lubricating ails from the finest spindle oil
for use on the lightest sewing machine, to the heaviest
cylinder cil for the most powerful machinery, and fit
for any climate, and also a great variety of the so-
called black oils, for railroad journals, saw mills, etc.
Amongst others may le noticed the greenish ail now
so extensively used in th~e manufacture of gas, paint
oils, and the neutral " bloomless " cil, which is'largély
used as an.adulterant for high-class expensive ails. A
useful article obtained from potroleum is paraffin war,
which is used for an almost endless variety of purposes,

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from the softer sorts used by confectioners in the manu-
facture of candy to the hardest varieties demanded by
the candle maker or the chemist.

A few years ago there was a serious discussion on
the prospective exhaustion of the Pennsylvania oil
fields. And in truth, the drain upon the wells has
been great. In addition to the universal demand
throughout the United States for petroleum for illumi-
nating and.heating purposes, and the immense export
trade to foreign countries the past few years have seen
the oil, cither crude or relined, subjected by chemists
to a thousand new uses. Not only does it yield ails of
various kinds and paraffine and aniline dyes, but it has
been introduced into inedicines, cosmetics, and con-
fections. So the cry went up, not unnaturally, that the
supply was failing and would before long give out al-
together. This seemed the more reasonable when ac-
count was taken of the many wells already run dry ;
the towns reduced to ruin thereby; and the increasing
use of torpedoes and other artificial means for stimu-
lating the failing flow of wells. . A tour through the
various oil districts of the State shows now that there
is littie cause for anxiety. The world is not in immi-
nent peril of being plunged into darkness because of
the exhaustion of the petroleun supply. Drills are
sinking new wells everywhere. Pumps are at work on
every hand. The storage capacity of pipe-line tanks
is being increased 100,000 barrels a day. A year ago
Bradford was producingevery day thousands of bar-
rels more than all the world could use up -over 80,000
barrels-had 16,000,000 barrele in tank, and, for lack
of storage-room, 10,000 barrels a day were running to
waste, Nothing increases the value of land so.quickly
as a petroleum " strike," and in the history of the
United States, it has been nothing unusual for farm
lands valued at 68 to $10 per acre te bound up in price
te $200 and $400 per acre, and even more. The ship-

TIE IISTORY OF A BANKRUPTCY,
1Harris Levi, general storekeeper, first of St. Hyacinthe and

iater of St. Stephens, N. B., had evidently a thorough appre.
ciation of the market value of a good naine, if we may judge
froi the way in which lie used bis past record te "work" bis later
creditors. le had been in business for some -twenty years
whon he pitced bis tent in St. Ilyacinthe and 'sent bis son,
Reubon Lovi, te study for a doctor at Mc3ill College. But in
St, Hyacinthe ho did not prosper. Hie creed, perhaps, militated
against him in that orthodox French.Canadian city, and he
struggled in vain against what seeined te be really a boycott
against hini and bis wares. In bis extremity he applied to his

creditors for an extension of time, which in view of bis previous
excellent record was readily granted, and alse notified themn
that he was about to shake the dust of St. Hyacinthe off the
soles of his sandals and betake himself te the Lower Provinces,
where the anti-Semitic feeling is less publicly manifest. In the
meantime bis son, Reuben, had proceeded te New York where
he succeeded in effectiug the cure of a wealthy New York lady,
Mrs. Pritchard, from a dangerous malady. In ber gratitude she
made overtures te adopt him as ber son, and as young Reuben
was quite astute enough te recognise how great an assistance it
would be to him in bis future career te be the scion of a wealthy
American family rather than a struggling young Jewish doctor, he
speedily blossomed out as Dr. R. L. Pritchard of 75 West 45th
Street, New York. But while the son was thus getting on in
the world, the father was steadily going down. The people of
St. Stephens, N. B., in whose midst Harris Levi bad pitcbed bis
tabernacle, did not greet him with effusion. No fatted calf was
sacrificed on his behoof. In fact they looked askance at bis
stock of I clodings " and Harris commenced te go behind. In
his extremity he naturally thought of bis dutiful son. He exe.
cuted a bill of sale in favor of his first.born, covering all bis
assete, and thon folded his tent like the Arab and sought fresh
fields and pastures new under the benign protection of the bird
of freedom. His creditors, however, felt hurt at bis departure,
with liabilities cf $20,000, sud assets of-nothing. They said un-
kind things of Harris Levi. They said he was the kind f- man
who brought his creed and country into discredit Furthermore
they contested the right of Dr. Reuben Levi Pritchard te the
goods they had furnisbed, and they got an injunction out upon
the stock and put it into the sheriñ's hands. Then they pro-
ceeded te make things uncomfortable for the old gentleman.
They sent a lawyer down te New York, who took expert advice
there, and informed them that they could put sait on bis
Hebraie tait. And they have proceeded te do se. A guarantge
fund of $2,200 has been formed and their claims have been
transferred te a New York practitioner who thinks that in a
very short time Harris Levi will be practically enjoying the
hospitality of Uncle San, and that bis son will be only teo glad
te give up the goods in order te get the old man out of durance
vile. At all events they intend te do their best towards that
end, and the indications are at present that they will be sue-
cessful.

THE GENDRON FAILURlE.

The announcement that J. H. Gondron, a prominent dealer
in grain, flour and provisions of Sherbrooke, had made an aban-
donment of bis property, although a shock te those of bis fellow.
citizens who have endorsed for him, was not much of a surprise
te the commercial world here. IL has been known for some time
past that he was doing business on the capital of bis bankers,
and that ho was manipulating an over-turn of balf a million a
year upon a surplus estimated at $10,000. It was only by the
assistance of his bank that he was able te bandle his business at
all, and it was felt that a couple of bai years would wipe out bis
slender margin. He certainly possesses a large amount of roal
estate, but it is unpi'oductive, and bis bankers have long been
urging him. te get rid of it. About a year ago he sold out bis
jobbing trade andresolved te deal n car-load lots only, in the
hopes that this would esse him financially; but bis customers
are not of a strong class, and lie bas been in a very tight shape
for some time past. The first figures telegraphed gave bis lia-
bilities at $100,000 (of which La Banque Nationale was a credi.
tor for $74,000) and bis assets at $30,000; but later advices
modify these to $80,000 liabilities of which the bank holds about
balf. The most serious feature about the failure is the number
of individuals and firms implicated through accommodation
paper. Gendron is reputed te bave indulgeci in a good deal of
" kite flying," and those who have granted him their use of their
naines so freely for this purpose are now called upon te honor
their signatures, which it i doubtful if somae of them are in a posi.
tion to"do without disaster.

TuE last issue of the California 1'ruft Grooer sys :-Deliver-
ies fromn the drying grounds te the'packing bouses show con.
siderable increase over ten days ago, and, if the present warm
spell of weather holds for ton or fifteen days longer, thousands
of boxes of second crop raisins wiill be secured, that would other-
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wise have proven almost a total loss. Under present favorable
conditions the shortage anticipated at Fresno will be consider-
ably reduced, but the loss ta the second crop will be large on
values, owing ta the lowering of grades. Grapes cure damp and
sticky and large steam stemmers, with a capacity of twenty-five
to thirty tons of raisins per day, managed ta crowd through five
or six tons per day. The work of cleaning, stemming and grad.
ing progresses very slowly, owing ta the damp raisins clogging
up the stemmers, which have ta be frequently stopped and
cleaned out. Nearly every device known to the raisin maker
bas been brought into use. Driers are being operated ta their
full capacity, while several styles of reflectors are being used in
the vineyards te hasten the drying of the grades. There is no
truth in the rumor that one-third 'of the first crop of grapes rot-
ted on the trays; but, ta the contrary, nearly ail of the first crop
has been saved and in good condition. The loss might be safely
placed at 8 ta 10 per cent. Very many second crop grapes have
rotted on the trays, large quantities have been sold to the winer.
ies and others are being made into raisins by the aid of the
driers. A very large quantity of fine bunches, that would other-
wise have found their way into London layers, will be stemmed
and sacked, owing ta the inability ta prevent the stems from
moulding or mildewing. The quantity of poor quality sacked
goods will probably be very large and lower prices may be look-
ed for later on, while No. 1 loose and London will be scarce.

THE joint conference of the presidents of the Trunk Lino and
Central Traffic Associations appears to have resulted in a satis
factory compromise. Although east-bound freight rates gener-
ally had been down all summer, the chief difficulties ta settle
were the dressed beef and carmileage problems. The dressed
beef rate from Chicago ta New York had dropped from 45 te 30
cents per 100 pounds by reason of complications between the
Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific-Wabash combination. The
subject was referred ta the committee and they straightened it
out in this way: The dressed beef rate on November 17 will be
restored ta 45 cents Chicago ta New York, and 47 cents Chicago
ta Boston. On Boston the Grand Trunk is allowed a 2 -cent
differential, making 45 cents. The Canadian Pacifie keeps its 1
cent per mile mileage on private cars ta Boston and New York.
The Niagara Falls and frontier trunk lines are allowed ta do the
same, or they may take the same differential as the Grand Trunk
ta Boston, and keep the car mileage rate on the îcent basis. It
was declded, also, te raise all other freight rates ta the schedule
in effect on May 12 before the rate war broke out, except that
corn was placed at 22J cents per 100 pounds, instead of 21 cents.
This wipes out all the troubles in freight rates that have existed
since last spring between Chicago and the seaboard, and have
caused a loss of several millions of dollars ta the various roads.

COMMENTING upon the official estimates of the Continental
beet sugar crop for 1890-91 at 3,700,000 tons, against 3,627,000
tons, actual, for 1889-90, the London Grocer says: "4 In compil-
ing, revising and correcting statistics of the above mentioned
crops of beet sugar, it has been the fashion in recent years ta
begin by estimating a moderate outturn, and end by represent-
ing the total production as far heavier than the original figures
led anyone to expect; and as. the same kind of process in calcu-
lating the aggregate yield of beet sugar for the new season is
likely ta be repeated, we strongly incline ta the opinion that the
quantity of beat products to be raised and manufactured on the
Continent during the current year will be found some months
hence ta be larger than now suppósed, and may not improbably
reach lyha't we ventured ta guess as the weight of the possible
supply in thls column on the 4th inst,, say 3,800,000 tons, if not
more. Should this prove ta be the case, the present crop will
unquestionably be the biggest on record, as it will be fully 1,
000,000 tons more than that which was grown in 1886-87, or only
four years ago, and it may b taken for granted, that prices, on
this account alaone, will continue ta rule at a comparatively low
level throughout the season."

A MEETING called by the South Wellington Farmers' Institute
was held ta ventilate the sulject of growing sugar beets by the
farmers in that district with the view of having a sugar beet fac-
tory established in Guelph. Thora was a fair attendance of far-
mers. Mr. James Laidlaw, the president, explained the object

ofthe meeting. Mr. W. Skaife, who was connected with the fac.
tory in the County of Berthier, Quebec, gave full explanations
respecting the growth and culture of the sugar beet, and Prof.
Shaw of the Agricultutal College gave information with regard
to the growth, yield to the acre, etc., of beets grown on the ex-
perimental farm this season. Several farmers present discussed
the pros and cons of the subject, and, on the whole, the conclu.
sion arrived at was that the culture of this root for the purpose
of being made into sugar was worthy of a fair trial. Finally con-
mittees were appointed for each polling sub-division in Guelph,
Eramosa and Puslinch Townships to ascertain the number of
farmers who would be willing to grow beets and the quantity of
land which they would be willing to put under cultivation, and
ta report to the secretary, before the end of November.

THE NEw SYRU P AOKAGE.-The Canada Sugar Refining Go.
(Redpaths) of this city, are introducing some of their excellent
syrup.in a new form, as may be seen by the announcement else-
where. The new package is a 2 lbs. circular tin (50 tins to the
case), and is so securely fastened and so readily opened as to
commend it ta every one handling or using such goods. 'The
cover, which is also circular, is an ingenious contrivance. It is
fastened by air-pressure and is made with a slightly projecting
rim, rigid enough to enable anybody with the leverage of a
twenty-five cent piece, any coin of about equal size, or the handle
of a spoon, ta open it more or less with a slight pressure. Of the
quality of the syrup we need only say that it is manufaétured by
the Canada Sugar Refining Ca.

IN BIs speech at Utica, Mr. Reed said :-' We have passed the
Tariff bill, which, if lived up to, gives this country an era of
prosperity." But already there are thousands of people who
complain that it is a great tax on their slender resources ta "live
up to I the new law. It costs se much more to I live up to"
the newf tariff than it did ta get along under the old one that
they are in sore need of larger incomes. for the performance of
this duty. What hecame of that part of the Tariff bill that was
to require by law the paymentof higher wages in order that the
common people might " live up te " the new law without suffer.
ing hardship and privation? Thousands of people are baginning
te feel the want of it, for they must " live up ta " the new tariff,
whether they are willing ta do se or net.

METAL railroad ties are being largely used in countries in
which timber is scarce. Germany began experimenting with
them in 1862, and now has 9,000 miles of track thus laid. On a
steel-tie road, the annual cost of maintenance is $164.63 per
mile, while wooden-tie track subjected te the same traffic costs
$266.25 per mile per annum. In Australia also the metal tie is
largely used, and in the Argentine Redublie there is 3,500 miles
of road on which it is used. Attention has recently been direct-
ed to the subject by the United States Agricultural Department,
which points out in a report that American railways use about
80,000,000 wooden ties each year, causing a tremendous drain
upon the timber resources of the country. The department re-
commends the use of metal ties.

SEVERAL car loada of potatoes were recently forwarded to
New York from Toronto, the f.o.b. price being 40e per bushel or
60c per bag. Prices in New York are about $1 per barrel dearer
than at this time last year, with the prospect of going stilf higher,
and in that event dealers in Canada look for a better, export
demand. Advices from Chicago report an improvement in
prices, sales having been made there in car lots at 75 ta 76a per
bushel on track, but they will have ta appreciate still further
before any shipments eau be made fromt the Dominion. Some
of the shipments from the Quebec district ta the New England
States a short time ago did not turn out as well as was expected
but this was owing ta the sending forward of the wrong kind of
potatoés.

FRANoE does nOt appear ta be a profitable field for accident
insurance companies. In 1889 the twelve French- comrpanies
transacting that class of business received 13,343,007 francs in
premiums and expended 13,792,486 francs a loss of 449,479
francs. Exorbitant agency and management expenses are said te
he the cause.
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T'E 1.8. Governnient estinate of the cr0op of winter and
spring wheat for 1890 is 402,000,000, bushels ; estimated amount
of wheat an-i flotur on band J uly 1, 40,000 bushels ; total, 442,.
000,000 bushels. 'l'he aniount rpquired for food for home use on
an estimatedi population of 6.1,000,000, and a consumption of
four btushels per caeita. is 2.56,000,000 hushels; amount required
for seed, 55,000,0 :0 bushels ; for miscellaneous purposes, 15,-
000,000 busiels; total, 326,000,000 bushels ; available for export,
Il6,000,000 bushele. For years past the amount of wheat and
flour on hand at the ending of the crop year, July 1, bas proved
that the consumîption of wheat per capita is not as much as four
bushels.

Til recently formed Real Estate Agents Association bas
already given formal notice of its intention ta apply to the Leg.
islature for an act to anend the act of incorporation by changing
the name to that of the Montreal Real Estate Exchange, with
power ta miake by laws as to the governance of the corporation
and its members, the regulation of commissions, proof in cases
of clainms, recovery of sums due the corporation, and alsa for
the general regulation and administration of the corporation,
and fIr the raising of capital ta the extent of $100,000 by the
issue of shares, with authority ta increase tie saine and to issue
bonds representing the value of their immoveable proporty, and
with powers of arbitration.

Tu, Now York Bullein points out that it is now conceded
aven by politicians that the new United States ballot law bas
justified its existence by its working. ''he recont election was
iost aemphatically a still hunt. There was no collection of peo.
le at and near the polils, and the absence of heelers and work-

ara and bag-holders was remarked as a most pleasing change.
Even the occupants of the booths hai little to do. "Pasters "
had been sent ta the bouses of moat of the votera, and as the
electors camine ta the polis they walked in, procured their tickets,
retired ta the little pan, ltxed el their ballot and voted in one
box, sa that the time required was even less than usual.

Tis effects of the McKinley Bill are alroady apparent in the
Northern States. The spoolers in the Marrimac Mills at Lowell,
Mass., have had thair pay reduced 15 cents per day, and the
wages of Ile drawing-in girls have 4ao been cut. It is thought
amaong thae operatives that a general cut.down will follow. At
Lonedale, 1L L, the cotton weavers received notice of a cut-down
in wegeos last week. They were getting 53 cents on a 50-yard
cul, but are to run a liner grade of goods, with live yards addi.
tional on the Iength, and will receive 48 cents a cut. This is not
an encouraging outlook for the mill operative.

Tup public auction sale of the assets belonging to the insol
vent estatte of Edward O'Reilly, of Aylmer, attracted a large
audience of wholesale aud retail nierchants. The stock anount-
ed ta $34,5 141 and books debts $7,927. The stock, which was
composed principally of dry goods and clothing, ivas almost new,
a largo proportion of the goods being recently purchased by the
insolvent. 'l'he bidding was brisk, and the stock was knocked
downl ta Lindsay, Gilmaour & Co., for J. W. Low, of Valleyfield,
at 68c on Lihe dollar. As a satisfactory bid could not be hadl for
the book debts they were withdrawn.

Tins Western mutual insurance companies appear ta be in
ant unstable condition. The Mutual of Chicago failed last week
and now the Manufacturers Mutual of Milwaukee lies gone into
the hands of a recoiver. 'l'ho company was organized in Febru
ary, 1886, on the mutual plan, and ran well until the spring of
1889, when lasses aggregating $300,000, coming in within a very
short time, serioulîey crippled it. 'The company is restrained [rom
doing any further business and the recorder is directed ta cancel
ail outstanding policies, about 2300 in nulmber, covering a face
value in insurance of about $2,500,000,

PiussNr indications are that this year's New Bruiesick lum-
ber cut will be less than last. It is feared that ail thre logs in
b ooms on the St. John river will not he rafted before the river
frczes. l'lie mills there will carry over a considerable quantity
of logs owing to the dull markets. Freights ta New York are a
trille stilrer, but English and South American freights are practi
onlly below the proit margin.

PiNa Edward IslaLd will send a provincial trophy to the
Jamaica exhibition, consisting of canned fish, vegetables, etc.
New Brunswick will also spnd a trophy. This will take the shape
of a collection of the woods of New Brunswick. A similar
trophy attracted much attention at the Colonial exhibition. It
is in contemplation to open a reading room in connection with
the Canadian court at the exhibition, and newspaper proprietors
will be invited ta donate copies of their issues, commencing
January tiret.

Jr is stated that a prominent American insurance company
is considering the advisability of offering agents a special induce.
ment in the way of a contingent commission of ten per cent on
premiums turned in between now and January 5. The reason
for making January 5 the terminating date is that it is desired
to throw the tan per cent inta the 1891 exp*nse account, This
scheme is the resultetof figuring how much premium is apparent.
ly left for surplus accotant after paying thirty per cent commis-
sion plus an extra ten and putting fifty per cent in the reinsur-
ance reserve.

A Naw departure in the construction of ships designed for
the nitrate trade was heralded by the launching of the largest
sailing ship in the world the other day. This ship is remarkable,
not only for its size but for the arrangements made to preserve
its cargo. Nitrate of soda has a strong attraction for water,
absorbing sa much of it from the air as ta be dissolved by it in
large quantities when in bulk. The custom is to discharge this
nitric liquor overboard, and so lose it, but on the new vessel
special tanks are fitted in the hold, into which the liquor drains.

IT as said that the Royal Exchange Fire Insurance Co., of
England, will enter the American, and possibly the Canadian
market also, early in 1891. Mr. J. Heron Duncan, the Manager
of the Royal Exchange Company, was formerly with the Royal,
and bas a favorable impression of American business. The
Royal Exchange is one of the very best British Companies and
will be fiercely fought for when it decides ta come over. The
Company's deed must, however, be altered before it can invest
funds in the United States.

Tis perils of ocean navigation were never more clearly ex-
emplified than in the awfully sudden death of Captain J. J. Lindall
the commander of the magnificent Dominion Lino Steamship
" Vancouver." The heavysea which swept her decks, and car-
ried away her bridge and chart roomn, bore with it into eternity
one of the bravest and most capable seaman that this port can
furnish and one who was justly popular with ail who knew him.

YET another tire insurance company, the Orient of Hartford,
Conn., (age about 18) is about to enter the Canadian field. It is
evident that the managers of certain foreign companies find the
condition of afFairs in Canadaquite to their way of thinking. The
Canadian Pacific Railway, the McKinley Bill, Mr. Winian and
Prof. Goldwin Smith are doing a good deal of advertising for
Canada abroad.

TnE directors of the Commercial Union Assurance Company,
of London, Eng., bave decided ta pay, on November 7th next,
an interim, dividend for the year 1890 at the rate of 7à per cent
on the paid.up capital of the company.

BoUCnEaavLLE, Que., is about to build a system of waterworks
at a cost of $6,000.

AN amalgamation of Marine Insurance Companies at Halifax,
in order ta reduce expenses, is on the tapis.

AN English lumber dealer bas already purchased next years
cut of deals of a leading firm amounting to about 25,000,000
feet.

A ToRoNTo financial agent, recently in Montreal, stated that
$50,000 worth of stock in the proposed York county batik had
been subscribed for here.

A soHEME is being promoted in Chicago to build a Phip rail-
way to connect Georgian bay with lake Ontario, so that grain
cean be sent from Chicago ta Liverpool without breaking bulk
via Lakes Michigan, Superior, and Huron, through Georgian bay
ta Lake Ontario, and thence ta the St. Lawrence. The railway
would coat about $12,000,000. The feasibility of such a project
was referred ta recently in these columus in an article on the
Chigneoto railway.

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THs Chicago packers of canned meats have decided to ad-
vancecanned meatsaquarter of a centa pound,suchadvance be-
ing declared necessary to cover the additional cost of the tin
cans tinder the new tariff.

IN retaliation for the injury done to its export trade by the
McKinley Bill the city of Victoria, B.C., lias imposed a tax of
$50 on American drummers visiting their city to sei goode.
This allows him to sel goods by sample until January Ist, when
every foreign salesman must pay a fee of $I CO for the privilege'

A sEizuRE of clocks, fancy gonds, etc., valued at $1,500, bas
been reported to the Customs department from this city. 'The
parties importing the articles entered them as clock movements,
at ten per cent., but on the Appraiser opening one of the cases
ho found that they contaimed completed clocks, dutiable at 35
per cent. Hence the selzure.

THE Vanderbilts will soon have an unbroken line from East
to West. Tl'he surveys are almost completed for an extension of
the Oil City branch of the Lake Shore and Michigan Southern
through the rich timberand coal bot of Northern Pennsylvania
to a connection with the Beech Creek road in Clearfield county.
The new route willshorten the distance between New York and
Chicago over 150 miles.

THE Local Legislature will be applied to for $200,000 on loan
this season for the purpose of building a tunnel under the
Champs de Mars ta Jacques Cartier square, towards extending
St. Lambert street from Notre Dame to Commissioners streetand
for widening it from St. James street ta Notre Dame street ta
67 feet, thus giving a magnificent thoroughfare from the St.
hawrence to the Back River.

A RESOLUTION has been adopted by the St. John, N B., city
council that a memorial be forwarded ta the Governor-General-
-in-council praying that the ternis of the proposed Atlan.
tic steamsihip service ho changed so as to read that St.
John as well as Halifax must ho a port of cali. The present
terms specify Halifax or Halifax and St. John, and say that vos-
sels may corne to St. John. The councils asks that it read that
they must come.

WE ARR glad to notice that the fine bright weather of the
early part of the week witnessed the return to harness of Mr.
Thos. Davidson, general agent of the North British and Mer-
cantile Insurance Co., who has been confined ta his house for
some weeks back from the effects of a dislocated knee joint
which turned later to rheumatic gout, and Mr. Geo. H. Mcllenry,
general manager of the Royal Canadian, ,who had been in-
disposed for some time previously.

THE commenta of the McKinley papers upon the recent elec-
tions in the United States, and the way in. which they affect ta
regard them as a blessing in disguise, are both affecting and edi-
fying. It la permitted ta suspect, however, that they would
prefer ta have their blessings come less thoroughly disguised. To
be kicked may have a chastening and salutary influence upon
the person kicked, but ho is not likely ta be sincerely grateful
for a blessing which travels so painfully incognito.

Ta first move in the direction of lumber steamers between
British Columbia and Australia is now being made. The steamer
Renus' la at Moodyville loading with lumber for Melbourne. If
successful, this will reduce the time between British Columbia
and Australia fron three months to one, which would not only
have the effect of giving an impetus ta the lumber trade on the
Pacific coast, but would increase our trade relations with
Australia.

AN arrangement is about being completed by the Ministei
of Agriculture for a special bonus or rate to immigrant settlers
on land in Manitoba, the Northwest territories and British
Columbia, with the object of stimulating settlements on the land.
This bonus will only ho payable after settlement on the land or
satisfactory proof of this fact, For the head of a family it wil]
be $15 for each member of the family at and.over the adult age
of 12 years, $7.50, with an additional bonus of $5 ta any membei
of the family who subsequently takes up a hometead _within si
months after arrival in Canada.

THE proposed visit of the Dominion Minister of Finance t(
the West Indies bas caused sorne uneasiness among the mer
chants of. New England who have monopolized the Americar
export trade in the past. Taken in connection with the magni
icent display made by Canada at .the Jamaica exhibition thii
visit will tend to show that the Dominion is in earnest in he:
efforts ta develop foreign trade. Canadian products have al
ready reached the islands in larger quantities than has beer
apparent in trade returns as they have been forwarded b]
American firms and treated as American produce. Tie peoplc
of the West Indies have repeatedly expressed their desire for
closer trade relationship, and whon the superiority of Canadial
products becomes apparent a large and profitable commerc
will undoubtedly result.

A' a reception a few days ago in Toronto, Hon. John Carling,
Minister of Agriculture, expressed the opinion that this country
had no need ta fear the McKinley bill. Canadians did not de-
sire annexation, and the Dominion trade with Britain was only
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beginning to develop. This year out of 335,000 head of cattle
imported by Britain Canada would supply about 115,000, and
would no doubt greatly increase the quantity next year. The
Minister thon went on tO show that Canada only supplied Bri-
tain with 2,000 lbs. of the 100,000,000 lbs. of mutton that country
imported, 2,000 bushels of the 189,000,000 bushels of oats im-
ported, 41,000 bushels of the 41,000,000 bushels of barleysimpor-
ted, and only 60,000 lbs. of the 633,000,000 lbs. of wool imported.
Canada only sends 7,000 Ibo. of bacon to Britain, whilst the
United States sonds 334,000,000 lbs., and in summer the Canadian
bacon brought the best price. Last year Britain imiported mil.
lions of dollarl worth of poultry, but Canada onlysupplied $1,-
500 worth. If Canadian vessels were not fast enough they must
get faster ones with ail applianaes for cold storage. He con-
cIuded by saying that in the West Indies, Britain, and Australia
Canada would find botter markets than those closed by Mc-
Kinley.

. THE following la a copy of a resolution passed at a meeting of
the St. John Bloard of Trade, leld 5th November, 1890:
£ Whereas, In a printed circular entitled " Termas and conditions
of Steamship service between Canada and the United Kingdom
and France," referred to in an advertisement, signed by J. M.
Courtney, Deputy Minister of Finance, and dated Finance de-
partment, Ottwa, 29th May 1890, the following conditions appear:
"The ports in Canada to be Quebec in sunmer and Halifax or
Halifax and St John in winter, the steamers calling to land and
emhark mails at Rimouski, during the season of summer naviga-
tion, the contractor to have the right after landing the mails, to
send the steamers on from the terminal ports in England, France
and Canada, but the steamers are in no case to call at any for-
eign port other than the above provided for. The steamers may
after landing at Halifax the passengers mails and freight for that
port proceed ta St. John, provided that Halifax be the last port
of departure for Eurpe," and "l Whereas, such conditions, if
agreed to, will prove a great injury, as well as a manifest injus-
tice ta the port of St. John." Therefore resolved, that the
Board of Trade memoralize the Government of Canada, praying
that in the aforesuid, terrms and conditions the words Il Halifax
or Halifax and St. John" be changed so as to read, tg Halifax and
St. John " and also that the word "shall" be substituted in
such terms and conditions for the word "I may."

Montreali Thursday, Nov. 13, 1890.

The market durlng the past wook bas been
duit and listless In almost every line of busi-
ness. All the principal staples report the
came lack of demand and a similar indifferent
attitude of buyers, although in no case do we
hear of any concessions in prices as yet In
dry goods and kindred Lines hardly any busi-
ness is doing. Travellei s are only sending in
snal orders and report their customers un-
willing ta buy, save for immediate wants, un-
til stocks become more broken. The open
weather has enabled farmers ta do a portion
of their spring ploughing, and they have post-
poned thrashing and marketing their grain
until colder weather sets in. As a consequ-
ence they are neither buying goods nor set-
tling their ,ills. The storekeepers are feeling
the pinch, and are anxious in turn to keep
clown liabilities until they see how business
is going to turn out, and ihe consequence is
that the wholesale balises may be said, as a
rxule, to b doing almost nothing. The tem-
porary influx of money due ta the rushing of
barley and other dutiable goods acrosa the
frontier ta escape the new tariff bas died out,
and onco more v hear complaints of poor
payanent - and searcity of money in tbe coun-
try. lIn tho heavy motals nothing is doing,
and groceries, leather, chemicals and paints
atnd oils, are all quiet and featureless. The
only active market of the weok is fish, in

vlich the scarcity of stock and the demand
fron the United Statu have caused a brisk
iovement into consumera bands at profitable

figures. Outside of this one line trade la dull
and only of a retail character.

ORsINT AND ptxRERRticxs.-Tahere have been
no arrivais of cement during the week, and
dealers have been busy filling orders before
the close of navigation, Thero have beau no
large lots moving, but thera has been a good
average business in medium sized parcels at
firm prices. English brands are offered at

froa presexit appearances stocks wi LI be very
light at the close of the season. We quote

DAIRY PaoneuoE AND PiovisioNs.-Ii butter
the loial jobbing trade has been fair so far as
late makes of creamery and best dairy are
concerned.
