8. Religions women, cloistered or not, their
pupils, infirm women, orphans and others of the sex
living cloistered or in religious institutions, hospi-
tals, or -corporations, shall visit fifteen times the
Chapel or Qratory of the Monastery, or Convent, and
there pray each time with thejintention of the Sove-
reign Pontiff, repeating at least five Paters Aves, in
honor of the five wounds of Our Lord; to beg that
Impiety, Cesarism, Rationalism, Indifferentism,and
Liberalism, which are the five great wounds
which afflict the world, may be healed by the pre-
cious blood of Jesus Christ, These visils may be
made at short intervals : it isenough to . go outside
the church, ond then return immediately.

9. The sick or infirm, eclesiastic or laic, men
or women, kept in the Hotel Diey, or in the General
Hospital, under the cars of Nunr, or Sisters of Char-
ity, will visit also fifteen times the Church or the
Clapel of the institution, and there pray in the in.
tent of the Holy Father, in the manner before stat-
ed. The Chaplains or Confessors can cxcuso from
thig visit, all those unable to make it, by entreating
them to unite their prayers, while in bed, to those
made by the other sick.

.10, As to prisoners of either sex, to whom, if
possible, will be given some days of retreat, they
will gain the indulgence of the Jubilec by listening
to the Mass which will be said inthe oratory ofthe
prison or in the House of Reform, each day of the
rotreat, there praying in the intent of the Sovereign
Pontiff as above stated.

11. Childrer who have not yet made their first
communion, can gain the indulgeuce of the Jubilee,
by going to confession, after baving been prepared by
good instructions that will encourage tbem to re-
ceive with Dbenefit the sacramental absolu-
‘tion, provided they do the other preseribed
works; unless they are deemed incapable,
and exempted therefcom by their respective confes-
gors; provided they assist at lenst at one Mass, dur-
ing which there will be suggested to them little acts
to do for spiritual communion, and the Five Paters
and Aves to repeat in the intent of Our Holy Fa-
ther the Pope.

12. The visits which will be made in procession
to the Churches of Stations, by the Chapters, Con.
gregations secular as well =s regular, Fraternitics,
Associntions, Universities, Colleges are reduced by
the present Mandate to three only.

We cannot but encourage these kind of proces-
sions, first, because they give more solemnity to
the Jubilee, and because they can make up, at least
in part for those which cannet be mads in Rome,
owing to the desolation, that nccessarily reigns
there in thése troubled times.

13. The Nuns and their novices can confess in
consequence of the Jubilee, to any confesgor ap-
proved by the actual Bishop of the place, to hear.

much, for all we bave repeated to you so often, on’
the long and dangerous courtships of young pe:;p]e
with a view to marriage; on balls, so fatal to the
morals, because there is no supervision on the part
of the parents: on schools, dangerous to faith, be-
cause they are dirccted by maaters or mistresses
who live in fatal errors: on mixed schools, which
are kept Dy young unmarried persons, who teach
girls and boys at the same time, a thing always
dangerous in itself; on evil books, bad journals
wicked Institutes, that are snares held out to the
good faith of so many imprudent Catholics, who are
taken in by them, and who end by having only a
dead or dying fai k; on the foolish outiay induced
by luxury and pride, that has ruined 50 many opu-
lent families, and produced incalculableevils in our
society. :

Again, ance more, Jet us lLope by the mighty
grace of the Jubilee, if we do it as it becomes us
these scandals will vanish, and these disorders
cease ; instead of which, we shall have the pleasure
and consolation to behold in our towns as well as
in our rural districts the peace and joy of the Holy
Spirit, (:he simplicity of manners, that characterised
in a high degree our fathers; the innocence and
purity that adorn the land, more than the flowers
and lilies embellish the gardem, and the frugality
and temperance, which will bring abundance and
prosperity to our families, Ah| may these precious
froits be perceptible in our dear couatry, and be
there preserved for evermore.

TIE O'CONNELL TUWER,

The most prominent object in the cemetery is the
round tower, raised to the memory ot O'€onnell, and
in the crypt beneath which his bedy is laid, Itis
solidly built of cut limestone, and stands 150 feet
high from the ground to the top of the cross on its
summit. This tower is only Dr. Petrie's design for
the O’Connell monument, which was to cousist of
such a ¢ group” as is ¢e be seen in many of our ancient
churchyards—a round tower, 8 church and a stone
cross. The tower has been built, but the rest of
the design seems to have been abandoned, which is
very much to be regretted. - When the body - of the
Liberator was brought to Ireland from Genoa, whers
he died in Aay, 1847, it was deposited in a tempor-
ary resting-place—a vault in the ceutre of “a circle
at the north side of the cemetery, which thence re-
ceived the name of ¢ The O'Connell Circle.” That
circle then became the “ fasbionable” place of sepul-
ture, and ro continned until the removal of the re-
mains of O'Connelt to the crypt under the tower, in
May, 1869. -O’Connell in life could make a circle
for himeelf wherever he went, and his inanimate re-
mains appear to bave the same power ;'the locality
of the round tower is now the fashionable quarter of
the cemetery. 'Grave-plots in that neighbourhood
can only be obtainéd atsix or eight times thé amount
for which they might be procuredin other well-situ-
ated parts of the cemetery, but the expense is little
thought of by wealthy people who cun ‘have costly
monuments crected over their family burial-places,
and who wish those monuments to be wiere they
will attract the notice of visitors, and perhaps eveke
from the more thoughtfil -and pious among them
prayers for the dead who repose beneath. -~

_To the 0'Connell monument aro first directed the
steps of all ‘visitors to the cemetery.: ‘While the
coffin lay in ita former location, it was visible toall
through the iron pate of the vault. It lay-on asort
‘of stone-table, and was always kept'covered over
with fresh green leavesand flowers. Sometimes this
gate. was opened, and visitors wese allowed - to enter
the vaultand stand close by theé coffin’ contsining
the remains of the great Irishman, Travellersfrom
England, America, and more distant places were
delighted when they'could obtain from the attend-
ant a few of the leaves or blossoms_that--had lain
upon the coffin, and’ many"of those little mementos
though mow dry and withered, are, wedare say, still
prescrved by Trish men and women'in: all paits of

But & few paces away from this point is a small
but neat cross, which, nekt to the O'Connell monu-
‘ment, ig evidently regarded as the most interesting
object in the cemetery. On Sundays, when the
visitors are most numerous, groups arc usually to
be seen reverently -gazing upon it. Asyou ap-
proach them you arc sure to hear a murmured
prayer for the souls of those to whoso memory it
bas been erected, and you may notice that few pnss
it by without respectfully uncovering their heads.
Tt is the cross erected fa the memary of the three
Irishmen executed at Manchester on the 23rd of
November, 1867, for participation in the rescue of
two political prisoners, on.which occasion a police-
man was occidentally killed. The bodies of thoso
gifferers for the Irish cause rest in the jail-yard nt
Silford, but Irish love for their patriotism and cour-
age has caused this memorial of ther to be erected
in one of the most prominent spots in this beautiful
cemetery. Similar memorials were erected shorﬂ__v
after tho exécution in several Lurial grounds in vari-
ous parts of Ircland, but the police in muany iu-
stances illegally tore them down. This one, how-
over, stands, and will long stand to remind Irishmen
of o triple execution which fair-minded men have
never regarded as just, and which the Irish people
will always consider to have been dictated simply by
a feeling of blind vengeance. Those who desire to
acquaint themselves fully with the details of the
Manchester rescue, trial, aud execation, will find
all the facts in a little volume entitled * Speeches
from the Dock,” published at the office of the Nation.
The cross in Glasnevin was erected, and the ground
on which it stands purchased, by Mr. John Martin,
M.P, at his own expense; but a portion of the cost
was nfterwards repaid to him by public subscription.
To show witk what loving care the spot continues
to be regarded, although the relics of the patriot
dead do not rest beneath, we may mention that so
Iately as within the last few days a bandsome iron
railing basbeen erected by some patriotic men of Dub-
lin around the grave-plot, On the cross itself many
tokens of public feeling are usunlly to be seen;
¢ immortellvs” are hung upon it, green leaves and
flowers are twined through .the arms of .the cross;
little pictures. of the Crucifixion, of the Sacred.
Heart, or of the Blessed Virgin, attached.to it,
usually with bits “of gréen ribbon; medals also of

various devotions, and sometimes little cards with
printed ‘prayers, are fastened.on to it.. And sp it
will be in all prabability swhile centuries roll away,
for the pious Irish race, ‘with this memorial before
them, will'never prove unmindful of thase humble
but faithful-henrted men, whose patrlotism brought
them to so- untimely an end, and whose spirit, at
once devout and Lrave, in the very darkest hour of
their fortuaes, gave:to tho Irish people the noble

As terrorism and torture and imminent death did
not avail to shake her fortitude, the Major new tried
what virtue there might be in gold, He offered her
-—i poor young woman of twenty-six years of age—
a sum of £500 if she would only say one word that
would let him know where he might lay hands on
Robert Emmet,  Dut she spurned the bribe. She
was kept a close prisoner in Kilmainham for a
couple of years, where sho was subjected to great
cruelty, and was only relexzsed when several of the
state prisoners wers being scnt out of the country
by the Government.

So she lived and died, a8 the inscription on her
tombstone stater, in obscurity and poverty. But
this humble woman was an honor to her country
and her- sex. Thavk Heaven, that fidelity to the
‘cause of Ireland and its champions which sheso
brilliantly . displayed, and which is indeed a noble
quality, is not a rare one among the women of lre-
land. Many remarkable instances of it have oc-
curred in our own day. Dut that lowly tombstone
which stands over the grave of Aone Devlin ought
surely to be to Irishwomen an object of special re-
gard. To decorate that grave with tokens of lov-
ing remembrance cught to be for such of them as
kave an opportunity of visiting it an act of loving

"{ the new cardinal is may be learned from a graphic

‘pen picture of him by the Brooklyp; N. Y, Cutholic
Review's accomplished - Lonfon correspondent, “ Pie-
tro,” who, writing from Londoa March 30, 1873, thus
describes him. Itjs m ghort but keen description.
He says: " Tho other évening, walking throagh
;Kcnaington, 1 chenced to meet our archbishop hur-
Tying -on - foot towards his cathedral. He looked
“weary and wan; the perspiration stood in drops upon
'his wasted face; hisclothes were soiled with the dust
‘of the streete; he ‘had been for hours engaged in'
doing some parish work 'for one of the priests, whose
‘strength had given away, and who was then lying
very ill. T had heard that bis grace was himself un-
swell, and T told bim I wns surprised to see bim thus
sexposed. ¢ Oh; said he, with that sweet smile which
lingers in the ‘memory of overy ouo who has ever
‘seen it, ‘it was nothing buta cold,and we should not
be idle, you know.: Idle! Good heavens! 'This
man talk about being idle! Strange stories go about
concerning Henry Edward, by the grace of God and’
favor of the Apostolic Sce, Archbishop of Westmin-
ster. It has long been known, one tells you, that he
never eats anything ; you can see that by looking at
him; to sy it is Lentall the year around with him
is nothing ; as ke never eatsanything, he cannot eat
less in Lent, and ro he makes it up by other mortifi-
cntions, Butthen he never sleeps cither; one of
two things he isalways doing—he is slways working
or always praying. The amount of work hedoes,
pleasantry apart,is wonderful; but God and the
snints only kuow how much he prays. I think he
is one of the most happy priests I bave ever met—
and I have known very many happy oncs—and he
enjoya this almost perfect huppiness in despite, not
only of his burdens, but of the thonsand thorns
which must afilict him in this Babel of wiclredness.
His people love him  with & worderful love—I1 be-
lieve there is not one of them *who would not joy-
fully die for him. They have just provided him
with a new palace, to which Le is now removed, It
is at the west end of Victoria street, not very far from
the desecrated Westminster Abbey. Itis alarge
and commodious residence, very handsomely fitted
up; and there the throngs that come tohis weckly
receptions will bo much more at their case than in
his former residexce in York Place. The income of
the see i8 now about £3000; and of thissum, I am
told, the archbishop spends upon himself about £25.
These proud prelates! How their luxurious modus
of life contrats with the Christian simplicity of Bro-
ther Spurgeon, and of the gentleman who calls himn-
gelf Archbishop of Canterbury.”

THEN AND NOW.

As an evidence of the spirit which animated
crowned heads in the early days of Christendom,
when kiogs and subjects alike beliaved in the exist-
ence of & persounal Ged, and of the Holy Catholic
Church, to whom they were responsible, we publish
the oldest authentic record of English religious and
political history extant, It is nearly thirteen hun-
dred years old :—

¢ I, Ethelbert, King of Kent, with tho consent of
the venerable Archbishop Augustine and of my
nobles, give and coucede to God, in honor of St.
Peter, a certain portion of the land, which is mine
by right, and which lies to tho east of the town of
Canterbury, to the end that o monastery may be
built thereon, and tkat the properties hereinafter
named, may be in full possession of him who shall
be eppointed thereof, Wherefore, I swear in the
namec of Almighty Ged, who is the just and sover-
eign Judge, that the land thus given is given for-
over; that it shall not be lnwful for me or my suc-
cesgors, to take apy part of it whatsoever from its
possessor, and if any onc attempt tolessen or to annul
our gift, that he be deprived in this life of the Holy
Communion of the body and blood of Ohrist, and at
the day of judgment cut off from the company of
the saints, . ‘

t 1, Ethelbert, King of England, have confirmed
this gift by my own hand, with the sign ef the Holy
Cross, * :

t I, Augustine,-by the grace of God, Archbishop,
have freely subscribed.

t 1, Eadbald, got of the King, have adhered.

I, Hamigisile, Duke, have approved.

1, Hocca, Earl, have consented.

I, Augimundus, Referendary have approved,

1, Graphio, Earl, have said it well,

I, Faugisile, Regie Optimas, have coaficmed,

I, Pincio, have consented.
