State Attorney Longenecker Makes

the Opening Speech,

The Defence Scores a Point in Its

b

Favor—A Petition o Parnell's

Counsel.

Quotober 24.—The Orenin trial
beg::o:gl‘:’ morning. The court rcom was
orowded. State Attorney Loogenecker at
onoe began hia opening addresa to the jury.
He said :—The evidence we shall introduce
will be to ahow a conspiracy te mnrder Dq.
Oronin, All the conapirators are liable for
murder and thut the punisbment for oou-
spiracy ends in the punishment for murder is
the position we take. Thesame hidden haod
that worked and moved this consplracy is
sgain worklog in this communisy to lead tae
people to belicve that Cronin is still alive.
Not content with baving Iaid bim to rest in &
sewer the mamo conspirators that bromght it
about are agaln at work for the purpoie of
blaating the character and ruprtation of the
man they murdered.

The State Attorney proceeded to spesk of
the metlve for the crime, and sald that in
corder to show what that motive waa, it be-
came necessary to examine Into the history
in this country of tho organization known ag
the United Brotherhoad, commonly called the
Olan-na-Gael, Bafore doing this he reminded
the jury that they were mot trying the Clan-
na-Gael, but the prisoners at the bar. Mr.
Longenecker then’ proceeded to sketch the
bistory of the Clan-na-Gael in this country,
asying it was made up of Irishmen whe went
into it for political effect, and Irishmen who
went Inte it for the money there was in it,
and that its objeot was to fres Ireland by
force of arma as scon as a favorable oppor-
tanity offered.

He deolared that the Triangle” was
supreme, that the oaths of the members made
thelr law superior of the laws of the natlon.
Mr. Forrest objeoted to this llne. Judge
MoConnell warned the State Attorney that
he was making these statements st hia peril.
The State Attorney said he would prove what
he had sald and he accepted the responaibil-
ty, He proceeded to aay that when Sallivan,
Feely and Boland got control of the Execn-
tiva board they changed the plan of actfon of
the organizition and Inaugurated the dyna-
mits policy and implanted it In the constitu-
tlon, the clause commanding perfect and un-

questfoniog obedience to the commands of the ;

board. Tho defence again took exception t
thix line of atatemant.,

Tho Stats Attorney then spoke of the
adoption of the *‘trlangle” as the symbol of
the executive board, Tho membership did not
know who oconstitnted the ‘‘triangle.” so

‘sseret was it, but nevertheless they obeyed
its orders and were sent on varlous secrot
misslons in England in the way of active
work and uoder assumed bpames, Notwith-
standing this sroreoy, these men wers be-
trayed by the bosrd to the Englich suthori-
tiee, and 20 are now in prison. Tnis was
done, he declared, to enable the hoard to
ateal the funds, and when at last a showing
was made, the board olaimed that the order
owed them $13,000, when there was $20,000
in the treasury when they took oharge.
THE BUFFALO TRIAL,

At this point the S:ate Attorney Intreduced
Dr. Cronin in connection with the arder, and
proceeded to sketoh the history of the fight
againet the “‘triangle.” He told of Cronin’s
expulsion, the subsequent unlon conventjon
and the trial of Sullivan, Feely and Boland by
a secrot committee, of which Dr, Cronin was a
member in Buffalo last Aungust; The com-
mitteo wan there In sesslon for daysand days,
eays Mr. Longnacker, hearlug evidenoe.
That evidence, an we have it, will be intro-
daced here, Dr, Oroniu took the evidence
fully, and witnesses aund facts were pro-
duced to show what they had done in the old
country and what had been done aoross the
water nnder the dlvection of this ‘‘trlangle.”
All their active work was shown, The cem-
mittee bad not made Its report, but Dr.
Oronin had taken full notes of that trial. He
had {aken down what each bad ssid about

The States Attorney said Cronin insisted
-3hat all of tho evidence be sent out to all the

oamps, but ap to the time of his death the
teport had not been sant out. It would have
shown tbat they had not only violated the
laws of the orderiand of this country,but aleo
thoes of England, and had robbed the erder
of its funds and ‘the men of their libertles.

IS JEFFER'S STORY TRUE ¢

WiNNIPEG, Ootober 25.—The Free Press
says this evening that Heffer, the discharged
prisoner who wae in gaal with Burke, who le
charged with compliolty in the Oronin mur-
der, states that Barke told him shat Qronin
was murdered. in the Oarleon cottage en the
night of May 4,and that he waa prosent at-the
commission of the deed together with a num-
ber of othera whose names he gave,, After
the murder was committed the conspirators
put the remains in & box and took them to
the lake ahore in an express wagon. They
threw the box into the lake, but it wounld not
slnk and deifted ashore, So they put it back
in the waggon and took it back to the city and
hid it for the night.

becoming suddenly panic stricken with fear of
capture they dropped the body into a manhole
aud threw the box Into a vacant lot, where it
was found on the following day. )

Dr, Egboert stated the Iacts revealed by the
autopsy which he made on Dr, Cronin's body
on the day following its dlscovery. He des-
cribad the wounde, and gave it as hia oplaien
that death reaulted from them. All the
wounds were upoa the bead. The skull was
not broken, exoept a amall plece of bone was
clippsd off at the corner over the left aye.
The witness desoribed the condition of the
internal organs and exhibited the stomach
and its contents to the lawyers and the jury.
Dr. Egbert ssld ths stomach seemed %o con.
tain only vegetables, Amoog them he dia-
tinguished corn, and there were others which
resembled cabbage and carrots. In his judg.
mont the deoter waa killed within three houre
after huving cater.

Cross-examluation of Dr, Egbert developed
that none of the wounnds on the ocorpse were
such as would necesearlly cause death. It
was Impoauible, also, the dootor admlitted, to
say whether the wounde were inflicted before
or after. Heo had tried to ascertain, but wans
unable todo so. He bhad not ascertalned
that the wounds afloted any imported nerves
or arteries, and he could nat swear that they
ln any manuer sffented the brain. If the
death had resulted from the skull wounds it
would in sll probabllity have basn vzused by
cancusslon of the braln, The naual post
mortem evidence of cuch a rasult, the heart
and the lunge belng filled with blood, wae
not found in this case.

DOCTORS BISAGREBE.

The question wae put **Ia it not scientlfi.
cally troe that yon physicians fonnd ro
evidences in that body that wera certain and
consluelve of the form ef death 7

Dr. Egbert replied : ¢ That {s true.”

Dr. Ezbert was of ths opinlon that death
had ocoured through excessive loas of blood,
bant thore wan no certalnty of it, he said.

Dr. Charles W, Parkine, who at the re-
quest of Dr, Egbert aeslsted at the prst mor-
tem, testifiad thet in his opinfon desth did
not ensue from blaocd letting, bat from con-
cussinn of the braie. The latter orean was
too decomposed to afford any information.
The last witneas of the day was the under-
taker who removed the body after the post

mortem, and who testified that it ramained

in his charge until burfed.

When
Dr, Cronin came out of his office the man ad-
vanced and said : “Doctor Oronin, you are
wanted to attend a man who has been hurt at
O'Bullivan’s ice office,” The doctor madea
remark which witness didn't hear. At that
momeny bhe man drew s card from his pocket
and presented it to the doctor and he took the
card and eaid : ““Oh, yes ; what is the nature of
the nceident.”Lle said, ''A man bas been run over
by a wagron.” The doctor eaid, *I will be
with you soon.” or something to that effect.
The mau sat down again on the edge of a
ohair, the doctor turned, laying the card on the
mentlepiece. The man said O'Sullivan was oud
of town aud left word shat Dr. Cronin was to
attend his may. Dr. Cronin ran to his private
room and #athered together some bandages and
cotton batting, and he bronght them out with
his surgical case and a case of aplints, Then
drawing on his coat as quickly as poasible he
left runniog,csrrying the things and the case in
hisarms, The two weut hurriedly oub of the
house as fast a8 they could and did not even
shus the door. Witnees heard them running
down etairs.

It is understood he is here in convec-
tion with the confession regarding the Cronin
murder alleged to have been made by Burke to
his fellow-prisoners. Bob Helfer, the released
prisoner,vigorously asserts thas every atatement
ne has made ia true. He says Burke, despite
his proteate that he did not want tc be uear him,
persistiog in telling him the details of the plop
with its murderous outcome. Oue of the three
alleged recipienta of Burke’s aonfersion has re-
c=ntly gone crazp, and another haa yet to stand
trinl for forgary. Heflar is the only one avail-
able to the prcsecution as s witness in Chicago.
Purker will try to induce Chief of Police McOrea
to go to Chicago as a witness.

DROWNED IN SIGHT OF LAND.

Terrible Shipwrecks and Less of Life on
the Carclina Coast.

NorroLg, Va, October 27.—The schooner
F. E. Watere, of Baltimore, with a cargo of
shingles, is nshore av Nagg's Head, N.C,, she
having been wrecked in the atorm of last Wed
nesday. The entire crew were lost. One man
was found lathed tu the rigging dead when the
vessel came ashore. There was probably a lady
aboard, as arcvicles of female clothing and the
top of a sewing machine have come ashore from
the wreck.

A large three-masted schooner, flying a flag of
dietress, ia ashore eight miles outeide of Lregon
Inlet, Assistance will be sent from hers,

Simmons, of Camden, N.J., was wrecked off
False Oape, thirty miles south of Cape Henry,
in the storm cf last Wedresday night, The
vesgel was first reen in the breakers by the life-
navees on Thursday morning.

PEACE ASSCEED FOR 189(.

The hopes expressed by the Emperor to the
Roichstag on Novembes 22, 1888, that with

OUTLAWRY IN KENTUOKY.

Harlan Court Honse Beaieged By a Band of
Desperate Men.

Lovisviie, Ky., Ootober 23.—An engage-

ment has ooonrred batween the Howard and
Tuarner factlons near Harlan court house.

James Dean, of Howard’s party, was killed
and five ¢thers woere wounded.

Three of the
Turner crowd were wounded,
A correspondent at Pineville telegraphs at

follows :— Vilson Howard and one of his
prinolpal henchmen named Jennlnga are
among the woundsd, and It Is said Howard’s
Injuries are prabably {atal. The Turners have
been in possesslon of the town for more
than ajweek.

Their leader 1s Jobn Turner, aged 17.
Howard’s forces have been in camp one mile
Thers are abont forty men

and revolvers. Yestorday morning
Turner led his followers in an attack on the
Howard camp, The attacking party ges In
firss work but were finally driven back to the
town. A report reached Pineville to-day that
the Howard foroes In Harlan, enraged by the
battle of yeaterday and the probable fatal
wounding of their Jeader Jofs ocamp last night
and started for Harlan court house, intend-
ing %o kil everybody that belongs to the op-
poultion and burn the town.

A desperate state of affalrs {v once more
prevalling in Harlan county. The state troeps
sent up there two monthnago were withdrawn
a fow weeks slnoce withous anything being ef-
fected, and the entlaws, under the leadershilp
of Howard,have taken frosh courage, Howard
has organized them and will carry the place
a$ all hazards, Qounty Jadgs Wilson Lawls,
who led the old fight agaluat Howard, lain
the town and has saken charge of the law and
order foroes. They number abeut forty or
fifty men and are armed with Winohesters,

Tae brutal relavions (I can give tham
N0 other name) that huve exiated between
foreman and men have disappesred, or are
bound v disappear, In the Immediate future.
Aud touching the relatlona of the men with
their smployers, thoso alzo wiil, of necessity,
be bettered, inasmuch as tho employers,
dreading annther strike, will have & eub-
staniial motive for keeping on the best poa-
tlble terme with thelr men.

A MEMRER OF PARLIAMENT,

DEADLY DYNAMITE,

Fatal Explosion at St. Jean Bap-
iste Village,

One Man Instanily Killed—Several People
Injurcd—Dercription of the Wreck and
Ruin Caused by the Explostion.

t. Joan DBaptlete Village and the
whole portion of the northeant part of the city
was awskoned at 6.25 Thuraday morning by
an explosion of dynamite cartridges which
geemed to thoee {o the neighborhood aa
though aa Immense gunpowder magazine had
been blown up acd had scattered death and
destruction ta all directions, The socens of
the dissstor Is a emall shed in which was
stored o number of dynamite cartridgeawhich
wore used for blasting purposca in the oon-
struction eof a sewer on Pantaleon stroot.
Neoor the corner of thls street snd Laval
avenus the shanty was bulle &nd near it
stands & blsckemith’s shop., About six
o'clock tto blackemith’a a:aistant, Jalen Char
trand, went to light the fires, and a few
minuatos latar Godefroi ilion, who has charga
of the blasting operation, end the explosives
which were uced in the operatione, came in
Fili:n a$ once proceeded to light the fire fn a
small furnace for the parpose of drying twe
cartridges whicbhad not been ueed the previous
day, bat whioh had the fuse and cxpioder al-
ready attached, The cartridges were placed
& short distance from the fire and were abont
10 inches in length and au inch and a quarter
thlck. When he opened sbe deer to putin
eome more cosl it fe supposed that a apark
igaited s fave of one of the cartridges, this set
fire to the other one and ina moment both
were rapidly burning towards the deaaly
charge snd it became evident that nothing
csnid be donme to avert an awful disaster
Filion at once ran for hle life, but had gone
kut a few yards when.

The young man who met his death wasin h'n
twenty-firat yoar, and has only been married
about elghteen menths, His wife, as she
beard the explosion, exciaimed, “ My God,
that hoa killed my busband,” and immediate-
ly feli to the floor Insemsible.

s thousapd miles from Almonte, goes 50 far as
to advocate s union between the various Pro
tastant seoba and the Agnostics in the following
words :

 Bug I beg even Agnostica tc consider these
propositions ; and since the publio mind is not
ripe for their very advanced views to see if even
they could not co-operate with Christians in
tolerating some sort of National Church, if only
as presenting s barrier to the ‘encroachments
of Rome,’ againsy which Protestantism, as at
present oonstituted, opposes only & rope of

| sand.”

Here we have an Anglican rector placing his
religion on a par with agnoaticiam, indifferent-
ism, secularism, etc, and ws are naturally
enough foroed to the conclusion that Protestant-
ism, although professing its belief in Obristian-
ity, iz not » bit batter than the many cther
¢iagma’ that are satisfied to accept Nature as
their sole guide tbrough life, and are perfectly
indifferent as to their spiritnal well-being and
their future beyond the grave.

Thus the religious queation assumea the phase
of the -Oatholic Ohurch standing alone in the
world in defense of the dootrinea of Jasus Chriat
—aa the one and only true Church—divinely
inetituted and empowered to battle with and
overcome the progress of heresy and infidelity,
Proofa are nod wanting of the divine mission
which has been -entrnated o her care. She has
lived through all ages, throngh the storma of
persecution snd the most cruel tyranny, and
has.emerged from the moat severe triala more
radiant, more grand, and more divinely beanti-
ful and powerful than before. Even to-day she
in the objeot of the most bitter hatred by every
imaginable sect. She is attacked in curown
.country, maligned and slandered by such foul-
mouthed and filthy monstera as Justin P, Ful.
$on, who, devoid of all manly inatinet, and with-
out the elightest feeling of Ohristian charity ab-
tacks the noble and heroic Sisters of the Church
who, in open defiance of the vengeance of

.| Heavén, declares the Holy Saorifice of the Mass

to be a ‘‘roaring farce,” and says that the
44 Virgin Mary was not much of & virgin,” And
in the face of all thizs we find the Baptists, who
recently held a meeting in Ottaws, adopting the
following resclution :

“Thig coavention hereby express onr sym-
patby with the ¢ Rev. Dr.’ Fulton, of Brooklyn,
N.Y., in the zeal, energy and ability displayed
by him in the work of apposing Roman aggrea-
sion and seeking to draw to Christ, thoss who
are held by Rome in epiritual darkness.”

Political Prisoners.

The more we geb an insight into the workinga
of the great Parnell struggle, the more wa ate
struck by the marvelious ability vhat directs all
its movements, and the akill and sagacity with
which it hac been conduoted on every point.
To the outsider some of the statietica might be
difficult to understand, and, mors especially,
the resistance offered, notably, by Mr. Wm.
O’Brien to the treatment he was being subjected
to in prison ; bub now it is patens to all that ab
the bottom of thab resistance there was a prin-
ciple for which that patriot and hin aascciates
were contending. In battling for that prin
oiple, great hardships had to be endured, and
in many cases those hardships very nearly
caused the death of some of Izciand’s best sons ;
indeed, occasionally death did actumally super-
vene ; but all theee resistances would have been
vain had not the civilized world been made
aware of their raison d'¢tre. Reading the
garbled statemenie of the daily cablegrams,
many were mirled a8 to the conduct and motives
of the Parnellites, and it ie due to the Dublin
Freeman’s Journal that we have to-day such a
oase made oud as will open the eyes of intelli-
gont and fair minded men the world over. As
our readers are aware, thab great newspaper de-
voted its columus to prominent men in every
countiry, soliciting their opinions on the tread-
ment of the Iriek: political prisoners under the
Balfour régime.  Eoglish, French, United
States and Canadian public men, ecclesiastical
and lay, atateamen of every school, men of let-
ters and many prominent in various branches of
intellectual culture, hastened to place their
views on record, in lauguage unmistakeable, as
to the infamy thab muss attach to the coercion-
{st government and its chief instrument,
Ballour, for the brutal manner in which men
contendiog for # political prinotple that may be
the declared pollcy of the ‘ruling party in
Engiand within a few monihs, or at 1atesb, after
the next general elections, are now belng and
have been treated since the enactment of the
lash goercion legislation. e

ocent fimes, Eminent men -in responaible posi-
tions, he tells us, are slow 6o pronounce judg-
mend on the policy of a foreigm atate or
the conducs of n foreign statesman. It isonly
an exceptional and exasperating case, indeed,
which elicits or instifies such intecference. The
treatmend of political prisoners in Ireland by
the Governmens of Lord Salisbury has moved
the frank indignation of such aw array of con-
spicuous men as probably never before pro-
nounced on a contemporary transaction in any
other country, Men in offielal positions have
broken throngh sll restraints of etiquette and
diplomacy, apd tell him that he haa aoted
shamefully, and has neither tbe example of
qivilized notions, vor the suapreme necsesity,
which overrides all law, o juatify what he has
done. He bas ontrsged the feelings of Furope
and Americo, snd called forth the protest nod
only of foreigrvers, but of men of Lis own race
and blood, who tell him that he has made them
blush far their country.

To Dr. Sigerson, however, in this connectior,
are the people of Ireland and the friends of
humanity everywhere more particularly in-
debted. He har treated in several correspon-
denoes to the Preeman’s Journal the practioe of
modern nations in dealing with political pri-
soners, He haa shown how Jefferson Davis
aud his confederates were treated by the Gov-
ernment of the United States. The law of
France is aleo iovoked, and it is established
that not only are political prisoners not treated
as common malefactors in that country, but it
is specially provided that shey shall not be eo
treated, that they shall not be forced to asso-
cinte with criminals, and that a humane policy
be pursned in their regard. However, it Is
when he deals with British precedents thas he
covers with shame and infamy Mr. Balfoar and
his acsocistes. To use the words of Sir Charles
Gavan Duffy, he has demonstrated that there ia
nothing to be found among civilized mankind
resembling tha eystem which Lord Salisbury
anthorizes and vindicases in Treland.

Dr, Sigerson has fairly exhanated the subject,
1f we are to judge by the copious extracts made
under the able editorship of Mr, E. Dwyer
Gray. The Devon Commission snd that of
Kimberly are appealed to, in order to establish
the general proposition that the confoundivg of
political offenders with common criminals is not
only undesirable, bue moat injuricus in its re-
sults, even as regards diecipline in the jsils,
snd in its tendenoy to destroy the deterrent
effects of criminal sentences. The cases of
Wm. Oobbett, Leigh Huns, Marcus Qostello
and others are cited, as wall as those of Dauiel
0'Connell and the Young Irelanders of 1848, to
establish what has been the practice in the past
a8 to the treatment of political prisoners by the
Britisk Government; snd the present cruel,
, callous and inhnman policy of Balfour is merei-
leaely Iaid bare in all its hideonsness, Even in
1798 the political privoners, despite the spirit of
the times, were well treated, but the present
coercionist government, baviog determined to
out-Herod Herod, have not hesitated to tread
their polisical opponents in & mannsr unknown
outside sewi-barbarous Ruseia. The appess-
ance of such a drochure cannot fail to produce
the best resulta. In that portion of it which
gives the correspondence, we are happy to find
that Ospads figures to great advantsge, Arch-
bishops, Bishops and priests have placed them-
selves on record in unmistakable language, and
amongst our public men the Hom. Wilfred
Laurier, M,P., refers 30 one of his speeches, in
which be states, with reference to the treatmmt
of Irlsh political prisoners, that *‘it is mon.
strous to witness such things in this age.” AMr.
Curran, M.P, for Montreal Centre, writes
S proveating againad the present system of un-
justifiable coercion and bhe attempt to degrade
lionaratle men engsged in a constitutional agi-
tation.” Mr. Conghlin, MLP., and Mr, Balfour,
M.P.P.,, of Outario, both write latters well
worthy of perusal; and last, but not least, we
must mention the letter of that veteran patriot
and staunch Home Ruler, the Hna, Senator
Edward Murphy, which closes as follows:
‘*Under the present Coercion Act, the impri-

liament, and other prominent Irishmen, and
their exceptionally hard and degrading treat
ment as felona, for offences unknown to the
common law, is infamous, and oalls for con.
demnation from all lovers of justice and
humanity.”

HON. ALEX. MURRIS DEAD.

The Ex-Lieutenant-Governer of Manitoba
Breathes His Last.

. ToraNTO, Uotaber 28,—Hon, Alexander Mor-
ris, ex-Lieatenant-Governcr of Manitobs, died
in this city this morning. He had been
ill for gome ¢time and his retirement
from the local legielature at the last elgorion
waa due to_failing health, The Hon. M.
Morris was born at Perth, Ont., on the 17th
of March, 1826, his father, Hon. Wm. Morris,
baviog been n well-known public man, sn
a member of the Legislative assembly sod'
Legialative council of Oanads, from 1320 &
1869. Mr. Morris waa educated ab Glaegow
oniversity and at MeGill, and married, in
November, 1851, Margaret, daughter of Mr.
Wwm. Cline, of Cornwall. He was called 1o
the Bar in Upper and in Lower Canads in
1851, and in Manitoba in 1872. In 1876 he
was made a Q.0. by the Ontario, and in 1881
by the Federal Government, He was for some
time » resident of Montreal, and served 88
president of 8t Andrew's society and
ag a governor of 'MoGill college. He
wad also chairman of the hoard of trusbees
of Queen's oollege, Kingston, He was the
author of a_number of pamphlete and esssys,
largely on British North America and its res
sources, many of them in advocacy of the con-
federstion of the. provinces. He was elec!
for South Lapark in 1861, and took sn
active share in the usgotiations which
led to the formation of the ooalition oon:
federation Governmeny of 1864. Afer

The following lotter appears In the Dablin
Freeman of the 10th inst :—

DgaRr Sig,—Mr. Harriogton’s appeal to the
country (o re invigorate the National Leagus is
very opportune, and will,it is to be hoped, meet
with the proper response from the people thus
spoken to. ‘There ie, however, onae omission in
Mr. Harrington’s observations which, if rectified
in the further sction of the Organizing Com-
mittee, will powerfully aid their effort in widen-
ing and strengthening the Lizague organization.
It is this :—

Seven years have now elapsed since the Na-
tional Conference was held,at which the National
League was called into existence. That confer-
ence was accepbed as the voice of the country.
Iy ordered and enacted the followirg cunatitu-

tion :—

% The Irleh National League shall consist of
Branches and Qentral Council.

“The Council shall consiat of thirby members,
twenty to be elected by Oounty Conventions,
ond ten by the Irish Parliamentary Party. The
branches in each county shall send delegates to
an annual County Convention ; and each dele-
gate shall cast his vote for the oandidate nomin-
ated to the Central Council in manner provided
by the rules, Members of Parliament shall be
ineligible for election to the Council by a County
Uonvention,

“The Branches to be organized, rules
framed, and the method of bomination and eleo-
tion to the Council settled by an Organiziog
Commitbee. .

“ The Organizing Committee shall consist of
five membears of the Mansion House Committes
for the relief of Evicted Tenants, five mem-
bers of the Executive of the Labour and
Industrial Union, five members of the Couneil
of the Home Rule League, and fifteen other
gentlemen.

“The Organizing Cummittez shall have sll the

powers of a Oentral Council until the Council is
elected, and no longer.” .
. Saven yaars have gone by, aud the Organiz-
ing Committee have not yev obeyed the man-
date of the country. Is the time nob opportune
for the election of & representative Central
Council which would, st leass, give an object
leseon in Home Rule, and afford msny ofus s
training in constitutional action and responai-
bility that might be of service to the country
under the National Self-government that 18
looming 1n the near futurs?

It is beside the question to say—whab thon-
sande wilt, I am sure, in all sincerity think and
believe in this connsotion—bhab the members of
the Organising Committee are tried and trusted
men ; that its secretary is Mr. Harriogton ; and
that everything that an elected Oentral Council
could do has been done by those now governing
the Leauge. This is, however, no answer to the
objaction that the Central Qouncil has etill to
Ye elected, though seven years have swept by
since the voice of the country ordered it to be
done. We are living in the daye of repreaenva-
tive rule and the exercise of Sopulnt control 3
and were the members of the Orgapising Oom-
mittee angela of light and infallible admini-
strators, there wonld etill remain the National
will, demanding the recognition of its sovereign
mandate at the hands cf thoeé so whom delegat-
ed, and not perpetual or absolute, aughority has
been given. . .

1 believe that if the Organising Committes
nndertake the task of completing the orgaoisa-
tion of the National Leagus, the country will
reepond to the appeal which has been addressed
to it in » manner that will more than fulfil the
most sanguine expectations voiced ab yester-

It wae the divorclug of w woman from
her dead husband aud his brother at the :ame
time. Tho oeromony is according to the
Mosaio law of the Hebrewe, and ia only per-
formed by the most ortliodex of that weot.
Tais law, which comes down from Abrahsm,
is that if a woman is cbildless when lefi,l
widow, she is at tho dieposl of hor husband’s
oldest brother. The latter may compel the
widow to marry him, or by & sfmple publio
coremony free her. But she can never marry
another withcut belng divorced from the dead
husband and recelving the rellequishment of
the living brother at the same time. The
weman who figared In thls remarkable oere-
mony wav Mrs, Emma Levin, whose busband
was murdered wevoral months ago. he
brother-lo-law 1a Israel Moses Levin, Mrs.
Levio desired to marry sgain, being bat 28
yeara old, but she could mot do so withput
this ceremony. Two rabbis from Ohlosgo
_: feried the operations separating the living
from the dead.

The templo wan filled with membere of the
copgregation and a few outeiders, The two
rabbis seated themselves ata small table,
Israel Moses Lovin and the widow standing
before them. ‘Ths spectators left thelr seats
and orowded sbout the man and woman, The
rabbis asked Israel whether {t was bis inten-
tlon to olsim hls brother’s widow for a wife.
Iarael snawered ¢ No.” Tarael then cromed
over to a front corner of the hall, the rabbls
accompanylog and the crowd surging behind.
Hero ho removed one of bis shoes and the
sock, and rolled np his pantaloon leg up o
the knee, A member of the flock produced
n basln, and kneellng down, waebsd Taracl'n
foot. One of tho rabbls then gare him a sort
of mocoasin made of bear skin, which he
placed on his foot, A sheepskin thong wn
inch wide and aix feet long was then lsced
through the eyrlets of the moccasin and
wrapped sbout Israel's leg to the knee, Then
the widow was pushed forwsrd to where:
Tsrael was standlng. She bowed her head:
to him, then koelt down and nntled the koot -
in the thong,aunwrapplog it with her foft band
from the man's leg.

With her right hand she removed the foob-
coverlog, nnd atlll kneellng, cuat It behind
her. This was aymbolloal of throwing off
the bonds which bound her to larael Moses
Lavin, her brother lu-law, through her de
hasband, Then she spat twice, suoording 10
instractione, and begen to pray in Hebrew.
Duoring all thls ordeal the womsan trembled
from head to foot, Before she finlshed El®”
prayer her face beoame ashen, she raeled,
then fell to the floer In a dead fzint, There
wae a panio in the temple, sume of those pre-
gent rashing for the door, whils obhers began
to shrick.

The meeting expressed itself mtrongly In
favor of the 7 o'clock heur for glosing the
naloens on Saturday night, and will urge this
upon the specisl cemmittee of the Qity Coun-
oil appointed to prepare a by.law on the sub-
jeot. A district house to house canvase is to
be mada to prevent the slgning of applioations
for lloenees nd to secure untted political ac-
tlon in suppert of temperance oandidates fer
munioipal and political positions.

It was stated that now the voting was to be
by ballot In municipal elections the saloon
powar would be greatly weakened and the
couscientious temperance votelargelystrength.
ened.

Candidates are to be seleoted early, and are
to be men who csn cemmand the respect of
the friends of tempersnca in every ward,

It wss proposed that the parliamentary
cemmltiee of the alllanca and laber organiza-
tions at Ottawa and Qaebec ao-operats in
gccuring legislation in favor of temperance,

The mesting adjourned, to meet again at
the oall ot the secretary. It is clalmed that
this unlen will be an Important factor in the
political affairs of thie oity, '

A Trip Thrangh 8 Sawar,

I bad the pleasure of going, with about
500 osher visitors, through the sewers of
Purls, on July 29th lart. We descended
three flights of carpeted stalrs, from a trap
door epened In the sidewalk in front of the
Ohurch of the Madalene, and found ouraselves
o an arched passageway, 20 feet high and as
many wide, made of ont stons and lighted by
electric lights, with reflecters, and by oil
lamps on polished brase poles whioh stuck up
from a narrow sidewalk that ran on either
etde of this chamter, while in a canal in the
middle ran the sewage, like & river. There
are 50 many hnndreds of fountaine, and
street hydrants for atraset-washing, running
all the tinio that the sewers are flushed. and
all bad amells are absorbed, The enly edor
noticeable wae a damp, musty emell, with
a traoce of liluminating gas in it. Overhead
in this chamber, strapped and held in place
by strong fron bands, wers the water and
gas maine, and the telegraph, telephone, and
elootrio-light wires of the oity., Scme of the
waber mains wers over three feet in dlamster.
We found at the foot of the stairs, walting
ug, & large beat in the water, npholstered
seats, polirhed bruas trimminge, and a large
bead-light in the stern. Ssaveral of these
boats had preceeded us, each with about 50
people In it. When all had embarked, five
men In white duck uniformas and blue caps,
on oach slds of the boat, took hold of ropes
and Sowed ur along, walking on the side-
walk.

“THE IRISH CONSTABULARY.

The Make.up of the Famous Ferce Which

Xeeps the Peace of Ircland.

-oomposed of the Inspector-genaral,the deputy

general, of whom the. commandant,of the
.depat Is slways one ; the town Inspactor of
“Beifast, thirty-six county Inspectors, forty-
five third-olass Inspectore, two hundred and
sixty head asnztables, some 2,400 sergaants
and ' soting eergeants, and some 0,600 con-
stables, Of the non-commissioned officera
and connfables, two hundred - and sixty-three
are mounted, memeo fifty or so being at the
depot and the remainder soattered abont
through the conntry in the more important
headquarter towne. _

The inspector genersl, deputy Inspector-
genersl, and one of the aselatant Inepectors-
general, besides the commandant, reside in
Dablin and have their offises In tha Constaba-
alary Depsartment, Dablin Qastle. '

The reoruite are chiefly taken from the
farmer olaws, thongb, of course, the olties and
towns provide thelr propartlon, Very great
oare ia exeralsed In their selootion, The can-
didate muost be ever eighteen years of age,

A not less than five fest elght inches in height

‘and thirty-six inches round the ohest.

The Irishmav has a natural lostinct for
drill, and the recrnits at the depot plok it up
very rapidly and well. I am suore that if any
of my military readers saw a battalion drill
there thay would prenounce it a very credita-
ble parformanocs for recrnits of a fsw montha’
atanding. There ia always a greatstendinese,
and the manual and firing exerclees are per-
formed with munch smartness and precisfon.

The recruit, on jolnlng his gountry statien,
has, like the young officer, to put inte prac-
tfoe all that he has learned in theory at the
depot. Thils is by no means as easy ae it
might seem, and it Is & year or two with him
sleo before he {8 worth much aes & policeman.
His average patrollipg work is some six hours
ic the twenty-four, This may seem littla in
compsrison to the eight hcurs' beat duty
usually performed by the mesropolitan pollgs-
man, but then the Royal Irish constable is
never out of noiform when off duty; hels
liable to be oslled on at sny moment.
cannot go far or remsin long away from his
station, and sometimee on detachment dury,
in disturbed places, he {¢ working for twelve
or fifteen hours daily for weeka togather.

A patrol never contlate of lesa than two
men, In thedaytime the senior of thesa iz
armed with a revelver, the junlor carrylag s
baton only. In disturbed distrista by day,and
everywhers at night, the patrol iu fully arm-
ed, the senlor with a revolver, the others with
carbines. The duration of a patrol varies
from three to six hours, of which a porti:n ts
always spent in ambnsh, And on a cool,
wild winter's night an ambush in a wet ditch
Is no pleasant task,

A recrult underalx months’ services is pald
£38 per annam. A conetable of over six
montha' and under four years' service, £54
125, ; over twenty years, £70 4e. An acting
sergeant gets £72 16:. yearly; asergeant of
under four years in the rank, £50 8a. ; of four
yeare and over, £80 12. A head oonstable of
under three years’ mervice in that rank is
pald £91 per annum ; of over three and under
8'x years, £97 10a, ; of over six years, £104,

The allowances, eto., of the non-commfis-
sioned efficers «nd conatables are na followe :
Boot allowances, 23, 24, monthly per man;
arms and straw allowance, for . keeplog the
arma in repale, and filllng the palllasses with
straw, 94, per man monthly ; lodging allow-
anoe for married men over ten years’ service
4», 41, per month, On the other hand, there
ls & deduotion from the single men of 4,
4d, per man, monthly, for barrack ao-
commodation, For every night that a
head constablo is abeent from his station on
duty he geta 43, 81, extra pay, and a sergeant
or oonstable eimilarly absent gety 34 64, A
bead constable {e allowed le, 61. when abeent
from his statlon for ten consacutive hours,
except on the ordipary dutles of hia district,
aad le. 34, for eight hour’s absent. A sergeant
or conatable [n similaryl allowed le. 6. and
la. respectivelv. A head uvonstable receives
18, 31. marching money for every elght miles
marched on the same day when the place
marched to is outside his own anb-dlstrict,
and a ssrgeant or constable 1la, uader like
circumstances. XEach man recelves an allow-
ance for making under-clothing sufficiant to
cover the exponse of having his uniform made
by the tallor. There is also a fuel and light
allowance granted to each statlon whch
cevers tho expenses inonrred in this respeot.
A third classdistriot inapeotor rezeivez £128
per annum, His allowance are considerable.
A szcond-olasa distrlet Inapeotor raceives
£165 per annum for the firat five years’ ser-
vios In that rank ; alterward, 180. A firat-
clase dietriot inspeot for lesa than three years’
service in that ravk recelves £225 psr annum ;
of from three to mi.: yaars, £250 ; of trom alx
to twelve years, £275 ; of twelve years and
over, £300,

A nvanty inepsotor recelves £450 for his
firat yenr's mervice in that rank. His pay Is
then fuaressed yearly by £20 per anaum until
he hat completsd slx years’ services. The
“‘good servios pay” of the rank is £50 per
annum, and the lodging allowance the same,

The commandant of the depet and the
town inspector of Belfast each recelve £600 ;
o year, with various allowances very mnch
similar to these of 8 country inspsotor,

The aesistant inspeotor-general receive
£700 ; the deputy Inepectore general, £1,000,
and the Inspector-general, £1,500 per snnnm.
The officers are allowed £1 for eaoh night’s
ahsence on duty and the usual mileage.

Officers and mon in the foroe become entitl-
ed to penslons on & soale laid down py acts
of Parliament after u certaln number of years
pervico,  Under the latest acts dealing with
this sobjeot the pensions are not zo good,
proporiionately te pay, ae they used %o be,
Uf late yeara the tendency has beer @o in-
creaso §he pay and allowances and lesaen the
penslon of mombors of the forcs, but onthe
wholo na complaint oan be mude.

Spoaking gemeially, the uniform of hoik
officers and men resembles that of arifie regl
ment, excep% that the officer’s patrol janket
has five tags on it iuatead of brald.

AMBRICOA'S ARID NORTHWEST.

Terrible Destituiton Among Minnesota and
Dakota Furmers—On Starvailons Verge.

Se. Paon, Mion,, October 22,—Suffering
amopg bhe settlers of Northwest Minnesota
end weatern Daketa hes become . 5o wide-
epread chat it bas been ducided to appeal io
the priocipal oities ot the Unlon for aid to
gef them through the winter. The Chambsr
of Oommerce of St. Panl this moralng epened
s gubscription llet and appointed a committee
to visite all businesa houses generally and atk
for liberal subscriptions of cash and supplies
for theso pecple, The rellef committee of tho
ohsmber hua beex direoted to inviteall church
orgaaizitions to take up a special contribusion
on Sunday, November 3, to be davoted to
allevlating this distress. The destitution and
sefforing wre eo great; and oxtenelve that the
{ocal noihorities and relief socleties are nn-
ablo to graunt the asristance required,

Ramsey county, D.T., hasa population of
sevon thodeand penple, Of these about slx
thoussnd are engseed In farming. The froata
‘of lust year outv off the orops generailly, and
the farmera were obliged to mortgage their
farms for seed, provisions, olothing, ete., to
catry them through last winior, This spring
other paraphrenalia, such as stock, machine-
ry, eto,, were mortaged for seed to put in the
orops. Thore has been & coatinual drought
throoghout the entire sesson and the crops
have bsen almost a total 1ailare, The borrow-
ed funds are entirely exhausted,sn well as the
oredit of most of theee people, and in Ramsey
ronnty thers are about five hundred families
of farmeurz who are destitate.

GREAT DESTITUTION AND QUF¥ERING,

In Neleon and Walsh countles there 1s alao
gr:: 1 deatitution and sufloring, and there are
probably in thia distriet of North Dakota not
less than & thousand families who ara nearly
entirely destitute, There is adlstri.t [a South
Dakota thatls in like conditieon. This dis-
triot is embraced within Miner,Lake, Sazborn
and Beadie countios, but 13 sarrounded by
pepulaus towne and oftles like Sloux Falle,
Yankton, Haror, Watertown, Plerre, &o.,
and it is thought that if application is made
to these oities by the proper anthoritles in the
several countles, that aufficient relief can be
realized to take care of the people for the
present, Buf the devastated district in North
Dakota ia directly dependent upon the Twin
Citles,Dulath and the larger town on the lins
of the INoitkarn Pacific railroad in Dakota for
assistance, Grand Forks has already appelint-
ed committees and is actlvely engaged in sup-
plying clothing and some provisions to the
North Dakota diatrict.

The committee of the S5, Panl Chamber of
Camuerse hae decided to correspond with the
Mayor of Fargo, Jamestawn, Bismarck and
other Dakota cities, and aacartain whater anv
organized movementa have been made toward
relieving these people, ard also to commucel-
oate with the atate authoritles of North
Dakota to ascertain If thers are any fands
available which may be used for thia pnrpoaef
and what action will be taken by the State
Officers In this matter. It la Imperative that
the devanted distriot of North Dakota sheald
recelve soms asiatance immediately, The sup-
plien moat urgently reqaired are boots, shoes,
kolwery, mittens, under garmente, flour, corn
meal, necersary graceries and grain for their
stock. Arrangemente have been made for
the freo transpoertation of producta intendged
for dletribution ameng the people,

Two years ago the farmers of Marehall
connty, Minn., wers unfortnnate enough 1o
loss almoat their entire orops. Since that
time they hava been struggling to reliove
themsslves from the burden of financial om-
barrassment, but during the past year devas-
tating ball storma visited the eastern pert of
the couniy and practically laid everything
waste, Thls dleaster came after the pravious
viaitation had reduced many of the farmers to
the verge of atarvation, and unless something
is done to relieve the disiress there will be
much safferfng thia winter.

A delegation has waited on Governor Mer-
riam and agked al@ from the stafe., Lt war
polnted out that Immediate rellef wae abso-
{utely required. The importance of prompt
measnres wagd recognlznd by the governwor,
and he iinmediately appointed Rev, M, Falk,
G. Jirtzo, H, L. Milgard, A. Banker and M.
Gslvin aapecialcommiesion to investigate and
report upon the amount and nature of the
existing distress. Itias then expeoted that a
lavisk distribution of funds to relieve the
etrioken ones will take place.

. FOUR BURNED TO DHATH.

A Bsy ef Quinte Pawusenger Steamer
Wrapped in Flames. ;.

Drsgroxto, Ootober 23,—The steamer
Qalante, of the Deneronto Navigation Dom-
pany’a line of hoats, on her regular trip from
Belleville to Picton, waz burned to-night
abeut six o'olock, shortly after leaving her
dook, and when snly about three miles down
the bay, a short distance from the Fredericks-
Olose by her, fortunately, lay a
achaooner, whose crew put out boats te the
rescne, But for them there would have been
a greater loas of life, as they pioked up nearly
all of the passengers and crew. One of the
deck handa was the first to discover the
flames, He notifivd engineer Tom Short,
who set the punmpz to work and alse notified
the captain,

When it wae seen that the flsmes osuld net
ba oontrelied, Mate Collier, who was at the
wheel, was ordered to beach the boat. Not
untll he felt the boat ground and when the
flames were ooming into the wheel-house, did
he leave his pesition, baving bravoly risked
his life to save those in his care.

As far as oan be learned four persons Jost
their lives in the flamea probably, as none of
them were ssen to jump everboard, Mrs.
Christie, mother of the captaln of the beat,
ard her twelve yesr old son were In the
ladies’ cabln a few momenta before the alarm
was given, but have not been seen since, and
mast have besn oasught in the fery trap.

Mrs, Stacey, asaintant to tho cook, and her
young son were in the dinlvg hall, and bs-
canee of the flames were unable to make their
escape, aud must have first been suffucated
and then burned,

TRE INJUKRED.

Thoze who suffered Injury by burning were
Miss Aubina Kellar, captain of the Salvation
army at Picton, who was severely baroed
abont the fave, arms and hands, but It is
thought not serlonsly, Mrs. Anderson, the
cook, was saverely bruieed on her righv arm
and shoulder and sustained a severe nervoue
shock. Her exposure in the water will, no
deubt, make hers a merlous case. Eogineor
Short was barned about the face and haad,
but not severely. Firsman T. Harte was
badly burned about the face, neck and arms,
ond had two bones of his leg broken, Me.
8t. Charles, oarrlage maker, of Belleville, is
in & moet seriecs condltlon from his exposurs
In the water, but will recover. (lulonsl
Strong, Uaited States consul at Belleville, was
slightly burned and broised, Several other
passengers were slightly injured.

The ownera of the boat, the Rathbun com-
pany, secured the services of the town phy-
siciane, and had them at the dock when those
regcued were landed, and the best of treat-
ment was afforded to the unfortunate passen-
gora and crew. The ateamer Descronto and
the steamyacht Ripple both steamed to the
buraing boat, having left here soon after tife
flames broke oat, and brought the passengers
and crew to tawn. Oaptain Uhrlstle, Mate
Collfar, Parser Hambley and Evgineer Short,
as well as the entire crew, worked heroloally
to save the passengers, who numbered abont
twenty.

A small amount of freight and sxpress mat-
ter was on board, and the paesengers’ bag-
gage, as well as the clothing of the crew, waa
all loat. The mails for Pleton were also
burned, Eogineer Short loest $200, which
was in his ntate reom, and Mr, Hart, of
Belleville, lost a pocket book from his pooket
with $40 In it.

The steamer Quinte was the most popular
boat on the bay, and had but three years ago
been thoroughly everhauled and made almost
a new boat. She bad just closed a most sno-
cessfnl exonrslon searon, She was valued at
$18,000 and waa Insured for about two-thirds
of her value,

What thoe Catholics Can Bhow at (he
Centenary.

Erom * The Columbua Centenary of 18927
in the American Cutholio Qanrterly
: Revisw,

If the Colambus Exposition of 1892, whether
held &t New York er elswhere, is to be open
to the Charch, it bshooves the Catholic body
to place there somo tangible svidonce of its
vitlity, ta Inflnenca, its accomplizbed work
and present eff.ria in the canse of Chrlstiani.
ty and cfvil zadon. Ouar right to appear nons
oan galosay., Columbus was, ahove all, a
Oatholio,. Every impulse was guided by a
religions senes, .

Kven for this lend of ours we cannot be
overlooked. Pineda, who discovered the
meuth of the Misslesippl, and vamed it in
honor of the Boly Ghoat ; the pioua Mar-
quette who threaded it for so great a distance
and dedicated it to the Immaoulate Concep-
tion ; the miesionery Bennepin, who necen-
ded to the falls, whioh he named in honor of
8t, Anthony of Padna, were all Oatholics,
Penoce de Leon, who named Florida to com.
memorate its diecavery on the great Feast of
the Roesurrection ; Ayllon, whe nomed the
Carollnas the lIand of St John ths Baptist,
and bestowed on the Chesapeake the name of
Saint Mary, Mother of God ; the navigatora
who named csne and river and promentory
and bay from the Oatbolic calendar, frem ths
river of St. John to the tiver of St. Lawrence,
were all Oatholios. New Mexioo hears the
name glven by s Catholic mlasiocary three
centuries ago.

The settlemsent of Maryland was due to the
roal pnd judgment cf 8ir George Oalvert,
Lozd Balsimore, who took up and osreled ont
the enrlier projects of Oathollc ssttlament
formed by the bravest Eaglishman of his
time, Sir Thomas Arundell, of Wardour,
whose prowese won him on the continent the
coronet of an earl, though Eagland recog.
nizad hic merlt only by the lowest rank of
nobility, that of baren.

The sfogolar windom, tolerance and justice
embodied by Lord Baltimore in the charter
which he obtaloed of the king, and which are
evinced by no similar provislons on chartera
granted by that monarch, stamp Calvert as
ons of the poblast legislators and greatest
trienda of bumsnity. He founded a colony
which prospered vuder hia rule, as wise and
practioable as that devised by the philosopher
Locke for Oarolina wan utopiav and unprac-
tioable, Maryland became the hems of civil
and rellgions liberty, the ouly one in the wide
world. The example and the aots of the firat
and segond Lordes Baléimore, of Leonard
QOslvert, the first Governnr of the province,
and of the Cathollo gentlomrn 'vi-o carrled
cut the planting of the Land of 1he § aotoary,
place them io a noble and cosapicusus posi-
tlon among ell the American colunizera for
thelr liberality, their industry, their pro-
dence, thelr wise and just treatment of the
Indians,

Thess fonnderr of a soble State will evor
ba the pride of American Qatholios, and at-
tompts to detract from their glory only serve
to make their memoary more lllustrlons, The
propored statue of Caoil Osivert may well be
one of the exbibits of the expoaition, Bat
we are not restricted to Macyland, Tue
Land of the Sanotuary la not the only Sta%e
that bad a Catholic founder, and In olalming
this we refer to actual endurlog settlements,
not to projsete which faflad at thelr bicib,
llke the Fresoh and Spanish attempts ia
Snuth Carolina, or the early Frenchk apd
Eugliah colonizatian schemes in Matns; nor
to misaions created by oor deuntless mia-
slonaries among the Indian tribea, Among
real founders of oolonies which have grown
to be States, or are sssking ndmission In that
capaoity inte the Unlon, are Don Pedro
Meonendez de Aviles, founder of Florida;
Antolne da 1a Mothe Cadillao, founder of
Michigan ; the Sieur de Vincennes, founder
of Indiana; Lo Salle, fonnder of Iilinola;
St. Ange, founder of Miseourl; To#l, of
Arkansas; Iberville, of Launllana ; Sanvolle,
of Miaulaslppi; Bileoville, of Mobila; Don
Juan .de Oaate, founder of New Mexico;
Don Audres de Pes, of Texas; Dor Gaspar
de Portola, of Oalifornla,

Of the adventurous men who threaded

Rolics collested from the ancient ghurches
and mission sltes of the country, from Fleri-
ds, New Marxico, Texas, Ciliiorala, trem
northern misalon and church aites ln Maine,
Ohnlo, Illicola and the West, medals, craci-
fixes, chalices, the Farrot Ostensorium, the
aocient bread irom from Mackinac, anclent
vestments, articles from Blshop's Memorial

A book-vaselmight contaln many a work that
wonld speak sloguently of Catholic lnbors.

the firat Maryland ‘‘Relatien,” rellc from
Georgetown College of Lord Biltimore and
the scttlament of St. Mary's ; the tamous
charaoter of the provivee and the first printed
copy of the noble Teleratfoa Aot of 1649 ;
the Dnke's Laws of Naw York ; the oharter
of the City of New Yerk, granted by a Cath-
ollo Governor, under a Catholio lord propeis-
tor ; 'Thevenot's edition of the voysge of
Father Marquette and Slsur Jollat ; Cabeza
de Vaca's “Shipwrecks” ; the first printed
hiaterles of Fiorida, Louislana, Californis ;
the parish registry of Si. Auguetine, datiog
back to 1591 ; those of Illinois, beginuing
somewhat Iater; of Detrolt and Mobile ;
anthograph lettere of early Oathelie pfonesrs
and misstonariss ; works of the early Catholic
botaniste, ke Plumlsr, Sarrazin, Lafitan,’
Charleveix, making knowa the flora of this
country. All these would from a oollection
of Immenags valus and full of lateresy to every
studeat and antiquarian ; a collection that
would excite wonder even in the most indiff-
erent visltor, With thom could be placed the
earliest epio relating to the conntry and writ-
tep In the country, the poem of the Captain
Villsgra, one of the congufataderes of Kew
Mexico, publiished bslore the Pilgrima [anded
on Plymounth Rock.

To briug togetler the works of esrlier
Oathaollo writers, who treatad inoldentally of
the Indians and misslon work among them,
would require space for a large library ; but
even If the collectlon were limited %o books
on Indian languages of the Ualted States,
written by missionaries, or worke printed in
those !anguagee, the oatslogue would bs s
long cne.

To roprecent the growih of the Church
alnos the ectahlivhmens of the hierarchy in
1769, a et of autograph lettera of the Arch-
Hishopa and Bictsps, frem Arohbishop Car-
roll down, weuld be appreviated gemsraily,
with some [ow mementoea of the moat 1llus.

Tia object of these services ia- tbaib the
genersl prayers of the Ohurch may aid those
sufferiog souls with her spiritusl benefits, for
they csunotin any way help themaselves, Ita
origin goss back tothe sime of the patriarchs,
for we resd that when Jacob waa cead shey
wept aver him forty days in Egypt, aud when
they broughs bia body to Hebron, there they
mourned him seven days. To-day the bodies
of tha patrisrche are gunarded with jealous care
by the Turkas in the donble cave which Abra-
ham bought, Their bodies are never shown to
Christians, but s traveler disguised as a Mo-
hammedan sncceedsd in enbering the cave
whers lie the embalmed bodies of the patri-
ache,

Again wo read that when DMoses died, for
thirty days the children of Israel wept aver
him, the same as they did at the death of Aarun
and of Mary, his sister. From this custom of
the Jewa weeping for thirty days crver their
dead, the Chriatian Church has, from its begin-
njog, obeerved the “Month’a Mind,” on the
thirtieth day after death. From the example
of the children of Isracl weeping seven days
over Jacoh in Hebron, wa say Mass for the dead
on the feventh day, and in rememberance of the
shrea days of our Liord in the tomh, we say
Mase on the third day after aeath. Some of
the early Obristiavs wused to have Manses said
for their dead on the ninth day, but it
was forbidden, [Ior the pagams mcurned
their dead for nine  daye The
custom of having anniversary Masses for
vhe repose of the dead is also very mmcient.
The year, as it wers, revolving ever inbo itself,
ropresente eternity into which the souls of the
dead bave passed, The anniversary for s dead
friend can be held ae often a# we wish, for we
cannoy bell how long the sonls remain iz the
other life before eutering heaven, When the
aoniversary of & sant falls on Sunday or &
feast day, it is put off till the next dsy it can be
beld, but when the anniversary of the dead falls
iz the same way, ib ia sometimes eaid befors,
80 88 t0 reosive tha bensfit of the Mase as soon
as we can offer it. On Suandays and feasta we
cannot offer up the holy sacrifice for the dead,
unless the body is present, beoauss it would
draw the people away from the services of the

Ay.

Weshonld pray each day for our dead friends,
but on this day, we pray in geaeral for the Jead
who are in purgatory, for there are many who
die without iriends, withont anyoze 10 pray for
them, and ‘‘ their Mother, the Church, takes
the places of all there.” As in the old law no
oil of joy or awestly smelling incense waa offer-
ed in the aacrifies for sin, thus as death is a fig-
ure of ein in the Otffices of the dead, no
songs or signs of juy are geen or heard, all is
mourning, for death has swallowed up his
victims. Thus tollowing the law of Mosea the
incenss is uob offared at certain times during the
Maszes for the dead.

To the early times, when a person was aboub
to die, following the exawple of St Marsin, he
was laid on ashes or on stxaw. This was not a
universal practice. The early writers aay that
after death the hody was washed to signify that
it wounld rise gloriouely from the dead on the
last day. Te follow the example of Our Lord
shey used to somstimea annoint the body of ‘the
dead with oil. The custom of saying Paalms for
the dead was command=d by some of the early
Counocile. They also ordered thud the body
should be carriad by the members of the sams
station in life and of the same profession. That
was Lie origin of the pall-basrers.

The people from the most ancient times have
been acenstomed to make some offerings to thair
alergy for Masaes for their dead friends on she
2nd of November. We are not able to fad the
beginning of that good and haly castom, but we
ate inclined to believe that it has always beenin
the Church.

The Goaspel resd on the Feast of the Dead is
taken from the Gozpel of St. John, where Qur
Lord eaya bhe time will come, on the last day,
when the desd in their graves will hear Hisvoice,
and all will rire from the grave, someinto ever-
lassiog life in heaven and some invo everlastiog
death in gell. He spesks of the general judg-
m#nb.

Such is the last of the chief fensta of this
Season of the year. Oa the last Sundsy of the
ecolesiastical year the Church reads the Goepel
giving the prophecy of our Lord relating to the
1ast and general judgment, for this Season tells
of the time of the Church which will closa the
sge of this world by the end of all thinga. That
Gospel is read to bring before the minds of sll
men their last and tinal end. Thusthe year ic
the Ohristian Chureh is like & satlime arena,
whereon the miraoalous birbh,the holy life, the
wonderful works, and the awiful deabth of the
Son of God is opened out before the minds of
mer in mystic rites, in striking figures, in ma-
jestic ceremonies, and 1 beautiful portraits, o
vhat generation after generation comes and
goes on the stage of thin world ; their oreation
by God, their fall by Adam, and their redemp-
tion by Ohrist, are each year vividly broughb
before their eyes.~—Columbian,
