It was the cold-

est, the most windy, and the least rainy year of any known
in tho history of the Observatory, and. omittint? two ex-

ceptions, one of each kind, it affords instapcesof tlii hi,i?h-

est. and lowest temperatures that have beeii ever recorded.

Ushered in by a day ci Id. keen, and of unusual brilliancy,

the year cnmmenced with the coldest and most windy
January ou record. The month was rainless, and showed
no tn'ce of the ordinary January thaw. February and
Jliu>;l ""ve more windy respectively, than any proviou.s

February au^: 'Maich ; and with tho exception of February
and March. 1843, and February, 1865, they were colder

th.in tho correspondin;; months of all past years. These
two months also, like Jan.. were without rain, and It was
not tin the 2nd April that the first rain of the year began
to fill, after an interval, quite unprecedented, of 109 days.

The Spring was backward ; tho ice did not wholly dis-

appear from the Ray till the 19th April, and sno^, though
in a very slight quantity, fell as late as tho 30th .May.

July was the warmest July but one yet known. In
October, ft fi.g, remaikable for density, duration and ex-

tent, prevailed from tho 19th to the 22nd iiiclu!.ive, and
was said to have extended from Chicago as far as Quebec.

In Novemtier. the snow exceeded that of any previous

Novemlier. December was mark, d by the coldest day and
lowest temperature that ever oc(!urred iu the month of

December, and by the most windy day recorded in any
month whatever, in this or psist years.

The mean temp, of 1856 was42°.16, which l3l°.9D below

the aveia'^e of 17 years, and the lowest annual mean on re-

cord: thd nearest approach to it having been 4'2°.35. in 1843.

As usual, July was the warmest month in the year: its

mean temperature was 69°.9. July, besides iR'ing abso-

Inteiv, was also relatively the warmest mimth in the year,

estimated, that is, by the excess of its mean temperature
above the standard temperature for the month, whether
the standard chosen be that belonging to the parallel pas-

sing throU'.;h Toronto or to Toronto itself. When consi-

dered furthKr, with reference to past years, the mean
temp, of July, 1850, was never exceeded by any monthly
mean, excepting that of July, 1854, which was 72°.5.

The coldest month alisnlut-'y was February, with a
moan temperature of 15°.09 ; tho coldest month rolativoly

to tho standard of Toronto, was January, with a mean
temperature 7°.81 below the average. The warniPrtt day
was J\ily 17. when the mean temperature was 81°.77, anil

tho coldest day was February 13, with a mean temp.—jp,S8.
Tiie maximnm temperature of the yeiir, 9()°.0. ocicWrroJ

on July 17, and, with the exceptlim of that of 24th Aug.,

1854, when It reached 99°.2, was higher than any tempe-
lature before known at the Observatory. Tho minimum
of the year—18° .7, on February 12, was an example of

cold never exceeded but in February of the preceding year.

The range of temperature for the year, derived from
these two extromeg, was 11&°.3, one never oxoeoded but by

that of 1855. which ainouut.d to 11S°.2.

The deviations in (Jc.fect from the normals and exci rjing
20°. were nnmerous; but no e.xamnle occurred ofa devLt-
tion to that extent in exm-.s.

B.vRiiMr.Tsi!.—The highest reading of the bar.ineter wis
30.480 inches, at lO.oU a.m. of Decenils^r ixth. and tho
lowest 28.459 inches, at 11,40 a, M. of December 14, thus
giving a range (the range al.so of tiie whole year) of 2.921

Inches in le,ss than 95 hours. The minimum, 28 459. was
identical with that of 1855. which occurred on the 9t:i of
Dec. and which also was followed by a coi!>iilHrable i-ise.

The mean humidity of the year. .75 of hatiiratlon. was
rather lesK than usual, and tlie distribution of humidity
among the different months more than ordinarily eciualile.

Complete saturation occurred only four times—.Ian. 9tli.

Oct. 18th. and tho 11th and 14th of Deieniber. Thegrest-
est dryness was .39. which occurred at4 P. M., of Aug. 11th.

It will bo seen from tho table tliat tho extent of sky
clouded w.as on the average .57 of the whi/le sky, rathei
less than in tho two preceding years.

Tho resultant direction of the wind was N. 71°. W., and
tho resultant velocity 3,0.'i milifs, or in other words, tho
actual displacement of air was that which wimid have
been produced by a wind blowing throughout the year
fi-oiu N. 71° W., with a constant velocity of 3.03 ir.iles per
hour. The mean velocity of the wind, without r-gard to
direction, was 8.31 mil.s per hour, a velocity oi;cc<!ding

tho average of nine years by 2.19 mi'es.

The whole depth of rain thntfell during tho yea,- 21 ,505

'nches, w,<s less by upwards of ten inches tlun that of
185,5, and more than nine inches below the average of the
last 16 years. The depth of snow was 05.5 inches, w.hich
exceeds the average by 3.0 Inches, but falls shoit by m.ire
th.'in 13 inches of the snow of the preceding ytiar. Th-*
rain occupied 359.7 hours, and the snow yiO.8 hours in its

fjtU. giving 070.5 hours, or nearly 28 d:vys, as the total du-
ration of the fall of rain and snow.

Frost occurivd in every mouth but in June, July and
August. The latest frost in Spring was on 31st Jlay, and
the earliest frost in .\ntunin on Sent. 21. Tho last .'now
in Spring was on the 30lh of May. ami the first snow iu
Autumn on 30th October. The Day of Toronto was frozen
over on December 8.

Twenty-live thunder-storms only occurred during th»
year. The most remarkable example was that of tlie 4th
of .lune, which was accoiiinanled for a sliort time by ,•»

violent fall of bail with stones i;> many cases more than
half an inch in diameter. Tho storm lasted, with only
occasional intermission, from 10 a, m. to 10 p. m.

Of the 212 nights when the state of the sky was favor-
able for observing auroras, there were 35 nights only
when auroras were seen, and these all belonged to thtv

lowest class, unless that of October 4 be excepted, when
the phenoipenon was accompanied by considerable mag-
netic disturbaaco.

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THE GREAT NORTH-WKST.

GEoanAPincAL rosixic

A description of Caniidlnn Territory as at p-'-sent In-

iBlilted, would necessarily be liuiited to the northern
Ibnundai'ieR of the valleys of the Great Lakcn and tho
iKlTer 8t. I<awr<ince, with tl.elr trlbutarioB, altlioiiKh the
Ijnrisdiction of the Canadian Uovernment undoubtedly
lextendH ti) othor vater-shedfl. So, also, a description of

I
tho "(Jri'iit North West," with respect to Its adaptAtion

for settlement, may for tlio present bo confined to the
TiillioH of the Ucd HlTcr of the North, tho BiiHkati'hcwnn,

and the large' Lakes to which they ar« tributary. The
r('j;ion drained by these rlverif and lakes exceeds an area
of 4()0,0UU s'luare miles, being about 1100 wiles long and
400 miles broad.

That part of It included within British territory lies

between the 40tb and 6oth parallels of latitude, and the
i)3rd and lluth degrees of longitude west of Ureen'Tlch,
thus embracing degrees of lat. and 2'Z of long. A
European area similarly situated, east of the tenth degree
of long., would comprehend very nearly tho whole of
Knglaiul and Ireland, part of the German Ocean, the
Kngliiih Cluinnel, the north-eastern corner of France, the
whole of Uelglum and llolland, and the greater part of
the Valley of the Khine, together with the Kingdom of
Ilanover.

The general surface of this extensive country is a uni-
form HlofM from the luisin of Lake Wlnljwg to the sonrcos
of the SaHkatchewan in the Rocky Mountains. A part of
that stupt'udouH mountain range forms a natnral westerly
boundary to the magnificent valley under conKidenition

;

the ruirsrcd Coteau de Missouri liiuitN its bonthern exten-
sion : while a vast expanse of prairio country, extending
to Elk and Heaver Rivers, alTords no distinctive physical
boundary for its northern limit.

It is drained by the two branches of the Saskatchewan,
with their tribntarios Battle River, Red Deer River, Bow
Klver, and other smaller streams ; also by the Ked River
of the North and its aiiluents, Mou.se River and Assinni-
bolne River. Tho most important lakes lie near its east-
ern boundary and are, the well-known Wliiipeg Lake,
over '2'M geographical miles long by about 40 broad, and
853 above the sea level ; Winipegoos Lake and Manitoba
Lake, each about one quarter of tho 8i/.o of LakeWinipeg
and of similar form ; laatly, the Lake of the Woods, near
the east boundary of tho great valley, connected with
\Vinipeg Laku by the rooky and winding W'iuipeg
River, and with Rainy Lake by Rainy River.

MKAXS OF ACCESS TO THE BASIiV OF LAKE
WINIPKQ.

The routes by which access Is obtained to the great valley
ofLake NVinlpeg and its tributaries, follow the track ofthree
different water-sheds, and it is extremely probable that a
fourth water-shud will soon furnish a very valuable ad-
ditional means of communication. First, the Hudson's
Bay routes by Albany River, Moose River, and Nelson

« River; 2Md, tlio Lake Superior route through Rainy
Lake and Ijako of tho Woods; 3rd, tho Miseissippi Valley
route, from St. Paul's to Red River; 4th, tho Jlissturi

valley route, from near tho Great Bend to Mouse River, a
tributary of tlie Assinniboino. As it la not at all probable
that the lluilson Bay routes will ever be selected as per-
manent means of communication between the Great
Valley and Canada or the United States, further reference
to them is unnecessary. The route from St. I'aul's on the
Mississippi to Red River is constantly travelled, and the
Missouri rout« promises to be called into requisition soon.
Ilence it is proposed, first to describe these great high-
ways, and the country through which they pass, before
alluding to the Lake Superior route, by Itaiuy Lake and
River, &c.

It will be proper here to mention that the following
descriptions are drawn chiefly tVoni the Reports of Ex-
plorations and Surveys for a Railroad Route from the
Mississippi to the Pacific, published under the authority
of tho Secretary of War, U. 8. ; and from the Geological
Survey of .Minnesota, Iowa, Ac, by Dr. D. Owen, U. S. O.;
and other reliable authorities, most of which are enumer-
ated in the l>ody of this article, and their phraseology
retained unchanged. As It is very evident that the
lettloment of the Lake Winipeg Valley, will be greatly

Infiucncpd in many ways l>y tho progress of settlcmpnt
about the head waters of the Mississippi and the Red
River of the North, as well as on the banks of the Upi>er
Missouri, It Is higlity Important to be able to furni an
estimate of the adaptation of those rrgionsfor Agricultural

Btruamlots, or low porfoges between Otter-tuii Ijike and
Leaf Lake. Red River, in making its great south bend,
meanders through a Imundless prairie, destitute of timber,
which gradually declines in elevation until at length it

forms one vast plain, level as a floor, and elevated ouiy
about one and • half to two feet above the water at ita

' ordinary stage in Juno. This extensive plain occurs
a1)out 110 miles below Otter-tail Lake (Owen). It is the
platciu of the Bois des Sioux, betwuuu Bois dus Sioux and
Shayeune Rivers, both affluents of Red River. In lat.

40° 23' 30" a belt of timber, of oak. elder, and ash, sets In

and continues, with some Interruption, along the banks of
Red River, on one side or another, to Pembina—in lat.

40°—and beyond into Britisli Territory. Tho air along
Red River, from the mouth of the Psihu to the settlt?-

ments, is scented during the months of June and July
with the delightful perfumo of wild roses, which form a
thick shrubbery along its banks. In lat. 46° 41' tho level

of the Prairio above the river is 31 feet, due to tho cutting
away of the river channel by the running water. In
lat. 48° .37' tho Red River is about 100 yards wide. Tho
head of the settlements on Red River comnienro here,

and extend for 60 miles below or north. By the course of
the winding stream tho total distance from Otter-tall

Lake to Pembina is about 520 miles.

The plateau of the Bois dcs Sioux is an extensive
prairie, wet and marshy in spring, and in many parts

covered with a few inches of water at that season of the
year. The breadth of the prairie Is 40 miles. It separates

the waters flowing Into Hudson's Bay from those flowing

Into the Mississippi River. Its altitude above the sea
level is about lOUO feet. It is the connecting link between
the vallles of the Red River of the North, navigable X)

miles for steamers with three or four feet draft, and un-
waterlng 45,000 square niUes of arable and timber land

—

and tho Minnesota River, flowing Into the Mississippi.

Tho head of navigation of the Red River is 40 miles
distant from the Minnesota River, and 110 miles from the
navigable portion of the Mbslssippl.

The country between the Mississippi and Shayenne
Rivers is a succession of undulating and level prairies,

skirted with woods of various growth, and clothed every-

where with rich verdure, and almost uniformly fertile,

beautiful, and inviting. At tho bend of Red Klver the
horizon is as unbroken as that of a calm sea. Lakes and
streams are numerous, and water-fowl abundant. West-
ward from Lake Jessee to Mouse River, a distance of
about 125 miles, " timber was only once met with In tho
ravines of some hills surrounding a small lake, about
midway between the Shayenne and Mouse Rivers." (>)

Mouse River Is situated In the north-western corner of
Minnesota Territory. It flows Into tho Assiuniboinc River,

and the lower portion of its course Is for many miles
through British territory. Tho valley of the river In

Minnesota Is fVom 10 to 20 miles broad, and is separated

from the Missouri by the Coteau de Missouri, a rugged,
woodless, elevated tract of great extent, aud drained by
rivulets which run dry in summer; vegetation is scanty
on the Coteau, and of Inferior character, tho prickly pear
and wild turnip being tho most Important.

All legitimate binding, mounting or covering of the same,
or of a portion thereof, will be allowed as part of t he packet,
wtiether such binding, Ac, be loose or attached, as also
rollers In the case of prints and maps, and whatever may
be necessary for the safe trnnHniixHlon of literary or artistic
matter, or usually appertuiiis thereto, and the postvgu is to
tie rated ni)on the grons weiglit of the piu-kot.

Upon
all such letters, with the exception of those addressed to

the United States, Id. must l>e prepaid, as a Registration
charge. If addressed to the United States, the ordinary
Postage rate on the letter to that country must be prepaid,

and in addition a Registration charge of 3d. per letter.

The registry thus elTected In Canada wilt be carried on by
the United States Post Office, until the lettoi- arrives at its

destination.

In like manner, letters addressed to Canada may lie

Registered at the place of Footing In the United States,

and the registry made there will accompany the letter to

the place of delivery in Canada,
A Certificate of Registration will be given by a Post-

master, if required.

It must be distinctly understood by parties who avail
themselves of the privilege of registration, that such regis-

tration, with the certificate and receipt, ate merely Intended
to afford the means of tracing the course of such letters

through the Post, and of ascertaining their delivery at
destination, and will not be held to imply any liability on
tbe part of the Postal department to make good any loss,

Printed votos and proceedings of the Imperial Parliament
and Colonial Legislatures are subject to the al>ove charges
and regulations when sent by Book Post between Canada
and the United Kingdom.

All Book Post matter iritended to be sent to the United
Kingdom from Canada, must be forwarded to Quebec for
transmission either via Halifax ; or in Summer by Cana-
dian Steamer.
Books cannot he forwarded except at letter postage rates

by the mails sent to England through the United States.

lowest of these eight Forms is the Preparatcry, into which
boys generally enter at the age of eight or nine years. The
instruction in thi.s Form is only so far classical as tiie rudi-

ments of Latin are concerned,—more tlian two-thirds of
the time being devoted to the elemcjits of an English
education. In the FiVd; or next higher Form.a little more
time is given to I 'tin; mid in the Uramd the elements of
Greek and Algebra are commenced. In the Third, and
the F'orms above it, Classics and Matliematics are gradual ly

brought into more and more prominence,—while the
branches constituting an English education are advanced
with equally careful precision. Although provision is

thus made for the attainment of a sound English education
in what are called the Classical Forms, there is, in addition
an English Department from which Classics only are
excluded, the whole time being bestowed en tlie other
subjects taught in the College. In this way V. C. College
combhies alltlie advantages of a Commercial School, with
facililies for obtaining a sound Classical training, possessed
by no other institution in tlie country. Its stall of Masters
numbers thirtee.n in all. There are, in addition to tiie

above, Extra, or Optional Suhjccti—Oermcn, which is taught
by an experienced Master, a well-educated nutive of Ger-
many ; and Jinlrtimevtai Music. A pupil may take two
lessons per week in either of these sulijects, or one lesson
per week in Ijoth of them, for t.iio small additicmai foe of
five sliillings per Term. It is proposed also to give Experi-
mental Lectures on Chntiistry during the ensuing year.
