Arguments Advanced in the Senate 
at Washington Against the Idea»

", :
curtain-raiser.

Washington, D. C., June 27.—In the Sen­
ate to-day, Mr. Roach (N. D.) delivered an 
argument against the annexation of Hliwall. 
After protesting against the bringing un­
der the United States Government of such 
people as formed the bulk of the Hawaiian 
population, Mr. Roach advanced the not'd 
argument that the United States should 
not annex the islands, as their existence 
was problematic. They were liable to be 
swallowed up by the sea in an earthquake. 
Further along he maintained that, if an­
nexation was to be effected by resolution, 
the proposition ought to be submitted first 
to the Hawaiian» themselves for ratifica­
tion. Any other course would tend to de­
stroy the very foundations of the United 
States Government T>y a subversion of the 
principle that this Government Is based 
upon the consent of the governed.

Mr. Caffery of Louisiana spoke in opposi­
tion to the annexation of the Hawaiian 
Islands. He said the policy proposed was 
dangerous to the safety tyd/perpetuity of 
the United States, and opposed to the fun­
damental principles of the Government.

During a brief colloquy about the debt of 
Hawaii, to which Mr. Caffery, Mr. Faulk­
ner of West Virginia and Mr. Morgan of 
Alabama were parties, the last named said 
that $4,000,000 more than covered the debt 
and that amount would be the entire sura 
to be assumed by the United States. In 
return for this sum, Mr. Morgan said, the 
United States would receive unencumbered 
property to the value of eight or nine mil­
lion dollars. That, he thought, would be a 
fair financial exchange for the 
States.

Petersen, Tate & Co., having failed to 

carry out their contract for a fast At­
lantic service, It is in order to consider 
new arrangements,and there is no raison 
why we should be bound down to the 
speed of twenty knots, decided upon by 
the Conservative Government in the 
year 1S87 as necessary for a fast service.

The French Government made a con­
tract in 1897 with the Compagnie Generale 
Trans-Atlantlqne for the construction of 
three new mail steamships. If the ships 
fail to develop a minimum speed of 22 
knots, they can be penalized for every 
one-tenth knot under, and should the 
speed be less than 21 1-4 knots they can 
Ire refused. If on July 1, 1905, it should 
he found that the annual average speed 
of these ships is ten per cent, lower 
than that of any ship belonging to any 
one of the other lines crossing the At­
lantic, the company will have to build a 
fourth steamer of the most improved 
type with speed in every respect equal 
to that of her competitors. The subsidy 
offered is £200,000 annually, while large 
additional premiums are offered for 
speed above the 22 knots contract. There 
seems to be no good reason why Canada 
should be content with a 20-knot service 
when France aims to exceed 22 knots.

The system adopted by the American 
Government is to pay liberal subsidies 
for the fast carriage of mails, but to 
allow all the Atlantic lines to compete. 
When two fast steamers Sail on the 
same day or succeeding days the mails 
are invariably assigned to the one 
whose previous speed record gives reason 
te believe that it would deliver the mails 
sooner on the othfr side of the Atlantic.

It is a question whether in the present 
stage of development of trans-Atlantic 
travel by the Canadian route the Ameri­
can system could be adopted in its en^ 
tlrety by Canada, but some^arrangement 
should be made which wotild ensure a 
Canadian service fully equal to that on 
the American route, and it would be 
better to pay high subsidies for a short 
term contract than low subsidies for a 
contract extending over a long term 
of years.

One thing seems certain.lt Is impossible 
to maintain as high a rate of speed in 
going up the St. Lawrence as on the 
open ocean, and for this reason it * ex­
ceedingly important that if the fast At­
lantic steamships are to have their 
summer terminus at a St- Lawrence port 
there should be an Atlantic port of call 
between which and England the fastest 
time could be made.

Paper and Pulp, a London trade paper, 
states that the English Papermakers’ 
Association v.re now using their influence 
to secure the imposition of an export 
duty on Canadian logs. The. English 
papermakers believe that Canada should 
be the chief source of supply of .raw 
material for their trade, while they re­
gard the United States as a dangerous 
competitor, and they think that in view 
of the onerous duties imposed on Cana­
dian products by the United States there 
should be an export duty on Canadian 
logs going into the United State®, be­
cause parts of these logs are manufac­
tured into paper, which comes Into 
competition with the paper made in Eng­
land from wood pulp imported from Can­
ada. They recently appointed a com­
mittee to visit Canada for the purpose of 
bringing the vietrs of the association be­
fore the Dominion Government.

Here istn matter upon which British 
and Canadian manufacturers agree. Mr. 
John Macfariane, manager of the Can­
ada Paper Company, said recently: “The 
Americans will not buy our pulp. They 
strip our forests of pulp wood and they 
sell paper made from it so cheaply in 
England that we get less for the pulp 
we manufacture-” Other Canadian paper 
and pulp manufacturers have expressed 
themselves strongly in favor of an ex­
port duty on logs.

The profits of the paper trade in Can­
ada have been light in late years and 
promise to be so for years to come as 
the Americans have their own way as 
to our pulp wood, and have other ad­
vantages in the way of steady and long 
runs for their machinery and a market 
of seventy millions. If some kind of re­
lief is not afforded to the Canadian 
mills the weaker ones may have to go 
to the wall or be absorbed or unloaded on 
the British public.

Possibly the wishes of the British 
papermakers, in regard to an export 
duty, may have more influence with the 
Ottawa Government than those of Cana­
dian paper and pulp manufacturers, but 
it is to be feared that the wishes of 
Americans will prevail over those of 
Canadians and Englishmen combined.
