Just about as many people
voted by taking an affidavit as those
whose names are on the list. \'otiqg
in the central part of the city was ex-
ceedingly brisk, in fact no election 18
in remembrgnce where so many votes
came out in the morning.

Voted Anywhere,

At the City Hall sub-division there
was a constant stream of voters, and
thie officials had a busy time of it, As
far as reported, all the deputy-return.
ing officers in the city allowedq that
voters ocould vote at any point they
liked, and not at the nearest poll to
their residence.

The incident which led to their court-
martial was the cold-blooded ‘“‘execu-
tion” by those officers of 10 Boers, who
!\wrp journeying to Pietershurg with
the object of surrendering. It was sup-
posed that these Boers had £20,000 with
them. Actuated by cupidity, the Au-
stralians stopped the Boers, tried them
by mock court-martial and ordered all
of them to be shot. This was done by
non-commissioned officers had refused
to carry out the death sentence.
The officers then ransacked the Boers’
Wwagons, and were disgusted upon fimd-
ing that the £20,000 was in Transvaal
paper money.
The Morning Leader says further that

a German missionary, a few miles dis-

tant from the scene of the “execution,”
heard of the affair. Lieut. Hancock, one
of the Australians concerned, fearing he
would divulge his information, shot the
missionary down. This shooting even-
tually led to a complaint by the German
Consul to Lord Kitchener, who proceed-

ed to court-martial the Australians,

$2.60 Per Keg.

CANADIAN TENDER WAS FOR $2.48

Chairman Ryding Protests in Vain—
Five Building Permits Granted
Yesterday,

Toronto ~ Junction, April 2.—The
Board of Works had before them to-
night several tenders for lumber and
hardware. Considerable  discussion
took place upon the tenders for nails.
The town uses about 60 kegs of nails
in a season. Two of the tenders to-
night were for $2.60 per keg, another
for $2.48 per keg. Chairman Ryding
suggested that the lowest tender be
accepted, but the Mayor wanted to
know who the - third tenderer was.
Then. the discussion continued on the
merits of American and Canadian
nails. One firm in town has the ex-
clusive right to sell the Bailey or Am-
erican nail, and the Street Commis-
sioner has, heretofore, always favored
the Canadian nail, partly because it
is Canadian made, and partly because
it is cheaper than the American nail.
The Mayor argued ,that, altho a keg of
Canadian nails and a keg of American
nails weighed the same, there were
more H-inch nails in a keg of Ameri-
can manufacture than in a keg of
Canadian nails. The Canadian nail is
said 10 be thicker than the American.
Tl‘fhe Commissioner thought the Cana-
dian nail was tne cheaper, even tho
this were & fact; but the Mayor seem-
ed very anxious that the American
nail should fasten down the Junction
sidewalks, and, supported. by Council-
lor Ford, the resolution carried, au-
thorizing the purchase of American
nails at $2.60 per keg, from T. kK.
Hoar & Co. Chairman Ryding pro-
tested against putting the resolution,
as it is not customsary to accept the
tender without first knowing the name
of the tenderer. He was also opposed
to using the American nails, when
could be purchased
cheaper. The tender of A. H. . Cl¢m-
mer for lumber was accepted at the
following pnices: 80, feet of pine
at §14.69 per thousand; cedar, $13.98
for 50 feet; tamarack, 45,000 feet at
$15.53 per thousand.

that any syndicate of persons could

secure incorporation as a bank under |

The experience
in Canada from 1874 to 1878 and from
1878 to 1896 was convincing proof of
this statement. He rejoiced in the
knowledge that within the cabinet were
men who believed in the principle of
protection, and, in the interests of tae
country, hoped their views would domi-
nate. Of the $60,000,000 of manufac-
tures imported yearly every dolars
worth that could possibly be manufac- |
tured should be produced by Canadian
workmen.
A Recognized Prineciple,

Mr. Pringle gave an interesting
and instructive review of the growth
and development of the principe
of protection, and the beneficial results
it had produced in Russia, France,
Germany and the United States, and
emphasized the fact that the duty of a
government to protect the industrial
interests of the country by judicious
tanriff legislation was now a recognized
principle of government in all civilized
netions. Mr. Pringle also alluded to
the injury done to the important cot-
ton industry by the prefeeential tariff,
under which $4,000,000 worth of cot-
tons, that should have been manuflac-
tured in OCanada, were imported last
year. With fine irony, he taunted the
Liberals with failure in office to give
effect to the eweeping denunciations
they uttered when in opposition of the
| tariff, under which the cotton barons
{ {indulged in their legalized robbery of
the consumer. Under the N. P. the
number of manfacturing industries had
increased by 51 per cent., the capital

Striking Polson Pattern Makers

Meet the Bosses.

The patternmakers in the Polson Iron and
Ship Yards, who have been out on strike
for the past two weeks, held a conference
last night with a representative of the firm
In Charleg H. Ireson's Black Horse Hotel,
with a view to bringing about a settlement.
The conference continued for over two

hours, but it was unsuccessful. About 15
patternmakers were present.

Two weeks ago they presented an ulti-
matum to the firm for an increase from
$2.75 to a day. The company refused
to accede’ to the ‘demand, and the men
went ‘out on strike. At the present time
there ig a big demand for patternmakers
in the big shipbuilding cities of the United
States, principally New York, Boston,
Cleveland and Detroit, and several of the
Toronto strikers have crossed the horder,
where, it is said, they are being paid near-
ly double the wages they received here.
Othetg of the strikers would also go to the
United States only they have families here,
while some have purchased their own hu‘mes
in Toronto, and do not want to move. They
say that they will continue the fight untfl
the firm yleld.

The firm, on the other hand, have been
placed in a difficult position thru the strike
of the men. It is at the present time. sald
an officer of the company to The World,
that the services of the patternmakers cre
most reauired.. The men are sald to bhe
organized to a man in Toronto, and the firm
has found it to bhe Impossible to secare
others to take their places.

Referred to Loeal Members,

The committee appointed by the In-
spectors’ Section, to lay the claim of
an increase of salary before the Min-
ister of Education, reported that the
Minfster told them that each inspector
should interview the local members
and have them go to the House pre-
pared to support the increase. The
Minister thought all should not be
paid on the same scale, and that ex-
perience should count.

In the course of a paper on ‘‘The
Method of Selecting Text Books for
Authorization,” Dr. W. E. Tilley,Model
School inspector, said: “The best
method is the one that will ensure the
best text books for our schools. It
should give all an equal opportunity |
and equal encouragement along the
line of producing a text book, and
should afford ample time for the auth-
ors to do their best and most mature
work. Prizes should be offered for
competition, and the department hav-
ing paid the prizes,should take posses-
sion of the manuscript. A judicious
committee, which might be a perman-
ent one, like the old Council of Public
Instruction or otherwise, should award
the prizes, and then, in conjunction
with the author or authors who won
the highest prizes, should somewhat
remodel the first prize text book, if,
in its judgment, it could be improved
by doing o, and then hand it over for
authorization. In this way many errors
that now find their way inta our text
books would be overcome,and an auth-
! orized text book would have a longer |

W. ¥, Moore, Dundas, spoke on “The
Status of the MKducational Council.” In-
stead of consisting largely of univer-
sity representatives as to-day, he said
the council should embrace more repre-
sentatives from collegiates, public and
training schools, with an outsider as
chairman, appointed by the minister.
This would do away largely with the
trouble about text books. The coun-
ail should be a consultative and ad-
visory committee, with executive pow-
ers, having full charge of departmental
examinations and of the curriculums of
the schools and colleges.

Increase It to 19,

In conclusion, the lecturer, seconded
by Mr. Cook of Thorold, moved that
in the opinion of the association the
council should have its membership in-
creased to 19—seven university men

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EXCUSING SIR WILFRID. E
Sir Wilfrid Laurier finds it neces-
sary to abandon the position he took
on the question of Imperial defence in
his reply to Hon. Mr. Chamberlain's
invitation to attend the London con-
ference. To The Globe has been as-
signed the duty of excusing the Pre-
mier for his blunder. This is not the
first time The Globe has had to ex-
tricate the Premier from an untenable
situation. When Sir Wilfrid Laurier
told the country, in 1899, that no
Canadian contingent wculd be sent to
Africa, he speedily realized that ' he
had made a blunder, and it was The
Globe that rescued him from the
serape. The Globe "is now resorting
to the tricks of the sophist to prove
that Sir Wilfrid Laurier's reply to
| Mr. Chamberiain didn't mean what
| the words purport to mean. The
| country was led to believe from Sir|
Wilfrid's language that, while the
commercial relations of the empire
formed a subject for discussion, the
varying conditions of the colondes!
were such that there could be  ro|
echeme of defence applicable to a.n."
and, consequently, the Canadian min- |
isters didn’t see that anything was to |
be gained by discussing the question; |
but they were prepared to listen to any
proposals that might be made. The
OCanadian government, in short, was}
prepared to assume a purely negative
attitude on the gquestion of Imp-:’riali
defence. The Globe, at first, defend- |
ed the negative stand taken by the|
Canadian Premier, but, yesterday, it{
treated the subject from a posmve"
and practical point of view. While
Sir Wilfrid Laurier told Mr. Chamber-
lain Canada had no opinions to offer
on Impertal defence, The Globe has
begun to discuss the question in all its
bearings. Among other opinions ex-
pressed by The Globe, we notice these:

1. The question of Imperial defence
cannot be settled offhand, but must
run the gauntlet of discussion in the
country and parliament, like any other
question.

2. No scheme of Imperial defence
will be satisfactory to Canada that is
based on a per-capita tax, because the
colonies have less need for maintain-
ing a navy than Great Britain, which
is a mercantile nation.

3. Canada’s responsibility in the mat-
ter of TImperial defence should be
confined to the maintenance of an effi-
cient militia.,

4. The sentiment in Canada in favor
of a Canadian navy is not very strong
to-day, but, in ten years, the argu-
ment in favor of Canada's doing some-
thing for naval defence will be strong-
er. When we have double our popula-
tion, we will start our navy.

5. Again, Canada's résponsibility
might be defined by contributions in
men and money to the British Navy,
or by Canada’s levying a specific duty
for defence purposes.

6. Speaking generally, some volun-
tary action by the colonies would be
better than a formal agreement. “We
think the solution,” says The Globe,
“will eventually be found in voluntary
action by the people and parliament
of Canada, action by which our au-
tonomy will not be weakened or
strengthened.”

These opinions vary in their terms,
but they all admit the principle of
Canada’s responsibility in the matter
of Imperial defence. This, we take it,
is the vital issue that will engage the
attention of the conference. The de-
finition of the exact responsibility
will be a question for subsequent de-
termination.

If Sir Wilfrid went to the conference
and opened up the discussion on the
lines suggested by The Globe, we
would have little fault to find with
*him, but his reply to Mr. Chamber-
lain gave no indication that he would
discuss' the question from a practical
point of view at all. He gave the Sec-
retary of State for the Colonies to
understand that Canada had no opin-
ions whatever to offer, that she pre-
ferred to leave matters as they are
rather than to strike out on a new
line. ‘'We think the British govern-
ment would be perfectly well satisfied
if Camada took the view finally ar-
rived at by The Globe, viz., that the
question of Canada’s responsibility in
the matter of Imperial defence would
be decided voluntarily by the people
and parliament of Canada. The Brit-
ish government knows that Canada is
loyal and will do its duty to the em-
pire, and we think it would be satis-
fied with an expression of opinion
from the Canadian representatives to
the effect that, when they went home,
the question would be submitted to
the people, -and that a definite ar-
rangement would be arrived at., When
submitted to the people, they might
either favor an Impenial tax, such as
Col. Denison suggests, or the oountry
might agree to strengthen its militia
very materially, or to make a start in
equipping a navy. No one €xpects the
Canadian Premier to commit himssif
to any scheme at this conference. The
British government does not expect
this, nor do the people of Canada. But
they do expect that he and the other
Canadian representatives will discuss
the matter in some such way as The
| Globe did yesterday, and not assume
| & negative attitude, taking no positive
stand in the matter at all, but simply
listening to the views put forward by
the Mother Country and the other col-
onies. The Globe’s explanation of Sir
Wilfrid’s reply is quite different from
what the reply itself purports to mean.
The Globe goes so far as to say that
the country is prepared to pledge it-
| self to the conference, and to do some-
| thing substantial towards Imperial de-
fence. It does not know exactly what
| that something should be, but it tells
| the British ministers that the matter
| will be left to the country, and that
| before long the country will decide as
| to the nature of the responsibilities
Canada will assume. If the question

| i left to the conference in that way,

we do not know that the people of
Canada will have much reason to com-
plain. . But Sir Wiifrid’s reply gave no
indication that Canada's representa-
tives were prepared to treat the mat-
ter in this practical way.

TRANSPORTATION AND TRADE,

The position of Canada’s transporta-
tlon problem is in one respect very
analogous to that of her trade problem.
We find that the United States to a
large extent controls the traffic of the
Northwest on its way to Europe. We
find in matters of trade that the United
States manufactures some $65,000,000
of goods for the people of this country.
A fact of supreme interest in both these
problems is that Canada is finally abso-
Tute master of the situation. We have
the means within ourselves of trans-
porting the produots of the Northwest
to Europe. We have our own railways
and our own waterways. The solution
of the transportation problem will be.
found by developing the cheapest route |

{ for moving the products of the Nonrth-

west to BEuropean markets. We must
eliminate the United States entlrely“
from the problem. It is not only not‘}
necessary to use the TUnited States|
transportation systems, but we must
go further and absolutely refuse to use
them. The business of transporting|
Canadian products belongs properly to
Canadians, and to Canadians it must
be given. A similar policy must be
pursued in regard to trade and manu-
facture. The $65,000,000 worth of goods |
that are produced by American arti-/
sans must be produced ¥n Canada by
Canadians. The use of Canadian trans- |
portation lines and the manufacture of
goods used by Canadians within Can-!
ada must be recognized as Canada's|
permanent policy. As we have already !
stated, Canada is master of the situa-
tion, and can solve this problem for
herself. It is quite clear now that we
have the grain to move and that we
have the consuming population to sup- |
ply with manufactures. These are most |
significant facts. It should be an easy |
matter to find the most economical way
of transponting our products, and there
i8 no difficulty whatever in arranging
our tariff in such a way as will in-
volve an immediate transfer of the
great volume of business that is now
done for us by the people of the United
States to this.country. These are the
two important questions beforé the peo-

ple of Canada to-day. They are press- =

ing questions, and demand the immedi-
ate attention of the government and an
immediate solution.

representatives  of the company.
Among financial men it was stated
that the profits of accident insurance |

companies in the past had been very
great, and that the formation of the
new company was necessary to place
the business upon a permanent and
satisfactory basis. Among those men-
tioned as being on the provisional di-
rectorate of the new corporation arc:

TROUBLES OF COPYRIGHT.

00 Deputation Interviews Ministers at

Ottawa on the Question.

Ottawa, April 2‘—Representau.ves of
the Canadian publishing and employ-
ing printers’ interests,centering mainly
in Toronto, had interviews to-day, first,
with Hon. Chas. Fitzpatrick, Minister
of Justice, and subsequently with the
Minister of Agriculture in regard to
amendments in the Copyright Act.
The deputation consisted of Messrs W
P Gundy, J F Ellis, E E Sheppard,
Jas Murray, A F Rutter, Alf W Briggs,
J R Barber, M L A, Atwell Fleming,
Fred A Ritchie, Major Horn of the
Salvation Army Printing Co, Paul
Jarvis, secretary of the Toronto Board
of Trade, and George Burns and Cecil
Bethune of the Ottawa Board ot
Trade. Copies of resolutions adopted
by the Wholesale Booksellers and
Stationers’ Section of the Toronto
Board of Trade and the Master Prin-
ters and the Printers’ and Bookbind-
ers’ Association were presented.

It was pointed out that under the
Canadian law the owner o. a pateat in

| Great Britain or the United States wh

wishes to retain the coantrol of h
patent in Canada must manufacture
and continue 10 manufacture in this
country, or the owner of copyright or
bock may set up his type in the United
States, print his book on American
paper and have it bound by American
send half a dozen bound
copies to Stationers’ Hall, London,
England, register them there,and with-
out expending one cent in this country
secure a monopoly of the trade here
and supply the Canadian market with
American sheets, manufacturing in the
United States being essential to secure
copyright in that country. The two
questions of patents and copyright are
placed precisely on the same level by
the B. N. A. Aect, and it seemed dnly
fair that the Canadian parliament
should give the Canadian publisher,
papermaker, printer and bookbinder,
who are conjointly interested in this
industry, an equal chance for @ liveli-
hood with those workmen engaged un-
der the patent acts. The passage ot
such legislation was urged as would
give effect to the draft bill agreed upon
between Messrs.Hall Caine and Daldy,
representing respectively the English
authors and publishers and the Cana-
dian publishers, making it obligatory
that a book shall be printed and bound
In this country -in order to secure
Canadian copyright, and continue to be
so printed and ‘bound in order to retain
such copyright, and that upon failure
to print in Canada within a reasonable
time, provision shall be made by which
the government may issue to a Cana-
dian publisher a license to print in
Canada, subject to such safeguards as
will secure to the owner of sych book
a reasonable royalty upon his work.

Mr. Fitzpatrick expressed the de:zire
to fully inform himself upon the ques-
tion, and gave the deputation the im-
pression that he would adhere to the
policy of Sir John Thompson and Hon.
David Mills. He suggested to the de-
putation that they should confer with
the Minister of Agriculture, who had
charge of the copyright matter, and
then at a later stage wait upon the
Premier, with a view to the introduec-
tion of a government measure.

When
he assumed the pastorate, the con-
gregation numbered but 227 members,
but the growth was such that a new
church was found 'necessary, and the
present Westminster Presbyterian
Church on East Bloor-street was open-
ed May 24, 1891.

A summary of 5000 inquiries made by
Ware-Leland thruout the 11 principal win-
ter wheat States is rather bearisn in its
deduction.. It says the wheat lusses in
OKklahoma, Texas and Kansag have been
largely remedied by recent raips. It de-
clares the Nebraska outlook favorable, the
Missouri prosppct flattering, the lilinos
brilliant. Recent rains_ it declares, have
made the Indiana prospect an average one,
and the Kentucky better than last year. It
says the amount of wheat fed wili not
reach a large total, and predicts a freer
movement from first hands.

The government crop report, given out
by the Weather Bureau, for the mouath of
March, says : There has been a very gen-
cral, and in some sections a marked, im-
provement in the comdition of the winter
wheat in the States of ihe central valley,

altho much of late sown is in poor condi- |

tion, and some will be plowed up for
other crops. The cool weather on the Pa-
cific Coast has retarded the growth of win-
ter wheat. In California some damage has
been done by heavy rains, but on the whole
the crop is im promising condition. Some
spring wheat was sown over portion of
spring wheat region at close of month.
Corn planting has begun as far northward
ag Kansas and Missouri, and preparations
for planting are in progress further north.

It is time the indig-
nation of the Canadian people burst in
flerce storm upon the iniquities of the
1iquor traffic. And I trust we are pre-
pared for heanrty co-operation with all
faithful temperance people in this re-
gard, and that our forces are ready
for action wherever required in the
field.

“2. This temperance host for politi-
cal action has two objective points,
viz., the provincial elections in June,
and the so-called referendum in De-
cember. My view is that the moral,
