A Celebration.

Two dozen brooms from a neighbor-
ing store were commandered, and when
these were lighted the victorious army
of Liberals plodded thru snow down the
street and pulled up in front of the
Inkerman House, opposite the Wallace
store.

The procession was bombarded with
snowballs, and a spectator got a wal-
lop on the head with a broom in the
hands of a Mcl.ean partisan, the inci-
dent promising to develop into a free
fieht, © However, the celebrant moved
off, leaving a collar blazing in the
street.

Capt. Wallace was disappointed, but
not discouraged. His supporters, he
sald, had made a splendid fight against
great odds, and they had done remark-
ably well in reducing the majority to 19.

WHAT THE SENATOR THOUGHT.

:(2) Pending the attainment of an
Irish parliament and a responsible Irish
minister, with full control of all puraly
Irish arfa.xrs, which, in our belief, can
alone be accepted in full satisfaction
of the national demands, it is the duty
of the Nationalists, while'stﬂving in-
cessantly for home rule, to devote
themselves earnestly to working for
every measure of amelipration which
iL-may be possible to obtain for her

GANADIAN CITIZENS

Umted Statos Oﬂicen Whe Pmr
sumed on Thair Authority Have -
Charges Laid Against Them.

WINNIPEE, Man., Dec. %3.—There

was  an information laid this after-
noon in the attorney-general's de-
partment against Geo. Foulke, an offl-
cer of the secret service depgrtment
of the U. 8. treasury, on the charge

of kidnapping Isaac' Cassonr and Al-
bert Tolton, two citizens of Emer-
son. The alleged crime was commit-
ted on Dec. 3 at 9 p.m.

The two men were. driving east along
International-avenue, Emerson, which
is very close to the boundary line be-
tween the United States and Canada.
Just across the railway track a strang-
er rushed out of the watchhouse and
seized their horse by‘ the bridle, In
reply to the stranger’s question they
told him their names. The stranger
was Foulke, and he at once informed
them that he was an officer of the
secret service department at Wash-
ington and that he wanted them to
get out of the rig and go with him
across the line to Noyes.

Both refused to go, saying they were
British subjects and refused to con-
sider themselves under arrest. They
wanted to drive their horse ahead, but
Foulke threatened to shoot the. ani-
mal if they did so. He then ap-
pointed Robert Rossal, signal man on
ithe railway, special constable, and
ordered him to assist in the arrest.
In rather strong language Rossal re-
fused on the ground that he was a
British subject, and that the officer
had no power on this side of the line.
Foulke declared that he was on neu-
tral-ground, and a struggle occurred
bétween the men, but neither of them
could. be induced to leave the rig.

The strdanger then backed the horse
and- by a quick move secured the
reins and whipping the horse a smart
blow he had the rig across the inter-
hational boundary in an instant. There
the two men were placed under ar-
rest and taken to Noyes Station,

On arriving at the station Casson
and Tolton were compelled to sign a
paper in order to be released and al-
lowed to return to Canada. The rea-
son given for their arrest was that it
was desired to implicate them with
others in a charge of smuggling grain
into the United -States.

Civic Nominationsv Bring
Out a Large Number
‘of Candidates forthe
Council and for Edu-
cation Board.

RECORDS ARE DEFENDED
AND PROMISES ARE MADE

The feature of the civic nominations
yesterday was the almost unanimous
rush of candidates to ¢limb upon the
power _bylaw bandwagon. Only one
candidate, an aspirant for a controller-
ship at that, raised a voice in oppo-
sition.. The nasty weather interfered
with the atftendance at the meetings,
which were generally of an uninterest-
ing character.

There are
branches of service, with five asplr-’,
ants for the mayor’s chair, a dozen or,
more for the four controllerships, a!
long list of entries for the six vacancies|
on the board of education and extra|
large ficlds in the various ward con-
tests for aldermanic honors. Ex-Con-
trollers Spence and Shaw and ex-Ald. |
Sheppard and Fleming are out for.
seats on the board. All the aldermen|
except Ald. Geary seek re-election, and|
in the second ward ex-Ald. Noble, after|
a year's retirement, re-enters the fray

The mayoralty campaign will npw
be waged with vigor. Miles Vokes
announces that a meeting in his In-
terest will be held at Wardell's Hall
cn Thursday night. He will also hold
a meeting in the centre of the city,
and another in the east end during the
week.

Dr. Nesbitt will hold public meet-
ings to-night at the Labor Temple
and Cumberiand Hall at the corner of
Yonge and Cumberland-streets.

At the City Hall.

The significant feature of the civic
nominations at the city hall yester-
day morning was that every candi-
date, save only Hugh MacMath, con-
trollership aspirant, declared unequivo-
cally for the power bylaw, while the
solitary opponent was punished for
his temerity with hisses and general
indications of hostility.

The gathering in the assembly hall
was one of the largest on record, the
spacious auditorium being packed to |
the doors. Of the mayoralty candi-
dates, Dr. ' Nesbitt was theé most
vociferously acclaimed, the doctor’'s
friends being manifestly out in foree.

Mayor Coatsworth, having explain-
ed that he merely wished to thank
the electors for past favors, retired,
after being nominated, for a third
term.

John Dunn, in support of his con-
trollership candidature, said he favor-
ed ‘the power bylaw, a filtration plant,
also a route to the exhibition eastern
entrance that would not interfere with
the old fort.

Joseph Oliver (mayor) declared the
passing of the power bylaw was need-
ed to ensure cheap power and light.
He denied having been in a lumber
combine, and said he would do his
utmost to have three trung street rajl-
way lines from the centre of the city.
He thought pure water might be ob-
tained . without submitting a bylaw.
Also, he would see, If elected, that
the viaducet was gone on with.

O. B. Sheppard (controller) appeal-
ed on the sound basis of his past re-
cord, and deprecated the confusing of
the power and water .issues. He strong-
ly advocated the passing of the by-
law, and the procuring of better ac-
cess to the island. He was applauded
when he sald that the city should
take care of #ts own working eciti-
zens befare looking after outsiders.

Dr. Nesbitt (mayor) was called on,
but he not having appeared, Controller
Hocken spoke. He asserted that his
efforts against the street rallway had
focused public sentiment and result-
ed in a better service. His policy was
to vote for every new car line sug-
gested. The parks Investigation show-
ed need of reorganization, and there
should be reorganization in the works
department

LONDON, Dec. 28.—The remnant of
that “desperate “host,” as Kipling de-
scribed. the ve! -of ‘the. Indian mu-
tiny, gathered this aftemoon in Aelhett
Hall to the number of more than 'zm
‘to commemorate the golden jubuoo of
the struggle which ended in tho Indian
empire being saved to Great Britain.

On the pension roll in the war office
are the names. of 1200 survivors of the’
mutiny, to each-of whom an invitation
was sent for the reunion, But old age:
prevented many from attending. Those
who could travel, including officers and
‘men, came from’ every corner of tho
United Kingdom, and ylth\brmtl cov-
ered with medals made a brave show-
ing as they drew up outside the hall
to be reviewed by Lord Roberts.

Later on, however, when Pugsley and
Pearson were in Montreal, these two
gentlemen, when confronted by Rus-
sell, declared that Mr. McLeod was
the man who had shown to, Pearson a
copy of Russell’'s account! with the
Bank of Nova Scotia, and as a good
party man, Pearson had wired infor-
mation ‘to Hon. Dr. Pugsley.

* BERLIN, Dec. 23.—The municipality
is. face to face with a very serious
problem in connection with the supply
of food to thousands of virtually starv-
ing children attending .the primary
scheols in Berlin, whose humbers have
been greatly augmented: this year in
iconsequence of the -industrial mac-
Hitherto the Children’s Canteen So-
ety has been able to cope Wwith the
task in a.fairly satistactory way by
‘means of , subscriptions from private
sources, -but the call on its funds is
‘this year so great that.it will be un-
‘able to supply many of the children.
In the first weék of December, qccord-
' ing to official statistics, from 245 out
“of the 285. primary schools, no fewer

than 11,947 children attended school in |

most cases without breakfast, and in
all cases without the prospect of ob-
taining a midday meal at home. of
those 4498 receive a simple daily meal
from the 14 canteens belonging to the
above mentioned - society, the other
7449 being totally unprovided for.

The question of the city’s responsi-
bility for the children has_ now been
“raised by the Soclalists in :the munlc@-
pal council, who prapose that the coun-
¢il should in future .undertake the
task.

James G. Merrick, secretary of The

Employers’ Association, issues the fol-
lowing statement:

“The condition of the unemployed of
the city has been the subject of cou-

siderable concern and of a great deal
of exaggeration and mis-staiement of
facts as to the number legitimately out
of employment and causes of the snori-
age orf work.

“Several months ago the Trades &
Labor Congress commissioned one of
their number, named Trotter, to gather
statistics with regard 1o the number of
men out of employment, with the %ur-

discourage the emigration to: Canada of
skilled mechanics. This movement was
dictated from a selfish union labor
standpoint. A bureau of  registration
was opened in Toronto early in the fall,
and great capital was attempted to be
made out of the unemployed situation.
At that time there were three strikes
in  operation, ' originally comprising
about 1325 men—machinists, plumbers
and electrical workers, This number
has been greatly augmented by work-
men induced to join the strikers’ ranks.

Rabbi Oschinsky will present a re-
port of the eighth Zionist Congress,
which was held last summer at The
Hague, and Rabbli Herschman will
discuss at some length the general ob-
jects of the now worldwide Zionist
movement. <Clarence I. de Sola of
Montreal, the president of the Cana-
dian Zionist Federation, will preside.

Rev. Mr. Wolman, leader of the
choir at the University-avenue Syna-
gogue, will conduet the musical por-
tion of the service, and the first num-
ber on the program will be Hatlcwo,
or The Hope, the national song of the
Zionists, which will be followed by God
Save the King. The proceedings will
begin at 2 o'clock.

B. Stone is president of the city
council, which consists of members
elected from each of the six city
societies. The United Zionists of To-
ronto, Limited, have recently purchas-
ed for $12,000 a building on Simcoe-
street, which will be used as a club
room for meetings and entertainments:

Some such consum-
mation is possibly prefigured by the
prophet Jeremiah, who speaks of
God bringing back the Israelites into
their own country “from_all the lands
into which I have driven them.” It lIs
not the intention however of the Jews
in America at all events to go and
occupy- the promised land, but to pro-
vide there a home and a refuge for
the five millions of their oppressed
countrymen in Russia, as well as the
Jews of Roumania and other foreign
jurisdictions.

The
supply this morning for local consumption
consisted of <500 cattle, 250 shéep and
lambs, 1600 hogs and 125 calves. The mar-
ket was comparatively quiet, and the run
of cattle was small, which might have
been expected after the active trade dur-
ing the past week. There was some de-
mand from local buyers for cattle, but
there were no outside dealers on the mar=
ket owing to the fact that they had am-
ple supplies on hand to fill all require-
ments for a few days. The bulk of the
stock offered was of good, choice gquality,
but, as there was not so much competi-
tion between buyers for the same as a
week ago, prices did not rule quite so
high. Cattle advices from Liverpool on
Saturday reported trade In cattle slow
and noted no improvement in prices.
Choice beeves here sold at bc to 5%¢; good
at 4%4c to 4%c; fair at 4c.to 4%c; common
at 3%c to 3%c; inferjor at 2%c to 3c per 1b.,
and canners at 70c to 9%c per 100 lbs. Sup-
plies of sheep and lambs were very small,
for which the demand was fairly good
and prices ruled firm at the advance
noted a week ago. Choice lambs sold at
6c; good at 5%c to 5%c, and common at
c to 5%4c per 1b. Export sheep brought
4c: good butchers’ stock. 3%c to 3%ec, and
culls at 3¢ to 38%c per lb.

Altho cable advices from Liverpool and
Bristol on Canadian bacon were weaker
on Saturday amd noted a decline of 1s to
2s per cwt., as compared with the prev-
