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CONSTITUTION

OF THE

Home for Incurables

Amended and Adopted March 25th, 1896.

[.—This institution shall be known as ‘“ THE TORONTO HOME FOR
INCURABLES.”

I1.—Its object shall be to afford maintenance, nursing and medical
and surgical aid to persons suffering from incurable disease, and to
provide for them while inmates of the Home the ministrations of the
Gospel.

III.—Every subscriber of two dollars and upward per annum shall
be entitled to vote at the annual meeting, at which a Board of
Managers shall be elected for the ensuing twelve months, Every
individual who shall pay in advance, and at one time, the sum of
fifty dollars, shall be entitled to the same privileges for life.

[V.—All money now in the possession of the Home or which may
hereafter be collected or acquired by it, shall be applied, save as
hereinafter provided and unless otherwise directed by the donor, to
the general objects, uses and requirements of the Home.

V.—The affairs of the Home shall be under the direction, control
and management of the Board of Managers, of whom at least forty
shall be ladies and twelve gentlemen, and who shall be elected at the
annual general meeting of subscribers, qualified as set forth in
Article III.

(1) The medical staff attending the Home shall be ex officio mem-
bers of the Board of Managers.
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(2) In case of a vacancy arising, the Board may elect a member
to fill the vacancy until the next annual general meeting.
(3) The Board shall control and direct all the business of the

institution, and their decision upon all points of management shall be

final.

(4) There shall be chose

among the Lady Managers the following officers, viz.: First Direct-
ress, Second Directress, Third Directress, Secretary, Assistant Sec-
retary and Treasurer ; and also three trustees, from among the
gentlemen members thereof, by whom the Endowment Fund shall be

VII-—The annual general meeting of the subscribers, qualified as
set forth in Article ITI , shall be held in the month of March.

(1) It shall be the duty of the Board of Managers to make all
necessary arrangements for said annual meeting ; (2) to lay before the
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subscribers a report of the proceedings of the previous twelve months,
and to exhibit a full and accurate view of the funds, property and
effects of the Home

VIIL.—In view of the large contributions given by the citizens of
Toronto, and the grant made by the City Council in aid of the Home,
applications from the City of Toronto, for admission to the Home
shall have preference over others.

[X.—The Board will receive incurable persons from any munici-
pality in Ontario outside of Toronto, on condition that a bond be
given by said municipality to pay such sum as the Board may deter-
mine from time to time for the maintenance of each patient so sent.
Provided always that a certificate as to general character and cir-
cumstances shall have been received from such persons as the Board
may approve ; that a certificate be given by the gaol surgeon of the
municipality, or by such other medical gentleman as the Board may
approve, that the person seeking admission is incurable, provided
also that such certificate be endorsed by the medical officers of this
Institution, and that the application be approved by the Board at a
regular monthly meeting.

X.—That all money which may be received from bequests, unless
otherwise ordered by the testator, and all amounts paid for life
membership, be applied to the Endowment Fund, and not used for
current expenses. That said money be handed by the Treasurer to
the Trustees of the Endowment Fund for Investment, and that the
income of said Fund be paid by the Trustees to the Treasurer for the
maintenance of the Home.

XI.—The foregoing Constitution shall not be altered, unless it be
at the annual general meeting of subscribers, notice of such altera-
tion having been given at a regular meeting of the Board at least
three months before the annual meeting, and approved by a majority
of the Board of Managers.

(2) The Treasurer shall deposit all moneys which may be received
in a deposit account in some chartered bank, to be approved by the
Board, to the credit of the Home, and all cheques to be drawn on
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account shall be signed by the President or Vice-President or
Chairman pro fem and the Treasurer.

(3) The Treasurer shall keep a fair and regular account of the
receipts and expenditures, and the account book and bank book shall
be open to the inspection of the Managers at each stated meeting.

(3) Prior to the general annual meeting the Treasurer shall pre-
pare a statement showing the receipts and expenditure during the
vear, duly classified and audited, that a lucid, full explanation, or
;\xposition of the working of the finances of the Home, may be sub-

mitted at the general meeting.
(5) The Treasurer’s accounts shall be audited by a Committee of

the gentleman Managers named by the Chairman or by the Board.

[V.—The Treasurer shall pay accounts for articles and services
supplied to the Home only when duly certified, and in all cases of
payment shall require a receipt.

(1) Accounts shall be certified to be correct as to prices by the
Managers who make the purchase of the articles, and shall be initialled
« correct ” accordingly. They shall then be initialled by the Matron,
to show that the articles were received at the Home.

(2) The accounts shall be laid before the Managers at the stated
monthly meetings, and when payments are ordered, the orders shall
be entered on the minutes by the Secretary.

(3) The Treasurer shall then pay the accounts, and an entry upon
the minntes will be a sufficient authority to the Treasurer to pay
whatever accounts or disbursements the Board may have ordered.

V.—The Managers may appoint from time to time Committees

from amongst themselves to attend to any special duties.
(1) As a rule such Committees shall consist of not less than three,

and not less than two shall be considered a quorum to act.

(2) These Committees, for the sake of regularity and for future
reference, shall as a rule report to the Board in writing.

VI.— The stated meetings of the Board shall be held on the last
Friday of each month, at such hours as the Board may from time to
time appoint.

VII.—The Matron and Housekeeper shall hold their offices at the
pleasure of the Board.

-
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(1) They shall do all in their power to promote the comfort of the
inmates of the Home and shall follow the instructions of the Executive
Committee for the week, and of the medical staff when orders are
given.

(2) The Matron shall keep a book for entering all such things as
she may consider necessary for the use of the Home, and submit it to
the Executive Committee. \When disbursements are ordered, a
regular account of the same shall be kept for the information of the
Managers and the Treasurer.

VIII.—The Managers deeming the point of admission of inmates
into the Home to be a very important matter, decided that the fol-
lowing formalities shall regularly be observed:

(1) Applicants for admission into the Home are to state how long
they have resided in the city, their residence, age, disease, and cir-
cumstances, also whether he or she has been attended by any medical
man and whether any clergyman has visited. .

(2) Thereafter two of the Managers shall visit the residence
named (two ladies if the applicant be a woman, two gentlemen i{ the
applicant be a man). They shall look at the surroundings of the
applicant, ascertain what can be practically known of the person’s
circumstances, habits and general character ; in short, get all the
available information about the case.

(3) They shall see the clergyman and the doctor, if either have
been in attendance, hear what each has to say about the applicant,
and report to the Board of Managers.

(4) That two of the medical staff of the Home shall visit each
applicant for admission, and report to the Board of Managers the
character of the disease, and if incurable; and from any applicant
outside of Toronto, the equivalent testimonials shall be required.

(5) Each application for admission to the Home shall be presented
at the regular meeting of the Board, and if entertained, after due
investigation, shall be acted upon at the following regular meeting of
the Board.

(6) But application for consumption and cancer cases made at a
weekly meeting may be acted upon at the next following meeting
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and wice versa, applications at monthly meetings may be called in at
following weekly meeting.

(7) If, after the name of an applicant has in due course been
approved by the Board a considerable time should elapse before the
occurrence of a vacancy, and there is reason to apprehend that such
a patient is at, or near, the point of death, then the resident medical
officer shall be directed to visit the case and report to the Board as
to the advisability under the circumstances of removing the patient
to the Home.

(8) All the inmates of the Home must distinctly understand that
an admission confers no right of permanent residence in the Home,
and at any time the Managers have the power of dismissing an in-
mate for what they may deem a sufficient cause ; of its sufficiency
the Managers are to be the sole judges.

(9) Any inmate who shall leave the Home without consent of the
Directors, thereby forfeits all claims for residence within it, and will
not be re-admitted.

IX.—No person shall be admitted as a free patient into the Home
until he or she shall have first executed such an instrument as may
from time to time be approved by the Board, providing for the dis
position of his or her property then owned, or which may subse-
quently be acquired by him or her, for the benefit of the Home.

X.—Any applicant from Toronto for admission to the Home as
free patient must have resided in the city at least one year immediately
preceding the presentation of the application, it being understood
that this period shall be exclusive of any time spent in any charitable
institution in Toronto.

XI.—The Board of Management shall appoint an Executive Com-
mittee consisting of three Directors, the Treasurer and four members
of the Board, whose duty shall be to meet on Wednesday of each
week, at three o’clock, p.m. (except during the week of the regular
monthly meeting) and shall have charge of all matters pertaining to
the internal economy of the Home. The Secretary of the Board
shall be Secretary of this Committee, and the visitors for the week
outgoing and incoming shall be ex officio members thereof. The
minutes of each weekly meeting of the Executive Committee sha!l be
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reported to the monthly meeting of the Board Three members of
the Committee shall form a quorum,

XII.—That two lady members of the Board shall visit the Home
each week in their turn, who shall be known as the Weekly Visitors,

Their duties shall be to inspect the Home and advise with the Matron

on such matters as require attention. The Secretary or Assistant
Secretary shall notify the visitors by post card the week before their
week for visiting.

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HOME RULES.

Visiting days: Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays
from 2 till 5.

I—No person shall be admitted to the Home for
[ncurables until the Board is satisfied as to his or her
character and respectability.

IT.—The Inmates must at all times show proper res-
pect to the Managers and Matron, and a strict regard for
the rules and regulations of the Institution. They are
also urged to cultivate kind and cheerful dispositions,
thereby making a happy Christian Home.

[IL—Those inmates who are able will be required
to keep their own rooms in order, and to assist in such
other domestic duties as they are able to perform.

[V.—All such inmates as are able to leave their
rooms are requested to take their meals at the general
table, and for sanitary reasons none will be allowed to
carry food or drinks to their rooms; good manners and
cleanly habits are particularly requested at table.

V.—All who are able are expected to attend morning
prayers, prayer-meeting and Sunday services at the
hours appointed.

VI.—Inmates shall not leave the premises without
the consent of the Matron. Any inmate wishing to be
absent for more than one day must obtain the consent
of the Board.

VII.—Male inmates shall not be allowed in the rooms
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occupied by females, nor female patients in those occupied
by males, unless in special cases.

VIIL—Inmates desiring to make a request or com-
plaint shall inform the Matron, who will thereupon bring
the request or complaint before the Weekly Board.

IX.—The inmates shall not receive wines or spirits or
other stimulants without the knowledge of the Matron,

X.—The inmates may be visited by their friends on
Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays in each week, be-
tween the hours of two and five o’clock. No visits at
any other time except in special cases.

XI.—Should an inmate become dissatisfied or un-
happy, he or she is at liberty to leave the Home, taking
with them only such articles as they brought to the Home.,

XII.—If any inmates shall not conform to the rules
of the Home, or behave rudely or improperly, such in-
mate may be discharged by the Weekly Committee at
their first meeting after the insubordination has been
duly investigated.

XIIL.—That every parcel for an inmate shall be sub-
mitted to the inspection of the Matron before received
by the inmate, and that every person bringing a gift for
an inmate shall submit it for inspection. That hereafter
any patient guilty of drunkenness shall be reprimanded
by the President of this Board, and on the second offence
shall be dismissed from the home. That any person
visiting friends within this Home, and secretly convey-
ing intoxicating drinks, shall not again be granted ad-
mission to the Home.
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TWENTY-SIXTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

Corontd Fome for Tncurables

FOR THE YEAR ENDING FEBRUARY 28, 1900.

We are once more privileged to present to the public
our Annual Report, this being the twenty-sixth since the
inception of the work.

We have been so abundantly blessed in our work,and
the Home has been so mercifully preserved from ac-
cident or alarm, that we would be indeed ungrateful did
we not acknowledge with thanksgiving that our success
is due to the loving Providence Who watches over and
cares for all, even the humblest of His creatures, and
who puts it into the hearts of His people to aid Him in
His plan of preserving and comforting the afflicted and
sorrowing, the world over.

The Toronto Home for Incurables has the honor of
being the pioneer in America, in the idea of caring for
incurables. Other institutions have been organized for
other branches of charity, but our Home appears to have
been the first to be devoted entirely to the object implied
in its name. Hence, we would be departing from the
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original idea if we admitted any but those strenuously

in need of attention and nursing through incurable
disease. We have often to deal with applications for
persons who simply require a home, and these we must
refuse, since it would be taking the room of some needier
applicant to admit any who require no nursing. We
also desire to draw the attention of the public to the fact
that this Home is free for the poor of Toronto, not for
those coming from other towns and villages to enjoy at
the expense of our citizens the comfort which should be
provided for them by the funds of the municipalities to
which they belong.

In this connection, with respect to applicants from
the city, we believe in the well-approved rule of self
help, to whatever extent is possible, rather than that any
one should receive everything with no effort to assist,
though it be with but a trifling sum, in their own main-
tenance. |

There have been an unusually large number of
patients cared for during the past year. The wards
having been continuously filled and many applicants
having had to await a vacancy for a considerable time.
The number admitted during the past year was 47 ; 37
have died, six have left to live with friends, and one was
sent to Orillia.

The number on the register on February 28th, the
end of the Home year, was 132,

We commend these helpless creatures to the earnest

consideration of the publie, because it requires the means
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nd time of very many to keep the Home in good con-
dition.

I'here are those who respond every year to our col-
lectors, but there are others who could give, and would,
o doubt, if they considered the usefulness and necessity
of the Institution.

We rejoice to aid our soldiers in far off Africa and to
feed the hungry in foreign lands; let us still further ex-
ercise our talent for giving by remembering more freely
the needy at our own doors.

Mluch as we regret to state the fact, we are in
arrears in our receipts for maintenance, which have only
amounted to $14,426.71, while the expenditure has been
$16,197.31, less to an extent than in former years, and
showing that the Board is endeavoring to exercise strict
economy.

We have, therefore, a shortage of $1,770.60. To
meet this the Treasurer has been obliged to borrow
$1,000 from the Trustees of the Endowment Fund, and
owing to shortness of money has not been in a position
to repay the amount.

We sincerely trust that during the coming year our
income will increase.

With the passing of the years, changes must come
and we regret to record two important ones in our
management.

Mr. Alex, Manning, the President of the Board, has
through ill-health been obliged to resign from the position
which he has for nineteen years so ably filled. The loss

S SRRV R T
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of one who has been faithiul to the interest of the
Home since its commencement, and who by personal in-
spection as well as by contribution, has shown the con-
scientious regard necessary for one in office for the re-
quirements of the work, is certainly serious and to be
deplored. We, however, hope that Mr. Manning may be
spared for many years to continue his interest, although
not actively engaged in the affairs.

We have also to mention that the Rev. L. H. Jordan
has resigned the Vice-Presidency owing to his being about
to remove from Toronto.

The health of our able Superintendent, Mrs. Craigie,
also makes it necessary for her to rest from her onerous
duties, and she will shortly retire from the position she
has held for twenty-two years. In parting with her we
cannot but express our appreciation of her faithful ser-
vices under circumstances which have often been very
trying, and which have taken her excellent ability for
managing to keep every department in the smootlly
ranning order in which the Home appears to visitors.

Although we have not the opportunity of expressing
it often, we feel that the nursing staff, under the able
guidance of Miss MacTavish, deserve our thanks for
their attention to duty.

Likewise to the doctors who have been resident
«during the year would we express our acknowledgments.
Dr. Fish, at present in the Home, is active and interested
on behalf of the patients, who have only praise for his
attention to their wants.
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We are also indebted greatly, to Mr. Mortimer Clark,
0.C., who is ever ready to give legal advice, and to the
clergymen of Parkdale, and to many other friends who
visit and cheer the patients.

We could wish that the grant of the Government
could be placed upon its former status, since we have as
nuch need for aid as the hospitals, but for what we do
receive, we are very grateful and also for what the City
(‘ouncil grants to us.

We trust that the new century may bring to the
Home a measure of the prosperity, that appears to be
dawning, and since it is a work of love may it never be
found wanting in loyal support and interest.

For the Year ending Feb. 28th, 1900.

To the President and Members of the Toromto Home jor

Incurables :

LaADIES AND GENTLEMEN,—On behalf of the Medical
Staff of the Home for Incurables, I beg to submit the
following report :

There are at present in the Home 132 patients. This
number taxes the resources of the building to its utmost
and is an increase of one over last year. There were,
during the year, 47 admissions, 5 more than last year.

Since the last report 37 patients died in the Home,
6 patients returned to their own homes, and one was
transferred to the asylum at Orillia.

Attached to this report will be found an analysis and
classification of cases with causes of death.

It will be seen from the appended list that there are
in the building 15 cases of Pulmonary Tuberculosis.
No attempt has been made to lessen the danger of com-
municating the disease to other patients or to the atten-
dants. The Medical Staff would advise that provision
be made for the isolation or separation of these cases,
and that the usual precautions should be exercised with
reference to disinfection.

The Medical Staff, while recognizing the thoroughness
of the nursing and the devotion of the attendants, would
again advise an increase in the number of the nurses.
Despite, however, of this lack in numbers, the nursing
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and attention to the comfort of the patients has been

eminently satisfactory.

The Medical Staff learn with regret of the departure
of the Lady Superintendent, Mrs. Craigic, and hasten to
pay tribute to the ability and devotion displayed by her
during the long period in which she presided over the

Home.

The Institution is to sustain a second and very great
loss in the near future in the resignation of the head
nurse, Miss MacTavish. Miss MacTavish, has always had
ihe entire confidence of the attending physicians, who
have invariably had their efforts ably seconded by her
careful and intelligent nursing.

7. No insane persons,

8. No one under seventeen years of age.
