Pursuant, therefore, to the provisions. of
the School Act, the chief superintendent
of education has notified the secretaries
of the uniting echool districtea:—Hampton
Station, Hampton Villiage, and ‘“‘Hen-
dricks”’—that thesc distriets no longer
exigt, the term of office of their trustees
is ended, and that the new Consolidated
School District of Hampton is now estab-
lished. 1t is understood that a  public
meeting will be called at once for the
election of a permanent board of. school
trustees, to whom alb the existing school
property will be handed over.

Meanwhile, the .chief superintendent
has notified the temporary board to pro-
ceed to open the school and. carry it on
until the work, which is etill uncomplet-
ed, is finished. There will be no. public
demonstration on the opening day. That
will be arranged for . later, after the
gromnds are graded, the garden laid out,
and the equipment is complete.

The building is a handzome structure of
wood “on stone féundation, two’ stories
high in front and three in the rear, with

a large Assembly Room in the roof. It
contains two school rooms on the ground
floor for primary pupils, each seated with
fifty single deske. In the rear, and open-
ing: from a cross hall, are the Domestic
Science Room, and the room for#Manual
Training, the former supplied with a large
cooking range, closets, sinks, and tubs,
with hot _and cold water, and the latter
with work benches for pupils who take
the mannal course.

The upper  flat -has. also - two school
rooms on the front, one desked for forty-
eight intermediate pupils, and the other
for sixty pupils of advanced grades. In
the rear are two other school rooms, which
can be thrown into- one by opening. fold-
ing doors. These are unfurnished and are
intended to be brought into use ‘as the
demand for accommodation, increases.

Ample cloak rooms and teachers’ .rooms
are on each floor and the principal has a
separate room for business, or it can be
used as a library.

The entrance ways, vestibule, halls, and
stairways are bread and airy, the latter
being wide enough to allow of four pupils
walking abreast.

Lavatories fitted with sectjon flush tanks
are to be found at the head of the stdirs
in the rear, on either side, which lead to
the hasement. i

In the. basement are two large play
rooms with concrete floors, and level with
ground ‘in the rear are the furnace and
fuel rooms, with necessary boiler, - tanks,
pumps and gasoline engine for power.

Throughout, the building, is pived for a
hot water heating apparatus, and thr.l:

Mr. - Joseph Allison made it
possible quite a number of years ago to
have such a ground, but no action has
been taken.

Trade Talks

The Linotype Operator

While the day of the old-fashioned
printer is not yet over even in the large

cities, the term rrinter in news-
paper offices and the large print-
ehies is becoming graduvally to mean

the linotype operator. The linotype ma-
chine, as even the layman knows, has re;
volutionized the art of printing during
the past ten years by supplanting the old
time method of picking up each, separate
type letter by hand, a slow and tedious
process. Operated somewhat on the prin-
ciple of the typewriter, it casts solid lines
of type—hence its name—at the rate of
sbout a column an hour. ;

The operation of these machines is a
good field for the young man, either as a
gouth who wants to learp a trade at
night or as an apprentice. It is to the
young man seeking a trade that this'is
addressed, as the cther cless krows ifs pos-
sibilities. Inasmuch ae the factories mak-
ing this and similar machines are rapidly
turning them out, every cne means a new
opportunity.

By obtaining the opportunity to prac-
tice during the idle hours on one of these
linotype machines, a young man of fair
education and agile mind, can become pro-
ficient within two months. In from three
or five months he should have attained
the .“speed” that will qualify Him fully
for a job. In learning, the hand composi-
tor—that is the man who is already a
printer—is allowed ‘the first six weeks at
one-half wages, and the last six weeks at
two-thirds pav. Printer’s apprentices, have
to go through ‘the three or four years
weary grind as “devil.” ‘

As stated above, the “outside” young!
man who will seek opportunities to learn.
can “‘make ‘good” in two or three months |
—everything else being equal. \

Wages usually run from #15 a week in |
a semi-country town to $25 in a large
city, and $30 and overtime in cities whereq
the demand is great and high prices ob-
tained. Thie is based on an 8-hour day.

The chief chance of advancement from
linotype operator, outside that of fore-
man, is as a machinist. The linotype-
machinist is he who knows the intricate
mechanism of these machines and how to
keep them in running order.  There is
generally one man apportioned to every
ten of these machines as.a sort of “dry
nurse,” ang his wages may run from
thirty to sixty dollars a'week. He learns
his knack by helping to build machines

- TRIMMINGS.

Anyane who is elever-at handwork can
make most effective trimmings for smart
frocks at a very small expenditure of time
and money; the little drawings accom-
panying this article showing some of the
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newest handmade trimmings, which can
be carried out in various ways, and the
result gives a touch af individuality to any
gown. ;
The first design illustrates a trimming
which is being widely used on the sum-
mer gowns.

To begin with, two tablespoonfuls ad-
ded to the bath softens the water and
adds greatly to ¥s cleansing power; it is
especiallly 'to be recommended after any
rough or dusty work.

Mixed in equal quantities with whiting,
it makes an excellent silvér polish; ru
1t on lightly with a flannel and polish
with a dry cloth. This will remove all
tarnish, and will keep the eilver and el-
ectro plite in good condition.

It is also effective for brass, nickel and
steel. Mirrors, windows, and glassware
are made cleaner and brighter with less
labor if washed with warm water and a
little ammonia. '
Sponges, brushes, combs and chamois
leather are madeé clean and fresh by put-
ting ammonia into the water used. The
secret for keeping the leathers soft in
washing them is to leave the soap in at
the last, not to rinse it out.

Once more “American brains and Ameri-
ran dollars, a.combination so well calen-
Jated to overcome all obstacles, have tri-
umphed and now we can boast of a horse
which the experts of all countries have
pronounced to be the very highest type
of horseflesh ever exhibited in a tan hark
enclosure. With the English hackney for
g basis to work upon, a judicious co-ming-
ling of blood has wrought a most remark-
able evolution in the park horse of our
large cities. The hackney. crossed with
the best blood lines of the Kentucky road-
ster, and, later, with those of the Morgan
strain, gives us today a horse possessing
courage, conformation, manners, speed, ac-
tion, beauty and breeding, which combin-
ption has amply fitted him for a journey
across the seas, there to sweep everything
before him in the various classes in which
he competed.

It required years and years of study to
accomplish this feat, and to Henry Fair-
fax, of Virginia, more credit is due, per-
haps, than to any other importer and
breeder of hacknmeys in this country. Mr.
Fairfax is the pioneer in this undertaking
and after expending a fortune to this end
his efforts have at last been crowned with
success, and he has lived to reap the har-
vest he so richly deserves.

Each year are held. in various parts of
the East, scores of Horse Shows, all of
more or less importance to the breeder
and fancier; some of national and even
international significance. This is the sea-
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son of the open air show; those delightful
fgnctions where, "amid picturesque set-
tings, the show ring is pitched, and about
these arenas hundreds of beautifully
gowned women and well groomed men are
wont to gather to pay homage to the
'thovmughbred. This is a horsey age, and
it is mo longer vulgar to be horsey, and
these devotees of the show ring of }today
are thoroughly au fait with the horse in
all his varying moods and tenses, and
can at a glance take in his every good
point or defect.

In the KEast, Philadelphia, Baltimore,
Newport, Boston, Plainfield, Morristown,
Orange, Tuxedo, Rutland and Atlantic
City all hold out of door shows, and each
is of vast importance to the exhibitor
who, in nearly every instance, completes
the circuit. Of course, there are hun-
dreds of shows elsewhere, such as those
given throughout Virginia, but nearly all
of these are of more or less local signifi-
cance, as in the latter state ninety per
cent of the exhibits are Virginia bred,
and, in consequence, the hunter and sad-
dle types predominate. The Middle and

since Chicago has failed to make its horse
show the success it should be, Western
breeders must depend entirely upon the
East as the scene of their horses’ success-
es.

With the approach of fall, however, the
final test comes, the survival of the fit-
test as it were, and then the horses that
have met with success at the open shows
are carefully prepared for the season’s cli-
max, the Madison Square Garden show,
New York, where the National Horse
Show Association annually holds the great-
est show on earth. The International
Horse Show, recently held in London,
where American horses established such
unbroken records for ribbons won, has
spurred - Americans on to renewed efforts,
and one year from next spring this coun-
try is to be the scene of the international
show, and it is needless to assert that a
new era will then dawn for breeder and
fancier on this side of the Atlantic.

THE VANDERBILTS.

With such events as these as an incen-
tive, it is little wonder that millions of
dollars are annually expended on horse-
flesh, and it will doubtless prove interests
ing to gain a more intimate acquaintance
with the thoroughbred in his winter
quarters.

medium length; sloping pasterns and good
feet; short, strong back; well sprung bar-
rel or middle; well ribbed up to coupling;
smooth loins; full flanks; straight croup,
with well sot tail and full round buttocks,

With this ‘as the standard, years of ex-
perimenting have been indulged in by the
most scientific of our breeders, and, at
last, Mr. Vanderbilt believes he has
struck the happy medium.

HOW HORSES ARE TRAINED.

Months of careful training are required
to perfect the knee and hock action of
the latter day harness homse. First the
candidate is jogged over a track, over
which, at regular intervals, are laid bars,
or fence rails, which obstacles tend to re-
quire the horse not only to carefully pick
his way. but to lift his feet and in time
it will become second nature with him to
pick up his feet to the proper height. Of
course scientific shoeing and proper bit-
ting and booting greatly aid in this arti-
ficial action, and, once acquired, never
ceasing care must be exercised to eee
that the horse does not overdo it, as too
much action is quite as fatal to his
chances in the ring as too little. With
the action fully developed the next step
is towards developing speed, for now-
adays the horse that s put through his
paces in the show ring must do so at a
speed of at least a mile in four minutes,
and even faster. if he can maintain it.
With a hundred or more horses of this
character in his string some small idea of
the expense attached to transporting and
exhibiting the Vanderbilt string can be
formed. It requires a groom to each
horse and this average does not include
the small army of attendante required to
care for the carriages and various equi-
pages used in the ring, or the squad that
is constantly employed in the harness
room, whose labors there are apparently
never ending. The gold mounted harness
'in the Vanderbilt and Harriman stables
require quite as much attention as the
silverware and toilet articles on my lady’s
buffet and dressing table. Each horse has
his own trunk, in which are kept his
blankets, sheets, hoods, leggins, boots,
etc.; the sum annually expended for the
same being sufficient to lavishly dress the
most fastidious of our young men of
fashion.

The combined value of cash and plate
prizes won by the most persistent of our
exhibitors would not pay the feed bills
for horses and grooms while on the cir-
cuit.

Professional drivers and riders pick up
a pretty penny in the course of a season.

In crossing the Atlantic Ocean
with a string of twenty-one horses, fif-
teen coaches and carriages, to say noth-
ing of his retinue of grooms, array of
harness and other show paraphernalia,
Mr. Vanderbilt has set a pace difficult for
any one to follow. While in England he
captured 36 ribbons, ten of which were
blues. In his string was the famous road
team of grays, named Venture, Viking,
Variety and Vogue.
