P. Williams, died during the past week near 
Vincentown, Burlington TCo., from the effect 
of a sting by a bee. The lad wandered away 
from the farm-house, without his shoes, after 
dinner on the 18th inst., and was stung by a 
bee in the hollow part of his foot. Ilis cries 
attracted the attention of his mother, who drew 
out the sting from the wound. Ilis leg soon 
afterwards became stiff and could not bc straight­
ened, and was exceedingly painful to the touch. 
No remedy was applied to that portion of the 
foot wounded by the sting, as it had previous­
ly healed up,* and it was not until the following 
Sunday that the bee sting was supposed to 
have occasioned his lameness. He had been 
stung by bees before, and neither the doctor 
nor any of the family apprehended any danger 
from such an occurrence. On Saturday, his 
leg became veiy much swollen, and the pain 
extended throughout his whole body. The 
swelling perceptibly increased during Monday, 
and on Tuesday morning he endured the most 
excruciating agoiiy. About twenty minutes 
before one o’clock, just a week from the time 
he was stung, his body around the heart be­
came black, and in a few minutes the* poor 
child was released from his sufferings by death.

Gothic Architecture.—First among 
modern movea is (he new-fangled veneration for 
the Gothic, or the species of Teutonic pointed 
architecture ; to this as a resuscitation of one of 
the good labours of our forefathers the ré can be no 
objection. But to a bigolted, fanatical devotion to 
this old pointed style as 11 Christian architecture” 
par excellence, there is an objection. Like every 
historic style it has its merits, but also its demer­
its; for if it were given to select a stylo which 
should produce the least effect by the greatest pos­
sible amount of labour, the choice must fail on the 
docorutcd or perpendicular Gothic. To maintain 
that Gothic architecture is essentially Christian 
architecture is preposterous. The Gothic did not 
even generally prevail at any period of the history, 
cf Christianity ; it appeared only a thousand yours 
after the establishment of the Church by the State, 
and it nevci> flourished in Asia, in Africa, in the 
east of Europe, or in Italy or Sicily ; it is therefore 
a comparatively late style, and was spread over u 
small portion of Christendom only—a few hundred 
miles east and west of the Rhine, and in England. 
—Art Journal. —

The Foreigners in London.—The arrival ol 
foreigners have at last begun to tell upon the ex­
hibition, and upon London generally. The foreign 
department df the crystal paldte is crowded with 
men of all nations, and one meets representatives 
of tiie most remote peoples in every thoroughfare. 
In passing from Hyde Park Corner to Temple Bar 
the other day, I saw two Chinese youths on die top 
of an omnibus; three Negro princes, well dressed, 
and swaggering along the £trand in the happiesi 
style imaginable ; on Armenian in full costume ; a 
party of Turks, whose physiognomy no one could 

mistake, even if they had not been wearing the tur­
ban ; and last of all, two Parsecs, from our East 
India possessions ; not to speak of a countless nuuf- 
ber of Germans, Frenchmen, and Americans, who 
though not so remarkable in their costume, are 
easily discovered by their features. The two Par- 
sees were under the gallery of the House of Com­
mons on Monday evening, attracted, no doubt, by 
u wish to hear Mr. Disraeli. There has peldoin 
been a night this session—at least during the last 
month or two—in which there have not been a 
dozen or two of celebrated foreigners in the house.

Decrease of the Irish.—The census ol 
Ireland, just completed, exhibits a startling 
condition of things. The population is only 
0,515,794; while in 1841 it was 8,175,124 ; 
being a decrease of 1,659,330—an unexam­
pled fact ! Connaught and Munster makes 
the most deplorable show, the former having 
lost a little more, and the latter a little less, 
than one quarter of its population ! In Lein­
ster and Ulster, the decrease is about 10 per 
cent. Dublin is the only county that shows 
an increase, and that is 10 per cent. All the 
other counties have lost from 9to31 percent.
Galway, Mayo and Roscommon being the 
highest, and Antrim, Wexford and Down the 
lowest. Yet the towns all show an increase ;
Drogheda, for instance, 3 per cent., Cork 7,
Dublin and Carrickfergus 9, Limerick and 
Waterford 14, Belfast 32, and Galw.ay 43.
From 1811 to 1841, the population of Ireland 
increased 35 per cent, to 1820,14 percent, to 
183o, and 5 per cent, to 1840, and decreased 
20 per ceni to 1851. This is a remarkable

Observations on the Mammoth Cave.
The May number of Sillitnan's Journal 

contains an interesting account of the Mam­
moth Cave, in a letter addressed to Prof. Gnyot 
by PrtffB. Silliman, jr., who has recently made 
an exploration of its mysteries; and also, in con­
nection with Mr. R. N. Mantell, made a collec­
tion of the animals found there. One atmosphe­
ric phenomenon attracted the attention of these 
gentlemen, and tasked their ingenuity for a sa­
tisfactory explanation, vra':. The blast of cool 
air blowing outward from ^the mouth of the 
Cave, which renders it nearly impossible to 
enter with a lighted lamp 
air has a temperaturq of 90 deg. Fahr., the 
blast amounts to a gale ; but if the air without 
has' a temperature of 59—00 deg 
is observed, and the flame of a lamp held in a 
favourable position, indicates none. It imme­
diately ocourred to me (said Professor Stili- 
man) that there* must be two currents, one 
above of warmer air, passing inward, and one 
below of colder air, passing outward, and the 
reverse ; but experiment soon satisfied me that 
this was not the case. Only one current could 
be discovered, and on inquiry of our intelli­
gent guide, I found tjiat this phenomenon had 
attracted his attention, and that he was satis­
fied froTVi many observations that only one cur­
rent’existed, and that this flared ouf when the 
external air w.is above 00/leg., and inward 
when this was bclo.w 00 deg. - 

.The phenomenon is accounted for by Pro­
fessor Silliman on scientific principles, as fol­
lows : The mouth of the cave is the on! 
inunication between the external air and the 
vast labyrinth of galleries and avenues which 
stretch away for many miles in the solid lime­
stone. The air in these underground excava­
tions is pure and exhilerating, which may, in 
part, be accounted for by the nitre beds of in- 
-credible extent, as the nitrogen which is con­
sumed in the formation of the nitrate of lime 
must have its prporiion of free oxygen disen­
gaged, thus enriching this subterranean at­
mosphere with a larger portion of the exhib­
iting principle. The temperature of the 
cave is uniformly 59 deg., Summer and Win­
ter, and this is probably very near to the an­
nual mean of the external air. The expansion 
which accompanies an elevation of tempera­
ture in the outer air is immediately felt by the 
denser air of the cave, and it flows out in obe­
dience to the law of motion in fluids, and the 
outward current continues without interrup­
tion as long as theiuter air is possessed of a 
higher temperature than the cave.

The phenomena of life within the cave are 
comparitively few but interesting. There are 
several insects, the largest of which is a sort 
of cricket, with enormously long 
There are several species of Caleoptera, most­
ly burrowing in the nitre earth. Ther 
some small species of water insects, supposed 
to be crustaceous. Of fish, there are two spe­
cies, one of which, as is well known, is entire­
ly eyeless ; the other has external eyes but is 
quite blind. The only mammal, except the 
bats, is a° rat, which is very abundant. Pro­
fessor Silliman is of opinion that the excava­
tions of the^VlamtniHhCave have beeii'formed 
by water, andlby no other cause.
