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Petrograd, March 5.—That the German armies have succeeded in extricating 
themselves from a perilous predicament along the Niemen and Bobr Rivers 
in Poland, was officially admitted here today. The weather has again become 
bitterly cold, in some sections it being twenty below aero, and tile swamps and 
streams are frozen over, permitting the Germans to bring up the artillery 
which had been held back.

Along a seven mile front from Simmo to Seteje, west of the second class 
fortress of Olita, on the Niemen, the Germans are massing for an attack, ap­
parently in an attempt to cross the Niemen and advance along the railway to 
VUna. To prevent the success of this movement, Russian reinforcements .have 
been hurried to Olita, and are there opening a strong offensive.

On the Bobr, though the Russians have succeeded in forcing their way 
across that river at Wtena, the Germans have returned to the assault upon Os- 
sowiec. The fail of this fortress and a German advance towards Vtina would 
render Grodno vulnerable to attacks from two sides, but it is asserted at tin 
war office that neither of these objec-tives can be attained by the Germans.
AT BAY IN TRENCHES

Maintaining their offensive in the Prsasnyst Region, the Russians have 
driven the Germans twelve miles beyond that town to the front between Mlawa 
and Chorsele.

There the Germans have rallied and are at bay in the trenches which they 
have been constructing for months. On Wednesday the Russians attempted 
to take Mlawa by storm, but were repulsed, though they succeeded in, tak­
ing up positions dose to the German ti eld works.

In Galicia and Bukowina, according to official reports from the front, the 
Russian operations are proceeding with complete success.
AUSTRIAN LOSSES GREAT

London, Mardi 5—Reports from various sources tell of terrible losses suf­
fered by Austria in the recent fighting. A Petrograd despatch to Renter's 
says General Broussiloffs forces continue to repulse desperate advances in the 
Carpathians and that officers who have been taken prisoners declare their troops 
never before suffered so severely. Some divisions are reported completely an­
nihilated.
SULTAN SAID *TO 
HAVE FLED ALREADY
' Athena, ‘March 6—According to a re­
port here, the Sultan has already left 
Constantinople and panic Is reigning 
among the Young Turks, whose leadens 
are preparing to leave the city also, be­
fore it becomes too dangerous to re­
main.

Little by little the allies are repulsing the Germans steadily. The latter 
have already been forced to retreat as far as the Lombaertsyde farm on the 
Wes tende roads.

Certain portions of the enemy's lines have been heavily reinforced during 
the last twenty-four hours, and they seem determined to hold Ostend whatever 
may be the cost During the last few days, however, a great change in the con­
dition of the ground has proved of enormous help to the allies in their ad­
vance. The Ostend road, recently completely inundated, is now quite dry, and 
the same is true of much of the surrounding country. This allows the allies to 
operate mass movements of their infantry.

' suffered by the Austrians in their des­
perate and vain assaults against the 
Russians. The latter continue to make 
progress not only in Galicia and in 
North Poland, but are steadily holding 
their own in the Carpathians.

In the west the British and French 
claim now to have the advantage over 
the Germans, although both sides are 
so strongly entrenched that progress is 
necessarily very slow, 
however, Is steadily wearing down the 
Germans, who are unable to see a ray 
of hope in any direction.

The days pass without bringing any 
evidence that Germany can make good 
her threat of even a partial blockade of 
British ports. Two German submarines 
have been destroyed In British waters.

The good news comes from Great 
Britain that labor troubles on the Clyde 
and in Liverpool and elsewhere are be­
ing settled. This is very important 
since it is necessary not only to keep 
trade moving, but to increase the out­
put of war materials.

The attack of the allied fleets upon 
the forts of the Dardanelles is being 
pressed with great vigor. The defences 
are very strong, but steady if slow pro­
gress is being made, 
says that a Turkish appeal for fifty 
German artillery officers was unsuccess­
ful, as Germany had none to spare.

Britain’s determination not to be

There 
has been, as a matter of fact, much bad 
itews for the people of that country; 
but as much ar possible of it has been 
suppressed, or offset by utterly unfound­
ed assertions to the effect that, despite 
all difficulties, victory would finally 
rest with Germany.

The relation, 
as far as comparative form is con­
cerned, of these bulky flsh to the 
graceful and narrow trout, might well 
be compared with that of the canal 
boat to the sloop-yacht.

There are two other illustrations 
which give two views of «mother, gro­
tesque specimen of the same family, 
called “Llnophryne Lucifer.”

first specimen of “Mancallas,” as one 
variety of these strange flsh is called, 
was taken. This remarkable specimen 
of light-bearing fish was brought up 
at a point in the Middle Atlantic, be­
tween the Canary and Cape Verde 
Islands, where the eea measured 8,406 
fathoms in depth, or a trifle over two 
and one-third nautical miles down! 
This single specimen secured at this 
time was described in 1878 by the 
English naturalist Sir John Murray, 
and I» preserved at present in that 
great storehouse of curiosities and 
treason
not a large flsh, being only three and 
one-half Inches in length, and of a 
uniform blackish color. The general 
appearance of the specimen referred 
to may be seen from the illustration 
of a very similar specimen called 
"Mancallas ShufeldtlL" The peculiar, 
whip-like. Jointed appendage project­
ing from the top of the head la 
formed from the first cephatlo spine, 
and is provided with a small, pear- 
shaped,, luminous bulb, which may be 
«swung about in various directions. As 
the flsh lies almost hidden in the mud 
of the sea bottom, this queer little 
lantern Is -held aloft, some think to 
allure prey within handy distance, 
while others say it serves as an organ 
of sense to give notice of the approach 
of any passing fishes which may serve 
as food for the individual resting ao 
comfortably in the mud. There are 
about one thousand species in this 
family of "Ceratlldae," and all known

transporting children
TO SCHOOL

(Bangor Commercial.
At least forty-three states authorize 

the transportation of pupils to public 
schools at the expanse of 
tricts, according to a bulletin by A. C. 
Monahan of the United States Bureau 
of Education.

In certain states transportation at 
public expense is permissive only, in 
others obligatory. Ohio, for example, 
requires transportation for children 
two miles or more from the school, 
while other states require transporta­
tion when the distance 
half miles or more.

In several of the states, according to 
the bulletin, the school authorities may 
pay parents or guardians a fixed amount 
per day for transportation, while MSme, 
Vermont, Minnesota, South Dakota and 
Oregon permit payment for room and 
board for pupils in homes convenient 
to the schools where the cost of so' do­
ing does not exceed the cost of trans­
portation.

The cost per pupil for transportation, 
as given by the bulletin, ranges from 
ten to eighteen cents per day. The av­
erage expense for the school ■ year is 
about $28 per pupil.
