Unoffi­
cially he received a far more boisterous 
welcome from the 2,000 inhabitants of 
Rouses’ Point who had waited patiently 
for hours in a bleak north wind to cheer 
the nation’s guest

the armistice was signed, men believed 
a new world era of prosperity had come. 
They have since discovered the first yeai 
to be twilight year, but signs are not 
lacking that the empire is now emerging 
into brighter days.

Now that the United States is rapidly' 

being awakened to the fact that indus- 
try, commerce and transportation can 
be successfully continued only through 
increased and systematic production, 
strong efforts ,in the fight for lower

There is a very direct relation 
between the two as has been conclusive­
ly shown of late by the thousands of 
wage earners who are spending even 
more than their employers for clothes 
and luxuries.

What is most decidedly needed at this 
time is a thorough .campaign along edu­
cational lines to teach the laborer, who 
never before has had so much money to 
spend on his pleasures as he has at 
present, the art of wise expenditure and 
convince him of the wisdom of saving. 
The need of thrift and economy must 
be emphasized in this country.

While it is decidedly beneficial to the 
laborer that his standard of living has 

•been raised, due to the increase in the 
level of wages, there has been no coni-

That dogs large and small are quite 

•as much at home in the city’s big apart­
ment houses as they are on a country 
estate or farm is amply shown by the 
great number which live and thrive here. 
There are persons who contend that the 
city is no fit place for a dog, much less 
a good-sized dog. They contend that 
such animals cooped up in the cramped 
and narrow apartments are more or less 
deprived of their liberty and freedom, 
and consequently are little better off 
than a bird in a cage.

Although these persons may possibly 
he right in their estimate of apartment 
pets, the appearance of the animals 
does not support it. In the large apart­
ment houses on Riverside Drive and in 
those on intersecting streets are dogs 
of all sizes, shapes, and breeds, and these 
animals with few exceptions appear 
beautifully healthy, sleek and self-sat­
isfied. If any criticism may be made 
against them, some look, perhaps, too 
well fed and indolent.

Dog fanciers who have studied them 
point out that they differ in many re­
spects from their prototypes of village 
and country.*- Not a few are descended 
from pedigreed ancestors whose lives 
were spent amid the luxurious surround­
ings of aristocratic apartment houses,and 
being the offspring of such ancestors 
they have acquired their good manners 
and dispositions naturally. These pets, 
like humans, adapt themselves easily to 
their environment, and when transport­
ed to village or farm feel as lost and 
strange as a ’ urely rural dog on being 
taken on a vrsit to the city.

The superintendent of a large apart­
ment house which harbors many dogs 

asked if the barking of the animals 
did not jar occasionally on the nerves 
of dogless tenants and neighbors.

“Doubtless it would,” he replied, “if 
they barked or howled, but they are too

Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 11—The last day 

of school always allows a little extra 
license to the pupils, and it is so on the 
last day of parliament. When the 
House assembled, yesterday, it 
really nothing to do but wait the delib­
eration of the Senate, which was con­
sidering the prohibition bills passed on 
to it for judgment. Mr. Campbell of 
Le Pas, who has been trying to gather 
some information about the white ele­
phant which runs through his constitu­
ency, the Hudson Bay Railroad, made 

last desperate attempt but got 
nothing but a . round-about intimation 
that there would not likely be anything 
doing at present. Supplies for nearly 
$63,000,000 were passed. The leader of 
the Opposition inquired solicitiously 
about the health of the leader of the 
government, 
jonrned until 4.30 in the afternoon to 
await the return of its bills from the 
Senate.

Meanwhile the Senate was dealing 
with the matter of prohibition once 
again, and examining the bills to see 
what the “joker” was this time. When­
ever a bill dealing with the liquor ques­
tion goes from the House to the Senate 
it is received with a cynical smile, the 
upper chamber fully believing that it is 
being made the receiving end of “the 
buck.” There was a disposition on the 
part of some of the senators to amend 
the bill so that it would be sent .back;

And 
he was in earnest about it, too.

The House adjourns after a peculiar 
session. Krown when it assembled as 
“the indemnity session” there was some 
anxiety as to whether it would last out 
the necessary thirty-one days to give a 
full indemnity. That was soon dissi­
pated as the order paper began to fill 
up, until some pessimists were begin­
ning to wonder if they would not be 
here until Christmas.

Of those who voted to kill the 
bills by delay, five government support­
ers, Senators Ross, Milne, MacDonald, 
White and Pringle, combined with seven 
members of the opposition. Therefore 
hut for opposition support, the govern­
ment could not have passed this bill.
