BRITISH 10 FIGHT
THE BIG PACKERS

Drastic Measures _—ln England
Against Americans Is Reported

London, Sept. 6—The British govern-
ment is taking drastic measures to fight
American packers, says the Herald, a
labor organ. This decision was dictated,
according to the newspaper, owing to the
“strangle hold” big American packers are
exerting on the British provision import
trade, and arrangements virtuzlly have
been completed for the establishment of
a broker’s pool for those firms whose
business has dropped to almost nothing
owing to the alleged operations of the
packers, and who refuse to throw in their
lot with the packers.

The Herald quotes an official of the
food ministry as saying: “We are trying
to make arrangements by which British
traders may have a share in the trade
which former]y was in the hands of the
Afherican packers agents.”

"London, Sept. 6—Sir Auckland Ged-
des, minister of national service and re-
constructions informed a deputation of
toy makers yesterday that the govern-

ment declined to adopt the policy of a
three years embargo on any impo:
goods.

The government information was, he
said, that Germany had only a small ac-|
cumulation of manufactured goods ready
for export. Moreover, the cost of man-
ufacture in Germany was rising enorm-
ously, and Germany was pitifully short
of raw materials and coal.

The minister believed that there was
nothing to fear from German competi-
tion. Germany was trembling on the
verge of collapse, and unless ‘she could
get her trade under way she must sink.

British industry, Sir Auckland de-
clared, would be helped rather than in-
jured by trade with Germany.

BIG CUT IN NAVY
PAPENSES  SNCE
JRMISTE SIGNED

Daily Outlay Now Only Hialf
What it Was Then—Personnel
Reduced Greatly and Work on
New Ships Ended

London, Sept. 6—The daily expediture
for the British navy now is half what
it was the day the armistice was signed,
according to an announcement made yes-
terday by Thos. J. MacNamara, finan-
cial secretary of the admiralty. He
said the personnel of the navy had been
reduced from 400,000 men to 170,000.
Of more than 1,000 naval craft, mostly
small vessels, which were under con-

struction on armistice day, work on 584
has ceased, saving nearly £45,000,000
sterling. Ninety-eight of the older ships
have been sold, and 1,500 trawlers re-
stored to their original uses.

PUTS 1T UP T0 LEAGUE
OPPONENTS T0 PROVE THAT
THEY ARE NOT QUTTERS

St. Louis, Mo, Sept. 6—In two ad-
dresses here yesterday President Wilson
discussed at length disputed points of
the peace treaty and invited those who
oppose it“to prove whether they “are
not absolute, contemptible Quitters if
they do not see the game through.”

The president defended the Shantung
provision as the only solution possible
by which China could be assisted in her
effort to regain control of Shentung

province.

Analyzing' Article 10 of the ieague
covenant, he said the league council
could only advise and could not do that
without concurrenee. of the American
members.

Chicago, Sept.. 6—Steps for. calling a
new international -socialist eongress to
unite the radical forces™of the world
were taken yesterday ‘at the closing ses-
sion of the Natidnal Socialist party con-
vention. The plan‘is to hold the con-
gress at the earliest date practicable in
either New York or Chicago.

The convention gave its qualified en-
dorsement. of the Plumb plan for the
nationalization of railways, objection
being made to the method of acquiring
the railroads and the limited repres-
entation of classified employes on the
board to manage the lines,

eral and state constitutions to permit the
election of congressmen and general as-
semblymen by industrial trade groups

instead of by territorial districts in ac-
cordance with the Russian Soviet plan.

A WARNING 10 HS
FELLOW MEXCANS

Washington, Sept. 6—Warning Mexi-
cans that intervention by the United
States is imminent, General Salvador
Alvarado, one of the leaders in the Car-
ranza movement throughout its course,
has' addressed an open letter to Car-
ranza himself and Generals Obregon and
Gonzales in which he arraigns conditions
in Mexico in scathing fashion. .

He estimates that the present daily
death list in the scattered fighting be-
tween federal troops and rebels, is 100 a
day.

Washngton, Sept. \ 5—Countess Lassie
Szechenyi, formerly Miss Gladys Vander-
bilt, gister of Mrs. Henry Payne Whit-
ey, Brig. Gen. Cornelius Variderbilt and
Reginald C. Vanderbilt, is coming to this
country to claim her property now in the
hands of the alien property custodian.
She is to go direct to Newport and will
visit her mother at The Breakers.

Countess Szechenyi cannot get her be-
longings until the Peace Treaty is ratified
and Congress enacts legislation directing
the ‘Alien Property Custodian what todo
with the seized property. She is in the
same boat with many others. If she were
divorced from her foreign husband she
could recover the millions held by the
government earlier, but she is said to be
sticking to Szechenyi.

The property of women of American
birth who married German and Austri-
an subjects was taken over during the
war. Among those best known in this
country is the Countess Szechenyi, whose
soooerty was taken over by A. Mitchell
Tauner, custodian at the time, amount-
ing to nearly $4,000,000 in securities, in
addition to the income, from a $5,000,000
trust fund, created under the will of her
father.

THE HARBOR TRANSFER.
Protests againstdda:yontheputof
the city in entering into an agreement
for the transfer of the harbor to the
federal government appear to be based
on a lack of information regarding the

nature of the proposed agreement, or a
lack of appreciation of some of its de-
ficiencies. The government bill author-
iﬂngthehamfcrofﬂxehubmfoa
federal commission is decidedly vague
in its definition of what is to be trans-
ferred. The area to be included in the
transfer is bounded to the north and
west merely by a line running across
the river from the lighthouse at Green
Head to a point on the opposite shore.
On the harbor side the limits are fixed
byalinesta.rﬁngatapointonBuy
Shore outside the breakwater, running
out around Partridge Island and atross
to Red Head.

To attempt to complete the transfer
on such an indefinite basis would be to
imvite trouble and conflict of authority
in the future. The most serious omis-
sion in the terms of the agreement is
the absence of any reference to the har-
bor ferry and its wharves and ap-
proaches. If the ferry service is to be
continued by the city—and there has
been no suggestion that it would be
taken over by the harbor commission—
it would be poor business to deed away
the ferry facilities. Omce transferred to
the harbor commission it would be much
more difficult to get them back than it
would be to keep them in the first place.

The common council is perfectly jus-
tified in asking for information on this
matter before requiring the citizens to-

pass judgment on the preposals as a
whole.

SIR GEORGE ETIENNE CARTIER.

There is to be unveiled in Montreal
today a monument to Sir George Etienne
Cartier, Bart., a national tribute to one

patriot and statesman to whose credit is

uncut jewel of Canada into the gem of
empire that she is today-

It was at St. Antoine, on the Riche-
lieu River, that Cartier first saw the
light of day on September 6, 1814. Not
until he was thirty-four years of age did
he enter public life but the following
twenty-five years of his carcer were de-
voted to the public welfare of the Do-
minion and he was still active in the
affairs of the nation as minister of mili-
tia and defence at the ime of his death
in London, England, in 1878. ~Always
a strong believer in British connection,
he became one of the strongest links be-
tween Canada and the mother country
during the days when Canada was de-
veloping into a great British colony.

Cartier was one of the most prominent
of the fathers of confederation and even
after he saw tbe four original provinces
of Quebec, New Brunswick, Ontario and
Nova Scotia united, he expressed the de-
gire to see Canada established as a
country stretching from the Atlantic to
the Pacific and the whole connected by
a great continental railway system.
‘Working towards this end it was largely
through his efforts that the northwest
territories were secured from the Hud-
son Bey Company and finally in 1871,
with the admission of British. Columbia
to the dominion, he saw a united Canada
from sea to sea become a reality. And
to him goes the eredit of having secured
inthe following year the first charter for
the Canadian Pacific Railway, the road
which was to bind the provinces which

one of his promotions and the first Cana-
dian line of ships that plied the seas was
also another valuable adjunet to com-
merce established by Cartier for the do-
minion.

He was one of Canada’s big men. His
broad ideals, his love of country end,
most of all, his far-seeing vision, which.
the years have verified, of the future
awaiting Canada, were instrumental in
producing the realization of his vision
which we have today- i

To him was greatly due the estab-
lishment of the Canadian canal systems,
the establishment of our present military
system and the improvement and deep-
ening of the St. Lawrence, besides many
peeded improvements and additions tof
the laws of the countryy including the
abolition of the seigneurial tenure, the
codification of the civil laws, the modi-
fication of the criminal law, and the
municipality act of lower Canada. His
promotion of education found a worthy
field in the organization of the public
instruction system and the establish-
ment of normal schools.

Today we stand with bared heads in
respect for the memory of the man who
made possible confederation, the union
which transformed this great country of
ours into one of the empire’s finest col-
onies through his and his colleagues’ ef-
forts. And the foundation which he laid
and the example which he left behind
will enable generations to come to build
here a still greater national institution

1864 Above these figures; on the back
of the column, level w.th the statue of
Cartier, is a bronze figure also eleven
feet high of a soldier defending the flag,
4o carry out the thought of the above
quoted saying, also a reminder that
Cartier was the first Canadian minister
of militia, and that it was he who es-
tablished the militia of Canada. On the
breast of each of the nine statues is a
shield bearing the coat-of-arms of the
re: tive province it represents. To the
right and left of the base are groups in
bronze, the one to the left representing
«Education,” to the right “Legislation.”
“Education” is represented by three
figures typical of the imparting of in-
struction to the young, and is to per-
petuate Cartier’s great work in the de-
velopment of our educational systems.
The group of “Legislation” is also
comprised of three figures. The central
figure is Law, stern and unchangeable.
In ter left hand “she holds the sword,
syrg o} of the execution of the law. Her
ri hand rests on a book in which the
figure Genius is inscribing the laws com-
piled by the genius of Cartier. To the

left of the central figure is the little pris-
oner in the act of pleading, this is sym-
' polic of eorrection. Surmounting the
coulmn is a large bronze ball, four feet
in diameter, supporting the winged fig-

ure of “Renown,” bearing a wreath in
one hand, with which she appears to
crown Cartier'’s statue below. This fig-
ure of “Renown” is eighteen feet high,
and the spread of its wings is twenty
feet across, it weights 8,000 pounds. In'
the middle of the four front figures at
the base is'this inscription, “A Cartier,
la Reconnaissance et ’Admiration D’un
Peuple” (To Cartier, .the gratitude and
admiration of a people) At the rear
below the group of the five provinces is
inscribecé the following quotation from
a speech delivered by Cartier in 1867:
“Le Canada Doit Etre un Pays Non de
Licénce, Mais de Liberte, et Toutes les
Libertes Doivent Etre Protegees Par la
Loi” (Canada must be a country not of
license, but of liberty, and all liberties
must be protected by the law.)

-‘On the four approaches to the monu-
ment are eight large pedestals in gran-
ite, which will be surmounted by large
bronze lions, nine feet long by three feet
eight inches broad. At the rear of the
monument will be two large lighting
standards in bronze. Sixty carloads of
granite were used in the construction of
the monument, the stone having been
quarried in Stanstead county, province
of Quebec.

The bronze figures were cast in Brus-
sels, Belgium, where G. W. Hill, the
sculptor, has a studio, and the total
weight of the eighteen figures (exclu-
sive of the lions) is twenty-seven tons.

The site of the monument is at the
entrance to Mount Royal Park, on the
slopes of the mountain, overlooking the
city of Montreal,. the scene of Cartier’s
labors and triumphs. :

Physician’s Evidence.

Dr. G. O. Baxter, the physician who
attended Marion Crawford, said that he
first saw her at the home of Alexander
Crawford on the Loch Lomond road on
Sunday afternon at about 430 o’clock.
He said that the child was in a semi-
conscious condition and was suffering
apparently from shock. There were cuts
on both legs, a small abrasion on Lhe
abdomen, the nose was broken ‘and thére
was a bad discoloration and bruises on
the left side of the head. The witness
said that he visited her from the time of
the acident until her death. She was re-
moved in his-car to the General Public
Hospital on Monday afternoon, Septem-
ber 1, and died soon after being admit-
ted. Dr. Baxter said: that he understood
that he was sent for on the Sunday
afternoon of the accident at the request
of Robert Hickey.. He #lso said that a
man named Seeley called him up on the
night of the accident and enquired con-
cerning the extent of the injuries to the
child. b i v
Dr. Abramson, the provincial pathol-
ogist, gave ‘a short acount of the post
mortem examination. He said that he
found that the left side .of the body
showed a condition of ‘pleurisyy arnd that
there was also lobar pneumonia of the
left lung. On excmining the head he
found the skull fractured in two places,
and also symptoms of meningitis. When
questioned by Dr. F. L. Kenney, the
coroners Dr. Abramson said that he
thought that death was due to primarily
a fracture of the skull, and secondly to
pneumonia and meningitis, which were
due to the fracture.

Muriel Crawford was put on the stand
but, not understanding the nature of an
oath, she was not sworn.

Evelyn Crawford, of 74 Exmouth
street, eight years of age, was the next
witness. She said that she, in company
with Marion and Muriel Crawford, were’
at Alexander Crawford’s summer home
on the Loch Juomond road. The three
little girls commenced to cross the road,
Marion being a little ahead of the other
two. The witness said that she noticed
the automobile just before it got to them
and cried to Marion to come back, but
apparently she did not hear. The auto-
mobile struck Marion, and went on and
ran into the ditch.

When gquestioned by Dr. Kenney the
witness said that the automobile was
only about fifteen feet away when she
first noticed it, and it semed to be going
quite fast.

Eye-Witness of Accident.

James Power, who was at his home,
which is close to Mr. Crawford’s, also
witnessed the accident. He said that at
this point the road is very straight, and
although an automobile might be seen
for about seventy-five yards, he did not
notice this one until about two seconds
before it struck the child. After it hit
the child the automobile swerved and
continued on for about thirty-six feet,
when it ran into the ditch. | He said that
he thought that it stopped of its own
accord as it ran into the ditch with a
bump. :

Mr. Power said .that Marion Craw-
ford and the other girls were walking
from the car, and when the car struck
her it threw her flat on her face, and
passed over her body. When the car
stopped both the occupants, William
Armstrong and.

to by zippy dressers. But until 100 years
ago anyone who wore a collar wore it
as part of his shirt. Therefore, when

the collar became soiled the whole out-
fit had to go to the tub, and people who
had any pride at all in their personal
appearance were obliged to wear a clean
shirt every day and the week’s washing
in these families was a much more ser-
jous problem than it is at present. Natur-
ally enough, it was a woman who had
to do the family washing for a black-
smith who first caught the idea of a de-
‘achable collar, though what a black-
smith wanted with a collar of any sort
s not explained. It is understood that
t is de rigeur for a blacksmith to wear
only a leather apron and a bushy beard.

Virs. Montague Invented It.

_But this particalar blacksmith; Mr.
Viontague of Troy, New York, must
save been a bear on collars, and one
may judge from his name that he was
srobably trying to maintain a tradition
»f noble lineage which compelled him to
io his blacksmithing in a white shirt.
Whatever pride his wife took in his
family connections must have been con-
siderably marred by the task of wrest-
ing with seven white shirts, and- at-
:ached collars each week. One night the
dea occurred to her that it was not ab-
solutely essential that-the collar should
be part of the shirt- She had observed,
s had millions of others, that the only
sart of the shirt that was sofled when
t was discarded was the collar.

Men and
women to whom shirts and eollars and
Monday washings were no object looked
down upon those who wore false collars,
just -as later on their descendants were
to despise those who wore false shirt
fronts.

A
statistician has figured that whereas
Hannah Montague used considerably
less than a yard of cotton or linen or
whatever was the material from which
she constructed her collars, in a single
day, and a spool of thread every fort-
night, today 200,000 yards of material is
used in a single Troy factory, and a ton
“of thread every week.. [Today in Troy
| there are seven blocks of collar and shirt
factories within a mile radius and capi-
tal amounting to $35,000,000 has been
invested. It was.due to Hannah Mon-
tague and Rev. Ebenezer Brown that
Troy has become the centre of shirt
collar making in the United States, just.

In these countries
thousands of soldiers meet—Russians re-
turning home from Germany; Austrians,
Hungarians and Germans returning from
Russia; Croatians and Serbs going south-
ward, and Poles going northward.

F. Blanchod, a French-Swiss, vwho re-
cently visited Budapest on behalf of the
Geneva ‘Red Cross and spent some time
in a military depot there, where an at-
tempt, at any rate, is made to receive
all these different soldiers as they pass
through, sort them out into their difier-
ent nationalities and at the same time
rid them of vermin, describes them as
being clad in rags and animals’ skins,
chiefly sheep-skins or goatskins, and
wearing greasy skin caps on their heads,
their feet and legs being bandaged up
in rags and untaned leather.

Super-Vermin.

All these unfortuane and filthy men
are, in plain English, covered with lice
which are thie sole propagators of spot-
ted typhus. Many of them do their best
to avoid going. near any military depot
which has means of disinfection, because
their wretched rags, once put into the
disinfecting chamber, simply fall to
pieces, and as there is no fresh clothing
to give them in exchange, they feel them-
selves ‘worse off than before. Many of
these men leave the depot wearing no-
thing but their sheepskins or overcoats,
any apology -for underclothing which
they thay have had .aving been destroy-
ed in the process of disinfection. So

anxious are some of them to avoid being ¢
examined or having their clothes disin-| §

fected that very often when a train of
repatriated soldiers arrives at Budapest,
Vienna or some other place the soldiers
begin' to jump off ‘it as soon as it slack-
ens down before arriving at the railway
station; and thus they enter a city with-
out the authorities knowing, and, of
course, spread their lice and their dis-
ease.

Spotted Typhus.

Some of the men were already suffer-
ing from spotted typhus while on their
journey, and had, of course, infected
others. It is indeed, often impossible to
diagnose the disease unless a man’s skin
has first been thoroughly washed with
soap.  Matters are still further compli-
cated becnuse a soldier as a rule will
not say that he is ill until he can no

longer crawl about. The hospitals are’
overcrowded with diseased men lying on

Before the war the mortality from
spotted typhus was 6 to 7 per cent—

The Inter-
national Red Cross Medical Commis-
ston personally found more than. 12,000
cases of this disease in the Ukraine. In
some parts of the country, moreover, 80
per cent. of the people were infected
with syphilis, brought, of course, by sol-
diers returning home or passing through,
while Dr. Blanchod says that he himself
saw on railway station platforms in
Transylvania people in the most highly
infectious stage of smallpox, whom no-|.
body apparently thought of quarantining.
In Transylvania and in ‘Austria small-
pox during the war has wrought more
havoc than anywhere else, because there
has been no compulsory vacination. The
danger of traveling in Austria, Poland,
the Ukraine and neighboring parts of
Europe is great, because hitherto it has
seemed impossible to prevent soldiers
and civilians from being herded together
—in extremely overcrowded trains.

Ottawa, Sept. 5—The debate on the address continued to be a most dreary
performante due perhaps to the fact that there was little or nothing in the ad-
dress to debate over. The government seems inclined to {eave the speaking large-
1y to the opposition, only one member from the government side having taken
part in the debate today and he one who is not under very good party dis-
cipline, namely, Dr. Edwards, of Frontenac. Incidentally what brought the
peppery doctor into the arena was a chance to say something offensive about the
maritime provinces, a chance he never misses. 3

Joseph Demers, of St. Johns-Iberville, opened the debate. He took the line
for which Ms. Fielding gave the cue to the opposition when the treaty was
introduced by the premier, that nothing would really happen one way or the
other whether Canada signed the treaty or not. He maintained that it was
futile for us to enter the league of nations as we were not a natfon in the inter-
national sense of the word. He had several solutions for the high cost of living
including the commandeering of cold storige, the control of exports and the estab-

. Petrograd Would be Severe
Blow to Bolsheviki and Should
Not be Diﬂicglt

_Washington, Sept. 4—The Baltic situa-
tion, involving the campaign which has
for its purpose the capture of Petrograd
from the Bolsheviki, has developed into
‘one of the most important elements in
the Russian problem. If Petrograd
could be captured it would furnish a
new base for operations against the
soviet centre at Moscow, prove a severe
blow to the Bolsheviki, and have a vital
influence on the Archangel and Siberian
‘fronts, where forces of all the All-
Russian Governments have recently
ithdrawn ‘under Bolshevik pressure.
{w'l‘he whole Baltic campaign, on what
is known as the northwestern front of
Russia, ies regarded as being now potent-
jally the same as it was in June when
Petrograd was believed to be almost on
the verge of evacuation by the Bolshev-

dealt with promptly.

iki and capture by Russian forces operat-
ing from the direction of the Baltic pro-
vinces of Esthonia, Livonia and Courland
Delay in arrival of Allied warships and
in delivery of munitions and supplies are
held responsible for the failure of the
capture of Petrograd in June.

The question now is the extent to
which the Allies will suppnt the logi-
cal and effective development of the
campaign in the Bal:ic provinces. Brit-
ish war vessels nave been sent to the
Gulf of Finland, and Kronstadt, the
Bolshevik naval base near Pctrograd, is
now .reported, in Helsingfors despatches,
to have been bombarded by British naval
and air forces., Co-operation by the
British fleet is regarded in Russian cir-
cles an an earnest that an active part
will be taken by the Allies.

The best obtainable information is
that the needed anti-Bolshevist man-
power is available in the Baltic provin-
ces to give success to the campaign,
if properly and promptly aided with
munitions and supplies. (

Asre Three Elements.

Three elements of the Baltic situation
are being emphasized. These are: First
—Military importance of taking Petro-
grad; second—the ease with which it
can be done with the man-power at hand
unless the delivery of Allied munitions
and supplies is delayed: third—a change
of German policy toward Russia involv-
ing an effort to obtain German control
over the Russian situation under pre-
tence of endéavoring to reach and help
Admiral Kolchak, as against the Bol-
sheviki.

Those immediately familiar with the
situation regard the project for taking
Petrograd as one of the most important
phases of - the Russian problem to be
Reports indicate

that a large section of the population

in and around Petrograd is awaiting any

opportunity to oppose the Bolsheviki
openly, but that this is very largely de-
pendent on furnishing of arms and food
by the .Allies.

The situation developing round Riga,
in Livonia, and at Libau, in Courland,
has now become important from a larger
international political viewpoint. There
is growing evidence that the Germans
are displaying at no other place greater
activity than around these foci of in-
trigue. After the armistice of Novem-
ber 11 and. the retreat of the Germans
from Riga there was in Letvia a Russian
detachment under Prince Leiven, a Rus-
sian colonel whose bravery in the war
had ‘made him an idol of his soldiers.
This detachment fought the Bolsheviki.
1t had only been tolerated in the beginn-
ing by the Germans ' because of its
opposition to Bolshevism but the Ger-
mans in Letvia did not then encourage
this detachment nor favor its enlarge-
ment. The Germans at that time were
also still pursuing their old policy of

| trying to set up independent states and

playing a separate policy against Russia
in the effort to weaken her by dominat-
ing these smaller states.

Independent Letvia.
In Letvia the Germans made use of
Ulmanis, a radical revolutionary and

separatist of 1905, who had been set up '

by Germany as an agent in the play-
ing of the “independence game,” Riga

was his headquarters, but he dissappear-|

ed when the Bolsheviki took that place
immediately following the withdrawal
of German forces. Ulmanis went to
a Baltic island as a refugee, but was
still understood to be operating with the
Germans.

He made an arrangement
with General von der Goltz to the ex—t

'tent'that his group would establish an
independent Letvia, that they would
have Geman.rﬂ}pp,ort, and insofar as
German troops were used every German
soldier employed would receive a quan-
tity of land. . ;

The situation changed generally after
the British .had become more keenly
interested and the British Government
sent General Gough to Helsingfors as
head of a special military mission to
co-operate with General Judenich, com-
mander of the northwest front, and take
care of other RBritish operations in con-
nection with the Esthonians. It also
has taken a mew turn during the last
two months as a result of German in-
trigue, and a changs of policy. Instead
of supporting .the Letvain Sparticist
movement as against Russia, the Ger-
mans altered their attitude and under-
took to support Prince Lieven. This
change of front took place after the
French evacuated Odessa and also after
the Allied military enterprise in south-
west Russia had created considerable
feeling. It also came after it had be-
gun to appear that thet Bolsheviki might
collapse and while the forces of Kolchak
and Denikine were meeting with con-
siderable military success.

Pro-German Feeling.

It is known now that the Germans

sought, then, to affiliate themselves with,

the Russian national movement trying
 to alienate it from the Allies, making
' use of every false step, and endedvoring
to breed pro-German feeling among
' those Russians who had suffered through
the failures around Odessa. These efforts
were simultaneous with the action of
General von der Goltz in changing his
i policy toward Ulmanis and Lieven.

! Ulmanis, who had been their agent,
lost the support of the Germans and,

i
]

after going away as a refugee, returned
and tried to win British support. He
seemingly succeeded in this decision with
some local British agents. Instead ~of
opposing Prince Lieven, the Germans
then undertook to support him in a
rather shrewd way. "They made no ar-
rangements that formally commitited
Prince Lieven, but did offer him arms
and munitions for use against the Bol-
sheviki at a critical moment, and with-
drew German opposition to increasing

the size of Prince Lieven’s military
forces.

The German idea was that they might
develop pro-German sympathies, in re-
ciprocation ‘for the aid rendered them.
Prince Lieven, who had a few hundred
men originally, now has several thousand
soldiers. D

Information  reaching = Washington
credits Germanv with having made over-
tures to back this movement with some
hundreds of millions of marks if satis-
factory to Admiral Kolchak and Gen-
eral Denikine, Russian national leaders
were informed that Germany was will-
ing to do for Russia what Russia had
geen appealing to the Allied powers to

o.

Diplomats familiar with these moves
discern an effort by - certain German
leaders to obtain control over the mili-
tary movement in western Russia, but
they are not interpreted as meaning
that the Germans are not also still using
the Bolsheviki.

The movement in the Baltic provinces
for the capture of Petrograd has been
passing through a most critical stage
during the last two months. But it
is now the belief in Russian national
circles that, with the co-operation of the
British fleet and support from the Allies
in the matter of supplies and munitions
the campaign will be successful.
