Bangor, Me., Jan. 20—Angered by, al- 

ledged infidelity on the part of 
Alice, and crazed by Jiquor,
Crane of Stonington shot and attempted 
to murder her in Qle Silver House in this 
city yesterday. After firing one shot a* 
the woman, which took effect in her arm, 
lie turned thé revolver on himself and 
tried to commit suicide. The bullet pen­
etrated his right aide and he is not 
preted to iiyr. His wife’s injuries are 
not serious and she will recover.

According to the story told by' the 
woman, who is employed as a cook in 
the Silver House, Crane entered the kit­
chen and demanded money from her. She 
refused on account of his condition, anJ 
ordered him to,go out. Then she 
he shot her.

After he was taken to the police head­
quarters and before being removed to 
the hospital, Crane admitted the shoot­
ing and accused his wife of infidelity, 
naming an acquaintance of here.

“She ruined my life,” he said, “and I 
intended to put an end to it all.”

McAlester, Okla., Jan. 20—Quiet pre­
vailed today at the State peitentiary 
where, last night, seven persons lost 
:heir lives during a battle between 
guards and three convicts who attempted 
to escape. The bodies of three prison 
employes and three convicts were in the 
penitentiary morgue ; while in the city, 
a few miles distant, the body of Judge 
John R. Thomas of Muskogee, a visitor 
at the prison, and killed by a convict’s 
bullet, awaited final preparations for 
shipment to relatives.

In the prison hospital suffering from, 
bullet wounds, were Miss Mary Foster, 
telephone operator at the prison; John 
Martin, turnkey, and C. L. Wood, guard.

The bodies of H. H. Drover, head of 
the Bertillion department; Patrick Oates, 
assistant deputy warden, and F. C. God­
frey, a guard, will be held for word from 
relatives.

Winnipeg, Man., Jan. 20—"I’ve de­

fended a good many murderers, and none 
of them was ever hung, and I don’t 
want this one to hang. If we can’t get 
him on the street one way, we will have 
to try another.”

According to John H. Buxton, under 
arrest for assisting in the escape of 
Krafchenko, testifying yesterday after­
noon before the royal commission, Percy 
Hagel, who, Buxton says, engineered the 
whole plot for escape, had no other 
tive than shown in this statement, made 
to him by Hagel.
Discloses Whole Plot

Buxton detailed the whole working 
out of the plot. The gun and rope 
supplied by Buxton to Constable Reid, 
through Hagel, and taken by Reid to 
Krafchenfco’s cell. Buxton secured the 
gun only after a good deal of trouble, 
having forced a boy in a pawn store, 
over whom he had influence, to steal 
the gun, a Colt automatic. At Hagel’s 
request he went to Eaton’s store and 
bought a hank of ordinary cotton 
clothesline, which was also given to 
Reid. He told of the trouble in figuring 
how Reid could cany the rope, as it 
made* much bulk under his tunic.

While declaring that he had not hoped 
or expected to get anything for the part 
he took in arranging for the escape 
Buxton told of Reid explaining that 
Krafchenko had wondrous treasures 
cached away in the country, including 
$200,000 worth of railway stock certi­
ficates, $10,000 worth of diamonds and 
gold watches, and considerable cash. He 
also said that if Krafchenko got out' in 
time, he would be able to hold up a C. 
P. R. pay car and get $16,000 
which he would divide 
boys.”

At, one time, Buxton said, Reid Jiad a 
revolver belonging to Buxton to give 
to Krafchenko, but Buxton was so much 
afraid that this could be traced if Kraf­
chenko were caught, of if his attempt at 
escape failed, that he prevailed on Reid 
and Hagel to give it back when he suc­
ceeded in havinç the other one stolen 
from a store. It was the stolen revolver 
that was given to Krafchenko and it 
was the same revolver which was found 
in a waste paper basket in the room 
where the bandit was captured on Sun­
day night.

Buxton detailed at length the various 
meetings with' Reid and Hagel when

He knew all the 
details and knew that Krafchenko 
to go to Westlake’s room.

Wanted to Give It Up

Over and over again Buxton declared 
that he had no motive whatever in as­
sisting and that it was only when too 
late that he realized that he was making 
a fool of himself. Two days before the 
escape, he had tried to pull out of it, 
and had tried to warn Reid that it could 
never be pulled off, but Reid, he said, 
was insistent that it was worth the 
chance.

Although admitting at first that 
were Hagel was the prime instigator of the 

whole plot, Buxton’s later evidence 
tended to show that Reid had taken the 
most active part in planning the de­
tails.
Holt Forced Into It

Buxton was followed on the stand bv 
Frank Holt, a young fellow of good 
character. He was arrested in the after­
noon, and is held as a materia] witness.
He was worked into the plot involuntar­
ily. He is an employe of the Security 
Mortgage warehouse and helped harbor 
Krafchenko in one of the upper stories, 
as he said, in fear of his life. Thrice in 
the story, he mentioned his “girl friend” 
telling how he took her to Zion church 
on Sunday night and how in his predica­
ment he had made a clean breast of the 
story to .her, receiving in return an in­
sistent demand that he reveal the whole 
çtory to the police.

The most striking feature of the two / 
stories was the fact that all who were 
implicated were acting apparently witfT- 
out any impelling impulse. To all of 
these, who assisted Krafchenko he was 
almost a complete stranger. All say 
there was no primise of reward. They 
seemed to be hypnotized by the person­
ality of the bandit.

From Buxton’s statement Reid apper- 
pears to have been the prime mover. It 
was he who made arrangements with 
Hagel to take the case for Krafchenko.
It was he who carried revolver, rope and 
key to the prisoner. He seemed to be 
acting under a spell.

The $10,000 reward for the arrest, will 
be claimed by Sam Simmons, a pawn 
broker, who furnished to the police the 
information that led to connecting Bux­
ton with the escape.

“They froze out worthy families who 
wanted to ally themselves with the Elm­
wood church. They lacked Christian 
fellowship. The real reason the pews of 
Elmwood are not better " filled is because 
of the wranglings and jealousies of a 
clique.

“This clique introduced dancing in 
the parish house. I have been a minis­
ter of liberal mind, but I will not toler­
ate tangos and turkey trots or any form 
of dancing in connection with church ac­
tivities.

HELL GATE, WORLD’S 
LARGEST ARCH BRIDGE

The Hell Gate steel arch bridge, the 

world’s largest arch, Is now actively j 
under construction, 
abutment pier is well under way and 
the foundation for the Wards Island 
pier is nearly complete. The steel work 
is being fabricated in the shops of the 
American Bridge Co., practically all de­
tail drawings having been made. Fabri­
cated steel work is already being ship­
ped to Greenville and erection of the 
arch will probably begin next year.

Marked originality of design charac­
terizes the structure. The outline of the 
arch

Hard (high-carbon) steel; large rivets ; 
heavy splicing; special pivot or rocker 
joints at chord splices ; .braking girders 
in the floor; cantilever arrangement of 
the floor laterals.

The bridge is also notable for the 
nagnilude of its chord sections and their 
robust makeup; for the great weight 
f single members—weighing twice as 
nuch as the heaviest erection parts of 
arge bridges previously erected; and for ;

38,000 lb. steel and 53,000 lb. total per 
lineal foot of bridge. The great weight 
is due to the large live-load capacity 
provided. No existing large-span bridge 
is designed for four lines of railway 
traffic.

mainder of the season?”

“What do you thi nk of that?” said 
the man with the concession, showing 
the letter around. “Here these ball play­
ers are taking the money right out of 
my pocket because they say they can-, 
not hit with the signs on the fence. | 
They can’t htt anyway.”

I recall one day that “Kitty” Brands- 
field was nearly killed by being “bean- 
ed” by a fast ball at the Polo Grounds 
when Tesreau, who is inclined to be

Things have been far from dead in 
baseball this winter. It used to be that 
there was scarcely any news of the big 
leagues to chronicle in the winter time 
except when the two àfeîmal meetings 

held, but this year the annual 
meetings have been mgrgincidents. Oth­
er things have developed so fast that 
fans have paid little toisetion to them.

First, there have bee* the Players’ 
Fraternity demands? theft the trip of 
the Giants and White 80x around the 
world, and now
breaking out all over the place like the 
prickley heat. It is my opinion that the 
developments of this winter have been 
a great assistance to the- players. One 
of the most important requests granted 
to the players by the National Com­
mission recently was the new waiver 
rule, which provides that each of the 
other fifteen big league -teams besides 
the "On^ on which the man has been men 
playing must waive oft him before he 

be sent to a minor league. This 
gives a player fifteen chances to stay in 
fast company. Another important con­
cession is that a man, after ten years of 
big league service, is to be granted his 
unconditional release, provided no other 
major league team desires hirn.

There was another requested granted 
by the commission, however, which 
made a big hit with me, and which is 
going to be a great boon to ball players.
In several of the parks around the coun­
try, the owners have been in the habit 
of putting garish signs for advertising 
purposes in centre field on a direct line 
with the batter. These generally face 
the afternoon sun, as the hitter on all 
fields looks away from the sun in the 
afternoon, and the reflection of the sun’s 
rays on the bright colors -is blinding. Of 
course, it helps the pitchers, but it is an 
unfair and dangerous advantage for 
twirlers. This abuse has not occurred in 
all the parks; Pittsburgh being one 
where there are no signs at all. As a 
result, it is one of the best in the coun­
try. But now, thank godness, the signs 
are to be done away with in all the 
parks.

For some time the batter’s back­
ground at the Polo Grounds in New 
York was one of the worst inthe lea­
gue because the bleacher seatk 
painted yellow and behind these were 
signs of all shades and colors to-attract 
the attention of the fans, to the virtues 
of various brands of whiskey and tooth 
paste. Several players had narrow es­
capes from being badly hurt by pitch­
ed balls, the light falling on this back­
ground throwing a reflection under cer­
tain conditions that prevented the bat­
ter from seeing the ball at all. In hot 
weather, when the fans took off their 
coats, the white shirts made things 
much worse.

One pitcher on the New York club— 
and I am not going to mention his 
name—studied out this condition and 
discovered that, by letting the ball go 
from his hand when he was in a certain 
position, It would come toward the bat­
ter directly out of a great yellow blotch 

the board. This entirely blinded the 
hitter. The pitcher worked his discov­
ery out in practice for several days un­
til he had perfected it. It was accom­
plished by getting the younger men of 
the club to come up for batting practice 
and they told him when his hand was | 
in just the right position to be in their, 
line of vision with the yellow paint.
