A case typical of many told to me by 
Canadians today is that of Mr. Ketche- 
son of Belleville, Ontario. He was in 
Berlin when hostilities broke out, and 
intending to spend a few months in 
Germany. When the trouble started he 
had only a few pounds in English gold 
in his pocket and a letter of credit for 
$2,600. The banks in Berlin not only 
refused to honor his letter of credit, but 
declined to change the English gold. As 
this example was followed by hotel and 
restaurant keepers and tradesmen in 
Berlin, he thought it best to move.

He made his way to Belgium. There 
it was the same story. Only Belgian 
notés could be secured in exchange for 
his letter of credit. He immediately 
decided to return to England and land­
ed in London with $8 in his pocket. For­
tunately he was able to change his le - 
ter of credit in I-ondon and is able to re­
turn to Canada by me next steamer- tie 
was more fortunate than some other 
Canadians who arrived in London at 
a later date to find that there was a 
famine in gold in England also, and who 
have had to seek the assistance of the 
Canadian offices here in connection with, 
their return to Canada.
Yesterday, though it was a public holi­
day, the offices of the Canadian and 
provincial governments were scenes of 
great activity. Telegrams were being 
received from Canadians m various parts 
of Great Britain, asking if it was pos­
sible for them to return to Canada. 
Crowds called at the offices on the same 
errand. Every assistance is being given 
to the agents-general to arrange for their
departure. __ ,,

Unprecedented scenes are bring wit­
nessed at all the steamship offices in 
Izondon this morning. Thousands of 
Canadians and Americans are endeavor­
ing to make arrangements to return. 
Many of them with first-class return 
tickets for dates late in August are 
trying to transfer to earlier sailings. 
There are no first or second class berths 
vacant and they are sailing third. Many 
are in the position of having no cash, 
and the Canadian and provincial offices 
are giving an undertaking to the steam­
ship companies to pay their fares, a step 
also taken by the American ambassa­
dor.

“All the male inhabitants of. Canada, 

(Of the age of eighteen years and up­
wards, and under sixty, not exempt or 
disqualified by law, and being British 
subjects, shall be liable to service in the 
eriilitia; provided that the governor-gen­
eral may require all male inhabitants 
of Canada capable of bearing arms to 
serve in thé case of a levee en masse.”

Shell Is the substance of the Militia 
Act of Canada, for short Cd. 28, 4 Edw. 
VII, and Its full provisions, which 
amount to absolute conscription, may be 
put in operation at any time in case of 
need by the Governor-in-CounciL Sec­
tion 26 of the act says:

“When men are required to organize 
or complete a corps at any time, either 
for training or for an emergency, and 
gnough men do not volunteer to com­
plete the quota required, the men liable 
to serve shall be drafted by ballot.”

For the purposes of such conscription, 
“the male population liable to serve in 
the militia shall be divided into four 
classes,” as follows:

(1) —18 to 80 years, single, or widow­
ers without children.

(2) —30 to 46 years, single, or Widow­
ers without children.

(8) — 18 to 46 years, married, or 
widowers with children.

(4)—All capable of bearing arms, 45 
years and upwards.

Drafts, as required, would be made 
from these four classes in order.
. The total militia strength of the 

dominion, as thus constituted, is divid­
ed into the “active” and the “reserve” 
militia. According to section 16, para­
graph 2 of the act, “the active militia 
of Canada shall consist of:

(a) Corps raised by voluntary enlist­
ment.

(b) Corps raised by ballot.
This active militia need not necessar­

ily be an “aevtive service contingent,” 
but is simply Canada’s formal military 
establishment. And, “the Govemor-in- 
Council may order the active militia, or 
any portion thereof, to drill or train for 
a period of not more than thirty days 
in each year.”

Active service is provided for, how­
ever, by Section 69, which says:

“The Govemor-in-Council may place 
the militia, or any part thereof, on active 
service in any part of Canada, and also 
beyond Canada, for the defence thereof, 
at any time when it appears advisable 
so to do by reason of emergency.”

Military men inteipret this act to 
mean that in ease of a prolonged war the 
Dominion of Canada could, without any 
further legislation, become as thorough­
going a military state as even Kaiser 
Wilheim could wish for.

London, Aug. 15—Great Britain will 
soon have a new source of meat supply 
in South Africa, in addition to that from 
the United States, Canada, Argentina 
and Australia. It will come through the 
South African Union, an organization 
having the backing of the farmers of 
that part of the empire. The country 
is able to raise from five to eight crops 
of alfalfa per annum, and the area can 
be enormously increased by irrigation. 
Blooded stock has been imported, and a 
party of farmers are now visiting Eng­
land for the study of stock raising and, 
in particular, the handling of frozen 
meat.

The first of the new meat will be 
shipped to England next February. 
Whether the supply will do more than 
merely to meet the growing British de­
mand to problematical. At any rate, it 
Is not expected to influence the market 
price of meat to any extent for some 
years. ____

it:THE WAR NEWS.
The war correspondents continue to 

speculate upon the great battle which it 
thought would have been fought 

some days ago, but which is still in the 
future. They are not sure where the 
greatest trial of strength wiU occur, 
since the Germans and the allied armies 
confront each other on a line more than 
two hundred and sixty miles in length, 
from the border of Switzerland to the 
border of Holland. Yesterday’s cables 
said that the Belgian war office expects 
the main German attack to be made in 
the valley of the Mei*e, in Belgium, and 
toward Luxemburg. The longer the main 
battle is postponed the greater will be 
the number of men engaged and the 
heavier the losses. Probably more than 
two million men are now facing each 
other In the fighting zone, and if the 
Germans continue their forward move- 
OMtt, the great battle which may be the 
decisive battle of the war must take 
place within the next few days. Every 
day brings the Russians nearer on t&e 
eastern border of Germany, and it can­
not be long before, as one correspond­
ent puts it, there will be a ring of steel 
around Germany and Austria, while 
their naval forces will be unable to bring 
them any relief.

Japan has noW taken decisive action, 
and has sent an ultimatum to Germany, 
giving her a week in which to agree to 
the withdrawal of her warships and eva­
cuation of Kaiu Chau. If Germany de­
clines, Japan will take steps to enforce 
her demand.

Every day brings renewed assurances 
of the safety of the Atlantic sea routes, 
and commerce between Britain and Am­
erica is being restored on a steadily 
larger scale. The problem of food sup­
plies is thus practically solved. The. ac­
tion taken by Japan will no doubt in a 
very short time make commerce safe on 
the Pacific.

There appears to be some prospect of 
serious internal trouble in Germany. 
One report says that the Socialists are 
rising'in revolt. While this statement

When the present war broke out his 
workmen in Germany alone numbered 
more than 50,000 and their wives and 
their children brought the total of peo­
ple dependent upon him in Germany 
and more or less under his control, up 
to a quarter of a million. His rock-salt 
fields havb yielded 15,000,000 tons a 
year, and his mines 1,500,000 tons of 
potash salts.

He insists that the secret of his suc­
cess is his adherence to the principle of 
industrial concentration, and his belief 
in trusts as factors for preventing trade 
crises is very pronounced. He himself 
has founded Germany’s leading combin­
ations, the steel, the coal, and the pig- 
iron trusts. He calls the cheapening of 
the cost of production the keynote of 
industry, and that is why he mines his 
own ore, ships it in his own ships, hauls 
it up the Rhine and the other German 
rivers on his own barges, unloads it at 
his own wharves, and converts the by­
products of coal, steel and iron at his 
own works, into commodities which he 
himself sells.

Thyssen is a great character in his 
way, and is uterly devoid of ostenta­
tion. The motto on his coat-of-arms, 
“If I rest 1 rust,” illustrates his char­
acter for he. is the hardest 
his thousands upon thousands of em­
ployes.

In the glorious old castle, high up on 
the wooded slopes of the river Ruhr, 
where he makes his principal residence, 
he has a great work-room, immediately 
adjoining his bed-room, and may be 
found there at all hours of the day and 
night, directing his vast operations. His 
life is of the simplest. In fact, it might 
almost be described as austere, and no­
body has ever seen him in a suit of 
clothes that could have cost more than 
$20. Very reticent, he never talks unless 
he has something to Say, and this he says 
with a minimum expenditure of voca­
bulary. Yet he speaks several of the 
foreign languages with remarkable flu­
ency, notably English. He is very good

While the German forces are pushing forward to the valley of 
the Meuse, and still more extensive operations are in progress along 
the Alsace-Lorraine frontier, where the French and German armies 
are in contract, Japan has sent an ultimatum to Germany demand­
ing the withdrawal of the German warships from the Orient, and 
the evacuation of Kiau Chau, a German protectorate in China.

This territory comprises an area of 200 square miles, with 200 
squate miles additional in the bay. Tsing Tau, the seat of the gov­
ernor of the territory, is the port where the German warships mo­
bilized at the outbreak of hostilities.

Japan’s ultimatum gives Germany until August 23 to comply 
with the demands. Owing to cable interruption, however, Japan 
has not been able to deliver the ultimatum to Germany, and it is 
announced from Washington that the United States will undertake 
this task.

Peking reports that three British regiments have been ordered 
to hold themselves in readiness to go aboard transports, and it is 
presumed that they will co-operate with the Japanese land forces, 
if force of arms is resorted to.

Late despatches report an offensive movement by the French j 
from Luneville to Saarebourg, but this is considered as yet merely j 
an outpost affair.

London, Aug. 16, 11.20 p.m.—Despite the repeated repulses ; 

which they have suffered, the Germàn battalions continue to move ■ 
forward for a decisive encounter, which cannot be delayed much ^ 
longer, while there has been a lull in the fighting in Northern Bel­
gium, the invaders are sweeping along the Valley of the Meuse, 
south of Namur and have reached Dinant, where part of a strong 
French force, which is established behind that town, took the offen­
sive and defeated them.

The incident shows that the French crossed the Belgian frontier 
to join hands with their allies not a moment too soon. All along the 
Alsace-Lorraine frontier the advance guards of the two opposing 
armies have come into contact, ard according to French official re­
ports, the Germans have been driven back everywhere with loss.

Five prize fighting champions either

or will be. England, Fraiice and the 
other embattled nations have given the 
fighters a chance to engage in their pro­
fession; and the fighting is starting 
with no discussion of weights or flniifli- 
es.

Jack Johnson, heavyweight champion 
has been drawn into the army of France 
Johnson when he fled from the United 
States to escape punishment for viola­
tion of the Mann act, renounced his 

* American citizenship and became a citi­
zen of France. By his own act he made 
himself a subject to service in the 
French army. No sooner had war been 
declared than Johnson announced his 
intention of joining the colors. Further 
in a burst of enthusiasm, he announced 
that he would present all his motor cars 
to the French government for military 
use. The fact that he could not escape 
service and that his motors were sub­
ject to impressment may have had 
something to do with it.

Georges Carpentier, heavyweight 
champion, and the idol of the French 
sport followers was a member of the re- 

' serve and immediately upon the declara­
tion of war cancelled all his fight en­
gagements and joined his regiment. 
Bombardier Wells, a British heavyweight 
Freddie Welsh, the lightweight eham- 
champion of Europe, all are subject to 
military service.

The war has summoned a score of 
French and English prize fighters, while 
in both Russia and Germany the wrest­
lers are in the army. George Hacken- 
Schmidt is with his regiment somewhere 
on thç Russian frontier, and the Ger­
man wrestlers who have visited America 
are still under arms.

The prize fighters are not inexperi­
enced in war. Carpentier was an ac­
tive member of the French reservists 
and Wells saw service in India before 
he became heavyweight champion of 
Great Britain. Ledoux has answered the 
call to arms. Neither Johnson nor 
Welsh has had military experience, but 
they will have the chance to learn now.

There are a dozen or more of the 
.British fighters who are subject to call 
to arms and four of those who have 
been fighting jn England during the last 
two years ate members of the army.

Cargo For Boston Seized at 
Gibraltar

FOR*>QUEEN IS A COLONEL*

$19.50Boston, Aug. 17—The Hansa Line 
steamship Schneefels, bound from Cal­
cutta and Colombo for Boston, with a 
cargo of tea, gunnies and other merchan­
dise, valued at over $1,000,000, has been 
seized by the British at Gilraltar. Vague 
rumors of the seizure of the rich prize 
were received here yesterday, and the 
confirmation came today.

The Schneefels, a brand-new freighter 
on her' first trip across the Atlantic, 
left Calcutta July 3, and Colombo July 
13, for this port. She was last report­
ed passing through the Suez Canal, July 
28, and the consignees of the cargo and 
the underwriters had hoped that she 
had eluded the British warships and 
passed out of the Mediterranean in safe­
ty. It appears she was captured by the 
British war vessels on August 6, and 
was taken to Gibraltar, where she ar­
rived the same day.

The steamship and her cargo consti­
tute one of the most valuable prizes yet 
taken by the British.
