MAY SELL BEER

City Regulation Wiped Out by
Repeal of Liquor License Act
of 1916.

TORONTO, March 31.-\—'1‘oronto has
upon the minutes -of its City Council a
by-law forbidding the sale of intoxi-
cating liquors in grocery stores, but

old Liquor Litense -Act, became void
when, in 1916, the O. T. A. was passed
and the Liquor License Act was re-
pealed. )

In 1882 Peter Ryan, then an alder-
man for St. George’s Ward, com-
menced an agitation to have discontin-
ued the sale of liquor in grocery stores.
He was successful in his efforts for
the minutes of 1884 show that a by-law
to that effect was passed by City Coun-
cil, which, however, did not come into
effect until May 1st, 1885. The delay
was due to the necessity of seciring
an amendment to the License Act and
this amendment was passed by the
Legislature in 1884. It forbade the issue
of licenses to any more grocery stores
than those holding them at the time.

CANADA’S POSITION(

How greatly Canada in a material
way is interested in European affairs
was brought out strikingly by  Hon.
N. W. Rowell in a recent speech before
the Empire Club of Toronto. Mr
Rowell said that the supreme interest
of the British Empire lies in peace. He
regretted that he was forced to the
conviction that there’ was very little
public sentiment in Canada in cennec-
tion with details of proposed arrange-
meds for peace in' Europe.

* He proceeded to compare the situa-
tion of Canada and the United States
with respect to trade, pointing out that
the United States, being more self-
sufficient “than this country, absorbed
tour-fifths of the products of its own
waor-. mines and fisheries. whereas

reduced. What the Age calls the aver-
age rate in effect last year was about
eight and one-half per .cent.

The use of automobiles is increasing,
and presumably the effect of their com-
petition upon the railways will be
greater from year to year, In spite of
the dercease in passengers the American
railways rendered practically the same
passenger service last year as they did
in 1920, and while the average per train
in 1020 was eighty-four persons, it was
enly sixty-five in 1924, and the average
"per car fell from twenty to fifteen. It
is contended by the Age that the rail-
ways were compelled to run practic-
ally as many trains as formerly be-
cause if-they had run fewer they would
have lost still more business te the
automobile.

The figures, while interesting, are
rather unconvincing in some ways.
Thus they indicate that short distance
and long distance business was affected
to about the same extent by motor car
competition, which seems improbable.
What is- proved js that the railroads
had much less passenger business last
year than in 1920, and what is prob-
able is that the number of peaple able
to travel for pleasure and those travel-
ing on business was much smaller than
in 1920. The motor car is a big factor,
but when improved bhsiness conditions
come the railroads will be pretty cer-
tain to exceed their passenger records nf
four or five years ago.
