Springfield,Sep. 3.—West Springfield is 
in a ferment of excitement over the shoot­
ing of Chief of Police Winslow M. Abbott 
by John Daley last night.

Ab­
bott started to break in the outside door 
and was warned by Daley to stop- The 
door gave away arid as the officers entered, 
Daley took deliberate aim with a Spring- 
field rifle. sending a ball through Abbott, 
the ball passing out cloee to the spinal col­
umn. Abbott fell, and Daley made a 
vicious attack on Bean, who succeeded in 
overpowering him and getting on the 
handcuffs. Help was called and Abbott 
was conveyed to his home where he lies 
at the point of death. In probing the 
wound today the surgeon extracted a 
piece of cartridge shell and fears that more 
remains, in which case Abbott can­
not recover. His chance in any event 
is slim. Abbott was connected with the 
Springfield police force from 1872 to 1884, 
a part of the time as captain. He was 
one of the best officers ever on the force. 
Since 1884 he has been chief of police of 
West Springfield, and was deputy sheriff 
for a time. Daley, who is lodged in the 
Springfield station house, claims this 
evening that the gun was not in his 
hands when discharged,but was knocked 
over and the hammer struck in the 
scuffle.

London, September 3.—There is noth­

The dock companies replied that they 
could not accede to this proposition, but 
would be willing to enter into further 
discussion of all the questions involved 
with a committee of the ship owners.

Sir Donald said he regretted that a 
definite answer could not be given to the 
ship owners, but expressed his willing­
ness to consent to join the conference.

The dock officials will express their 
view’s in writing for submission to the 
ship owners at a meeting later in the day

The result of this conference destroys 
all chance of arriving at a settlement of 
the strike to-day and embitters the feel­
ing of the men.

The chairman of the trade council in 
congress at Dundee, in his address dwelt 
upon the seething discontent prevalent 
among the working classes, owing 
to the uncertainty of their employ­
ment and the unequal distribution 
of the fruits of their labor.

were all paid quite as much as their 
services were worth before the increase 
took place. It is all nonsense to say that 
the increased duties of those offices 
should give those who' hold them greater 
salaries. The plain fact is that 
before the union the police 
court was not in session an hour a day 
and since the union the actual duties of 
the office have not consumed two hours 
daily. The salary therefore that is paid 
the police magistrate is about five dollars 
an hour, while his clerk *gets about two 
dollars au hour. Most people would con­
sider this pretty high pay for determin­
ing whether a prisoner was a two dollar 
or an eight dollar drunk.

Another very excellent suggestion is 
that tlie Mayor’s salary be reduced. At 
present the city of St John pays $1,000 
to maintain the dignity of this office.

WHIT THE HIRBOR COSTS THE CITT.
The cost of the harbor last year to the 

city of SL John was a great deal more than 
the revenue derived from it, although 
the revenue, mamly because of an in­
crease in the wharfage rates and tonnage 
dues, was larger than ever before. The 
total receipts from the harbor amounted 
to $37,990.36 against which must be 
placed the following :—

It will be seen from this that the 

ownership of the harbor last year in­
stead of being a source of profit to the 
city netted a loss of $7,619 which had to 
l>e raised by taxation. Yet last year was 
the most favorable year that could have 
been chosen because the harbor revenues 
from various causes were swelled to an 
unusual figure, the gross revenue being 
more than $7,000 above the average. 
Below we give tlie gross revenue of the 
harbor for the past seven years, and the 
gross sum that the harbor has cost the 
city to own during that period.

Thus during the^ past seven years or 

since the act was passed for placing the 
harbor in commission the ownership 
of the harbor has cost the 
city of St John $105,400, every penny of 
which has come out of our taxpayers. 
It must be admitted that our harbor lias 
been rather an expensive luxury and 
that the private parties whose legal pro­
ceedings prevented |he harbor from be­
ing put in commission seven years ago 
have been the means of involving our 
taxpayers in an enormous outlay.

Since then the financial position of St. 
John has improved, and our bonds now 
sell at a premium. But will any one 
venture to assert that this state of things 
would continue if the city undertook to 
float another large loan in addition to 
the $2,660,000 of debt, which it 
already owes. There is not a bondholder 
in the city whose bonds would not fall in 
value from 5 to 10 per cent in the event 
of another large loan for harbor improve­
ment being negotiated by the city. As 
for obtaining $800,000 oi new debt at 4 
per cent, that is a dream; we do not be­
lieve the money conld be had for such a 
purpose for 6 per cent.

The Globe copies from the Quebec 
Chronicle what purports to be a list of the 
gentlemen who are to compose the har­
bor commission, should it be carried. 
The names mentioned are Messrs. Gee. 
F. Smith, Charles N. Skinner, George 
Robertson, Robert Cruikbhank and Hon.

CIVIC SIURIES- J. W. MONTGOMERY.Fashionable Suitings.The question of civic salaries was dis­
cussed with considerable heat and at 
great length by tlie aldermen yesterday 
afternoon.

Alderman Vincent introduced a resolu­
tion proposing 'a large reduction of the 
civil list of St. John, but the resolution 
met with but little favor from the mem­
bers of the Council present No donbt 
Aid. Vincent’s intention was honest, but 
the reductions he proposes are too 
sweeping. For instance very few people 
think that the City Chamberlain’s salary 
of $2,000 is too large. The city has no 
more faithful servant than Mr. Sandall 
and none is striving more anxiously 
and with such good effect to improve 
the financial situation of St. John. Then 
Alderman Vincent proposes to reduce 
the salary of the Common Clerk to $1,600. 
Whatever difference of opinion there 
may be as to the manner in which the 
duties of the office of common clerk, are 
performed, and whether the bulk of the 
work is done by the deputy or the chief, 
there is no question that a large amount 
of work must be done in the common 
clerk’s office this year, and that the 
salary of $2,000 now paid is none too 
high. The city bye-laws must be 
revised and a summary of the acts of 
assembly governing the city prepared. 
This is a necessary work and the public 
demands that it be done at once. For 
years through the tardiness of one or 
another person, the work has been de­
layed until now, further delay is directly 
contrary to the public interests.

It would be tedious to go through 
Alderman Vincent’s list and discuss 
each of the salaries mentioned by him. 
There are however several goo d sug­
gestions in his resolution* The salary of 
the Police Magistrate is out of all pro­
portion to the service rendered. Mr. 
Gilbert w as considered a highly paid 
public servant when ho got $2,200. But 
in making the new appointment 
the government lixeil the sal­
ary at $2,500 to be increased 
to $3,000 subsequently. It is all very 
well for the political hucksters who meet 
annually at Fredericton to peddle out 
offices to their friends as rewards for 
political services, but it is most unjust 
fur these men to ask the city of St. John 
to pay $3,000 to Police Magistrate Ritchie 
because he supported Mr. Blair. Tlie

what The Gazette did several days ago, 
published a summary of the Act of 1882 
authorizing the placing of the harbor in 
commission. But it was not content to 
confine itself to the facts, but had to 
interject a lot of matter of its own which 
deprived its summary of any value. For 
instance it said:—

Tlie whole cost of the harbor under 
commission, with the cost of its expen­
sive management, will be thrown upon 
tlie trade of the port What the increase 
of taxation will be no one can tell But 
the cost of the conmission itself, its five 
members, its secretary-treasurer, its 
other officials, its fancy steam yacht for 
the commissioners and their friends, will 
add at least eight or ten thousand dollars 
a year to the charges now on the harbor 
and will hamper the trade of SL John to 
that extent at least, without doing a 
single bit of good.

The Telegraph, following the lead of 
tlie Globe, and blundering as usual, says:

Five commissioners appointed for life 
with power to fix their own salaries! 
Then there is to be a secretary treasurer, 
and the commissioners shall “fix his 
compensation." And a harbor master 
who “shall be paid from the funds of the 
commission such compensation as the 
governor in council shall determine.”

The reader who has not had an oppor­
tunity of studying the act will probably 
be surprised to learn that the Commis­
sioners, so far from having power to fix 
their own salaries are not to receive any 
salaries whatever. There is not one word 
in regard to Commissioner’s salaries in 
the act, and there is no authority given 
by the act to enable, them to take one 
cent by way of compensation. The 
Penobsquis man is lying as usual when 
lie states that these Commissioners are 
appointed for life. They are appointed 
“during pleasure,’’ three of them during 
the plersure of the Government; one of 
them during the pleasure of the Common 
Council and one of them during the 
pleasure of the Board of Trade. Equally
