Triniry University was constituted by a Royal Charter
bearing date 15th July, 1852, and was thereby endowed with
all such powers of conferring degrees in the various Faculties
ag are enjoyed by the Universities of Great Britain.

The fundamental object.of the University is to supply to
the people of the Province an academic education of the
highest kind, in which secular instruction shall not be dis-
sociated from religious teaching. The University is under
the control of the Church of England, but open to all who

desire to avail themselves of its advantages. J

GOVERNMENT OF THE UNIVERSITY.

By the provisions of the Royal Charter, the government
of the University is vested in the Corporation, which body,
by an Act of the Legislature of the Province of Canada
(15 Vic. ch. 32), is composed of : 1. The Bishops of the six
dioceses into which the original Diocese of Toronto has
been divided ; 2. The Trustdes (three in number); 3. The
Council. /

The Council is wade up of the following classes of mem=
bers : s

EX OFFICIO MEMBERS,

The Ohancellor and Ex-Chancellors of the University, the
Provost and Professors in Arts and Divinity in Trinity
COollege, and the Registrar of the University.

MEMBERS NOMINATED.

By the Bishops of Toronto, Hurgn, Ontario, Niagara, and
Ottawa, four members each, representing their respective
dioceses.

By each Medical, Musical, or Theological College affiliated
to the University, one member.

By the Associate Members of Convocation (see below),
two members, to hold oftice for twa years, one retiring
annually.

By the whole Corporation, seven- members, elected for
life. .

CONVOCATION.

By the provisions of the Royal Charter, and in accordance
with the practice of the English Universities, the Convocation
of the University consists of (in addition to the Chancellor,
the Provost, and Professors of Trinity Collége), all Gradyates
in Divinity, Law, or Medicine, and all Graduates in Arts of
the standing of M.A., who from the time of their admission
to these degrees have paid annually the sum of five dollars
towards the funds of the University.

All degrees must be passed by Convocation before they
can be granted by the University, and the Supplicats for
each degrea must have -been previously approved by a
Committee of Convocation called the Caput.

Convocation has also been placed by the Corporation in
the position of a Standing Committee of that body, so that
its members are in this way enabled, through their repre-
sentatives, to formally lay their resolutions before the gov-
erning body of the University. Convocation is represented
by fourteen members on the Corporation. (See above.)

An annual meeting for the transaction of business und
granting degrees is held every year in Michaelmas Term.
Other meetings for granting degrees are held ; for Degrees in

Medicine and Dentistry, in April ; for Degrees in all Facul- U
ties, in October,

Graduates not qualified s above to hecome members of
Convocation, and other friends of the University, may
become Associate Members of Convocation by the same
annual payment of five dollars. All candidates for associate
membership must be approved by the Executive Committee
of Convocation. :

Associates have the right of speaking, but not of voting,
at meetings of Convocation. They also elect annually a
member of the Corporation. (See above.)

Local Associations of Convocation have been” formed in
the chief centres of Ontario. Members and associates have
equal privileges in the government of the Local Associations.
: Each Local Association elects one member to represent it
upon the Executive Committee of Convocation,

There are at present about 250 members and associates of
Convocation,

The Chancellor of the University is elected for a period of
five years by the members of Convocation in good standing.

The Vice-Chancellor of the University is the Provost of
Trinity College.

The Caput consists of the Vice-Chancellor and four mem-
bers of Convocation, to be elected by Convocation at the
annual October meeting for conferring degrees.

The Degrees of the University are open to all persons
without any religious test, except in the case of Degrees in
Divinity, candidates for which are required to subscribe to
a declaration of membership in the Church of England, and
to the three Articles of the XXX VIth Canon. 2

Subjects of Her Majesty are required to make a declara-
tion of allegiance before proceeding to their degrees,

through the Executive Committee, as to the nomination of
Examiners, changes in the Ourﬂculum, etc., in their respec-
tive departments.

The original Endowment of this University was collected
by the indefatigable exertions of its founder, the Right Rev.
John Strachan, D.D., the first Bishop of Toronto, and those
whom his Lordship associated with himself in this work,

Amongst these the Venerable A. N. Bethune, D.D.,
Archdeacon of York, afterwards Bishop of Toronto; the
Rev. William McMurray, D.D., D.C.L., Rector of Niagara,
and afterwards Archdeacon of Niagara ; the Rev. T. B.
Fuller, D.D., afterwards Bishop of Niagara; and the Rev.
Saltern Givens, D.C.L., are worthy of special and grateful
mention.

In addition to the offerings of Canadian Churchmen,
amounting to over $100,000, most liberal agsistance, exceed-
ing $50,000, was obtained from England, including the
following donations :

The Society for the Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign
Parts, £2,000 and seven and a-half acres of land in the city
of Toronto.

The Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, £3,000.

The University of Oxford, £500.

From members of the Sister Church in the United States,
$10,000, collected by the Ven. Archdeacon McMurray,
D.C.L.

The following Benefactions have been subsequently given :

1853.— Dr. Burnside, $24,000.

1864.—Collected in England by Archdeacon McMurray,
$20,000, and by Rev. W, 8. Darling, $2,500.

1876.—Family of the late James Henderson, Esq., $4,000.

These last two amounts were appropriated towards the
erection of Convocation Hall, opened in 1877. /
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1882.—Supplemental Endowment Fund, raised by the
Provost and Rev. R. H. Starr, D.D,, partly in England,
amounting to $85,000.

In this sum is included a donation of $10,000 from the
Henderson family, specially appropriated to the erection
of the College Chapel, and a grant of £3,000 from the
Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, who required
a further sum of £6,000 to be raised to meet it as follows —

£1,500 towards the Endowment of three Fellowships, to
meet £3,000 to be otherwise raised for the same purpose.

£1,000 for an additional building to accommodate twenty
Students, on condition that £1,500 more was raised.
£500 to endow a Lectureship in History, on condition
that £1,500 more was raised.
These grants have now been paid.  The new building
was opened in Michaelmas Term, 1890, and Fellowships in
Theology, Classics, and Natural Science, as yvell as the
Lectureship in History, have been founded, the-last by the
aid of Convocation having been raised to a Professorship.
In 1890 the Rev. Algernon Boys, Professor ef Classics,
left his estate of the value of $6,400 to the Corporation
subject to the payment of four per cent. per annum during
the lives of certain relatives, .

Although residence within the College buildings for Stu-
dents in Arts is not in all cases compulsory, it is strongly
recommended. The common Collegiate life, after the pattern
of the English Universities, is in itself a training of great
importance. A new residence containing two lecture rooms,
and accommodation for two Professors and twenty Students,
was opened in October, 1894, the accommodation previously
existing being found altogether inadequate.

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Students in Arts are ordinarily required to reside in
College, but those whose parents live in Toronto are ex-
empted from such residence, and the same privilege is granted
by the Executive Committee in other cases on sufficient cause
being shown.

The Examination in July will be that conducted for the
Universities by the Education Department, and will begin
on July 6th, 1898. The Pass Examination will be held at
Trinity College, Toronto, and at the various Collegiate Insti-
tutes and High Schools of the Province. The Honour papers
will be set at Trinity College, and at certain of the more
important Collegiate Institutes selected by the Education
Department. Candidates for this Examination, if they pro-
pose to write at a High School or Collegiate Institute, must
notify the Inspector and pay him the fee before May 23rd,
and should at the same time send notice to the University
Registrar, on a form which will be supplied on application,
Candidates proposing to writé at Trinity College must send
the required notice to the Registrar by May 23rd, accom-
panied by a certificate of good- character and the fee. A
second Examination will begin at Trinity College on Sep-
tember 22nd.  Notice for this Examination, together with
the fee, must be sent to the Registrar by September 1st, on
a form which will be supplied on application. A Candidate
who failed partially in July and desires to complete the
Examination in September and who did not write at Trinity
College, must send a copy of the marks obtained in the July
Examination, certified by the Head Master of the school
where he wrote, on a form which will be provided by the
Reg_istrm-.

The same privileges shall be allowed in the same circum-

A Candidate for Matriculation who has failed in the July
Examination for Second Class Teachers’ Certificates, lut

The Education Department of Ontario accepts the .
Honour Degrees of Trinity University, Toronto, in Classics,
Mathematics, and Science, obtained on the courses specified
in the Calendar of this University, as the non-professional
qualification for a Specialist in the departments of Classics,
Mathematics, and Science, respectively.

In the case of other Candidates for the non-professional
qualification of a Specialist in these departments, the Educa-
tion Department will accept, until the regulations in force
in 1894 ave rescinded, the Examinations of this University,
held on the specified courses ; provided the Candidate make
one-third of the marks assigned to each paper, and sixty-
seven per cent. of the total of marks for all the papers, and
provided the papers be taken at one regular Examination
(not a Supplemental) or at not more than two such Exami-
nations.

MASTER OF ARTS.

The Candidate for this Degree must be a Bachelor of Arts
of one year’s standing. He must send to the Registrar
notice of his intention of proceeding to the degree, together
with the fee, at least three days before the Convocation.

The Scholarship in any Department will be awarded to
the Candidate who obtains the highest marks in Honours in
the Department or Departments for which the Scholarship
is offered, provided that he has passed the Matriculation
Examination, Part IL, of the yearin which he is competing,
and has been awarded a First Class in Honours in his
Department, or, if there be more than one Department, a
First Olass in Honours in one Department and a Second
Class in another.

Nore.—The Bishop Strachan Scholarship in Classics and the
Burnside Scholarship in Mathematics will be given to the Candidates
who obtain the second highest aggregate marks in these Depart-
ments and comply with the other conditions.

In order to hold the Scholarships in the Second and
Third Years, Candidates must vetain the positions in their
Departments which they have won at Matriculation.

Nore.—A Candidate obtaining the Wellington Scholarship in
Classics, the Dickson Scholarship in Modern languages, or that in -
Physical and Natural Science, must obtain the highest place in the
First Class in Honours in his Department in order to retain the
Scholarship in the Second and Third Years. The same applies to the
Bishop Strachan Scholarship in Classics except that the second highest
place in the First Class in Honours in that Department is required.

A Candidate obtaining the Burnside Scholarship for Enﬁ
lish and History and Geography, will be required to obtain
the highest place in the First Class in Honours in Modern
History or in English in the subsequent years.

DIVINITY CLASS,

The course of work in the Divinity Class comprises both
theoretical and practical work, such as the composition and
preaching of Sermons, reading the Liturgy, Sunday School
work, Mission work, etc,

Special importance is attached to the building up of the
devotional life. Short services of Instruction, Meditation,
or Intercession are held daily in the College chapel.

The following persons may be admitted to the Divinity
Class provided they have obtained the approval of the
College Committee :—

(1) Graduates in Arts of Trinit University or of other
Universities in which Classics forin n[pn\'t of the course
required for the B. A, degree, being of the full age of twenty
years, who are admitted into the second year of the Class,
but are required to take at the April Examination, in addi-
tion to the second year work, the first year work of the
Class in English Church History, General Church History,
Hooker and Scripture History,

(2) Undergraduates of Trinity University and of such
other Universities aforesaid, being of the full age of twenty
years, who have attended the Lectures of the Arts Course
for one year, and have passed the Examination at the end
of the first year of such course. They are admitted into the
first year of the Class,

Graduates of Universities other than Trinity U niversity,
must pass an Examination in all Divinity subjects required
in the Final Examination for the Degree of B.A. in Trinity
University, and Undergraduates of such Universities in
those required in the Primary Examination in Trinity
University,
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Before his admission each Student must subscribe to the
Thirty-nine Articles.

The period of study will be three years ; and no certificate
in the Theological Department can be granted within this
time except as otherwise provided ; and unless the Student
has attended Chapels and Lectures as required by the Stat-
utes. All members of the Divinity Class are required to
reside in College, a portion of which is set aside for their
exclusive use.

A Graduate in Theological Honours (who has not pre-
viously taken Honours in some other Arts department) will
not be granted his Letters Testimonial for Holy Orders, until
he shall have passed at an Examination of the Divinity
Class in the year’s work of the Class in Doctrine, Apolo-
getics, Pastoral Theology, and Homiletics, having attended
one complete year’s Lectures in those subjects after having
completed the Theological Honour Course. A Graduate in
Honours in some other Arts department who is a Candidate
for Theological Honours, may attend these Lectures and pass
this Examination during his Theological Honour Course.

One of these Scholarships is awarded yearly to the
most deserving Bachelor of the year, who has obtained at
least Second Class Honours in Classics or Mathematics, On
admission to the Scholarship, a declaration must be signed
by the holder that it is his purpose to complete the Divinity
Course in Trinity College, and to present himself as a
Candidate for Holy Orders, and should he fail to do 80, he
will be held bound to refund to the College such proceeds of
the Scholarship as he shall have received.

Oandidates for Honours in Theology who have previously
graduated with Honours in some other department, will be
allowed to compete for the Sermon Prize, the Hamilton
Memorial Prize, and the Reading Prizes, in each year of

" their course in Theological Honours, but those who have not
p}re\'iously graduated with Honours will be allowed to com-
pete only in the year following their graduation.

DEGREES IN DIVINITY.

Candidates for these Degrees resident in the Ecclesiastical
Province of Canada, other than Candidates for the Degree,
Jure Dignitatis will; for the future, be requived to proceed
in accordance with the Canon on Divirity Degrees passed
by the Provincial Synod of Canada in'1889.

The Income of the University has for several years past
fallen short of the amount necessary, owing to the following
causes :—

The depression in real estate in Toronto, which has
rendered several of the investments unprodictive for the
present.

2. The necessity of using a portion of the income-bearing
capital for the purpose of making additions to the University
Buildings which the extension of the work required.

'3. The general fall in the rate of interest, which has
seriously reduced the income derived from invested capital.

4. The unfortunate loss some years ago of a portion of the
capital, equivalent to a reduction in income of $1,500.

The University makes this appeal to the members of the
Anglican Church and the general public with confidence, for
the following reasons :—
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1)) Trinity possesses, in its buildings and grounds, a valu-
able uneucumbe“red property, formiﬁD an equipment sufficient
for the earrying on of its work for many years.

2. The University was never more efficient. During the
last few years its work has extended in many directions, and
the number of its students in Arts and Divinity has been
steadily increasing.

3. Trinity is every year increasing its hold on the Pro-
vince, and the two special features in its system—Residence
in the College Building and the union of Religious with
Secular Education—are becoming daily more valued.

4. Trinity is the chief Training School in the Province
for the education of the Clelgy, and is the University of the
whole Church of England, under the control of all the
Bishops of the Province.
