WOMAN SUFFRAGE
REMAINS IN DOUBT

California Vote is Not Yet All
in—Friends Are
Hopeful

San Francisco, Cal., Oct. 12.—The fate
of the proposed amendment to the state
legislation that will, if carried, grant
to women the right of the ballot, re-
mains in doubt. The latest returns at
hand show the proposed amendment to
be 808 votes shert of a majority, but as
the vote of the big cities is completed the
supporters of the proposed amendment
assert the belief that the country dis-
tricts, as yet unheard from, will over-
come this vote in opposition.

Six hundred and fifty-eight precincts
remain to be heard from and suffragist
leaders say to-day that they expect to
win by a majority of between 3,000 and
4,000 votes. They said that they had
received assurances from the sections
from which the returns were to come
that the sentiment in favor of suffrage
had been strong before election.

The three morning papers of this city
say to-day that the proposed amend-
ment has a good chance to carry and
one of the papers predicted a majority
of 4,000. It will probably be late this
afternoon before the result is known to
a certainty.

Returns from 1,599 precincts, includ-
ing San Franciseo and T.os Angeles,
cemplete, give: For women suffrage,
73,383; against, 82,296. Majority against
9,913. The figures -represent a little
more thau one-half the precincts of
the state. Outside of the counties
around San Francisco Bay the state
apparently voted strongly in favor of
granting the ballot to women.

TROOPS WILL ADVANCE
AGAINST THE TURKS

All Rumors of an Armistice Are

Premature—Unquiet in
Constantinople

Tripoli, Oct. 12.—General Caneava,
commander-in-chief of the Italian ex-
pedition, has, it appears, ordered an
immediate advance against the posi-
tions occupied by the Turks in the in-
terior of Tripoli.

Nineteen transports arrived in —the
harbor this morning. They brought the
seeond part of the Italian army expedi-
tionary corps which is' to occupy Tri-
poli. The landing of the troops, artil-
lery, ammunition and horses began im-
mediately.

When the transports were sighted the
forts saluted and the .colors of Ttaly
were run up over the forts and public
buildings of the town,

Governor Borea D’Olmo, Command-
ant Cagni, Mayor Hassoun Karamanti
and several Arab chiefs went to the
pier and personally welcomed the offi-
cers and men as they came ashore.

Tripoli Accepting New Order.

Rome, Oct. 12.—Advices received here
to-day from Tripoli 'state —that the
Italian governor, Rear-Admiral Borea
D’0Olmo, has been obliged to expel sev-
eral Maltese who were attached to the
old regime and have shown a dispesition
to resist the new order of things.

The population - of Tripoli 18 being
augmented daily. Not enly are former
residents returning, but there are many
new-comers who have been attiracted
by the business opportunities afforded
by the presence of a large body of
soldiers and sailors,

Malita, Oct. 12.—Five hundred Maltese
refugees, whose passage has been -paid
by the government, have just left for
Tripoli on the steamer Marco Aurelio.

Fraternal Delegates Cordially
Received at Great Confer-
ence in Toronte

Toronto, Oect. 12.—At the Ecumeni-
cal Methodist Conference last evening
the session was given up to the recep-
tion of fraternal delegations and the
conference was in its best mood.

Rev. J. H. A. Palmer, Dean of Mc-
Master University, Toronto, represent-
ed the World’s Baptist Alliance, and
brought the good wishes of the eight
million members of the Baptist church
in the world. He congratulated the

their present -activity, especially their
present moral reform work in this
country. “We are facing the future to-
gether,” he said.

Reév: S. P." Cadman, D. D. New
York, represented the Congregational
church. Dr. Cadman was trained in
the Methodist church-and made very
cordiai reference to it as his mother
church. He said that the churches were
more concerned with the to-morrows
than with the yesterdays. The church
that makes much of Christ will emerge
victorious. The ruling -idea - of the
eighteenth century was gravitation, of
the nineteenth evolution, of the twen-
tieth union. He did not belleve In =&
union-that was mechanical. That kind
would go up ina day and down in a
night. The church needed above all
great leaders. He thought the “deep
spiritual consciousness of the .age
ought to evolve another Wesley or As-
bury.

The greetings of the pan-Presby-
teriang were conveved by Rev. Dr.
Somerville and Hamilton - Cassels, K,
¢, of Toronto, Dr. Somerville said
those holding the Presbyterian system
numbered about eighty-four branches
and represented thirty or mere. mil-
lions of adherents, They had- raised
over $60,000,000 in the past year for
their work. He evoked considerable
laughter by tracing the Presbyterians
as “elders” back to the time of Moses
and from then on tilk the elders fell
before the throne in heaven.

In case of a conviction by the
court the city treasurer is to return the
balance of the licence fee, and further
operations of the company sha.ll» be
suspended. Z

A conviction under the Alien Labor
Act, or any statute of Canada, will in-
validate the licence, and the council-
fixed a penalty of $20 for offences un-
der this bylaw. It appears that  the
council has no power over shipping,
and therefore no protection for the
merchantman can be inserted, as this
question is entirely one for control wn-
der the Merchant Shipping Act.

Alderman Ross wanted the bylaw
made so as to apply to sailors, but was
informed that the council was power-
less in such a matter. !

FORTY MILES MCRE OF
THE ISLAND RAILWAY

YVancouver, Oct. 11.—The Canadian
Northern railway will shortly call for
tenders for the construction of 40 addi-
tional miles of the Vancouver Island
line, 60 miles of which is now being
built northward from Victoria.

The section to be awarded will extend
from Mile 60 to Mile 100, at the north-
west corner of Cowichan Lake, near
the summit. It will include some heavy
work. Part of this section will follow
the Cowichan river some distance. The
line has already been located to Al-
berni, a point 53 miles from the Cow-
ichan summit. It will traverse numer-
ous timber limits.

800 acres of Port Mann fownsite, which
will be placed on the market early in

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TROOPS MUTINY AND
- UPRISING FOLLOWS
Many »Fofeigners in the City
but They Are Being Pro-
tected by Gunboats

Hankow, Oet. 11.—The
aries have won a notable
gaining possession of the city of Wu
Chang after a battle with the loyal
troops that began yesterday and con-
tinued well into last night. The foreign
residents had not been molested.

The revolutionary . committee, issued
a proclamation exhorting its followers
not to harm the citizens of other coun-
tries. The fact that the wishes of the
committee h.ave been respected

is in itself a sign for the governmenpt
at Pekin, as it indicates the.rebellious
movement is now meore thoroughly or-
ganized. Earlier outbreaks have as-
sumed the character of riotiag in
which the mobs were soon out of the
control of intelligent leadership, thus
making their defeat, by the better di-
reeted government troops, compara-;:
tively easy.

The officials fear a spread of disaffec-
tion among the troops in this city, and
every effort is being made to ward off
this danger. Five gunboats are now in
the river in readiness to protect Han-
kow should the necessity arise. The
foreign consuls have also asked their
governments that warships be sent to
the . scene. American and Japanes?
cruisers are expected here to-night,
while several gunboats are hastening
hither. ’

Llerchant vessels in the river are
keeping steam up and women and chil-
dren will board them to-night.
Veolunteers will guard the foreign
quarter until the safety of all foreign-
ers is assured. The revolutionaries, de-
feated in Sze Chuen province, where
they for some time besieged the capi-
tal, Chang Tu, transferred their chief
activities to Huper province, intending
to make it the base for operations in
Sze Chuen.

According to officials, an uprising in
‘Wu ‘Chang was planned for Monday
night. The plot was discovered and 62
arrests were made. Desiring Lo terrorize
the revolutionaries, four of the prison-
ers were beheaded in the street before
the viceroy’s yamen yesterday.
Immediately a portion of the govern-
ment artillery forces within the <ity
mutinied and the uprising was pre-
cipitated.

The ' disafféction " spread to -ether
foreces, and the reveolutionaries started
firing the city and atitacking troops
that refused to join them. The latter
were overcome.

The taotai appealed to the .foreign
consuls te instruct their warships  to
guard the harbor limits and head off
rebel reinforcements from the river.
The viceroy seni a messdage to Pekin
urgently requesting the immediate dis=
patch of warships from Tien Tsin. He
then found refuge on a private yacht.

THE PANAMA GANAL

Vessels Will Be Held Taut and
Pass at Two Miles
i an Hour

Washington, D. C., Oct.
system of towing to be employed
operating the locks of the Panama
canal is outlined in the specifications
and plans for the towing locomotives
which have been prepared in order that
bids may be asked for on the - forty
machipes which will be required for the
locks at Gatun on the Pacific, Miquel
and Miraflores.

The system, which is the invention
of Edward Schildshauer, of the canal
engineering staff, provides for the pas-
sage of a ship through the locks at the
rate of two miles an hour, the vessel
being held steady between four taut
hawsers.

A ship will come to a full stop in the
fore “bay of thé.  locks, where four
hawsers will be attached to it; two for-
ward on. either side and two aft., At
their othér ends these hawsers will e
attached to the windlasses of four tow-
ing locomotives, operating on the lock
walls, the two forward engines towing
and the ‘two aft being towed by their
hawsers, thus Holding the ship steadwy.
The locomotives will run on a level,
except as they pass from one lock to
another, where they will climb heavy
grades. There will be two systems of
tracks, one for towing and the other
for the return of the locomotives when
not towing.

‘est possible manner. Lastly, Ireland
merely asks to be permitted to take
her place as a loyal and contented
portiop of the Empire, on the terms
which have brought peace to Canada,
Australia, and New Zealand. With the
experience of South Africa before their
eyes, the people of Great Britain ean-
not easily be worked upon by the sus-
picions and, jealousies” with which the
Unienists = have made play in past
years. The absolute success of the
Liberal poliecy and the comiplete falsi-
fication of Unionist propheciés of evil
in Seouth Africa have destroyed the
power of the Unionist party to make
mischief any - longer between the
people of Ireland and the people of
Great Britain.”

fects alike the statesman and the men-3
dicant. It is becoming the problem of |
all classes and in every country: The|
food riots in Europe which began in,
1Lyons and extended throug‘hout'France‘
have spread through Portugal and then
eastward until the whole continent is!
in a state of revolt and overt acta.have
been characteristic ‘of the, commeon
people in every nation. With almoat
equal stress has the pinch been felt in
Amerfea and Canada, and if the people’
have not yvet risen in revqlt in the
same manner as in the older nations;
there is no less a portentous slg‘mﬂ-
cance in the complaints which are he—~
ing uttered om every hand. Courtsa.na
legislative halls are being besieﬁd
with' demands for relief, from the op-'
pressing conditions. - Thg .press of
every nation is being interrogated to
give a reason .for the conditions which!
prevail, and one of the most instruc-
tive features of the world-wide sitiia-
tion is the commonly expressed con-
viction that the underlyipg cause of alf
the trouble is the protective tariffs on
foodstuffs. Statesmen and scientists
agree that the onus for the uncomYort-
able=—if not unbearable—situation can:
be traced to the outwerking and logical
effect of the theory of high tariffs, ‘es=;
pecially on articles of food consump-
tion. The necessities of the case have
driven men- in high places to collate
facts and figures and te . make com-
parisons between ;the protected. coun-
tries-and those having less restricted
trade, and the ‘consénsus of deduction
from these figures leaves no reom for
any other conclusien than that the root
of all the trouble lies in the faect that
the protected countries—with  the
tariffs—make possible the control of
the foeod prices by those who un-
scrupuiously rob the poor for their own
enrichment. The political systems of
protection have built up the commer-
cial syvstems which make this levy of
unbearable toll possible.

One of the most rational
passioned discussions of the world:
wide conditions appears in Lloyd's
Weekly News, a paper which it will be
admitted is not swayed by partizan
political considerations in its deduc-’
tions. This paper says:

“For ourselvés, we have no cast-iron’
theory. We take a non-party view of
these changes, for, on all questions re-
lating to the price of the people’s food,
we hold that it should be approached
without bias and in a scientific and
practieal, businesslike fashion.

“Some aspects of the present situation
are very clear. The first is obvious.
The rise is general. In countries where
food is normally dear it is dearer, and
in some cases so dear as to constitute a
grave source of danger to the public
peace. Another feature is that the rise
in the price of food began in countries
where food is supposed to be guardecé
and protected by high tariffs. The so-
cial disadvantages of dear food are he-
ing felt most acutely in these countries.
Then, prices have gone up notwith-
standing that the area of wheat under
cultivation is increasing every year.
The prevailing boom in general com-
merce and trade throughout the weorid,
instead of leading, as one would sup-
pose it would, to a cheapening of
things, the reverse is the faet. The
money rate is steadier, and, but for the
black cloud on the European horizon,
the rates of interest would@ allow a
margin for making good business all
over the world. What, then, is it that
iz at work in the commercial or ece-
nomic world making for high prices?

“Some of the causes are, it is true,
transient. The price of butter and eggs
and vegetables is accounted for, so far
as this country is concerned, by the
glorious summer that we have just ex-
perienced. Had we known at the be-
ginning that one result of the dry sum-
mer would have been a shortage
milk, and consequent rise in the price
of butter, perhaps our criticism of the
tropical conditions into which we were
cast so suddenly would have been.
greatly modified. At any rate, the fact
is that while seaside towns and rail-
way companies and others have pro-
fited by the extra degree of sunshine
tha't has shone upon this island, the
general consumer has to pay for' the
privilege in dearer food. That is one
cause.

“Another is undoubtedly the per-
nicious results of high tariff policies
throughout the world, and the shrink-
age of the wheat export in the United
States. The curse of protectionis
tariff rates is that the world in general,
as well as the countries that ' adopt
them, is severely hit by. them. ®One
country cannoi procduce all that it re-
quires, and when it has to go to:an-
other for the surpias needed, and heth
countries are at war with each othet in
the form of protection, it is not te be
wondered at that prices should rise
when the general trade of the world is
favorable to gambling and making ar-
tificial deals in the common food of the
people. That is - what has happened,

Therefore it is imperatively necessary
that the Minister, unless he is to be a
figurehead, be forearmed with a know-
ledge of what mining means in Can-
ada.  In other words, he must have
had occasion to stﬁdy conditions at
first /hand.” s fTis

Situation in Moose Jaw.

Moose Jaw, Oct. 12.—The shortage
fof labor which has become so acute
recently here was dealt with by the
Board eof Trade last night. It was
stated from carefully selected data
that as many as 1,000 unskilled labor-
ers are urgently required in Moose Jaw,
and besides these a number of men
in different trades are needed. Presi-
dent Loney was deputed to urge the
railways to extend the excursions from
the east with a view to relieve the
situation. It is pointed out that labor-
ers are offered $3 a day and threshers
as much as $3.25. TUnless a sufficient
number of men are procurable it is
feared that many threshing outfits
must close down and general advance-
ment in public works, improvements
and, raflway construction be greatly
handicapped.

YUKON'S GOLD OUTPUT
HALF MILLION MORE

For 1911 the Production of
Precious. Metal Will Be
About $4,500,000

Vancouver, Oct. 12.—The gold produe-
tion of the Yukon district this year
will be*about $4,500,000, or about $250,-
000 in excess of the output in 1910, ac-
cording to BE. E. Stockton, of the audi-
tor-generabs department, Ottawa, who
hag returned from Dawson. Mr.. Stock-
ton had exceptional facilities for gain-
ing cerrect information as' he audited
ail the government aecounts, including
the royaities of two-and one-half per
cent.

At the Hetel Vancouver to-day he
stated that the production this season
up to the end of August, as-indicated
by the official returns, showed that
it 'was then $90,000 in excess of returns
for the corresponding period of -last
year. He based his estimate for the
year on the increased activity in min-
ing ‘as well as om the fact ‘that the
biggest - portion ‘of “the cleam-up takes
place at the end of the season. The
Yukon Gold Company, controlled by
the Guggenheims, had seven dredges
i1 operation, and were also extraecting
gold by other methods.: Other compan-
ieg are alse doing considerable work.

Mr. Steckton logks - for a slow but
steady increase of gold production in
the Yukon, but does not think that the
output of the ‘pioneer days will ever
be attainéd in future unless important
new placer discovéries are made.

A. N. C. Treadgold, who organized a
company in New York and London this
Year to uperate there on an extensive
scale, has already secured options on a
great deal of  valuable ground, and
when Mr. Stockton left fer the south
was out on-the creeks ‘looking over
nther propositions with a view to their
purchase: His re-entranee’ into mining
is encouraging to thé'eitizens of Daw-
son,. who are hopéful that it will give
the Kilondike a new: legse ofi” life, es-
pecially as Mr. Treadgold is eredifed
with having ample  financial backing.

Mrs. O'Leary’s Bovine Not Responsibia
For Great Chicago Fire.

Chiecago, “Ill., Oct. 11.—Chicago cele-
brated on Monday the fortieth anni-
versary of the great fire of 1871, which
destroyed $200,000,000 worth of property
and caused the .death of 300 persons.
In Grant Park a replica of Mrs.
O’Leary’s historic barn was fired as a
feature of thé evening’s performance.
A cow was secured to play the part of
the famous animal which, according to
the rgenerally acecepted belief, started

the big blaze by kicking-over a lamp.
In. this connection Michael “Ahern,. the
only living police reporter who ‘cov-
ered’” the story,
affair which differs materially

that generally taken as correct.

“The filre was not started by a cow
kicking over a lamp while Mrs,
O'Leary was milking the animal,” said
Ahern. “The O’*Learys were all in bed
when the fire started. Mrs. O’Leary
had milked her cows—she owned five—
more than three hours before the fire
was discovered. I knew Mrs. O'Leary
well. She was a truthful woman. A
few days after the fire T interviewed
her regarding the story of the cow and
the lamp. She branded it as untrue.

“It is true that the fire started in the
O’Leary cowshed, and I have my rea-
son for believing that someone went
there to pilfer milk from one of the
cows. There was a social gathering in
the neighborhood in honor of a young
man from Ireland. One of those pres-
ent told me in after years that two
women of the party went to the O’Leary
shed to get some milk for punch. Ona
woman held a -lighted lamp.while the
other milked the cow. They thought
they heard someone coming and in
their hurry to escape the lamp was
dropped, setting fire to the place. That,
I believe, is the true cause of the fire;”

Salt Lake €ity, Utah, Oct. 12.—Dis-
patches received last night and this
morning at the general offices of the
Oregon Short Line from the company’s
linemen, who have been battling all
day against a terrific blizzard in south-
western Montana, paint a gloomy pic-
ture ‘of conditions in that section. Snow,
wet and heavy, piling in huge drifts
before fierce gales, miles of telephane
and: felegiaph wires disarranged,: poles
uprooted and leveled, and light and

power plants paralyzed, is the sub-
stance of the news at hand.

At Butte, Mont., the centre of the
storm, the situation is believed to
verge on demoralization. Streets and
sidewalks have been obstructed by
the unprecedented fall of snow, sireet
car service is amnulled and all busi-
ness has practically been suspended.

UNITED WIRELESS SUITS.

in Bankruptcy Files Com-
plaints in Seattle.

Trustee

Seattle, Oect. 12.—George H. Parker
obtained $1,300,000 from the sale 'of
stocks in the United Wireless Telegraph
Company, and appropriated the money
 to his own use, according to & supple-
mental complaint filed in the King
county superior ceourt yvesterday by
Seldon Bacon of New York, federal
trustee in bankruptcy of the wireless
company.

This money, the eomplaint states,
was obtained between July, 1907, and
March, 1911. During the same period
approximately $4,000,000 was collected
from stock sales by the selling forces.
Of this amount $900,000 reached the
company, the remainder being divided
among Parker, Christopher C. Wilson
and other high efficials of the com-
pany. Parker is now serving a five-
year sentence in the federal prison on
McNeil’s Island, Wash., for using the
mails to defraud.

‘Parker did not dissipate his share of
the proceeds, but invested in Seattle
real estate and mortgages. The trustee
has found between $600,000 and $700,000
worth of sueh property belonging to
Parker, and hasg tied it up by an In-
junction pending the hearing of the
suit for an accounting and the turning
over of the property to the trustee in
bankruptey.

GIRLS STRIKE AND WIN.

Portland, Ore., Oct. 12.—All telepheone
operators struck Tuesday at Baker,
Ore., when their demand for reinstate-
ment of one of the dlscharged opera-
tors was refused and another demand
for increased wages was ignored.

Within 20 minutes, the chief opera-
tor, succeeded by promises in bringing
the girls back to the switchboards and
they gained their points, receiving the
required increase of pay and seuring
the reinstatement of the discharged
girl. A third demand, that of the re-
moval of the chief operator, was with-
drawn by the girls after their other de-
mands were granted. The strike lasted
exactly 20 minutes.

CANAL WILL INCREASE
TRADE WITH GERMANY

Better Commercial Conditions
Will Follow Panama
‘Opening

The ecommercial relations between
the German Empire and the Pacific
Northwest are likely to see consider-
able development with the opening of
the Panama Canal, said P. Pulvermann,
a representative of one o‘ the largest
Berlin drygoods houses, "at the Do-
minton hotel last evening. ;
There was no doubt that the remeoval
of the surtax on German goods as-a
result of the negotiations of two years
ago had done a great deal te expand
business between the two countries,
and several of the German houses were
opening branches in the large eastern
cities, and would doubtless follow suit
in the west, as busimess expanded. His
own firm, for ‘instance, was opening in
Montreal and Teoronto at an early date.
One of the best openings fer Euro-
pean houses existed in a country like

chants willing ta take chances. The
German firms were able to enter into
successful competition with British on
what might be called the medium class
of goods, as it was undoubtedly true
they were not equal to them in the bet-
ter grades, owing te the finish given in
the largest British factories.

The industrial conditions of Ger-
m@ny he found were very much mis-
understood in this ecountry and the
United States. The various sections
into which the political parties of Ger-
many were split had@ so breought it
about that the conservative portien of
the community, which only represented
a minority of the electorate, had the
power at the present time, and its ef-
fect on the industries of the country
coulé not fail to be burdensome. Ger-
many had been the pioneer in national
insurance of the artisan, and in other
ways had shown herself alive to the
requirements of the workingman.

Turning to the great question of
world politics, Mr. Pulvermann said he
shared the opinion of a large number
of his countrymen that war with Great
Britain was unthinkable, and that the
navy was not aimed at her, although
the natural situation of Germany was
compelling her to seek an outlet for
colonisation. As she came late into the
field as a colonising power she had
only been able to secure ‘portions of
the world which were unsuitable for
settling a large population, and some-
where the want must be supplied. He
was not going to say where that avail-
able country could be found, as prac-
tically all the valuable waste places
of the world had been annexed by Eu-
ropean powers, and those which were
yvet only partially undeveloped, like the
South American republics, were under
the protection of the Monroe doctrine.

The number of Germans who left the
country annually for new homes over-
seas had aroused the government, and
some means of checking, or directing
their flow into other channels was im-
perative. A better system of adver-
tising the advantages of Canada would
in his opinion direct the large flow of
immigrants from the German Empire
now going to the United States to the
northern portion of this continent, and
as far as he had been able to see in
travelling the country, those who had
¢ome to Canada were well satisfied
with their lot, :

Burgess, the conqueror of the Chan-
nel, is enthusiastic about his six hours”
swim in the Stadium at the White City.
““This,” he said, to a press representa-
tive, “is my first swim outside  the
Channel since I succeeded in reaching
the French shore. The ordeal of fae-
ing a crowd of enlookers’is mofe 1ry-
ing than the conquest of the Channel.
I have consented to swim th the Sta-
dium because many people are @nxious
to see for themselves how long distanee
swims are accomplished. But even
mere important is the fact that this
form of athletics, more than any other,
developes vigor, determination and self-
reliance.” Burgess detailled the exhibi-
tion he i3 to give aon Saturday. ' “I shall
use during the greater part of the
time,” he said, “my Channel stroke,
which, I believe, is different te that of
other swimmers, but I shall also show
how long distance swimming can be
accemplished on the back and on the
breast. I shall also take food as I did
while swimming from Dever to Griz-
nez. In short, onlookers will see for
themselves how I swam the Channel.”

A .moment or so later.she heard the re-
port of the shet, and running te the near-
by residence of & friend, Mrs. Hastings,

she returned with her and the two ven-
tared into Mr. Smith's bedreom. The.de-
ceaséd was lying on the bed with his feet
dangling over the side and the revolver
was.on the flogr near at hand. Mrs.
Smith gtated that her husband had not
been drinking to excess of late nor had
she. noticed anything peculiar in his.man-
ner. There had been some trouble be-
tween him and a young woman, and om
Saturday she and the girl had visitéd the
deceased at his’' place of employment,
Tolmie & Stewart’s saloon, Yates street,
and she, Mrs. Smith, had asked him if a
certain statement made by the girl was
true. She did net hotice whether or not
Mr. Smith had been drinking at the time.

Dr. Simelair testified te death being
caused by the wound. The skin was
charred and reddened about the wound,
showing .that the’'revelver had been held
close to~ the forehead. The deceased’s
breath smelt of liquor.

Mrs. Hastings told@ of going te the Smith
home with Mrs. Smith and trying to stop
the flow of bleod from the wound in the
deceased’s forehead.

Lack of Proper Exits From
‘Galleries in Moving Picture
Houses Again Protested

Fire Chief Thomas Davis has taken
up the matter of prohibition of galler-
ies in moving “picture houses and will
enter a protest te a building permit
granted by the building inspector for
the erection of a gallery in a Johnson
street place of entertainment.

He will protest in regular formx by
letter to the city council and will urge
the necessity for a by-law prghibiting
the introduction of galleries except
where there is provided every safe and
ample means of exit without danger
in case of fire.

There is not a picture house in the
city, he says, where the exits are safe
in the event of a sudden outbreak of
fire. Theatres built specially for show
purposes are provided with necessary
exits but picture houses have been con-
structed from ordinary stores without
sufficlent exits and te guard against
crowding and congestion of exits from
galleries is his purpose in protesting
against the permit asked.

Fires in picture houses, in a majority
of cases, he says, commence in the
machine box, which is generally in the
gallery or where the gallery is pro-
posed to be placed. An outbreak under

WORLD’S BEST TWELVE
SEEN IN ACTION HERE

Vanco.uve'r Owutclassed Tecum-
sehs at Royal Athletic Yes-
- terday—Lolonde the Star

Some fifteen hundred lacrosse fans
realized their desire of seeing the
world's champion lacrosse team in ac-
tion on lecal ground yesterday, and to
say the least, the realization was some-
what disappointing. As a demonstra-
tion of the difference between amateur

and professional lacfosse it was good,
but as a contest It was poor. Neither
team put much ginger into fts work,
and except for amn occasional moment
or so the game was never exciting. At
no time were the Vancouvers bothered
by their opponents, the Tecumsehs,
N. L. U. champions and runners-up for
the Minto cup. The score, 9 ta 3, is a
fair ecriterion of how the play went.
The first quarter was the best of ail.
The players secemed imbued with some
fidea of what was due the spectators

‘which was very inspiriting. Teowards
the close of the guarter; however,. the
inelination to take it easy after the
gruelling struggle for the Minto cup
gained the upper hand and the re-
mainder of the game was tame. The
eﬂe‘cts of the rough voyage across the
Sound yesterday may also have had
something to do-with the lack of life
in the contest,

As an exhibition of scientifte, system-
atic laerosse, howeyer, it wag at times
a revelation te locsal fans, or &
to these whaose experience did not ex-
tend beyond the amateur game. The
passing and checking, the formation for
attack eor defemce, especimlly of Con
Jones’ stars, was on a plane which
amateurs might aspire to, but would
rarely reach. Never was an instant
lost, never a player nonplussed for a
moment, and until the objective point,
the goal, was reached or an oppesing
player intercepted it, the ball flashed
to and fro with unerring precision and
so quickly that it was extremely diffi-
cult to follow its course. For instance,
when Sibby Nicholls scered the second
goal in the first quarter for Vancou-
ver, after following a devious course
through the Tecumseh defence, the bail
was shot to Lsalonde, he tossed it into
the .air in front of the goal and
Nicholles, who was in the midst of sev-
eral other players, jJumped forward and
knocked it into the net. It was plainly
a preconcerted movement.

As was stated, the Tecumsehs never
had a ghost of ‘& show. It was the
bpinion of ‘many that had the-Vancou-
vers so wished they could have piled
up a bigger score than they did. The
easterners were fast and aggressive at
times, but their play was not so clean
nor so heady as that of the champions:
Another thing that greatly helped to-
wards the result was the fact that
Vancouver almost always had the odd
man up the field.

There was one bright shining excep-
tion to the general rule of slackness.
Newsy Lalonde was there with all the
tricks and dodges which have made
him famous throughout the lacrosse
world. He was the life of the game
and gave the spectators more chances
to cheer than all the rest of the play-
ers put together. Even at that Newsy
did not put himsel about to any great
extent, but he is so natural a lacrosse
player that almost every play of his
was in a elass by itself. His shooting
was something marvellous. From any
position at all, with one hand or two,
he drove the ball for the net, and with
one or two exceptions every shot was
accurate. He was directly responsible
for three goals and indirectly for about
seven. His first score, the thiré for
Vancouver in the first quarter, evoked
tremendeus applause and was certain-
ly worthy of Newsy's great name &8s a
goal-getter. He was running across
the mouth of the goal, quite a distance
out, with apparently no intention of
shooting, when he suddenly fiipped the
ball im with an underhand swing, tak-
ing the goalkeeper so by surprise that
he made no effort to block the shot. On
amother ocecasion, which demonstrated
clearly the fact that Lalonde must have
a pair of wrists like steel, he leaned
up against a Tecumseh man; thrust his
stick around him and shot with terrific
force, almost eatching Kinsman off his
guard again.

One effect, and it must be said that
it was a good effect, of the lack of
spiritedness in the game, was the
dearth of penalties. Altogether only
ene plaver, Rowntree, of the Tecum-
sehs, was ruled off and that was for
nothing at all If anything it was
Mathieson, who put up his arm around
Rewntree when checking him, who de-
sérved the penalty.

B..C. -conference of the Methodist
church, gave an address on ‘“The
Church of To-day.’” He said, im part,
‘“The church of to-day is a place for
worship, - whether in cleistered abbey,
or mighty cathedral, or lowly country
church, it was essentially a place for
worship. The institution of the ‘family
pew’ had bea: neglected of late years,
but it was a gucd thing for the family
to have a regular place in the church
and for all the family to sit together.
T ublic worship is necessary for the
highest type of manhood and woman-
hood, and the church auditorium of ta-
day should be conducive to the spirit
of true worship. The church of to-day
is a place for Bible study. It is only
in recent years that trustees have
sought to provide accommodation for the
Bible sehool. Too often this part of the
church’s activity is carried on in un-
comfortable pews, or some dark base-
ment. Less preaching and more Bible
study would be of great benefit to the
congregations. °The ideal is foy the
morinng service to be the Bible school
of the whole congregatien, men, we-
men and children, and for the evening
service to be the one preaching service
of the day. The chureh of to-day is a
place for social intercourse and Chris-
tian recreation. 'There should be in
every church bullding a social hall,
large enough for banquets and othex
socfal gatherings; a well equipped
kitchen, a boys’ room, a young men's
room and a Iadles’ parlor, and these
should be open every evening of the
week. The saloon, the pool room, the
moving picture theatre are always
open and always ready to welcome
anyone; but the church too oftern
frowns from its tightly closed doors
upon those who come looking for com-
panionship. Religion has been too
closely «onnected with clean linen' and
black clothes; it needs to be brought
into closer contact with the individual
in his every day work, his amusements
and his recreations. The church of to-
day is a place 'for the study eof soecial
and economic conditions. The social
teachings of Jesus, the Manr of
Nazareth, have never been applied,
and as yet the church has not made a
serious attempt to have these prin-
ciples applied to business, eivic or na-
tional life. That oft repeated prayer,
‘Thy kingdom ceome,” means nothing if
it does not mean that the principles of
the kingdom of Christ are te rule om
earth. The church should endeavor, by
education propaganda and by prae-
tical example to show that Christ Jesus
came to save the world, as well as the
individuals in the world.

“The church of to-day is a place
where lives are won for Christ. Te gain
a. verdict for Christ should be the ob-
ject of all echurch work. To get memn
to decide to live the Christ-life, to fol-
low His teachings and to obey His
commands, this is the supreme weork
of the church.”

THE MAYOR’'S REPLY.

Explains His Pesition in Regard to Re-
cent Investigation.

The following letter of explanation
from Mayor Morley appears in the morn-
ing paper:

Editor Colonist:—You will doubtless, -in
your usual spirit of fair play, permit the
Mayor to reply to your sévere criticisms
in the Sunday editorial. If I infringe too
far upon your usual space, Kindly insert
at advertising rates.

You say ‘‘Before the citizens now rests

wiil be governed by the .council, which
they elected to office, or whether they will
submit to ‘One man rule.’ ”

The Mayor heartily endorses the ques-

“One man” refers to the Mayor or the
gentleman who guides the destinies of
the Colonist and has on occasions sought
to guide the destinies of the city contrary
to the will of the people.

Only a few weeks back this “One man”
was so enthused with a suggestion of the
Mayor’s that he assured him all antagon-
ism was at an end, and that it was his
intention to advocate return of -"Mayer
and aldermen this year by acclamation.
But the Mayor baulked at wanat appedrea
to-him an unnecessarily large expenditure
of the people’s money and has again fallen
from grace. On the top of this comes
the unfortunate investigation and the
repetition of the engineer problem.

As regards the investigation, the Mayeér
repeats what he stated -the other might,
that he preferred to be severelv criticised
for doing his duty than for leaving it un-
done, and all concerned under lasting sus-
picion.  Had the Mayor, known to have
received such allegations, not caused in-
vestigation, what would have been the
position of the Mayor and council ana
ci'y officials in the public mind, an® what
would the Colonist have said when it
leaked out?

I know not if the city solicitor’s stric-
tures refer to the Mayor or not, but I do
know the Colonist reversed the facts when
it stated ‘“‘the Mayor was the only. mem-
ber of the council who withheld praise
f-ym Mr. McDiarmid.”” I stated that no
one had ever heard the Mayor speak of
Mr. McDiarmid or his services in other
than the highest appreciation, and sug-
gested to the council that its only course
was to resolve ‘“That the eity solicitor’s
resignation be not accepted,” which was
done.

Mr. McDiarmid knows that the - first
hint of alleged irregularities came to the
Mayor on his happening into the solicitor’s
office while Mr. .Jilson was _relating
them. In the afternoon Mr. Wilson -told
the = Mayor fuller pamrticulars in theé
Mayor's office. On the following morn-
ing the Mayor went to Mr. Me¢Diarmid
and informed him that he would be
obliged to cause the allegaticns to be in-
vestigated, and sinc.vely hoped there was
no- way in which he could be drawn into
the matter in such manner as to cause
him serious trouble. Mr. McDiarmid re-
plied: “Mr. Mayor, the city solicitor can-

w310t prevent anyone coming into his office |

and talking, but he .can tell him that if
he talks money in his office he would Kick
him out. By all means, Mr. Mayor, g0
ahead and. investigate.”

As to the engineer problem, how would
it be if the one who guides the pelicy ot
the Colonist were to drop. politics long
enough to frankly tell the public what his
own often and clearly expressed opinion
is as to the qualilications of the engineer,
and as to the council’s duty in obtaining
the “biggest’” man it can for the position,
“If we have to pay him eight or even ten
thousand dollars a year?’ ' Also to re-
peat the opinion he expressed over the
phone to the Mayor in regard to Mr. Ast-
ley after he had interviewed him.

The Colonist well knows that the en-
gineer or the efficiency of the department
is not the issue with the Colonist or the
Council. The real issue more clearly un-
derstood by the people than the Ceolonist
realizes. was clearly expressed by one of
the aldermen going home on the car on
the night of the 29th ult.,, after voting
against Mr. Astley. ‘‘Well, you were sur-
prised at riy voting against Astley after
I had told you that I would vote for him,
but we Iad to beat the Mayor.”

If this alderman and others, and the
Colonist, are willing to beat:the interests
of the city and citizens to satisfy a crav-
ing of personal enmity against the only
member of the couneil’who represents the
vote of 'the whole of the people, the posi-
tion is obyious.

Unfortunately the Mayor does not go
into office supported by a party majority
and has no fat portfolios with which to
strengthen his ability to carry out his
policy, and the fact that he has stood in
the way of certain people and their little
plans does not render his position an easy
one.

The Colonist thinks it has the most
vulnerable spot in the Mayor’s present
défences when it attacks him on his posi-
tion with the working classes and fool-
ishly hopes to lead that support from the
Mayor by the most pitiful forms of mis-
representation, forgetting that, while
there will always be a few malcontents,
the working classes as a whole are better
informed as to the Mayor’s action, and of
his difficulties in coping with difficult
, situations, than is the Colonist, and fur-

higher wages than $2.76 per day to any
workmen in the city employ as in his
Judgment they could earn, or were entitled
to. 8o that there has been nothing to
‘prevent the engineer grading the pay of
the workmen up to any wage per day he
pleased above the $2.75, and if he has not
paid all workmen the full wage that they
are entitled to or that they ‘earn, the re-
sponsibility 1s upon his department.

It is hardly necessary for me to repeat
that all the raises in pay that have come
to the ‘workingmen of the oity in past
yvears have come during my tenure oI
office, but the workingmien would not
honor their Mayor as they hate so far
continued to do witn their confidence, if
he were gullty of seeking their votes by
doing that which was contrary to justice
and the best interests of the ratepayers
at large.

As to nigger driving, no workman in the
city ‘employ has had cause -to compiain
of the Mayor in that direction, and it is
only fair to.Mr. Astley to state thar,
while he has a remarkable record for
turning off work, and demands good ser-
vice from the men under him, under u
fine system of organization, he is highly
regardéed by his men who stick up for him
as he for them. The Mayor has explained
repeatedly that his complaints of the
works department 1s not with the work-
men, but with the want of system ana
organization, and, when the workmen
fully grasp the situation that it is wholly
on aeceount. of executive weakness in the
department that the council of last year
were forced into breaking-away from day
labor in favor of contract, and further
that it will be impossible for the city to
compete with contract prices and quality
of work until the heads of the works de-
partment are capable of meeting the issue,
it would be impossible for the city to
come bagk to the day labor system, which
the Mayor has always favered. 1 say,
that whén the wérkmen fully tinderstana
this situation, neither the Colonist nor
any other influence will lead them astray
from the .main issue.

To - vevert to the keynote of your edi-
torial, as to whether the people’s repre-
sentative body of the council shall rule,
or the people submit to “One man rule,”
I will test the sincerity of the Colonist
and the eouncil by affording an oppor-
tunity to put in force the method already
approved of by the people, whereby there
will be no question as to the representa-
tive body_of the people ruling, which can-
not be the case under existing conditions.

I challenge the
council to put this in force, and will then
be glad to meet them as one man against
many, ineluding a representative of the
Colonist if he has the courage to. face the
issue upon the public platform at the an-
nual election, and we will then see wheth-
er it is not possible for a ecouncil to be
elected. by. the. whole vote of the people,
as the Mayor has been heretofore, that
ward politics may be eliminated, and that
there will be . some show for ;the Mayor
having a majority of a council elected
upon the expressed policy of the whole ot
the people, when the Mayor will no longer
be placed in the position that I have oc-
cupied year after year of attempting to
pull an extraordinary load upwnil with a
majority of the aldermen opénly or sur-
reptitiously hanging on to the brakes and
the public press applying the whip at the
wrong end.
The first remark of the press following
last’ year s election was that the Mayor
could only count vpon one known loyal
supporter of 'self and policy. If the good
people of Victoria, who have from year to
year backed up the Mayor in a hard fight
for the people’s interest want him to con-
tinue .that fight, they must by this time
realize that trz2ir duty calls for more
than the mere casting of a vote.

BIG FIRE BROKE 00T
ON QUEEN ALEXANDRA

Badly Damaged DuringTimé'
C. P, R. Were Dickering for
Her—Repaxrs Completed

(From Wednesday’s -Daily.) -

negetiating the purchase of the crack
turbine steamer Queen Alexapndra a
fire broke out aboard the vessel and
she was seriously damaged. This oe-
curred about the middle of last month
and-in the meantime:the work of re-
pairing her:has been cqmpleted. The

16 which has just arrived, contains an
account of the fire which is as fol-
lows: £
A serfous outbreak of fire occurred
yvesterday on board the turbine pleas-

ure steamer Queen Alexandra as she
lay at her coaling berth at Greenock.
As a result extensive damage was done
to the vessel. The fire originated in
the engineers’ store-room on the main
deck, and spread aft with much
rapidity. When the fire brigade ar-
rived, the flames were rising high into
the air. The sides of the vessel were
red hot, and giving out heat 6f suc¢h
intensity that the firemen had to de-
vote their energies to - damping the
hull before they could approach near
enough to endeavor to°cope with the
flames.

When they were able to dapply the
three lines of hose which they were
using to the flames, the firmen made
every effort to confine the outbreak
to amidships, and for fully two hours
they played a constant stream of water
into the hold before the flames were
under control. The main and upper
decks were burned through, and the
promenade deck was also badly dam-
aged, while the bar, the fruit and con-
fectionery stall, and the saloon, all on
the main deck, as well as dining-room,
were practically destroyed.

Several of the ships boats were
burned from the davits, and the net
result of the outbreak might be de-
seribed as an almost entire gutting of
the vessel aft. The part of the pier at
which the vessel was” lying was also
damaged, the piles of the quay wall
catching fire as the flames leaped
over the side of the steamer. The
origin of the fire .is unknown, and no
feasible explanation has so far been
forthcoming. A ‘great many of the
ship’s fittings, including the expensive
upholstery in the dining-room and the
saloon, have of course, been complete-
Iy destroyeéd.

NEW DREDGE TENDER

TAKES WATER TO-DAY

Tug Point Grey Launched at
North: Vancouver—Finest
Towboat on Pacific

Vancouver, Oect. 10.—At North Van-
couver this morning the new Domin-
ion government tug Point Grey was
successfully launched and towed across
the inlet to Evans, Coleman & Evans
wharf, whére she will recaive the boiler
brought out for her from the United
Kingdom by- the Blue Funnel. liner
Bellerophon. :

The Point Grey took the water at 8
a. m. and was designed by H. A. Bay-
field, superintendent of dredges for the
department of public works. She is 100
feet over aH, 22 feet beam, and has a
depth of hold of .15 feet, 4 inches. Her
engines are 17 and 40 inches by 27-inch
stroke, and the boiler is 12 feet long
and 14 feet, 2 inches in diameter, giv-
ing a working pressure of 150 pounds
per square inch.

The steering gear is of the Bayfield
device and the Polnt Grey is designed
as a tender for the government dredge
Mastodon, which for four months has
been working between the new and old
towns of Alberni. The Mastodon will
be here about October 15 to commence
work on the Narrows, and the. tug
Point. Ellice will act as tender until the
Point Grey is completed.

FELL WITH LIGHTED LAMP.

Tacoma, Wash.,, Oct. 10.—Because
Mrs, Horace G. Scott, wife of a well-
known attorney, tripped and fell- yes-
terday. she is in a hospital with - a
broken collarbone and the beautiful
Scott mansion on the west side of
Wapato lake, near South Tacoma, is a
mass of charred timbers and debris. A
lamp, which she was carrying at the
time, broke to pieces on the floor and
the oil exploded. Mrs. Scott arose at &
o’clock to close a window because-of
the high wind then blowing.

STEAMBOAT BURNS T0
THE WATER'S EDGE

Perdita Went Up Like Tinder
_but Not a Life Was
Lost

Seattle, Oct. 10~The Sound steam-<
boat Perdita of the Inland Navigation
Company canght fire at 7.30 this morn-
ing, while ten.miles off Port Ludlow,
and burned to .the water’s edge. The
wreck of the Perdita will go on record
a® the “luckiest” marine disaster in the
history of Sound shipping, fer although
this vessel, carrying passengers and|
crew, burned like tinder, driving all on
board into the icy Sound waters, not
a - single . Jdifeboat could be. safely
launched, and in spite of the faét thai,
all hands drifted about in the water
fully half an hour beiore help arrived,
there was not a single death or near
fatality.

The twenty-one men of the ecrew: of
the vessel and passengers arrived here
at noon-to-day.

Muffled explosions were fonowed by
fire, and in thirty seconds the boat was
wrapped in. flames. The: vessél was
proceeding at full speed, and it:could
not be stopped be(:ause the engine was
inaccessible.

Captain MecAlpin then  ordered the
doors torn from the boat and threw
overboard, after which all hands bueck=
led ‘on 1ihe’’ecork- life-preservers and
leaped overboard:. When Captain Mc-
Alpin: found: that his:charges were all
floating: safely, each one elinging to a
door gr-pieee’ of ‘wiod, he and the first
officer, Charies Stanley; left the doomed
vessel.

‘It was a curious meeting’
tas there are now represented ' in “the
hop field all the tribes of Indians“from
the northern boundary of Califernia:
Chief Matthias spoke to the audfence,
who were reclining “or seated on- the
grass in 1ront of a platform decorated
with buntinrg, of the various glaring
injustices that his racg has suffered
at the hdnds of the “pdle-faces” since
the whites invaded theu' shores | The
linguage he used was the  simplest,
surely—the Chinoek—as enly through
this medium could hé make himself
understood./

The Siwash is still much of a chilg,
the result of ages of savagery, and
at -the most, sixty years of civilization.

Matthias, who is somewhsat of a
diplomat, fully consciots of this fact,
made an appeal to their feelings, as
while they have Httle intelligence they
have strong sympathies. He told them
of his trip to'England for the corona-
tion, how he had gone over in a.heap-
big cance, #@nd his crude inipressions
of the functions of royalty. -He was'
there mainly to get better conditions
for his race and especially to adjust
their_ grievances in regard to land.
Their land is, he claimed, as' it be-
comes more valuable, restricted, and
previous governmerntal promises being:
repudiated. He told his children of
the many injustices they had sufféred
and were suffering.

He is, he said, going t¢ Ottawa
again for three reasons. The #irst of
these is that he wants the Indians . to
hold land, as do the whites. He wants
compensation for lands recently takem
away frém his race as in Capilano and
at Sardis.. He also wants his race to
be permitted to conduct business on
the reservation as de the white. “This
is my country, the counéry of my
fathers for thousands of years, and
now all I get is work.” Into the word
“work” he put much scorn.

On the platform with Matthias were
Chief Joe, of Matsqui, Joe of Chilli-
waek and Bill of Duncan. All these
had a more or less lucid kick which
they registered in volumes of Chinoek.

At seven p. m., after four hours of
strenuous talking, some eighty bucks
and klootches, with painted faces and
gaudy uniforms, held the native dance,
surrounded by a circle of the bon ton
of Siwashdom and . some one hundred
whites, who were interested in- seeing
the curious dance.

The dance, which took place on the
torch lighted grass in the centre of the
icircle of camps,' was a great- sidelight
on the nature of the race, and shows
how very thin is the veneer of civiliza-
tion with which we have been coated.

The central figure of the dance was
a big; strapping buck = with his face
gorgeously painted in red and black,
wearing a crown of straw and a spear.
‘With the spear he went..through a
sertes of .pantomimes, his body in
rythm with the beatipg of drums, the
toot of horms, and the beating of sticks
and tin ‘eans., Outside of this central
figure:the dance consisted of a series of
musenlay movements of the body, of a
lot of harsh guttural neises and jump-
ing up and down, the .whele :‘body in
motion to the noise, as music. it surely
was neot,although it had a certdin dig-
nity of discords. Throughout = the
dance was far more fatighing than
graceful, although the Indians present
seemed to find the contortions . ex-
tremely interesting, espeeially those of
2 strapping buck dressed in a night-
gown and underwear.

BALFOUR ON RESULT.

Haddington, Scotland, Oct. 10.—A. J.
Balfour spoke ' before an immense
meeting of the Unionist Association on
Saturday.

“I hope,” said Balfour, ‘that. our
people will find@ the spirit in which we
must approach this question in the
decision ' reached by the ' Canadian
people. The Canadian decision ex-
tended far beyond the borders of Can-
adae, and must have beneficial results
for the Empire at large. The decision
of Canada shows how impossible it is
to maintain the present system spoken
of .as free trade. :

“Ufiless this country meets the situ-
atlen we will have Canada, Australia,
New Zealand and other great com-
munitiés making their special ¢om-
mercial tariffs with *ether countries:
This country will awake some fine
morning to find that these local com-
munities, loyal as they are, have in-
stituted ‘a system of tariffs in which
we will find ourselves at a disadvan-
tage.- - Such a state of affalrs must
have a fatal efféect upon the unity of
the British Empire.”

Mr. Balfour declared that the . sys-
tem of commercial “defence ‘was as
necessary- as any other defence, and he
did not' propose any plan. He
specified home rule and disestablish-
ment as constituting the “second act of {|
the Liberals’' attempted revolution.”

T GEORGE INDIANS
VSURREﬂDER RESERVE

Vanco\rver, _Oct. 10.—The agreement
reached between the Grand Trunk Pa-
¢ific raiflway and the Fort George In-
q{(a.x_u, whereby the latter surrender to
the former their reserve in the very
centre of Fort George, was approved
by the departnient of the intérior at
Ottawa shortly before the defeat of the
late Liberal government, according to
information received to-day.

The agreement will be given effect to

just as soon as the railway company
carries out certain preliminaries in the
way of making provision for the re-
moval of the Indians to other nearby
reserves. The terms of the purchase
of the reserve, as learned to-day, were
'the payment of $106,60¢ cash to the In-
Fdians, .half of this sum te be divided
among the natives affected and the re-
mainder to be held by the Dominion
government in trust for them.
- In addition the railway ceinpany
agreed to build a house for every head
of a family vacating the reserve. These
houses will be erected on either of the
two nearby reserves, cholce of which
rests with the moving Indians. The
houses are to be of frame eonstruction,
with four roems and a kitchen. The
railway  also undertakes tou ereet a
church and priest’s house om.each of
the two reserves to which the. Indians
move.

The sum of $1,000 is to be given the
Inaians to pay for the removal of hod-
ies from graves on the vacated reserve
to cemeteries to be establiched at other
points. The vacated reserve consists of
1,350 acres. It i=s stated that the $50,-
800 to be divided among the Indians
will give the heads of families approx-
imately $1,000 each.

The negotiations between the Indians
al;_d the railway company were "con-
ducted by Rev. Father Cocola, who act-
ed with the approval of the departmerit
of the interior.. It is stated that the
tindians will vacate the reserve justas
Soén as the raifway builds on the other
reserves the houses for their recep-
tion.

SHPPER  SUSPENDED
FOR NEGLIGENCE

\

Capt, Taafe, of Ramona, Loses
Papers for Six Months—En-
gineer Off for 21 Days

Seattlte, Oct. 10.—Found guilty of
violation of the federal law governing
navigation of steamships, of unskillful-
ness and negligence, Captain Martin
Taafe of the Ramona, which was
wrecked September 1 off Spanish is-
land, yesterday was ordered suspended
for six months by United States In-
spectors Doring and Lehners, and
Chief Engineer Tucker of the-same
ship was also .found guilty of negli-
gence and violation of federal laws and
suspended for 21 days.

The charges laid against Captain
Taafe hinged upon the fact that he
navigated the steamer at full speed
through a dense fog in a dangerous
passage. He was algso charged with
neglecting to avail himself of the deep
sea lead to warn him of approaching
danger.

The chief engineer was principally
charged with: not closing the water-
tight bulkhead doors to check the in-
coming water.

European »Expe"rt Alleged - to
Have Made American Notes
on the West Coast

Washington, D. C., Oct. 10.—After a
search across the continent and up
into British Columbia, the secret ser-
vice operatives yesterday afternoon
captured Albert Leon, & Russian Jew
and political refugee, as he was about
to leave New York for South Ameriea.
Leéon is al}eged to be at the head of an
extensive counter!eiting gang which
has flooded the Pacific Coast with
spurious ten-dollar bills during the
last vear. v

The secret service was advised yes-
terday that L.eon was alleged to have
perfected a process by. which be
photographed the face of a note which
looked. so much like surface printing
that many experts declared it te have
been _printed from .an etched plate,
Two of Leon’s alleged confederates,
Rudolph Swanson and Fred Mernek,
were arrested in Chicago two weeks
ago, charged with passing counterfeit
money.

Leon arrived in this country abeut
three yvears'ago. He took up a see-
tion of land near Beaumont, Los An-
geles, Cal.,; where it is believed the
first spurious mnotes  were made. In
December, 1910, he went to Nootka,
Vancouver Island, British Columbia,
and it was charged that most of his
counterfeit work came out of his p}ant
there.

The notes of these national banks, it
was alleged, were counterfeited by
Leon: The Riverside National Bank;
the First National Bank, Yuma, Ariz ;
First National of Orange; -Pasadena,
Cal., National Bank; First National ef ,
Williamsport, Pa.; El Centra, Cal, Na-
tional; First National of Portland,
Ore.; National Bank of Commeree,
Wichita, Kas.; Anglo and London-
Paris National Bank of San Fran-
cisco; Tllinois National of Springfield,
Hl.; Blair County National of Tyrone,
Pa., and the Crocker National of Sam
Francisco.

Leon also was alleged to have coun-
terfeited the ten dollar United States
Buffalo note and to have circulated it
on the Pacific coast. The national
bank notes were circulated principaPly
in Los Angeles, San Francisco, Port-
land, Ore., Seattle, Chicago and New
York.

About a month ago a couple of U. S.
secret service officers came to Victoria
and enlisted the ald of the provimecial
police.  Goingaup to Nootka on ' the
Tees, Leon’s House was found. and in
it werea complete photographic outfit,
dcids, chemicals, paper for printing
notées and other paraphernalia. Leeon
had left the house for the south net
long before.

‘New Westminster, Oct. 10. —What is
“Pancy” bread? After a lengthy inter-
val, the city council at last meeting
went in to committee as a whole on
the second reading of the bread by-
law, 111, as drafter by Ald. Dodd, and
for more than an hour wrestled with
many points which even yet to some
of the civic fathers are moot ques-
tions.

By invitation a number of the lead-
ing bakers of the city were present’
and took part in the many disgussions
and endeavored to assist the rulers of
the Royal City as to really what was
bread and what was a composition of
borax, sulphate of copper, chalk car-
bonate of magnesia, water and other
deleterious matters.

After the initial clauses had been
passed as read, “fancy” bread had an
innings and Ald. Henley showed his
versatility by springing a surprise on
his fellow-members when- he gallantly

told of how he had served his appren- |

ticéship as a concoctor of dough. He
explained just what “fancy’ bread was,
but-Ald. Campbell, Lynch and Gray de-
sired more light on the subject. This
was fortheoming from Master Bakers
Grant, Marks and Lavery, who in de-
tail, explained that’ this kind of bread
was - that made into rolls for early
morning -delivery and was cooked by
a  speedier process than ordinary
everyday bread.

In the opinion of Mr. Marks, Vienna
and steamed breads did not come into
the category of “fancy” bread. It
would be inflicting a hardship upon
the trade, the speaker continued, if the
mover of the by-law insisted upon in-
cluding any and every loaf but that
which was ornamental under the name
of “fancy.”

Matters were at a deadlock, tempor-
arily, by Ald. Dodd refusing to glve
way on the point, when Ald. Campbell
forced the matter a stage further by
hinting that unless Ald. Dodd saw fit
to clear the path for further progress,
e would ask the committee to rise and
report, which ~was another way of
shelving the matter for the present.
Ald. Dodd gave way. Owing to the
fact, as pointed out by members of the
delegation, that the specially made
pans hold sixteen ounces, Ald. Dodd
conceded a further point, his original
intentioh beirtg fo ask the council to
pass the weight at twenjy ounces.

A clause which was eventually order-
ed stricken out had reference to each
baker of bread being compelled to de-
posit with the chief of police a state-
ment in writing signed by him sétting
forth the address and location “of the
place wherein the bread was baked.
For a time Dodd stuck to his ground]
ufitil he was reminded by Mr. Lavery"
that -bakers paid the ecity a license.” The
mover of the by-law maintained ‘that
any man could come into the city and
make bread in an unsanitary cellar.

‘Ald. - Bryson was with the previous
speaker on this point, being convinced
that citizens had in the past partaken
of meat in sausages which were made
in the most unhealthy places.

After a trying period of discussions
and counter motions, a vote was called
for, all voting “aye” with the’ excep-
tion of Dodd.

Slight alterations were made in gther

WOMAN SUFFRAGE.
California Voting To-day on Consti=
tutional Amendments.

San Francisco, Cal., Oct. 10.—Cali-
fornia to-day is voting on twenty-
three proposed amendments to the
state constitution, three of them pro-
viding for a radical change in . the
method ‘of state government: These
three, if successful, will give women
the right of suffrage, will provide for
the recall of all state, county or court
officials, including the juriciary, and
will introduce the initiative and refer-
endum.

The recall and the initiative and ref-
erendum amendments have been urged
strongly by Gov. Johnson and by many
of ‘the influential newspapers 0f the
state.

Los Angeles, Cal, Oct. 10.—More
than 100 women of Los Angeles, who
have been prominent in the campaign
for ‘equal suffrage recelved their first
taste of real polities to-day. ~The suf-
frage amendment and _ that covering
the initiative and referendum and re-
call appeared to be uppermost in the
minds of the“voters, not only in Los
Angeles, but elsewhere., Early indi-
catiofis were that an unusuauy heavy
vote would be east.

The suffragists became so mﬂgta.nt in
their . electioneering methods 1n the
fashionablée West End and Unlversity
distriet that Captain J. J. Bradish,,
commanding the University . Police
station, sent out patrolmen with in-
structions "to arrest the “women poll
workers.

. Toronto, Oct. 11.—*“The act of Presi-

dent Taft in bringing forward  the
peace proposal between England and
America is one of the most courageous
and magnificent attempts ever made
by any statesinan im the history of the
world.” ;

Shortly after this statement had
been made to the Ecumenical Method-
it conference yesterday by Alderman
T. Snape of Liverpoocl, Eng., the deéle-
gates uranimously adopted a resolu-
tion endorsing the proposed arbitra-
tion.

“Dr. J. Scott Lidgett, of London, Eng. ]
editor of the Methodist Fimes, ‘said:
“The time is coming when everything:
which relates to the welfare. of 1an- |
kind will be considered by iribunals 01“
peace and adjustment. Yet  human:
naturz must be n"msformed beforﬂ we
can have universal peace.’

“The Church and Modern Life” was
the subject of the day’s papers, and
some of the sub-heads under which the
main topic was considered led .to
further discussion of “higher ecriti-
cism.”

Rev. S. D. Chown, of Toronto, in dis-
cussing “The Adaptation of the
Church to the Needs of Modern Life,’
said: “We need to-day spiritual leaders;
who are men first and clergymen af-
terwards. We need in them perfect;
sincerity. The pulpit in some quar-|
ters is dry-rotting and languishing for
the vital message of the gospel. A par-
rot- preacher is a parasite. The lay-
man’s function is to secure S0Ci .11
justice.

TRUST CASE BEING
HEARD BY GOURTS

United States Authorities Seek
Actign Against Railways
and Coal Companies

Washington, Gct. 11.—Action by the
Supreme court of the United States to
alleged violation of the anti-
trust law by the principal railroads
and coal companies in the Pennsyl-
vania anthracite regions was urged by
J. C. McReynolds, special assistant to
the attorney-general, in a three-hour
argument before the tribunal yester-
day.

Attorney-General Wickersham is
expected to address the court to-day
regarding the application of the}
Sherman law to the facts in the, case,
and John G. Johnson, of Philadelphia
and others will defend the corpora-
tion attacked.

Mr. McReynolds argued that the
evidence presented by the government
in the United States circuit court
showed there was a general combiha-
tion between the railroad and the coal
companies to avoid competition in the
production, sale and transportation of
anthracite.

As evidence of a conspiracy, he
called attention to the railroads buy-
ing stock in the Temple iron company
and the latter company purchasing
the “leading independent’” coal con-
cern, which was said to be lending
support to a plan to build a railroad
to compete with the defendant rail-
roads. He pointed to the so-called 65
per cent. contracts for the purchase of
the output of the independent mines.

Everett Warren, counsel for the
Temple Iron Company, maintained
that the independents did not intend
to construct an interstate railroad and
therefore the government’s charge
that the Temple Iron company was
re-organized by the railroads to throt-
tle the construection of an interstate
carrier was unfounded.

FACTORY CONDITIONS.

Gordon Thinks Conditions
C. Compare Favorably
With Ekewhere

Inspector
in--B.

In a preliminary rcport to the at-
torney-general, C. R. Gordon, inspector
of factories in B. C., who has returned
from the annual convention of factory
inspectors of America, held at Lin-
coln, Nebraska, gives a few interesting
details of his trip and not a few im-:
portant points. He says: “I also at-
tended illustrated lectures given by
Professor Sweetzer showing safety de-
vices employed in various industrial
concerns. The professor showed one
safeguard which is much in use in
Europe, and which might well be
adopted generally in this country. It
consists in painting guards and safety
devices, and, wherever practicable,
the moving parts of dangeroug ma-
chinery, a bright red. This = serves
most effectually to call attention to
danger. Omne leading matter discuss-
ed during the progress of the conven-
tion was the sanitation of factories,
and several valuable suggestions were
advanced as to means of overcoming
the insanitary conditions, from which
I learn there is considerable work to
be done in this province to bring con-
ditions to a higher standard. The
subject of safety devices is indeed a
difficult as well as a technical one,
but inasmuch as the subject has been
assigned to me, I hope it will not be
considered immodest on my part to
state that I consider the safety devices
provided for the province of British
Columbia to more nearly approach
the ideal safety than those employed
in the various places I have visited.

“On the invitation of the chief in-
spector of the state of Illinois I had
the pleasure of visiting the works of
the Illinois Steel Co., the South Chi-
cago Pullman Car Works and the La
Salle: Hotel- Laundry, which is con-
sidered to be the most up-to-date
laundry in the state. I consider con-
ditions in the lavndries in British Co-
lumbia quite as satisfactory. I .alse
visited the works of S. Carper &
Brothers, one of the largest furniture
faciories, em’ploying: seven hundred
and fifty men. I also visited a num-
ber of other factories, and was enabled
by these various inspectors to obtain
a fair knowledge of conditions existing
in these works.”

An Indian Murdeféé‘ Esoapgs
From Custody at Clinton and
Kills Chief Witness

Vancouver, Oct. 11.—Detectives and
provincial police are scattered through
ine mountains along the Cariboo road
in search of Moise, an Indian, who is
suspected of having murdered Wye, a
Chinaman, last week. The crime oC=
curred - the day after the Indian’s
escape from Clinton jail, where he was
being held for trial for the killing of a
white man in that district last Febru-
ary.

According to advices received here
the evidence in the hands of the au-
thorittes indicates that Moise commit-
ted@ the recent crime. Following his
escape from - the lockup -he made di-
rect for the cabin of Wye on the Cari-
boo road, a few miles below Clinton.
Wye, it seems, was to have been the
principal ‘witness ‘against ‘the Indian in
connection with the first murder.
Knowing the case that could be made
against him in the-event:of recapture,
the accused, according to the police,
dcemed it best to get rid of the China-
man, who was found in his cabin with
his head split open.

The deed was committed with an axe,
which with its blood-stains, was found
alongside the body of the vietim. It is
understood that the attorney-general
will be asked to offer a reward for the
arrest of the Indian,” whose where-
abouts are unknown. The chase pro-
mises to be as dramatic as the gov-
ernment’s pursuit of Gun-a-Noot, a
Hazelton Indian, who, after murdering
a Frenchman, took to the hills and,
protectéed by other Indians, has thus
far evaded arrest.

At the assizes held at Clinton last
week Mr. Justice Gregory presided, the
crown being represented by A. M.
Whiteside, of this e¢ity. The lawyers
for the defence were James Murphy
and Stuart Henderson, of Ashcroft.

Charlie . George, an Indian, charged
with the murder of Susan, an Indian
woman, near Clinton last winter, was
found guilty of manslaughter and
given a penitentiary term of twelve
years.

Johnnie Daniels, another Indian, was
iried for the alleged murder of Willle
Michel, an Indian, near Lytton, in
August last. The jury brought in a
verdict of manslaughter and the pris-
oner was given five years at New West-
minster,

The difficult question of regulating
street . .traffic occupied the eity council
for & long time last evening, the de-
tails of regulations to be embodied in
the streets by-law provoking much de-
bate, ~The principal difficulty which
joccupied the aldermen was the defini-
tion' of what represented a fair time
in ‘which to permit ownérs of auto- !
mobiles’ to Teave thelr cars on the,
street, generally unattended, and im-
movable as a rule owing to the cus-
tomary precaution to remove the
spa.rl} plug, while transacting business.
Obstruction of the street in the vicin-
ity of the Pemberton and Sayward
blocks were quoted as instances of the
need for greater restriction, while
some members of the council were for
leaving the definition of what consti-
tuted an obstruction to the police, ‘to
determine in accordance with circum-
stances.

Yet another alternative was sug-
gested, that the council define an area
composing the principal business
streets in ‘which no automobiles
should be left unattended, but should
be required to be left in the nearest
side street, the obvious objection be-
ing that the owners of property on
thesé streets would. resent this action,
and that cars there would prove just
as much -an obstruction. The legal
members of the council,” Aldermen
Langley and Moresby, with City So-
Heitor Mc¢Diarmid will further con-
sider the question of what constitutes
an obstruction before reéporting back
an amendment to the clause dealing
with this matter.

The aldermen also found themselves

Among ‘the regulations is one set-
ting forth that after June, 1812, no sign
may be lower than eight feet above
the sidewalk in any part cof the city.

The ‘council decided to adopt Fire
Chief Davis’s recommendation that the
by-law regulating places of amuse-
ment should be amended to enforce
the riule that stalrcases leading from
balconies of the moving picture the-
datres should be ccmpelled to open
straight on to the street, and not into
lobbies where the flow of people in
case of a panic would cause further
congestion. Otherwise the chief re-
commended that the balconies should
be closed to the public.

The chief, in an explanation to the
council, pointed out that the booths are
lined with asbestos packing, and pro-
vided with automatic shutters, and al-
though this reduces the danger to a
minimum, yet in case of a panic with-
out the precautions he recommends
the result might be serious.

A letter was read from D. Gilles-
pie, secretary-treasurer of the Pacifle
Coast Construction Company, in con-
nection with the complaint of = the
council that the company was continu-
ing to work on Sundays on the Dallas
road “‘sea wall, and =stating that con-
ditions arising from the material in
which the excavation was madeg ne-
cessitated constant etfort or else about
every six hours the results would be
lost by silting up, and therefore while
the company did not wish to offend
any religious body, they must decline
to cease work.
