V Pekin, Oct. 12.—Between 5,000 and 
6,000 Chinese troops in Hankow are 
reported to have mutinied this morn­
ing and killed from 200 to 30Ô Man-
chus. The rebels occupied Sul Ting 
Pu yesterday.

Elaborate military precautions have 
been, taken to prevent any sympa­
thetic revolutionary uprising and the 
palaces are guarded by ' troops ^-of 
proved loyalty.

The -advices received here indicate 
that three regiments of the army par­
ticipated in the revolt at Wu Chang.

It is believed that the revolution­
aries will attempt to destroy the rail­
road and prevent the transportation 
into Hupeh province of the troops 
that were concentrated at Sze Chuen 
last month.

The edict cashiers the viceroy at Wu 
Chang, who fled before the rebels, but 
at the same time orders him to return 
to his post and retrieve his reputa­
tion. He is threatened with severe 
punishment if he fails to capture Wu 
Chang. It is expected that the revolu­
tionists will dynamite the bridges of 
the Peking and Hankow to prevent the 
arrival of troops. Extraordinary pre­
cautions are being enforced here. 
Chinese passengers are forbidden to 
travel on the Peking and Hankow 
railroad beyond Chumation Hunan 
province.

Loyal Troops Fled.
Hankow, Oct. 11.—To-day the loyal 

troops fled across the river, followed 
by the bullets of the insurgents. A 
fugitive colonel of the Chinese army 
informed the correspondent of the 
Associated Press at Hankow that the 
entire provisional army of Hupeh, 
with the exception of two or three 
thousand men, mutinied. The pro­
clamation of the revolutionaries 
threatened with decapitation anyone 
who assaulted a foreigner. The move­
ment >ltns at the overthrow of the 
Mariclftis, the reigning dynasty.

Desiring to terrorize 
the revolutionaries, four of the prison­
ers were beheaded in the street before 
the viceroy’s yamen yesterday.

Immediately a portion of the govern­
ment artillery forces within the city : 
mutinied and the uprising was pre­
cipitated.

The disaffection spread to other 
forces, and the revolutionaries started 
firing the city and attacking troops 
that refused to join them. The latter, 
were overcome.

The taotai appealed to the foreign 
consuls to instruct their warships t-o 
guard the harbor limits and head off 
rebel reinforcements from the river. 
The viceroy sent a message to Pekin 
urgently requesting the immediate dist 
patch of warships from Tien Tsin. He 
then found refuge on a private yacht.

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 12.—According 
to Western Associated Press despatch­
es received last night from the prin­
cipal industrial and .‘agrarian centres 
m the west the fear of an imminent 
labor‘'famine is unfounded. Only in 
thb Moose Jay district is the need of 
city and field labor urgently felt, the 
active demand In other localities be­
ing the evir-present Call for building 
and construction laborers and the 
usual .autumn needs for the harvest 
field and thresher gangs.

In most of the larger cities there is 
a .brisk demand also for skilled ar­
tisans, while the same thing might be 
said of unskilled labor, though to a 
lesser degree arising from the periodi­
cal influx of ranchers and summer 
fSxm-hands,’ who spend the off-season 
in town;

This latter state of affairs is par­
ticularly applicable tor the far western 
industrial centres, such as Calgary-and 
"Medicine Hat, where there is a large 
and increasing population. East of 
Calgary, in point of fact, there is like­
ly to be a surplus of unskilled hands 
owirig to the recent decision of the 
lumber manufacturers of the western 
Alberta district to close down work 
foe tile winter. This surplus, however, 
finds its solution in such towns as 
Moose Jaw, where one employment 
agency alone has called for six hun­
dred men and where the G. T. P. is 
sending out a rush call for at least 
three hundred men.

Taken all around the western labor 
situation this fall will be satisfactorily 
adjusted if only the medium for ac­
complishing the adjustment is ascer­
tained and applied.

Situation in Moose Jaw.
Moose Jaw, Oct. 12.—The shortage 

of labor which has become so acute 
recently here was dealt with by the 
Board of Trade last night. It was 
stated from carefully selected data 
that as many as 1,000 unskilled labor­
ers are urgently required in Moose Jaw, 
and besides these a number of men 
in different trades are needed. Presi­
dent Loney was deputed to urge the 
railways to extend the excursions from 
the east with a viéw to relieve the- 
situation. It is pointed out that labor­
ers are offered 63 a day and threshers 
as much as $3.25. Unless a sufficient 
number of men are procurable it is 
feared that many threshing outfits 
must close down and general advance­
ment in public works, improvements 
and .railway construction be greatly 
handicapped.

“For ourselves, we have no cast-iron 
theory. We take a non-party view of 
these changes, for, on all questions re­
lating to the price of the people’s food, 
we hold that it should be approached 
without bias and in a scientific and 
practical, businesslike fashion.

“Some aspects of the present situation 
are very clear.
The rise is general. In countries where 
food is normally dear it is dearer, and 
in some cases so dear as to constitute a 
grave source of danger to "the public 
peace. Another feature is that the pise 
in the price of food began in countries 
where food is supposed to be guarded 
and protected by high tariffs. The so­
cial disadvantages of dear food are be­
ing felt most acutely in these countries, 
then, prices have gone up notwith­
standing that the area of wheat under 
cultivation is increasing every year. 
The prevailing boom in genera! com­
merce and trade throughout the world, 
instead of leading, as one would sup ­
pose It would, to a cheapening of 
things, the reverse is the fact, 
money rate is steadier, and, but for the 
black cloud on the European horizon, 
the rates of interest would allow a 
margin for making good business all 
over the world. What, then, is it that 
is1 at work in the commercial or eco­
nomic world making for high prices?

“Some of the causes are, it is true, 
transient. The price of butter and eggs 
and vegetables is accounted for, so far 
as this country is concerned, by the 
glorious summer that we have just ex­
perienced. Had we known at the be­
ginning that one result of the dry sum­
mer would have been a shortage of 
milk, and consequent rise in the price 
of butter, perhaps our criticism of the 
tropical conditions into which we were 
cast so suddenly would have been- 
greatly modified. At any rate, the fact 
is that while seaside towns and rail­
way companies and others have pro­
fited by the extra degree of sunshine 
thaft has shone upon this island, the 
general consumer has to pay for the 
privilege in dearer food. That is one 
cause.

Mrs, O’Leary’s Bovine Not Responsible 
For Great Chicago Fire.

Chicago, Ill., Oct. 11.—Chicago cele­
brated on Monday the fortieth anni­
versary of the great fire of 1871, which 
destroyed 3200,000,000 worth of property 
and caused the death of 300 persons. 
In Grant Park a replica of Mrs. 
O’Leary’s historic barn was fired as a 
feature of thé evening’s performance. 
A cow was secured to play the part of 
the famous animal which, according to 
the generally accepted belief, started 
the big blaze by kicking-over a lamp. 
In this connection Michael Ahern, the 
only living police reporter who “cov­
ered” the story, gives a version of the" 
affair which differs materially . from 
that generally taken as correct.

“The fire was not started by a cow 
kicking over a lamp while Mrs. 
O'Leary was milking the animal,” said 
Ahern. “The O’‘Leary s were all in bed 
when the fire started. Mrs. O’Leary 
had milked her cows—she owned five- 
more than three hours before the fire 
was discovered. I knew Mrs. O’Leary 
well. She was a truthful woman. A 
few days after the fire I interviewed 
her regarding the story of the cow and 
the lamp. She branded It as untrue.

“It is true that the fire started in the 
O’Leary cowshed, and I have my rea­
son for believing that someone went 
there to pilfer milk from one of the 
cows. There was a social gathering in 
the neighborhood in honor of a young 
man from Ireland. One of those pres­
ent told me in after years that 
women of the party went to the O’Leary 
shed to get some milk for punch. One 
woman held a lighted lamp while the 
other milked the cow. They thought 
they heard someone coming and in 
their hurry to escape the lamp 
dropped, setting fire to the place. That,
I believe, is the true cause of the fire.”

Nanaimo, Oct. 12.—Andrew Beveridge, a 
young man residing at Extension, B. C., 
committed suicide Tuesday evening in his 
cabin at that place by placing the muzzle 
of a revolver to his right temple, pulling 
the trigger and sending a bullet through 
liis brain. Despondency is mentioned as 
the cause of his act.

Beveridge, ' who was a native of Scot­
land and but 21 years of age, has been a 
resident of this district for a short time. 
He was employed in the Extension mines 
up to the 13th of last month, when he left 
bis employment, since which time he has 
been in a more or less despondent state of 
mind.

ANOTHER FATALITY.

Deaf and Dumb Indian Killed on the 
Railway Track.

!

Vernon, Oct 11.—The other morning 
as the C. P. R. train was proceeding 
from Vernon to Okanagan Landing the 
engineer saw a man on the track about 
two miles from the cljy. He repeated­
ly blew his whistle, and no notice be­
ing taken of this, he put on the brakes, 
but could not stop the train before It 
hit the man. He was thrown several 
feet from the track, and was soon 
identified as a deaf and dumb Indian 
from Okanagan Mission, named Sol. 
Abraham.

An inquest was held by Coroner 
Morris and the following jury: H. G. 
Nangle (foreman), R. Fitxmaurice, 8. 
P. Elliott, H. G. Muller, J. W. Glover 
and C. F. Gosterton.

After hearing the evidence of the en­
gineer, fireman and conductor, and 
some Indians who identified the de­
ceased and testified that he was deaf 
and dumb, the Jury returned the fol­
lowing verdict: “We find that the de­
ceased came to his death by being 
struck by engine No. 440 of the C. P. R. 
train, running between Vernon and 
Okanagan Landing, about noon on 
Monday, October 2. Evidence having 
been given that the deceased was a 
deaf mute, and that the engineer re­
peatedly blew his whistle, we find that 
no blame can be attached to any per­
son In charge of the train.”

— Bronzed and 
weather-beaten, William Yolen Wil­
liams, Spokane, consulting engineer to

Mr. Williams was instructed by Jay

SFRtrCE FOR OARS.

British Admiralty Place Large Orders 
With Queen Charlotte Firm.

Queen, Charlotte, Oct. 11.—The British 
admiralty recently gave to the Moresby 
Island Lumber Company, of Queen 
Charlotte, an order for 200,000 feet of 
white spruce, 
used In the manufacture of oars for 
the rowboats of the warships.

The superior quality of the white 
spruce grown In the Queen Charlotte 
group was discovered years ago by 
British naval officers on the North Pa­
cific station. This kind of lumber was 
found to be Ideally adapted for making 
oars, and it is now used for that pur- 
ipose in his Majesty’s vessels through­
out the world.

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The material will be
Nelson School Board Trying to 

Make Terms With 
Council

W. C, T. U, Presents Petition to 
the City Council of

Nelson, Oct. 11—Another conference 
between the finance committees of the 
school board and the city council has 
been held with a view to some agree­
ment being arrived at which will pre­
vent the threatened closing of the pub­
lic and high schools which must take 
plade unless an arrangement satisfac­
tory to both bodies Is reached.

The meeting was a private one, and 
no statement has been giyen out as to 
the results attained, but It is rumored 
that steps are being taken which may 
bring the difficulty temporarily to a 
satisfactory conclusion.

At the last meeting of the school 
board the finance committee of that 
body were given, full powers to deal 
with the situation, and A. D. Emory 
and R. G. Joy, who compose this com­
mittee, immediately made arrange­
ments for the meeting with the finance 
committee of the city council, which 
consists of Aid. Stark, Aid. Hume, Aid. 
Gllker and the mayor, ex officio. Wm. 
Irvliie, chairman, and Dr. Arthur, sec­
retary, are members, ex officio, of the 
school board committee.

Cranbrook, Oct. 11.—At last sitting of 
the city council there was read a 
requisition from the local W. C. T. V. 
in reference to the alleged frequenting 
of pool rooms and bare by minors. The 
requisition was presented by Mrs A. 
A. Mackinnon and Mrs. Brydges.

In presenting the requisition Mrs. 
Mackinnon said it was the desire of 
the local W. C. T. U, that the city 
council should take steps to prohibit 
all minors from frequenting billard 
and pool rooms as well as saloons. She 
spoke of the pernicious Influences of 
the pool rooms upon mere boys and 
expressed the opinion that the council 
would unanimously support them In 
their efforts to safeguard the youth of 
the city.

Aid. McNabb said he had already 
personally taken that matter up with 
the chief of police, who had informed 
him that he' had no authority to pre­
vent minors from frequenting pool 
rd&ms.

Mayor Hunt said the requisition, of 
the W. C. T. U. would assuredly re­
ceive the earnest consideration of the 
cotmcll. Personally he had not known 
that minors were frequenting pc6ï 
rooms, and if the council had not the 
power to prohibit that sort of thing, 
steps would be taken to secure the 
necessary legislation.

On motion of Aid. Jackson and John­
son the petition will be placed in tho 
hands of the police commissioners, 
with a view to that body taking prompt 
steps to putting a stop to minors fre­
quenting the places complained of.

I have consented to swim in the ' Sta­
dium because many people are anxious 
to see for themselves how long distance 

I swims are accomplished. But even 
mere important is the fact that this 
form of athletics, more than ànÿ other, 
developes vigor, determination and self- 
reliance.” Burgess detailed the exhibi­
tion he is to give on Saturday. “I shall 
use during the greater part of the 
time,” he said, “my Channel stroke, 
which, I believe, is different to that of 
other swimmers, but I shall also show 
how long distance swimming can be 
accomplished on the back and on the 
breast. I shall also take food as I did 
while swimming from Dover to Griz- 
nez. In short, onlookers will see for 
themselves how I swam the Channel.”

« SUNDAY SHOWS WRONG.

About the first of next month a 
change will most likely bë made in the 
service of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Steamship Co. to Prince Rupert. Capt. 
C. H. Nicholson, superintendent of the 
compâriy, who arrived In town tide 
morning on the steamer Prince George, 
stated that one of the vessels would be 
withdrawn about that time from the 
run but a weekly service maintained 
between Victoria, Seattle and Vancou­
ver and Prince Rupert, during the Win­
ter months.

It has not yet been decided which 
one of the big coasters will be the first 
to lie up. Immediately one is with­
drawn work will commence aboard the 
vessel in equipping her with oil burn­
ers. Capt. Nicholson has just returned 
from a trip to San Francisco, Where he 
arranged for the purchasing of oil to., 
supply the two Prince steamers: Oil 
tanks are to be erected in Vancouver 5 
and the vessels will take on their fuel 
there while the freight is being loaded 
and unloaded. In the past the vessels 
have always put into Nanaimo on 
their southbound trips and spent four 
or five hours filling their bunkers This 
delay will be eliminated with the oil 
fuel and the vessels will make faster 
time.

When one of the steamers has been 
equipped with the burners and under­
gone her annual overhaul, she will re­
lieve the other vessel on the run, which 
will then have the oil apparatus in­
stalled. With this method of generat­
ing steam it is expected that the Prince 
steamers will increase their speed a 
little, making slightly over nineteen 
knots. Minor alterations are to be 
made to the big steamers and they will 
be placed in the best possible shape for 
the spring season next year.

Nothing has been heard yet as to 
whether the smaller ships of the fleet 
will be equipped with oil burners. It 
is believed, however, that the Prince 
Albert (Capt. Duncan McKenzie), oper­
ating in the service to northern British 
Columbia ports, will in the near future 
use oil as fuel instead of coal.

Hospital Loses Donation Because It 
Took Money From Them.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.) ■ 
During the time the C. P. R. were 

negotiating the purchase of the crack 
turbine steamer Queen Alexandra a 
fire broke out aboard the vessel and 
she was seriously damaged. This oc­
curred about the middle of last month 
and in the meantime the work of re­
pairing her : has been completed. The 
Glasgow Weekly Mail of September 
16 which has Just arrived, contains an 
account of the fire which is „as fol­
lows r

A serious outbreak of fire occurred 
yesterday on board the turbine pleas­
ure steamer Queen Alexandra as she 
lay at her coaling berth at Greenock. 
As a result extensive damage was done 
to the vessel. The fire originated in 
the engineers’ store-room on the main 
deck, and spread aft ' With much 
•rapidity. When the fire brigade ar­
rived, the flames were rising high into 
the air. The sides of the vessel were 
red hot, and giving out heat 6f such 
intensity that the firemen had to de­
vote their energies to damping the 
hull before they could approach near 
enough to endeavor to "cope with the 
flames.

When they were able to apply the 
three lines of hose which they were 
using to the flames, the firmen made 
every effort to confine the outbreak 
to amidships, and for fully two hours 
they played a constant stream of "water 
into the hold before the flames were 

' under control. The main and upper 
decks were burned through, and the 
promenade deck was also badly dam­
aged, while the bar, the fruit and 
fectionery stall, and the saloon, all on 
the main deck, as well as diping-room, 
were practically destroyed.

Several of the ships boats were 
burned from the davits, and the net 
result of the outbreak might be de­
scribed as an almost entire gutting of 
the vessel aft. The part of the pier at 
which the vessel was" lying was also 
damaged, the piles of the quay wall 
catching fire as the flames leaped 
over the side of the steamer. The 
origin of the fire is unknown, and no 
feasible explanation has so far been 
forthcoming. A great many of the 
Ship’s fittings, including the expensive 
upholstery in the dining-room and the 
saloon, have of course, been complete­
ly destroyed.

iWashington. D. C„ Oct. 10.—After a 
search across the continent and np 
into British Columbia, the secret ser­
vice operatives yesterday afternoon 
captured Albert Leon, a Russian Jew 
and political refugee, as he was about 
to leave New York for South America. 
Léon Is alleged to be at the head of an 
extensive counterfeiting gang which 
has flooded the Pacific Coast with 
spurious ten-dollar bills during thé 
last year.

The secret service was advised yes­
terday that Leon was alleged to have 
perfected a process by. . which be 
photographed the face of a note which 
looked so much like surface printing 
that many experts' declared it to have 
been printed from an etched plate. 
Two of Leon’s alleged confederates, 
Rudolph Swanson and Fred Mernek, 
were arrested In Chicago two weeks 
ago, charged with passing counterfeit 
money.

Leon arrived In this country about 
three years " ago. He took up a sec­
tion of land near Beaumont, Los An­
geles, Cal., where It is believed the 
first spurious notes were made. In 
December, 1916, he went to Nootka, 
Vancouver Island, British Columbia, 
and It was charged that most of his 
counterfeit work came out of his plant 
there.

The notes of these national banks, It 
was alleged, were counterfeited by 
Leon: The Riverside National Bank; 
the First National Bank, Yuma, Aria.; 
First National of Orange ; Pasadena, 
Cal., National Bank; First National of i 
Williamsport, Pa.; El Centra, Cal., Na­
tional ; First National of Portland, 
Ore.; National Bank of Commerce, 
Wichita, Kas.; Anglo and London- 
Paris National Bank of San Fran­
cisco ; Illinois National of Springfield, 
DI.; Blair County National of Tyrone, 
Pa., and the Crocker National of San 
Francisco.

Leon also was alleged to have coun­
terfeited the ten dollar United States 
Buffalo note and to have circulated tt 
on the Pacific coast.

The central figure of the dance was 
a big, strapping buck with his face 
gorgeously painted in red and black, 
wearing a crown of straw and a spear. 
With the spear he went through a 
series of pantomimes, his body In 
rythm With the beating of drums, the 
toot of horns, and the beating of sticks 
and tin cans. Outside of this central 
figure the dance consisted of a series of 
muscular movements of the body, of a 
lot of harsh guttural noises and jump­
ing up and down, the whole body in 
motion to the noise, as music it surely 
was not, although it had a certain dig­
nity of discords, 
dance was far more fatighing than 
graceful, although the Indians present 
Seemed to find the contortions ex­
tremely Interesting, especially those of 
a strapping buck dressed In a night­
gown and underwear.

BALFOUR ON RESULT.

Haddington, Scotland, Oct. 10.—A. J. 
Balfour spoke before an immense 
meeting of the Unionist Association on 
Saturday.

“I hope,” said Balfour, “that, our 
people will find the spirit in which we 
must approach this question in the 
decision reached by the Canadian 
people. The Canadian decision ex­
tended far beyond the borders of Can­
ada, and must have beneficial results 
for the Empire at large. The decision 
of Canada shows how impossible it Is 
to maintain the present system spoken 
of as free trade.

‘‘Utiles* this country meets the situ­
ation we will have Canada, Australia, 
■Mew Zealand and other great cofn- 
rounities making their special com­
mercial tariffs with -other countries. 
This country will awake some fine 
morning to find that these local com­
munities, loyal as they are, have In­
stituted a system of tariffs In which 
we will find ourselves at a disadvan­
tage. Such a state of affairs must 
have a fatal effect upon the unity of 
the British Empire.”

Mr. Balfour declared that the sys­
tem of commercial defence was as 
necessary, as any other defence, and he 
did not propose any plan. He 
specified home rule and disestablish­
ment as constituting the “second act of 
the Liberals’ attempted revolution."

Lost

Seattle, Oct. 10.—The Sound steam­
boat Perdita of the Inland Navigation 
Company caught fire at 7.30 this morn­
ing, while ten miles off Port Ludlow, 
and burned to the water’s edge. The 
wreck of the Perdita will go on record 
a» the “luckiest" marine disaster in the 
history of Sound shipping, for although 
this vessei, carrying passengers and 
crew, burned like tinder, driving all on 
board into the icy Sound waters, not 
a single lifeboat could be safely 
launched, and in spite of the fact that 
all hands drifted about in the water 
fully half an hour before help arrived, 
there was not a single death or near 
fatality.

The twenty-one men of the crew of 
thé vessel and passengers arrived here 
at noon-to-day.

Muffled explosions were followed by 
fire, and in thirty seconds the boat was 
wrapped in flames. The vessel was 
proceeding at full speed, and it could 
not be stopped because the engine was 
Inaccessible.

Captain McAlpin then ordered the 
dobra torn from the boat and threw 
overboard, after which all hands buck­
led on the' cork life-preservers and 
leaped overboard/ When Captain Mc­
Alpin found that his chargés were all 
floating safely, each one clinging to a 
door pr piece of wood, he and the first 
officer, Charles Stanley, left the doomed 
vessel.

Vancouver, Oct. 10.—At; North Van­
couver this morning the new Domin­
ion government tug Point Grey was 
successfully launched and towed across 
the inlet to Evans, Coleman & Evans 
wharf, where she will receive the boiler 
brought out for her from the United 
Kingdom by- the Blue Funnel liner 
Bellerophon.

California Voting To-day on Consti­
tutional Amendments.

Ok San Francisco, Cal., Oct. 10.—Cali­
fornia to-day is voting on twenty- 
three proposed amendments to the 
state constitution, three of them pro­
viding for a radical change 
method of state government. These 
three, if successful, will give women 
the right of suffrage, will provide for 
the recall of all state, county or court 
officials, including the juriciary, and 
will introduce the initiative and refer­
endum.

The recall and the initiative and ref­
erendum amendments have been urged 
strongly by Gov. Johnson and by many 
of the influential newspapers of the 
state.

Los Angeles, Cat., Oct. 10.—More 
than 100 women of Los Angeles, who 
have been prominent in the campaign 
for equal suffrage received their first 
taste of real politics to-day.

A number of people gathered in the 
ball-room of the Metropolitan Metho­
dist church on Pandora and Quadra 
streets last night, to listen to an in­
spirational report of the San Francisco 
convention, given by H. J. Knott, of 
the adult department of the Sunday 
school, J. Meston, general superinten­
dent of First Presbyterian Sunday 
school, and the Rev. J. W. Williamson, 
secretary of the Provincial Sunday 
schools. Mr. Shakespeare was to have 
addressed the audience, but owing to a 
bad Cold was not in attendance.

W. E. Staneland, chairman of the 
meeting, opened it by the singing of 
hymn 319. after which he introduced to 
the audience the well known adult 
superintendent, H. J. Knott, who gave 
aft interesting talk of his ideas and 
those he obtained in his attendance at 
the San Francisco convention in re­
gards to the adult department reform 
work and general betterment. He gave 
an interesting account of the inspiring 
religious parade of 7,000 men from all 
over the North American continent 
who paraded through the streets of 
San Francisco, four and eight deep, 
and of how they came to four huge 
drays loaded down with bibles which 
each man helped himself to, continuing 
on his way,, and of the distinctive songs 
and yells sung and shouted by each one 
of the forty-four contingents taking 
part.

Mr. Knott ended his pleasing ad­
dress by impressing on his listeners 
the fact that there was to be no limit to 
things in regard to their work, which 
seemed to have just begun to start out.

Mr. Staneland then called upon John 
Meston, who gave an interesting sum­
mary of the ideas he grasped of Ele­
mentary Work at the convention. He 
read some interesting items from the 
more noted national workers and he 
spoke feelingly of how he was 
pressed by the parade of some 600 
foreigners in the ’Frisco convention.

Rev. J. W, Williamson opened his 
address with a pleasing little talk of 
really how much work he had to do 
and just where he must be in those 
twelve short months of each year. 
Rev. Williamson has a pleasing ad­
dress, obtained through his long career 
of speaking, and his absolute love of 
and confidence in his work. His im­
pressions of the convention were clev­
erly told. That the convention shook 
wicked fîan Francisco—San Francisco 
with nd church large enough to hold 
over 1,000 persons, a city of lust and 
pleasure—shook it as It has not been 
shaken since the earthquake, was Rev. 
J. W. Williamson’s summary of the big 
affair.

In three years 1,500,000 members 
have been added to Sunday school sta­
tistics, which means fourteen new 
Sunday schools with 100 members 
daily. To-night’s meeting is to be a 
lecture by Mrs. Dr. McKay on Ele­
mentary Work and the various phases.
A large attendance should take ad­
vantage of so good an opportunity to 
hear of the work.

The difficult question of regulating 

street-traffic occupied the city council 
for â long time last evening, the de­
tails of regulations to be embodied in 
the streets by-law provoking much de­
bate.

F WOMAN SUFFRAGE 
GETS A CLOSE VOTE

In a preliminary report to the at­
torney-general, C. R. Gordon, inspector 
of factories in B. C., who has returned 
from the annual convention of factory 
inspectors of America, held at Lin­
coln, Nebraska, gives a few interesting 
details of his trip and not a few imr 
portant points. He says: “I also at­
tended illustrated lectures given by 
Professor Sweetzer showing safety de­
vices employed in various industrial 
concerns. The professor showed one 
safeguard which is much in use in 
Europe, and which might well be 
adopted generally in this country. It 
consists in painting guards and safety 
devices, and, wherever practicable, 
the moving parts of dangerous ma­
chinery, a bright red. This serves 
most effectually to call attention to 
danger. One leading matter discuss­
ed during the progress of the conven­
tion was the sanitation of factories, 
and several valuable suggestions were 
advanced as to means of overcoming 
the insanitary conditions, from which 
I learn there Is considerable work to 
be done in this province to bring con­
ditions to a higher standard. The 
subject of safety devices is indeed a 
difficult as well as a technical one, 
but inasmuch as the subject has been 
assigned to me, I hope it will not be 
considered immodest on my part to 
state that I consider the safety devices 
provided for the province of British 
Columbia to more nearly approach 
the ideal safety than those employed 
in the various places I have visited.

“On the invitation of the chief in­
spector of the state of Illinois I had 
the pleasure of visiting the works of 
the Illinois Steel Co., the South Chi­
cago Pullman Car Works and the La 
Salle, Hotel Laundry, which is con­
sidered to be the most up-to-date 
laundry in the state. I consider con­
ditions in the laundries in British Co­
lumbia quite as satisfactory. I also 
visited the works of S. Carper & 
Brothers, one of the largest furniture 
factories, enfploying seven hundred 
and fifty men. I also visited a num­
ber of other factories, and was enabled 
by these various inspectors to obtain 
a fair knowledge of conditions existing 
in these works.”

San Francisco, Oct. 11.—Tabulation 
of the constitutional amendment elec­
tion held in this state yesterday indi­
cated at 1.30 o’clock this morning that 
the woman suffrage provision, prevt- 

i ously conceded to have been beaten, 
was making a close run. Complete re­
turns from 1,367 precincts out of the 
3,120 in the state, give 60,668 in favor, 
63,589 against. This showed such a 
decided change, due principally to the 
back country vote, that the suffragists 
claimed that the amendment had car­
ried.

The initiative and referendum and 
the recall, which includes the judiciary, 
have received a most emphatic en­
dorsement by the voters or the state.

Years’ Absence. Attorney-General Wickersham is
