TWELVE DIE IN
RAILWAY WRECK

OVER HUNDRED PERSONS
SUSTAIN INJURIES

-

Motorman Alleged to Have Far-
gotten Order to Take
Siding.

Spokane, Wash., Aug: 2.—Twelve per-
sons were killed and 102 others injured
in a’collision between electric trains on
the Coeur d’Alene-Spokane railway on
Saturday. The trains were crowded
with landseekers and were running at
a high rate of speed when they crashed
head on. The forward cars of both
trains were completely wrecked; and
in the terrific compact were telescoped,
crushing and grinding the mass of
humanity into horrible shapes.

Whether officials of train crews mis-
understood their orders is not known,
but it is probable that Motorman
Campbell, who is. hovering between
life and death to-day will be blamed
for the crash.- In a moment of con-
sciousness Campbell said that he had
orders from a dispatcher to pull out
of Coeur d’Alene three-quarters of a
mile and take a siding to permit the
east-bound car to pass. Officials o
the road allege that Campbell forgot
this order and passed his siding. They
profess to be at a loss to understand
why Campbell did not ‘stop his car in
time to prevent a collision, as it has
been shown that the other car was

because of the long stretch of straight
track ahead. No steps toward an in-
vestigation of the cause of the wreck
have been taken. Several officials de-
clared that they have devoted their
time. to caring for -the victims, and
that an investigation wil] be started
as soomsas' that work is completed.

recqver Miss Frances Golden, whose
leg was amputated yesterday, is
thought to be dying. A large number
ol the injured were ‘brought over to
Spokane yesterday om a special train
from Coeur & Aleme. and distributed
among the various hospitals here,

Charles Osborne, who, with his wife,
was severely injured, gave the follow-
ing story of the wreck:

“We had no time to jump. The
front seats were swept back, pinning
us into a small space, while those In
front were thrown in a heap on top of
the passengers in the rear. The whole
front of the train seemed to come right
back at us, and almost before we knew
it we were buried in wreckage.

“Everybody behaved most heroically,
even the badly injured offering to help
others. I did not see a person in the
smoking car who was not hurt.”

New York, Aug. 2.—Dismissal for
hazing threatens four West Point
cadets and suspension.for a year hangs
over a fifth, dependent pn the expect-
ed actiop of President Taft to-day. The
embryo officers are accused of hazing
Cadet Sutton, brother of Lieut, James
N. Sutton, whose death is the subject

of a naval court of inquiry at An-
napolis. -

According to the version which the
West Point authorities have taken
cognizance, the cadet was set upon by

two of his classmates who were clothed
in white sheets, Sutton managed to
overcome his tormentors and was about
to lock them in his room when g relief
party arrived.. Sutton was beatsn
with tent poles so severely that he was
compelled to remain in the hispital, He
has been in the hospital since July 20th.
Although it is believed that Sutton
could identify his assailants, he main-
tains that he recognized none of them.
Five men, however, are under sus-
picion and it is said that four of them
will be sent home to-~day to- await ac-
tion of the president on their cases.

MINNESOTA’S GOVERNOR
ARRIVES AT SEATTLE

Denies He Promised to Take
Part in Programme at
Fair on Saturday.

Seattle, Wash., Aug. 2.—The failure
of Governor John A, Johnson, of Min-
nesota, to arrive in Seattle in time to
deliver an address on Swedish day at
the exposition, which, according ‘to
President J. E. Chilberg of .the fair, he
had promised to do, has caused a con-
troversy to arise between the governor
and the exposition. management and
much feeling has been aroused. In an
interview - yesterday, President Chil-
berg severely critized Governor John- '
son for not sending some word of nis
intention to Stop off at Spokane and
consequently his inability to be present
at the celebration of his countrymen at
the fair.

“$7ad the time ever come when Gov-
ernor Johnson would have been- a’can-
didate for president of the United
States he ¢ould have had every vote.in
the throng of Swedish citizens gathered
to celebrate their native day by mere-
ly sending a telegram regretting his in-
ability .to be present,” said President
Chilberg, “but ' to-day I doubt if -he
could get a’single one.”

When shown President Chilberg's
statement, Governor Johnson to-day
said:

“1 have never broken my word to any
one. .I have not broken my word here.
T make no apology and have nothing
to explain. I never promised fo be at
the exposition on Saturday. I did pro-
mise to be in Seattle on Minnesota day
and I am here now and will be on the
grounds on Tuesday, whieh 'is the day
set aside for Minnesota.

«1 don’t care to enter into any con-
troversy about this matter and I cer-
tainly have no desire to put any local
man or men in a bad light with people
here, but you can say that to me these
public criticisms seem unbecoming and
the height of indelicacy, in view of the

The situgtion to-day is rendered
doubly: desperate: by- lack of supplies
and food. The wave which engulfed
Acapulio left a Heavy slime over ‘the
earthquake ruins, and under a tropical
‘sun a stench {s given forth that over-
powers rescuers, Troops have been sent
to ' the scene; and supplies are being
rushed from all adjacent towns.

Scenes of misery in the earthquake
ridden area are indescribable. Every
town and city has its list of injuréd
or “dead, and the hungry inhabitants
are camping in the open near  their
desolated homes,

The people are in a panicky condi-
tion owing to the prediction that ‘a
heavier shock is coming and hundreds
of refugees spent Sunday and  last
night in prayer.

Communication ‘ig difficult, .and the
full extent of the damage cannot be
ascertained ‘until the wires have been
replaced

AS PAVEMENT

COOK STREET PIPES
HAVE TO BE RELAID

In -Grading - Roadway Several
Lengths Are Now on
tiile Surafee.

(From Monday’s Baily.)

That is a ques-
tion that agitated the streets commit-
tee for some time, and is still agitat-

fare—even if the aldermen have got
Tid of the: difficulty by passing it up
to the city engineer.

There is a new material in view; in
fact," it is already 'in course of experi-
ment. It is not likely to commend
itself to the streets committee. how-
ever, just as it does not to the owners.
A number of these have been looking
at this  ‘“pavement’’—and the things
they say ought to make the ears of
mayor, council and officials burn.

How do the ratepayers look upon
cast-iron water mains as a form of
pavement

The attention of the Times has been
drawn to a condition ef things on
Cook street that is certainly remark-
able. A representative of this paper
visited the corner of Cook street and
Pakington street this morning, expect-
ing to run a rumor down to some small
fact that had grown in the retelling.
‘What he saw more than bore out the
Tumor, A twelve-inch distributing
maipn, looking as good as new in spite
of being down for some years, is laid
on the west side of the street, about
three feet from the curb. This was
placed so close to what was then the
surface of .the readway that in grad-
ing off the street reecently .for mdca-
damizing several lengths have become
exposed. From. the cormner of Paking-
ton street north there are eight lengths
of pipe fully in sight. some lying half
out of the ground, and four more are
plainly traceable by the joimts. ' The
housp conne¢ction to David Doig's resi-
dence is also exposed, and has 'had to
. be protected by boards and earth,

There i a feature which syend up
a .wide .vista of conjecture asg to' @it
and new mains, This has nothing to
do with whether the mains are on the
surface or ten or. twenty feet down.
Standing at the end of- the exposed
main, and looking along it, a glanee is
all that is needed to show that the
pipes are not in the same plane either
horizontally or Ilaterally. However,
they held wa.ter, and that ig the ma,ln
thing.

City Engineer Topp. who, of course,
dares not touch these mains, has no-
tified the water department that they
will have to be lowered before he can
proceed further with his work. How
far up and down the lowering will have
to be dome is_not just known. And so
another hitch occurs in the paving of
Cook street—besides which there will
be the expense of relaying the main.

Hill Men Are Holding Land
Against Gang of Harriman
Employees.

Grass Valley, Oregdn, Aug. 2.—
Seventy-five armed men are on guard
to-day at the Gurtz ranch near here
on behalf of contractors, reputedly in
the employ of Hill line, resisting the
passage of Harriman railroad gangs
in a race between the two railroad
powers to build the first line tapping
central Oregon. An injunction was is-
sued by the Circut court to restrain
Porter brothers, alleged Hill contrac-
tors, from preventing the passage of
Twohy brothers, men in the employ of
Harriman interests, from passing
through the Gurtz ranch. When Twohy
brothers made an attempt to pass
through the ranch they were met by
Porter brothers’ gang armed with shot
guns, axes and pick handles, and were
compelled to turn back. The Twohy
men were outnumbered, and after a
brief parley retired. It is feared, how-
ever, that Twohy will attempt to force
a passage if Porter brothers do not
withdraw.

Reports of Porter brothers declare
that the injunction was improperly
served, and that therefore they are
within their rights to ignore it. Al-
though several deputy sheriffs accom-
panied the Twohy gangs, no attempt
was made by them to arrest any of
Porter brothers’ men when they bar-
red the way that the court order was

MORE FIGHTING
AT BARCELONA

REBELS ARE HOLDING
OUT AGAINST TROOPS

Remain in Control of Large Por-
tion of City—Death Roll
Heavy.

Hendaye, France, Aug. 2.—Brief ze-

parts from Barcelona to-day indicate
tha; conditions there are very Seérious
and that the rebels are holding- their
own against the troops.
Offfcial reports that “Barcelona. is
quiet” are learned to be based on the
fact that the central district of the’
city is under control of the troops. The
rebels remain active in the other por-
tions of the city and lawlessness. reigns
in a much larger territory than that
which has \been subdued by the sold-
iers.

Fighting was renewed in the outer
portions of the city early to-day and
the death list is said to be heavy, Re-
ports that 3,500 persons have been
killed and wounded in Barcelona alone
are believed to' be true. In other cities
in the province of Catalonia the death
lists have been proportionately heavy.

More victories for the Moors,: who
are besieging the Spanish army at Mel-
illa, are reported to-day and the troops
are said to have lost heavily.

Trouble at Madrid, where a mob
hissed the King a few days ago, is an-
ticipated. Rumors that a general
strike like that at Barcelona in pre-
test against.the continuation -of the
;war in, Morocco, © will be declared,
reached here to-day.

Hundreds of rioters have been ar-
rested in wvarious cities throughout
Spain, and a large number 4f execu-
tions took place at Barcelona to-day.

R.N. VENNING RETURNS
FROM INSPECTION TOUR

Industry Capable of Marvellous
Development — Big Cold
Storage-at Prince Rupert.

(From Friday’s Daily.g

Steamer William Jolliffe, which is be-
ing “used at present in the fisheries
protection service on this. coast, re-
turned last night from:s ‘eruise through
northern waters, carrying the superin-
tendent of figheries, R, N Venning, on
a tour‘of inspection. Mr,"Venning has
charge of the executiva branch of the
werk now, Professor Prihce confining
lt'ﬂs work more to scientific investiga-

ion

Speaking of his trip Mr. Venning said
he visited the fishing grounds where the
American fishermen ply their trade in
Hecate Straits and "Dixon Entrance.
There were hardly any fishermen to be
seen because this is the dull season
and most of the fishermen are engaged
in the salmon fishing. Further south
there were & few to be seen in Queen
Charlotte Sound and on the west coast
of Vancouver Island.

At the Queen Charlotte Islands the
rarty visited the wo.ks which are be-
ing erected by the Paciflc Coast Fish-
eries Company at Pacofi, on Selwyn
Inlet. The dock there has been com-
pleted and the substructures for the
buildings are ready for the superstruc-
tures. The works will be very large
and it is understood that the company
will engage in every branch of fizhing.

Coming down the west coasi the
whaleries were visited and were found
to be very busy.. The station at Kyu-
quot hag now forged ahead of Sechart
in the matter of catch. The number
taken up to the time the Willlam Jol-
liffe left Sechart was 197 at the latter
place and 205 at Kyuquot,

At Prince Rupert Mr, Venning said
they were planning for the installation
of some great cold storage plants. It
was proposed to underthke the curinz
and shipping of al] kinds of fish and as
soon 'as the line was in operation ihey
would be ready to engage in the fisher-
fes in a large way., Several more
trawlers would be brought from Eng-
land and everything pointed to mar-
vellous development of the fisheries of
the Pacific Coast. The company mak-

‘ing the arrangements are the Prince

Rupert Cold Storage Company.

Mr. Venning said that there were
great opportunities for development on
this coast. The field was very large
and it was impossible to say what the
value of the industry ' might be to the
country,

To-day Mr. Venning is inspecting ih.e
local canneries and he will also visit
the fish traps at Sooke. When. he has
completed his tour of inspection he will
meet the fishermen and discuss the
whole question with them. Conditions
are continually changing on the coast,

‘and Mr. Venning, 'when he has gone

over the ground .and has thoroughly
discussed the business with the oper-
ators, will then be in-a position to
make recommendations to the govern-
ment.

Mr. Venning wasg .on_ this coast be-
fore in 1898, when he was. especially
appointed by the government to in-
vestigate at the time of the Behring
Sea investigations on the sealing ques-
tion. At that time he visited all the

‘waters on fhis coast but has not been

here since. On this oceasion he joined
the Jolliffe at Prince Rupert and at
present ig using the Alcedo. He was
accompanied on his trip by E. G, Tay-
inspector for this dis-
trict. K

JUDGE’S QUESTIONS
RATTLED HARRY THAW

Witness Left the Stand Agitat-
ed and Apparently Quite
Depressed.

White Plains, N, Y., July 30.—Direct~
ing his attack at Thaw's statement
that he was at times legally insans,
District  Attorpey Jerome to-day
presseed Thaw for an explanation of
the term.

Thaw said that it was “defect of
reason,” but was unable to explain
what that was.

Replying to a question from Jerome,
Thaw said he was legally innocent of
the killing of Stanford White.

At the conclusion of the questioning
by Jerome, Justice Mills "took charge
of the examination of the witness and
succeeded in embarrassing Thaw to the
extent that when he left the stand he
was nervous, agitated and appeared
very much depressed.

Regarding Thaw's “exaggerated ego-
tism,” Justice Mills suggested that, al-
though Thaw was represented by ca-
pable counsel, he continually inter-
rupted them and apparently did not
trust them. This would seem to sup-
port the charge that Thaw was suf-
fering from- ‘“exaggerated egotism,”
Thaw started to make a rambling ex-
planation, The judge then asked -him
if he had anything further to say and
Thaw became confused, mumbled a few
words and left: the stand.

C. P. R. WINS
APPEAL CASE

MR. JUSTICE MARTIN'S
JUDGMENT IS UPHELD

Owners of Chehalis Turned
Down Before Privy Coun-
cil in England.

jThe appeal ‘in the Chehalis case be-
fore the Privy Council has been de-
cideg in favor of the C, P, R. on an ap-
peal from the Full court of this'prov-
ince and sustaining the Jjudgment
originally given by Mr. Justice Martin.
Word of the decision was received this
morning in a cable from England.

The case was one for damages
brouglgt by the owners of the tug Che-
halis and also by relatives of the sev-
eral people who lost their lives in the
accident.

Vie-
toria was not to blame, when the tug
was run down in Vancouver Narrows,
but that it was the fault of those in
charge of the tug, This contention
was sustained by Mr. Justice Martin,
but when it came before the Full court
they reversed the decision of the trial
judge. An appeal was at once taken to
the Privy Couneil and the fesult was
not known until this morning. E. V.
Bodwell, K, C.,, who is expectéed home
to-morrow, appeared with Sir Robert
Findlay on behalf of the C. P. R., and
Joseph Martin with an English counsel
for the Chehalis.

The circumstances of the case were
that the Princess Victoria with Cap-
tain Griffin in charge was coming out
of the harbor at full speed when she
overtook the Chehalis with a party go-
ing north aboard. Just as ‘the Vie-
toria was abeut to pass the Chehalis, it
is allegdd she changed her course and
rar right across the course of the lar-
ger steamer. Before the Princess could
be stopped she had run down the Che-
halis and several people were drowned,
the tug going to the bottom.

RING ALFONSO'S HEALTH.

Hlb Plans—Before Insurrection Broke
Out.

In view of the developments in Spain
the following interview with King Al-
fonsp, written within the past fortnight
by the Madrid correspondent of the
London Daily Telegraph, is interesting:

In the course of conversation. his
Majesty (the King of Spain) told me
that nb surgical operation had been
performed on his nose, Dr. Maure hav-
ing merely sprayed theé nasal passage.
The King, who appeared to be in the
very pink of health, further told me
that the pains in his ears have com-
pletely ceased, and that the suppura-
tion by which he was tréubled was
due to cellulitis, caused, as Dr, Maure
explained to his royal patient, by a
slight ‘cold. This symptom has also dis-
appeared, and Dr. Maure informed the
King that there is no danger of a re-
currence.

I also learn that the date of King
Alfonso’s visit to England has not yet
been settled, but that it will be ar-
ranged at San Sebastian in a fortnight.
His Majesty proposes to pay several
visits to London, and, of " course, to
take part ‘in the Cowes regatta. The
King made a lengthy allusion to Eng-
land, in which country he had always
received so warm a welcome that it
had left an indelible impression on his
mind, Referring to  the regatta, his
Majesty told me that many Spanish
yachts will go to Cowes, and that his
own yacht, Hispania, will take part in
the races,

Somehow .or other there has been a
wonderful increase in the number of
native-born Missourians since Jim Jef-
fries posted $5,000 as a forfeit to bind
a match with Jack Johnson.

That Jeffriés’ sincerity should be
doubted is not in the least surprising.

CITY COUNCIL STANDS
BY FORMER DECISION

Sash and Door Factory Will Be
llowed to
| Build.

(Frorﬂ Friday’s Daily.)

A dozen good men and true turned
out last night to protest against the
action of the| city council in allowing
the building of a sash and door factory
in what they claim was a residential
district between Douglas sﬁreet and
the Victoria & Sidney Rail 1ay, north
oi Market street. The protest was of
no avail, however, and a motion by
Alderman Turner affirming the former
position of the council, was c‘p.rried af-
ter some discussion. ‘

The delegation of residents was led
by W. T. Hardaker, who redd a peti-
tion which was signed by a large num-
ber of residents, setting forth the rea-
sons for their opposition to the project.
Speaking on the subject, himself, Mr.
Hardaker said he thought the council
could never have considered or thought
over the matter, They must have done
it hastily or they would never have al-
lowed it. Mu?h had been done to im-
prove the distict from a residential
point of view. ! A number of fine houses
had been built in the neighborhood. It

would be as [reasonable to build the!

mill on Linden Avenue as it would out
there. There were many places on the
Gorge road that were more like cow
pastures than [the site in question.
Noah Shakespeare referred to the
fact that the Development League had
spent a good deal of money advertising
the city as a|beautiful place of resi-
dence. They |were now overthrowing
all their arguments by establishing a
mill in a residential part of the city.
He thought there shquld be some regu-
Jation in the municipal law regulating
this sort of thing. It was no argu-
ment to say that theré were no fine
buildings there. The uncalled-for pro-
posal meant depreciation of property
and higher insurance rates. He did
not see why the ratepayers should be
put to the inconvenience of coming
there to protest. No one wanted to
drive industries away from the city.
He thought none of the aldermen
would have voted for the mill if it had
been going near their own homes, i
Andrew Shefet seconded the re-
marks that had been made by the
others. He affirmed that as long as he
was here he would protest and if the

mill was put up there he would hg¥e,

to move. The mill was meant to cater
to the business of those building new
homes, but the homes would never be
built if the mill was put there. He
paid a tribute to the wisdom of the
building inspector in refusing to grant
the permit and said the council should
take his advice in the matter, and not
the advice of the reporters. i

W. Deaville said he objected strongly
to the building of the mill and felt
there must have been some misunder-
standing or it would not have passed
the counecil,

Sam Johns suggested that there was
plenty of room in the neighborhood of
the brickyards [for a business of this
kind. The establishing of the mill
meant a depreciation in the value of
property to the|value of fifty per cent.
To residents out there that would mean
a total depreciation of fifty thousand
dollars.

Mr. Kermode said the north ward
was already overrun with objection-
able things. HF had to pay-extra in-
surance already| gn account of Thorpe's
factory being there. There were sa-
loons and other annowances |ii; the
district and he| did not see why they
should be forced to submit to|the in-
troduction of more nuisances.| Many
of them were so placed that they were
unable: to stand increased losses.

Later in the evening, when the mat-
ter was taken up by the council, Ald.

Thatlls Opinion of Head of
Lumber. Association

July 30.—Edward . Hines, of

newly-elected president of the
National . Lumber. Manufacturers’ Asso-
ciation and head of the largest retail
lumber' business in the world, who has
just returned from a trip to Alaska, in
discussing the action of congress in
placing a duty of $1.25 on rough lumber,
said:

‘“The lumber industry of this country
has been treated unfairly by the leaders
in congress in rejecting the senate lum-
ber . schedule of $1.50 on rough lumber.
The action was most unjust. If all the
industries had been forced to stand pro-
portionate cuts at the hands of congress,
the party pledges would have been kept.
But as it stands, the lumber industry was
sacrificed. A few members of both houses
of congress, among them Representative
Tawney, of Minnesota, pursuing purely
selfish motives for their own political ad-
vancement, have fromi the start tried to
block what the lumbermen are justly en-
titled to. The Ilumber industry was
singled out and has been the centre of
the attack from the start.”

The principal effect of ‘the reduction of
the tariff, according to Mr. Hines, will
be to greatly increase the shipments of
Canadian lumber into the United States,

TARIFF PROVIDES
- MAXIMUM DUTIES

MEASURE AS IT IS
‘FINALLY AGREED ON

Imports to U. S. on Which
Duties Are Lowered Are
in Majority.

Washington, July 30.—Representative
Sereno Payne presented the tariff bill
to the House to-day. Under the rules
neither House can amend the measure.
It must be accepted, rejected or referred
to a conference committee, The bill as
presented
President Taft in his fight for down-
ward revision.

Mr. Payne, in presenting the bill, ex-
plained that the duties had been lower-
ed where they were too high, and rais-
ed where the tariff had not been suffi-
cient for protection and where the im-
portationg were very great,

The bill includes; Free hides; free
crude petroleum; duty of 45 cents a ton
on bituminous coal; duty of 15 cents a
ton on slack coal; duty of 15 cents a
ton on iron ore; duty of $1.25 per thou-
sand feet on rough lumber; Dingley
‘rates on gloves; slight increase in the
rates on hosiery; boots and shoes 10
per cent.; sole leather, 5 per cent.;
dressed upper leather, 7% per cent.;
saddlery and harness, 20 per cent; duty
of $3.75 a ton on print paper; free wood
pulp, provided reciprocity is granted,
otherwise 1% of one cent a pound; sen-
ate rates on finer goods of cotton;

The total consumiption value of all
articles on which the duty is raised
is $852,512,625; while the total consump-
tion ,value of all articles on which the
tariff is decreased amounts to $4,498,-
122,122, according to Payne’s list.

FOREST FIRES.

Serious Damage Threatened to Xoot-
enay Timber.

Spokane, Wash., July 30.—The North-
ern Pacific railroad is sending. as large
a force of fire fighters as can be spared
to Bonner's Ferry to-day to fight a forest

HILLSIDE AVE.
AGAIN TORN UP

WATER DEPARTMENT
BEING CRITICIZED

After.New Main Was Filled In
It Is Uncovered at Great

/

Expense. i

(From Friday's Daily.)
Citizens who have seen what is go-
ing on on Hillside avenue are to-day
criticising in the severest terms the
management of the waterworks de-
partment on the engineering side,
which, as everyone knows, is as wauch
under the control of the water com-
missioner as the oversight of the pump-
ing stations and the collection of rates,
and with which the city engineer has
no more to do than any outsider.

There was recently laid a large steel
main, leading from the Smith’s Hill
reservoir and dividing at the corner of
Hillside avenue and Cook street, a
main continuing down each thorough-
fare.

It is only a week or so ago since the
filling in of the big trench was com-
pleted. The earth was filled in, tamped,
sluiced, sufficient left on the rounded-
off top to allow for any slight - sub-
sidence, and the surplus neatly scrap-
ed off to the sides. The job was neatly
done, and was in marked contrast to
the manner in which the waterworks
department left Douglas and other
downtown streets, To hasten it Sunday
work was put in on it.

What was the consternation of the
residents to find that with the begin-
nlngl of this week workmen reappeared
with pick and shovel, carefully and
laboriously digging holes in the refilled
ground and exposing the big two-foot
main. To-day, from the corner of
Douglas street clear up to the Orphan-
age the street is marked with piles of
earth, Every 25 or 30 feet, on an aver-
age, is a yawning hole in the ground.
In one place there are three such ex-
cavations within a distance of 20 feet.

These holes go down to the level of
the lower side of the main on both
sides of it, a matter of five or six or
seven feet, and they are all the way
from four feet square up to eight or
ten, A contractor’s eStimate is that in
each of these holes in the ground is
Qeing buried about seven and a half
dollars of the ratepayers’ money.

What are they for? Well, that is a
matter that makes the average citizen
all the sorer. These holes are being
scooped out so that the main can be
tapped for the house connections.: €iti-
zeny' e asking why that was not done
before “the trench was filled in, instead
of placing this additional and, as they
claim, absolutely unwarrantable ek~
pense upon the city. If the connection
could not have been drilled in before
the main went down it could at least
have been done before the pipe was
covered in. A waterworks explanation
that the filling had to be. done to
weight the main so it would not Jump
when the water was turned in to test
it can be dismissed with the remark
that in testing the high pressure
mains, which had to withstand a much
higher pressure, the joints were left
not covered in. Why, citizens ask, was
not the same thing dome in this case,
and the point.where house conhections
had to be made left uncovered until the
connectons were made? .

be well to remember that the esteemed

the triumph of the great Conservative
party I‘ong ago. His act for the crea~

To the~ HEditor:—Your correspondent,
“Watchman,”” asks & question which is
not easy to answer.

Just now
the chiet fight that is belng made against
a Sunday closing law comes from certain

“‘citizens of foreign origin.”” We have en-
acted legislation in other directions to
compel these citigens, as well as others,
to gomply with our ideas of good eitizen-
ship.”” We coerce them into sending theéir
children to 8¢hool, ‘whether they wish to
or not., We -punish them by fines and
otherwise if they keep thelr dwellings and
places of business in unsanitary condils
tions, or if they spit upon the sidewalk
or in street c¢ars, if' they go indecently

{ clothed, or in other ways fail to comply

with our standards of living. Why is it
not just as right and just as necessary
that we should enact laws to compel them
to live up to our ideas of good citizenship
as shown . .in the proper: observance of
Sunday?

Just at present Spain is presenting to
the world a splendid object lesson of what
a nation becomes which persistently fails
to live up to the standards ot which the
ten commandments form 'the basis. In
Spain _Sunday is largely a day devoted to
pleasure and self-gratification, to bull
fights and all such things. What is tak-
ing place in Spain to-day could tiot oceur
among us of the Anglo-Saxon race. Why?
What makes the difference?

Again, if we want another example, let
us contrast the conditions of living found
to-day in the United States and Canada
on the one hand with those of Mexico
and Central and South America on the
other. Wherein lies the difference?
What is the cause of it all? It is not in
climate, nor in fertility of soil, or in ex-
tent of serritory. It is in our standards
of lving, our ideas of what conmstitute
géod citizenship, in the fact thdt the
whole fabric of our civilization is framed
in accordance with the spirit of the tén
commandmefits and the Sermon on the
Mount.

Ask any well informed American what
has been the effect upon the life of that
nation’' of the puritanism of the Pilgrim
Fathers. It has spread éverywhere over
the nation and has been an important
factor in shaping its legislation™ dnd
moulding its national life. What has
been the net result’ upon the nation of
this Puritan spirit? Has it been bene-
ficial or injurious? - The question needs
no answer.

It is too late in the day to talk about

interfering with thé personal libefty of |

the individual.:iAl} -such talk is simply
nonsense. There is no such thing as ab-
solute ‘personal liberty . in civilized so-
ciety. “We have enacted laws which in a
thousand ways abridge the personal lib-
erty of the indivigual, as already sHown,
and all good eltizens approve of them.
The lines we “hawve drawn around our
“citizens of .forelgn origin,”~ as well as
others, to compe them to Hlve according
to ‘bur stand# wﬂl stand one more
cinch when we j#ornee them, if force. be

necessary, to observe Sunday according [

to our ideas.
The Sunday question is therefore not

one of religion. ‘It is mainly a quéstion’
1’ hope, theréforeé, that |

your correspondent, ‘‘Watchman,” will
see his way clear to give us the: benefit
of his valuable and much needed assist-
ance in securing the enforcement of the
Lord’'s Day Act.

LONE DESPERADO RAIDS
BANK AT VANCOUVER

P — ‘

Covers Teller With Revolver
and Escapes With
$200. ‘

. Vancouver, Aug. 2.—Looking up the
glittering barrel of a loaded *“thirty-
eight” in the hands of a holi—up man,
J. W. Logan, manager of the Royal
Bank’s Bridge street branch, handed
out about $250 in cash last night to the
robber, who was so visibly excited at
the time that he fled on the rTun, leav-
ing a bunch of bills on the coynter, and
strewing them on the floor on his way.
The total amount of his haul reached
$233,
Mr. Logan and a young clerk who com-
prise the staff of the branch, |were en-
gaged at their books, when a tall
stranger entered and gruffly said:
“Hand over your coin!” Looking up,
the startled manager beheld| a. figure
menacing him with a loaded revolver.
At the command to hand |over the
money, Mr. Logan thrust Rhis hand
into the open money-drawer and drew
out ten $10 bilis, a few “fives” and

silver dollars, amounting in| all to
about $250. This he handed over under
the silent ‘threatening weapon. The
bills were hardly in sight ¢ver the
counter when the robber sngtched at
them, turned on his heel, and with
the words “Come on, Jack!” went
rapidly out of the door and down Fifth
avenue.
His injunction to a supposed com-
panion must have been merely a blind,
for a little boy who stood outside at
the time said that there was no one
eise round. When he left the bank,
the hold-up man pulled the |bandana
from his face and stuffed it| in. his
pocket. He hurried down Fifth avenue
to Westminster avenue, and then pro-
ceeded south.
- The hold-up was undoubtedly the
work of an amateur. The excitement
that stamped his actions indi¢ate that
he was a new hand at the game.

SHIPPING COAL
FROM SUQUASH

TWO LARGE BLOCKS
FOR SEATTLE FAIR

Mr. Sepman’s Mine Flooded
and Operations Temporar-
ily Suspended.

Steamer Queen City, which arrived from
the North this morning, brought two
large blocks of  Suquash coal, which will
be sent to Seattle té be added to-.the ex-
hibit of the Vancouver Island Develop-
ment Association at the fair, This coal is
bituminous and is said to ‘' be- perfectly
smokeless. A small consignment of sack
coal was also brought here to be tested.

The Pacific Coast Coal Mines Co. have
at their Suquash mine 500 tons of coal on
the dump, according to reports brought
by the Queen City, and tugs passing back
and forth call there to fill their bunkers.
This is the beginning of coal shipping on
the northern end of Vancouver Island and
marks the commencement of a new era in
the development of that district.

Mr. Sepman’s coal mine, a few miles
north of the Suquash mine, has been
flooded and operations have had to be
suspended until such time as the new ma-
chinery is installed. A short time ago Mr.
Sepman came down-  to secure the ma-
chinery and reported the shaft down fifty
feet. After he left the work continued
until the shaft reached a depth of about
70 feet, when a vein of water was struck
and the mine was flooded. It is under-
stood that the machinery will be placed
in position as soon as possible in order
that the work of sinking the shaft may be
continued.

BUILDINGS FIRE CHIEF
CONDEMNED STILL UP

Contractors ' on City Works
Must Pay for the Water
They Use.

——-

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

At the close of the streets commit-
tee meeting last night, Chairman Tur-
ner asked the engineer why the in-
structions of the committee relative to
pulling down the old buildings at the
pumping station on Yates street had
not been obeyed. “The committee had
ordered,” said the chairman, ‘“that the
old buildings be destroyed within seven
days.” That time had long expired
and no action had been taken. “Why
are they not pulled down?” concluded
the chairman.

The city engineer, in reply, asked
what the city was to do if they were
pulled down. There was no other
stabling for the horses owned by the
citv.

The matter was decided upon some
time back, on the advice of the fire
chief, who held that buildings of wood
containing an open forge were a
menace to the surrounding property.
No action has been taken, and appar-
ently none will be taken, as the en-
ginerr’'s reply was taker without pro-
test by the committee.

The committee decided that in future
all contractors on city improvemgnt
work will pay twelve and a half cents
per 1,000 gallons for water used on
works, and that a meter will he put on
the job. The decision was arrived at
croa letter from Sabine & Stevens, con-
tractors for the brick pavement on
Wharf street. The contractors said
they were unaware when tendering
that they would have to pay for water.
They asked free water.

Water Commissioner Raymur said it
was customary to charge up water to
the contractor. Meters had been in-
stalled, The contractors told him
they had not figured on it.

Aid. Mable said possibly the charging
of the water would have to be an ex-
tra charge, as the amount of the con-
tract had already been settled. He
doubted if owners would care to pay
anything more than the contract price.
On Ald. Henderson’s advice the charge
of 121-2 cents per 1,000 gallons was
fixed to apply where all works are
done under contract.

ENGLISH COLONY
FOR THE ISLAND

NEGOTIATING FOR
LAND AT QUALICUM

Efforts Made to Secure Cleared
Area From E.
& N.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

In all probability gn English colony
will be formed on the newly cleared
lands at Little Qualicum. The clear-
ing work has been about completed
and the lands are ready for the plow,
but they are not yet on the market.
The reason for the delay is that a
group of Englishmen have applied for
the lands in order to form a colony
at that place. While nothing definite
has been done, it is expected that they
will come and the lands. are being
held for them.

Englishmen have always had a lik-
ing for Vancouver Island. The coun-
try is, as the editor of the Standard
of Empire remarked when he was
here, “like a revised edition of the
climate of England.” Should this col-
ony be formed it is sure to be followed
by others with the result that before
many years the lands of Vancouver
Island will be settled much faster than
is being done at present.

The company has four hundred
acres for sale at Qualicum ready for
occupation. This is a trial clearing
and the fact that it is being taken up
so quickly is-a good augury for future
work along the same.

ASKING COUNCIL TO
WITHHOLD SANCTION

Inner Harbor Association Makes
Proposition Regarding
North Channel.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The City Council at its meeting on
Monday night will be asked by the In-
ner Harbor Association to -withhold
sanction to any scheme that would in-
terfere with the proposed north chan-
nel in the inner harbor until a reply on
the proposition has been received from
Ottawa.

The letter is as follows:

Gentlémen,—At a special general
meeting of this association held yes-
terday, I was directed to forward for
your information a copy of the map of
the amended approach to Victoria har-
bor, as laid before the honorable the
minister of public works:

1. The existing channel is most tor-
tuous, and any fast moving outbound
steamer endeavoring to avoid an in-
coming tug with a scow or boom of
logs in tow is, in rounding the bend,
always in danger of being crowded
against the rocks on thé port side.

2. In their original plan this associa-
tion proposed straightening and widen-
ing the steamboat channel at this
point by drawing the deep water lineé
on its northérn side from Songhees
point to Pelly island, and thence west-
erly towards the lighthouse. This would
necessitate the removal of a large masg
of rock known as Pelly island, Pinnacle
rock, Dredger rock and other submerg-
ed mases of rock.

3. The amended plan proposes re-
opening the old channel to the narth
of Pelly island (leaving this great
mass of rock undisturbed, at any rate
for the present) and segregating the
incoming from the outgoing traffic, the
latter taking the northern channel and
thus avoiding the risk of collisions.

4. The new channel would be about
775 yards in length by about 100 yards
in width, with a depth of about 16 feet
at low water. Rock is found about this
level at the ‘'Western end of the pro-
posed channel and spurs from the
adjacent islands or rocks slant out
across the channel at various points,
disappearing below the 16-foot 1level,
with varying depths of dredgable ma-
terial overlying- them. The probable
cost of removing this éstimated quan-
tity of rock and other material would
not exceed $80,000, as against a possible
cost of $200,000 to straighten out the
channel as originally proposed. This
course would not interfere with any |
foreshore rights;

5. By a further expenditure of about
$10,000 a revetmeént wall could be built
along thie north side of the proposed
channel, thus+reclaiming some 11 acres
of valuable,6 land in front of the re-
serve, If the reserve question was set-
tled in time the excavated material
could be advantageously used in filling
in behind the-revetment wall, but the
channel and the-reclamation could be
dealt with as separate and distinct
items and executed at different times
as circumstances might render desir-
able. g

6. This reclaimed land would repre-
sent a very valuable property, not only
in ftself with a frontage of about 700
vards of wharfage in deep water, but
would greatly enhance the value of the
waste lands in the rear. Docks might
be formed where the bottom is
dredgable, and Lime Bay might be
opened up as g basin with considerable
commercial advantage. The minister
promised that soundings and bérings
should be taken, and the matter thor-
oughly investigated and reported on,
of which we shall hear In due cougse.

7. The association in deciding to
bring this matter to your noticé and
asking your co-operation in securing
this important improvement to the ap-
proach to the harbor, passed the fol-
lowing resolution:

“That this association suggests that
the sanction of the council be with-
held from any work proposed to be
done over the waters of the harbor
that might cause any obstruction in
the course of the proposed northern
channel until such time as the federal
government may have signified its in-
tention not to proceed with the work.”

Time for Construction Depends
Upon Demand of
Business.

R. Marpole, Engineer Cambie and
Superintendent Beasley of the E. & N.
‘railway returned yesterday from a
visit to the points of interest on Van-
couver JIsland. Mr. Marpole left at
once for Vancouver, but Mr. Beasley
was seen this morning in connection
with the work that is being done there.
He said that the survey to Cowichan

Lake had been completed and sent on
to Ottawa for approval but no decision
had been arrived at as to the time for
commencing the work. All would de-
pend, he said, upon the demand made
upon them by the Ilumber men. If
necessary the line could be completed
within a year after it was commenced.

At Duncan the E. & N. Company are
building & fine steel bridge over the
Columbia river, and the station has
been considerably extended to meet
the needs of that rapidly growing com-
munity.

The party went over the route of the
line to Alberni and arranged for the
laying out of the work. The specifica-
tions will be ready August 7th, and the
tenders will have to be in by Septem-
ber 7th. Along the line of railway
they found a good many new people
settled and a good. deal of land' being
cleared. The country all through there
was looking very well.

i’OWER BOAT CAPSIZED.

Thirty-One Men Thrown Into Water
and Two Drowned.

Biddeford Pool, Maine, July 31.—
Search is being made to-day for the
bodies of two men thought to have
been drowned when a power boat cap-
sized in the Saco river. Twenty-nine
others who were thrown inte the water
when the craft turned turtle were
rescued by Presidgnt Taft’s yacht
Sylph. The accident occurred late yes-
terday as the boat was nearing the
shore. The president’s yacht rushed
to the scene and succeeded in picking
up all but two of the swamped party.
No word has been received from the
others,. and it is feared they were
drowned.

TALE OF ISLANDER
BEATING OLYMPIAN

Local Correspondent Tells How
Captain John Irving
Won Out.

A story was published a few days ago
in the American newspapers and copied
into the Colonist in which an old pur-
ser was made to tell the story of a
race between the steamers Olympian
and Yosemite, in which the American
steamer is said to have beaten the
Yosemite by half an hour between Port
Townsend and Victoria. A corres-
pondent who is anxious for the honor
of Canada tells a tale of how the
tables were turned upon the Americans
who, sore at being beaten used unfalr
means to get even. The following is
the letter:

He had the
Islander buiit on purpese to humble the
Olympian, and he did it. The writer,
along with about 1,000 excursionists, went
to Beattle on the Islandeér soon after the
big fire there in 1889 or 1890 (I am not sure
which). When we arrived off Port Town-
send the Olympian was leaving there for
Seattle. She was allowed to get on ahead.
It was evident from the continuous black
smoke she was doing her best. After
passing Marrowstone Point we were
abreast. Then began the fun, offers of a
rope to tow, etc. We passed her—both
boats doing theéir best—and landed in Se-
attle fully half an hour ahead of the
Olympian with & broom. at our mast-
head. Of course it was talked about in
Seattle that day. The Americans were
sore, and sought out some revengé. The
Islander was to leave on the return trip
at 7 p. m. Nearly all were on board at
6.55, when a U. 8. marshal accompanied
by his meén appeared and seéized the Isl-
ander, his papeérs libelling the boat for
some trifling action that had been sworn
out against her someé hours before; but
to make it the more offensive he delayed
serving the process until the last mo-
ment. You may imagine the feelings of
those on board. I cannot reproduce ‘what
was said or felt. Captain Irving had to
go ashore, hunt up lawyers and judge
(they had all gone home hours before),
have the necessary papers made out and
bonds put up in order to have the Islander
releaged. This incident delayed us at
least two hours. No one was allowed to
come on or leave the Islander during that
time. All this primarily because the Isl-
ander had beaten the flyer Olympian so
badly. The three steamers are now all
wrecks, but we have Captain John Irving
still with us.

BIG MINING DEAL,

London Capital Invested in One of the
Pachuca Mines,

Los Angeles, July 81.—John Hayes
Hammond, who has been in Mexico for
several weeks, has concluded negotia-
tions for the purchase of the Santa
Gertrudis mine, one of the old Pachuca
group, according to an announcement
made here to-day.

PRESS CENSORS
- AT CITY HALL

MAYOR AND WATER
COMMISSIONER’S VIEWS

Advice Given to Newspaper
Men on What Constitutes
News.

What Water Commissioner Raymur
and Mayor Hall know about water is
a matter of opinion, but it is a cer-
tainty they know nothing about the
work and duties of newspaper men.
The mayor seems to be under an idea
that city hall news is saying nice
things about his administration and, of
course, facts or opinions of citizens
who differ from him and the water
commissioner are not news at all.

Both his worship and the water com=
missioner took the trouble to berate
the press at the ' streets committee
meeting last night and gave the news
men gratuitous advice, The water
commissioner said all news men looked
for was a story, and they did not care
whether the facts were correct or
otherwise.

~ The fault both seemed to labor under
was that they forget news stories are
often found in most unlikely places,
even on barren soil. His worship has
apparently a strong predilection of a
press censorship for the city hall, judg-
ing by what he said last night. His
idea was that instead of publishing
letters from correspondents the papers
should fill up their columns with what
he designed news.

The matter came up over the publi-
cation of complaints of a news story
in the Times relative to the digging up
of Hillside avenue after the main had
been lald and the drain filled in. The
mayor said it was necessary to open
up. the drain and then close it again
to allow the traffic t0 pass and wait
till the department was ready to go
on with the sewer connections from the
old to the new main.

Both the mayor and the water com-
missioner raced over the colirse in fine
style, taking the turns on twao feet, but
as they discovered there was no one
else with them in the race, and that
they were going the wrong way round
the sigeets, bridges and sewers course,
they pulled up after a hard drive, both
having run their race. The applause
wasn’t deafening.

The publication of a letter in the city;
press from C. C. Pemberton was
brought up by Chairman Turner, who
made the following explanation in re-
gard to that gentleman’s letter on rock
offered the city. He said Mr. Pemberton
had effered the city rock free, o0n condi-
tion that they removed it-and graded thc
surface and replaced the rock wi*h
two feet of top soil. He had Iooked‘
over the proposition and quickly came |

AWAY TO-DAY

GAVIN HAMILTON
DIED AT HOSPITAL

He Was Well-Known Officer of
Hudson’s Bay Company
in North.

The death occurred early this morn-
ing of Gavin Hamilton, one of the pio-
neers of the province, at the advancel
age of 74 years. He was visiting friends
in this city when he was taken ill and
was removed to the Jubilee hospita!,
where the death occurred.

Mr, Hamilton was well known in this
city, and indeed throughout the prov-
ince. He was one of the noble bani
who came here in the early days, ani
bore the hardships which always fall
to the advance guard of civilization. H2
was born in January, 1835, at Strom-
ness, Orkney Islands, coming to this
city on the ship Norman Morrison, and
arriving here in January, 1853. Among
the party were several who have been
well known here. PFhe late Mr. Castle-
ton, father of Fred. Castleton, being
one of them.

For mMany years Mr. Hamilton served
under the Hudson’s Bay Company, ani
later became chief factor of New Cale-
donia, comprising all the country be-
tween the Fraser and Skeena riverg
His life was for the most part spent in
the northern interior, first as an officer
of the Hudson's Bay Company and
later in private business.

Upon retiring from the service of the
company he built a saw and flour mill
which proved a great convenience to
those on the Cariboo road. More re-
cently he retired from business and
made his headquarters at Lac La
Hache. He leaves a widow and quits
a large family

The deceased was & man of the
strongest will, a characteristic of most
of the factors of the Hudson's Bay
Company. He was most highly re-
spected by the white and native popu-
lation in the North.

POLICE FACE MASS
OF CONTRADICTIONS

Early History -of Little Mah Ho
More and More of
Mystery.

San Francisco, July 31.—While the
Chinese foster father of Mah Ho or
Alice Minto, the S8yrian child rescued
from the opium den four days ago, pre-
pares to fight for possession of the
child in the courts, the Salvation Army
officials; aroused by the disclosures
that one of their officers was connected
with the case, have begun a thorough
investigation to-day. Mah Lin Kee,
the foster father, says that when the
caseé comes up for trial he will produae
the true father of the child—a Chinese,
and prove his right to her possession.

Rev. H. Baynton, superintendent of
the Home Finding Society, from which
the child was taken, says that he al-
lowed the baby to be given into the
keeping of the Chinese upon the solici-
tation of Miss Williams, He also con-
tradicts her story in other ways.

According to Brayton, Miss Williams
declared that the Mah family was a
Christian one and would give the child
excellent care. Brayton admitted that
he visited the Mah home once at the
request of the Salvation Army captain.
He knows nothing of money charges
made for the transfer of the little girl
from the home to the Chinese den.

NEW CREAMERY
IN-OPERATION

UP-TO-DATE QUARTERS
FOR THE FACTORY

Institution That is Doing Great
Work for City and
Environs.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

On Monday last the Victoria Cream-
ery Company moved into their com-
modicus new premises on Broad .street.
This building was erected especially for
them at a cost of $40,000, and is owned
largely by the farmers in the neighbor-
hood, with a 'small amount of stock
owned by Victoria business men.

Anyone not having visited this new
institution can have little idea of the
importance of the business and the
splendid way in which the place is fit-
ted up. The building is 120 feet long
with a frontage of 60 feet and almost
the whole of the ground floor and
basement are occupied by the company.
The hall on the second floor and one
store occuping half the frontage, are
being rented.

There is a store in front which at-
tends to the retail business of the com-
pany and immediately behind that is
the large main work-room. In this
room are the big cream vats into which
the cream is weighed and from which
it passes by the force of gravity to
the churns in the basement.

Farther back on the ground fioor the
two large ice cream freezers are oper-
ated by electric power, while in one
corner of the same room is the turbine
bottle washer and sterlizer.

The feature of the whole establish-
ment, however, is the refrigerator. This
is divided into three separate sections,
one for butter, one for cream, and the
other for. ice c¢ream. The rooms can
be kept at about the zero mark, which
makes it perfectly impossible for any-
thing contained theérein to speil. To
the ordinary person it might seem an
easy thing to build a wall that would
keep the contents cold, but the build-
ing of thesé walls was a most intricate
and expensive operation. Take, for in-
stance, the floor, which is very similar
in construction to the walls. First a
layer of eight inches of cinders was
laid.’ On this four incheg ¢f concrete
with a layer of asphalt covering it.
Next came six inches of cork to prevent
hedt passing in. On this, too, was a
layer of asphalt and last of all a layer
of four inches of concrete. Such a
wall as that makes it easy to shut out
the heated air. i

The churns in the basement aré able
to handle 2,800 1bs. each, and they churn
every day except Wednesdays. A
fifteen horse-power boiler is used for
steaming purposes generally.

Nine years ago when the creamery
first opened just outside the city, they
had twenty-five patrons. To-day they
have 125 people who send milk or cream
for manufacture. The difficulty, how-
ever, is to get the raw material. There
is plenty of market for the product.
Yesterday at 4 o’clock every pound of
butter made that day had been sold.
“More milk, more cream,” is continu-
ally the cry of Manager Snelling, to
whosge capable work the succéss of the
institution has been very largely due.

The creamery employs ten men all
ihe time, and when the new building
is used to its limit more than twice
that number will be employed. Six
thousand dollars a mohth is paid out
to farmers who send in the milk, and
the highest price is paid of any cream-
ery in Canada. The cream comes not
only from the immediate vicinity of
Victoria, but from al] over Saanich, the
islands of the Gulf, many points un the
E. & N. railway, and from as far away
as Sooke. From the latter place it is
brought in on the stage.

The secret of sueccess of the Victoria
Creamery Company is that they supply
everything perfectly clean and of the
best possible quality. The barns and
yards of the farmers are inspected reg-
ularly, and if they are not prgperly
kept the company refuse to buy cream.
The utmost precautions are taken to
ingure the public a clean and whole-
some food.

The creamery is one of the industries

that is not only benefiting Victoria di- ,

rectly, but is indirectly affording an
apéning for the industry of the farms
round about.

" AGREEMENT

Text of This Five-year-old Doc-
ument is Made
Public.

The last issue of the Canada Gazette
contains the text of the agreement ar-
}' rived at between Great Britain, France,
) Germany, Russia, Denmark, Sweden
and Norway, Holland, Belgium, Italy,
Spain,Portugal and Switzerland regard-
ing the control of the white slave traf-
fic. This agreement was signed in
Paris on May 18th, 1904. The agree-
ment is for the purpose of providing
for women of age, deceived under re-
straint, and also for women and girls
under age, adequate protection against
the criminal traffic known as the white
slave traffic. Thirteen governments
have signed agreements, each naming
a representative to act as plenipoten-
tiary to see to its enforcement. There
are severa] clauses to the agreement,
the most important of which are: Each
of the contracting governments under-
takes to appoint or to designate an au-
thority whose duty it will be to gather
all information concerning the hiring
of women and girls for immoral pur-
poses in foreign places, this authority
to have power to communicate with a
similar_service established in each of
the contracting states.

Each of the governments undertake
to have a strict watch kept for the
purpose of seeking, especially at rail-
way stations, ports of departure and
during voyages, conductors of women
and girls intended for debauchery.

Instructions will be sent to officers
and all other competent persons, to
obtain within legal limits, all in-
formation leading to criminal traffic,
Arrivals of persons likely to be authors,
accessories or victims of such traffic
will be signalled, if necessary, to au-
thorities at the place of landing, or to
diplomatic or consular agents concern-
ed, or to all other competent authori-
ties.

Governments undertake to provision-
ally place victims of traffic in institu-
tions, and as far as possible send back
to their own countries those who ask
reparation. Where the person cannot
reimburse the cost of her transfer it
will be defrayed by the country on
whose territory she resigns, as far as
the next frontier or port of departure,
and the surplus by the country of or-
fgin,

Contracting governments undertake
to exercise as far as possible watch on
agencies employing women and girls in
foreign countries.

The authority for the collecaion of
information in Canada is Lt.-Col. Sher-
wood, C.M.G., Ottawa, the commission-
er of the Dominion police.

WOMEN LYNCH FLIRT.”

Dragged Her By the Hair Through a Vil-
lage Street.

London, July 30.—Details of the lynch-
ing of a young and beautiful woman by
a crowd of jealous members of her own
sex are to hand from St. Petersburg. The
affair took place last week in the village

" of Voleckhi, in the Russian government

of Volhynia. The victim had incurred
the hatred of the other women in the vil-
lage by her flirtations with the men of
the neighborhood, both married and
single, and feelings reached a climax
when it became known that on heér ac-
count one of the young men of the village
had broken his promise to marry another
girl. On coming out of church the other
day the women, both old and young,
threw themselves upon the flirt, and in
spite of her cries for mercy tore all her
clothes  off. They then dragged her
through the village by the hair of the
head, beating and stoning her merciless-
ly. At first the men laughed, but when
they saw how savagely the girl was being
maltreated they attempted to rescue her.
These infuriated women, however, drove
them off and then dragged their unhappy
victim, who was by now a mass of
wounds, to a large tree just outside the
village, where they hanged her to one of
the branches and then lighted a fire of
brushwood under her. When the police
arrived on the scene they found the vic-
tim of the women’s fury lying under the
tree, blackened to a cinder.

REGULATION OF
STREET TRAFFIC

Toronto Has Now Put a Bi-
cycle Squad on to Look °
After it.

Toronto now has a squad® of bicycle
policemen down-town who control the
vehicular traffic on the streets, and
will regulate all such traffic. It was
decided by the police commissioners
some time ago to place a squad on the
streets to see that drivers used neces-
sary precautions in driving, and the or-
ders which have been given to the po-
licemen, which must be carried out, are
as follqws:

All vehicles, including bicycles, Sshall
keep to the right, and as near as pos-
sible to the kerb.

Slow-moving vehicles must keep
close to the right-hand kerb to allow
faster moving vehicles to pass them.

Vehicles overtaking others shall, in
passing, keep to the left, but not go
beyond the centre line of the street,
the rule “being that one-half. of the
street is rederved for traffic moving
in one direction, and the ether half for
traffic moving in the opposite direction.

A vehicle turning to the right into
another street shall pass to the right
of and beyond the centre of the strest
intersection before turning.

Vehicles approaching "a street car
discharging or taking on pasengers
must move with great caution, and
stop if necessary to avoid accidents.

The speed of vehicles must be slack-
ened at crossings when foot passengers
are upon them,

The police when enforcing these reg-
ulations will, for & time, make reason-
amble allowance for the ignorance of
drivers, and endeavor to obtain com-
pliance with the law by remonstrance
and advice before resorting to extreme

measures.

ORVILLE WRIGHT
MET SPEED TEST

FLEW AT RATE OVER
FORTYMILES AN HOUR

Brothers Receive United States
Grant of $40,000 for
Success.

Washington, July 31,—Orville Wright
last evening attained the zenith of his
hard-eArned suceess. In a 'ten-mile
cross-country flight in the aeroplane
built by himself and his elder brother,
Wilbur, and accompanied by Lieut.
Benjamin D, Houlers, an officer of the
Sigral Corps, he surpassed the speed
requirements of his contract with the
U. S. government. Incidentally, he
broke all speed records over a meas-
ured course. 3

Wright’'s speed was more than 42
miles an hour. He made the ten-mile
flight in 14 minutes and 42 seconds, in-
cluding more than 20 seconds required
for the turn beyond the line at Shuler
Hill, the southern end of the course.
He attained a height of nearly 500 feet,
and his average altitude was over
practically level ccuntry about 250 feet.
The engines worked perfectly. The
‘Wrights will receive $40,000, including
a bonus of $5,000 for their, aeroplane.

Following a terrible wind and rain
storm early in the afternoon the start
was made. As if drawn by invisible
hands the white winged man-bird rose,
higher and higher. Orville brought the
muachine at great speed twice around
the field, then with a short turn he
swept about almost over the heads of
the spectators and started straight for-
ward over the centre of the drill field.

Like a giant bird the machine swept
unswervingly straight to the - south,
passing over the diverse and heavily
wooded country in the distance till it
became a mere speéck above the hori-
zon, Those who had glasses saw the
aeroplane -turn«first to the left, then to
the right above Shuler Hill. Suddeu-~
ly the speck was lost to view, and as
the seconds passed a silence.grew-upon
the crowd, a silence that spoke of deep
congern,

Wilbur Wright, standing w{th levelled
glasses besides his sister, strained his
gaze in an effort to catch sight of the
aeroplane when it should rise again
above the skyline. Seconds seemed
minutes, and as the interval became
seemingly alarming, his agitation was
evident. Suddenly the speck came in
sight again,' over the distant hill. A
cry swept over the watchful crowd.
“There. it is,” everybody said, and the
sigh of relief was plainly-audible.

Onward the machine came, seemingly
swerved from its course by a westerly
breeze. Soon  the aerial navigators
were home again over the drill grounds,
flying very low. Orville steered
straight across the field, and at a
height of about 20 feet swung around
again to the southward, and landed
easily far down the field, The task
was done, and in triumph,

Wilbur, self-controlled, though mak-
ing no secret of his elation, began cal-
culations to determine the probable
speed of the trip. After he had con-
sulted with Lieut. Foulers, hée figured
it at 421 miles an hour. “We were
making 80 miles coming back,” were
the first words of Lieut., Foulers as he
left his seat. Asked how it felt to fly,
he replied: “It’s good enough for me.”
Orville, said: “It's easier to fly across
country than around a field.”

Celebrated in History by Dickens and
Nelson.,

London, July 31.—The Saracen’s Head
hotel, Snow HIll, which celebrated its
400th birthday not long ago, closed its
doors on July 8rd forever, the pro-
prietors giving as the reason for the
closing the now fashionable and popu-
lar one of “increased taxation.”

The old hostelry had many claims on
public interest and was a favorite re«
sort of tourists. In the days of mail
coaches it was of considerable im-
poriance, being one of thé recognized
stopping  Dplaces. Coaches passed
through the archway under the hotel
and visitors stopping in the house were
in the habit of gathering on the bal-
conies surrounding the courtyard to

watch the arrival and departure of L:lext few days.

The hotel will be torn down, to the
despair-of Dickens lovers, who bewail
the yearly destruction or public loss of
places the novelist brought to the no-
tice of England by weaving them into
his stories.

RUTHLESS WORK
AT BARCELONA

MOB MURDERED NUNS
AND PRIESTS IN FURY

Destroyed Churches and Pub-
lic Buildings: in Great
Number.

London, July 30.—The Daily Tele-
graph’s correspondent at Barcelona
gives a graphic description of affairs
up to Wednesday evening. Up to Wed-
nesday the troops had not fired a shot.
In the meantime churches, convents
and colleges had been burned and the
sky was' {lluminated by the flames.
Dozens of priests and nuns were ruth-
lessly slaughtered, some at the altar
while holding the crucifix in their
hands, others while bravely defending
their institutions against the revolu-
tionists and devouring flames, the pop-
ulace preventing the Red Cross work-
ers from giving aid. Nuns who ap-
peared at the windows were stoned,
and not a soul helped them or took
pity on their screams, From the
height of Mt. Juich nothing was to be
seen but flames. The whole of Bar-
celona seemed like a bonfire. The
number  killed, the correspondent
states, exceedg 120, and the wounded
number more than 3,000 Dead and
wounded people continue to be un-
earthed under the ruins,

“To-day,” he continues, “I witnessed
some of the grimmest of spectacles.
The revolutionists, about 10,000 strong,
were marching about the streets with
the charred remains of their victims,
They had placed arms, legs and heads
on long poles and were singing the
Marseillaise and shouting. They gave
not only the police, civil guard and
soldiers samples of their carnage, but
actually passed under the very nose
of the captain-general, who was at the
head of his troops, and no one dared
to fire on the reveolutionists. The truth’
is the movement is undoubtedly revolu-
tionary, and has been organized and
directed by persons of influence, who
have not appeared up to the present,
and as to whose identity, diseretion
counsels silence. It sprang up at a
time when Barcelona was denuded of
troops and the captain-genera] was not
strong enough to take decisive action.”

The correspondent sees the greatest
danger, not in the spirit of the army,
which remains disciplined and obedi-
ént, but in the temper of the people,
who are hostile to the war. “It is
possible,” says the correspondent,
‘“that the danger may not be for to-
day, but it will certainly be for to-
morrow, for the seed -has been well
sown in the people and will remain.”

Royal Family Still at: Miramar,

San Sebastien, Spain;’ vida Hendaye,
July 31,—The royal family are still at
Miramar palace. The report that
Queen Victoria, the gueen mother,
Maria Christina, and the royal chil-
dren had crossed the frontier and gone
to Bayonne until the crisis was over
is untrue, and probably originated in
the arrival of the royal automobile at
Biarritz with a member of the court,
bringing dispatches to the Spanish
ambassador to France, who left this
morning to resume his duties in Paris.

It is understood that both the Queen
and the Queen mother were anxious
to follow the King to Madrid, but the
King considered it a safer course that
they should remain at San Sebastian
unti] the crisis was ended. The young
Queen, it is said, has absolute faith in
the loyalty of the people to the King.
His Majesty keeps up an almost hourly
communication with the Queen by tele-
phone and telegraph. The Queen is
actively occupied in raising a national
subscription for the war victims.

CHATEAU LAURIER
TO BE BEGUN AT ONCE

Contract Let to a New York
Firm—Furnished Will Cost
$1,500,000.

Ottawa, July 81.—The contract for
construetion of the Chateau Laurier
has been awarded to the George A.
Fuller Company, of New York. T. T.
Amos, a representative of the firm, who
will superintend the work, is in the
city, and states that the company will
take over the operations within the
It will take fifteen
nonths to complete the building,

The Chateau Laurier is to be a nine-
storey bullding, and one of the most
imposing in the capital. - Its foundation
will be of granite, and the building of
either Ohio or Indiana sand stone. It
will- face on Rideau street, and its
length will run along Mackenzie ave-
nue. It wil] take two months to com-
plete the excavations. The contract
price was not given out, but the cost,
including farnishings, will be about
$1,500,000. This is in accordance with
the terms under which the city council
granted the fixed assessment,

NOW SEEN CLEAR

OREGON TRUNK TG
BRIDGE COLUMBIA

Confidential Representatives of
Hill Are in Conference on
Projects.

Portland, Oregon, July 3l.—All doubt
that James J. Hill is the power behind
the anti-Harriman invasion of Central
Oregon may be brushed aside. Too many
developments bearing directly upon the
gigantic struggle now being waged for
this rich empire indicate this to admit of
question.

The Oregon Trunk people are planning
to bridge the Columbia to connection
with the North Bank road. This has
leaked out. Porter Brothers, who own
the Oregon Trunk rights have been in
conference with Attorney James B. Kerr,
the Hill lawyer who whipped and routed
Harriman’s legal lights at every issue
when the O. R. & N. was trying to block
the Hill line down the Washington shore
of the Columbia. It is known that Mr.
Kerr has been engaged for some time
picking up the odds and ends of the situ-
ation that may result in litigation be-
tween the Deschutes River road and the
Oregon Trunk, and that one of the pur-
poses of the conference between the
Porters and Lawyer Kerr was to decide
upon a courseé of action that shall fur-
ther harass the Harriman forces.

John F. Stevemns, the confidential rep-
resentative of James J. Hill, who had
until a few_ days ago been here for a
month studying the Central Oregon situ-
ation, was a frequent conferee with At--
torney Kerr upon matters pertaining to
railroad building into the long-neglected
territory.

Stevens is now said to be in the Hast
for the purpose of making a personal re-
port of the result of his investigations
to James J. Hill himself. The name
Stevens used while in Oregon proves to
be that of his private secretary, James
F. Sampson, who was with him when he
was chief engineer of the Panama Canal
and Isthmian Railroad.

Strongest indications point to the fact
that a bridge will be built across the Co-
lumbia near Seufert’s cannery at the
Norrows by the Oregon Trunk line, which
makes it appear all the more plausible
that none other than J. J. Hill is to buil
the road for which Porter Brothers hav
the contract, or -at least is furnishing
the money for whatever operations the
contractors are instructed to see through,

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FRUIT PRODUCTION
BELOW AVERAGE

Local Growe}s Have Short
“rop in Most
Lines.

It is a difficult matter to make any
reliable"estimate of the fruit crép this
vear and of the status of the growers
as compared. with other years. The
probabilities are, however, that the
fruit growers who go in for mixed fruit
will have a good year, or at least an
average season as compared with oth-
ers.

Take it on the whole, the crop this
year is small. The worst crop of all
was in strawberries, and. in that case
there was no redeeming feature in the
way of high prices. The quality of the
berries also was below the average.
Those whé have good cherry trees,
however, have made money. The cher-
ries were & pretty good erop, the fruit
very’ fine, and the prices high. During
a good deal of the season they have
retailed at 75 cents for a large basket.
At this price the growers are able to
coin money. If the crop is good a
cherry orchard would be better than a
gcla mine.

Of the latter fruits there are no very
large crops, but the fruit will all be
fine and in good condition. The July
rains were just what was needed to
make the. fruit grow and it will be of
better size and quality than has been
the case for many years. The plums,
prunes, apples, and in fact all fruits
will be large. This makes picking and
packing easy, and with the high prices
which are bound to prevail there is no
doubt that the fruit growers will do
well.

One cause for the high prices outside
of the scarcity at home ig the fact that
the fruit in the neighboring states to
the south has not been up to the mark,
and much of it has been refdsed by the
Dominion government inspectors and
has had to be returned. Every ship-
ment is carefully examined by the gov-
ernment inspector, and if he finds any
trace of disease which is likely .to
spread to the local orchards he wisely
refuses to allow the fruit to be sold and
returns it to the other side of the boun-
dary line on the next steamer. Whole
carloads have been so,returned and this
has made the shispers of California
and Oregon refuse to send in their fruit
except at greatly advanced prices, as
the risk of its getting through is great.
Of course, this is bound to work a
hardship on the consumer, but the lo-
cal growers got the benefit of the high
prices.

There are many who believe the ins
spection \is too stringent and that Brit-
ish Columbia will have to pay too
high a price for fruits from the south
in future,

CONTINUOUS BRAKE.

Australian Has One Claiming Many
Improvements.

London, July 31.—W. J. C. Almond
and J. A. Ople, of the South Australian
railway department, are the joint in-
ventors of a new continuous railway
brake, of which much is destined to be
heard ih the near future, says the Lon-
don Standard. Our Adelaide corres-
pondent informs us that a working
model of a goods train, made to scale
and fitted with the new invention, has
demonstrated both its applicability and
its utility for the purposes required.
There is no necessity for the complex
mechanism involved in many other
continuous brake systems and no train
pipes are required,

The risk of leakage of air by faulty
coupling of pipes iz avoided, and all
trucks refitted with the appliance
automatically fall into the system as
soon ag they are joined to the train.
It is estimated that there will be an
enormous saving of cost, for in the
case of goods trains, for instance, on
the narrow gauge lines, which are not
fitted with continuous brakes, the en-
.gine has to slow down long before it
reaches the station, thus wasting valu-
able time.

CARLISTS MAY TRY
TO RAISE THEIR FLAGH

Official Statement at Madrid is
That the Situation Contin-
ues Improving.

Madrid, July 31.—The government'’s
reports from Catalonia. indicate that
the situation continues to improve.
Both King Alfonso and Premier Maura
seem satisfied that, the worst is over,
that the rebellion in Barcelona has
been quelled and that order soon will
be restored. Nevertheless, to be on the
safe side, large bodies of troops of all
arms continue to be hurried to the
scene. . No figures, or even estimates,
of the loss of property and life in Cata-
lonia are vouched for by the authori-
ties, but private dispatches leaking out
through the frontier indicate that there
has been a great slaughter at Bar-
celona.

Reports continue to filter in of the
destruction® of property, especially
churches, monasteries and convents,
against which the fury of the mob was
centered. The only region ' creating
particular anxiety is the Biscayan
provinces.

There is some apprehension that the
followers of Don Jaime, the Pretender,
may attempt to raise the white flag of
the Carlists.

TO DISBAR STATE JUDGE,

Aberdeen, Wash., July 31.—The State
Bar Association, in session here, de-
cided to begin disbarment proceedings
against Milo A. Root, for misconduct
as a justice of the supreme court in
his relations with M, J. Gordon, form-
er counsel for the Great Northern rail-
road. :

MEXICO SHAKEN
~ BY BAD 'QUAKE

SHOCKS WERE OF WIDE
EXTENT IN THE SOUTH

Dead Were Many and Warst is
Not Known—A Troubled
Area.

e

Mexico City, July 81.—With Chilpan-
cingo city destroyed, Acapulco partly
razed, and the loss of life problemati-
cal, Central Mexico, from the Atlantic
to the Pacific, an area of more than
100,000 square miles, was shaken at an
early hour yesterday by a series of the
most severe earth shocks felt in the
region for the last quarter of a cen-
tury.

The quake was severe in Mexico eity,
but not prolific in destruction, Re-
ports telling of the loss of life ara
meagre, but the official figures thus far
show 14 killed and more than a score
mortally injured. Word from an Amer-
ican commercial traveller at Chilpan-
cingo, state of Guerrero, says that city
was destroyed, arnd the inhabitants are
living in the open, suffering from tke
elements, The loss of life is not de-
finitely knowa.

The shocks continued at Chilpan-
cingo to-day, with subterranean rum-
bling and flashes of lightning. Aca-
pulco, Guerrero, was partly razed,

According to the observatory records
the first shock of the series was felt at
4:15 in the morning. It was severe,
causing the bells of the many cathe-
drals of Mexico city to toll, breaking
crockery, and in some cases levelling
walls. The inhabitants of the ecapital
had hardly recovered from their fright
when a second and more severe shock
caused an outpouring of nearly all of
the residents. This movement was of'
a twisting character, and was felt
with marked severity for nine seconds.
The tall buildings of the capital
swayed, and in some instances cracked.
The pavement opened in plages, and in
the poorer quarters a number of houses
collapsed.

A message from G. Pyros, an Amer-
ican commercial traveller, has just
been received from the town of Chil-
rancingo saying that the place has
been completely destroyed. The inhab-
itants are living in the open, suffering
greatly from the elements. The shocks
continue, accompanied by subterranean
rumblings and electrical storms,

The Federal Telegraph Company has
just established - communication with
Acapulco, a seaport on the Pacific, in
the state of Guerrero, with a popula-
tion of about 5,000 persons, by the
roundabout way of the isthmus of Te-
hauntepec. The first message received
read as follows: ‘“The entire lower half
of this city has been destroyed, There
have been many casualties. The
branch here of the National Bank ig'in
ruins. The cashier is mortally inw
jured.”

Communication was then interrupt<
ed. All direct communication between
Acapuleco and Mexico city is cut off.
Immense damage has been wrought on
the west coast of Mex¥o. Communi-
cation with the cities of Chilata and
Chilpancingo is cut off;, and it is feared
they have both suffered heavily.

A heavy death list is feared in the
state of Guerrero. It is rumored that
15 persons were killed in Santa Julia,
a suburb of this city, making the total
of deaths in the federal list 20, and the
number of persons badly injured 55.
These figures are not official. The new
post office building and one cathedral
have been badly damaged.

FIND THE ASHES OF
GAUTAMA BUDDHA

Near Peshawar is Discovered
One of Eight Bronze
Sockets.

London, July 31.—Excavations cons
ducted by the Archaeological depart-
ment of the Indian government near
Peshawar, the British stronghold, near
the frontier of Afghanistan, have Tre-
sulted in the discovery of an ancient
Buddhist memorial mound, ‘containing
a bronze casket, within which are
some of the ashes of Gautama Bud-
dha, the founder of Buddhism. They
are inclosed in a wrought haxagonal
rock crystal receptacle, sealed with
the royal seal of the Emperior Kanish-
ka, who was ruling in Peshawar at
the opening of the Christian era.

“When Buddha died in 482 B. C,
his body was cremated and the ashes
divided in eight parts among his dis~
ciples,” said Dr. L. D, Barnett, keeper
of the Oriental books in the British
Museum, to-day.

“One of the vases containing these
portions, known as the = Piprahwa
Vase, was discovered a few years ago
by the government survey.”

LAW STRICTLY "ENFORCED.

Toronto Will Keep Women From Fre-
quenting Chinese Resorts,

Toronto, July 31.—“The law against
women frequenting Chinese resorts is
going to be rigorously enforced,” said
Crowil Attorney Corley in discussing
the sentence of six months in the Mer-
cer Reformatory imposed  upon three/
young women in the police court. “Un-
der ordinary procedure they can be sent
to the Mercer for six months, But, if
that does not deter the young white
women of the city, a harsher penalty
will be invoked. Under the Prison and

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WAR ABROAD,
RIOT AT HOME

SPAIN RENT TO-DAY
BETWEEN THE TWAIN

City of Barcelona in State of
Complete Anarchy—Ma-
chine Guns Used.

Madrid, July 20.—Spain to-night is rent
by two fears, the fate of the army in
Morocco and the situation in the Medi-
terranean provinces of Catalonia. At the
outskirts of Melilla the Spanish arms
have suffered a serious check. Three
thousand soldiers have either been slain
or wounded, and the Moorish hordes are
fighting at the very walls of the city

itself.

News from Barcelona, the centre of the
revolutionary outbreak, is exceedingly
meagre and unsatisfactory. From Liston
comes - the report that the revolutionists
are using bombs and that 100 persons
were killed and 200 wounded during the
earlier stages of the conflict.

Premier Maura’s announcement that
the situation in Barcelona showed a little
improvement, and word from Melilla that
the Moors were retreating from Mount
Curuga, only slightly appeased the gen-
eral disquiet. The Moorish forces, how-
ever, have been strengthened by the ar-
rival of 5,000 additional tribesmen, and the
official judgment that 75,000 Spanish
troops are needed to overcome the tribes-
men would indicate that the Melilla army
of Spain is in sore straits,

A Moorish army is marching on Allou-
cemas, and a warship has been hurriedly
dispatched from Melilla to aid the gar-
rison there.

Insurrectionary outbreaks are reported
from many points in Spain. At Granil-
Jois, two convents have been burned,
while at Cassadelas the civil guard was
disarmed -and imprisoned in the barracks.
The revoutionists are active at Lahans
and Figueras, where the railways have
been dynamited. Financial institutions
are sending their funds across the fron-
tier. .

The report that a provisional govern-
ment had been established at Barcelona
and the civil government had been de-
posed, has not been confirmed, but it is
persistently ‘rumored that Premier Maura
will resign and that an administration
will be set up in Madrid.

It was officially announced that the
cavalry engaged at Barcelona succeeded
to-day in driving into St. Martin square
the principal bands of revolutionists
against whom the artillery opened fire,
causing great losses. The survivors sur-
rendered:
f Disaster  Impending. $

Paris, - July 30.—~French army officers
familiar with the topography of the Riff
country. consider that the official report
of the Spanish defeat by the Moors at
Melilla -spells a complete disaster, and
they would not be surpriged if the next
news told of the fall of the city. They
point out that the tribesmen evidently
ehanged thefr tactics, which they twice
tried : unsuccessfully,  of descending from
Mount Gurugua and: cutting in half the
which was four miles
long, extending from the land forts at
Melilla to the extreme left at Mount
Atalayou, a promontory on the shore of
the Marchica Lagoon. The Spanish left
probably was cut off from communication
with the main body, while the latter went
on fighting the battle with desperation
under the walls of the city.

Business at Standstill.

Cerbere, France, July 30.—Grave events
are anticipated at Figueras, a town some
21 miles from Gerona. Comparative calm
had been restored when orders were is-
sued to the recruits to report for duty.
The entire population is preparing to re-
sist. The Port Bouline express left
Figueras yesterday, but stopped at Llan-
so, where the track had been blown up
with dynamite. At Junquera, a small
town 26 miles northeast of Gerona, tele-
graph poles have been chopped down. All
places where the public funds have been
deposited are guarded by the military.
[Business is at a complete standstill, The
merchants are panic stricken, and are
placing their funds in foreign banks for
safekeeping. Many instances of soldiers
refusing to fire on the mobs are report-
ed. A squadron of infantry threatened
to shoot a policeman who was about to
fire his revolver into a crowd.

Reports from the interior state that
the situation is constantly growing more
alarming. A mob, including many sol-
diers, is reported to have made a mani-
festation before the royal palace at Ma-
drid, crying “Down with the war.”

Complete Anarchy.

Lisbon, July 80.—Refugees from Bar-
celona say that the city is in a state of
complete anarchy. They report that the
terrorists are using dynamite bombs free-
ly, causing great destruction of property
and loss of life, thousands of armed men
behind heavy barricades resisting the at-
tacks of the -troops in pitched battles.
Puring the first few days of the fighting

.more‘ than 100 persons were killed and

several hundred wounded.

Machine guns. and grape were used
against the rioters. The sidewalks and
buildings were spattered with the blood
of the victinis. Everywhere women and
childrén are’ wandering in searéh of their
Bwsbands and fathers.

FIVE YEARS IN DEN
FAR UNDERGROUND

Police Discover Name of White
Child Found in ’Frisco
Chinatown.

San Francisco, July. 80.—Fighting for
the possession of little Alice Minto, the
nine-year-old Italian girl whom they
adopted five years ago, Mah Lin and his
wife, both Chinese, will appear in couit
late to-day. Action has been started by
W. P. Hatch, of the juvenile detention
home, to have the child declared de-
pendent.

Investigation which led to the discovery
of the identity of the little white girl,
who for five years has lived 1mn opium
dens and to-day knows no word of Eng-
lish, failed to clear up the mystery which
surrounds her parentage. Chinese intere
preters investigated the case to-day and
said that without doubt the child was
Alice: Minto, who was brought into
Chinatown five years ago, but further
than that they could learn little of her
history.

Efforts are being made to-day to locate
Captain Williams, a Salvation Army
worker, who is believed to have placed
the child in the hands of the Chinese.
Miss Williams ‘is supposed to be some-
where in the state of Washington. The
authorities are also anxious to find Miss
May Thomas, another Salvation Army
worker, who knows the history of the
case. Miss Thomas is somewhere in
California, and it is thought she will be
found in Los Angeles.

As nearly as -can be learned by the
authorities, the little girl was deserted
when she was very young, and was
placed in the hands of the Children’s
Home Finding Society. Three different
white families adopted her, but were
compelled to give her up, various tricks
of fate causing her return to the society.
The records of the society show that on
February 24th, 1904, Miss Williams was
given custody of the child. From that
point official trace of her is lost until
she appeared a few days ago as the cen-
tral figure in a raid on an opium den in
Spofford’s alley.

From Chinese it is learned that after
the great fire in April, 1906, little Mah
or Loy Ho, as Alice is known in China-
town, was taken to Oakland and Sacra-
mento by her Chinese foster parents, and
when the local Oriental quarter was re-
built was brought back here to again
take up her abode in an underground
opium den.

So completely did the Chinese cut the
little girl off from connection with the
Caucasian race that she forgot the 1lit-
tle English that she once lisped and to-
day knows nothing of any language but
Chinese. She was attired in Oriental
garments. when found by the authorities,
and protested volubly in pure Cantonese
when compelled to don the garb of a
European.

Miss Williams Explains,

Bellingham, Wash., July 30.—Deny-
ing indignantly that she was the per-
son who placed the child known as
Alice Minto in the hands of a Chin-
ese family of Sap Francisco, and as-
serting that the little girl is of Syrian
instead of Italian parentage, . Miss
Maud E. Williams, a Salvation Army
captain of this city, avers the child
was given to the Chinese by Rev.
Baynton of the California Home Find-
ing Society.

‘““Rev. Mr. Baynton gave the child to
the Chinese family,” said Miss Wil-
liams this morning. “All I had to 4o
with the matter was simply bringing
the child from Alameda for Mr, Bayn-
ton and turning it over to the Chin-
ese woman.”

ALDRICH TARIFF BILL
IS NOW COMPLETE

Rough Lumber Stands at $1.25
as President Taft Ordered
It to Be.

Washington, July 380.—The Payne-
Aldrich tariff bill to-day stands com-
plete. An agreement on all disputed
points was reached yesterday after-
noon, and at 4:55 the conference report
was signed by the Republican members
Lof the committee. It went to the
house at noon to-day, to be voted on
by that body to-morrow. The senate
will begin consideration of the meas-
ure as agreed to by the conferees on
Monday.

Halted by the mandate of President
Taft, the tariff conferees were com-
pelled to turn back ' and revise thair
rates on lumber and gloves. In a com-
inunication to Senator Aldrich and Re-
presentative Payne, the President de-
manded that high rates on lumber as
fixed by the senate should not be made
a part of the conference report. Aftir
struggling over these questions
throughout the entire day, the confer-
ees surréndered to the president’s views
and signed the report.

Not content with issuing an injunc-
tion against higher rates on these ar-

ticles, the president specified that hides
must go on the free list, with the
house rates on boots and shoes and
other manufacturers of leather. Hos-
iery, too, he decreed, should be re-
duced below the house rates, which
were advanced over the Dingley rates.

On lumber some concessions were
made in spite of the fact that the
president’s instructions were complied
with to the letter. Rough lumber was
made dutiable at $1.25 per thousand
feet; finished on one side, $1.75; finished
on two sides, or one side planed or
tongued and grooved, $2.15; finished on
three sides, $2.52%; and finished on four
sides, $2.90. To conciliate Senators
Piles and Jones, the conferees adopted
the senate rate of 50 cents a thousand
on shingles.

SUPPOSED CORAL SMUGGLER.

New York, July 30.—Ciro Cirosentio,
aged 18 years, was searched at police
headquarters last night, and detectives
found about his person a large quan-
tity of valuable carved and rough
corals. The police say he is one of a
gang of smugglers who have been cost-
ing the government $200,000 yearly by
evading customs duty.

BIG COMPANY BEING
FORMED IN MONTREAL

Capital of Twenty-Five Mil-
lions—Prominent Men.

Montreal, Juiy 30.—Announcéement
was made last night that plans have
been completed for the consolidation in
one company of all the cement com-
panies in Canada. The new company
will include all the principal cement
manufacturing companies in Canada,
and the consolidated company, which
will be known as the Canadian Con-
solidated Cement Company, will have a
capitalization of $25,000,000, Application
has been made to Ottawa for a char-
ter for the company, and the under-
writing arrangements are pretty near
completed, some of the strongest men
in the country being among the under-
writers. The organization and under-
writing arrangements are in charge of
Randolphe Forget, M.P.

It has not yet been decided whether
a public issue will be made, or whether
it will be retained by the underwriters
and their friends, but these are details
which will be decided upon later. The
consolidated company will take over
the principal cement plants in the Do-
minion, representing about two-thirds
of the total output of the existing mills,
In all some seven or eight mills will
be includéd in the merger, including
the plant of the International Portland
Cement Company, which has been such
a great success, and the founder and
managing director of which, J. S. Ir-
vine, has been a moving spirit in
bringing about the merger.

Harvest is Ripening.

* Winnipeg, July ‘30.—From the eastern
boundaries of Manitoba, clear across
the three sunset provinces to the foot
hills of the Rockies, a good thousand
miles, and in a belt approximately 300
miles ' wide, on an average, for that
distance, the wheat fields are rapidly
turning from an olive green to an un-
dulating ocean of russet and gold. Pre-
parations have started for the garner-
ing of somewhere in the neighborhood
of one hundred million bushels of
wheat, not to mention other grain,

CONTRACT FIXED

H. W. E. CANAVAN WILL
AGREE TO PROPOSAL

Parks By-Law to Be Wiped
Out of Exist-
ence.

Thg, by-law to repeal the parks board
by-law passed its third reading at the
special meeting of the city council
last night, and when it has been finally
reconsidered and passed the fate of
the board will have been sealed. The
by-law is to take effect at the end of
the year, when:‘the present board will
pass out of existence. After that the
business of taking care of the parks
and boulevards will be undertaken by
a committee of the city couucil,

At the same meeting the contract for
supplying the city ‘with 50,000 yards of
rock from a quarry. at Esquimalt was
ordered to be signed. The price to be
paid for the rock is $1.80 per yard de-
livered in bunkers at the city wharf
at the foot of Herald street. H. W. E.
Canavan, the contractor, agrees to pur-
chase the city crusher for cash and to
build bunkers which, if the contract
is continued for one year, will then be-
come the property of the city. The city
has the option of taking as much as
150,000 yards of the rock if required.

The solicitor was instructed to apply
to the railway commission for a tem-
porary permit to use the E. & N. rail-
way bridge until such time as the com-
mission could give a final decision on
the matter, The suggestion that steps
should be built to the bridge from the
foot of Johnson street did not meet
with favor. Alderman Ross suggested
that if they could not get the permis-
sion they should build a bridge of their
own,

On the introduction of a by-law to
provide for the grading, macadamizing
of Cecil, Victor, Forbes and Asdquith
streets and the construction of side-
walks and boulevards at a cost of $63,-
000, the council became doubtful
whether they should spend that much
money on streets where there were now
ng houses.

Alderman McKeown objected to the
method of making the streets before
putting in“the necessary drains, sewers
and other pipes. If this was done the
streets. would have to be dug up again.

Alderman Stewart moved that the
committee rise and report progress and
ask leave to sit again. The streets were
so far out he said, and there was so
much work needed nearer town that
he did not think they should go any
further with it without investigating.
He did not wish to turn down necessary
work, but this was a case where he
thought the property owners should
pay all the cost. There was no water
there nor sewers. If this was to be all
the cost he would not object, but
later they would be asked to put in the
water pipes, sewers and other work.

Alderman Turner said that they had
passed the resolution, &nd now they
should keep faith with the owners and
pass the work.

A committee consisting of Aldermen
Stewart, Turner and McKeown was
appointed to visit the place and report.

MONTROSE COLLIDED
WITH MONSTER BERG

Big C. P. R. Freighter, Which
May Come Here, Had Her
Bow Stove In.

Quebec, July 30.—With 15 to 20 feet
of the port side of her’ bow stove in
as the result of a collision with a
monster icebrug off the Newfoundland
banks, the Canadian Pacific steamer
Montrose arrived here last night.

The accident occurred during a fog
so; thick that, as a passenger stated,
“you could not see your hand in front
of you.” The Montrose was running at
slow speed, thus minimizing the dam-
age. Repairs can be made without
docking. Only one man. a fireman, was
slightly injured about the head by the
shock of the collision.

LARGEST COPPER FURNACE.

Phoenix, July 30.—The British Colum-
bia Copper. Company is making pre-
parations to increase the capacity of
its reduction works by enlarging one
of its furnaces, which when completed
will be the largest copper furnace in
the Dominion. It is the intention of
the company to enlarge one of its fur-
naces which is now twenty .feet long
by fifty-six inches wide, by adding ten
feet to its length, thus making it thirty
feet by fifty-six in(;hes, with a smelting
capacity of about 800 tons daily. The
largest furnace at present in operation
in Canada is that of the Consolidated
Company at Trail, which is twenty-five
feet by forty-two inches. The new fur-
naces at the Granby smelter are
twenty-two feet by forty-two inches. _

PERMISSION REFUSED.

SIR FRED. BORDEN ON
IMPERIAL DEFENCES

Gives an Interview in England
on Canada’s Attitude to
Question.

- o

Reuter’s representative has had an
interview with Sir Frederick Borden,
Dominion minister of militia and de-
fence, who, accompanied by General Sir
Percy. Lake, inspector-general of Do-
minion forces, has arrived here in or-
der to attend the Imperial Defence con-
ference, which opens on the 28th inst.
In reply to questions, Sir Frederick
said:

“There is in Canada a practical
agreement of opinion as to the line we
should adopt in regard to Imperial de-
fence, The resolution of the Dominion
parliament disposes of the matter, and
it is on this our instructions are based.
I am very glad to notice that there is
complete agreement here as to the
constitutional aspect of the question,
and that the Dominion should have ab-
solute control of their own action. The
speeches of leading statesmen of this
country show that there is no disagree-
ment on the important question of all
defence matters being under the abso-
lute control of the different dominions.
It seems, therefore, to me that discus-
sions at the conference present little
difficulty, and that there cah be mno
question as to the practical outcome of
the conference on the lines of the Can-
adian resolution. It is perhaps as well
to recite the terms of this resolution,
which runs as follows: “This House
fully recognizes the duty of the people
of Canada, as they increase in numbers
and wealth, to assume in large measure
the responsibilities of national defence.
The House is of opinion that under the
present constitutional relations be-
tween the Mother Country and-the self-
governing dominions, the payment of
regular and periodical contributions to
the Imperial treasury for naval and
military purposes would not, so far as
Canada is concerned, be the most satis-
factory solution of the question of de-
fence.

“The House will cordially approve
any necessary expenditure designed to
promote the speedy organization of
Canadian naval service in co-operation
with and in close relation to the Im-
perial navy along the lines suggested
by the Admiralty at the last Imperial
conference, and in full sympathy with
the view that the naval supremacy of
Britain is essential to the security of
commerce, the safety of the Empire,
and peace of the world. The House ex-
presses its firm conviction that when-
ever the need arised the Canadian peo-
ple will be found ready and willing to
make any sacrifice that is required to
give the Imperial authorities the most
loyal and hearty co-operation in every
movement for the maintenance of the
integrity and honor of the Empire.”

CROW’S NEST COAL CO.
IMPROVES METHODS

Intends to Avoid Wasteful Pro-
duction as Far as
Possible.

Fernie, B. C., July 30.—Elias Rogers,
president of the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal
Co., Limited, from Toronto, has been
busy conferring with the officials in re-
gard to madtters pertaining to the bet-
terment of the Coa] Creek workings.
Jas. Ashworth, an eminent English
authority on coal mining, has been here
for some time going over the various
properties of the company, and in com-
pany with Mr. Hurd and President
Rogers, a thorough inspection is being
made.

Reports say that until late years no
systematic effort has been made to as-
certain the amount of coal in the vari-
ous seams and that a regular system
for obtaining all the coal in the mines
has not been in force. It is a well
known fact that in many of the mines
on this continent the systems employed
waste about half the '%oal in the preo-
perties. An over anxiety to produce
coal is often responsible for this, and
in many cases proper development work
has never been carried out.

Evidently the local] company are bent
on avoiding, as far as possible, a recur-
rence of these mistakes, and are going
to run their mines so as to obtain all
coal that is worth going after in the
fastest and safest way.

Mr. Rogers expressed great surprise
at the progress that had been made
in the rebuilding of the city in the
comparatively short time since Aug-
ust 1st.

COPPER COINAGE
ONLY AT MINT YET

Half a Ton Daily of Cents Are
Being Struck From
Dies

Ottawa, July 30.—At the royal mint
it is stated that only copper coinage is
being turned out at present. In fact,
no silver coins have been struck this
year. The reason is that there is no
demand ‘on the part of the bankers,
The usual run of copper coinage s
half a ton per day.

The mint authorities say that if the
Canadian public would refuse to ac-

cept United States coins the necessity
for more Canadian coinage would be at
once felt at the mint.

There is $200,000 worth of silver coin-
age in reserve for any sudden demand,
From time to time English sovereigns
are being manufactured, but no Cana-
dian $5 pieces have been struck yet.

TIMBER NEGOTIATIONS
' ARE IN PROGRESS

— -

If Carried Out Railway Facili-
ties Will Be Provided
at Once.

The deal for a large tract of timber and
farming land in the Cowichan Lake dis
trict, which has been hanging for some
time between an American company and
the C.P.R., is now all but consummateq,

The transaction involves a number of
features which make it of the greates
interest to the southern portion of tI
island. First, it insures the opening up
of what is believed to be the finest tim-
ber valley in this province—a valley which
will keep the railway in- freights for half
a century. Second,. it.-involves the earl;
construction of the much desired C.P.R.
extension to Cowichan Lake, affording
quick access to one ‘of the grandest
sporting areas on the continent, and to
lands of great fertility.

It will also mean, if the negotiations
now in progress are cjosed, the aban-
donment of the Cowichan river as a high-
way for the conveyance of logs, and its
preservation as a trout stream.

One clause of the contract now pending
provides that the company shall erect g
large mill, presumably on _ Cowichan
Bay, and another at Cowichan Lake, and
that as soon as the company is ready to
ship its logs and lumber the railway will
have facilities provided for transferring
them to the bay by rail. It is also under-
stood that a very advantageous fre t
rate on these logs has been secured from
the company, and that this rate will be
available for all shippers who wish to
take advantage of it.

The importance of suclé development in
a district tributary to this city can
scarcely be over estimated. The Cow-
ichan district has been practically un-
touched by the lumbermen, for although
of great wealth the Chemainus and other
lumbering concerns have contented them-
selves with holding their reserves there
for the future. The active operation of
a large.concern there, shipping from a
deep sea point, will mean a great acces-
sion of buslness in this place, and give a
still further, impetus to trade in Duncan
and fhroughout the whole valley,

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0SAKA SWEPT
BY FIERCE FIRE

ENTIRE CITY MAY BE
WIPED OUT TO-DAY

Like Great Chicago Fire, it Be-
gan From Upsetting Oil
Lamp.

Osaka, Japan, July 31.—One-fourth of
this city was destroyed te-day by a
¢ which is sweeping onward to-night
~ith terrific fury and threatens to
urn every building in Osaka. More
han 5,000 houses have already been
estroyed, and it is beHeved that the
ss of life has been enormous.
The agqueduct has been dried up by
1e fire, and firemen are powerless to
smbat the flames. Dynamite is being
1zed this evening in an attempt to
heck the fire, but little success is be-
ing met.
Troops are being poured ifto the city
by the hundreds to aid in fighting the
fire and to control the panic-stricken
people.
The fire started early this morning
in the northern district by the upset-
ting of an oil lamp. The fire spread
rapidly and thousands of houses have
been reduced to ashes. The flames con-
tinued to spread throughout the day,
and to-night the situation is desperate.
So intense has become the heat from
the thousands of flaming structures
that water in the canals, which the
Aremen atfempted to use after the
main aqueduct dried up, has become
boiling het and only explosives can
now be employed in fighting the con-
flagration. Over three square miles of
the city is now in ashes, and it is cer-
tain that hundreds of the panic-
stricken inhabitants have met death.

The great teahouses,. the largest in
the empire, which faced the water-
front, have all been destroyed, and un-
less there is a change in the direction
of the high wind now blowing toward
the unburned section, the entire city
is doomed.

The famotue castle, built in 1588, and
one of the most famous structures of
the empire, is directly in the path of
the flames and cannot escape destruc-
tion.

Osaka has a population of over a
million inhabitants, and is the com-
mercial centre of Japan. It is one of
the most picturesque cities of the em-
pire, being girdled with canals as is
Venice.

Situated at the héad of the gulf of
Osak4, in central Japan, the stricken
city would have been the most popul-
ous eity of the empire but for the
shallowness of the water in its har-
bor, which has kept it from becoming
oneé of the most important ports of the
world. It is the rice and tea centre of
thé ermpire, gnd there is but a small
resident foreign population, though the
quaint old city is visited by thousands
of tourists annually.

The plan as outljned im the govern-
ment memorgnda. issued to-day, is to
enlist the services of all Japanese avia-
tors under the supervision of the naval
and military authorities, to attempt
the designing of air craft adaptable to
both naval and military services. The
entire experimental expenses will be
met by the government, and large |
money prizes will be awarded those
aviators solving the problems of air
navigation.

BIG CANADIAN ROAD

“STILL AFTER HILL

Cut-off Between Yancouver and
Spokane to Greatly
Shorten Route,

ADMIRALTY TESTS
PROVED IT GOOD

London Man Has Succeeded in
Inventing Improved
VProcess.

Montreal, July 31.—A special London
cable says:

Harold A: Richardson, of London,
Ont., has beeh here for the past two
years in connection with an improved
process for the manufacture of armor
plate. .He says he has scored a great
success in the tests of his armol plate
by -the British naval authorities at
‘Whale. Island.

The test consisted of a six-inch
armor plate being fired at by a 9-2 inch
gun at the short distance of 120 feet,
an armor-piercing capped shell being
used. Though this was a very severe
test, the shell made no impression on
the armor plate at that distance, the
plate, on the other hand, shattering the
shell into a thousand fragments,

Mr. Richardson estimates that hisg
production is at least 125 per cent. bet<
ter than German armer plate, and de-
clares that it ought to prove of in-
estimable value to the admiralty, with
whom he has been negotiating for some
time past.

He intends to give the Old Country
the sole benefits of his patent. He has
already purchased a site here for a
plant, and says he is backed by big
men, He hinted that the admiralty was
holding over the armor plate for the
new Dreadnoughts until the result of
the tests of his invention was known.

This News Not Censored.

Barcelona, Jfly 381.—Two hundrefl
rioters were summarily tried, convicted
by court martial and executed by the
military authorities to-day. 'The men .
executed were captured at various
times throughout the past few days
and held as prisoners until to-day. This
morning they were lined up against a
wall and shot.

The authorities hope that by making
these wholesale executions matters of
public knowledge they may be able
to overawe the revolutionists and put
an end to the riots. Despite the shoot-
ing of the 200 wrisoners to-day, how-
ever, the rioters were active in the
suburbs, where they fired on houses
and destroyed considerable property. A
number of lives were lost, but no re-
port is made of the tota] number.

In. the city proper the troops have
the situation pretty well in hand.. The
insurgents are now disheartened by the
victory of the government, but the
military officers in'command of the
city declare the uprising is near. its
end. They" declare that the backbone
of the revolution is broken and that
it canné6t be revived,

Fighting will probably continue for
sever#l #ays, as there remains a large /
number of the insurrectionists who''
have not been subdued.

TIDAL WAVE CAME
UP ON WATERFRONT

Greatest Damage at Acapulco
Came as an After-
clap.

City of Mexico, July 3l.—Reports re-
ceived here to-day state that a tidal
wave followed the great earthquake
yesterday and engulfed the waterfront
and a large section of Acapulco. Pen-
ple are rendered panic-stricken by tbg_
damage wrought by the series of trem-
ors and many are fleeing from the
country. »

Search of the ruins of Chilpancingo
and Guerrero will add to the list of
casualties, it is considered certain, Hid-
algo Titlan, in the state of Vera Cruz,
is reported to be almost - totally de-
stroyed by the tidal wave.

Accurate reports of the damage done
cannot be obtained until telegraphic
communication is re-established. Re-
rorts from the ’quake zone indicate
that refugees from the stricken citics
are suffering severely. The people- are
living in the open and many of them
have neither food nor sufficient cloth- -
ing.

‘Wide damage is reported by runners .
as having affected Teloloapan, Cocula,
Chiautla, Amepe, Gutheamala and
other towns on the north Balsas river.

More ’Quakes Reported,

Washington, July 81.—Following the
results of the earthquake which de-
stroyed several towns and killed hun-
dreds of persons in central Mexico
early yesterday, advices received by
the state department to-day indicate
that two more tremors, of greater se-
verity than any of those previously
felt, shook the same territory again
last night. In a message to the state
department, Ambassador Thompson
says:

“Two long, severe earthquakes oc-
curred in the Valley of Mexico last
night and probably covered all of the
‘territory between here and the Pacifi¢
coast. The wires are in bad shape but
it is reported that ‘Acapulco was en-
tirely destroyed. Probably a dozen
persons were kiffed here.”

Vice-Consul Tangburn at Acapulco
wired:

“Severe’ earthquake. Great loss of
property. Consulate damaged. Few
lives lost. No Americans injured.”

STCRY OF A TURTLE.
Revelstoke Man Carved His Initials on
it Nineteen Years Ago.

Teeswater,  July 31.—The News says:
Away back in the summer of 1890 as
a bunch of 8th concession school boys
were playing on the banks of the
Teeswater river, near where it crosses
the road, they captured a large mud-
turtle, that is, one with a shell about
a foot square. Among the boys were
Mat. Scott, now of Revelstoke, B.C.
Scott wished to make a record of the
incident and with a pocket knife carved
in the shell of the turtle his initials
and the date — 1890. The reptile was
then given its liberty and was not
again heard of for ten years. In the
summer of 1900 it fell into the hands
of Mr. Walter Pinnell, who, reading
the record of its wvrevious capture.
carved on the back of the Turfla his
initials and the date.

These factx were recalled a couple of
weeks ago—nineteen years after it first
made its acguaintance and nine years
after its second adventure—when Mr.
Thomas Elliot was the canturer of this
old denizen of the.river. He very na-
turally followed the example of Sccit
and Pinnell and added his initials to
those already on the turtle’s shell. The
fact that each time, the turtle was
caught within a comparatively short
reach of the river, would indicate that
these creatures live their long and
sleepy lives within a veéry limited area.
If this one lives out the two hundred
vears which is said to be the life of a
turtle, it may yet be carrying on it
back a lengthy history.

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IMPORTANT DECISION
IN A DIVORCE SUIT

Mr. Justice Clement on Neces-
sity of Epfor ing Perma-
nent Residence.

. Vancouver, Aug. 2/ — “This province
may be a haven of refuge; it should not
be a port of ‘call,” states Mr. Justice
Clement, in the course of a long judg-
ment dismissing the petition in the di-
vorce suit of Agams vs. Adams, on the
ground that he|/ was not properly domi-
ciled in the province. His lordship
strikes a warning that people may
come specially to reside in this pro-
vince because British Columbia alone
of the provinces west of New Bruns-
wick was competent to grant divorce,
and in that event there should be the
clearest evidence that the provision re-
quiring permanent residence in the
province was complied with. The peti-
tioner is a. clerk in the city, who has
lived here since last autumn. He had
resided with his wife in Alberta, and
parted from her there after eight years
residence in that prpvince. He had,
however, previously resided in British
Columbia, coming here from the east.
The judge refers to the point that the
petitioner would not gwear that it was
his fixed intention, t remain in the
province.

After referring to [judgments in the
English courts,| his Jordship says: “I
don’t lose sight of tHe argument, whlch
may be very properlv advanced, that
as between the various provinces of
Canada (if we| accept Quebec), the
marked likeness in our laws, the court
may well be more readv to draw the
inference of intent to settle in one pro-
vince upon remopval from another than
in the removal from Scotland to Eng-
land, with their different laws and legal
system. But on the other hand the
court cannot shut its eyes to the fact
that in this province alone of all the
provinces west of New Brunswick can
a wronged spouse find a court compe-

tent to dissolve marriage and the in-
centive to come to the province is
strong. I don’t wish, however, to be un-
derstood as holding that because a
man’s motive in coming to this prov-
ince may be to procure the dissolution
jof an intolerable marriage tie that the
court muyst necessarily find a want of
xed intention to make this his perma-
nent home, his community. The motive
ay be sufficient to [induce a man to
ome to live permanently in a commun-
ty, where he may get release from his
onds, but it must be|apparent to any-
ne who gives the matter a moment'’s
onsideration that the court in a case
ike this should| insist on the clearest
f a settled intention to abide here per-
manently. This| province may be a
aven of refuge; it should not be a
ort of call.”

Investigation conducted by Post-
master Noah Shakespeare into com-
plaints that letters mailed here had
been missed, led Saturday evening to
the arrest of Frederick Babbage, an
employee of the post office department.
A charge has been laid against him of
stealing from his Majesty’s mails,

The case was called before Acting
Magistrate Prior in the police court
this morning when the accused did not
appear. He was represented by J. A.
Aikman, who said he understood ac-
cused had injured his ankle shortly
before arrest Saturday, and was not
in court on that account! He asked for
a remand until Wednesday, which the
city prosecutor agreed to, and the act-
ing magistrate fixed bail at $7,500, ac-
cused in $2,500 with two surities of
$2,600 each, with permission to apply
for variation of the latter amounts and
the number of sureties, provided
full sum was not deviated from,

Babbage has been employed gather-
ing mail from the city boxes and at
other timesi acted as sorter in the
office, On Saturday evening he was so
engaged when E, F. Sheppard, a fel-
low employee, was attracted to the
movements of Babbage, which were
out of the usual. Mr. Sheppard’s sus-
picions were aroused, and he gave
more than passing attention to what
was transpiring. He believed Babbage
was handling letters which he had no
business to be touching at that time.
So close a scrutiny did he keep on his
man that before the latter was ready
to leave he was able to charge Bab-
bage with theft and seized him. Call-
ing on J. H. Lowry the accused em-
ployee was securely held by Mr. Lowry
while, Mr, Sheppard rang up by tele-
phone Postmaster Shakespeare,

Babbage was taken into the post-
master’s room and wateh kept' on him.
He complained of feeling faint, and
while his guardsmen were getting him
water and removing him to another
room he took advantage of a window
being opened to make his escape. He
dropped from the window, 'a distance
of nearly 15 feet to .the pavement he-
low, and made a dash for a passing
car.

Mr, Lowry had dashed out the other
way, however, in time to see him
mount the steps of the car and pur-
sued him.. The husky form of Mr.
Lowry placing his arm about Babbagé
at once induced the latter to accom-
pany him. The police were enlisted;
and Babbage taken to the police sta-
tion.

Before leaving the post office several
letters were thrown on the floor by
Babbage, it is alleged. A 'package con-
taining some jewellery was the- im-
mediate cause of the détection. Mr.
Sheppard is being congratulated by his
fellow employees for his - detective
work. For some time there have been
complaints about lost packages, which
made it most uncomfortable for 'the
employees, no trace being obtainable,.

Babbage at the police station de-
clared he had injured himself. An ex-
amination made by Dr. Robertson,
however, failed to show any serious
results, but this morning he complains
of an injured ankle. The charge
against him is laid by the postmaster.

This morning in the police court H.
W. R. Moore was present to prosecute
and J. A, Aikman appeared for the
accused. On the application for bhail
the prosecutor said the maximum pen-
alty for the offence upon conviction
was life imprisonment, and the mini-
mum three years. The adjournment
was taken till Wednesday, as the de-
fendant’s counsel had only received
instructions last night.

The accused has been an employee
of the postal department for some 15
vears, He is a married man with a wife
and three young children, and until
suspicion fell upon him  has always
borne a good character. He was first
employed in the inspector's office and
subsequently as collector and sorter.

ADOPTS REPORT
ON TARIFF BILL

LIVELY DEBATE ON
PROPOSED CHANGES

Republicans Denounced for

Failing to Keep Party
Pledges.

Washington, D, C., Aug. 2.—By a vote
of 195 to 183 the House on Saturday
adopted the conference report on the
tariff bill,

The day opened with what appeared
to be part of an organized. filibuster
against the conference report, when
Mr. Mondell, Wyoming, demanded the
reading of the lengthy document.
This proceeded for about an hour and
a half, when, with about two-thirds
remaining to, be read, Mr. Mondell
permitted the debate to go on.

Chairman Payne defended the re-
port and appealed to his Republican
colleagues to support it, prophesying
at the same time that when the bill
was enacted into law it would meet
with the approval of the country.

Mr. Clark, the minority leader, and
many of hxs colleagues denounced the
bill, and chastised the Republicans for
failing, as they alleged, to revise the
tariff downward and thus keep their
party pledges.’

Mr. Mann, of Illinois, said he would
vote against. the report providing the
rates on pulp and print- paper, as re-
duced by the house, were not retained.
He denounced that particular schedule
and declared that Canada would take
such action regarding pulp wood and
print paper as to place an almost pro-
hibitory price on paper in this coun-
try.

Provision was made for the adminijs-
tration of the new tariff law by the
urgency deficiency appropriation bill
which was passed. In addition to the
salaries for judges and other officials
and employees of the new TUnited
States court of customs appeals, the
senate apppropirated $100,000 to aid the
state department in making commer-
cial treaties, $100,000 to pay the ex-
penses of the "advisory board which
will assist the president in carrying

Face to facé with a deficit and with
salaries and bills unpaid, the soft drink
industry has become the biggest rev-
enye producer in the state. Here are
some tax clauses already passed by the
House:

Five-dollars a year upon each faucet
of a sodawater fountain; $500 a ‘year
for each  manufacturer of carbonate
water; $25 a year upon each bottling
machine in the state; a revenue stamp
costing 5 cents for each gallon of syrup
or tincture of extract manufactured or
sold,
