The thin vein runs 
into the Clifford mine, adjoining the 
No. 2 In the Clifford a few hours be­
fore the commissioners arrived, a Hun­
garian was killed almost instantly by 
the falling of a portion of the roof by 
the mine. He was doubled up and his 
lamp set fire to his clothing 
roasting him. But the

or eight feet thick. On the return 
journey to the foot of the shaft, Bishop 
Spalding came across a Lithuanian boy,
J'ho was employed as a door tender. His 
face was black from coal dirt, but in 
the dim light of the lamp on his cap 
the Bishop nbtieed the boy’s handsome 
features. He asked the boy many ques­
tions as to his age, the character of his 
wPrk and the wages he received, 
other commissioners also plied the boy 
irith questions.

Near the shaft on the return journey, 
the car in which Judge Gray, Gen. Wil- 
son and Messrs. Clark and Parker were 
seated, jumped the track and the four 
occupants were slightly shaken up.
Miners quickly placed the car on the 
track again and started them; off with a 
hearty good-bye.

The party reached the surface at 2.10 
o clock, after being underground for two 
nours and ten minutes. A hurried in­
spection was made of the outside build­
ings of the colliery, and then the com­
missioners were driven in carriages to 
their special train.

Packing Plants and Stock Yards May Be 

Merged Into Two Huge 
Corporations.

Chicago, Oct. 31.—The Record-Herald 
to-day says: ; “Two big consolidations 
of beef interests are planned. The pack­
ers will combine first and then a merger 
of all the stock yards, which are con­
trolled in Boston. All the properties in­
volved are owned and controlled by the 
owners of the principal beef packing 
plants. The different yards that prob­
ably will be included in the deal, aside 
from the Chicago yards, are those at 
Kansas City, East St. Louis, St. 
Joseph, Mo., Fort Worth, Texas, South 
Omaha and Sioux City. Iowa. The 
Armour interests are probably the largest 
in the Kansis City yards. The Armours, 
Swifts and Morris control the East St. 
Louis yards, the Swifts own the St. 
Joseph yards, the Armours and Swifts 
own the Fort Worth yards, the Armours, 
Swifts and Cudahys control the Omaha 
yards, and the Swifts control at Sioux 
City. While the control of the Chicago 
yards is held in Boston, the Chicago 
packers have large ; holdings of the 
stock also, and their recommendations 
would undoubtedly have great weight 
with the Eastern capitalists.

"The plan for consolidating the vari­
ous stock yards has not progressed as yet 
to a point where the amount of stock re­
quired has been more than discussed. It 
undoubtedly would run close up to $100,- 
000,000, exclusive of the amount required 
for the original packing companies com­
bination, which is said to be $800,- 
000,000.”

The prosecution played a strong card 
when it put in the two letters (as pub-1 
lished) and followed it up Monday morn­
ing with the examination of the convict 
Wood who wrote them. The latter re­
peated what Stutter had told him about 
the affair, telling his story quite clearly 
and without hesitation, and a very 
searching cross-examination by Mr. 
"Moresby, counsel for the prisoner, failed 
to shake him. Wood’s testimony closed 
the case for the Prosecution and an ad­
journment was taken until to-morrow, 
when the defence will have its innings.
There was quite a crowd in court to 
whom the proceedings were more than 
ordinarily entertaining, as Wood proved 
a lively witness at times.

On taking the witness stand he stated 
that while he was getting ready to go 
to St. Joseph's hospital to attend the 
trial of his own case, the accused, Stut­
ter, asked him if he would have a chance 
to go to number 14 Douglas street. If 
so. Stutter wanted him to tell the woman 
who keeps the place to deny having seen 
him change a fifty dollar bill there if 
questioned by a policeman. Witness ask­
ed Stutter if he had really changed the 
bill, and Stutter replied “Sure.” The 
witness then asked, “Did you gpt the 
fifty off him,” (meaning the Swede), and 
Stutter replied “Yes, but don’t tell Hayes 
as he thinks I only got the one dollar 
bill I gave him.”

Wood then asked the accused how he 
met the Swede and how he knew he had 
fifty dollars. Stutter replied that he saw 
him put it up at the Leland house to pay 
for drinks. He said “I thought it was 
better to have the whole cheese, so I 
told him to put it in his Pocket and, I 
would pay for the drinks.” Continuing, 
Stutter told the witness that after they 
had drunk the Swede went. out to the 
back, followed by himself and Hayes,
They picked up some rocks to knock him 
with, but Stutter thought that would/kâÿ éî'ty 
their victim, so he ran up and punched 
him in the ear, while Hayes kicked him!

FIRST MESSAGE OVER CABLE.

The King’s Reply to Cablegram From 
F. R. Lucas.

Vancouver, Nov. 3.—On ’ the comple­
tion of the “all red” cable between 
Australia and Canada, F. R. Lucas, 
cable engineer on the steamer Anglia, 
near the one hundred and eightieth meri­
dian of longitude, one mile from Fiji 
islands, sent the following message to
His Majesty King Edward, being the 
first message over the new cable:

At the moment of completing the Pacific

This afternoon the party will be taken 
on a special trolley car to the mining 
towns of Ashley and Sugar Notch for in­
spection of the mine workers’ houses.

On their return to Wilkesbarre the 
commissioners will board their train and 
go to Plymouth, on the Susquehanna 
river, one of thei largest mining towns in 
Luzerne county. After a tour of that 
place the commissioners will return to 
Scranton oypr , the Delaware, Lacka­
wanna & W,est$m railroad.

Chairman Grçty, of the commission, 
said to-day tj»at no time has been fixed 
for beginning tjie hearings nor has any 
place been definitely selected for holding 
them.' Hearipgs will probably be held in 
New York and in Philadelphia, but the 
published repqrt that Chairman Gray has 
arranged a place of meeting is incorrect.

An Amoy dispatch to the North China 
Daily News states that of late frequent 
complaints have been entered at the 
Amoy Taotai’s yameu by merchants and 
Junk owners, stating that the sea coast 
in the vicinity of the district of T’ung- 
anhsien, Fukien province, is a most 
dangerous highway for junks traversing 
the coast between Canton, Swatow and 
Amoy. Piratical junks, well-manned 
and well-armed, cruise about the T’ung- 
anhsien coast in squadrons of threes and 
fours, lying in wait for trading jv.uks 
laden with rich cargoes bound from 
Amoy and neighborhood to Swatow or 
Canton or yice versa, in some case strip­
ping the merchant craft of their all, 
cargo, sails, rigging, food supplies, arma­
ment, etc., and leaving the crews just 
so much as to enable them to navigate 
their junks to the nearest sea port, 
while in other cases, landing the erews 
at some spot on the coast and taking 
away the jvnks and all that is in them. 
Resistance means death at the hands of 
the pirates, who seldom massacre the 
trading junk crew unless, of course, the 
junks show fight ahd cause severe loss 
to the pirates. Then there is no mercy 
shown; every surviving member of the 
trading junks’ crews being thrown into 
the sea. Hence1, unless well-armed and 
strongly manned, merchant junks seldom 
show fight to a superior force of pirates, 
preferring tt> jshow their sterns to the 
latter if they can. If, however, the 
forces are equal, two to two, or three to 
three, a battle often ensues, and if the 
resistance be a stubborn one, then small 
chance is left to the jmik crews to sur­
vive the conflict should they be worsted 
by the pirates.

Anthony J. McMillan, 
director of the Snowshoe Gold & Copper 
Mines, Limited, and one of the directors 
of the Le Roi, who Is now on his way to 
London, Eng., speaking to' a representa­
tive of the Rossland Miner, said that de­
velopments at the Snowshoe'mine during 
this year had been satisfactory. Under 
the superintendence of J. W. Astley the 
mine has been developed to a stage 
where it is shipping from 150 to 200 tons 
per day of ore regularly. When certain 
equipment, which is now under way, is 
finished, it will be capable of turning out 
easily 400 to 500 tons per day. At pre­
sent the mine is shipping to customs 
smelters in the Boundary, but the ques­
tion of the company owning its 
duetion works has been under consider­
ation by G. S. Waterlow, Dr. Jones and 
other directors, and will be further 
sidered on Mr. McMillan’s return to Lon­
don. The Canadian Pacific railway has 
just put in-an additional spur to connect 
with the lower workings of the ‘ 
and a large hoist is about to be installed. 
New ore bins are being erected to pro­
vide for the increased output.

Asked if there was anything to be said 
with regard to the Le Roi, Mr. McMil­
lan said that he had bnt little to say in 
addition to what is generally known. The 
Le Roi, as the public reports show, has 
been doing very well this summer, and 
under the management of Mr. Mackenzie 
the’eosts of mining and smelting afe be­
ing materially reduced. The reduction 
in the costs of mining and smelting mean 
much for the Rossland district, and there 
is reason to believe that large bodies of 
low grade ote in the district, which, two 
or three years since were not considered 
to be of commercial value, will very soon 
be capable of treatment at a profit.

With reference to mining legislation, 
Mr. McMillan stated that ’when he was 
at the coast a short time since he saw 
members of the government, and he 
found them anxious to try,to do some­
thing to encourage the mining industry. 
“It is possibly true," said Mr. McMillan, 
“that many people at the coast and on 
the Island do not quite understand the 
situation in the mining districts of the in­
terior. I would suggest the desirability 
of boards of trade and others pressing 
upon the government, between the pre­
sent time and the meeting of the legisla­
ture, a request for the suspension, for 
three of four years, of the two per cent, 
mineral tax. I am not without hope that 
such an< effort would meet with success; 
at any rate, it is worth trying for. Min­
ing men do not, if I understand aright, 
wish to avoid a fair share of taxation, 
nor are they doing so. The last public 
returns of- the minister of finance show 
that about 33 per cent, of the total re­
venues of British Columbia are derived 
from the mining districts of the interior."

Glancing briefly 
ht the Empire’s progress morally and ma­
terially, he said: “We have always be­
lieved on the whole that England has 
sought first the Kingdom of God and His 
righteousness, and that as a consequence 
all these things have been added unto 
her. It would not be Impossible to show 
how much of her marvellous accretion of 
wealth and power in recent times have 
flowed directly from a large and general 
obedletoce to the laws of God.”

Thus for ex- Under the Judgments act on the brother 
ample, instead of burning thé corpses __ °f the defendant- 
the Japanese do, "'they would leave them 
on. the fields for several hours without 
any covering at all, while digging graves 
somewhere on the hill side for them.
The stench round the commissioner’s 
house was something dreadful, and fin­
ally he had to have policemen patrolling 
round his house day and night to pre­
vent people strewing corpses about in 
his immediate vicinity. One of the 
French priests has died of cholera. In 
Chemulpo there are comparatively few 
cases, but in Seoul there are about a 
hundred cases a day at present. Corpses 

being carried through the gates in a 
continuous stream. In Chinampo there 
are about 30 men cases a day; up till 
now about 386 cases have proved fatal.

They are both in favor of the pass­
ing of the New Education Bill, with 
slight amendments which, from men of 
their standing, are no doubt of consider­
able value.

These many, slightly varied, expres­

The October Nineteenth Century pre­
sents its readers with a very full dis­
cussion of the British government's bill 
now before the House of Commons, the 
writers being almost all in favor of the 
bill becoming law, but each with 
modification, generally an important one.

Sir John Gorst, a former minister of 
education, puts in a strong plea for the 
bill. He shows clearly that some change 
is absolutely needed, as the School 1B11 
of 1870, which 
boards, has quite failed to put the Brit­
ish educational system on a level with 
the best systems in America and on the 
continent. Another pressing need is the 
want of co-ordination between the dif­
ferent bodies devoting more or less 
money to secondary education. At this 
stage the confusion of authorities is very 
great. Grammar schools. Technical 
schools. Science schools and evening 
classes all competing for a share of the 
scholars arrived at an age which cor­
responds to the ground which in Canada 
is entirely occupied by the High schools.

Sir John Gorst thinks that any de­
fects in the bill are of little im- 
portaneé compared with the unification 
of the schools and of the education 
authorities. It almost abolishes the dis­
tinction between the voluntary schools 
and the Board schools, and it puts all 
èlementary and all secondary education 
under one authority—an education com­
mittee to be appointed by each County 
Council for its own district. He thinks 
the difficulties in the way of religious in­
struction have been exaggerated for po­
litical and sectarian purposes, and ex­
plains that the bill provides for secular 
instruction in all elementary schools at 
the public expense, under the absolute 
control of the secular authority.

The Bishop of Hereford makes a 
strong plea in behalf of tolerance and 
conciliation in religious matters. He 
proposes to give up the claim of the 
voluntary schools for a majority dn the 
local board of school managers, accept­
ing instead the right to require that the 
head master belong to the denomina­
tion which owns the school building. On 
this condition he thinks the voluntary 
or denominational boards should give 
up the use of their school buildings and 
the management of secular instruction, 
receiving in return aid from the county 
rates.

The next writer makes the point that 
the bill is in favor ,of popular control of 
secular education, and in other ways 
suited to the ideas of progressive Non­
conformists. He advises these latter to 
give the voluntary (church) schools more 
than they are really entitled to, for the 
sake of peace and the other bbnefits to 
be derived from the passing of the bill. 
He tells them that “No man can suc­
cessfully court the reputation of martyr­
dom on the distinction between a rate 
and a tax.”

Mr. Sydney Webb points out the cry­
ing need of science teaching in England 
by saying: “The Board of Education now 
makes large grants in aid of secondary 
schools—grants amounting sometimes to 
as much as £6 or £7 per head—provided 
that a reasonable amount of science is 
included in the curriculum.”

H. M. S. Flora Will Be Commissioned 
at .Plymouth on 11th Inst, for 

Esquimau Station.

J. Robinson, of Vancouver, formerly 
secretary to R. Russell, president of the 
Fairview corporation, has received a 
letter from Mr. Tiussell, giving an ac­
count of the recent fatal fire at the 
Fairview hotel. The letter states that 
the fire must have started about 2 
a.m., as Frank French, one of the 
guests, was reading until 1.30 a.m., 
when he put out his light. About 2 
o’clock Mrs. Mathias heard a crackling 
sound, and, going out, found the lower 
portion of the staircase, in flames. She 
immediately rushed tqAhe rooms of the 
guests to awaken-thom, while her hus­
band ran down stairs to try and extin­
guish the fire. C. A. C. Stewa'rd ac­
companied him, but the flames were so 
fierce that Mr. Steward had to throw a 
pail of water over Mr. Mathias to ex­
tinguish the flames round him. The 
latter was, however, fatally burnt, as 
is already known.

Miss Smith, the school teacher, was 
found after the fire, kneeling in a cor­
ner by a doer leading out on a veranda, 
and had she turned the handle and jump­
ed she would have been saved, as the 
ground was only 2 feet below. Miss 
Lizzie Hunt was awakened by Mrs. 
Mathias, but was evidently half-dazed, 
as after calling out “murder!” $hich 
helped to awaken the other guests, she 
returned to bed. John Love went to 
her room and tried to arouse her. He 
got her to the fire escape, but while he 
raised the window she ran back, and 
when he again reached her she had 
fainted. In order to save her he threw 
her out of the window and then jump­
ed. Miss Hunt sustained some sevAe 
burns, a broken thigh and partial par­
alysis. She is lying at the point of 
death, and has been unconscious since 
the fire. Mr. Love himself was serious­
ly burnt in the right arm, and will have 
to go to the hospital.

The loss will be heavy, and includes 
a stock of liquors valued at $2,500. Mr. 
Russell gives the following details of 
the insurance: Building, $6,000; furni­

America—a 
commodore station recently created and 
under the command of Commodore 
Finnis, formerly captain of H. M. S. 

That commission has now ex­
pired, and on the 11th of this month the 
Flora will be recommissioned at Ply­
mouth for the Pacific.

The Flora is a steel hulled, twin screw 
ship, sheathed, and has a displacement of 
4,360 tons. She is 320 feet long by 
49.6 beam, and has a draught of 19.2 
feet. Her horse power is greater than 
that of the Phaeton’s, it being 7,000

or speak English. The educated Indian 
coming from the schools usually gives 
the excuse that he has nothing with 
which to work, neither money, imple­
ments nor stock of any kind.

system by which ail incoming mails on 
the steamer Charmer are sorted on 
board. This is an arrangement which 
will at once commend itself to the public 
as a very desirable improvement, while 
it will prove an undoubted boon to the 
post office employees themselves, Who 
will thus be spared a great deal of the 
labor and time formerly entailed in the 
sorting of the mails as they arrived in 
a promiscuous heap at headquarters. 
The adoption of this system means that 
those having boxes will get their mail, 
if any, within a very few minutes after 
the whistle announces the arrival of the 
steamer.

The C. P. N.'Company has placed at 
the disposal of the department on the 
steamer a suitable mail room equipped 
with all the necessary, facilities for the 
rapid and complete sorting of letters and 
papers. In fact this part of the steamer 
can well be likened to a floating post 
office, for it is a veritable hive of 
tivity during the process of mail dis- 

Ed. Browne, of the regular 
office staff, is in charge, and on Satur­
day s trial, which was ■ the inaugural, 
the arrangement was found to work 
with perfect satisfaction. The mails 
were delivered to the box holders with­
in twenty minutes after delivery at the 
post office. The distribution made on 
these incoming trips will be as complete 
as in the regular office, provision being 
made on board for general delivery, box 
holders, letter carriers, business firms, 
banks and public institutions of various 
descriptions, so that everything is in 
readiness for final sorting at the post 
office when the steamer reaches port.

Rev. Elliott S. Rowe, «^seconding the 

resolution, said th,ey met to celebrate a 
great event, the significance of which 
they could not now estimate. They did 
not know what it had cost apart from 
the dollars and cents. It was impossible 
to say what would be the result of it.

He referred to the dogged perseverance 
which was evidenced in the final accom­
plishment of such an undertaking. This 
was the greatest part of such an under­
taking. These qualities were greater 
than the accomplishments which result­
ed from them.

That faith which is not destroyed by 
continued defeat of that which, it is at­
tempted to gain—that faith is the great­
est asset of mankind. It is that which 
accomplishes the great things of the 
world. It stops not even at the gate 
of death, but furnishes a footway for 
all mankind. It is an indication that 
man is the heir of the Almighty and is 
entering into his inheritanA

In the Pacific cable the greatest of 
cables, the undertaking of which was 
the greatest, they found an exemplifica­
tion of the sublimer courage than that 
which was shown on the battle field.

It was a significant cable. New re­
lationships were opened up by it. It was 
all red for the 21,000 miles on land, was 
on British territory, and the 31,000 miles 
under sea was of necessity wider British 
supremacy, for Britain ruled the waves. 
It was all British financed, planned and 
carried out by British.

He alluded to the absence of noise in 
connection with the carrying out of the 
w’ork, which was characteristic of the na­
tion to which they belonged.

It was a British victory of peace. The 
banner of England was not one of war. 
The race had shown when necessary 
peculiar ability with the implements of 
war, but they were more accustomed to 
the implements of peace.

The daring of the explorer, the work 
of the teacher and the wisdom of the 
scientist all entered into this work. This 
was tlie crowning victory of peace up to 
the present. It had an enormous politi­
cal significance. To-night . mother land 
and her daughters were in the same 
household, and sat in the same circle.

When the Amur left Skagway the 
weather was quite cold, while all through 
the north the winter had seemingly set 
in. A report containing valuable infor­
mation has been compiled and issued 
from the Dawson custom house by Do­
minion Collector E. S. Busby.

The Dawson correspondent of the Se­
attle Post-Intelligencer says: “The re­
port covers the three months ending Oc­
tober 1st of this year. The custom re­
ceipts at Dawson for the period aggre­
gate $227,144, meaning an increase over 
the same time last year of $45,114. This 
is an increase of 40 per cent. The per­
centage of the receipts from American 
goods last year was 64; this year 25. 
Thus while Canada is diverting her trade 
to her own markets hy her tariff, -dhe 
is cutting off the revenues that former­
ly came to her at this port from goods 
shipped chiefly from Seattle and other 
American ports. The average duties are 
33 1-3 per cent, ad valorem.

“During August importations from the 
United States fail to 18^4 per cent, of the 
total freight received here. In Septem­
ber they rose to 26 per «cent The rise 
is due to the large importations of min­
ing machinery.

“The value of goods received at Daw­
son during September was, in aggregate, 
$1,311,347. Of this amount $955,776 
represents Canadian goods; $342)000 Am­
erican goods, and $12,"993 the goods of 
ether countries. The percentage of goods 
from the States for this period is 26. 
High Canadian tariffs and the awaken­
ing of the Canadian factories and pro­
ducers to the fact the Yukon market is 
a good market and the desire of all 
traders here to avoid the duties on Am­
erican goods have caused the falling off 
in Amrrican imports.

Another of the home-bound sealers 
from Behring Sea, the schooner Um­
brina, Capt. Haan, arrived this morning, 
brina, Copt. Haan, arrived Friday morn­
ing. Tw) or three others are reported 
in the Straits, so that if the weather con­
tinues favorable a good sized fleet should 
be safely at anchor iu the harbor before 
evening.*1

The Umbrina has been spoken on the 
coast, and the fact that she is top-liner 
of the fleet which operated in the sea 
has already been announced. She has 
74(i skins in her hold, representing her 
season’s work in the sea, and this catch 
when added to the 322 skins, the number 
obtained on the coast, gives her a fairly 
good showing for the year’s operations. 
Captain Haan reports that seals have 
been plentiful in the sea, but that the 
weather has been very stormy. He 
lumtcd first in the southwest and then 
cruised to the northeast in the sea and 
or the return home called at English 
Bay, where a big fleet had assembled. He 
started from there for Hesquoit on the 
12th. At English Bay he left the Arietis 
with n catch of 451 skins; the Zila May 
with 151 : the Victoria with over 200 
and the Diana with 272. At Hesquoit 
the Enterprise was in port, bnt did not 
sail at the same time as the Umbrina, 
as at the time a gale was blowing out­
side. Captain Haan says he did not 
speak the Penelope, but heard that she 
l:«d lost a canoe containing two Indians 
iu a vtorm in the early part of the 
season. He also heard indirectly from 
the South Bend early in the season, and 
Itamed that she had a fairly good 
catch. She was then about to start for 
home. The Annie E. Paint was on the 
coast and the Favorite left Nootka on 
the 27th. From the Japanese sealing 
schooner Seafoo Maru the crew of the 
Umbrina learned of the disappearance of 
the Baker boys from the schooner 
Geneva on the Copper island coast, hut 
beard nothing of the missing men. Wil­
liam Dewitt, who was formerly a seal 
bun ter out of this port, is a member of 
the Japanese schooner. He had a record 
of having khlod 90 seal in two days.

CAPITAL CITY CONDITION.
A Tacoma dispatch says that the 

steamer Capital City is lying <6xn the 
beach at Dash point in about the same 
position as that in which she grounded 
after being struck by-the steam freighter 
Trader. The crew of the steamer is 
camped on the ground watching the ves­
sel, and spent a miserable day Via flue 
rain. There has been no official move 
towards an investigation.

Engineer S. SuUivnn, of the Willey 
company, has made an investigation of 
the damages done the vessel. He be­
lieves she can be easily floated by sink­
ing scows alongside her, pumping the wa­
ter out of them, and letting them 
the steamer. She will be put on the dry 
dock at Seattle as soon as raised. She 
had just come off the dry dock, where 
about $8,000 were spent in repairs. As 
the vesse lies lnow she is completely cov­
ered at high water except her nose, 
smokestack and pilot house.

HYSON'S ARRIVAL.
Sixty-seven days from London via the 

Suez Canal and Oriental ports was the 
record which the China Mutual Steam­
ship Hyson made on arrival here Fri­
day afternoon. On the voyage she call­
ed at Port Said, Penang, Singapore, 
Hongkong, Nagasaki, Mojl, Kobe and 
Yokohama. The ship experienced some 
netty heavy weather during the trip. 
She brought no saloon passengers. Her 
only Orientals were 15 Japanese for. 
Seattle. The cargo was â small one, 
amounting m all to 5,500 packages, which 
comes mostly from the Old Country.

SILK IMPORTATIONS.
Pilots Robertson and Jones have ar­

rived from Vancouver to await the ar­
rival of the steamers Miowera and Ath-/ 
enian, which are due from Australia and 
China respectively. The Athenian has 
on board another large shipment of raw 
kilk, valued at $1,125,000, and should she 
arrive at the time expected, all monthly 
records relative to the receipt of silk on 
0; P. N. liners from the Orient will have 
been broken. With the Athenian's cargo, 
the total consignments received "here 
since the beginning of October will reach 
a value of $4,625,000.

SHEARWATER TO CARRY MAIL.
H. M. S. Shearwater leaves Esquimalt
the 20th pro*, on an extended croise 

in Southern waters, during which she 
wih visit Christmas* Ducie, Easter 
Panning and Pitcairn islands, carrying 
mail to those places. Mail matter will 
be received at Victoria up to and includ­
ing the 15th prox., but registered mail 
matter cannot be forwarded by this 
vessel.

After a rough trip from the north the 
steamer Amur reached .port on Saturday 
afternoon.

SALMON SHIPMENTS.

The reason the steam­
ships have the preference is that there is 
quoted by them a rate of 35s. net with 
insurance1 at 1 per cent., whereas charters 
of sailing vessels made several months 
ago ranged about 35s~, and the insurance 
at 2 per cent Shipment by steamer is 
therefore cheaper in the first instance 
this season, and shippers have the addi­
tional advantage of quick transportation.

“Whenever there is freight offering at 
this port for the vessels of the China 
Mutual line, calls will be made here. 
The last steamer of the line to visit this 
Port was the Yangtsze, an 11,000-ton 
carrier, which entered last April. She 
was the largest vessel ever in the port
