The names of 90 jur-
ors were called, but the Court adjourned
at 5 P. M. without a jury having been se-
lected. Both.the prisoners and - Annie
Parker appearcd to be in good health.

Dr. Tuck and the Hon. Mr. Hanington
appeared for the Crown and Mr. Palmer
and Mr. Holstead for the defence.

On Wednesday the Court opened at 10
o’clock and a considerable time was occu-
pied in challenging jurymen. Triers were
appointed by whom the challenged jury-
men were tried. The panel finally stood
as follows:—

Carthy told Eliza about leaving home.
Eliza played the piano and he danced-
Eliza teazed him about the polonaise. He
would bet the buttons were black. She
said he had no money. He then exhibited
his roll of bills and she would not bet.
MoCarthy said his wife could not follow
him far with $10. Eliza went out after
getting excited. -McCarthy sent for her
and she would nov go. He went out. Mr.
Wilson aud Campbell went out also. The
latter said he was going to Point du Chene
to see a girl, Witness did not see him
again that night. All went in the sitting
room and Mrs. Osborne said she would
drug McCarty, take his money and not
kill him, [Eliza only said all right. Wit-
nees then went to bed, and was expecting
young Fred. Fraser about miduight
and did not go to sleep. (Dr. Tuck inti-
mated that he understood his name was
Jim, but witness said she always called
him Fred). She heard the front door open
and came down ; she heard from Fraser by
letter about a month or over ago that he
wasin Boston. Did not know McCarthy’s
voice; she saw him hang his rubber and
over-coat up in the hall and kept his hat
on; coat had false pointed cuffs with but-
tons on ; had pants and vest dark like his
coat ; could not say whether he had leggins
on or not ; Mrs. Osborne said *‘ let’s all go
in the bar-room,” and they did, witness
followed. She then showed the positions
occupied in the bar-room. McCarthy, Mrs.
Qsborne and Eliza, all drank pale brandy,
for which he (McCarthy) paid in silver.

Northumberland Eunting Grounds

Mr. Henry Braithwaite, who has just
returned to Fredericton from a seven
weeks’ hunting expedition in the north-
western angle of Northumberland brings
back a report which will be lkely to
stimulate others to follow in his footsteps.
He went up the south-west Miramichi, te
the mouth of the Clear Water, 20 miles
above Boiestown, and from thence polled a
canoe 25 miles up that stream. He then
travelled N. N. E., to the head of the
Nepisquit. The country passeed through
he reports to be entirely unfit for cultiva-
tion, but there was much lumber on the
N. B. Railway Company’s lands and but
little on those of the Crown. Trout here
are abundant in nearly all the lakes and
some of the fish were of very large size.
The best tishing B& found was on one of
the little south-west lakes, where the
trout were so large that they frequently
broke his tackle. The result of his ex-
pedition was the killing of 1 moose, 25
beavers, 8 minks,2 otterr, 9 sables, 1 lonp-
cervier, 1 black cat, 3 wild geese, 8 ducks,
two brant, 60 partridges, 63 muskrats
and several bushels of trout. He was ac-
companied by one assistant only. On
Monday last the snow was 18 inches deep
on the head of Clear Water. He did not
meet a man nor hear the sound of an axe
except that of his own and his companion’s
during the whole of his seven weeks’ so-
journ in the forest. —7el.

The Lumber Market

We have. Messrs. Farnworth & Jar-
dine's'Liverpool wood cireular of latest
date,from which we take the following :

The arrivals from British North
Americ® during ‘the past month (Oc-
tober) have been 47 vessels 39,188 tons,
against 106 vessels 85,926 tons during
the like period last year. _

The import has been small during
the month, remarkably so of Quebec
Woods, and the aggregate imnport of the
year up to thistimefrom Quebec has been
B8 per cent. less than last year ; the con-
sumption has been on a very reduced
scale, and this also applies more especi-
ally to Quebec Woods. The stock is
less than last year, but guite sufficient
for the present and prospective limited
demand. Business continues very
quiet, with little or no alteration in
prices, which are uniformly low.

There has been a falling off in the
import of spruce deals, and the con-
sumption has been fairly sustained,
whilst stocks compare favourably with
last year, still there appears no indica-
tion of any advance in prices, and, with
a probable sharp falling off in the de-

nd, the stock will no doubt be quite
Hlﬁfcient forthe requirements of the
trade until next season’s shipments
come forwakd. Pine deals are getting
lower in stoek, but the demand con-
tinues limited, and. prices.ave very low.
Birch is low in stock, and the late auc-
tion sales show a marked improvement
in prices, which, however, for the mo-
ment, ‘has' somewhat checked the de-
mand.

The above verifies our statement of a
few weeks ago that it would take along
time to effect a rally of the deal market,
on account of the forced sales at cheap
rates from an overflowing market.

Glasgow advices are of the most d
oressing character. The wood market
there was showing signs of improvement
when the great disaster of the Glasgow
Bank fell upon nearly all branches of
trade with an almost paralyzing effect.
As a consequence what was very bad
before is now still worse.

It appears only reasonable-to believe,
however, that prices have now touched
bottom; yet it would not be prudent to
look forward to much improvement,for
it is hardly to be expected that we shall
hear, for a long time, of good paying
figures. The greatest ecoromy and cir-
cumspection are necessary in operations
for next season’s supply, for only those
who can make deals stand them at
figures far below those of past seasons
can reasonably expect a margin of pro-
fit on their transactions.

Mr. Blair is entirely in ervor concern-
ing the sentiments of the Northern
people in the matter of the lands given
to the Riviere du Loup Railway Com-
pany. - He ought to know that the re-
presentatives of the northern counties,
backed by the people, insisted, when it
was proposed to give the immense land
subsidy to the Riviere dn Loup Com-
pany, that not one acre should be
apportioned to them outside of the
counties through which the road was to
run, those counties 'being, York,
Carleton and Victoria. In this they
asserted -and the Government and
Legislature recognised the principle that
it was proper for the public lands of
certain sections of the Province to be
set apart for the exclusive benefit of
those sections. That principle was em-
bodied in the Act under which the
Rivier du Loup company obtaine@its
lands

The consideration upon which the
Lands of the three counties above
named were given to the Riviere du
Loup Company was almost entirely the
fact that the people of those counties—
not the whole of the people of the Pro-
vince—would thereby secure the bene-
fits of arailway. The abstract principle
laid down by Mr. Blair may be sound,
but it cannot now be set up. A doctrine
which is the reverse if it has been acted
upon, and it is mere subterfuge and
sophistry to lug in the Intercolonial
Railway as an offset to the just claims
of the Northern Counties in connection
with their Crown Lands. The Inter-
colonial was secured to the Province by
an Imperial Statate. Ttis a national
work. If the Province had not posses-
sed a foot of Crown Lands the location
of that road would have bezn just what
it is. And if there is anything what-
ever in the argument that its location
weakened the Northern Counties’ claims
to their Crown Lands, how was it that
Mr. Gibson and his associates were
emphatically t9ld when they sought for
legislation by which Northumberland
lands might be included in their Riviere
du Loup subsidy, that they should not
have them ?

Again, when ii was discovered that
some nineé or ten thousand acres were
given out of ‘ the Northwest angle”
of Northumberland, even on the water-
shed of the Tobique, to the company
which built the short connection Pe-
tween the Riviere du Loup and Wood-
stock branch, the matter was brought
up by Mr. Tweedie in the Assembly
and the Government barely escaped
condemnation by a technical interpreta-
tion of an ambiguous section of the
Act. In the discussion on the subject
the principle we have stated, and which
is called a *‘ heresy ” by Mr. Blair. was
fully affirmed by nearly every member
of the Legislature.

But, we would like to ask Mr. Blair,
what North Shore lumber operators
have gained by the change made in the
Office of Surveyor-General ? Mr. Blair
says :—

It was known that Mr. Adams, before
accepting the Surveyor Generalship, stipn-
lated that he should have the exclusive

tronage and control of his department.
This condition was acceded to, and it
means practically that his department
should be administered in the exclusive

interest of the North Shore lumber opera-
tors.

We are quite familiar with what Mr.
Adams said on the above head. In-
deed, his friends thought his declara-
tions as to the conditions upon which
he went into the Government, were un-
necessarily full.

North Shore Sketches.

ST. LOUIS —FIRST SETTLERS.

The first settlement on the Kouchi-
bouguacis River was made about the
year 1790. The first settlers were,
Charles Jamieson, Samuel Jamieson
and Christopher Dignan. They located
themselves near the mouth of the
river on the north side where they
made some clearings on their lands and
had also some fishery establishments at
different places along the river, Sal-
mon were very abundant at that time
in the Kouchibougudcis.

In the summer of 1796 Jean Babineau
of Petitcodiac and his son, Joseph re-
moved to St. Louis and selected some
lots of land, with the intention of settl-
ing on them in the follawing spring.
In Decomber Jean was drowned while
attempting to.cross the Petitcodiac, and
in May of the year 1797 Joseph Babi-
nean and his wife came to St. Louis
and settled near the Jamiesons. The
following year the widow of Jean Babi-
ucan with her daunghters and soen,
Thadde, followed the example of Joscph
Babineau, who was the first Acadian
settler of the tine and prosperons parish
of St. Louis.

On the 9th Sept. 1805, a grant ‘was
issued by the Government at Frederic-
ton to thirty-two settlers for thirty-two
lots or plantations of upland, with 20
shares of marsh tracts, containing in
the whole 4,216 acres. ° Of these thirty-
two settlers four of $hem wers in the
village of Aldouane.

Two years after the Jamiesons and
Dignan left 8t. Louis, and the Acadians
became the sole inhabitants of that lo-
cality. By a census taken in 1821, by
he Rev. Frs. M. Blanchet, he being
then the missionary priest from Shediac
to Bay du Vin, and now Bishop of
Oregon, the population of St. Louis
numbered 36 families, or 251 souls.

It has, at present, about 300 families |

KOUCHIBOUGUAC
is about 7 miles north-of St. Louis and
the settlers, chiefly Scotch emigrants,
are engaged in lumbering and agricul-
ture. The Kouchibouguac river is
about 45 miles long, and discharges
through lagoons into the gulf, about
32 miles south of Miramichi, where it
forms a small and safe harbor for veasels
of ten or twelve feet draught., The
banks of this river are in some places,
high and precipitons, and covered with
a light friable loam, interspersed with
large patches of a darker and heavier
description. In others the prevailing
soil is a wmixture of clay and gravel.
ST. MARGARET.

St. Margaret is the next settlement
we find after leaving Konchibouguac
on the Richibyctg road. Fiom there
to Chatham there are but few settlers
scattered along the road.

MIRAMICHL

The name, Miramichi,signifies ‘‘Hap-
py Retreat.” As early as 1642-4 the
Miramichi Digtrict was occupied by
Jean Jacques Enaud, a Basque gentle-
man, who founded trading posts on the
Islands and entered also upon walrus
fisheries,
between Enaud’s men and the Indians,
by reason of which the Basque establish.
ments were destroyed, and their people
forced to flee to Nepisiguit (Bathurst.)
In 1636 Nicholas Denis, Sieur de
Fronsac, was appointed Governor of the
country from Canso along the Gulf
Shore to Cape Rosieres (Cape Gaspe).
Fourteen years afterwards he received a
grant of this territory. About the year
1670, M. Denis abandoned Cape Breton
where he had several establishments
at St. Peter’s, St. Anne’s Bay and at
Guysborough in Nova Scotia, and
came to Miramichi. He built a little
fort of four bastions between Douglas-
town and Newcastle and the place
where this fort was erected is still call-
ed the Old French Fort. Here, and

The Coming Governor-General.

Our readers are, no doubt, all inter-
ested in the coming of the new Govern-
or-General. The Marquis of Lorne
and the Princess Louise will, probably,
arrive in Halifax within a few hours—
in a day or two at the furthest—as the
Sarmatian, on which they are coming to
Canada,left Liverpool on Thursday last,
14th inst. She put into Mcville next
day and the weather being bad lay there
for a short time. We shall, no doubt,
next hear of her from Halifax where
prep-arations are being made for the re-
ception.

Referring to the preparations made

| on board the Sarmatian for the Vice-
| regal party an exchange says :—

The saloon of the S8. Sarmatian is
artistically decorated with ferns and
flowers. The stateroomsof the Princess
Louise, the Marquis of Lorne, and
Lady Sophia MacNamara are specially
fitted with patens self-adjusting beds.
Sea-sickness is said-to be thus rendered
impossible, the bed adapting itself to
every motion of the vessel, so that its
pitch and roll cannot be felt. The bed-
steads are of mahogany, and are shaped
like ordinary domestic bedsteads. The
stateroom of the Princess is upholster-
ed 1n blue siik, and that of Lady Mac-
Namara in crimson silk, while the Mar-
quis’ room is quite plain. The apart-
ments are capacious, each consisting of
two of the ordinary sized statergoms
converted into one, with bat ms
and boudoirs attached, beautifully fitted
up. Each of the beds has a chair ar-
rangement, enabling the occupant to sit
upright. The berths are ornamented
with silver shields, bearing the royal
arms, the Argyle arms, and the arms of
the Dominion of Canada, quartered.
A ladies’ boudoir and a sinoking room
have also been appropriately fitted up
on the upper deck.

A plan of the ship and details of the
journey were forwarded to the Queen
from Moville. Such is the confidence
in the admirable arrangements made
by the Messrs. Allan, and in the ses-
worthiness of the Sarmatian that no
surveyor has been sent to overlook the
vessel.

The following compose the suite in
attendance :—Lady Sophia McNamara,
Major aund Mrs. DeWinton and two
children, Mtiss DeWinton, Hon. Mrs.

At Halifax the programme' arranged
is about as follows :—

The Sarmatian will be escorted up
the harbor by the fleet, formed in two
lines, led by the Bellerophon and Black
Prince. On the arrival of the Sarma-
tian outside, a royal salute will be
fired from the fleet. As the ships pass
up the harbor, the various forts will
fire salutes.

arrives, the Marquis of Lorne and Her
Royal Highness Princess Louise will
embark, under a Royal salute, on board
tne Admiral’s barge. A procession will
then likely be farmed by the ships’
boats and will pass down between the
double line of men-of-war and round to
the landing stage at the Dockyard,
where the various authoritics will be
in waiting to receive the illusiricus per-
sonages.

Of the Intercolonial arrangements
the St. John Glabe says ;—

Extensive preparations are being
made by the managers of the Inter-
colonial Railway for the safe, speedy
and comfortable transit of the Marquis
of Lorne and the Princess Louise from
Halifax to Riviere du Loup. The old-
est and most experienced officials of the
line are to be placed in charge of the
trains. The ¢ Royal Train” will pro-
bably consist of the following cars :—

The electors showed that paper, in Sep-
tember last, that they differed from it in
their estimate of its chief proprietor; and
it is essentially silly in it to be found in-
dulging in the same old and disproved as-
sertions which have been its sole stock in
trade for years.

Some through!'their own exertions
clambered through the windows and were
borne by willing hands to places of safety.
Four of the unfortunates, either from be-
ing stunned or blinded by the smoke, per-
ished iu frighitul agony, the strongest
hearts having to turn away asscream after
scream rent the air about tifem. Neither
Mr. Isaac Hacker, of Fort Fairfield, nor
the newsboy, Beattie, were ever seen by
any one.

1 have a very powerful and accurate taper-movement for logs with large ends,
or for crooked ones. In the annexed cut the blocks have a throw of eight inches
—four forward and four back of line.

The Cant Hook or Double Crotch Dog, as scen in the cut, is a very necessary
appendage, not used on every log, but, when it is wanted, it is indispensable ; and
answers the demand fully. If the log catohes a bark between itself and the head block,
then the dog is wanted, and holds in perfect safety to the man's fingers until the bark
is removed. ¥ -

Again, if the log is to be canted towards or from the carriage, then the dog
is wanted, and also if the log is to be drawn jard against the knees to straighten it or
for any other purpose, .

This cut shows longitudinal view of Saw Carriage, Cant Hooks, interlocking
Lever Dogs, Ratchet and Index Wheel, and mode of operating same; quadrant has
holes and stop which set inches and parts, from one half inch to thres inches, with
one stroke of lever.

The Index Wleel and Graduated Scale is geared to the set
shaft with fine cut wrought iron gears,and as the Knees move
toward the Saw, the In(%ex wheel turns towards the setter,
showing in its figured face the exact distance of the Knee
from'the Saw at any point.

There is also another Index fastened to side of Knees with
pointer on log-seat.

I manufacture this Mill with from two to five Block.

This Mill has an Iron Saw Frame (not shownin cut), 10
inches deep, and heavily flanged top and botton. The Feed
is belted from tail of arbor and gig, driven by the tight
side of main belt, working on a thirty-inch pulley. The
Pinion Shaft is driven by a thirty-inch friction pully with
twelve-inch face, turned all over, and is worked between
the feed and gig paper frictions,—which are twelve inches
diamter and thirteen inches face,—by means of an eccentric

box operated through levers by the sawyer.

The Arbor is of steel three and a half inches diameter and not cut down at
bearings.
