been held the past week at Rocky
Springs,

Under the persuasive influence of the
Rev. Dr. A, B, Simpson, of New York,
more than $52,000 was raised, a large
portion of it being in cash, while some
of the more enthusiastic took jewelry
from their persons and threw it into
the ' contribution plates.

Active missionary ivorkers from the
foreign fields gave their = experiences
and told of the great needs of funds
to rescue the millions of heathens, and
one of the speakers called for volun-
teers to work in the foreign climes.
About a dozen young persons stood up
and gave' their names,

Following these addresses, which
stirred the several thousand hearers,
the annual missionary offering was
taken up, under the directlon of F. H.
Senft, the superintendent. Philadelphia
and Pittsburg branches responded
with subscriptions of §8,000 each.
Scranton came next with $5,000.

The Mennonites of eastern Pennsyl-
vania, who are earncst supporters of
the mission cause, gave $4,000. From
Pittsburg came an addition of $1,000,
given by the negro branch. Lancaster
city gave $800. {

Cash offerings exceeded all previous
collections and, as the collectors pass-
ed, through the great audience, the
hats which they carrie were filled
with silver and greenbacks.

WAGES RISE FASTER
THAN COST OF FOOD

Pay of Workers in 1907 Could Buy More
Than in Average Year of
1890-1900

' St

WASHINGTON, July 22.—An inves-
tigation of the principal wage-working
occupations in- 4,169 establishments,
representing the principal manufactur-
ing and mechanical industries of the
country, made by the Bureau of Labor
of the Bureau of Commerce and Labor
showed that the average wages per
hour in 1907 were 3.7 per cent. higher
than in 1906; the regular hours of
Jabor per week were 0.4 per cent. lower
than in 1906 and the number of em-
ployes in the establishments investi-
gated was 1 per cent. greater than in
1906.

Investigations covering the sales of
1,014 dealers in sixty-eight localities
show that the retail prices of thirty
principal articles of food, weighted ac-
cording to consumption in representa-
tive working men's familles, were 4.2
per cent. higher in 1907 than in 1906.

Average hourly wages in 1907 were
higher than in any other year of the
eighteen-year period, 1890 to 1907, and
more than 20 per cent. higher than the
average in any year from 1890 to 1900.
As compared in each case with the
average for the ten-year period, 1890
to 1399, average hourly wages in 1907
were 28.8 per cent, higher, the number
of emiploves in tha establishments in-
vestigated was 44.4 per cent. greater
and the average hours of lahor. per
week were 5 per cent. lower.

The sverage price of fuod in 1607 was
also higher than in any other year of
the eighteen-year period, 1890 to 1397.
The average price of thirty principal
articles weighted according to family
consumption of the various articies,
was 20.6 per cent. higher in 1907 than
the average price for the ten years
from 1890 to 1899. Compared with the
average for the same ten-year period
the purchasing power of an houts
wages in 1907 was 6.8 per cent, greater.

STUTTERING DOCTOR CURED.

for a Week He Was Allowed to Speak
Only Words - Biven - Him by
Author of Treatment,

PARIS, July 22—The details of the
case of a prominent Parisian physi-
cian who has been cured of a habit
of . stuttering, which seriously hindered
him in his work, have just been made
public here, and have created a great
deal of interest not only among the
medical fraternity, but also with the
public at large. Since he was 7 years
old the physician, M. Louis Renon,
has been afflicted with this infirmity.
For some months he followed the au-
tophonic method under M. Colombet,
but without result. Although he was
a brilliant pupil he found it difficult
to pass his examinations when his
professors required oral replies. Such
a word as phenaceline was utterly be-
yond him. This and - several other
words he found ‘himself forced to
write. .

Finaily Dr. Renon put himself under
the treatment of Dr. Chervin, one of
his confreéres. During the first week
the patient was not permitted to speak
one word except those which were
given him by Dr. Chérvin, and which
wére spoken only at -his house. This
was an ordeal which tested the pa-
tience of Dr. Renon. He could com-
municate with his friends only in
writing. If some one stopped him
on the street and started to speak to
him. he drew from his pocket a card
on which was written: “I am follow-
ing a treatment for{ stuttering and
am not permitted to speak.”

For two houyrs in the morning and
4wo in the afternoon he practiced
speaking with his medical adviser. He
learned how to breathe, how to pose
the voice, to emit sounds, to manage
his lips, to shape vowels and conson-
ants, and even to say some words ex-
tremely slowly.

During the second week he spoke
even more words, enunciating each
syllable carefully. This second week,
in which' he seemed to be learning a
new language, was more difficult than
the first. If he failed to say a word
correctly he was obliged to repeat it
until he succeeded.

In the third week Dr. Chervin gave
his patient phrases to speak. He was
also asked to read passages from the
great poets and orators. Besides these
exercises he practiced speaking three
or four hours a day.

After this the treatment proper was
completed, but for several months Dr.
Ren practiced speaking for at least
two hours a day. At the end of a
year he continued this hatit for half
an hour a day.

The results of the cure were excel-
lent. He was able to talk to his friends
without stuttering. He cven gave
courses of lectures with success.

“I consider myself practically cured,”
said Dr. Renon, “but not definitely. I
can speak by wishing to intently. If I
am tired or if I do not think to
speak slowly, it sometimes happens
that A still stutter. Dr. Chervin's
method is only for people who have
strong wills.”

VIENNA, July 22.—There was an ex-
traordinary scene at the wedding of
Princess Amalie of Fuerstenberg, a
member of one of Austria’s historic
houses,and former Lieutenant Koczian,
the handsome motor car agent, who
c¢loped with her last May. The de-
scendant of a good family and an ex-
cavalry leutenant, Koczian made the
Princess’ acquaintance at Carlsbad,
and frequently took her for drives.

Nar-
doni Listy, a Czech newspaper inimi-
cal to the Germans, gives the follow—
ing details of the ceremony, which took
place on Tuesday last in the castle |
chapel at Kammerburg: “All prepara-
tions were kept secret, as the family
hoped. until the last moment to pre-
vent the marriage. Koczian appeared
just before the hour fixed at the gates
of the castle. He was allowed to enter
by the back door and was conducted
to a small room, where he put on the
uniform of a lieutenant of Dragoons.
The mother of the bride attempted with
tears and reproaches to persuade her,
to give up her lover. Prince Emil_/ot
Fuerstenberg, her brother, also made a
determined effort to induce his sister
to change her mind. After entering the
chapel the mother made a final appeal,
and the Princess, overcome, fell in a
faint on the floor. When she recov-
ered, however, she insisted on going
through the ceremony, but she was so
weak she had to be supported. Direct-
ly after the cedemony the young pair
left for Prague.

To staad again in the desolate city
of one’s wativity after yearlcrg wan-
derings in ths world’s distapt quarters,
to revisit the ghost-haunted glimpses
of a dead ne:ropolis, and to gaze for
the first time upon the tragie trdzes
of an immense disaster is an" experi-
ence, surely, beyond onlinary chance
or adventure. Unusually thoughts be-
siege .the brain, and strange emotions
grip the heart of the beholder. :

How remote, to the zeturhed wan-
derer seem even the immediate past
Low near and, as it were of yasterday,
the day proceéding the several years of
his absence! On viewing agzain the
old and well known placas, the human
mind seems stranggly bent on leapirg
over the intervening gap of interrup-
tion in time and space and connecting
the obtrusive presént with the distant
perspective of the pdss.” This tend-
ency ig furthered in its effects by the
refreshing sight of “‘old familar .faces
and old familiar places.” These erase
the reality and the veritly of much that
was so vivid in anotheér ‘environiaent.
Biit the native returning to San Fran-
¢isco finds most of the familiar places
gorie beyond recall and ‘thany of the
dear familiar faces driven far from Ei$
ken. Most of the visitors to the
shattersd City of the Sunsst came ‘t0
look upon people and the ‘placs, and
such display only the tourist’s curiosity
in the ruins. Then they pass on to
the Farther East or return to the At-
lantic states.

NOT NECESSARILY: SHOCKING.

The first sight of what remains of
the charred corpse and demolished
adornment of the once debonair and
delectable city is not mecessarily
stocking, nor even surprising. Once
the aspect was terrible and. - .full of
despair, but- now new life . and hope
have risen from the ruins, - To.any-
one in particular a native, equipped
with a suggestive imagination and sup-
rlied during absence with photographs
personal accounts and printed descrip-
tions,. the dity appeared even as such
a one might haves mentally pictured 1t
True, the facts of reality but seldom
fit the fictions of the fancy, and there
is always the envitable readjustment
of erroneous suppositions and the cor-
rection of misconceptions when these
arc formed by the mind instead of the
eve and ear. It was easily evident
at the first cum prehensive paroramic
survey how vast had been the havoz
and horror and devastation whereof
the mute yet eloquent remainders, a
year or two ago were numerous enough
Yet, upon this' realm of destrfiction,
tiis domain. of doom, much of the new
life has been imposed, blatant, bril-
lhant and sensational by contrast with
its setting and its background. That
which one no longer saw one did not
irstantly miss, and it was only when
memory reconstructed the old scenes,
and these in turn brought back the
old associations, that one grew sadly
e iniscent, and mused in the inevi-
table moralizing manner. upon the
transitorifiess of all human endeavor.

THE RUINS OF THE CITY.

One might easily, from some com-
manding en.drence of the city have
smulated Marius as he mourned over
the ruins of Carthage. Nearly-all the
owering masses of brick and stone
blackened by flame, and rent from
base to cornice with zigzag fissures
and yawning cracks, made by the
earthquake, had been razed long ago.
Signs of patching and repair were
sivible upon the fronts of many of the
mighty buildings whose exteriors had
in a measure survived the ocean of
were many ragged walls still standing
fire that engulfed the city. There
in a waste of fallen brick, most melan-
choly and forlorn, indeed, were they
mere graves and ghosts of once strong
and populous edifices.

WONDERFULLY IMPRESSIVE.

The gigantic, untcuched ruin of the
City Hall, once the largest civie build-
ing in the world, is wenderfully im-
pressive and picturesque. That mighty
heap of rotten masonry, resolved at the
first quivering of the earth into its ori-
ginal rubbish, has the appearance of
having been bombarded by great shells
in some terrible siege. Were its rup-
tured walls, collapsed towers, ard bro-
ken pillars but covered with ivy, it
might become even romantic—some-
thing more ample, more dignified in
form than the Rcman Forum. As it
now partly lies and partly stands, it 1s
a fit symbol of the depraved, disorgan-
ized Government it once housed, and
furnishes the best and bitterest maoral
upon. its own Jishonest construetion.

For all that, it is inspirinx to see the

huge bronze statue of San Francisco
standing straight and unstirred, above
the curve of the lofty domse, still hold-
ing on high her.torch of hope and
courage. She still stands undauntedly
in the brave sunlight, as she 3tood
above the battling flames, looking upon
the doomed city at her feet.

SIGNS OF CHANGES

Van Ness avenue, once seiect and
aristocratic, is now "the fashionable
shopping centre, -and Fillmore street; in
the heart of the undestroyed western
addition, is g roaring kive of trade,
showy and obtrusive in color and dis-
pley by day, daszling with -electric
signs at night. The superb width of
Van Nesa avenus erabled the fire-
fighter to make "~'& successful stand
against the canflagration that advane-
ed westward like an inférnal army, -
tle more than a year ago. g A

The Latin Quartger about the base
and slopes of historic Telegraph Hill
teems with its renewed lifa Not far
away the re-established Chinatown is
slowly growing, compact and populous.
Golden Gate avenug, once an elegant
driveway to the park of the same name,

has been ‘degraded into a stréet of

shady resorts devoted to the lower
sporting element. On the northern
heights, when the moon is in the
cloudless skies, scenes full of a sombre
sublimity present themselves,

GRACE CHURCH.

Upon the fire-swept apex of a noble
hill rise in majesty the pointed arches
and broken buttressés of Grace Church,
a soft, dark mass, touched by the
moonshine into vague relief against
the luminous indigo of the heavens.
Melrose Abbey or Elgin Cathedral are
scarcely more full of intrinsic charm
and poesy than these romantic ruins
in a city that has, with all its vicissi-
tudes, not yet ‘teached the average
fulness of man’§ years. Not far dis-
tant from the church the great hollow
shell of a milllonaire’s browristone pal-
alce ‘stands sullenly on its lofty emi-
nence, the couchant lions of marble
still guarding the massive portals, the
empty window openings framing the
stars that peer igto the roofless inter-
jor. At times the velling sea-fogs
come with all their mystery; then even
the day is full of the softened magic
of a beautiful trarsformation. The
artists of the city have found here a
field of the richest and most inspiring
material.

A city in a sunset land I saw,
Rent by the thrces of earth,
storms of fire,
And o'er it brooded wide with wings
of awe
The . doom that fell on Sidon and on
Tyre. . . -

the

San Francisco is experiencing a per-
iod of reconstruction and regenera-
tion, not in a material and economic
sense alone, but in a moral and politi-
cal one as well. No city of modern
times has presented such various and
interesting phases of development as
does the metrcrolis of the West. The
air is still full of impending changs,
the times ars portentous, the mysteri-
ous signs that loom in the heavens of
her future are fast with great good or
great evil,. and vast influences are
contending for the mastery of things.
Man against man apd mwan against
matter, the Titanic struggle goss on,

Whataver the city of the future is to
be or the future of the city, there is
nothing that can ever rob the Queen
City of the Pacific of the glory of her
fiery martyrdom nor of the tragic yet
gignal distinction of her epochal cata-
clysm. These sublime terrors have
woven for her brow an historic nimbus
of awful romance that shall ever invest
her name in the memory of mankind.

The evenescence and disintegration
of man’s solid conceptions, their utter
helplessness against the elements of
nature bent on ravin, and the swallow-
ing-up of a great city by fire, struck
one with a disquieting sense of the
futility of all things. " Here, where
there was no utter vacuity, had been
great structures—offices and counting-
rooms, filled with computing and
scribbling clerks; here spacious shops
and stores had buzzed with business
all the day; here studios had once
existed devoted to artists and their
dreams; here had been restaurants
filled with conviviality and hoarding
goodly-sweet memonjes of excellent
dinners and charming tete-a-tetes.

NOT EVEN A SHADOW LEFT.

Yonder formerly arose the bulk of a
splendid hotel, a true microcosm in
each of whose innumerable chambers
for many years what human comedies
angd tragedies had .not been enacted!

Now, not even the shadows were left,
though it seemed (such tricks does

Upon the passing
of the autonomy bill a campaign was
begun in Saskatchewan which is
ewftﬁout parallel in Canadian history.
™Mr. Haultain seemed undecided as to
his position. He first came out as a
straight Conservative, then on a plat-
form of provincial rights. This was
rescinded in convention and afterwards
endorsed for the second time. Mr.
Haultain finally emerged as leader un-
der the banner of provincial rights.
Jir. Scott had been previously chosen
as leader of the Liberal party. The
campaign was marked by much bitter-
ness, religious prejudices, personal
quarrels and by the strange uncer-
tainty of party. workers as to the side
influence should- be
throwr. Mr. Haultain and Mr. Scott
numbered among their helpers promin-
ent men of both shades of politics, Sen-
gational charges were flung broadcast,
libel actions became common, heads of
the church participated in the cam-
paign, and general confusion reigned.
The elections were held on Dec. 13th,
1905, not in December last as stated in
this morning’s Telegraphs The results
showed that the Liberal party under
Mr. Scott had been successful in seven-
teen out of the twenty-five constituen-
cles. Since 1905 the religious feeling
has been largely forgotten, though
among those who formerly were
griends bitterness still exists.

DEATH MAYEND
PRINGE'S TRIAL

o et

Zu Eulenburg Believed to be:

at Death's Door.

Wild Protest Made by the Accused
Man \ Against-—Postponement
of Hearing.

-

BERLIN, July 21.—Prince Zu Eulen- |

burg, whose trial was adjourned sine
die on Friday on account of his ill
health, is b:lieved to be dying in thz
Charity Hospital, where he has been
under police surveillance since his ar-
rest in May last for perjury at the
trial of Maximilian Harden.

The Prince has be2n suffering from
multiple neuritis and anaemia for sev-
eral months. For several days past
his condition has been such that the
gessions of the court have been held
in the consultation room of the hospi-
tal, the examination.of the Prince be-
ing conducted at his hedside.

A moving scene followed the an-
nouncement of the quashing of the
prcceedings. The Prince was very an-
gry and passionately and tearfully re-
affirmed his innocence. He made a pas-
sionate appeal to his nurses and physi-
cians, asking that the trial be pushed
at once to a finish in spite of his con-
dition. His plea, however, was with-
out effect.

Police officers continue to guard
the patient’s door and the surveillance
which ‘has been maintained since his
arrest is not at all lightened by the an-
nouncement of his precarious condi-
tion.

JUDGMENT OF UNCERTAINTY.

Closing his protest, the Prince said:

“If I knew I would recover ,I would
willingly await the return of flealth to
face my judges firmly, but I am sick
and suffering. I may collapse, and
then the grave will close on an inno-
cent man whom the judgment of the
law has ot cleared. By postponing the
trial you. pronounce judgment on me,
the judgment of uncertainty.”
,The vehemence of his -protest was
eometimes added to by his pounding
with his fist on the table at his bedside
and ' sometimes by convulsive sobs,
which exhausted him, and he finally
santk back upon-his pillow helpless.

The Prince’s wife, who was present,
hastened to his bedside and tenderly
took his hand. The consensus of opin-
fon is.that Prince Zu Eulenberg will
not live to meet his judges again, but
in any case the proceedings of the last
three weeks will be annulled, as it has
been decided that he will not be tried
again until he Is well enough to be re-
moved from the hospital and appear in
the dock.:As this is obviously impos-
sible until the lapse of the time which
automatically nullifies . past hearings,
the whole case must be started over
again.

OTTAWA, July 22.—The statement of {

Sir Edward Strachey in the British
Commons yesterday that the embargo
against Canadian cattle would not be
removed because of the prevalénce of
tuberculosis, anthrax rhange and other
infectious disease among cattle in this
country is regarded by officials of the
agriculture department here as a mere
subterfuge. The digeases enumerated
by the representative of the British
Board of Agriculture in the British
Commons are common to cattle of 2!l
countries. Canadian cattle. are no
worse than British cattle in this re-
epect. The reason originally given for
the imposition of the embargo was the
alleged presence of pleuro pneumonia
among Canadian cattle. The Canadian
government has always and still main-
tains this disease does not exist in
this country and has made repeated as-
surances to that effect to imperial au-
thorities. The real reason for contin-
uance of embargo in Britain is believed
here to be the fear of Canadian com-
petition among British cattlemen. The
embargo is thus a disguised form of
protection.

LONDON, July 22.—Coincident with
the dawning triumph of aerial naviga-
tion comes the unearthing of a grand
adventure , of the world's first great
navigator and explorer. His name was
Peteneith and he lived in Egypt 2,000
years before Columbus discovered Am-
erica.

of Columbus. It occupied him nearly
five years. =

The story is told on two larse
scarabs which recently came into the
possession of the Brussels Museum
from a private collection. The first
scarab was engraved for King Nechao
11, 610 B. C., to commemorate the voy-
age. It sets forth that the King sent
a messenger “to complete . the circuit
of the unknown land;” that the mes-
senger returned by water to Barbastis,
where the scarab was discovered and
that the king had a detailed report of
the wonders seen during the voyage

al_taken down from the envoy’s lps.

The second scarab contains Pete-
neith’s own report of his explorations.
Prof. Capart, of Brussels, supplied a
translation to the
on Friday. After a long enumeration
of his various distinctions the Roval
envoy describes the stages of his jour-
ney. He started in the year 8 of King
Nechao from the Red Sear and navi-
gated toward the land of Purt, which
is frequently mentioned in the text,
arriving at the ocean in less than two
months after leaving Egypt.
and seven months’' navigation towards
the south brought him to a mountain
which he calls “the horn of the earth,”
in  which he fancied that he identified
a mountain which the Egyptians ever
since the eighteenth dynasty had re-

garded as their most remote southern
frontier.

Prof. Capart observed to the aca-
démy this “horn of the earth” was.not
likely to have beéen the Cape of Good
Hope, but some point much higher up
the east coast.

MRS. HERTHA AYRTON'S
STUDY OF- SEARCHLIGHTS

Professor Ayrton to undertake the task
of comparing various makes of search-
ight carbons, and of investigating the
cause of the strange behaviour of the
arc when a strong current of electri-
city was employed for the production
of a powerful beam of light.

Much time and labor, he hds told me,
were spent in his laboratories ‘in en-
deavoring to ascertain why, with thick
carbon, the afc was so unaccountably
capricious and unstable, why it had
fits “of extraordinary restlessness, why
ft’ would project itself sidewards’ likea
blowpipe flame with. a roar, like an
angry lion, or perhaps remain quiet
and give a steady beam of light long
enough for -an enemy’s ship to be
sightéd, and then suddenly expire at
the critical moment, which the profes-
sor points out might be exactly at the
moment when the enemy's torpedo boat
had just headed on to our vessel

A searchlight projector, as it is tech-
nically called, consists of several dis-
tinct parts—the carbons and apparatus
for producing and controlling the arc;
the parabolic mirror, -or mirror and
lens, which forms ths paranel beam of
light, and the wric:ding apparatus and
screens the arc from the wind and
draughts.

PROFESSOR FAILED.

The failure of some of the early pro-
jectors to prevent the air rushing past
the arc is sufficient to render absence
of roar and steadiness of the beam
of hght quite impossible, even if the
carbons are perfect, but in the case of
modern projectors the fault has been
mainly in the carbons themselves, and
| no improvement in the design and con-
struction of the projector or of the arc
controlling apparatue could have over-
| come the difficulties which have been
encountered.

It was principally with the fmodern
type of projector that Professor Ayr-
ton had o deal, but even when using
a fairly perfect projector the troubles
occasioned by the carbons were found
to be most formidable. All sorts of
possible explanations of the cause ot
the troubles were investigated and a
variety of means for removing them
werc employed by the professor and
his- staff, only to be discarded one af-
ter another in succession.

Finally, the professor appealed to
Mrs. Ayrton to solve the problem. To
ascertain the cause of the refractory
behavior of the arc and to devise the
remedy was a task that exactly suited
Mrs, Ayrton. With her usual intui-
tion she mastered this mysterious and
hitherto. unexplained scientific pheno-
menon and proved that the deafening
roar of the searchlight was merely
a gigantic magnification of the hiss of
the much smaller arcs that are com-
monly ueed for street lighting. And
just as. step by step, she unearthed
the hitherto unknown cause of that
hissing, so she demonstrated how to
stop the roaring and the erratic wan-
derings of the arc of a searchlight.

The officials attached to the Admir-
alty had, of course, made prolonged
expertments and issued detailed sneci-
fications of the carbon which they
decmed to be meost suitable for search-

light purposes. ‘But Mrs. Aryton
experiments showed that to obtain the
maximum steadiness of the arc with
the greatest amount of light, combined
with complete silence and absolute fix-
ity of the position of the arc relatively
to the focus of the parabolic  mirror—
an essential condition if the beam of
light has to be maintained perfectly

parallel—every ione of the conditions of .

the Admiralty specification had to be
radically changed.

For example, to instance two points
only, the positive carbon through which
the electric current is led to the arc
had to be made thicker and the neza-
tive carbon through which the current
is led away from the very arc verv
much thinner,

RESULTS OF INVESTIGATIONS.

The specfal features and exact di-
mensjons of the carbons employed by
Mrs. Ayrton itwould be unfair to dis-
close, but, as I have indicated, the dif-
ference between the respective diame-
ters i§ much.greater than in the Ad-
miralty type. It is sufficient to sav
that the triumph of her method, ap-
pears in the fact that she is able to
assure the formation of a highly pow-
erful arc, which shows no tendency to
“roar,” never goes out, and maintains
a generally equable behavior through-
out the'’entire life of the carbons.

I have recently had the privilege of
witnessing an interesting series of
practical searchlight experiments with
a large 36-inch Admiralty projector,
which Mrs. Ayrton was good enough
to carry out for the purpose of illus-
trating the results of her investiga-
tions. The experiments were made
first with carbons supplied by the Ad-
miralty as suitable for 36-inch project-
ors, and secondly with carbons manu-
factured by the same firm to Mrs. Ayr-
ton's specification.

In each case exactly the same care
was tgken in adjusting the carbons,
but the results were widely different.
In the first case the arc (as seen from
an image projected by a .lens on a
screen) was thoroughout in a state of
great turbu?nce. It roared with in-
tense vigor, gyrated round the ends of
the carbons with remarkable activity,
at times it went out, and the lizht
given by the beam varied considerably.
With Mrs. Ayrton’s carbons, on the
contrary, there is for hours on end per-
fect eilence .and absolute steadiness in
the brightness and direction of the
beam of light. .

-

The Lémoine Diamond {imposture,
which has been amusing France in par-
ticular, and adding  to the gaiety of
the.ngtions-in general, comes as' a re-
minder that scientists have now been
for some time on the border of discov-
ering “a practical method of manufac-
turing diamonds. !

As far back as 1828 Gannal, in Paris,
thought he had solved the problem.
He treated. carburet of sulphur with
pure phosphorus, and tiny sparkling
morsels. fell 1nto. his trembling hands.
Alas! they turned out to pe mere
glassy particles stripped fromjhis own
tube.

Cagniard de Latour, and later on
Despretz, continued the fascinating ex-
periments.

GEM-LIKE STONES.

Despretz used charcoal subjected to
enormous heat by means of the elec-
tric arc ard a blowpipe. He produced
gem-like stories hard enough to cut
rubics, and triumphantly told the
Frerch Academy he had succeeded in
making real diamonds by artificial
means. d

It was a  gréat blow to him when
Marcelin Berthelot, the venerable sci-
entist and ‘philosopher, proved that the
gems could not 'be diamonds at all.

Next came two English chemists,
Hanny and Marsden, illustrating the
uncertainty of the chemist’'s work.
Marsden did one day produce real dia-
monds, kut could never afterwards re-
peat his success. His best efforts pro-
duced only a new crystal hard enough
to scratch diamonds, This was called
carborunduny, and is now manufac-
tured for industrial purposes.

FOUND IN SUGAR BASIN.

The great Berthelot himself then
tock up diamond making in his lonely
tower ninety feet high, but ceased ex-
perimenting the moment Henri Mois-
san came into the field and announc-
cd humorously that he had found in
his sugar basin the world’s rarest gem.

Sugar is carbon. as the diamond Iis,
only the diamond is carbon subjected
to vast cosmic processes in nature’s
own lahoratory.

Never was Koh-i-Noor examined by
keen dealers more eagerly than the
tiny gems made in Moissan’s labora-
ory were inspected by France's sav-
ants. And ‘they were diamonds—no

This heat, however, ‘is' only one es-
sential; unless both heat and pressure
in equal degree could be applied sim-
ultaneously. failure. would result.

In this
way Moissan turned the carben of
sugar into -diamonds, -to the amaze-
ment .of the world’s scientists. !

Moissan ‘‘digs” for his diamonds, not
with explosives, nor pick and shovel,
but with erodent acids which destroy
the iron, but cannot injure the precious
stones within—a long and tedious pro-
cess. In the end the last vestige of
metal is eaten and dissolveéd, and the
last test tube's residie contains the
hard-won gems.

It may be added that Moissan doubta
whether we shall ever produce dia-
monds which will flood the market and
cloge the South African mines. - His
best gems probakly)cost $3,000 a carat.
But he is content with establishing the
fact that by artifiial means man can
vie with the rarest and richest pro-
ducts of nature’s laboratory.

He is not always successful. Some«
times the iron is not pure. and gases
develop into the molten mass, produe-
ing alr bubbles, used as - emergency
exist for the squeezed particles. And
¢0 the necessary pressure is evaded Emd
failure results.

Successful though Moissan has heén,
he produces only tiny particles of dia-
monds, while Nature will force up
stones great as one's fist, like the Cul=
linan out of the Transvaal pipes.

CHICAGO, July 22—The mystic sui-
c¢ide poem of Nora French has claimed
its seventh vietim in the person of Ella
Bloombarg, the Maywood girl whose
desire to end her own life has puzzled
the ber:2avad f:mily and “riends who
sought to find a motive for her act.

The first victim of the fatal death
song was the author herself. At Mon-
terey, Cal., the beautiful and brilliant
Miss French ended her "poetic dreams
and her life in a stringe moment of
madness. Since that time sic others,
in various -portions of the United
States, have read and learned the
poem, and th=n, in the strange thrall
of some tragic emotion induced by the
verses, have put an end to their own
existence. The latest was Miss Bloom-
berg.

Only after the death of the latter was
it discover>d that she was dezply in
love wit}LWilliam E. Golden, a mar-
ried man, and that the consciousness
that he could never marry her had
driven her even to consider the taking
of Lis life as well as her own.

Just before she swallowed the poison
which ended her career, the girl sent
to Golden the copy of the poem she
had been reading' and re-reading. It
is also learned that she had 1nsured
her life for $5,000 in favor of Golden’s
little daughter. Golden was arrested,
and has been releaszd under bonds.

A STRANGE TEST OF MQNHOOD.

The ancient clan Maclzod used to ex-
ercise a strange test to prove the man-
hood of their chieftains.

SEEKS HINTS ON FEDERATION
"FOR SOUTH AFRICA

Sir denry de Villiers Bopresent's Golon fes
and Studies Canada.

QUEBEC, July 22—Especially at this
time, when Canada is, in a sense, tak-
ing stock of her puast the regard of
the sister nations under the British
flag is accepted with a peculiar interest
and ‘a warm welcome is extended to
their representatives at the national
celebrations at Quebec.

Australia, New Zealand and New-
foundland have each one representa-
tive, while the distant colonies of
South Africa have united to send oue
man to represent all four at the Ter-
centenary fetes; their choice fell on
Sir ‘Henry De Villers, a South Afri-
can by birth and education, ahd one
of her most distinguished men.

Sir Henry is not on his first visit to
Canada. Fourteen years ago, he was
the delegate of Cape Colony to the
Colonial Conference .held at Ottawa,
and“he travelled extensively through-
out the courtry observing the-condi-
tions which prevailed. When he re-
turned on Friday, therefore, there were
many who had formerly made his ac-
quaintance to greet hiin, as well as
‘those who have ever since the Boer
War felt a v2rsonal interest in occur-
rences in Scuth Africa.

SPECIAL INTEREST IN CANADA.

A kindly and affable man, Sir Henry
has the interests of<his country deep-
ly at heart, and he talked freely on
the matters pertaining thereto

“At the present time,” he sai
people of South Africa are shHpwing
unusual interest in Canada. nong
certain people the Tercentenary cele-
bration are widely discussed, but
there is a great and. more general at-
tention directed towards vour consti-
tional development.

“A month ago, the legislatures  of
the different cclenies met and appoint-
ed delegates, so many according to
the population of each, and a total of
about thirty to a convention to be
held in Cectober for the purpose of
bringing about a union. -Cape Cclony
has the largest representation. Trans-
vaal, Natal and Orange River Colony
following in order.

“There is no doubt but that such a
union will be consummated. The ap-
pointing of the delegates, show the
matter to be fully laurched on its way.
The question now is really as to the
form »>f union.

There are the two alternatives Le-
gislative Union or Federal Union, :as
in Canada and Australia. Canada has
been the leader in the d=velopment of
responsible govsarnment, and hence a
close study is now bz2ing made of the
Canadian constitution, and its work-
ings. If Federal Union is to be brought
about, South Africa wishes to profit
by ths experience of Canada and
where errors have been made to study
to aveid them. : .

“Legislative Union seeme to be the
most favorably considered. . Federa-
tiop is thcugh to be an expensive pro-
vess: though on the other hand, the
snialler state may not like to lose
their own !ndividuality.”

“What is your personal opinion?” Sir
Henry was asked.

“wWell, I would scarcely like to speak
of that now,” he replied, smiling. “L
have been appointed as one of the de-%
legates from Cape Colony.

“It is very gratifying,” he continued,
“that the appointments have been
made without regard to party divi-
sions, The movement for union is sup-
ported by all classes and may be truly
deseribed as a national one.”

The country over which the war
passed is, Sir Henry says, but slowly
recovering from the devastations of
those terrible years. ‘“The result,” he
said, “has been just what mauy peo-
ple claimed. they would be; the des-
truction of a great deal of life and.
property, and it cost Great Britain
three hundred million pounds.”

Very little immigration, ne declares,
has resulted from the accession of the
Transvaal and Orange River Repub-
lics to the British crown. On the con-
trary, there has been a decided fall-
ing oft from the numbers of the ante-
bellum period, and-the country is fill-
ing up much less slowly.

Discussing the trade prospects be-
tween Canada and the South African
Colonies, Sir Henry remarked that
there was little in the way of export
matter which would ever justify the
establishment of a direct line of
steamers, for while Canada could offer
something in the way of agricaltural
implements and produce, the South Af-
rican continent could give little in re-
turn—“except wine  and diamonds.”
The Cape wine was exceedingly good
and by many was preferred to the
best of imported wines.

“Your agricultural® implements
very highly commended at the Cape,
he said. “I have heard: farmers cay
that they are much superior and cheap-
er than those which can be procured
from either the TUnited States or
Great Britain,

Sir Henry will make a brief stay in
Canada on this trip, going no further
than Quebec. He must he hack to the
Cape Colony by the ond of August,
and to do so he must sail from South-
ampton on the 17 days’ journey by
the 8th. He will, therefore, i2ave Que-
bec not later than next Monday.

THE KAISER ANGLES
FOR-TURKEY'S FAVOR

Sultan Not-Likely to Hitch on
to Triple Alliance

His Best Game is Playing off Powers

Against Each Other—More Trouble
Impending in Servia.

- LONDON, July 22.—There has been
much making of great alliances in the
European press this week. It is ‘an-
nounced from Paris that the g:meror
William'’s reply to the Anglo-Russian
entente is- to be the inclusion of Tur-
key in the Triple Alliance. This as-
symes a willingness to commit himseif
on the part of the Sultan, Abdul Ha-
wid, which is quite inconsistent with
all his previous policy. He has preserv-
ed his political indepengence hereto-
fore largely by his skill in playing off
first one and then another of the great
powers against its neighbors. He is
far too shrewd a statesman to have any
confidence in the disinterestedness or
permanency of the Kaiser's affection
for him, i

The impending agreement among the
powers in regard to Macedonia has
aroused enhanced suspicion at the
Yildiz Kiosk, but there is strong rea-
son to believe that genuine reforms
will really be insisted upon to end tke
present long continued crisis and that
Germany will be forced by a sense of
decency, if nothing else, to abandon
her dog in the manger attitude, which
on several occasions has prevented the
necessary insistence to overcome the
Sultan’s passive opposition.

Another report deals with the rela-
tions between Austria and Turkey.
Nothing definite has transpired, but the
rumor of an agreement is based udon
the grave situation in Servia, where
some sort of coup d’etat seems im-
minent. It is quite evident that King
Peter is too weak a character to deal
with the primitive passions which rage
in that turbulent little knigdom. Ac-
cording to current belief, this murder
made monarch would be glad to retire
to the obscurity whence he came. Abdi-
cation is common talk, but it is diffi-
cult to see how it could be carried into
effect without involving an interreg-
num. of dangerous violence.

It is with regard to the serious sit-
uation which may arise at any moment
that Austria  would like to have an
understanding with Turkey and the
other powers. Austria’s long standing
ambition in regard to Servian territory
‘is not particularly keen at the present
moment, and the other powers would
not- look with favor on any movement
to take aggressive advantage of the
Servian troubles.

THE HORROR -OF A
EUROPEAN WAR

Loss to Each Power Engaged
900,000 Dead and Wounded

Germany Could Put 4,750,000 Men in
the Field, at a Gost of
$1,500,000,000 a Year

BERLIN, July 22.—The bellicose sec-
tion of the public, including the fire
eaters of the army, have been rather
taken aback by a bulletin issued by
the General Staff on the authority of
Gen. Blume as to tha probable cost
of a modern European war.

Germany, it is affirmed, would be
able to put 4,750,000 troops in the field.
A war fought against anothar Euro-
pean power would cost Germany $1,-
500,000,000 per annum as long as it
lasted. "The indirect loss through fin-
ancial depression and the paralysis of
industry would be far greater. If thrze,
four cr more Auropean DPoOwers were
involved, as would be likely in view
of the existing alliances, the drain on
the resources of Europe would be ap-
palling.

Incidentally Gen. Blume expresses the
opinion that the loss of lifs would be
heavier than in ihe recent Russo-Jap-
anese war, when 20 per cent. of the
Japanese armies in the field were
killed or wounded. Reckoning in the
same proportion, a Eurcopean power
would lose approximately 900,000 killed
and wounded during the same length
of time, and: Gen. Blume believes the
proportion would be much higher. He
deglares it wouid be a veritable orgy
of blood.
