Ratks of Postaou in England.—A 
gentleman of this city, now in London, 
has sent to a friend the following reply to 
certain inquiries respecting Postage. It 
may be serviceable to otlf mercantile and 
literary community, and is here added :

For nil .internal cortespondence, from 
one etld of*Mie Kingdom to the other, the 
charge of a single letter, weighing under 
half an ounce, is cue penny. For all ship 
letters received frr m America the charge 
is 8d. single, Is. 4d. double, &c. For 
newspapers 2d. each, and for pamphlets 
letter postage, according lo weight. A let­
ter hddressed to Fiance, need not be sent 
to a friend in London, as by an arrange­
ment between the two governments, a ship 
letter would be forwarded by the Genera! 
PjiBt-ofiice hero to France, without the 
paÿfhent of any postage in London ; but 
a letter tcould not. be forwarded to any 
other foreign country, America for exam­
ple, until tlm postage to London and 
hence was paid. The postage of a single 
letter by tho Halifax steamers is Is. and 
of a newspaper 2d. The mails for India 
leave mi the 4th of every month, and the 
postage is 3s. 6jd. for a single letter of 
half an ounce, and 7s. 5d, for on ounce 
weight. The only way to send pamphlets 
to this country is by private hand, (and 
then they are subject to a duty of 5s. 2d. 
per lb.) provided they npnear ns part of a 
passenger’s luggage, and are not envelo­
ped or addressed ; otherwise they are 
liable to seizure by the custom-house of­
ficers, and subject to the post office regu­
lations also.— Boulon Courier.
