A meeting, not overly enthusiastic,
of the Opposition party was held in
Orange Hall, Fairville, last evening.

Why, asked the speaker, turning to
the attacks made upon this govern-
ment and excuses made for the old,
had the shortage of $100,000 on the
part of the late Government, not been
explained away?

In Able Speech Exposes Mal-Practices
Of Old Administration.

Although Premier Hazen spoke for
over an hour he held the attention
of his audience for the full time, and
his exposure of the late Government's
mal-practices was as complete as it
was unwearying Never, he said, had
there been the slightest discontent or
murmuring in the ranks of the Gov-
ernment during the last legislative
struggle and the Premier had come
out of it with a heavy majority at
his back and with the record of hav-
ing completely thrown back into the
teeth of the Opposition their outpour-
ing of stale slanders.

What Has Been Done.

During the present Government's
year of power even thouglithe county
had not sent up a Government repre-
sentative, $12,000 had been spent upon
its bridges and the plans were already
laid for making the highways of the
country as near perfection as was
possible with the best of management.
The old Government had taken the
control of the highways out of the
hands of the people in spite of the
speaker’'s continual protest and had
compelled the ratepayers to take the
money out of thelr pockets instead of
paying it by statute labor.

Invited Criticism.

When the Premier’s highway bill
had been presented he had provided
that it should not become law until
it had been considered by the county
councils of the entire province and
suggestions . were at the same time
in'vited from the press and the public
at large. When the councils had met
in January they had almost unanim-
ously approved of the act. Some
suggestions as to improving it had
been offered, and it was only after the
consideration of them and the ado)
tion of some of them, that the bill
had become law.

LOSES VALUED
 CIZEN

Fredericton, July 9-~Henry Chest
nut, one of Fredericton’'s most pro
minent citizens, died this evening
about 9.30 o'clock at his home on Wat-
erloo Row, after a long illness, of kid-
ney trouble. Two years ago he under-
went an operation at Montreal and
later rallied and was able to give ac-
tive attention to business. Since last
fall however, he has been confined
to his house most of the time and
his death was not unexpected as he
had been gradually sinking. The late
Mr. Chestnut was born here 73 years
ago being a son of the late Captain
Robert Chestnut. As a young man
he went to sea for a year, later re-
turning here and about 1860 went into
the hardware business here with hia
father under the fitm name of R.
Chestnut and Sons, which his father
had established in 1836 and which
has been continued during the past
few years by sons-of the deceased. Mr.
Chestnut was prominent in civic af-
fairs also belng identified with many
reform movements although never en-
tering a political campalign as a candl-
|date. He was a moving spirit in the
Local Improvement Association and
|took great interest in the work to-
wards beautifying the city. For many
years he was treasurer of the Method-
ist church of this city and he was
also a founder of the Rural Cemetery
Company., He was also prominent in
the Royal Arcanum and was interested
with his sons in carrying;on the busi-
ness of the Chestnut (‘ﬁ‘n- Co., Ltd..

A Sensational Report.

The Gazette printed a statement to
night saying: “A dastardly attempt
was made today to blow up No. 8
mine. A bomb was constructed and
placed in the working consisting of
twelve pounds of powder covered care-
fully with stopes and rubbish to which
a fuse was attached. When found this
fuse was burning and had it not been
discovered in a few moments the
powder would have been set off and
an explosion occurred which would
have carrled death and destruction
to all in the mine,

As there were some three hundred
men in there, the resylts dre too hor
rible to contemplate zs the explosion
of such quantity of powder would have
caused an explosion of the gas in the
mine and destruction of everything un
derground.

Found Powder There.

A number of cases have bheen
reported and placed under quarantine
by the municipal health officer, who
Is taking every measure to stamp
out the disease, which is supposed
to have originated in the lumber
camps.

The establishment of regular steun communication
between St. John and Cuba;

Some sort of co-operation among exporters and
importers in the development of trade;

The appointment of an agent or commissioner to
visit Cuba, and remain there for some time to investi-
gate trade conditions, -and endeavor to promote such
trade. .

Mr. Flemming, speaking of these agencies, does not
reflect on the Dominion Government agent recently ap-
pointed.

UNHAPPY MR. ROBINSON.

If Provincial Secretary Robinson had been wise he
would have avoided the financial debate with Mr. Flem-
ming before the last election. If he has become wise

Mr. Flemming announced that there was a surplus
of $46,835 on current account for the fiscal vear ending
October 31, 1908.

By Mr. Robinson de-
claring that the present Government had between October
and March paid some $94,000 for public works chargeshle
to the previous year. This would wipe out the surp'us
and leave a large deficit.

The former head of the Fipance Department proposes 10
pay for freshets in advance. That was not the practice
even under the old Government. Only Mr, Pugsley and
a favored few people drew pay in advance.

The only other thing that Mr. Robinson can say is
that money should not be expended between October and
March by the Department of Public Works.

But here again he gets into trouble. For the
present Government has expended much less be-
tween these dates than the late Government.  Alto-
gether this year it was $128,000, Last year it was $213,-
000, and the year before last it was $269,000.

So Mr. Robinson would do well to talk about some-
thing else.

Plrtlun Road Making.

At our ﬂrut meeting of the Highway
Board, in discussing what was for
the best interests of the parish of Si-
monds, I suggested to Councillor Don-
ovan and his colleague, Councillor
Admas, that POLITICS SHOULD NOT
CUT ANY FIGURE IN REGARD TO
APPOINTMENTS. We were placed
in a positiog that there were com-
missioners, who had experience both
under the Government jurisdiction
and the municipality, hoping to be-
come commissioners under our board.
I suggested that after the parish was
divided into proper districts, MEN
APPOINTED IRRESPECTIVE OF
THEIR POLITICS, CAPABLE OF
FILLING THE POSITIONS, and as
each of us had friends that the fairest
and squarest way in order to have ev-
erything in harmony, was for each
member of the board to take a dis-
trict and submit the appointments.
This ‘would give the two other mem-
bers of the board twice as many ap-
pointments as myself, and I felt that
by carrying out these recommenda-
tions, it would be beneficlal to the
whole parish and detrimental to none.
My suggestions were not acted upon,
as Councillor Donovan and his col-
leagues said that THEY WIELDED
THE POWER AND THEY WERE GO-
ING TO MAKE THE APPOINT-
MENTS TO SUIT THEMSELVES
AS THEY HAD FULL POWER AND
CONTROL. In consequence I simply
had to carry out the recommendations
of the board, frrespective of whether
the commissioners whom they ap-
pointed for the carrying out of the
act were competent or not, and I
wish to state right hdre that the of-
fices were used solely by the other
two members of the board in their
appointments FOR THEIR OWN PO-
LITICAL FRIENDS AND HENCH-
MEN. When Councillor Donovan and
Adams refused to appoint men like
Mr. James Stephenson or Mr. Samuel
Creighton or Mr. Andrew Gibson,
or Mr. John A. Robinson, who have
had practical experience in the line of
looking after roads, men who stand
the highest in the community in re-
gard to business matters, and place
in their stead men who have not any
idea of road-making, then you see
that the public must suffer; but as
Councillor Donovan said they had the
power and could stand the responsi-
bility.

The Highway Act gives the muni-
cipal councillors of the Board absol-
ute control and you can see to what
purpose they are using it in the Par-
ish of Simonds.

ning into ‘the booms. Mr. Pond had a
drive above. They were sorting at
that time but e thought the logs were
coming out slowly. It would probably
take ten days to get the jam out at
the rate they were working. Mr. Mor-
rison had a drive below the falls.
Mr. Pond had a drive at Fort Kent of
fifteen millions. The water was not
very high. He did not think they had
any sidegaps at that time. They were
building the mill at that time. Condi-
tions for driving below the Falls that
year were so that they left the Falls
with the rear of the drive on Sept.
10th, and °‘did not reach the booms
until the "10th of October. This
was hard driving. The water below
Grand Falls is generally too low to
drive during a part of July and the
whole of August. The water might
be at a good pitch at Van Buren at
that time. If not stopped at Van Bu-
ren the logs might run from there to
Fredericton in forty hours. The logs
are often broken going over Grand
Falls. The lower the water the more
damage. The contractor was now al-
lowed 25c¢. per thousand and the use
of the sheer booms for driving the
logs from Grand Falls to Fredericton.
It was harder to get any one to take
|the drive now. Any man who takes|
the drives below Grand Falls doesn't
know when he will get his logs. The
waiting for logs to come over the falls
while they were being assorted above |
caused the delay. Previous to 1904
only the logs on the St. Fraucis and
Little Black rivers had been sorted;

Captain Wells, in speaking to the
Standard yesterday said: We were
on our way from New York to three
ports on the west coast of Africa,
Forcadoes, Boni and Old Calabar,
with a cargo of case oil. We arrived
off Forcadoes on the 14th of May, and
dropped anchor.On the 16th of May the
steamship Iddo, of the Elder Demps-
ter Line, bound into the. harbor,
offered to tow us in, We gave him
our hawser and welghed anchor. All
went well until we reached the bar
at the entrance. Here a heavy swell
was running and our hawser parted.
We immediately let go the anchor
and the Elder Dempster boat left us,
saying that they would send a boat
out to our assistance from Forcadoes
They failed, however, to send a boat
out. In fact we never heard from
them.,

In Dangerous Position.

“We were ip a very dangerous pos-
ition, At low tide there was not enough

“We had no way to get ashore,”
said Capt. Wells.
