15.—Elijah Starkey of Cody’s, who is 
charged with aggravated assault up­
on his wife, lias been held for. trial 
before the next sitting of the county 
court at Gagetown in October. The 
decision was reached by Squire Ains- 
ley Smith at the conclusion of the 
preliminary hearing here today. The 
prisoner was allowed out on bail of 
$2000, $1000 of which he took him­
self while George Fisher and Henry 
Somerville, both of Cody’i, went 
surety for $500 each.

Henry Starkey, the prisoner’s son, 
when called as a witness, first denied 
all knowledge of the assault but 
later contradicted himself and admit­
ted that both he and his father on 
previous occasions had assaulted the 
unfortunate woman.

The prisoner when brought before 
the court pleaded not guilty and 
stated that he would defend himself. 
During the entire afternoon he did 
not exhibit a alga 
with the exception of the few mo­
ments during whteh his son contra­
dicted himself and admitted previous 
.assaults upon Mrs. Starkey. He then 
paid more attention to the court but 
did not offer to intèrrupt or challenge 
the witnesses in any manner.

After pleading, Starkey lapsed into 
silence and his attitude Impressed 
those present with the opinion that 
he felt he would escape punishment, 
or that he felt Justified In what he 
had done.

A feature of the evidençe waa 
his corroboration of the 
that Starkey had shouted,- "Let 
stay In there; it is good enough for 
her."

When Henry Starkey, the prison­
er's son, was called, he astonished the 
court by denying that his father had 
never assaulted Mrs. Starkey, but on 
being examined by the magistrate he 
admitted that he knew of his father 
assaulting the unfortunate woman on 
several occasions previous to the day 
on which she had taken poison. He 
also made the statement that he had 
assaulted Mrs. Starkey.

Mrs. Gamblin, who was also present 
when Mrs. Starkey died, told the 
court a clear story of the assault and 
testified as to the nature of the 
bruises, corroborating Dr, Hethering- 
ton’s evidence. Mrs. Mitchell also 
testified along the same lines, sub­
stantiating the previous evidence in 
every detail.

At the conclusion, the magistrate 
held the prisoner for trial at the next 
sitting of the Queens County court, 
which will be held at Gagetown in 
October.

Ottawa, July 16.—The Department 

of Indian Affairs is taking steps to 
accord substantial recognition to two 
Indians, Chief Weemanoseekis and 
Sam Batiste of the Babine Agency in 
British Columbia, for acts of great 
heroism and generosity.

Chief Weemanossekls, who lives at 
Blackwater, cared for an insane white 
man under most trying circumstances. 
It was winter, and with but a scanty 
supply of food the white man waited 
the promised return of his friends 
with provisions. He waited in vain. 
His food supply exhausted, the man 
who was nearly two hundred miles 
from civilization, lost hope and rea­
son. He was found by the chief. The 
Indian supplied food, nursed and 
guarded Jhe deranged man, restraining 
him with difficulty when he struggled 
to rush unclothed into the forest.

A still more recent case Is that of 
“Sam Batiste,” also of the Babine 
Agency, who last winter furnished pro­
visions to two men, Frank Rahnor and 
W. H. Wrigley, who wintered, for 
prospecting purposes, in the Indians’ 
hunting grounds. The men’s provi­
sions were exhausted, and they were 
In the utmost extremity when found 
by the Indian. He supplied their ne­
cessities. so far as he was able. He 
and his family even went without food 
for days as the result of his hospitali­
ty. The Indian’s kindness ohly avail­
ed to save the life of one of the men. 
Frank Rahnor succumbed to the priva­
tions from which he suffered, but tylr. 
Wrigley survived. Two of the Indian’s 
dogs died of starvation, and after re­
turn to civilization one of his children 
also died, no doubt as the result of 
the extreme* privation suffered.

London, July 16.—A decree "nisi”

Mrs. Cornwallis West appeared in 
the witness box for a few moments 
and formally corroborated the coun­
sel's statement regarding her hus­
band's non-compliance with the resti- 
tutional order. She said her husband 
left her on December 23, 1913, and 
never returned. He had written to 
her saying that he never intended to 
return.

An inquiry agent deposed that the 
respondent had reeistered with a 
woman not the petitioner in a London 
hotel in the month of March as Capt 
and Mrs. West.

Mrs. Cornwallis West gave her brief 
evidence in a collected manner and 
In a firm voice. She was dressed In 
a quiet dark bitie costume and black 
hat. and stood on the witness stand 
apparently unmoved by the great 
crowd, which had been attracted to 
the court by the case.

Mrs. Cornwallis West will hereafter 
be known by her former name of 
Lady Randolph Churchill, according 
to a statement made' by a news 
agency.

There are two cars, one containing 
exhibits of live stock and %he other 
exhibits of dairy products, horticul­
ture, poultry and other branches of 
agriculture. The exhibit of this year 
surpasses that of last year s "Better 
Farming Special,” being a more ex­
pensive one.

The grain exhibit is particularly 
fine, and shows results due to the 
ious dates of seeding and the benefits 
derived •from early seeding. The ex­
hibits also show the infliffence of the 
selection of seed.

In the bee keeping exhibit the car 
is equipped with all approved appli­
ances. The car also contains samples 
of raw materials used by the fertiliz­
ing manufacturers and during the tour 
demonstrations will be given of home 
mixing fertilizers.

The exhibit of dairy products is one 
of the best in the car. The insulated 
tank for keeping cream and the cool­
ing tank for milk show the advisa­
bility of keeping milk or cream at a 
low temperature, whether for use as 
cream and milk or to be used in the 
making of cheese. Charts are exhib­
ited to show the results of contamina­
tion of milk, and the desirability, of 
having persons who know how to milk 
clean. The Babcock tests for fat and 
casein Jn milk, and also the sediment 
test are shown in connection with the 
dairy exhibit.

There is alèo a fancy cheese out­
fit, moisture test for butter, sanitary 
milking pail in model and 
showing its advantages, cow testing 
outfit, with milk scales and various 
kinds of sample bottles for individual 
treatment of cows, subterfuges and 
test bottles, and many other things 
illustrating the importance of prose­
cuting agricultural work in New 
Brunswick.

In the entomology exhibit, vari- 
insects in the different 

stages are shown. There is a large 
collection of these, some of which are 
from Wm. McIntosh of St. John, who 
is the head of this department, 
with assistants from the Provincial 
Department of Horticulture. Fifty in­
jurious weeds, with their seeds, are 
also on exhibition. There are speci­
mens df trees in horticulture, show­
ing the different growths from three 
months to one year, spraying and 
prùning machinery is also on exhibi­
tion.

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THAIHISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA
A FAMOUS FAMILY.

Pierre le Moyne, Sleur d'Iberville, 
the famous Canadian explorer, was 
born in Montreal 252 years ago today. 
July 16. 1661. He was one of a num­
ber of brothers (some historians say 
seven, others eleven), who figure In 
some degree in French colonial his­
tory. The Canadian branch of the 
family was founded by Charles le 
Moyne, or le Moine, who came from 
Normandy, and became seigneur or 
Longueuil, near Montreal, and of Cha- 
teauguay, and commander of Montreal. 
He waged war against the Iroquois, 
and died in 1683.

He had eleven sons, but only seven 
of them won a place it^iistory, which 
is probably responsibly for the dis­
crepancy referred to. Iberville enter­
ed the French navy and served in 
three expeditions against the English, 
in 1696 ravaging St. John's and de­
stroying Fort Pemaquid. He twice 
sailed into Hudson Bay. He then, 
with his brother Bienville, transferred 
the scene of his activities to the Gulf 
of Mexico, founding colonies in Louis­
iana and Alabama. He died at Hava­
na in July, 1706.

Another brother. Antoine, served in 
the South, and afterwards held com­
mand at Cape Breton. Charles was 
governor of Montreal and Three Riv­
ers, built Fort Niagara, and repulsed 
the English attack on Montreal In 
1711. Jacques acompanied his broth­
er Iberville in his conquest of Hudson 
B«y, and defended Quebec against 
the" English in 1690, but was killed in 
that engagement.

AN IMPERIAL AIR FLEET.
Naval p\MK5-

The Imperial Air Fleet Committee, 
under the presidency of# Lord Des- 
borough, is carrying out a proposal to 
present each of the Dominions with a 
military airship of the latest approved 
type. A machine has already been 
presented to the New Zealand Govern­
ment. It was a Blériot monoplane and 
in its tests it carried out a non-stop 
flight from Dover to Cologne, a dis­
tance of 340 miles over five different 
countries. The journey was accomp­
lished under trying and dangerous con­
ditions, in the face of a series of vio- In- 
lout storms of rain and hail. Despite 
these the machine did not show the 
smallest defect, and when it completed 
its voyage, it is reported, could easily 
have gone another hundred miles. It 
carried a pilot and a passenger and 
maintained" an average rate of speed 
of over seventy miles.

Speaking of the object of such gifts, 
"Lord Desborough has pointed out that 
aerial navies come well within the 
means of all states. He believes that 
out of the younger nations will come 
some of the most skilful and daring 
pilots and some of the most successful 
inventors. The aeroplane of today is 
but an experimental model, and those 
who are able to make It something 
better will, In all probability, hold the 
supremacy of the air in the future.
So far no announcement has been 
made of an offer of an aeroplane to 
Canada, but the plan has many advan­
tages. There can be no doubt of the 
importance of making aerial defence 
a leading question, not only in Great 
Britain, but in the Overeea^Domlnions.

800. This does not include furniture.

as recommended by. the last Hague 
conference.

Celebration In Ghent, after consul­
tation with the municipality.

The conference recommend that an 
international committee be appointed 
with power to deal with such matters 
as may be referred to them by the 
several countries concerned.

The success of the movement re­
quires not only the cordial support of 
national governments but also local 
governments, and municipal and re­
ligious bodies, as well as of those 
citizens seeking national methods for 
dealing with International problems.
