The German official statement, be-
ginning at the northern tip of the
eastern battle line, records the pro-
gress of the German troops to within
about fifty miles of Riga; then, fol-
lowing the great battle arc southward,
chronicles further successes in the
sector northeast of Warsaw, culmina-
ting in the capture of Ostrolenka, one
of the fortresses designed to shield
the capital.

The acute peril to Warsaw is ac-
centuated by the Russian official com-
munication which says that German
columns are within artillery range of
the fortress of Nowo Georgievsk, the
key to the capital from the northwest
and only about twenty miles from it.

Immediately southwest of the city,
and less than twenty miles from fit,
Blcenie has fallen, and further south,
¢ Grojec; while German cavalry aré
astride the important railway from
Radom to Ivangorod. The Lublin-
Cholm railway is still in the hands of
the Russians, so far as is known, but
the town of Lublin has either been
captured or is in danger of falling into
the grip of the Austro-Germans, the
Russian commander-inchief, having
issued, through the Civil Governor, an
order that in case of a retreat, the
male population is to attach itself to
the retreating troops.

There has been a flash of British
activity in Flanders, without any ap-
preciable change in the situation, and
the British public is far more interes-
ted in the South Wales coal strike,
which, by virtue of David Lloyd Geor-
ge's flying visit to Cardiff seems to
have been settled. It is understood
that virtually all of the atrikers’ de-
mands have been granted.

French Official Report.

Paris, July 20.—The following of-
ficial report was given out today by
the War Office:

HOTING AT
STANDARD OIL
G0. PLANT

Strikers Attempt to Charge Oil
Works—Clash With Police
and Several Shots are Ex-
changed.

New Lork, July 20.—Serious rioting
occurred again tonight at the Con-
stable Hook plant of the Standard Oil
Company at Bayomme, N. J., when
several hundred of the five thousand
striking employees clashed outside the
company’s plant with more than two
hundred special officers and policemen
who were doing guard duty. The
strikers apparently were trying to
charge the oil works and the guards
fired a number of shots into the air
The strikers immediately returned
with a volley of shots and scattered.
This was the second disorder of the
day.

A third clash occurred near the
plant when John Coldesky, a boiler-
maker, on his way home tonight was
mistaken for a strike breaker He
was attacked and severely injured
before the police interfered. Gold-
esky was removed to a hospital. Two
arrests were made.

Steamers and barges that were be-
ing loaded with case oil destined, it
is said, for England, were towed into
the upper bay and anchored near the
Statue of Liberty. It was said that
they would remain in the bay if the
strike continued.

The strikers were augumented late
today by 200 employes of the Bergen-
port Chemical Company, adjoining the
Standard Oil works, who declared a
sympathetic strike.

The men at the Tide Water Oil
Company, another plant at Constable
Hook, refused tonight to join the
strike. The strike leaders, however,
said that within 24 hours, the Tide
Water workers would be out. The
leaders also hope to call out the 600
men employed at the Bay Water plant
of the Standard Oil Company.

General Manager Gifford, of the
Standard Oil said tonight that the
company has no intention of giving
in to the demands of the strikers.

FIRE ABOARD NEW
U. S. BATTLESHIP.

Washington, July 20.—A fire last
night aboard the new dreadnought
Oklahoma at the yards of the New
York Shipbuilding Company, in Cam-
den, N. J., is believed to have originat.

In Case of Plot Formed in the
United States to Damage
Property in Canada.

PROBING CHARGES
AGAINST DETROIT MAN.

Inquiry So Far Fails to Disclose
Grounds on Which Alleged
German Sympathizers Can
be Prosecuted,

—

Washington, July 20—Preliminary
reports on investigation by United
States District Attorney Webster at
Detroit, Mich, of the charge that Ger-
man sympathizers were responsible
for the blowing up of a government
munition factory across the Caradian
border were received tonight at the
Department of Justice.

While the inquiry had not been
completed officials said that so far it
had not disclosed grounds on which
the United States could proceed crim-
inally against any of the persons al-
leged to have been implicated since
there was no statute to cover a con-
spiracy formed in the United States
to commit such as act in Canada.

Mr. Webster has been directed to
continue his inwvestigation and to give
particular attention to the question of
whether the dynamite or other explo-
sives used was transported on Ameri-
can soll. The law under which prose-
cution might lie applies to transporta-
tion of explosives between the States
ard from a foreign country to the
United States, but it does not touch
transportation from the United States
to a foreign country

Mr. Webster reported the names of
several persons alleged to be connect-
ed with the plot but the department
declined to make them public

This inquiry was ordered by the De-
partmerit of Justice after the British
embassy had informed the State De-
partment that it had evidence that
money to carry out the dynamiting
plot has been furnished by a wealthy
German resident of Detroit. The em-
bassy inquired whether such a case
did not constitute a violation of neu-
trality

The factory at Beloiel, Que., of the
(Canadian Explosives Company was
partially wrecked on Tuesday, July 6,
when high explosives caught fire and
burned so quickly that seven lives
were lost. This, it was stated, was
caunsed by cembustion or by a spark,
and officials of the plaot deprecated
the rumor that enemy influences were
responsible.

Several cases were recently report-
ed in which German submarine com-
/manders before sinking such merchant.

,and search and gave non-combatants
on board an ample opportunity to take
{to the boats. It was suggested that the
{faster and larger German submarines,
which carry rapid fire guns on their
decks, are now able to overhaul and
seize a merchant vessel in much the
same manner as a cruiser would. Im-
provements in construction were there-
fore said to have modified the German
submarine campaign in the direction
of greater regularity and fuller respect
for the rights of non-combatants and
neutrals.

The American public would be glad
to believe that Germany has abandon-
ed her lawless methods of warfare at
sea. But it is clear that no orders
vLhave yet been sent from Berlin impos-
ing compliance with the rules of inter-
!national law on German submarine
.commanders. In the early part of last
| week a German submarine sank, with-
out warning, the Russian steamer Leo,
which carried three American passen-
gers. They escaped with their lives.
{ But that escape was in no way due to
‘the good will or correct procedure of
the submarine’s captain.

Q The latter took a chance that there

'ére no neutral passengers aboard
the Leo and torpedoed her without
search or warning. The Orduna, which
arrived in this pont yesterday, narrow-
ly escaped the Leo's fate. She also car-
ried American and other neutral pas-
sengers, and according to their acount
& German submarine discharged a tor-
pedo at her before attempting to stop
her by signal or gunfire.

These happenings of the last week
explodo the specious fiction that Ger-
,man submarine warfare has assumed
'a humaner and more legitimate form.
The attacks on the Leo and the Or-
duna were not accidental or careless
leaps back to the methods of the orig-
inal campaign of piracy and murder.
They were in line with the still un-
modified programme of the German
{Admiralty. They were exemplifications
of the von Tirpitz policy of terrorism,
which represents Germadny's purpose
Just as much today as it did on the
day of the Lusitania massacre.

Kitchener's Army on Way
To France, New York
Tribune Correspond-
ent Writes.

BEEN PREPARING FOR
PAST THREE MONTHS

Two Million Men in New

follow within a short time

New York, July 20.—The Tribune
this morning publishes the following:

London, July 10. (From a special
correspondent of the Tribune)—"The
great British advance will begin about
the first of August and England will
then make her great throw in the
war,” was the confident declaration to-
day of one of Kitchenr's newest army,
a man equipped with information, al-
though he is only a private. A
ago he was a newspaper correspond-
ent, ag well known in New York as in
London, although he is merely a man
in the ranks of the Royal Fusiliers.

“We are off to the front next Wed-
nesday (July 14),” he went on, “and
we are almost the first of the new
force. Kitchener's great army of 2,
000,000 men is at last on the way, With-
in a couple of weeks, after that there
will be another 750,000 British troops
in France.”

A glance at the speaker would con-
vince one that he was the very type
of a man needbd for an officer, but he
thought differently. “I, and many like
me,” he said, ‘'want to get to the front
and in the midst of the fighting as soon
as we can. We don't want to wear the
stars of an officer and train recruits.
Us for France.”

“This is the great move,” he con-
tinued. “We are in London now for
two or three days’' farewell leave. Then
away we go, and if the Germans are
about to try to make the great smash
for Calais we shall be there in time.”
This Kitchener eoldier was telling
the real truth. For two weeks past,
although no word has ben allowed by
the censors to be sent abroad, mighty
preparations having been going on
throughout Bngland to get the main
body of Kitchenr's army out of Eng-
land by July 20. These plans have
been in readiness for the past three
months and the departure of the Gor-
don Highlanders for Flanders on July
4 was the match lald to the train.
These troops now departing include
all those who enlisted between the out-
break of the war and last January
The remainder stay behind as re
serves. No man is going* out who has
ad less than six months of training
The remaining million will serve to
fill up the reserves
“The larger the army the greater
the number of reserves necessary,"” is
Kitchner's motto.

For the moment, Aldershot, Salis-
bury Plain and all the great training
centres are deserted. They will be
reserved for the new recruits, com-
pulsory or otherwise, expected as soon
as the national register, a half threat
to compulsion, i{s completed. Mean-
while, those left in Kitchener's army
are training harder than ever,

en up. Mr. Veniot charges that P. F.
Boudreau received $42 for supplying
lumber to this bridge and that the lum-
ber was not supplied; also that E. D.
Chaisson, a boy of ten years, received
$170 for work done on the bridge with
a horse and cart.

Mr. Boudreau told of sending lumber
for Caribou bridge to Martin Robi-
chaud, M. L. A., and part, he said, he
was told was used on the bridge and
part on the ferry landing

Commissioner W. B. Chandler con
tinued his investigation into charges
made by Mr. P. J. Veniot regarding
Caribou Creek bridge in the Parish
of Shippegan, Gloucester County, this
afternoon.

Progress made was very slow,
French-Acadian witnesses examined
being unable to speak English, and an
interpreter being necessary. Mr. F.
Allan LeBlanc of St. John acted as
interpreter for the commissioner.

Evidence given this afternoon show-
ed that false entries had been made on
pay sheets by Foreman Docithe Chais-
son, who explained that he had done
this in order to deceive Mr. Martin J.
Robichaud, M. L. A,, who had told him
not to put too many men at work on
the bridge. Foreman Chaisson also
placed the name of his son, Edward,
aged 10 years ,on the pay sheets for
work that had been done by his hired
man, Cleophas Chaisson. Work was ac-
tually done on the bridge, but pay
sheets did not always contain the
names of those who had actually per-
formed this work,

Docithe Chaisson's evidence conflict.
ed somewhat with the testimony given
by Eutrope E Hachey. Mr. Hachey
was called by Commissioner Chandler
to verify a statement made by Chais-
son that he (Hachey) had given Chals-
son permission to secure an amount
due Hachey. The latter said he had
not given the foreman permission to
do this but had received $15 in ad-
vance from Chaisson, which amount
Chalsson secured from Hachey to pay.
The entire affair was considerably in-
volved and showed some irregularities
on the part of Chaisson.

Mr. P. F. Boudreau was recalled
when court opened after noon recess
and contradicted some of his testimony
| given in the morning. He stated that
| he had been told to secure lumber for
the ferry landing at Shippegan only
{and did not hear about Caribou bridge
|until the fall of 1913. He said in con-
| tradiction to his evidence at the morn.
:lng session that he had complained of
‘thu amount paid him by the Dominion
Rovernment for lumber supplied for
the ferry landing

Not only have the Germans failed
to be successful colonizers, but their
ruiling powers have shown themselves
incapable of understanding the ele-
ments of their problem Judging
by their own consciousness, as all
men are apt to do, they made a serious
miscalculation in precipitating a war
in which Great Britain might be im-
pelled to join. They believed it would
be deterred by fear of revolt and revo-
lution in the colonies, or, if not deter
red, so far embarrassed and hampered
in its action as not to be formidable
in the European fleld. But the result
speedily showed that being forced in-
to the war not only united factions
in Great Britain in support of the
government, but rallied the colonies
including India, to the defense of the
Empire. There is every prospect that
the war will leave Germany bare of
such colonies as she had succeeded
in acquiring, and devoid of the pres-
tige of a world power at which she
was aiming, while the British Empire
will be relatively strengthened, with
still greater regard for the consent
of the governed in her policy.

NEW HARBOR
GHANNEL NOW

Large steamers will be
able to get right up to the
mills for loading.

A paragraph in The Standard a few
days ago made mention of the fact
that there were lying in Bathurst har
bor at the one time several reasonably
large steamers loading lumber, and
that this was the firet occasion on
which such work had been possible.
In the past it has always been meces-
sary for vessels of any draught to lie
outside the harbor and to take on their
loads from lighters. This of course
has meant extra handling and addition-
al expense, besides a waste of time,
and in view of the fact that Bathurst
is an important shipping point, which
promises on the completion of the new
pulp mill to become of even greater
importance, the federal government
deoided some time ago to take the
necessary steps towards providing a
harbor suitable for the work to be
carried on.

Contracts were awarded to the Nor-
thern Dredging and Coastruotion Com-
pany, a concern composed laygely of
provincial men under the management
of Thomas Nagle of St. John. This
company undertook to dig a channel
two hundred feet wide with a minimum
depth of seventeen feet at low water
for a distance of five and a half miles,
and extending from the wharves in
Bathurst harbor right out through the
entrance and to deep water beyond.
This meant a removal of some four
million yards of dirt. Work was begun
in the summer of 1913 at The Points,
as the entrance to Bathurst harbor s
known. The dredges worked inward,
and in fact had to dig their way in, for
the depth at the spot where they com-
menced the actual digigng of the chan-
mel was not more than eight feet Large
vessels could not go in at any tide as
the rise is not more than seven and a
half feet, and in places in the harbor
there was never at any time more than
eight feet of water. Well inside the
harbor the channel branches, one pas-
sage stretching southwest to the new
pulp mill on the Nepisguit and extend-
ing about a mile from The Forks end-
ing in a turning basin in front of the
mill plers. To provide this basin for
the proper handling of larze steamers
will mean the removal of about a mil-
lion yards of mud. Eventually a large
deep water wharf will be built there.
From the Forks the other channel
runs to Bathurst village a distance of
about half a mdle. This latter branch
has been looked after by the govern-
ment dredge St. Lawrence In charge
of Capt, Powell which at present is re-
moving the last of the Tete-a-gauche
bar. This is being done to help out
the saw mills and on completing this
extension the St. Lawrence will go
outside The Points to widen the outer
channel to deep water where some
‘work remains to be done.

The government dredge had previ-
ously been working from deep water
to The Points completing this outer
channel to practcally seventeen feet at
low water and eighty feet wide. This
was a temporary provision to enable
vessels to be brought in during the
progress of the work. This outer
channel will be widened to two hun-
dred feet.

The Northern Dredging and Con-
struction Company has now three
dredges at work and will have a fourth
on the ground very soon to prepare
for the pulp mill business. The com-
pany also operates four tugs, two of
them being very powerful. The com-
pletion of this channel will revolu-
tionize shipping from Bathurst for ves-
sels which heretofiore have had to He

Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

It appears that some time ago the
Albert Manufacturing Company had
under charter two steamers of British
register for transportation of plaster
from their quarries at Hillsboro.
Tonnage is very scarce and prices are
high, and it was of the utmost import-
ance that these vessels should make
the trip.

A very short time before the first
was due to arrive, Mr. Osman received
word to the effect that the British
government had requisitioned both of
these steamers for military purposes,
and that it would be impossible for
them to load at Hillsboro. This would
have had a very serious effect on the
plaster business and probably would
have resulted in loss of employment
to a considerable number of persons
depending on the plaster industry for
their living. Although not anticipating
that much could be done under the
circumstances, Mr. Osman at once
wired Hon. Mr. Hazen, explaining the
situation, and received a reply to the
effect that he would do whatever was
possible. A few days later Mr. Osman
was advised by the British Admiralty
that in view of the urgent request of
the Canadian Minister of Marine and
Fisheries the first of these steamers
had been released from Admiralty
service for the purpose of making the
trip arranged under charter. What
dispasition has been made of the sec-
ond steamer is not yet known, but
the release of the first has been of
very great importance, and the efforts
of the minister are highly appreciated
by Mr. Osman and his associates in
Hillsboro.

ECHOES OF TORNADD
IN GRAND MANAN

More Damage Recorded on
Different Parts of the
Island.

A message received by the agent of
the Marine and Fisheries yesterday
from the keeper of the Swallow Tail
light on Grand Manan tells of the
great damage caused by the tornado
which struck that section of the is-
land as well as North Head early last
Sunday morning. The keeper says
that he never in his life experienced
such a storm. The tornado struck
Swallow Tail in the vicinity of three
o'clock in the morning accompanied
by rain and hail. The woodshed was
picked up and carried from the edge
of the bank to the northeast dwelling,
a distance of about fifty feet and when
it struck against the house the wood-
shed collapsed {n a pile of broken
lumber. The landing at the light was
constructed of three by nine inch
planks, each plank twenty feet long.
The landing was torn up and some of
these heavy planks were <carried a
distance of one hundred feet. The
entire eighty feet of landing was torn
up and destroyed. The large flag pole
was blown down and broken into
pleces. The keeper also tells of the
damage that was caused in the vil-
lage and states that the damage done
to the bulldings in the village will
easily exceed one thousand dollars.
The lighthouse at Swallow Tail was
not damaged.

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Announcement Made at the Meeting of the Municipal
Council Yesterday—An Electric Light Plant to be
Installed—Summary of Accounts,

The announcemgat was made yester
day at the eting of the Municipal
Council that the new tuberculosis hos-
pital at East St. John would be open
for the reception of patients on Octo-
ber 1. The council made a further ap-
propriation of $14,300 for the equip-
ment and maintenance of the hospital
until the first of January, 1916. A bond
fssue of $3,500 was also authorized to
equip an electric light plant for the
institution and the cost of installing
water and water mains was also order-
ed pald.

A detailed statement of the money
80 far pald out for the building was
made and submitted to the council by
H_B. Schofield, formerly city commis-
sioner and now chairman of the St.
John County Hospital Board.

The bonds for the construction of
the building realized $79,000 and of this
there was a balance on hand of $750.
An appropriation had also been made
for maintenance and of this $4,690.47
was still avallable.

The archltect's fees were $3,800 with
an additional $500 for changing the
plans. There was still a balance due
bim of $1,800.

An Electric Plant, ¥

Mr, Schofield pointed owt that the
cost of running the electric lights
would amount to about $500 a year
outside the cost of operating the pumyp
and the elevator. The electric plant,
if installed, would also be capable of
supplying current for the Municipal
Home and the Boys' Industrial Home.

It would require about $30,000 &
year to carry on the work of the in.
stitution.

Councillor Frink sald that this
amount would be greater than the
sum necassary for maintaining the
Municipal Home. However since the
council had undertaken to erect the
building it was necessary to carry on
the work and he moved that $14,300 be
placed to the credit of ‘the Commis-
sioner of the St. John County Hospital
provided by making an overdraft from
the Bank of Nova Scotia, to be paid
at such time and in such amounts as
the commissioners may request.

‘A service which the association
men on the firing line have been able
to render has been the distribution to
them of reading material of various
kinds. Through the generosity of the
Canadian War Contingent Association,
co-operating with us, we have been
able to send out 8,000 copies of week-
ly periodicals to our men, but still the
cry is for more,” said Capt. Lee.

Magazines which any of the St. John
people send, will be greatly appre
clated by the men.

Magazines shouid be sent to Capt.
W. W. Lee, room 8 Westminster Pal-
ace Hotel, London S. W, England,
where they will be divided and sent
to the firing line for distribution. The
postal rates to England are 8 cents per
1b., and 2 ozs. for one cent. .

An Overdraft,

In answer to a question from Coun-
clilor Frink the County Secretary said
the county had an overdraft at the
bank now of $25,000 at 4% per cent
interest with the privilege of an ad-
ditional $15,000 at five per cent. At
present the total county overdraft was
$34,000 but before the new amount
was paid over to the hospital commis-
sioners there would be taxes available
to reduce it.

Warden McLellan asked if it was
the intention to have the hospital open
to patients from outside St. John. Mr.
Schofleld replied that at present there
were sufficlent applications for treat-
ment at the hospital to fill the avail-
able space and these were from city
people. There would be accommoda-
tions for fifty-three patients with four-
teen in private rooms. Some of the
councillors expressed the opinion that
the preference should be given to St.
John city @&nd county patients.

On motion of Councillor Frink a
bond issue of $3,500 to cover the in-
stallation of the electric light plant
was authorized. These bonds will be
of fifteen years duration and will bear
interest at five per cent. It was also
declded - to bond for $4,700 to cover
the cost of installing water aid sefer-
‘age to the hospital. The summary of
the accounts as submitted to the coun-
cil by Mr. Schofield was as follows:
