London, June 15.—8ir Edward Car-
son, the Irish Unionist leader, like
John Redmond, the Irish party leader
in the House of Commons, did not
want to join the coalition cabinet, said
Premier Asquith today, in a speech
of tribute to those who were according
the government support.

“Sir Edward Carson at first declined
when it was suggested that he join
the administration,” the Premier said,
“and it was only strong pressure and
his sense of public duty which made
him associate himself with the govern-
ment.”

Mr. Asquith said he regretted ex-
tremely the absence of any Nationa-
list in the cabinet, but he said he had
done all he could to obtaln the co-
operation of all.

John Dillon, in behalf of the Irish
party, explained that their attitude
meant no desire to oppose or to snipe
the new government, which had Lheir
fullest co-operation; but actually to
join it was wholly inconsistent with

the obligation of the party. He felt
that aid from the outside would be
most valuable, and he regretted that
other parties of Ireland had not adopt-
ed this method of Nationalist self-
effacement.

Looking the picture of health and announcing that his appearance
was a correct index of his condition, Hon. J. D. Hazen, Minister of Ma-
rine and Fisheries, reached the city yesterday on the Maritime Express
and proceeded to his home.

Washington, June 15.—German at-
tempts to bombard London from air-
craft were brought formally to the at-
tention of the United States govern-
ment today by Sir Cecil Spring-Rice,
the British Ambassador. No request
for a protest to Germany was made.
The Ambassador merely called at the
State Department and submitted to
Secretary Lausing a statement of the
facts from the British viewpoint.

After referring to the growing fre-
quency of raids in sections of London
by hostile aeroplanes, Sir Cecti-declar-
ed that the great city practically was
unfortified; absolutely so far as the
residential sections were concerned.
Millions of pecple were crowded in
congested quarters, he said, and it
would be impossible for British artil-
lery men to defend these sections
against aeroplane or Zeppelin attacks,
because any shell sent into the sky
towards aircraft almost certainly
would work great destruction of life
when their fragments returned to the
earth in the crowded city.

The Ambassador also pointed out
that a large number of Americans and
other non-English people are resident
in London, and that located there are
the foreign embassies and legations,
and many hospitals and charitable in-
stitutions, all of which are greatly en-
dangered by the Zeppelin attacks.

WIRING.
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. “One thing which the country will
Rave to make up its mind about very
speedily,” says London Truth, “is
whether it 18 going to be governed by
newspapers; It-haa always been feared
hat newspapers would make mischief
n time of war, but the full extent of
the danger has not been foreseen. The
War Office and the Admiralty have
taken measures; according = to their
lights, to prevent the ovil of communi.
cating infornfation to the enemy; but
the crisis through which we have pas-
sed shows that newspapers may do
worse. mischief than that. Under the
peculiar conditions of war, which
make it-essontial that the country
should be united in support of its rul-
ers, it. is a perfectly easy matter to get
up an agitation against one public man
or another which will make his posi-
tion impossible. The operation only
requires to be repeated a few times
to make the position of a whole Minis-
try impossible. L.ord Fisher's appoint.
ment to the Admiralty was brought
about by a newspaper attack on his
predecessor. The appointment was not
an ideal one. We all know and appre-
ciate the great services that Lord Fish-
er has rendered to the country. But we
also know, if we are fit to express any
opinion on the subject, that the events
of his last term of office made his re-
call at the present time undesirable,
and also that the probability of two
guch men as he and Mr. Churchill get-
ting on comfortably together in tho
rame Government office was highly re-
mote.”

A politcal writer in one of the Lon-
, don weeklies writes: “T believe that
“ho trouble which finally decided Mr.
Asquith to apply to the Opposition
was the impossibility of arrising at
an understanding over the general
election. The bill enfranchising the
soldiers has not vet been introduced,
and there is the great difficulty of fix-
ing a date. There are a good many con-
troversies which might be resolved
by the C(oalition before it breaks up
Why not redistribution and real liquor
control, for a start?”

A letter from Holland, published in
L.ondon, says: “There have just cros-
sed the Belgian frontier, behind Ger-
man lines, and come into Holland, six
Dritish =oldiers. Behind that plain
statement lies an amazing odysey of
a battle, of hair-breadth escapes, of
sufferings terrible. For these men
were ‘in it' from the start, They were
at Mons in the tragic days of August,
and were cut off from their regiment
in the great retreat They crept
through the encircling Germans, and
for nine months have been fugitives
in France and Belgium, living in fields
and dug-outs. They have passed
through experiences probably without
parallel, playing, through all these
nine mor‘hs, a game of hide and seek,
to have lost which would have meant
summary execution. For a price was on
their heads. But, when I saw them
today, soon after they had crawled
through the barbed wire into Holland,
they were cheerful and undaunted, on-
1y donging for two things, the first to
see Kngland again, the other to return

go Flanders, to ‘get our own back on
he Germans.'”

A correspondent writing to lL.ondon
from Sheffield says: “The feeling
against the Germans is growing in in-
tensity. The other day between fifty
and sixty worl men emplovei a* a fac
tory engaged on an important Gov-
ernment contract came out on strike,
and demanded the discharge of six
Germans who were working there. The
firm maintained that these Germans,
who were brought over before the war,
are the only men in Sheffield who are
fully conversant with the methods of
production of an important manufac-
ture connected with war munitions,
The workmen, liowever, would listen
to no explanations, but came out as a
protest, and declined to return un
til the Germans had been discharged
The firm gave way, and the workers'
went back to their employment. In

Sheflield the nnmt lenjency has
been shown to Germans and Austrians.
In the first instance, almost all were
interned, but later, it is stated on the
order of the Home Office, those men
‘who had employment in Sheffield were
released, and there are now hundreds
engaged locally, the only restriction be-
ing that they must report to the po-
lce periodically.”

Lord Charles Beresford in'a recent
interview said: “There is nothing very
dreadful about the submarine if you
deal witlr it properly. Given a fast
sirgle ghip in the open sea or a boat
well screened, and the submarine has
hardly any chance of acting. We have
transported hundreds of thousands of
troops while the sea has been alive
with submarines. Wé have fought off
Heligoland and bombarded Zeebrugge.
Plenty of submarines were about.
Where we have been able to screen
our vessels there has beep very little
danger. 1 realize that the merchant
service must in a considerable meas-
ure be left to look after itself. We
cannot send a convoy with every ship,
and to attach one to several ships
would be suicidal, because the subma-
rine would come up and be certain
of a victim or two among 8o many.
But we can patrol the important points
im the danger zone. We are doing so
now extensively.

They are not afraid to fight,
and now that they have well received
their baptisim of fire, it is a case of do
or die with all of them. Many of them
write home, telling about the horrors
of war, of the hard times that they
are having, etc., but there are others
who mention the war as a secondary

ideration and despite the fact that
their comrades are being wounded or
killed by their side and the shells are
bursting all round, these soldiers are
thinking of what is going om in their
old home town. For instance, a few
weeks ago Gunner Harry Pike, who is
fighting with the heavy artillery, un-
der the command of Major Magee,
merely mentioned that they were hav-
ing a hot time of it and then asked for
information, “If ere was any base
ball played in St. John this summer.”
Yesterday afternoon a member of The
Standard staff received a letter which
is not only interesting but rather
amusing, from ‘“‘Sapper” Leo G. Quigg
of Fairville. “Sapper’ Quigg is at-
tached to the second brigade head-
quarters of the signal section, first
Canadian division. He writes from
France on May 29th. He does not ap-
pear to be very much worried about
the fighting, but is anxious that he
and Corporal George F. Craft, also of
Fairville, are not being wrongly judg-
ed by the fair sex im Fairville or St.
John, He is not looking forward to
being killed, but expects to be home
again before many months, s0 any
lady friends might read his letter with
interest and take it for granted that
the Fairville boy is happy and finds
time for a little bit of fum although
he is being constantly in the greatest
danger of losing his life. The letter
received is as follows:

France, May 29th, 1915.

Dear Sir:—

I met Bruce MacKinnon at the firing
line and got your address from him.
Our homes are in Fairville. It is ru-
mored around there that George Craft
and myself got married in England.
Don't you think that this is hurting
our reputation with the ladies in Fair-
ville and St. John? We wish that you
would deny it for us in the columns
of your paper, for it is not true. We
are certainly giving it to the Germans
pow and we expect to be back home
by Christmas. Please straighten out
this little trouble for us, and if we
can do anything for you we will with
pleasure.

France, May 30, 1915.
Mr. Wililam M. Campbell, care of Cus-
toms House, St. John, N. B, Can,,
Dear Will,

Received your letter of May 3rd
about one week ugo but have just got
around to answer®it. My opinion of
the war is this:’ The Germans are
being driven back slowly but surely
and the war will end just as soon as
the Kaiser gets it pounded into his
noodle that he can’t capture anything
we hold and that in time we will be in
Germany. By all accounts there are
very few troops in front of us but a
machine gun can very soon get a

charging battalion so you see we can-;

not advance rapidly and again they
cannot break through our lines for
practically the same reason. The only
way we have them licked in my opin-
ion is with the bayonet and our boys
love nothing better than to give Ger-
many all the steel she wishes. I am
enclosing some letters which I picked
up last night in the trench which the
Germans were in all winter. You most
likely can get someone to translate
them for you and they might be inter-
esting. Don’t worry about me being
in the thick of the fight. My work is
just on the spot where the shells are
dropping and I don’t think anyone in
the whole army has such a nerve-rack-
ing job as a lineman. The infantry
charging are not subject to shell fire,
despatch riders rush past all bad
spots and the same with ammunition
wagons but us poor beggars are always
in the places where the shells are drop-
ping as there is where our wire is cut.
The Canadian Signal Company has
been awarded six D. C. M.'s and there
may be more, Those who deserve
them moest are the ones who do not
get them. It seems Corporal Cassells
of Montreal in No. 1 Section, who
worked on the line I was on has been
given one and he did not do half as
much work as some of us but the Bri-
gadier saw him. Of all the linemen
who worked on the line another lance
corporal and myself are the only ones
who came out the first night, April
22, and stayed till Tuesday morning,
May 4, without a rest except what we
could snatch between breaks. The rest
were either killed, wounded or lost
their nerve and apy of them whose
nerves went canmbt be said to have
white livers as my nerves went more
than once but I stuck. The poison-

ous gas is nothing. The Germans cru-
cified & sergeant ip the 48th Highland-

tenth as bad. I guess they want
people to think they have seen the
worst but when 120 shells drop on
about one and a half miles of road in
one minute, and that was the road 1
was on all the time, and here about
120 per day you may be as sured it is
not as heavy. And again, I do mot be.
lieve there will be another battle as
terrible agaln during the war. I sup-
pose you have heard before this that
Harry Adams of Millidgeville avenue
has been awarded a D. C. M. I do not
know exactly what for, but he did not
skulk around like a lot of them when
the Germans were only 50 yards from
them and shells flying thicker than
hail, that's not exaggeration either for
he was penned in a house and if a
shell had not burst and blown a hole
in the brick wall of the room he was
in he would have been burned alive
but he did not get scratched. These
narrow escapes are nothing, a miss is
as good as a mile. I have lost two
horses since we got in France, one in
St. Jean, just beyond Ypres, and the
other down here. I was working in the
fleld and the horse was standing under
a roof on one side of the field. The
horse got over one hundred pieces of
shell in him and I got none. Well, 1
must stop and go to bed. I have six
more letters to answer. I have this
minute been told that a diary was
found on a German with this on it:
May 21.—The Canadians are going to
attack us tonight. God help us, And
we did attack that night and took an
orchard. The Canadians have put the
fear of God into them alright. Well,
so long, good friend.

BOB.
June 3, 1915.

Dear Will,

Received the bunch of papers and
your letter of May 17th. Many thanks.
Let me tell you we are showing them
all the way. Have just, a few days ago,
shown the Irish and Coldstream
Guards the way. Are they asking for
drafts for the 1st contingent yet? We
need I guess about 20,000 men to bring
us up to strength again. I see by the
papers that Lloyds are offering even
money that the war will be finished
by Jan. 31, 1916, but I don’t know
what to think, We are moving for-
ward all the time slowly but surely. I
bélieve we will have La Basee by the
time this letter reaches you. It is ru-
mored we are going back a long way
for a rest and refitting but I don’t
know how true # 8. They will have
to do something with us pretty soon
or there will be nothing left to do any-
thing with as we have been fighting
in the warmest parts. Well, I must
close, as I am late watering and feed-
ing my horse now With very best
wishes to you and all.

Dear Mother:—A few lines to let
you know I am well and hope this
will find you all the same. I received
two papérshand two letters from you
yesterday, also a nice letter from
auntie which I am enclosing. The
weather is fine here but very hot. I
don't think the Germans will last long
row as Italy has joined the allles,
and today I hear that Roumania and
Bulgaria are at odds with Germany.

The Germans have ruined some
lovely towns and villages—beautiful
buildings. You can't imagine what
they are doing unless you see with
your own eyes. They are using the
gases again. I have seen Jack Nutall,
he is a sergeant in the 10th Battalion;
also Willlam McLellan, he is with the
field post office. 1 also saw Chris
Graham yesterday and had a little
chat. He sends regards. We gre
billited in an old house; all the win-
dows have been blown out and all of
one side. Yesterday the Germans
sent over about eight or ten shells
where we were, but they did not dam-
age.
