Resolutions have been ad­
opted acknowledging the authority o> 
the Sinn Fein Parliament, congratul­
ating the Irish Republican Army on Its 
manifold successes, and calling upon 
the ârmy to protect the Uvea and prop­
erty of the citlsene. Copies of these 
resolutions have been forwarded to 
the governments of Europe and the 
United States.

Dublin, June 15—The removal of

American ship which arrived at Dub­
lin became the subject of inquiry by 
the American Consular ofl^cials today. 
When the freighter Milwaukee Bridge 
arrived at Dublin recently the police 
took pistols from the captain and 
three other officers under pretext that 
a raid for arms by Sinn Felnere was 
feared.

Again Mr. McKenzie was on his feet.

The House 
roared, but the tax on candy re­
mained.

There were protests, too, against 
reduction of the tax on chewing gum 
from ten to three per cent. Hon. 
Rodolphe Lemieux would have pre­
ferred an increase of fifty per cent— 
gum was not chewed in any civilized 
country in Europe.

Montreal, June 16—After a bitter 

debate the American Federation of 
Labor, in lie annual convention here 
late today, refused to call upon the 
United States Government to lift “all 
blockade" against Russia and recog­
nize the Soviet Government.

The Federation went on. record as 
"not justified in taking any action as 
might be construed an assistance to 
or approval of the Soviet Government, 
so long as It is based upon authority 
which has not been vested in it by 
Papular representative national as­
sembly of the Russian people or so 
long as it endeavors to create revolu­
tions in well-eet&bliAed civilised na­
tions of the world, or eo long as It 
advocates and applies militarization 
to labor and prevents the organising 
and functioning of Trades Unions and 
maintenance of free speech, .press and 
free public assemblies."

— Mary Workman, 
Canadian member of the London Ad­
visory Committee of the Dominion 
Steel Corporation, made the following 
statement to the Canadian Associated 
Press, today, regarding the merging 
of minor companies with the British 
Empire Steel Corporation:

“On May 6, I attended a meeting of 
the London Advistory Committee, 
amongst whom attending were Sir 
William Beardmore, Benjamin Talbot, 
who also represents the Furnesses, 
and Henry Steel. Opportunity was af­
forded me to state my views and those 
of my directors as to the question of 
entering the British Empire Steel 
Corporation. I pointed out the great 
aloe of our having English co-opera­
tion to help develop our natural re­
sources through their financial assist­
ance. I found the members of the 
committee fully alive to the advan­
tages, both from the commercial and 
sentimental standpoint 1 then brought 
to their notice the proposal to merge 
several minor companies in the con­
cern, and expressed the view that I 
considered many of those companies 
non-essential, and even detrimental to 
our mutual Interests, but that. In any 
event these companies should not be 
merged without the fullest Investiga­
tion into property valuation and finan­
cial conditions, and due regard as to 
the price at which it was proposed to 
bring them into the amalgamation.

Full Information Wanted.
"The committee were then unanim­

ous, instructing their secretary to send 
a cable to Canada asking that full 
Information be furnished the Advisory 
Committee in regard to thex property 

» scale and financial condition of all 
companies It was proposed to place in 
$be merger. It was Intimated that, in 
the meàntlme, the directors of the Do­
minion Steel Corporation would safe­
guard all Interests here before any ac­

"The Advisory Committee," con­
tinued Mr. Workman, “are still without 
the information asked for regarding 
the companies It is proposed to merge.

Press).—To supply the great local 
and overseas demand 
nothing of the Montreal market, the 
Dominion Coal Company’s output will 
have to be increased to at least twen­
ty thousand tons a day, and orders to 
this effect are said to have gone 
forth. During the past three years, 
the dally output, at all the collieries, 
has seldom passed the 12,000 mark. 
In 1914 the output rarely went below 
14,000 tons a day, which, at thtft time 
was quite suffiicent to supply the 
company’* customers, 
since 1914 the output has fallen off 
considerably and today the company 
cannot supply anything like the 
amount inquired to fill their orders.

The large coal bank at Number 
Two colliery ha« been all cleared up, 
something that never happened be­
fore at such an early date. In form­
er years the bank was scarcely clear­
ed away before September or Octo­
ber. To cope with the present de­
mand the Dominion Goal Company 
collieries must produce an average 
of 20,000 tone per day, and they can­
not do this without opening up more

Genoa,1 June 15—The International 
Seamen's Conference opened here yes­
terday with delegates from many 
countries present. Canada’s represent­
atives axe G. J. Desbarats, Deputy 
Minister of Naval Service, Thomaa 
Robb, Secretary of the Shipping Fen­
eration of Montreal, and C. J. Gauth­
ier, of Montreal.

At the preliminary session yesterday 
a proposition submitted by the Uniteu 
States delegates, which, they declare, 
was designed “to make seamen all the 
world over free men" was defeated. 
The British, French the Belgian ana 
Spanish delegates voted against it and 
it was supported by Italy, Holland, 
Norway, Germany, Sweden and Japan.

While as to nations, the proposition 
had a majority the actual vote by the 
delegates stood 16 to 28 with five re­
fusing to vote ahd ten abeet.

Andrew Furuseth, President of the 
International Seamen’s Union, one oi 
the United States delegates, in urging 
the proposal, claimed that, at present, 
European seamen have the status of 
“serfs, being unable to enjoy the liber­
ties and rights acknowledged as be­
longing to all men." He said that the 
American Seamen’s Act was passed, 
not for the purpose of getting Foreign 
sailors aboard American vessels, but 
to induce American citizens to go to 
sea, which, he said, they would not do. 

“because their status was not that of 
freemen." As a result of this law, he 
declared, native Americans going to 
sea have increased fpom about seven 
per cent to 47 per cent in the last four 
years.

The item which provides for “a tax 
of ten per cent, on boats, yachts, 
canoes and motor bouts, provided that 
on satisfactory proof being furnished 
that these articles would be used only 
for commercial or trading purposes a 
refund of the amount paid shall be 
granted,’’ caused a great deal of dis­
cussion.

Wm. Duff (Lunenburg) said this tax 
was going to entail a great hardship 
on men living In out of the way places 
who built boats.

EVIDENCE FINED
SUICIDE THEORYCOLONEL TOLLED i

DIES IT OTTIWI Prosecution in Ellis Trial Ex­
pect to Have Their Case 
Before Jury Today.Well Known Figure in Mili­

tary and Financial Circles 
—Brother-in-Law of Lady 
Tilley.

Charlottetown, P. E. I. June 15—At 
the Bills trial in Summerside today 
Alonzo Wilson, one of the neighbors 
who was at the Ellis home the night 
of the tragedy, gave evidence regard­
ing the condition of the room and the 
blood-stained bed and articles. He 
had no doubt that it was a case of 
suicide.

Mrs. William T. Yeo, another neigh­
bor. gave corroborative evidence. 
Bruce Ramsay, one of the men who 
had guarded th'l room of the deceased 
testified along the same linos as the 
previous witness. On cross-examina­
tion he said it was possible to look In 
at the door from the outside to see the 
deceased lying, with blood on her 
neck, and her left arm extended.

Mrs. Agnes Yeo, another soldier's 
bride who had come out with her bus- 
band on the same boat which brought 
tse Ellis’ from England, testified that 
on tbe trip, the later did not get along 
very well. Ellis behaved badly toward 
hie wife and swore at her occasionally. 
The evidence for the prosecution is ex­
pected to be all In tomorrow.

ATTEMPT MADE Special to hTe Standard
Ottawa, June 16—Lieut. Colonel 

Frederick Toller, former controller of 
Dominion currency and at one time 
offlcer commanding the Governor Gen- 
erla’S Foot Guard, died this morning. 
Colonel Tiller was 79 years of age and 
was a well known figure in military 
and financial circles in Ottwa. He 
was one of the oldest and most highly 
respected officers of the G. G. F. G- 
and took an active interest In the unit 
for 20 years. On his retirement a few 
years ago he held the rank of Lieu­
tenant Colonel and commanded the 
regiment.

Colonel Toller was bom In Barn­
stable, Devonshire, England, in 1841, 
and came to Canada more than 50 
years ago. Before coming to Ottawa he 
was well known *t Victoria, B. c. 
where he married AAnnie, daughter or 
Mr. Z. Chlpman, of St. Stephen, N. B. 
He entered the civil service 35 years 
ago and when retired at the com­
mencement of the war Held the posi­
tion of comptroller of Dominion Cur­
rency.

Besides his widow he is survived by 
four sons and three daughters.

home. The accused told the officer 
to take his hand* off. and that he 
would go up to the station and see if 
he had the right to push him along 
the street. The officer took the ac- 
'cused up to a sergeant who wa» near. 
.The prisoner started to talk to the 
sergeant when the officer told him to 
shut up and go away or he woulc 
lock him up. The defendant replied. 
"Look" me up if you want to" and the 
officer did so.

Ambus 
dor Jusserand has the full confidence 
of Premier Millerand. who recently 
gave me to uuderrtaod that ho In­
tends to keep him in Washington so 
long as he himself remains In power.

The rumors have a double origin. 
First from the mistaken idea Char 
M. Jusserand was one of the authors 
of the treaty of Versai Has. there has 
bten an effort made to couple the Am­
bassador with' President Wilson; sec­
ond, the difficulty the French Govern­
ment is having to find some one quali­
fied to be Ambassador to Berlin, which 
has given rise to the Idea that M. 
Jusserand Is to be sent there. In It­
self is evidence of the high esteem m 
which he is held Premier M.fîerand. 
however, has decided that nothing to 
more important than maintaining 
good relations between the two re­
publics and considers the work of M. 
Jusserand in Washington beyond re­
proach.

As for the treaty of Versailles M. 
Jusserand had little or nothing to do 
with it M «lemenceau, antagonistic 
to all diplomatics, did not use M. 
Jusserand any more than he used the 
bureaus of the “Quoi d’Orsay.” Andre 
Tardieu alone acted as expert in all 
American matters. Only rarely the 
opinion of M .Jusserand was solicited, 
but when it was- -notably In the Ger­
man cables his advice always was 
sound.

Replying to the criticism that he 
has not kept Parts well informed, it 
is pointed out that be often signalled 
the growing -American opposition to 
the League of Nations and it is stated 
in high quarters that concerning his 
friendship with Tjodge, “ft will be re­
vealed one day how this friendship 
has been useful to France in the 
course of the last year."

Pekin, June 12—(lUy Associated

or less academic nature, for the reason 
that women had no means of putting 
their wishes and ideas into practical

on record as desirous of seeing certain 
changes effected In existing laws or 
regulations affecting the welfare of the 
immunity, but they possessed no 
means of getting their wishes carried 
out. Now. however, that they have 
been clothed with the franchise, and 
have the same voting powers as their 
male relatives, they are In a position 
to enforce any action they may deem 
advisable In regard to any matter, 
through the power of the ballot box. 
Woman is no longer the negligible 
quantity, politically speaking, that she 
formerly was; and mere man can now 
only devoutly hope that she will be 
moderate In her views, and still more 
moderate in her method of putting 
them Into effect.

We notice that among the resolu­
tions to come up for consideration Is 
one advocating the teaching of the 
French language in the public schools. 
This is a highly important question, 
and one that should commend itself 
to the educational authorities of the 
province. Apait from the fact that a 
large proportion of the people of the 
province speak French as their own 
language, a knowledge of that lan­
guage cannot be otherwise than a 
great help to everyone, whether in 
business or otherwise. It is a very 
narrow minded view to take that a 
knowledge of English alone is suffi­
cient. it may be tor most purposes ; 
but the man or woman who is 
equipped with a working knowledge 
o! the French language also, stands an 
Infinitely better chance of getting on 
in the world. One-half of the success 
of the German people was the result 
of the fact that her young men knew 
several other languages than their 
own. The bilingual question is a 
bcgey that no sane man or woman 
need fear at all; and the sooner that 
steps are taken to provide for the 
teaching of French to the children of 
the province the better for their 
future welfare.

We notice, too, that a study of the 
law relating to bigamy is to be recom­
mended. It strikes us that most 
women will perhaps think this a little 
premature; for as far as we have been 
able to ascertain, with the great major­
ity of women a much more press­
ing question than how to avoid trouble 
from marrying a second or third hus­
band, is how to get hold of a first one. 
However, there is no harm In getting 
a little information in advance, and 
a study of the clauses of the Criminal 
Code relating to the subject may not 
be time wasted. It may be remarked 
in passing that bigamy is an offence 
that cannot be committed involuntar­
ily; a person entering into bigamous 
marriage does so with his or her eyes

Another matter for consideration is 
the taxation of land values. This is 
something that the ladies had better 
leave alone, and let others who have a 
fuller and more complete knowledge 
of the many sides of the matter deal 
with it. How best to deal with this 
important matter is exercising the in­
genuity of some of the most experi­
enced economists of the time, and. 
with all due respect to the ladies, we 
doubt if they will be able to give much 
assistance in coming to the most satis­
factory solution.

The resolution urging further devel­
opment of Canadian coal mining areas 
is a timely one. The country needs 
all the supplies of coal that can be 
made available, and the more there 
is produced at home, the less will we 
be compelled to Import.

There are other resolutions to come 
up for consideration In the course of 
the session, several of which relate to 
matters of the greatest public inter­
est, and which may be dealt with on 
another occasion in these columns. 
The work the ladies have mapped out 
for themselves will doubtless be dealt 
w.th In that thoroughly determined 
and effective manner which women 
know how to adopt when they 
business.

The people who want race-track 
gambling abolished have no reason to 
be disappointed with this legislation. 
To the Presbyterian General Assem­
bly delegation that Interviewed him on 
this matter Sir Robert Borden said 
that the Government had gone as far 
as It could. There Is no evidence that 
the people in general want racing en­
tirely abolished. What has been need­
ed has been elimination of the grave 
evils attendant on unlimited betting, 
on the opening up of small tracks as 
gambling dens, and the making of ex­
cessive profits by the owners of clubs. 
This the new Dominion legislation Is 
designed to accomplish. As Hon. Mr. 
Doherty pointed out, trotting or pac­
ing races are a regular feature of coun­
try fairs, and if they are allowed the 
principle of racing stands. There is 
nothing iniquitous in horse-racing it­
self. and Canada Inherits too many 
traditions- of British sport to be 
hastily mçved to put a general ban 
upon it. There is abundant evidence 
throughout the country that the people 
want racing continued.

Senate gets an opportunity to make a 
glaring mistake it does not fail to make 
au egregious ass of Itself, sajrs' The 
Winnipeg Telegram. It has Just brayed 
out one of Its unfortunate majorities. 
The Minister of Labor, the Hon. Sen­
ator Robertson, in behalf of the Do­
minion Government, Introduced a bill 
ir.to the Senate to rescind that war­
time amendment to the Immigration 
Act which gave the Minister of Immi­
gration summary power to deport 
British-born residents of Canada 
found guilty of sedition or conspiracy 
against the constitutional government 
of the country. This measure was im­
posed in uncertain times and under ab­
normal conditions. Its very nature, Its 
un-iBrltlsh complexion, should have In­
sured its temporary place In the stat­
utes of the country. The Government 
seems to have regarded it in that light, 
aLd had its Minister of Labor prepare 
the necessary amendment to quash the 
drastic and dubious power. The Sen­
ate hae defeated that amending bill, 
which action leaves the power of sum­
mary deportation still the prerogative 
of the Minister of Immigration. The 
Senate is hyper-sensitive to the dan­
gers which It imagines confront the 
country. If there be men or women 
plotting against the constitution, ample 
legal means already have been pro­
vided through which such seditious 
persons can be tried by a jury of their 
peers, and dealt with according to law. 
The man or woman who comes to Can­
ada from any part of Great Britain 
and plots against either the fair name 
or the good-will of the people in this 
country, Is of such little use to Canada 
that only his or her absence can be 
desired by all who wish to preserve the 
integrity of the law and the mainten­
ance of the constitution. But, as has 
been said, it is not necessary to adopt 
unconstitutional methods, or what con­
stitutes an un-iBritish method of ban­
ishing those offenders. Try them .con­
vict them, and deal with them to the 
fullest measure of the law, perhaps. 
But, as the Senate now by Its major­
ity vote Insists on, to leave the law of 
the country to read that because a 
mon or woman Is of British birth he 
need not be tried according to the law, 
and dealt with according to justice and 
accepted fair play, Is not a proceeding 
which can be viewed with equanim­
ity, although It may once more em­
phasize that erase stupidity which the 
elder statesmen of the Senate occa­
sionally display In their ridiculous 
zeal to be patriotic.

Fredericton, N. B, Jon* 15—New 

Brunswick’» official welcome to The 
National Editorial Association of too 
United States, on their v*silt to 
province, was the feature of the stay 
Of the American editors In Frederic- 
ton from this afternoon until tomor­
row morning.

In the Canadian National Rati way's 
Million Dollar train the party arriv­
ed here over the SL John Valley flail­
way, shortly after three o'clock from 
St. John, and at once started In auto­
mobiles for a drive about «he city ana 
to various points of Interest, Induc­
ing the Si. John River Log Driving 
Company's rafting grounds, the Can­
adian Cotton Mills at Marysville, the 
Military Hospital and Vocational 
School.

New Brunswick, one of the smaller 
provinces of Confederation, 1 also 
Include that same warm welcome to 
the City of Fredericton, our capital 
city, and seat of Government, that 
welcome also extends to you within 
the walls of our Legislative Assembly 
Chamber, where, we, as a Govern­
ment, carry on the affaire of our 
province, or to be more precise, those 
functions which the fathers of 
federation and the British North 
America Act define as our “ephere of 
authority,” under the shadow of the 
portraits of some of the great men 
whom we have been taught to honor, 
and who In the past laid broad and 
deep the foundations for our future, 
we meet for some few months each 
year to legislate along those lines 
which I have mentioned by a system 
of government which le the most 
democratic system of government In 
the world. Democratic because the 
voice and will of the people here must 
always prevail. Of all that we have 
Inherited through our British connec­
tion, we prise most highly our Brit­
ish system of government. We prize 
the great freedom which oomga to us 
through the system more than any 
other. As members we occupy our 
seats in this House as on elected 
chamber, or a representative cham­
ber, having been sent here upon a 
policy which has been, placed before 
our people. Here it Is that legislation Is 
passed and presented to the represen­
tative of the King In the person of His 
Honor the Lieutenant-Governor, for 
his approval, and which approval can­
not be denied when once passed by 
this representative body, except In 
exceptional circumstances, and then 
If his approval Is refused we can at 
once appeal for approval of our 
course to the people by way of a gen­
eral election. In this way we claim 
our system of government Is the most 
democratic that exists, as nothing can 
be denied the people which they, 
through their elective representatives, 
demand shall be law.

Your visit to our country will, I 
trust, be Interesting to you, but «part 
from that it will afford us an oppor­
tunity for personal intercourse which 
will help to clear and establish a 
mutual understanding on urgent ques­
tions concerning us, all. Each coun­
try has power to render great serv­
ice to the other, indeed it has a great 
deal to learn from the other, 
each have some better things than 
the other. In this regard you appar­
ently think we have a better supply 
of pulp wood than you have, for I 
observe that Senator Underwood has 
had a commission appointed to con­
fer with the Canadian Government 
with reference to the exportation of 
pulp wood from Canada to the United 
States. I can assure you your com­
mission will be welcomed and every 
opportunity afforded for a better 
understanding of the questions that 
will gome up for discussion, and while 
I would not want to anticipate, in any 
way, What the nature of the bust 
of th^commisslon will be, yet I feel 
that a considerable misunderstanding 
exists relative to our exportation of 
pulp wood from this country. There 
lias been, apparently, an impression 
that an embargo has been placed on 
pulp wood from this country. That 
is not so; there Is no embargo on 
pulp wood from Canada to ,the Unit­
ed States. True, It le, that strong 
efforts have been made to prohibit 
the export of pulp wood, and I am 
free to admit that I have heard strong 
arguments advanced in support of 
such a policy, but It Is not In the pow­
er of the Provincial Government to 
forbid the export of pulp wood, and 
the Canadian Government has never 
granted the request. True, there are 
certain restrictions which have been 
applied by this and other provinces 
where we are free to make our own 
laws with respect to our own public 
domain, just as your legislatures er 
free to do across the border. Today 
stand at the border where -the rail­
ways cross the International boundary 
and you will see thousands of car­
loads of pulp wood grown on private 
lands in this province, being shipped 
to your country. Now. only a law 
passed by the Government of Canada 
could stop this, and no such law has 
ever bfcen parsed. What has been 
done is this, and I hope I can make 
myself clear: In this province we 
own large areas of land. In all about 
ten million acres, which we lease to 
parties who wish to use them, upon 

and certain conditions 
acquiesced In by the leasees when the 
leabe was granted. No variation has 
been made In the terms under which 
we lease our property except as stipu­
lated In the leases, which were enter­
ed into In the year 1S14, for a period 
of 20 years. Some years previous to

President Albright Replies.

The recent great war, he stated, had 
brought the .two countries very close 
together as both had sent her 
to the battlefields of France and 
Flanders where their blood had been 
shed and mixed to a common cause.

The first woman alderman of Can­

ada Is the way In which Mrs. L. A. 
Hamilton is known to some people, 
but for many yeans before she earned 
this title she was recognized as a 
wonderful worker for good In various 
organizations. Talking to The Stand­
ard reporter, yesterday, between com­
mittee meeting and committee meet­
ing, Mra. Hamilton stated that she wee 
elected alderman in Toronto last Janu­
ary. She is an English woman who 
came to Canada in 1887. With her 
family she went to Vancouver, where 
her husband was made a Land Com­
missioner in the C. P. R. For thir­
teen years Mrs. Hamilton lived In Win­
nipeg, and while there did much work 
among the immigrants. She speaks 
French and German, and this was a 
great help In educational labors 
among the foreigners in the Middle 
West.

After she moved to Toronto she still 
continued her voluntary social work, 
and is particularly Interested in the 
Young Woman’s Christian Association, 
being a member of the Dominion Coun­
cil of that society. She is on the ex­
ecutive of the Big Sisters’ Association, 
editor of the Woman's Century, and a 
member of many organizations striv­
ing for the betterment of women and 
children. She Is one of the National 
vice-presidents of the Council and con­
vener on Agriculture.

Mrs. (Hamilton said that her particu­
lar interest In agriculture arose from 
the fact that for twenty years her 
summers have been spent on a fruit 
farm. Previous to the war she waa 
instrument! In sending a number of 
city girls to the country to pick the 
small fruité, thus combining a country 
visit with assistance to the farmers. 
This was really pioneer work for the 
war-time farmerettes, and the demon­
stration was of great benefit during 
the war when the call came for farm 
help.

The chief problems to the solution 
of which Mrs. Hamilton la bending 
her energies are the combatting of 
venereal diseases, upon which she has 
been a speaker for the Government for 
the last ten years, and the housing 
problem, hi which she feels lies a rem­
edy for many of the evils which exist 
today. She is a strong advocate of 
woman judges for both adult and juv­
enile courts, and is at present earnest­
ly endeavoring to have 
appointed for the night court of To­
ronto. In any court, Mrs. Hamilton 
feels there should be fewer commit­
ments and more probation. The trend 
of the day Is not towards penal insti­
tutions, but towards reconstruction. 
Greater efforts are to be made not to 
put people in prison but to keep them 
out. Women Inspectors for all Institu­
tions where women and children are 
incarcerated is another reform which 
Mrs. Hamilton Is supporting with all 
the strength she undoubtedly pos­
sesses.

19RECEPTION HELD Now everybody In Germany is talk­
ing about Stinnes and not a few are 
asking if he is not “The man” for 
whom the distracted nation has been 
crying, the destined saviour of his 
country.

Well, whatever Stinnes may prove 
able to do for his country, he certain­
ly has done very well for himself. 
Perhaps the exact extent of his world­
ly possessions Is unknown to hlmseir, 
so varied and Involved are they, but 
one thing certain is that fae is far ana 
away the richest man In Germany— 
richer, too, than any woman. That has 
to be added because before the war, at 
any rate, It was Bertha tvrupp who sat 
on the biggest pile of German gold. 
One billion marks Is the figure at 
which some Berlin bankers assess the 
value of the Stinnes properties, "Oh, 
ùiarks are not money" some cynic may 
pomment, but still a billion manes 
represents nominally $260,000,000, 
Just the amount which the other day 
the German Government thought of 
suggesting as the whole country's 
yearly Indemnity tribute to the Allies, 
and by German standard Stinnes le a 
millionaire fifty times ovfir.

Of ltis thousand million marks he 
made all but 9,000,000 himself—at 
least the latter was the value of the 
estate which he inherited from hie 
father In 1897. The growth of the 
Stinnes fortunes at various periods 
has been traced by some enterprising 
person who examined the state in­
come tax records.

These show that in 1904 hie yearly 
income was between 400,000 and 600,- 
000 marks, and four year later it had 
run up to 900,000. But the biggest 
jump, made during the war, brought 
Stinnes such good fortune thait in the 
race for millions he not only overtook 
but left far behind his nearest rival, 
August Thy&sen. And the latter did 
pretty well. Stinnes enjoyed enor­
mous contracts for war material, es­
pecially iron and steel wares, and he 
also did a big business in Belgium

The ninth annual report on Labor 
Organization in Canada, oontainig 
statistic», etc., for the calendar year 
1M.9, has been Issued by the depart­
ment of Labor. The report deale with 
the advent of the One Big Union and 
also gives a review ot the progress of 
the national Catholic unions In the 
province of Quebec. Notwithstanding 
these two forces, the International 
organisation* have made a very sub­
stantial gain in their following, while 
the non-lnternatlonal bodies and inde­
pendent units show losees. 
figures given In the report show that 
trade union membership In the Domin­
ion has readied the highest point re­
corded since the department com­
menced the publication of these an­
nual reports in 1911, the total report­
ed membership for all classes of labor 
bodies In Canada at the close of the 
year 1919 toeing $76,047. There are in 
all 2.847 local branch unions tn the 
Dominion, of which 2,309 are affili­
âtes of the tntematteal organisations, 
comprising 260,247 members, an in­
crease over 1918 of 412 branches and 
68,815 membeffi; 326 local branches 
with 33,372 members are connected 
with what are tenffed non-internation­
al bodies, these figures showing a lose 
of seven branches and of 4,656 mem­
bers; 29 are independent units, a de­
crease of 16, and the reported mem1 
hereto ip w£? 1,2 49 les* than that re­
ported in 1918 ; the national Catholic 
unions number 83. comprising a mem­
bership of 35,000; the One Big Union 
reported 101 units with a membership 
of 41.150. These figures show a gain 
of 673 in local branches- of all classes 
of labor bodies operating In Canada, 
and the remarkable Increase in mem­
bership of 129,160.

The markets generally are tirn\ with 

the usual weekly advances registered 
cu some lines of commodities. There 
is no indication as yet that prices will 
come down. Sugar supplies are 
scarce and the grain market is ex­
tremely strong. Business, however, m 
reported rather quiet, due to the re­
adjustment of prices caused by the 
fixing of the luxury and sales tax.

Montreal.—Summarizing the market 
this week therb is very little change. 
The geneial tone is strong, with a 
reasonable demand The price of 
meats Is unchanged except that the 
price yji cooked hams is higher. The 
price of eggs, butter and cheese is un 
changed, but the supply is very good. 
The sugar market is exceedingly 
strong and present quotations are 
only nominal. There is a flecided 
break in the price of walnuts. Canned 
peas, tomatoes, corn, are quoted 
higher as the supply is very low. 
There is no change in the price or 
either ten or codée, but the market 
continues strong. Vegetables are in 
very good supply and the price is even 
lower this week. The fruit market 
is unchanged There is another rise 
in the price of wrapping paper, and 
soap chips are slightly dearer.

Toronto.—The trend' of all grocery 
market? Is upward, with advances re­
gistered on marnfalade, cleansers, to­
bacco. wrapping paper, chbcolate bars, 
and maple butter. The situation rn 
the sugar market is unchanged. 
Granulated sugar Is scarce in so Mt 
as wholesalers are concerned, but 
retailers are fairly well supplied. 
There is a strong market for mo- 
lasses. Barbadoes Is In scant supply 
and quotations are high; ordinary mo­
lasses is also in a firm market and 
quotations are likely to be higher. 
The strong condition of the grain 
market tends toward higher prices on 
cereals; the demand, however, is very 
quiet Tea importers are having diffi­
culty in procuring teas showing qual­
ity; the cheaper, lower grade, for 
which there is very little demand. Is 
plentiful; the finer grade team, how­
ever, are scarce in a firm market. Pea­
nut butter and salted peanuts are re­
duced in price. Extracts have ad­
vanced 25 to 35 cents per dozen. 
This is to take care of the recent tax 
on alcohol The market for dried 
fruits ia steady with the exception of 
tigs. In some quarters fige are being 
quoted to the trade at less figures 
than the original cost to jobbers. The 
unsettled condition manifest on nuts 
a couple of weeks ago still prevails; 
the reason for this Is that importers, 
have had their orArs doubled, with1 
the result that stocks of nuts are far 
in excess of what they should be at 
this season. The rice market Is un­
changed ; the improvement noted on 
shipments of rice last Week Is main­
tained and all varieties are fairly well 
represented. Vegetables are arriving 
freely. Quotations on aid potatoes are 
Mwer. The first car of watermelons 
is due to arrive this week, but prices 
are high. Other fruits are plentiful.

Wreckage—-Passengers on Fredericton Express Badly 
Frightened—Miracle That Many People Were Not Kill­
ed—Fire Alarm Sent in-^-Thousands of People Attract­
ed to Scene.

A terrible cat as trophy, which Is al­
most too horrible to think about mgiht 
have happened about six fifteen 
o’clock last evening when the greater 
section of the roof on the Union 
DBpot train shed collapsed witÿ a 
tremendous crash, and tons of heavy 
steel girders and steel bars of iron 
fell over the passenger cars and on 
the fiber and tracks of the shed. 
Fortunately there was only two.per­
sons Injured, William Shea, a brake-

happened, it Is only too horrible to 
think what might have resulted."

In The Train Shed.

fell in between two of the cars.
Much Excitement.

There was a great deal of excite­
ment among the passengers with the 
loud crashing noise and the falling o! 
the heavy weight on top ot the cars 
which made them tremble. It was 
thought that the roofs of the care 
would be crushed in. For just a mo­
ment the men and women in the cara 
were stunned, but immediately there 
wae a wild scramble and all persona 
Jumped fro mthe seats and etarted to 
rush to some place of safety. They 
very quickly left the cara, and dodging 
under the girders which were held up 
by the ooaches, they made their way 
to the western end of the shed, out the 
side doors on the Northern side m 
the shed and many reached the depot 
waiting rooms.

Then came the thought for others 
and there was soon a «umber reaay 
to make a search for the suppoaeu 
dead and injured.

The Maritime Express
The section ot the Maritime Express 

which was Inside the train shed from 
the eastern end was composed ot one 
colonist, car, a first class coash, the 
chair car “Lorae,” a special sleeper 
the "Ossekoag" which was to convey 
the Tourist Association delegates to 
a convention In Dalhousde, and then 
came a C. N. R. private car.

These five coaches were simply cov­
ered with a sort of lace work of steel 
girders and iron stays. Where the 
heavier sections of steel fell the tops 
of the cars were somewhat smashed, 
but were not broken through'the roof 
to anwywextent. Many of the glass 
shades on the lights in the cars were 
broken by the shock, but there was 
not one pane of glass smashed. There 
Is said to have been no persons in the 
cars at the time, therefore there was 
not so much excitement m tltefe wae 
on the Fredericton Express.

Along Southern Well.
Along the southern wall of the 

shed is situated the rooms of the ex­
press companies. Just outside ot 
these rooms were a number ot hand- 
trucks loaded high with express 
packages of all description. One 
large block of granite that had fallen 
from the top of the brick wall crush­
ed one of these well built trucks to 
the ground smashing It hfyond further 
repair, while a second truck met the 

e fate, and a couple of other 
trucks on which fell the ends ot steel 
girders had the wheels crushed under 
them as if they were constructed of 
thin tin. Many of the express parcels 
were destroyed and the contents 
strewn about In one great mixup.

The Dog Escaped.
In a crate on one ot the trucks was 

a large bull dog. A heavy piece of 
steel crashed through one end of the 
crate and in an instant the dog with 
a wild yelp made a leap and run out 
of the train shed and was nut rounded 
up until some time later. Just a few 
Inches more and the animal would 
have been crushed to death.

Excitement On
Ferry Steamer

As was stated by

Automobile Started Last 
Evening, Ploughed Into 
Passengers, Knocked Wom­
en Down, No One Injured.

The C. P. R. express train was all 
made up and the passenger coaches 
pretty well filled with passengers on 
the No. 4 track at the northern side 
of the train shed. There was no 
trains on Nos. 2 and 3 track», but the 
C., N. R. Maritime Express was all 
made up on No. 1 track, having just 
been shunted Into place, and few, if 
any passengers were in the cars as 
the train was not due to leave for 
the east uptil 7.10 o'clock daylight 
time.

The express train from Halifax was 
due and quite a large number of per­
sons were on hand to awaither arrival 
but as she was reported late the great­
er number of people remained In the 
depot waiting rooms, although quite 
a number of persons remained out in 
the shed.

Mostly all the passengers for the 
Fredericton express were in the 
coaches.

There was no little excitement on 
the ferry steamer last evening as the 
boat approached the east side floats. 
Standing on the front of the ferry 
near the gates was a number of men 
and women, while In the rear was a 
Ford automobile. Not content to wait 
and crank up the car after the pas­
senger* had landed the driver of the 
oar started in to cnank the car before 
the boat reached the dock jrlth the 
result that the car was left In gear, 
and when the little old Ford started 
to mutter It started ahead, before the 
driver could get to the brakes the car 
bumped into the passengers, knocked 
two women down who were fortunate­
ly uninjured, and was only brought 
to a stop when it brought up against 
a chain and the gates. Carelessness 
sometimes causes a bad accident.

Without Any Warning.
Suddenly without any #aming 

there was a crash at the eastern end 
of the train shed and almost as quick­
ly as It takes to tell it one after an 
other, the heavy steel girders left their 
supports on the brick walla and col­
lapsed with an awful noise.

Persons who happened to be along­
side the trains dove under the cara 
for safety and only the mere fact of 
the passenger coaches being on the 
tracks saved these people from being 
crushed to death.

One of the men in the baggage room 
was just outside the baggage room 
door when the 
caught hold of a woman 
standing near him and together they 
rushed instantly into the room to 
safety. There were also many other 
such narrow escapes.

When the crash came persons who 
were in sate places felt sure that the 
falling roof must have killed and 
mangled many persons, for an alarm 
was sent in from fire box 162, and the 
lire department apparatus quickly re­
sponded, while call after call was 
sent in to the station tor the city am­
bulance, whlcfar was also quickly on 
the scene. Thousands of people, those 
who responded to the fire alarm, 
and others who were quickly made 
aware of the disaster rushed to the 
scene, and the more daring of the lot 
entered the shed and searched tor the 
dead and wounded which they thought 
must surely -be in the wreckage.

There was many a sigh of relief 
when it was reported by those in­
vestigating that only two persons had 
been Injured, und very soon the large 
crowd of people dwindled away to­
wards their homes.

Received Broken Leg.
At the time of the crash Frederick 

Appleby, the conductor of the C. P. 
R. Fredericton express, was near the 
head of his train at the western end 
ofthe shed, while a brakeman, Wil­
liam Shea, of the samq train was 
near the baggage car.

When the crash came, Conductor 
Appleby was caught among some ot 
the falling lumber, but was not badly 
Injured. This was not the fate ot 
Brakeman Shea. He jumped under the 
baggage car! but, unfortunately for 
him, one of his legs was outsld eot the 
car, and some heavy planking from the 
root of the train shed fell on the limb 
and broke it. The injured man was 
quickly extricated from the wreckage, 
and n few minutes after when thp am­
bulance arrived 1%) was rushed to the 
General Public Hospital for treatment. 
At the Hospital it was found that he 
had received a compound fracture, 
but was otherwise apparently unin­
jured and it was reported last nlçht 
that he was doing as well as could be 
expected and it was thought would be 
ali right.

Had Shoa not dived under the car 
when tie did he would perhaps have 
been killed, and only his quick think­
ing In sue han emergency undoubtedly 
saved his life.

The passenger, whose name could 
not be learned, received only slight 
biuises and is said to have boarded 
the train and proceeded on his Jour­
ney

Trains Away on Time.
When the railway officials learned 

that only a couple of persons had been 
injured, the forward sections of the 
Fredericton and Maritime express 
trains were hauled away from the 
train shed to side tracks, 
coaches were attached to the trains to 
take the places of those caught under 
the fallen roof, and both trains man­
aged to get away on time.

The Halifax express coming from 
the east was stppped ont in the yard, 
and the passengers walked round the 
depot to the street.

Workmen Escape.
The work of demolishing the old 

train shed was being carried on by the 
C. N. R. workmen under the super­
vision of William Thorne, Yesterday 
afternoon only ten men were at work 
on the roof tearing away the planks, 
slates, etc. Mr. Thorne was very care­
ful In the work, always warning the 
men under him to take care of any 
damage being done to persons in the 
shed by falling pieces.

The ten men had knocked off work 
at 6 o’clock, daylight tlmez and had 
hardly reached their 
minutes later when the roof collapsed. 
Had it happened while they were on 
the roof, the result would have been 
death or terrible injuries for tfte en­
tire lot
