C. Street Macklem, Rector of St. Simon s Church,Rev. T.

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Toronto. Being notified of his election, Mr. Macklem 
asked for time to make some investigation into the affairs 
of the University, and after having done so, addressed a 
letter to the Corporation setting forth his views as to the 
general policy which the University should follow, and 
stating that he did not wish to accept the positions offered 
him unless his views commended themselves to the Cor­
poration. A special meeting of the Corporation was held 
accordingly, and the views promulgated in the letter were 
fully discussed. The result was the passage of a resolu­
tion, to which there were only three or four dissentient 
voices, endorsing these views and pledging the hearty 
support of the Corporation in the endeavour to give effect 
to them. Mr. Macklem thereupon accepted the election, 
and on the first day of May, taking up his residence in the 
College, entered upon the active discharge of his duties as 
Provost ; and on the eighteenth day of the same month, 
at the Annual Medical Convocation, was formally installed ' 
Vice-Chancellor of the University. A happy incident 
marked the commencement of the proceedings on this day. 
Anticipating a crowded Convocation Hall, the visitors 
came half an hour before the appointed time, and after 
they had all assembled in the Hall, but before the 
Chancellor and other dignitaries had entered, word reached 
the city of the relief of Mafeking. A reporter brought the 
news immediately to the College and communicated it to 
the Chancellor, who made the welcome announcement to 
the large gathering before the formal proceedings com­
menced. It is needless to say the news evoked wild 
demonstrations of joy.

!A short verbal and financial Report of the University 
for the year ending 30th September, 1899, was prepared' 
by the Provost in June last, for the several Synods of the 
Province of Ontario. Although this report was published 
at the time in the Trinity University Review, we think it 
of sufficient interest to quote it here in full, because it not 
only shows the condition in which the affairs of the 
University stood a few months prior to the Provost’s 
appointment, but also serves to exhibit his own view of the 
situation, and the hopeful anticipations he has formed of 
the future.

" REPORT OF TRINITY UNIVERSITY.

" The Annual Report of Trinity University is herewith presented to 
" the several. Synods of the Province of Ontario.

" It is perhaps hardly necessary to point out that Trinity University 
" is the joint property of all the Dioceses in the Province of Ontario, 
11 belonging not more to the Diocese of Toronto, in which it is situated, 
“ than to any other Diocese of the Province.

“ The'Church in this Province has in Trinity a very valuable asset, 
" amounting to considerably over half a million dollars. Such a Splepdid 
“ property is, from the mere business point of view, worth more c#rq and 
" attention than has heretofore been given to it by the several Dioçeses. 
“ We feel, therefore, that we are only urging what is to the mapifest 
11 interest of all parts of the Church in this Province when we ash that 
" each Synod shall do its utmost to render this valuable asset fully and 
“ richly productive.

“ Every Diocese in the Province, except Algoma, is represented cn 
“ its governing body by the Bishop of the Diocese and four other members, 
“ while the Missionary Diocese of Algoma is represented by its Bishop 
" alone.

“ While this statement is certainly far from satisfactory, yet we 
" must bear in mind that every great public institution is subject to 
" occasional reverses, and Trinity has just been passing through a period 

of adverse fortunes. We believe, however, that the tide has already 
turned, and that subsequent statements will show increased and in- 

" creasing prosperity. It needs only that the whole Church in the 
" Province should rally to the support and strengthening of our Church 
" University, for Trinity to be put, in a few years, into a stronger 
" position than ever before.

“ Trinity is thoroughly well equipped for carrying on the large and 
" important educational work entrusted to it. We have a full and 
“ efficient staff of Professors and lecturers in residence, with additional 
" examiners and occasional lecturers not in residence. A distinguished 

' “ honour was conferred upon the Senior Professor on our Staff, the 
“ Reverend Dr. Wm. Clark, of the Chair of Mental and Moral Philos- 
“ ophy, by his election to ijie Presidency of the Royal Society of Canada 
" for the year just closed. And it will be fitting to draw attention here 
“ to the high estimation in which the Church holds the former Provost, 
" the Rev. Canon Welch, as shown by his advancement to the most 
" important and influential parochial charge in the Province of Ontario, 
“ the Rectory of S. James' Cathedral, Toronto We are happy to be able 
“ to state that Trinity will still enjoy the services of Dr. Welch as 

lecturer and examiner.
" The extensive range of the work of Trinity University may be 

inferred from a consideration of the Faculties in which degrees are 
" conferred, and of the affiliated Colleges in which instruction is given. 
" The Faculties are seven, namely Arts, Divinity, Medicine, Law, Music, 
" Pharmacy and Dentistry. The Colleges in affiliation are five, namely. 

Trinity College, with residence for men, S. Hilda’s College, the resi­
dent for women, Trinity Medical College, the Ontario Medical College 
for Women, and the Toronto Conservatory of Music.

“ The number of Degrees conferred in the Academic year (ending 
> n September 30, 1899), is 115, including one honorary degree, as follows 

“ D.C.L. (honoris causa), 1 ; D.D. (jure dignitatis), 2 ; D.C.L., 1 ; B.D , 
“ 2 ; M D., C.M., 68 ; D.D S. 1; M.A.,8; B.C.L., 7 ; B. A., 23 ; Mus. 
“ Bac., 2.

" The new S. Hilda’s College is now completed, and has been 
" occupied since October last. The building, which is heated by steam,

t
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" lighted by electricity and supplied with complete sanitary arrange­
ments. is situated in the University grounds, two minutes' walk from 
Trinity College, where the young ladies attend the lectures. The 

■ “ exceptional advantages which this College affords to young ladies who 
" desire either to proceed to a University degree, or to add one, two or 
“ three years to their School course, should be made as widely known as 
“ possible throughout the Province,

“ The most important department of the work of the University is, 
•' of course, Trinity College itself. The residential system, which forms 
" so important a feature in the education of our young men, receives 
“ here the most careful and constant attention, and its influence upon the 
*■ students is unmistakably good. The young men who come under our 
“ care enjoy exceptional advantages and associations which make for 
“ strong and self-reliant character. The constant and friendly inter- 
“ course between professors and students, living together in the same 
11 building excercises a salutary and refining influence; while the daily 
“ chapel services, with the doctrinal teaching^given in the lecture rooms, 
" help to lay, deep, strong and abiding, that foundation of faith and 
" trust in God without which our young men cannot be fitted to take 

their places as leaders of thought and action in the literary, professional 
“ and political life of our great and growing Dominion. Trinity College, 
“ while based originally on the model of the grand old Colleges of the 
" Universities of Oxford and Cambridge, may now, after fifty years of 
'• growth pari passu with the development of our national life, fairly lay 
“ claim to be a thoroughly Canadian Institution, and it is the firm 
" purpose of the present Provost, who is the first Canadian to hold this 
“offi:e, to keep Trinity always in close and sympathetic touch with 
" Canadian life and Canadian needs

" To those who may be unable to take the full course of three years 
" which is necessary to obtain an Arts Degree, we desire to point out 
“ that both Trinity College and S. Hilda’s College are open to students 
“ taking partial courses. Such students arf^ not required to pass the 

matriculation examination, and may select from the curriculum any 
'• partial course of study they desire to pursue. Students preparing for 
" Holy Orders, after taking the three years’ Arts' Course in common 
“ with all other students in that faculty, remain in College during two 
“ years longer for a special Divinity Course.

f
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“ In conclusion we will quote a paragraph from our Calendar :—
*' The fundamental object of the University is to supply to the people of 
“ the Province an academic education of the highest kind, in whjçh 
“ secular instruction shall not be dissociated from religious teaching. 
" The University i,s under the control of the Church of England, but 
•' open to all who desire to avail themselves of its advantages.

It is not necessary for the Editor of the Year Book to 
add much to this Report, which gives a comprehensive 
view of the position of affairs. There are, however, one or 
twp matters of interest and importance which have tran­
spired since Dr. Macklem’s appointment to office, and these 
we shall briefly indicate.

The Centennial Celebration of the University of New 
Brunswick was held on the three last days of May, 1900, and 
the Provost was anointed by the Executive Committee 
to represent Ttinity1 University at the commemoration 
festivities in Fredericton. On the first day of the proceed­
ings the Provost, in common with the representatives from 
other Universities, received the degree of LL.D., honoris 
causa. The festivities were carried out with the most 
signal success, and the occasion marked a notable gather­
ing of men of high standing in the educational world from 
near and distant parts. The Centennial is of special 
interest to Trinity at the present time, in view of the fact 
that the year 1901 marks her own Semi-Centennial or 
Jubilee, and doubtless we ourselves shall be engaging in 
festivities similar to those so successfully carried out by 
our honoured elder sister in New Brunswick.

13
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At the first meeting of the Corporation held after the 
induction of the present Provost, two important measures 
were carried. One was the appointment of a small Com­
mission empowered to complete negotiations with the 
Government of Ontario and Senate of the University of 
Toronto, looking to the Federation of Trinity with that 
University. We are informed that satisfactory^prbgress is 
being made towards the accomplishment of this Feder­
ation, but it will necessarily take some considerable time to 
complete matters of such difficulty and delicacy. The other 
important resolution referred to was one constituting a 

-4— new “Board of Endowment and Finance for Trinity 
University,” composed of men prominent in the business 
and financial world in Toronto and elsewhere. This Board 
will have full control and management of all monies which 
may be raised during their continuance in office, and we 
are given to understand that the Board hopes to obtain a 
large supplementary endowment for the College. When 
the proposed Federation with the Provincial University is 
accomplished, this additional endowment will help to 
maintain Trinity as a thoroughly efficient and powerful 
College, and enable her to take that prominent position in 
the Federation which the College of the Church of England 
in Ontario certainly ought to occupy.

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St. Hilda’s College
The University Residence for Women,

Was founded in 1888, with the object of affording to 
women a Üniversity education combined with religious 
instruction, and to give the social advantages of Collegiate 
Life in a residence under wise and experienced control.

For eleven years the College carried on its work in 
rented houses. At the beginning of the twelfth year, it 
entered into occupation of its own building, situated in the 
beautiful grounds of Trinity University, of which the 
College is a part.

The corner-stpne of this building was laid by Her 
Excellency the Countess of Minto, on April 14th, and the 
formal opening took place on Tuesday, October 24th, 1899. 
The religious service was conducted by the Lord Bishop 
of Toronto.

The building, which is carefully planned, is spacious, 
well lighted and well ventilated ; it is heated by steam, 
lighted by electricity, and supplied with the most modern 
sanitary arrangements.

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The Students’ rooms are large, bright and comfortably 
furnished ; while the Dining-hall, Drawing-room, and 
Students’ Common-room are well adapted for the purposes 
of the common life.

t

There is a beautiful little Chapel for the daily use of 
the Students ; rooms for tuition and Committee work ; also 
an infirmary which can be isolated from the rest of the 
building,

The St. Hilda's Athletic Association has provided a 
good Court for Lawn Tennis.

The head of the College1 is the Lady Principal, in 
whom is vested all responsibility relating to the internal life 
and discipline of the Institution.

Students are classified as undergraduates (proceeding 
to the degree of B.A.), and occasional students. The 
former follow the full curriculum "and wear the academic
dress. The latter take what lectures they may select, 
subject to the approval of the College authorities.

St. Hilda’s Cellege is a separate Corporation quite 
distinct from that of Trinity College. The Corporation of 
Trinity has granted the use of the requisite land, and 
owing to the generosity of a few friends it became possible 
to erect the building. It is now hoped that the many 
friends of higher education throughout the Province will 
manifest an interest in the work.

This successful College is, and has been for many years 
past, an independent, self-sustaining, and self-governing 
body, incorporated since 1877 under a special Act of the 
Legislature of the Province of Ontario.

In June, 1850, Drs. Hodder and Bovell considered the 
time opportune to establish a new Medical School, and all 
necessary arrangements to carry out this decision were 
made without delay. The name selected for the School 
was the “Upper Canada School of Medicine.’’ They 
associated with themselves as its Faculty, Drs. Badgeley, 
Bethune, Hallowed, and Melville, practitioners of eminence, 
then resident in Toronto.

In November, 1850, the new Faculty tendered its 
services to Bishop Strachan as the Medical Faculty of the 
University of Trinity College which was then /being 
founded by His Lordship. The offer was gratefully

!
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accepted, and on November 7th of that year the first 
session of the new medical department was opened with 
the usual introductory lectures. Dr. Hodder was Professor 
of Obstetrics, Dr. Badgeley of Medicine, Dr. Bethune of 
Anatomy, Dr. Hallowell of Materia Medica, Dr. Melville 
of Surgery, Dr. Bo veil of Physiology and Pathology. The 
regular courses of lectures were delivered in a building on 
the West side of Spadina Avenue, a little north of Queen 
Street, which was fitted up for medical teaching purposes. *

This Medical School was from the. first a decided 
success, although it did not last very long. Owing to. 
circumstances, which could not now occur, the professors 
resigned in 1856.

In 1871, under entirely different conditions the 
Medical Faculty was re-established on the broadest and 
most liberal basis. The time chosen for its re-establish- 
ment (the spring of 1871) was most opportune. The late 
Honourable Dr. Rolph, (who died in 1870), Dr. Geikie, and 
soon afterwards, the late Dr. John Fulton, had withdrawn 
from the medical department of Victoria University which, 
under Dr. Rolph’s deanship, had been for many years 
carried on with great efficiency7. Drs. Hodder, Bethune, 
and Hallowell, former members, gladly co-operated with 
Dr. Geikie in the restoration of the Trinity Medical Faculty. 
The University Corporation carefully considered the 
matter when brought before it, and the Medical School 
became once more an accomplished fact. At Dr. Geikie’s 
suggestion, Dr. Hodder the' senior member of the former 
Faculty, was appointed I)ean, although the hard work 
incident to the complete success of the resuscitated Medical

Department devolved for many years upon Dr. Geikie, the 
Professor of Medicine and Clinical Medicine, was ap­
pointed Registrar and Treasurer, and threw himself 
energetically into his laborious dbties. His experience of 
more than fourteen years with Dr. Rolph in the establish­
ment and conduct of a medical college proved invaluable 
to the new undertaking.

The new Faculty at the outset held examinations in 
April, 1871, for such Primary and P'inal students as might 
desire to take advantage of the opportunity of presenting 
themselves. The number of candidates who presented 
themselves far exceeded the most sanguine expectations, 
and was considered a reliable indication of future success.

A commodious building was erected on Spruce Street, 
near the Hospital, and by October 1st, 1871, was ready for 
occupation. Here the session 1871-2 was opened with a 
large class and from that day to the present, the progress 
of this Medical School has been all that could be desired.

In 1877 the Government of Ontamo sanctioned a 
change in the terms of affiliation of all medical bodies 
with the Provincial University. Up to that time all of 
these since 1853, had been affiliated under the statute 
constituting that University. The’ chief change made in 
1877 was, that no medical teaching body which formed 
part of any other University empowered to grant degrees 
in Medicine could continue to be affiliated with the Pro­
vincial University. Some of the Trinity students had 
availed themselves of their legal right to go up for the 
examinations of the Provincial University, and had been 
so fortunate as to carry off gold and silver medals. It was

33
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said that the change effected in the affiliation regulations, 
was made in order to prevent competition of this kind in 
future. Although it was thought at the time by her rivals, 
that the effect of it would be injurious to the prospects of 
Trinity Medical School, it proved just the reverse, for it was 
one, and perhaps the best of the many pieces of good 
fortune which have happened to her since her resuscitation. 
No sooner was the affiliation change announced than the 
Trinity Medical Faculty, with the full consent of Trinity 
University, applied for and obtained from the Legislature 
by unanimous vote, an Act of Incorporation as an entirely 
independent medical teaching body under the name of 
“Trinity Medical School,” with power to affiliate with 
“ any ■ University or Universities empowered to grant 
Degrees in Medicine,” thus affording the students of this 
Medical School every facility for obtaining such degree in 
Medicine as they may desire, after having undergone all 
examinations prescribed by the respective Universities 
before which they may present themselves.

This change in no way injured Trinity University,- 
but proved advantageous, as it relieved the University of 
all financial liability in connection with the Medical 
Faculty, which liability rests on the incorporated’medical 
teaching body alone.

Under its special Act of Incorporation “Trinity 
Medical School ” at once sought and obtained affiliation 
with Toronto University on the same terms as were required 
from all other affiliated Medical Colleges, and it was indeed 
the first medical teaching body to affiliate after the change' 
had been madedn the regulations. Trinity Medical School

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suffered no injury whatever, but in various ways has gained 
a great deal by a change which was certainly not brought 
about with that end in view. . In 1888, her special Act was 
amended, and “ Trinity Medical School” was raised by the 
Legislature to the standing and dignity of a College, 
becoming “Trinity Medical College.” #

During the whole period since the re-establishment of 
the Faculty in 1871 up to the present, Unceasing vigilance 
has been exercised over all the interests of this institution. 
Much labour and very great responsibility have been 
involved in promoting the gratifying prosperity which the 
College has for many years enjoyed, and securing for it the 
high position it now 
it a long and prosperous career, 
during the next twenty-eight years as it has been during 
the twenty-eight which the Spring of 1899 brings to a 
close.

Under its special Act of Incorporation the College 
fully affiliated with Trinity, Toronto,Queen’s, and Manitoba 
Universities, and is fully recognized by all the Royal 
Colleges in Great Britain and Ireland which grant medical 
and surgical diplomas, besides having all the powers 
required by a Medical College actively and successfully 
engaged in teaching.

In 1878, Dr. Hodder, the first Dean, died, and Dr. 
Geikie, heretofore Registrar (and Treasurer also for some 
years,), was appointed his successor and is still in active 
discharge of his professional and other duties.

College for Women in Canada were taken at a meeting 
held in Shaftesbury Hall, Toronto, iiwtH^spring of 1883, 
the late Honourable Justice Patt&sog" being in the chair. 
On motion of Dr. Carlyle, seconded by Prof. Thomas 
Kirkland, M.aI, a committee consisting okthe Rev. Prof. 
King, M.A., Dr. Carlyle, James Beaty, Q.C., M.P., Dr. M. 
Barrett, M.A., Mrs. James Gooderham, Mrs. Adam Miller, 
Mrs. A. W. Lander, Mrs. S. McMaster, and Mrs. McEwan 
were appointed to carry out the project.

Later on a Board of Trustees was appointed by the 
subscribers to the funds consisting of James Beaty, Q.C., 
M.P., Chairman, Rev. Prof. Caven, Dr. M. Barrett, M.A., 
Dr. George Wright, M.A., Dr. Adam Wright, B.A., Mr. 
Irving Cameron, Mrs. James Gooderham, Mrs. John ITarvie, 
and Mrs. McEwan, Secretary. The Trustees purchased 
the house and lot at 227 (now 291) Sumach Street, for the 
sum of $1,411.39.

The Toronto Conservatory of Music has long been 
well and favourably known for the excellence and high 
standing of its educational work and as being the laigest 
music school in Canada, as well as holding third place on 
the Continent of America as respects the number of students 

Since it was founded in 1886 the development

of the Conservatory has been strong and rapid, with the 
result that the attendance during the season, which closed 
in June last, amounting to 1,150 was the largest in the 
history of the institution, a splendid tribute certainly to the 
high educational standards of artistic musical culture 
established and maintained by Dr. Edward Fisher, the 
musical Director and eminent founder of the Conservatory.

The Faculty is unusually strong, the best of teachers 
being provided in all branches of music and elocution, the 
whole staff being carefully selected in view of their superior 
excellence as specialists in their respective departments,

i4
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and numbering amongst its members those who are fore­
most in the musical profession in Canada.

The thorough and artistic character of the Conserva­
tory’s work is clearly indicated by the great number of 
positions as teachers and performers now held by its 
graduates and undergraduates, and particularly by the large 
number of students who attend the institution to be specially 
trained for the profession of music teaching.

Being affiliated with both Trinity and Toronto 
Universities thè Conservatory gives special attention to 
preparing students for University examinations for the 
degrees of Mus. Bac. and Mus. Doc. The,.^ct of this 
affiliation ( gives additional strength and dignity to the Con­
servatory system of Examinations which are now open to 
all candidates without restriction, an advantage eagerly 
sought for and enjoyed by many teachers and pupils 
throughout Canada. Graduates of the Conservatory in the 
theory department are exempted from the first two 
inations for the degree of Mus. Bac. at both Vniversities, 
clearly showing that the educational standard of the insti­
tution is of a high order. Diplomas, Certificates, Scholar­
ships, and Medals are awarded in the various departments.
The Conservatory also awards, annually, Scholarship^ of the . „ 
value of $2,000, thus enabling students of ability, 
those of limited means, to obtain advantages very essential 
to their musical progress.

The location, buildings and facilities of the Conserva­
tory are unexcelled in America, comparing favorably also 
with the best institutions of the kind in Europe. The . 
fine new building being most favorably situated in the

direction of Miss Maude Masson, the principal, assisted by 
her eminent and efficient staff of teachers, is making most 
gratifying progress The present season promises to be 
more successful even than the last, which was the best in 
the history of the School.

The School was first establislied in the village of 
Westonvnear Toronto, and was opened on the first of May, 
1865, under the Head-mastership of the late Rev. C. H. 
Badgley, M.A. During the summer of 1868 the School 
was removed to Port Hope, and in January, 1872, the first 
portion of the permanent buildings was completed and 
occupied. The School premises now consist of over twenty 
acres of land, affording ample space for large Cricket, 
Tennis and Football grounds and Skating-rink, situated on 
high land outside the town of Port Hope, and commanding 
beautiful views of Lake Ontario and the surrounding 
country.

I

In 1895 new buildings werc^ erected, and were thus 
described in the Toronto Globe of July 2nd, 1896 :—“The 
new buildings are both extremely imposing and handsome
externally, while within they are wonderfujjv substantial 
and commodious, as well as perfectly laid out and planned
so as to suit the purposes for which they arc intended. In 
rebuilding, it was found necessary to pull down all that 
remained of the old School, with the exception of the tower, 
new and deeper foundations even being necessary to bear 
the weight of the massive structure to be erected upon 
them. The building is four stories in height, the south 
front being about 300 feet, and the west over 100 feet-in 
length. At the eastern end is the beautiful chapel, more

V-
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lofty and stately in appearance than its predecessor, and 
under it is the dining hall. Under the whole length and 
width of the Building are tunnels, ten feet wide and eight 
feet high, in which are all the ventilating, heating, water­
works and sewerage pipes, so that in case of anything 
needing repair or alteration it can be done expeditiously. 
The ventilation of the building is carried out in a most 
scientific manner, while the heating - arrangements by 
means, of steam pipes are very satisfactory.

“ The building is as nearly fireproof as it is possible to 
make it, little if any woodwork being visible in any part. 
The floors in all the corridors are of Deseronto terra-cotta, 
covered with cement, while in the rooms they are made of 
wood, double, with asbestos between them. THe ceiling 
girders are of steel and the exterior walls are lined with 
terra-cotta brick, with rough finished plaster over them. 
In the corridors and up the stairways there are deep dados 
of brick, while at the stairways the brick archways and the 
wrought iron railings arc most effective in appearance. 
The whole building is divided into five sections, with fire­
proof walls between each, and each portion has its own 
stairway, some being made of iron and others of stone. 
The roof is of slate.

“The beautiful situation of the School at such an 
altitude above the town and lake is an attraction not only 
from an artistic point of view, but also as insuring pure air 
and perfect drainage, while the large grounds afford amplè 
provision for cricket, tennis, and all other outdoor sports, 
to which, if one might judge from the sun-tinted faces, the 
boys are much addicted.”
