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KING EMMANUEL'S
VISIT TO THE KAISER,

Italian Monarch Welcomed to Ber-
lin—Fooling the Crowds.

Berlin, Aug. 28—The entry of King Vie-
tor Emmnuel into the city and his drive
through the Un'ter Den Linden was ad-
wvanced purposely half an hour over the
published times as a further precaution
against possible disorder. Consequently
the great crowds which were packed into
place an hour before by the police at the
Brandenburg gate, were astbnished by the
arrival at a brisk trot of a gorgeous caval-
cade surrounding a six-horse carriage 1n
which sat Bmperor William and a small
man, in a dark uniform, pulling at a
blonde moustache. The carriage §
and the crowd ceased dheering in order
to see what would happen. The chief ‘bur-
gomaster, Herr Kirgchner, advanced and
read an address of welcome from a parch-
ment scroll. Behind the burgomaster dtood
barheaded a hundred represené.tives of
the city in evening dress. The reading was
over in less than a minute. The ltalian
king then turned to the Germman Emperor
and asked him if he should reply. The
emperor shook -his head mnegatively and
King Vidtor thereupon shook hands wath
Herr Kimschner and thanked him. Then a
deputation of young ladies advamced on
the othoe side of the carniage and gave
{the italiaky king a bunch of roses. He
wuriled,” bolwed, buried his face in the
blossoms, hlanded the bouquet to a lackey
and the cavaleade amd carriage swepi
through the ‘gate and down Unter Den
Linden to thé castle, three quarters of a
mile away. Their majesties later drove to
the Italian emipassy for breakfast and
then agaim to the ca-tle in order to reéceive
the dipiomatic conps.

SATISFIED ACCOUNTS OF DEAF AND

DUMB INSTITUTION WERE BADLY KEPT.

Auditor-General Beek on the Stand at Inquiry Thursday — Spoke from What Published
“ Reports of Institution Showed — Mr: Gregory Wanted This Evidence Stricken

Out -- Other Witnesses Tell of Finances.

Fredericton, N. B., Aug- 28.—(Special)—
The Deaf and Dumb invesbigation was re-
sumed this morning before Commissioner

Barry.

R. B. Wallace Resumes.

Robert B. Wallace, of the education of-
fice, resumed his testimony. Ile was ex-
amined regarding the returns of Superin-
tendent Woodbridge for the half year end-
ing June 30th, 1899. The name of Ienry
Robinson appeared among the persons re-
turned as a pupil. He was not aware that
this pupil was an employe at this time.
Mary Haley’s namé also appeared in this
return. The reason that the application
for the county grant for Helen Bowland
was not allowed as asked for in the return
of June, 1900, was that there was no cer-
tificate as called for under the amend-
ments of 1900. No certificate had ever
been presented as required. Mr. Wood-
bridge had made & claiin in’ the return of
June, 1901, but it was not allowed. Dec-
tor Inch had stated to him to deal as gen-
erously as possible with the institution as
it was a charitable one. In the return of
June, 1899, Henry Robinson is given as
attending the full term. He also appeared
in the return of 1898 and assumed he was
a pupil and allowed the payment. ‘Lhe de-
partment allowed the payment for pu-
pils underithe amended act of 1900, still
no certificates had been gproduced as re-
‘quired by the act.

The reason that in 1001 they were dis-
ailowed was that Doctor Inch was away
and the witness would not assume the re-
sponsibility. He sent a letter to Mr.
Woodbridge about the matter but he was
not at home. He consulted with a mem-
ber of the board of education and was in-
structed to ask the chairman of the man-
aging committee of the institution. He
saw J. W. Spurden in person and asked
him if he knew anything about the ex-
tension of time having been applied for as
under the act of 1900. He did not know
or remember anything about it.

The chairman said he could mot recall
any. resolution being passed by the board
upon the question. No money was paid
on the application for the two students.
The witness had no notification of any
certificates and Mr. Spurden thought 1f
a resolution had been ‘passed recently he
would have remembered it. In the re-
turn of December, 1901, Mr. Woodbridge
again made application for the two stu-
dents stating that the certificates had been
sent to the department. No certificates
had ever been received by the department.
In December, 1901, it was decided by
the department to enforce the law to the
letter and that act would be strictly en-
forced and pay only as required under
the statute. The city of Fredericton pays
nothing into the county school fund and
therefore pupils from the city are not paid
for out of the municipality grant. The
city must pay, not the municipality of
York. The witness stated that when he
first examined the returns he took for
granted that those not moted on the mar-
ginal space as othenwise disqualified were
eligible to receive the county grant. He
found this was not the case and more

i

carefully checked the returns for each
succeeding year.

Deputy .Receiver General.

George N. Babbitt, deputy receiver gen-
eral, was recalled'and explained that he
had received the amount of the county
warrants for 1892, $810, over which there
had Dbeen much question. He gave the
dates on which the several amounts werc
paid in by the municipal authorities, but
could not remember in whose favor the
drafts were drawn. The $1,500 paid to
the institution in 1892 was charged as the
government grant, though as a mabter of
fact the government received back $810
from the municipalities. The payment to
him was probably the result of a confer-
enca between the government and some
members of the board of management.

The Auditor General. |

James 8. Beek, auditor general for New
Brunswick, was the jnext witness called
and sworn. He said he had been auditor
gencral of ithe provipce since confedera-
ition: He had mever had any of the ac-
counts of the Deaf apd Dumb Institution
submitted to him, byt had received four
of the annual reportsy e had signed the
warrants for paymen$s to the instifution
and they were also signed by the receiver
general. The warrant for the appropria-
tion of last session amounting to $500, had
not yet been issued. He had objected to
signing the warrant because of the very
meagre information contained in the re-
ports of the institution. The report of
1901, for instance, showed that the total
amount subscribed and acknowledged for
support, of institution for the previous year
was $4,377.72, and the amounted credited
was $3159.33. This left, a deficiency of
$1,218.19, which he was jt a loss to ac-
count for- The government having order-
ed an investigation into the financial af-
fairs of the institution, - he thought it
would be very indelicate for anybody to
ask for payment of the grant while the
matter was pending. He said that Mr.
Whelpley and Judge Gregory had spoken
to him in regard to bhe payment of the

| grant. He had been ,asked by members

of the governmemt why he did not sign
the warrant, and he sad replied that he
was satisfied from the®reports that the ac-
counts were badly kept and did not dis-
close the information they should. Mr.
Whelpley had assured him in conversation
that the accounts were ail right, but he
had replied that he did not think that
they were kept in the way that accounts
should be kept for an institution which
had received such a large financial sup-
port from the government.

Examined by Mr. Gregory, Mr. Beek
said he had no knowledge that every dol-
lar received by the institution had not
been accounted for. e had never asked
for an explanation in regard to the alleged
discrepancy in the accounts. There might
have becn expenses incurred in collecting
the amounts paid the instttution, but the
accounts did not show what it was- He
was only speaking from what the publish-
ed reports of the institution showed.

Re-examined by Mr. Phinney, the aud-
itor general said the report gave no de-
tailed statement of the salaries paid to
teachers of the institution, though it gave
the gross amount. {

Mr. Beek added, in reply to Mr. Greg-
ory, that he had told the government that
he would sign the warrant if they Te-
quested him to do so, but the govern-
ment would not do that. e had mever
been interfered with by the government
in the discharge of his publie duties-

When the auditor general had left the
stand, Mr. Gregory moved that his evi-
dence be expunged from the records, as be-
ing immaterial to the case. He contendad
that it had no bearing whatever upon
the case, and should not have been taken.

Mr. Phinney contended that Mr. Beek’s
evidence was of importance, it being the
opinion of an experienced auditor. n*

(Commissioner Barry was inclined to
agree with Mr. Phinney, and thought no
harm would be done to allow the evi-
dence to remain on the records.

A. E. Macintyre.

Alfred E. Macintyre was next called. He
stated that he was on the editorial staff
of the Daily Telegraph in March last. An
editorial was published commenting on
the last annual report of the Deaf and
Dumb Institution during that month. A
number of correspondents wrote to The
Telegraph about the matter, including Mr.
Woodbridge. As a result of information
received in various ways The Telegraph
laid the charges about the 26th of May
before the attorney general and the gov-
ernment issued the commission of inves-
tigation. He was present at, the investi-
gation as representative of THMe Telegraph,
the complainant, at the request of the
manager and managing editor, C. J. Mil-
ligan. The witness stated he had examin-
ed the books and vouchers of the institu-
tion since 1898, and also made yearly
statements from 1884 to 1901. i

The basis for the early balance sheets
were the annual reports and for the lat-
ter statements the books of the treasurer
and Superintendent Woodbridge. The
statements for the period extending from
1834 to 1901 were read and discussed. Lhe
unaccounted balances were as follows:

The witness explained that he had taken
the collections and subscriptions as ac-
knowledged in the appendix of the an-
nual reports as the basis for amount sub-
seribed, and placed it in the reteipt side
of the balance sheet. He also explained
the differences in his balance sheets and
those published in the annual reports.
These consisted chiefly of the above men-
tioned subscription receipts, inaccuracies
in county grants, clerical errors, wrong
entries of amount of vouchers, ete.

The inquiry adjourned at 6 p. m., and
will resume tomorrow morning.

Winnipeg, Aug. 28—(Special)—Private
advices received by an official today is to
the effect that the dominion government
will interfere in the case of the Doukho-
bours, who are under the influence of a
religious mania. - Five thousand are ef-
fected and the mania seems to be spread-
ing. They have discarded the use of
horses, cattle and other live stock, claim-
ing they are gods, and have turned them
loose on the prairie.

They will not eat the product of any
animal, and live on bread and water and
vegetables. A few weeks ago they de-
cided not to wear leather boots or woolen
clothes. They are totally unprepared for
a severe winter and unless the govern-
ment does interfere there will be intense
suffering. They have made no provision
whatever for the winter.

NOT HELP EAD
 MINERS STRI

_Financiai 'King' Sees No Rea-
son Why He Should In-
~terfere in Trouble.

WAR Tu BITTER END

Evident the Only Part Morgan Will
Take Will Be in Support of the
- Operators--Panther Valley Situa-
tion Looking Serious -- Mitche
Has No Word.

New York, Aug. 26—1t is war to the
bitter end between the men who are in
control of the anthracite coal mines and
the miners, who have not worked for
nearly four months.,

This was decided today, after a lengthy
conference between the operators, reports
of which were made to J. Pierpont Mor-
gan, and in pursuance of a policy which
he outlined when he said recently that
there was no reason why he should, inter-
fere, and that it was his desire that the
persons involved should seitle the mat-
ter in their own way. g

That he will not take any part in the
conflict, further than his support will be
giveén to;the operators, was evident today.
He first had an inicrview with the head
of one¢ of the roads, who has been ac-
credited with being the prime factor in
the movement to prevent any efforts at
arbitration or mediation between his own
people and the strikers, and after a con-
ference between this man and his fellows,
mnother report was made to Mr. Morgan,
and them a brief but decizive ultimatum
owas set forth.

Although mone¢ who knows was com-
municative, there is lil{lc doubt that the:
warioys railroad companics interested will
go ahead and resume operalions-in all the
mines for which they can furnish men;,
taking care to start the most productive
mines first. This was shown by the presi-
dents calling for their general managers
and consulting with them at length, after
which the managers semt for their super-
intendents of locomotive power and talked
with them for hours.

To those who undersiand the .ways of
the railways it was simply the first move
in preparation for a reswmption of work
in the mines and a 2:meral desire to get
a3 much coal as possible moving toward
thia city in the shortest time poesible. In
furtherance of this scheme it is known
that for some days thousands of cars have
been sent to the anthracipe region, ®o0
they might be in readiness to take aboard
every ton of coal that might be awaiting
them- :

In accordance with his custom, George
¥. Baer, president of the Philadelphia &
‘ Reading railroad, camc to this city from
(Philadelphia early in the morning and
nwent at once to his office in the Central
building. That is the place where presi-
dents of the roads who are most interest-
ed in the mining of anthracite have met
weekly since the beginning of the strike.

From his own office Mr. Baer went to

. that of Mr. Morgan, When he entered
the private room of the financier he found

meveral others in conference. Not a word

of the subject under discussion could be
learmed, but it was moticed by some who
saw Mr. Baer as he left Mr. Morgan
‘that he ed to be pl d

Mr. Baer, when seen by e reporter,
said: “I wish to say only that the issues
of the strike are just the same now as
when the strike began. Nothing has oc-
curred to alter the policy of the operators
and, they see no reason why it should be
changed. We will give no consideration
to any plan of arbitration or mediation
or to any interfgrence on the part of any
outside party. Our policy was fixed, from
the very beginning, and it will remain so
until the very end.

“As far as the situation at the mines
is concerned we consider it is improving
daily. There will be no recognition of
the union., Indeed, they must surrender
all the principles for which they have
fought in the last four months.”

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Aug. 26—A confer-
ence of President Mitchell and the chief
union officials of the region started today
and -will continue tomorrow. President
Mitchell tonight refused to say anything
further than that he had received no
offer of settlement from the operators.
Neither would he discuss the stand main-

Ellsworth, Me., Aug. 27—The president’s
gecond day in the Pine Tree state was
full of interest.

to the shortage in the meat supply, they
had eaten muskrat together, which, the
president said, was the last meal he had
eaten in Maine before ‘this trip. The
president seemed to delight in the rural
simplicity of the man and insisted that
he should sit down to dinner with him.
Bill therefore had the distinction that
comes to but few of dining with the chief
executive of the nation and the governor
of his state at the same time.

On the drive through Bangor a pretty
little incident occurred at the orphans’
home. The president’s carriage was
stopped in front of the portico where the
little tots were as:embled and they greet-
ed him in song.

Before beginning to speak at the fair

The government paid $13,000 towards the
building fund. This was paid annually in
sums of $1,000. When $11,000 still remain-
od to be paid the directors of the in-
stitution capitalized ‘the amount and re-
ceived from Sidney Mwray $7,440 for it.
This with two wararnts amounting to
$2,000 made the total received for the
$13,000 equal to $9,440. The interest on the
mioney while on deposit amounted to

$376.61. The building fund was placed to

the credit of the deputy receiver general
in the Bank of British North America
and was paid out on the application of
George T. Whelpley. The governmeat
paid in grants to the institution $31,000,
condsting of $18,000 for maintenance and
$13,000 for the building fund. This did oot
include the municipal grants whidh came
through the educational department. The
grant for this year had not been paid as
wo application had been made and if it
were made he would refer the matter t>
the government before making payment.
The auditor-general signs the warrant and
it was quite within his province to refuse
to do so, or even withhold the warrant.

Robert B. Wallace chief clerk of the
education office, was called and testified
to the warrants issued to the Deaf and
Dumb Institution by the department and
payable by municipalities out of the school
Lrants. The pupils, under the act, are only
fadmitted to the institution on the certi-
ficate of the wardea of the municipality,
giving the age and further panticulars.
These cerbificates are then approved by
the provincial secretary. The directors of
the institution are required to send a list,
half yearly, of the pupils upon which the
municipal grant can be drawn and thix
retura must be signed by the chairman
or some obther director of the institution.
The warrants in favor of the institut:un
were first issued in 1892, the year the aut
was passed taxing the municipalities for
the education of the deaf and dumb.

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The warrants for the half-year ending
June 30 have not yet.been issued.

The roturns were then taken up term
by term. In 1892 a warrant was issued for
one pupil, 21 years of age, although the
act did not call upon the municpalities to
pay for tham over 18 years of age. In the
return for June 1893 Humphrey Lutes, a
pupil, is returned as 19 years of age and
in December, 1893, and June, 1894, he is
returned as 18 years of age. A number of
pupils: wihose names were filed with the
educational department were disallowed
for various reasons.

Mr. Phinney called attention to the fact
that marginal notes under the column for
remarks did not exist for all the non-
qualified pupils and that the objection had
to be made by the officials of the depart-
mwent. Mr. Phinney also called attention
to the payment of municipal grant to cer-
tain persons whose status as pupils was
very questionable.

During the statement of the warraats
issued by the department Mr. Gregory
said that this data had all been given by
Mr.Chestnut. It was pointed out that the
amounts given in yearly finandial state-
men't in the report of the institution did
not agree with those given by the witness
nor with Mr. Chestnut’s book. It waz then
pointed out that according to the annual
statement published in the report for 1392
no county_grants had been received while
according to the educational department

warrants for $810 had been issued for June
of that year.

Several hours were spent ia endeavor-
ing to locate this amount. The books of
the treasurer did not’show that he had
received it and Doctor Indh was called to
prove that the warrants had been issued.

The treasurer stated he had never re
ceived the amount. Finally a letter was
found in the: treasurer’ sbook showing
lthat the money had been paid to the de-
puty receiver general. Several more in-
accuracies were found between the finan-
cial statement in annual report aad uhe
books of the treasurer.

Mr. Wallace stood aside while Doctor
Inch, superintendent of education, was
icalled. He etated that the report for the
year 1892 showed that $810 was paid on
warrant but he did not know who received
it. The warrants were generally sent to the
ltreasurer, but as this was the first pay-
ment he did not know through swhat ¢han-
nel the warraclts were sent. He stated
that after consubtation with the late Pro-
vincial Secretary Mitidhell it was decided
to interpret the act of 1892 very liberally
as the invtitution was a charitable one
and he had done so for several years. In
Jater ydars he had carried out the law
more stwictly. The ac¢t called for only
those pupils entitled o the grant, but he
was glad to get a complete list of the
pupils. The marginal notes. under the
column for remarks should have been move
complete, It stated in some case those
mot qualified while in other cases pupils
equally - disallowable were passed over
without remark. The work of detecting
thove not allowed fell on his department
and was gleaned frem the data supplied.
He assumed ithat the return only contain-

ed pupils and =o't servants. The officials

of the department had a feeling of irrita-
tion that the face of the re¢ nrn did not
wircetly show who were enuitled to come
under the act of 1892. The feeling existe:d
that one had to be on their guard at all
times. KFor several years the retura had
only been that of Superintendent Wood-
bridge. He called his attention to the fact
and he stated that the chainman, Sir John
C. Allen, was ill. After a time it wag
changed so that the secretary should cer-
tify. At any time it only required the
directors to certify to the return. His
attention had not been called to the fact
ithat in 1893 a pupil was returned as 19
yvears of age and in 1894 18 years of age.
‘lhe returns were made out on a form
supplied by the department. IHe had on
more than one occasipn colled up Mr.
Woodbridge for exp'anations and some of
them were not satisfactory. The marginal
notes should state those who are not en-
ititled to receive the muniicipal grant. The
data for obtainicg thalt inflormhtion was in
the return, but insome cases pupils were
mhrked as not qualified while in other
equally unqualified tliere was no remark,
and the officials of the department had
to determine the fact.

The inquiry will be resumed tomorrow
morning.

HOPE OF COAL STRIKE
~ ARBITRATION GONE.

Senator Hanna Gives Up for Oper-
ators Won't Agree — Morgan
Could End It, Says Russell Sage

Buffalo, Aug. 26—Senator ITanna yester-
day for the first time stated that he thad
abandoned all efforts to end the coal
dtrike. He said it with evident sorrow,
for his sympathies apparently are with
the miners, and he believes the operators
should meet-them in arbitration. “I have
exhausted my effonts,” Senator Hanna
said. “I have done all in my power and
can do no more. I will make no further
attempt, for it would be¢ useless. There
can be no avbitration when only one side
is willing to arbitrate. The miners are
willing to arbitrate. The woperators are

not. The miners will stand out as long
as they are able. It will not be a short
fight.”

Far Rockaway, N. Y., Aug. 26—Russell
Sage said yesterday that Mr. Morgan
could terminate the coal strike, and ex-
plained why. “Mr. Morgan,” said Mr.
Sage, “is the greatest man financially in
this country. Through this fact alone he¢
can end the coal strike. His influence is
so great that all that is mecessary is for
him to speak his mind. If it favors a
termination of the strike it would not be
long before the miners would rTesume
work. Mr. Morgan has more influence
with the mine owners than with the
miners, because of his closer business con-
mections with them. I would venture to
say that nearly every mmine owmer in the
country has some interest in United States
Steel Corporation, and as Mr. Morgan is
at the head of it, he wields a great in-
fluence over the stockholders. They re-
spect him and will do whatever he says.
President Mitchell, of tie iabor union,
also would be greatly influenced by what
Mr. Morgan said and would take such
action as would bring his men to a satis-
factory agreement.”

CLOSES SMALL SCHOOLS.

Professor Robertson at Ottawa
After Trip Through Maritime
Provinces Anrounces PlacesWhere
Sir William Macdonald’s Scheme
Will Be Carried Out.

Ottawa, Aug. 26—(Special}—Dominion
Dairy Conmissioner Robertson has re-
turned from the maritime provinces. Ia
regard to the announcement that Sir Wil-
lam Macdonald, of Montreal, would pro-
vide in each of the provinces an object
lesson of an improved and coasolidated
rural school, he says that in Prince Ed-
ward Island the consolidated school. will
be placed in the Pownal district; in Nova
Scotia, Middleton has been chosen, and ia
New Brunswick, Kingston, Kings county.
Under the plan of these Macdonald rural
sthools, from five to eight small rural
achools in the locality will be closed apd
the children from the whole area will be
conveyed in vans to a central graded
school.

The main feature will be a small plot
of ground for each child attending the
school. This plot will be practically an
out of door slate.

The school will be managed by a board
of school trustees elected by the whole
distriat, served by it, and expenditure
for maintenance above the cost of main:
taining the small sdhool houses existing at
the present time will be paid from the
rural school fund provided by Sir William
Macdonald during a period of three years.

A traveling indtrucbor will be provided
for each province for a period of three
Tears.

The group of rural schools in Nova
Scotia will likely be in the neighborhood
of Truro. The group of schools for the
province of New Brunswick will be in the
St. John valley, between Woodstock and
Andowver,

Commiissioner Robertson notices im-
provements in the agriculture of the mam-
time provinces.

 ROOSEVELT HIT BRITAIN,

Says His Monroe Speech Was So
Directed — “ Prospect of War
Over Canada.”

Vieana, Aug. 28—President Roosevelt's
speech on Monroeism has caused wide-
spread attention here. The Neue Freie
Presse thinks it was directly chiefly
against Great Britain and that it “sounds
like an answer to the conference of colo-
nial premiers.”

The paper believes it will make a deep
impression on Great Britain, which coun-
try “may find herself faced by the pros-
pect of war over Canada with a mighty
foe, with which the South African states
cannot be compared.

“Mr. Roosevelt waved his bony fist
against England because the Boer war
published to the avorld the poverty of
Great Britain’s military forces.”

The paper concludes as foliows:

“It must not be forgotten  that Mr.
Roosevelt’s fanfare was sounded in an
election speech. If the head of a Euro-
pean state had spoken in such a manner
one might anticipate war in the near
future. But American election speeches
are judgeable only from an American
standooint.”

The Neues Weiner Tageblatt says:

“The speech is a forecast for the plat-
form for the next caggpaign and is not
intended as a wurninﬂo Europe, though
it comes just at the right time, when the
European governments are considering a
renewal of their commercial treaties.”

J timates that in addition to this actual

shortage of 7,000,000 tons, there will be
10,000,000 tons hoarded by consumers and
3,000,000 more by dealers in provision
against further possible shut downs, so
that when the mines resume operations a
deficiency of 20,000,000 tons will have to
be supplied. The normal monthly con-
sumption, it is stated, is 4,000,000 tons and
the *production when the men return is
stated at about 5,000,000 tons per month.
Therefore it will require at least twenty
months’ mining to lay by the necessary
supplies for a surplus. But in view of
the fact that it will require some months
for several of the mines to be put into
their normal productive capacity, the
period of accumulating any surplus must
be protracted. An early return to normal
prices is therefore not natural to be ex-
Jected.

Brunswick met in annual session yester-
day and was opened in ample form by
M. Ex-Alexander Burchill, of Frederic-
ton, G. H. P. i

Mr. Burchill, in his annupal address,
spoke of the illness and recovery of the
king, and the crowning of his majesty.
He aleo spoke of the South African war.
He said we may ever rejoice in connec-
tion with this war of the gallantry dis-
played by our Canadian countrymen in
South Africa. The royal visit to Canada
was also spoken of. Reference was made
to members who had died during the
year both in this and in other jurisdic-
tions, and sympathy extended their fam-
ilies.

He had
visited the two chapters in St. John East,
and that at St. John West, the chapter
at Woodstock, Chatham, Moncton and
Fredericton, and regretted he could not
do more. He suggested the examination
of candidates seeking advancement as to
their proficienty in degrees already taken,
and gave much advice as to the interior
government; and practices of subordinates.
He urged that revision of the ritual, which
had been in hand some time, be finished,
and concluded with an expression of
courteous recognition of all who had as-
sisted him in his work.
