"The 1911 has made history 
fast. In Cinada on Septeinber 
21st the Liberal Government which 
had held power for fifteen years 
was hurled from power by a popu- 
Jar plurality of about 30,000. 
Prince Edward Island has since 
been captured by the Liberal Con- 
servates, who have also gained in 
Aller--- hardhall Ousasio by 
a arigatly redreed but very great 
seniority. Reciprocity with the 
United States was decisively de-
