The section of country of which 1 intend to speak is known by the name of the “Bow River District. „It takes in an area of about 75,000 
square miles east of the Rocky Mountains. Of this extent, about 17,000 square miles, « 
equal if not superior to any part of the Domin- 
ion as a farming and stock-raising country. 
The rest is principally barren prairie and 
only fit for buffalo, but might be used in the 
summer time as pasturage for domestic 
animals. The habitable part of the country 
contains rich coal mines, and for about 30 
miles in width all along the Rocky mountains 
is well timbered. Most exquisite streams of 
water abound everywhere, and I think the 
climate is one of the most salubrious in the 
world.

As a farming country, so far as it has been 
tested, it is a complete success. The soil is 
principally black loam and is very rich in vege- 
tank, one ally. Libsisiany of, the moun- 
garros 

tie a stock raiet "• •
vantage. Pasturage is abundant and rich, and 
the winter is generally such that cattle on the 
range thrive better, and are much fatter in the 
spring than those of Manitoba and Saskat- 
chewan, which are housed and fed on hay 
during the cold season.

In fact, it is not the advantages that are 
wanting to settle this country, but the people 
to make use of and develop them. How many 
hardworking men are there not in Canada and 
elsewhere, living from hand to mouth, who, if 
they were here with a very small capital, 
would soon make for themselves independent 
homes’

The 13th section of the school law reads 
thus: “ From and after the period of five years 
from the time this Act goes into force, the 
Provincial Aid to teachers and assistants, 
qualified and employed as aforesaid, shall be 
regulated in part according to the class of 
license, and in part according to the quality of 
instruction given in the school, as determined 
by the semi-annual examination of pupils byan 
Inspector, as follows for the school year or rate- 
ably as above : Male teacher, of the first class 
8110; of the second class $80, and of the third 
class $60; in addition each teacher whose school 
shall be reported by the Inspector in respect of 
quality of instruction, as entitled in any half 
year to the first rank, shall receive for the half 
year at the rate of $40 per year; the second 
rank at the cate of $25 per year; the third rank 
at the rate of $10 or rateably as above." So 
ends section.

It does seem unwise to clothe the Inspec­
tors with such arbitrary powers. There 
should be some tribunal to which teachers 
who thought that injustice was done them 
by the reports of the inspectors should have 
the right of appeal, and from which they

sal truth, after the knowledge of which all 
noble souls aspire naturally. One of the dis­
tinctive and essential marks of true religion is 
this: it grasps concretely whatever truth has 
been held always and everywhere and by all 
men. All truth fe catholic. There is a gene- 
ral conviction abroad that the people’s share 
in the government of a nation ought to be 
enlarged. It must be admitted that the 
American republic has contributed not a little 
to form and support thia conviction. But the 
principles of the republic are not like those of 
an Utopia in the air; they are fixedly rooted 
in the ground of reason and revealed truth. 
If the framers of the republic set aside certain 
privileges and institutions inherited from pagan, 
barbaric, or feudal times, it was not to break 
with the past, but because these things were 
unserviceable to a people with the spirit and in 
the circumstances of the colonists. Besides, 
they were no less inharmonious with the more 
rational ideas of equity due to Christian in­
fluences; and by their omission the founders 
of the republic providentially advanced politi­
cal government, at least for a people situated 
as the American people were. When the 
nature of the American republic is better 
understood, and the exposition of Christianity 
is shaped in the light of its universal principles 
so as to suit the peculiarities of the American 
mind, the Catholic Church will not only keep 
her baptized American children to her fold, 
but at the same time remove the prejudices 
existing in their minds of a large class of non- 
Catholics, and the dangers apprehended from 
the influence of republicanism will be turned 
into fresh evidences of the Church’s divine 
character. To sum up: He who does not see 
the hand of Divine Providence leading to the 
discovery of the western continent, and direct­
ing its settlement and subsequent events to­
wards a more complete application to political 
society of the universal truths affirmed alike by 
human reason and Christianity, will fail to in­
terpret rightly and adequately the history of 
the United States. It is also true that he who 
sees Heaven’s hand in these events, and fails 
to see that Christ organized a body of men to 
guard and teach these universal truths to man­
kind, with the promise of His presence to the 
end of the world, will fail to interpret rightly 
and adequately the history of the Catholic 
Church, and is like a man who sees the light 
but has his back turned to the sun. But he 
who sees all this will not fail to see that the 
republic and the Catholic Church, under the 
same divine guidance, are working together in 
the United States, forming the various races 
of men and nationalities into a homogeneous 
people, and by united action giving a bright 
promise of a broader and higher development 
of man than has been heretofore accompolished.

Some how or other, without being Ameri­
cans, we have for some years past been subject 
to an American yoke of the very worst kind 
for the laboring man and the farmer. Busi- 
ness-like. Uncle Sam’s merchants caught the 
Mounted Police immediately on their arrival 
to the country; and from all appearance, to 
use a miner’s phrase, “they made a good 
thing, for they have held them to their grasp 
ever since. And to aggravate the evil the 
monopoly belongs to one firm alone. No such 
thing” as competition allowed,” 
equality of ‘‘ chances,” but that is excluded 
from our midst.

FOR FREDERICTON. THE Montreal “Witness,” which seems 
incapable of stating anything fairly when 
the Catholic Church is interested, says of 
the Ferry Education Bill:—

Ecclesiastics have long enjoyed almost a 
monopoly of the educational privileges of 
France, and have made use of them rather 
to the upbuilding of the “faith”—that is, of 
their own ecclesiastical polity—than to the 
promotion of sound popular instruction. 
The distinction against ecclesiastics undoubt­
edly savors of repression, but it seems almost 
a necessary reaction to remedy the mischief 
which has been caused by distinctions in 
their favor.

This statement is the exact opposite of 
the truth. The law has for many years 
done all that the worst enemies of Christian­
ity could desire to make education anti- 
Christian. Ecclesiastics devoted to the 
work of education enjoyed no privilege 
in France, and distinctions were made, not 
in their favor, but against them. That col­
leges and schools in which the professors 
and teachers are religious have increased 
greatly in France of late years is true, but 
they have so increased despite legal restric­
tions, disqualifications and discouragements,

This I call the principal disadvantage for 
people already being in the country. Take for 
example the laboring man. Why, he can find 
only one market for his labor, and he cannot 
sell it even there, unless he is a favorite; and 
when he is the lucky choice of the Government 
Contractors, he is nominally paid so many 
dollars a month, but he can scarcely ever see 
a dollar. He must go to the store and take 
his pay to goods or provisions at the most ex­
orbitant prices—for instance, if he take 100 lbs. 
of flour, it is cheap at $10, and now that the 
protective tariff is going to make us pay duty 
on flour, there is no telling what will be con­
sidered cheap. It is not the merchant but the 
consumer who will have to pay the duty. In 
this, at all events, the tariff will not protect 
us much.

Such then, is the position of the labouring 
man here. If the Government want only a 
ton of hay, it must come through the Contrac­
tors. They have their profits to make on the 
poor man’s toil, and he must submit or want

The position of the farmer and stock-raiser 
is analogous to this. If they find any market 
at all for their produce they are lucky; and 
when one does sometimes have the good for­
tune to make a sale, it is generally by using 
stratagem. As one of them told me the other 
day, they have to “whack up”—I will leave 
you. Dear Sir, to guess the meaning of thia

One of the greatest inconveniences in the 
country is the want of a money circulation. If J. 
the Mounted Police were to give their work at 
the different posts to men outride, what a 
boon it would be to people trying to earn an 
honest living ! In my estimation it would be 
beneficial to many ways. Besides helping the 
people, it would give to the police themselves 
the time requisite to become proficient in their 
calling. At the present time, many of them 
at the different posts, are farmers, carpenters, 
sawyers, etc. In reading over the debates in 
parliament, I see where Sir John A. Mac­
donald introduced a bill entitled: “An act 
to amend and consolidate the Acta relating to 
the N. W. M. Police.” The hon. gentleman 
says it takes three years to make “an efficient 
cavalry soldier, etc.” Why, my Dear Sir, if 
you were to ask me. I would tell you that some 
of them may live to the Police one hundred 
years and yet not become “ efficient” so long 
as they have so much work to do entirely ex­
traneous to Police duty ! I say then it would 
help the country to every way if the Police 
work were given to people on the outside. It 
is true, by doing it themselves, I believe the 
men get a premium of some 15 cents a day 
extra wages; but I think it would pay the 
Government to allow them this amount with­
out having to do the work, and then they 
would have all their time to attend to military 
drill, and to be prepared for any emergency.

The “ Bill” above named provides that the 
force be raised to 500 men to case of an emer­
gency ; but I assure you this emergency might 
occur and be all over long before the news

Man craves to know the enigma of life, and 
until this is known his intelligence cannot be 
wholly content with the investigation of bugs, 
or baffled by a word which contains a sound 
and nothing more-the “ unknowable.” More­
over, the American mind in one aspect is un- 
like the European, in that infidelity, scepti- 
cism, materialism, and atheism cannot find a 
lodgment in it for any length of time. Their 
minds, like the native soil of their country,

And again, my principal view is 
to plead the cause of the laborer and settler of 
this country. Let it not be supposed that in 
anything I have said I am trying to disparage 
the good qualities of the Mounted Police! 
No I far be it from me. As a body I admire 
them. Perhaps there is not another in the 
country more indebted to the police, officers 
and men, than myself ; and most certainly 
there is nobody in the country that appreciates 
more than I do the good they have done, in 
many respects, to these North West Territories.

In speaking above of a scarcity of money in 
the country I do not mean to say that it is not 
brought here.

Ever since the treaty many thousands of dol­
lars are annually paid to the Indians ; but it 
all returns into the hands of the American 
merchants. How painful it is, each time the 
Indians are paid, to see tens of thousands of 
dollars. Canadian money, packed up in boxes 
and shipped off to the United States, and this 
occurs every year. What is bewitching our 
Canadian merchants? Why do they not rise 
out of their lethargy, come forward and drive 
the ploughshare of enterprise through this 
" Yankee Ring,” which has been welded 
around us ever since 1874?

The accounts of 1878 have been distributed. 
They may be said to contain the gravest im­
peachment yet made against the DeBoucher- 
ville Cabinet.

School Matters.
There is a crisis in the affairs of the com­

mon schools of the city of Saint John. The 
extravagance with which the system has 
been administered is one of the chief causes 
of the present financial difficulties of the 
city, and perhaps the want of money, the 
absolute impossibility of collecting the 
amounts assessed, will compel the Trustees 
to « readjust” the schools on a more econom­
ical scale. They now find themselves with­
out money to pay the salaries of their teach­
ers or the interest on their bonds. For 
some days payment of the interest was res 
fused, but subsequently some arrangement' 
was made by virtue of which Messrs. Simeon 
Jones & Co., pay the interest on presentation 
of the coupons at their counting rooms, and 
it is said that some arrangement will be 
made which will enable the Trustees to pay 
teachers’ salaries. These, however, are but 
temporary expedients, and unless money 
enough can be extracted from the ratepay­
ers in some way or other to maintain the 
schools as they now exist they must be 
« readjusted” —or discontinued. The pre­
sent expenditure is entirely out of propor­
tion to the number of pupils, to the popula­
tion of the city, and to the means of the 
people.

Some of the newspapers publish very fool­
ish articles on this subject. They pretend 
to think that it is the duty of the Common 
Council not only to levy an assessment for 
such sum as the Trustees choose to demand, 
and to collect the amount levied as fast 
and as far as possible, but to procure and 
pay over the whole amount whether it is 
collected or not. The “Sun” insists that 
they should pay the whole amount over to 
the Trustees out of any funds in their hands,

A decisive 
victory in Zululand would no doubt help 
them much, but their chief hope of success 
at the approaching elections rests upon the 
indiscretion of Mr. Gladstone, and the dif- 
ference between the two parties and factions 
which compose what is called the Liberal 
party.___________________

In the United States business, is recover­
ing, but the recovery is by no means rapid 
and there is still much distress amongst the 
working classes. The yellow fever reap­
peared at Memphis, causing consternation 
in that city and much alarm throughout the 
Southern States. The increase in the gross 
earnings of the railroads for the first six 
months of the year was very small. This is 
not a bad index to the state of trade.

It is stated that the Russians have at length 

withdrawn all their troops from Roumelia. 
They have still, it would seem, some troops 
in what is now called Bulgaria. Roumania 
has again refused to give full civil rights to 
the Jews, notwithstanding the pressure put 
upon them by the great powers. The min­
istry have resigned, and the powers which 
sent ambassadors to Roumania, so recogniz­
ing fully its independence, will, it is said, 
withdraw them. The Jews are hated in­
tensely in that country. Servia now de­
mands of Turkey indemnity for injuries in­
flicted by Albanians, who invaded their ter­
ritory. The Austrians occupying Herzego- 
vinia are preparing for hostilities, it is said, 
near Novi Bazar. The Greek boundary 
question is not yet settled. The Sultan 
wishes to deprive the present Khedive of the 
power of making independent treaties which 
his father enjoyed ; but England and France 
insist that he shall have this power. On the 
whole, the East is still in a troubled state, 
and we hear nothing of the great reforms 
which Lord Beaconsfield undertook should 
be introduced in Asia Minor.

Canada is now in a deplorable con­
dition. In all its cities and towns a 
large proportion of the working classes, 
men and women, are" without employment. 
Many others are but partially employed, and 
in all cases wages are very low—much lower 
than they were a year ago. While the earn­
ings of the working classes are thus reduced, 
the prices of all the necessaries of life, o 
food, of fuel and of clothing are enormously 
increased by the new Tariff. The farmers 
who were promised so much, find themselves 
not much better off. The high duties on 
butter, oats and the other articles they have 
to sell, do not ensure them higher prices. 
For many years the price of butter was not 
so low, neither was the price of oats or of 
fish, etc. The business depression is dread­
ful. Importers find themselves forced to pay 
large sums—equal on an average to about a 
third of the invoice price of their goods—as 
duties, while their sales, diminished by the 
increase in prices as well as by other causes, 
are small, and it is almost impossible to col­
lect money. Our exporters are even in a 
worse condition. Shipbuilding has almost 
ceased, and the price of lumber was not so 
low for a quarter of a century. Within a 
few weeks prices have again fallen. In the 
Liverpool circulars of July 1st and 3rd, one 
cargo is said to have sold at £6 Os. 7d, 
others at £5 16s. 3d., £5 15s. for St. John 
deals and £6 12s. 6d. for Miramichi, while 
private advices state that some cargoes have 
been sold at prices much lower than even 
these. In Ontario the harvest prospects are 
good, and if the expectations be realized and 
high prices be obtained as some expect, 
because the prospects in England and France 
are not good, the trade of that Province may 
improve and the revenue may be sustained; 
but for us in the Lower Provinces it means 
utter ruin and wide-spread destitution if the 
price of breadstuffs advance, while the prices 
of ships and lumber are so low as they now 
ere. Even the speculative advance of the 
past few weeks is severely felt. In St. John 
the price of the 2 lb. loaf is now eight cents. 
This, we believe, is higher than the price of 
flour justifies, but the increase of price, even 
to those who make their own bread, proves 
very serious, and we find that when, because 
of better accounts from England, prices de­
cline in the American markets, they are 
nevertheless fully maintained in the Canadian 
markets on all sold for home consump­
tion, because the stock of Canadian 
breadstuffs is small, and the duty of fifty 
cents a barrel enables those who hold the 
stocks to add that much to the prices. Thus 
do our people suffer in every way under the 
operations of this monstrous system, devised 
to suck ont their life blood at every pore. It 
is satisfactory to learn that the cod fishery 
has been so good this season in the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence and Bay Chaleur, and that the 
other fisheries have been up to the average. 
This will ensure, at least, temporary compe­
tence to a portion of our population.

Violent thunder storms and fierce tempests, 
which caused much loss of property, are 
reported from several quarters in the United 
States, Sarnia, Ontario, was also visited by 
a storm which unroofed houses, blew down 
walls, wrecked churches, and did very great 
damage. Saint John has enjoyed several 
days of fine summer weather. On Tuesday 
and on Wednesday nights and on Thursday 
we had thunder storms accompanied with 
heavy showers.•

The Halifax “Chronicle” had no right 
to say that Saint John is a bankrupt city, 
because a Board of School Trustees went on 
recklessly spending more money than the 
assessments made at their request could 
yield. The Common Council which repre­
sents the city is in no way responsible for 
the acts of the Trustees, over whom it has 
no control, except that it may keep the 
amount of the assessment within certain 
limits, and that it does appoint a minority 
of the Trustees. In fact it never has re­
fused to assess the full amount asked by the 
Trustees. It has no power or authority 
whatever to do more than to make such 
assessment, and as soon as possible collect 
and pay over to the Trustees all that is col­
lectable of the amount assessed. The city is 
impoverished, and it is necessary that the 
strictest economy should be exercised by the 
city government, but it is not bankrupt and 
it has not the slightest idea of repudiating 
its just debts and liabilities.

In the 
war between Austria and the French, Sar­
dinians, etc., an Austrian commander won 
much fame by attacking an Italian iron- 
clad with his wooden steamer, striking her 
about midships, and sinking her. In the 
Franco-German war there was no sea fight, 
and in the American civil war there was 
really only that in whicli the armor of the 
Kearsage, imperfect as it was, proved to be 
so useful. The battle between the Huascar, 
the Peruvian vessel, of which we now hear 
much, and the English iron-clad, the Shah, 
and her consort, only showed how a good 
vessel, well managed, may avoid danger. 
The battle recently fought between the 
Peruvian and the Chilian fleets has the inte­
rest of novelty, although the vessels engaged 
were small compared to the monsters of the 
European navy:—

The following are Peruvian vessels : The 
Huascar, Commander Grau, is an iron turret 
ship of 1130 tons and 300 horse-power, carries 
guns as follows: Two 300 pounds in turret 
and two 40‛s on deck. The Independencia, 
iron-clad frigate, Capt. Moore, 2004 tons, 556 
horse power. Guns—150's, twelve 70‛s, four 
9‛s (Armstrong’s) and four 32‛s (smooth bore.)

The Chilian fleet was thus made up: The 
wooden corvette Esmeralda, twenty-four years 
old, Capt. A. Prats; tons, 854: horse power, 
200. Guns—Fourteen 40‛s, six 20‛s; 210 men 
all told. The schooner Corvodongo, Capt. C. 
Condell, 412 tons, 140 horse power. Guns- 
Two 70’s, four 20‛s ; men, 120.

At daylight, May 21, the look-out on board 
the corvette reported smoke of two steamers at 
sea; the signal was passed to the Corvodongo. 
Shortly afterwards the Peruvian turret ship 
and iron-clad were recognized bound for this 
port.

A previous dispatch stated that 
the Ministers could not secure a majority in 
favor of the emancipation of the Jews, which 
the Powers urgently demanded as a considera­
tion of their recognizing the independence of 
Roumania. It is believed that if the Jews are not 
emancipated, Austria, Russia and Turkey, 
who have already recognized the independence 
of Roumania by appointing representatives at 
Bucharest, will recall them. It is feared that 
any further attemptto coerce Roumania might 
be the commencement of renewed complica­
tions in Eastern affairs.

There are no yel­
low fever rags there. Over 6,000 bales, which 
passed through there from the South, have 
been sent to the Eastern States and to Europe.

A despatch from Bellfontaine, Ohio, says 
the damage by storm on Friday night will 
reach $200,500. The loss at Port Huron was 
$100,000.

The Dutch have renewed the war against 
the Atchinese,and captured four strongholds.

MEMPHIS, TENN., July 13.—The day has 
been noted for quietude; services being held in 
but few churches and the congregations being 
very small. The State Board of Health to-day 
suspended quarantine against all freight, but 
the passenger and baggage quarantine is still 
being enforced.

HALIFAX, July 16.—At a meeting of the 
Hyde heirs in this city yesterday, the original 
warrant signed by the Duke of Argyll, grand- 
father of Lord Lorne, about the possession of 
which there has been so much dispute, was 
produced. There is to be a general meeting of 
the heirs in Moncton to-day.

Newfoundland advices by the steamship 
“Alhambra,” which arrived here to-night, re­
port a strike of miners at the Little Bay mine 
and a suspension of shipment of ore. The 
owners had given notice of a reduction of wages 
on the 1st inst., to which the men would not 
submit. The result will be disastrous to both 
masters and men. The North Star says:— 
“It has for some time past been a matter of a 
grave question how, in view of the competi­
tion in copper production, the low rate at 
which the ore is sold and the decreasing per cen­
tage in value of property, that the business is 
still carried on. Already operations at Bett’s 
Cove have been very much curtailed, not more 
than 400 men being employed there now 
against 1100 last fall. The yield of ore for 1878, 
is only 25,000 tons against 44,000 tons in 1877.”

BOSTON, July 16. —One of the severest storms 
ever known here passed over the town about 
4 o’clock this afternoon. Much damage was 
done. Hail fell, breaking many windows, and 
serious disasters are reported in the harbor. 
One vessel was capsized and four women and 
a boy drowned. Other losses of life probable. 
Many of the finest trees in the city were blown 
down.

Despatches from various points throughout 
New England report storm unusually severe, 
and that great damage has resulted.

OTTAWA, July 16.—During yesterday’s ter­
rific thunder storm an accident occurred on 
Richmond road, which it was feared might re­
sult in the death of one of the victims who 
were struck by lightning. Edward Wallace 
and Arthur Young, in the employ of Mr. W. 
G. Perley, who were engaged prior to the 
approach of the storm on Mr. Perley’s farm, 
took shelter from the storm in a large barn on 
the premises, Young seating himself on a 
wheelbarrow near the door and Wallace being 
some distance in the rear. Scarcely 
a moment had passed when the 
lightning struck the roof of the 
building and completely destroyed it. Wal­
lace was knocked insensible, but recovered al­
most immediately. Young received a more 
serious injury, the hair of his head being 
burned to a crisp, and the lightning passing 
down his body left it scarred from head to 
foot. The clothing, as well as the shoe of 
of the foot over which the lightning passed 
was torn completely into shreds. Wallace at 
first thought his comrade was dead, but upon 
examination he found that he was only un­
conscious. He is in great pain now, but may 
recover.

Wreck of AN OCEAN STEAMER AND Loss or 
LIFE ——A New Glasgow, N. S., despatch of 
the 17th says : " The purser, boatswain and 
nine of the crew of the steamship State of Vir­
ginia, from New York for Glasgow, arrived 
here by coach from Sherbrooke to-day, and 
went on to Halifax by the afternoon train. 
They report that after the steamer left New 
York all went well until Saturday afternoon, 
when a thick fog enveloped the ship. At 8 p. 
m. the ship struck on the reefs off Sable 
Island. Her passengers, 75 in number, were 
safely landed, with the exception of four ladies 
and five children who perished in the surf. 
She had 104 cattie oh board, 60 of which were 
washed ashore safely, together with a quantity 
of cargo.

Dry GnousTHE scene in the French House of Bepre- 
sentatives when Paul de Cassagnac made 

his now famous attack on Jules Ferry and 
his colleagues of the Government is de­
scribed as follows by one whose sympathies 
evidently are all with the ultra-Republicans: 

, He began by taking M Joice Burst to tier 
about two months ago. That speech, he said, 

was malicious, bitter, and a rancorous com­
ment on the law of hate (haineuz) he had intro- 
duced. (Cries of “Oh, oh,” and “Order” from 
the Left)

M. Gambetta interposed, and decided that 
the word haineuz was an improper expression.

M. de Cassagnac said he had no choice but 
to submit, to yield to force, if he wanted to 
continue his speech ; but yet he would assert 
that if a Minister had a right to say anything 
he pleased, surely be had the same right. 
(Loud uproar from the Left, and cries of 
“Allons donc. Allons donc.”)

M. Gambetta retorted that M. de Cassag- 
nac’s habits of discussion were at variance with 
public opinion. (Uproar on the Right; a num­
ber of members left their places and congre­
gated in the hemicycle.)

M. de Cassagnac, with considerable excite­
ment. rejoined, “ What! a Minister delivers a 
speech at Epinal, in which he charges the 
Catholics with garbling texts, and I am not 
allowed to reply! However infallible the Pre­
sident may think himself, I say I have a right 
to reply to that imputation. But it is always 
the same system. We are to be insulted, and 
we are not allowed to reply. Garbling texts- 
forging documents, indeed! Why, a party 
which, like the Republican party, numbers a 
man like M. Tirard in its ranks has no right to 
resent an imputation of forgery” (tremendous 
uproar from the Left; cries of “Order”; shouts 
from the Right).

M. Gambetta rang his bell, and there was 
great excitement among the members who 
crowded the hemicycle, and screamed and 
shook their fists at each other. M. Gambetta, 
in stentorian tones, called on the House to de­
cide whether censure, with temporary exclu- 
sion, should not be passed on M. de Cassagnac.

Hardly were the words out of M. Gam- 
betta’s mouth when the uproar grew beyond 
all description. Part of the Right rushed to­
words the President’s chair shouting and ges­
ticulating violently ; part charged towards the 
Ministerial Bench. One of the Ministers, M. 
Tirard, at the head of a group of the Left, 
boldly awaited the onset ; M. Dariste shouted 
“ Lache!” whereupon M. Tirard replied, 
“Prenez grade ; je vais vous souffleter.” Blows 
were exchanged. In the melee M. Pauline 
might be seen struggling with M. Jean David. 
The tumult was terrific, when M. Gambetta 
rose, put on his hat, and descended from his 
chair. The din and tumult continued unabat­
ed, however ; the booting was perfectly horri­
ble, and just as the public in the galleries were 
expecting a pitched battle they were requested 
to walk out, which they did with a docility 
contrasting strongly with the demeanour of 
hon. members below.

After the House was cleared the battle was 
continued in a subdued form in the lobbies. 
The report was freely circulated that if M. de 
Cassagnac resisted the decree of exclusion 
which on its reassembling the House was sure 
to pass against him M. Gambetta would have 
him forcibly removed by a squad of gendarmes. 
The excitement was intense. M. de Cassagnac 
audibly stated in the lobbies that he would not 
leave his seat until torn from it by main force.

Wardware.ONE day’s taking of evidence in the 

Cornwall (Ont.) election case revealed the 

fact that a great deal of money was spent in 

the interest of the sitting member the night 

before the polling day. Cattle, sheep, etc., 

were purchased at any price the electors 

chose to name, and deposits Were paid, but 

neither the cows, nor the sheep, nor the 

calves were ever after called for. The Ottawa 

*Free Press” thus summarises the evidence:

The Cornwall election trial, which adjourned 
yesterday until October 3, went far enough to 
reveal some curious little incidents of the night 
preceding the election. There were numerous 
offers of money, the conditions being that the 
recipients should vote for Dr. Bergin. Men 
were found treating who never treated before, 
and an extraordinary traffic sprung up sudden­
ly in sheep, cows, butter and grain—small 
sums being paid down as earnest money, ap­
parently with utter indifference as to whether 
the articles were subsequently delivered or not. 
One Crites, who has since developed into an 
Inspector of Weights and Measures, vice a 
Grit appointee discharged, was particularly 
active as a canvasser—not to say briber for the 
successful candidate. This man received a 
note through the post office asking him to call 
at the Ottawa Hotel at Cornwall and get a 
package to be delivered to one Henry White 
at Northfield in the Township, where people 
were generally belived to be susceptible to 
pecuniary influences. There was no signature 
to the note, and there was money in the 
package. This witness said he knew the peo­
ple round Northfield were corrupt, and he 
went there immediately and disbursed money 
for butter in impossible quantities. The money 
came out of his own pocket, and the butter 
had not—up to the time of his giving evidence 
—been delivered !

received in Europe of the Vega’s arrival at 
Yakutsk. As from the mouth of the Lenajto 
Behring’s Straits the greater of the Arctic 
Ocean had already been explored, it was a 
foregone conclusion that unless the fates were 
very unkind to him the Professor would suc- 
ceed in his task. The only severe opposition 
he met with was at the end of the journey 
when the Vega was caught in the ice and car­
ried back with some probability that her gal­
lant commander might become the Franklin 
of the Asian-Arotic region. Happily he has 
escaped, and by way of Yokohama, Malacca, 
the Suez Canal and Gibraltar will shortly con- 
elude one of the most remarkable voyages, if 
not the most remarkable voyage-, on record.
