LOSSTOHOME RULE

Hon. Justin McCarthy's Retire-
ment From Political Life.

His Zecl in the Prometion -of. the
Rights of Irishmen Made Him a
Power in Parliament—-Books
He Has Written.

The retirement of Justin MceCarthy
from political and parliamentary ac-
tivity, just anmounced, ‘on account of
failing health, takes out of British
public life one of its ablest and
worthiest men, and is a distinct loss
to the Irish home rule cause.

Mr. McCarthy was bern in Cork
Nov. 1830. From 1846 to 1853
he was on the stafi of The Cork Ex-
aminer, and then joined the staffi of
The Northern Times of Liverpool. In
1880  he Dbecame reporter in the
House of Commons for The Il.ondon
Star, of which he was afterwards for-
eign editor, and then chief editor 1
1864. Mr. BicCarthy resigned this
post in 1868 and twent to the United
States. He traveled for nmearly three
years, visiting 35 states. He then
lived in New York for some time.

In 1879 Mr. Mc(Carthy entered po-
litical lile, being elected member of
Parliament for longford, Treland. He
was re-elected when the dissolution
took place in 1820, in both instances
without a contest. At the general
election in 1885 he contested Derry,
and was defeated by a majority of 29,
but was immediately elected for
T.ouoford by an®mmense majority. In
1886 he contested Derry again, and
was defeated by a majority of three,
while at’ the same time he re-
le
claimed the Derry seat, and obtained
it on petition, and then eiected to 8it
for Derry.

Mr. MceCarthy’'s activity in
ment has been chiefly known by his
zeal for the home rule cause. He was
vice-president of the
