London, Nov. 22.—Sir Arthur Sulli- 
MEtn, the musical compenser, .is dead, 
the result of heart failure. Sir Ar­
thur Sullivan’s dealtih was very unex­
pected. It occurred ait 9 o’clock this 
morning. While he was laughing and 
talking to a friend he fell back 
and died within a few minutes of 
heart failure. He had been ailing for 
some time, but it was not believed hie 
heart was affected. Recently he had 
been in better health than for some 
weeks past.

Sir Arthur Sullivan had been ailing 
since he returned from Switzerland, in 
Lite middle of September. He caught a 
chili there and tills chest and lungs be­
came affected. He took to his bed a 
fortnight ago, tout was convalescing 
and sitting up in his toed just before 
he expired. The afternoon newspapers 
print long eulogies.

Arthur Seymour Sullivan was born 
In London, May 13, 1S42. He received 
musical instruction at the Chapel So­
cial, St. James, and at the Conserva- ' 
barium, Leipzig. His operas, cantatas, ! 
etc., are too well known to need more J 
than reference. He was a member of i 
a large number of foreign learned and ! 
musical societies. The honorary de­
gree of Doctor of Music he received 
from both Cambridge and Oxford. He 
was a Chevalier of the Legion of 
Honor, a Knight of the Order of the 
House of Colburg, and had received 
from the Sultan of Turkey the Order i 
of t'he Medjidieh. He was knighted by 
the Queen at Windsor in 1883.

The weather was beauti­
ful and the Boer leader received a 
magnificent demonstration. The whole 
route from the landing place to his 
hotel was crowded with people. He 
appeared to be in good health, and re- j 
peat eddy took off his high hat in uck- 1 
nowledging the acclamations of the 
people.

Replying to the address of welcome, 
Mr. Kruger spoke in Dutch, and in a 
low voice; tout he accompanied his 
words (with energetic movements of 
his hat which he held in his right 
hand. After thanking the committees 
for the warmth of the reception ac­
corded him, and expressing gratitude 
for the sympathy he had received from 
the French government, he spoke of 
the war as being terrible, and barbar­
ously conducted by the British. He 
said:

“I have fought with savages, tout the 
present war is even worse. We will 

i never surrender. We are determined 
to fight to t'he last extremity, and if 
the republics of the Transvaal and 
Orange Free State lose their indepen­
dence, it will be because they have 
lost every man, woman and child.”

draw from the concert of the nations.

THE GUILT OF TUAN AND 
CH WANG.

During the siege of 'the legations at 
Pekin .have toe en burned and the for- 
posted the following order:

“Whereas, the missionary chapels in. 
Pekin have toeen turned an d'the for­
eigners have no longer a place where 
they can hide, they have necessarily 
absconded from -sfeht; therefore, this 
■proclamation is issued to inform schol­
ars, soldiers, the ibrave Boxers and 
commoners, that if foreigners are 
caught .hiding they will certainly suf­
fer death toy decapitation. If brought 
to us alive a reward of 50 taels will 
toe paid for a man, 40 taels for a wo­
man, and 30 taels for a child. They 
must toe alive when turned over to us, 
and when this is verified the reward 
will toe immediately paid. Let all fear 
and none disregard this special procla­
mation.”

There is no question that Tuan and 
Chwang issued this preclamation, and 
■hence it is argued tirât the demand for 
the death punishment in their case is 
reasonable.
UNPOPULARITY- OF FOREIGNERS.

Philadelphia. Nov. 21.—Wu Ting
Fang, the Chinese minister from 
Washington, delivered an address to- 

1 night before the American Academy of 
Political and Social Science. Mr. Wu’s 
GUibjeot was : ‘ The causes of the un­
popularity of foreigners in China.” He 
said, in part: “It has ibeen commonly 
supposed that 'missionaries are the sole 
cause of the anti-foreign feeling in 
China. This change is unfair. Mis­
sionaries have done a great deal of 
good in China. They have translated 
useful works into the Chinese lan­
guage, published scientific and educa­
tional journals and established schools 
ail over the country. Medical mission­
aries especially have been remarkably 
successful in their philanthropic work. 
On the other hand, we must not be 
blind to the fact that some of their 
brethren, in their excessive zeal to 
convert the Chinese to their faith, have 
been indiscreet in their conduct. In­
stances are not wanting of mission­
aries interfering in the administration 
of justice in Chinese courts. By treaty 
missionaries have a right to reside in 

i any part of China. Other foreigners 
i are allowed to reside only In the treaty 

ports.
“In the interior a missionary cannot but

ancestors and idols to be a useless perform­
ance, etc., the feeling of the Chinese people 
can be easily understood.

“Missionaries are placed In a very deli­
cate situation, and not all of them are 
cautious and discreet. The general 
attitude of foreigners toward Chinese 
has had a great deal to do 
with their unpopularity. All foreigners in 
China carry with them the laws of their 
respective countries. The local authorities 
have no jurisdiotioa over them; consequent­
ly they form a sort of privileged class, and 
consider themselves more as lords of the 
country than as strangers in a strange land 
They frequently treat the customs, tradi 
tions and institutions of the country with 
contempt, and in this way excite the ill- 
feeling of the natives.

Foreigners should be 
more sparing in their condemnation of 
things Chinese. Iu the next place, for­
eigners, in their daily intercourse with 
educated Chinese, should remember that 
true politeness is the same in Chinn as 
elsewhere. In the third place, the foreign 
press in China should assume a more con­
ciliatory tone toward the government and 
people of China. Many Chinese can read 
foreign papers. '

[New York Sun.]
Party in tlhe Transaal war it was 

said that if the British flag ever float­
ed over the republic many hundreds of 
Boer families would load their ox 
wagons and trek hundreds oif miles 
across the dry plains to make new 

themselves in German 
Southwest Africa. The prediction la 
being fulfilled, and révérai hundreds 
of ifhmilies have already crossed the 
frontier. They are following the exam­
ple oif several hundred of their com­
patriots, who left the Transvaal with 
their herds and household belongings 
before the war liegan.

At the end of last year, according to 
the statistics of the Deutschen Kolon- 
iaibliatt, 637 Transvaal Boers, Including 
women and children, -had arrived in 
German Southwest Africa. They had j 
lost all hope that tire growing trou­
bles with the Outlandery could have a 
peaceful solution, and before the storm !

“We, who have faith In the destinies 
of the French-Canadian race on the 
banks oif the St. Lawrence, and who 
suffer from the yoke, gilded though it 
may toe, we hail with joy the result of 
the appeal of Wednesday last.”

The whole intention of this statement 
■was to deceive. Tihe paragraph was 
naturally seized oiipon and telegraphed 
to Ontario, and for a day the scheme 
worked well, how well may be inferred 
from the treatment oif tihe subject by 
the Hamilton Herald, an independent 
paper that would not knowingly mis­
lead its readers. After quoting Mr. T. 
C. Casgrai-n’s statement, that Quebec 
voted for a French-Canadian premier, 
it/he Herafld says:

“But it may toe otodec-ted, this is Tory 
testimony, and therefore untrust- 
•worttiiy. Well, there is similar testi­
mony -that is Liberal enou-gih. L’Avenir, 
of Mon'treail, a strong supporter ©f the 
Laurier Government, makes this frank 
declaration” (quothog the oljjectionable 
paragraph).

One begins- to understand the dast­

-when it is repeated that L'Avenir is a 
Conservative campaign sheet, started 
■only a few weeks ago when Les Dé­
bats announced that, to resent the in­
sults of a fanatical English Conserva­
tive press to their race, it hecame a 
national duty to vote for Laurier. 
After the elections there was no rea­
son for tihe continued existence of 
L’Avenir. But there was sti/li a 
■chance for vengeance and for decep­
tion. We have seen -how the Hamil­
ton Herald, and doubtless many other 
papers, were deceived. The Herald has 
admitted i-ts error and has taken care 
to inform its readers that “the paper 
is financially supported toy Conserva­
tives, and in keeping up the race cry 
is seeking to discredit the Laurier 
Government.” Other papers, the 
Gazette, for example, have not toeen so 
careful to place the truth before their 
readers. The (fact is that L’Avenir was 
and is the production of the Conserva­
tive education bureau in precisely the 
same sense as were pamphlets Nos. 2 
and 6, the bogus Globe, the forged ap­
peal, Le Journal and tihe Star.

Dr. Brown, at the meeting to which 
we refer, pointed out and argued that 
sewers were an absolute necessity to 

i the health of the city in connection 
! with the construction of the water­

works. We think time has proven 
how correct Ms conclusions were. Last 
month there were many typhoid and 
diphtheria cases in the city. Possibly 
the typhoid was not due to our sew- 

I ers, as that disease was general over 
' the Province. But so long as our sew­

ers are In the condition in which they 
are, so long will there be the danger 
of sickness and death resulting from 
it; and it does not matter to those 
whose constitutions may be in that 
condition to contract disease from 
these causes where the fault lies. We 
are not seeking to iay blame any­
where. We do not tMnk thentity en­
gineer to blame—in fact, we believe 
he will toe very much pleased to have 
such steps taken as will remedy the 
evil. Let there, then, toe the most 
done in the incoming year that can 
ibe done to perfect the sewerage sys­
tem of London and save the health 
and lives of the citizens.

Denies That He Tried to In­
fluence Mrs. Bu/kholder.

Evidence for Defense in Long- 
Drawn-Out Will Case.

Adjournment Until Saturday—Saunby 
Case Postponed—The School 

Board vs. Council Action.
The case for the plaintiffs in 'the 

Taylor-Davis will case at the non-jury 
assizes having been concluded when 
the court rose for luncheon yesterday, 
the defense was proceeded with imme­
diately upon Mr. Justice Meredith’s 
resuming the 'bench.

Mr. M. H. Howland, manager of the 
Canadian Savings and Loan Company; 
Mr. John S. Moore, accountant o£ the 
Huron and Erie, and Mr. C. W. Wood- 
burne, -teller of the London 'Loan, gave 
evidence relating to the visits paid by 
Mrs. Burkholder to transact business 
matters, and each witness said he 
noticed nothing in her actions to in­
dicate a weakness in her mental facul­
ties.

Four medical men were next called 
to testify as to Mrs. Burkholder’s men­
tal condition. Dr. George Wilson and 
Dr. Ecoles had -both attended the de­
ceased. Dr. E-ecles was her medical 
adviser from 1891 to 1896, treating her 
for stomach trouble. Mrs. Burkn-older 
complained once or twice of dimness of 
vision and dizziness. Dr. Eccles found 
her a very intelligent woman and a 
little close. Mr. Meredith asked Dr. 
Eccles his opinion about Mrs. Burk­
holder losing her way. The witness 
said that persons fix points to enable 
them to find their way home, and if 
Mrs. Burkholder failed to fix the points 
She might lose her way.

‘‘Was there anything in her actions 
to indicate that Mrs. Burkholder was 
having delusions?”

“Nothing that I noticed while I was 
attending her.”

“Or anything you heard in court?” 
“Except one witness, who said Mrs. 

Burkholder expressed a fear that She 
was going to be robbed or murdered. 
That would be a delusion.”

Dr. Waugh, a professor in the West- i 
era University who toad heard the 
statements of all but two of the wit­
nesses did not consider there was any- 

j thing in the evidence to indicate in­
sane delusions on the part of Mrs. 

j Burkholder.
“What about her being unable to find 

her -way?”
“I attribute that to failing memory.” 
“Is it common or uncommon?”

I “Common.”
! “Would that have any effect upon 
her other mental faculties?”

“Not necessarily.”
The evidence of Dr. J. M. Piper, of 

South London, was distinctly favorable 
.to the plaintiffs. Dr. Piper attended 
Mrs. Burkholder several times -between 
April 1 and Aug. 30, 1899—the date of 
her death. She was suffering from 
stomach and liver trouble. The witness 
saw her on May 3, the day the Vast 
will was drawn up, and he noticed 

| nothing which would -lead him to be­
lieve she was not possessed of her 
mental faculties. Death was due to 
hemorrhage of the brain. On June 22 
Dr. Piper asked Mrs. Burkholder why 
she was kicking so worried, and she 
replied thtit her daughter and husband 
had died within a few months, where­
as they had been dead some years. 
Mrs. Burkholder would go to bed for 
a, short time in the evening, and get 
up and dress, thinking it was morning. 
Dr. Piper was of the opinion that the 
old lady was insane. In July and 
August she did not seem to understand 
anything that was said to her. There 
was no question in his mind but that 
she was insane and incapable of tran­
sacting any business.

James Murray, who purchased some 
property from Mrs. Burkholder in 1892,

: told of the close bargain driven toy the 
i old lady.

Archdeacon Davis, the principal de­
fendant, next took the stand. He made 
a s\\ eeplng denial of alS changes of 
undue influence made against him by 
the plaintiffs. Mr. Davis became ac- 

: attainted with Mrs. Burkholder in 1880,
, when she first moved to South London. 
With the exception of the time she re­
sided on Queen’s avenue, she was a 
regular attendant at St. James’ Church. 
He never transacted any o-f her Busi­
ness affairs, except with reference fo 
the placing of the memorial window 
in the church. It was only after some 
hesitation that she agreed to have the 
window placed in the edifice. The wit­
ness denied ever having received a-ny 
payment for managing her estate.

He did -not notice 
any signs of insanity -on the part of 
the deceased either (before or after the I 
wilil was made. There was nothing 
more than a weakness of memory. She 
was thoroughly competent to transact 
business. ,

Rev. Canon Richardson, the next 
witness, having been rector of the 
Memorial Church while she attended 
the services there, said he saw noth­
ing to lead him to believe that she was 
not mentally sound. In March, 1892, 
Mr. Richardson heard her speak of 
having made a will.

Fred Pope, who lived at Mrs. Rob­
inson’s -while Mrs. Burkholder board­
ed there, testified that he never no­
ticed anything strange in the actions 
of the deceased.

Sarah E. Keffer, of Toronto, a niece 
of Mrs. Burkholder, produced corre­
spondence to show that she was on 
good terms with her aunt. In one let­
ter written in 1895, the old lady asked 
Mrs. Keffer if she would accept her 
household effects in the event of her 
death, as well as some money.

At 6 o’clock the court adjourned un­
til Saturday, when the case will be 
resumed. Mr. Justice Meredith goes to 
Chatham to take a court there today.

SAUNBY CASE POSTPONED.
The suit of J. D. Saunby vs. thti 

Water Commissioners and the City of 
London, was laid over to -be heard at 
a date to be arranged between Mr. 
Justice Meredith and the parties con­
cerned. His lordship has no time to 
hear the case this week, nor could he 
name any time that would not conflict 
with other engagements. In view of 
this, and the fact that each side was 
under heavy expenses in the matter 
of expert witnesses an arrangement 
has been made whereby each party is 
.to appoint an engineer, the two to 
have such control of the waterworks 
dam and the plaintiff's mill as may -be 
necessary for the making of experi­
ments to ascertain to what extent, if 
any, the plaintiff’s property is affected 
by back water from the dam and splash 
boards.

If necessary the ex­
periments will be made a second time. 
No expert evidence other than that of 
the two or three engineers, as the case 
may toe. is to toe adduced at the trial, 
tout evidence as to fact may toe given.

The retirement of Justin McCarthy 
from political and parliamentary ac­
tivity, just announced, bn account of 
failing health, takes out of British 
public ltie one of its ablest and 
worthiest men, and is a distinct loss 
to the Irish home rule cause.

Mr. McCarthy was born ip Cork 
Nov. 22, 1830. From 1846 to 1853 
lie was on the stall of The Cork. Ex­
aminer. and then joined the staff of 
The Northern Times of Liverpool. In 
18(H) he became reporter in the 
I louse of Commons for The London 
Star, of which he was afterwards for­
eign editor, and then chief editor in 
1864. Mr. McCarthy resigned this 
post in 1SGS and Went to the United 
Stales. He traveled for nearly three 
years, visiting 35 states. He then 
lived in New York for some time.

In 1879 Mr. McCarthy entered po­
litical lile, being elected member of 
Parliament for Longford, Ireland. He 
was re-elected when the dissolution 
took place in 1880, in both instances 
without a contest. At. the general 

I election in 188.5 he contested Derry, 
and was defeated by a majority of 29, 
but was immediately elected for 
T-oucford by an’mmenss majority. lq 
1886 he contested Derry again, and 
was defeated by a majority of three, 
while at the Same time he was re­
turned for I on :ford unopposed.
